Laurie was upset and had goosebumps on her. She called the Police twice and 

then called the Newspaper. · She i n  turn called me. 

I checked with my astronomy adviser, but nothing of an astronomical nature fits 

this description. 

I checked with the Waterloo/Wellington Airport. The possible. explanation oflthis 

sighting follows. 

The navigational lights, red and green, are small and on the wing tips. If the 

plane ·:_was far away, they would not be seen. The plane could have been 5 miles 

up and no sound would be heard, because of its' distance. More and more aircraft 

are now flying with their white operating lights on, as they are much brighter and 

makes for better visibility. A plane has a dozen or more of these lights and any 

number of these lights could be on. Aircraft are still coming in and out of the 

Toronto Airport after midnight.

When I :consult an astronomy expert on a s.ighting reported to me, I contact 

Cliff Cunningham. I have attached an article.which appeared in a recent issue 

of "Equinox", concering Cliff's background in astronomy. 

The absence of information about asteroids 
caught Clifford Cunningham's attention in 1976. An 
astronomy aficionado since childhood and a free­
lance writer, the Ontario resident had just bought 
a 141/.l-inch (36 em) telescope and was seeking an 
avenue for meaningful application of the· instru- � 

ment's capabilities. He began his serious asteroid 
observations from the roof of the 17-storey apart­
ment building where he lives in downtown Kitch­
ener. With the bright lights of the city beneath him, 
Cunningham tracked down hundreds of asteroids 
and measured their positions. Knowing exactly 
where they are at any given time makes it pos­
sible to calculate more accurately where they will 
be in the future. 

FLYING MOUNTAINS 
The nights on the exposed roof, however, proved 

to be a test of Cunningham's physical and mental 
stamina. Between observing sessions, he had to 
store his telescope in the furnace room, which 
meant setting up the 50-pound (23 kg) base each 
night and then attaching the six-foot (2 m) 70-pound 
(32 kg) tube to it. By 1980, Cunningham had had 
enough of the roof. He built an observatory near 
Ayr, south of Kitchener, and moved the telescope 
there. To the instrument, he added a photometer, 
an electronic device that allows him to detect mi­
nute variations in an asteroid's brightness as it turns. 
The new information enabled him to establish not 
only the asteroids'_ rotation cycles but also their 
amplitude curves. Research journals began publish­
ing his observations, and Cunningham earned a 
reputation as a world-class asteroid expert. 1v1ore 
recently, following publication of his book, Introduc­
tion to Asteroids, he has been invited to use major 
professional equipment for his studies; earlier this 
year, he watched asteroids through the 72-inch 
( 180 em) telescope at Lowell Observatory in Arizona.

QUEBEC (CPl- Unidentified flying objects were spotted over Que­
bec City and in New Brunswick Tuesday night. 
fJ One Quebec City observer, identified by the daily newspaper Le 
Soleil only as Christian, aged 29, said he was >Valking with his mother 
at about 10 p.m. when he spotted eight strange forms in the sky. 

"We were just below them," he said. -. · 

"It was very bizarre. They were like rings, with four white and yellow· ·-' · 
lights inside. There was no noise." 

Christian said he watched for about 15 minutes. 
At one point, he said, one of the rings accelerated and moved into 

position ahead of the others. 
The newspaper said it first heard about the UFO's Tuesday night 

from people who saw them from the streets. Several people phoned the 
P?lice, who had no comment. . 

An airline pilot, the newspaper said. even reported an inexplicable 
phenomenon .!n 1:he air as he landed at Quebec City airport . 
. But Maurice Aube, a control tower spokesman at the airport, said 
radar screens there picked up nothing unusual. 

The response was the same at Dorval and Mirabel airports near 
Montreal. 

There were also reports of spottings in New Brunswick. 
Capt. Remi Picard. spokesman at the Canadian Forces base in Ba­

. gotville, Quebec, dismissed suggestions that CF-18s should have· been 
sent up to track the objects. 
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'Glasnost i1--\o -�C) 
hurrah' 

MOSCOW· (AFP): In­
spired by a spate of UFO. , 
reports in the Soviet press, 
the usually humorless 
communist party· news­
paper Pravda on Sunday 
reported the arrival of 
three extra-terrestrials in a 
town with the unlikely 
name of Abradovsk. 

The word "Abradovsk" 
means "rejoice" in Rus­
sian. and if the local jour­
nalist quoted by Pravda is 
to be trusted. the space 
visitors landed on satur­
day at 13h58 aboard an 
orange-colored flying 
saucer and said "Glasnost 
... hurrah.'' 

But since the reporter's 
name, Neustoyev, means· 
"unstable'' in Russian he 
was presumably no more 
reliable a witness than the 
357 adults r·eportedly 
queuing outside the vodka 
shop in Probujdenia 
("wake-up") Square, for­
merly Bolshaia De-

mogogitechkaya ("big 
demagogy"). 

The three martians, 
measuring 3.02 metres, 
3.09 metres and 3.36 me­
ters, each with three eyes 
and four ears, were wear­
ing silver costumes and 
rubber boots, Pravda said. 
The ta11est was female, ac­
cording to specialists. 

One of them took a step 
forward, raised his right 
ear and said in a metallic 
voice: "Glasnost ... Hur­
rah". 

The local party commit­
tee is currently· meeting 
with informal organiza­
tions in the town to decide 
on what" should be done 
about the new arrivals, 
Pravda said. 

Since last . week, the 
Soviet media have given 
unusual prominence to 
UFO sightings.

"Don't believe all you hear from 
Tass," Genrikh Silanov, head of_ 
the Voronezh Geophysical Labora­
tory, cautioned in a tel�phone in­
terview with the Associated Press 
from Voronezh. "We never gave 
them part of what they published.'' 

On Monday, the usually staid, 
official Soviet news agency told the 
world that scientists had confirmed 
an alien spaceship carrying giant 
people with tiny heads �ad touched 
down in Voronezh, a city of more 
than 800,000 people about 300 
miles southeast of Moscow.

�nrikh Silanov, head of the Voro­
. nezh Geophysical Laboratory, told 

Tass that the landing site was identi­
fied "by means of biolocation.'' 

According to Soviet reference 
books, biolocation is an extrasensory 
method of tracking objects or people 
invisible to the hum�n eye. · 

Silanov described the landing spot 
as being about 20 yards in diameter, 
with four small prominent dents. 

He said scientists also found "two 
mysterious pieces of rock" that re­
sembled deep-red sandstone. but 
"mineralogical analysis" deter­
mined that the substance "cannot be 
found on. Earth." "However. addi­
tional tests are needed to reach a 
more definite conclusion,'' he said. 

Tass said Voronezh residents re­
ported that the aliens yisited the 
place after dark at least tnree tJmes. 
They arrived in a large shining balL 
or disk, and emerged through a 
hatch, accompanied by "a small ro­
bot" and went for a "short prome­
nade about·the park." 

"The aliens were three or even 
four meters tall (almost 10 feet to 
slightly more than 13 feet), but with 
very small heads,'' the news agency 
quoted witnesses as saying. "They 
walked near the ball or disk and then 
disappeared inside.'' · 

Tass also reported that witnesses 
claimed to �ave seen "a banana­
shaped object in the sky and a 
characteristic illuminated sign.·· 

It said such descriptions had been 
reported in the American m_agazine 
Saga. And to dispel any notion that 

, the Voronezh witnesses had been 
influenced by reports in Saga, Tass 
said "it is unlikely residents of Voro-1 
nezh could have read the magazine.'' 

Monday's report resembled a 
much talked about story last sum­mer in the newspaper Sotsialisti­
cheskaya Industriya about a milk­
maid's encounter with a stubby­
legged alien in the Perm region of 
Central Russia. 

In that report, milkmaid l:.yubov 
Medvedev was quoted as saying she 
encountered an alien creature "re­
sembling a man. but taller than 
average with short legs." The crea­
ture. she said. had "only a small knob 
instead of a head.'' 

This summer· Tass reported on a 
UFO hovering over a hill in the 
Soviet Far East, showering the area 
with over 30 pounds of debris that 
included mysterious. tiny golden 
hairs. 

T he agency also debunked a report 
in Sotsialisticheskaya Industriya th1s 
summer that asserted that a space­
ship landed near southern Moscow. 
leaving behind a huge scorched 
patch.

E IGHT Canadians from British Collimbia 
including Shirle Klein-Carsh, her 

husband Fred and myself had the wonderful 
opportunity of attending this conference. 
There were over one thousand participants, 
although not all attended the full lecture 
schedule. The . conference ran far fi"¥e days 
with six different speakers each day. The 
speakers were from fourteen different 
countries including the Soviet Union, Spain, 
Italy, Japan, England, Mexico, · Peru, 
Venezuela, Iran, Chile, Brazil, Hungary, five 

.American states and two Canadian 
provinces. The speakers included our own 
Shirle relating her experience with her 
extraterrestrial contact. Shirles' talk was 
given simply and with humor. She presented 
physical evidence with one of the plates 
given her by her alien contact, a photostatic 
reproduction of the rest of the plates and a 
vial containing a small metallic looking 
pellet, one of six given her to enhance her 
mental clarity. 

TI1e subject matter of the conference was 
varied, intense, thought provoking and 
extremely absorbing. Those of us attending 
the full conference found little spare time for 
the necessities of eating and sleeping due to 
the high energy generated by the material 
being presented, much of which was being 
heard for the f1rst time. Many speakers �ent 
overtime with the question periods because 
the audience refused to let them leave the 
platform. Among the various subjects 
covered by the thirty investigators, 
contactees and abductees were: 1 The 
government I extraterrestrial connection, 
time and interdimensional travel, our erosion 
of the environment. alternate universes, 
personal responsibility for our future, rather 
than leaving it in the hands of church or state 
and the necessity to get together as fellow 
human beings, - undifferentiated by race, 
creed or sexual bias. The presenters were 
from all walks of life including housewives, 
artists, blue collar workers, educators, ex­
military personal scientists and a cosmonaut 
from the Soviet Union. All were highly 
intelligent an articulate and the questions 

asked reflected the high intelligence and 
curiosity of the audience. Our host, 
Wendelle Stevens, mentioned that we had 
enough backup speakers in the audience to 
be able to present an entire other conference. 
As soon as I have the video tapes I will try to 
give you an in depth report on the material 
presented. My overall personal feeling of 
the conference was that it presented us with 
an up to date view giving scientific, 
technical, personal and spiritual fmdings of 
the various speakers. The negative and 
positive aspects of the U.F.O. experience 
were covered but I found the positive far 
outweighe4 any negativity. The majority of 
the contactees, regardless of their 
background, appeared to be very humble, 
told their stories simply and their lives 
seemed to have expanded in every way, 
including spiritually. Most gave a message 
of hope, expressing that if we are willing to 
listen to the universe and attempt to 
transform our lives whether be it physically, · 
mentally, emotionally and spiritually can 
agents of great change occur on this planet. 

At the conference, I made a suggestion to 
the Canadians present that it would be nice 
to honor the visit of the Soviets in some way 
as we were so tremendously impressed by 
their contribution to the conference� - The 
idea was taken up and we presented three of 
them with beautiful silver U.F.O. · type 
jewelry handcrafted by a local Tucson 
jeweller. .They were very surprised and 
delighted and we were happy to have been 
able to show them our appreciation. • *

And the caddy shack at the town 
golf course is shaped like a rocket 
ship. 

But tho dual "eternul flames" atop 
poles near the pad have been 
snuffed while a utility company 
works in the area. The only sign of 
life on the pad is a trail of pistachio 
shells . eerily reminiscent of the 
scene in E.T.: The Extraterrestrial, 
where the alien is lured into 11 house 
by a line of Reese's Pieces candies. 

At one time, says former mayor 
Jules Van Brabant, visitors could 
pop a quarter into a slot and spooky 
music would fill the 11ir around the 
pad. 

"We had some pretty weird 
sounds coming out of that thing,'' he 
whispers melodramatically. "But the 
neighbors complained so much that 
we had to take it off." 

Perhaps the people of St. Paul 
have forgotten t he words inscribed 
on the landing pad 's plaque - words 
that remind us. r� w ... prepare 10 
cruise the universe, that we must 
never forget our own world's 
shortcomings. 

"If we fail to conquer disease and 
pestilence on Earth but instead 
transmit them to other planet s . we 
shall never � welcome," it points 
out. 

"If we fail to travel Earth without 
destroying the environment, ho'" 
shall we ever travel the universe 
safely? If we cannot de\'elop in lema· 
t10nal goodwill among all men, how 
shull we ever develop inlcrgulaclic 
goodwill among all beinss?" 

Mayor Paul Langevin isn't so sure 
aliens have boen avoiding St. Paul. 
One night many years ago, he says, 
all the dogs in town started howling 
at once and demanded to be let into 
their homes. lt may have been a sign 
that aliens were in the vicinity.

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With respect to the dynamically developing nature of our experience 
with the modern UFO-Alien presence, and to the numerous and profound 
ramifications of this experience, I think that certain events in the turbulent 
present call for the making of an updated estimation of our situation. A brief 
account of my previous, relevant works is given at the beginning of the 
reference section of this paper. 

It is evidently true that, at least since the outset of the second World 
War, major instances of military activity tend to be accompanied by peaks of 
the UFO-Aliens' observed activity. One can cite, here, WWII, the Korean 
War, the Vietnamese War, and the Egyptian-Israeli War of 1973 (see ref. no. 
1, pp. 18-20). · In my opinion, for the proper understanding of this funda­
mental correlation, we should be cognizant of the presumption regarding the 
UFO-Aliens' attentiveness to catastrophic nuclear potentialities. Or, in other 
words, whereas there exist very significant correlations between our military 
actions and the UFO-Aliens' activity, there is also the central element from 
the general estimate, concerning the UFO-Aliens' leading role in .the takeover 
of this world, with the presumption that their decisive move will be triggered 
by our time of unprecedented--nuclear--tribulation. So, especially in view of 
the nuclear capabilities of the U.S.S.R., one must contemplate a causal 
relationship pertaining to the recent political volatility involving the U.S.S.R. 
as this occurs together with enhanced UFO-Alien manifestations. 

Of course, based on this same empirical reasoning, one can anticipate 
the actions of the UFO-Aliens; and clearly the Soviet's condition is not the 
only subject of pertinent interest. In fact, it should be readily understood that 
as of the writing of this date; Sunday, Jan. 13, 1991 ;  the incredible military­
political drama that has already taken place since this past summer--regarding 
Kuwait--is in itself sufficient to have produced a noticeable UFO-Alien 
reaction. Furthermore, an outbreak of hostilities there, of the type that is 
commonly foreseen, should logically be expected to precipitate a substantial 
UFO-Alien reaction. Indeed, this particular, complex state of affairs presents 
an important test case with respect to our basic understanding of the UFO­
Aliens' actions in the modern period: simply put, if an intense war breaks out 
there, we should perceive the UFO-Alien response; and that response could 
very possibly take place in various parts of the world. One can say that, for 
our predictive considerations, about the only ingredient that the Kuwaiti 
problem lacks is that the U.S. and U.S.S.R. are, we hope, not on opposite 
sides. 
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As I continue writing, now on Sunday Jan. 20, 1991, we do have an 
extremely hot war progressing in the Middle East. Surely the mobilization 
magnitude, nuclear potential, and technologically novel nature of this conflict 
qualify it, as we have anticipated, in terms of an important test case for the 
parallel occurrence of UFO-Alien activity. There are also environmental and 
social aspects that contribute to the weight of this occasion. The results 
regarding the UFO-Aliens response remain for all to observe and evaluate. 

To conclude this section I wish, however, to remind the reader that this 
Kuwaiti situation, with its enormous scope, ·has begun roughly in conjunction 
with initiation of the astonishing crop circle-pictogram phenomenon, which 
has been concentrated in England. Furthermore, there are very strong 
grounds for thinking that this pictogram phenomenon is caused by the UFO­
Aliens. As such it is of surpassing significance, and I shall turn next to an 
expanded discussion of these crop circle-pictograms. 

This complex subject has already been the object of considerable public 
interest and debate; · thus, I will merely suggest three references: no. 2, 
Circular Evidence; no. 3, Crop Circles: The Latest Evidence; and no. 4, The 
Summer 1990 Crop Circles, MUFON JOURNAL, Dec. 1990. To be sure, 
judgments must be a part of the evaluation of these crop field manifestations, 
but that normal status, by no means, justifies exceedingly strained rationales, 
the discarding of established UFO-Alien data, or the separation of this crop 
phenomenon ·from the total context. Besides what failures of objectivity one 
could logically expect for these high-stakes deliberations, it is unfortunate that 
the continuing problem of government suppression of information is an 
additional factor to be kept in mind. 

While it is reasonably clear that no satisfactory, natural explanation has 
been or can be found for this crop phenomenon, and that a human causative 
agency has to be excluded from serious consideration, one is left with the 
stark realization that the figures are the product of an advanced intelligence. 
Then by simple logical economy the UFO-Aliens remain--alone--as the 
evident causative agency. But we also know of compelling precedents linking 
UFOs to the distinctive swirled-grass element of the pictograms (see ref. no. 
2, pp. 180 and 183); and non-trivial UFO sightings have been reported in the 
immediate space-time context of pictogram formation. On p. 7 of my 
Commentary/1489-1-5 (ref. no., 5) I stated that the circular depression cases 
from England are "almost surely caused by UFO landings." That is a mistake. 
It should read: are almost surely caused by the UFO-Aliens. The circular 
crop swirls, which represent an integral part of the emerging circle-pictogram 
phenomenon, seem to be produced by the same means that can create rings, 
rectangular bars, and irregularly curved figures. One can speculate that this 
graphic technology is related to the UFO's propulsion technology, due to 
similarities with presumed "landing" precedents. 
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Technically speaking, a valid, general intelligence estimate of the 
significance of the crop circle-pictogram phenomenon necessarily leads to the 
conclusion that the UFO-Aliens are very probably the cause of it, and only 
then can one begin to meaningfully contemplate the fundamental question of 
why these figures are being produced. Moreover, no legitimately justifiable 
alternative exists for seeking to understand these new crop phenomena other 
than to evaluate them seriously in terms of the coherent, total view through 
which the "UFO phenomenon" has already been successfully rendered intelli­
gible. 

Of course those who contend that the event of the Second Coming of 
Christ does not represent a viable, or the only plausible, explanation for the 
modern UFO-Alien manifestation are at once called upon to answer a 
number of questions as to precisely why they take their positions, and to 
articulate their comprehensive alternatives. 

I find it cqnvenient to think of the crop circle-pictogram phenomenon 
as the new, and sixth, facet of the modern "UFO phenomenon." According 
to this rough scheme the other five facets would be: 1) sightings of UFOs and 
their occupants; 2) the UFO-Alie.ns' human abduction (medical, reproductive, 
and possibly instructional) program; 3) the shadowy "crash retrieval" situation; 
4) t�eir aniinal-medical ("mutilation") program; and, perhaps as _ 5} a men-in­
black category. Of these six divisions I regard the first, . second,_ third, and 
sixth as being of the greatest importance at this time. My sense is that this 
astonishing, and probably yet evolving, sixth facet COI1$titutes an extremely 
significant development, but what specific items ·contribute to this appraisal? 

One can start by saying that on proper understanding the untenable, 
popular hypothetic�! conception which holds merely that an alien intelligence 
has initiated a very overt, graphic form of cominunication for us must be, 
instead, transformed into the perception of a new kind of action being taken 
by the Angelic operational force. of the Second Coming of Christ. Thus our 
dynamic experience with the modern UFO-Alien presence has undergone a 
dramatic step of expansion: . one 9f moving more into the open. Since the 
UFO-A.J.iens' conduct �n the modern period has been prominently character­
ized by secretiveness, these huge graphic manifestations are all the more 
a�azing. Their secretiveness is readily understandable because the cent�al 
rol� of these �iens involves i�tallation of the Messianic rule, and separation 
of humans on moral grounds; and one can expect that they would scrupulously 
avoid interfering with Jesus' role of preaching to the entire world--until the 
end._ So they would not just do something like this without a reason; th� ��a­
son will have to do with theiJ;" <;>verall objective; and the relevant inference 
seems to indicate a nearing of the end of the world. Even allowing for a care­
ful, conservative exclusion of questionable and spurious Fundamentalist theo­
logical interpretations, I think that the ominous tenor surrounding the Kuwaiti 
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tragedy lends itself easily to the gravest of thinking regarding the pictograms 
and their appearance only days before the outset of hostilities in the Persian 
.Gulf. Ufologists are advised to consider the connection between the much 
publicized, recent UFO sightings in Belgium, and the contribution of the 
Belgian arms industry to Iraqi war preparations. The contemporary military 
realities pertaining to southern England should be examined, too, for their 
possible significance with respect to the pictograms' concentration there. 

The modern UFO sightings began with WWII. The pictograms began 
with what can, now after its conclusion, be loosely thought of as a failed WW 
III. For me, one has to go back to the beginning of "Flying Saucer" sightings 
to find something, in the public history of the UFO phenomenon, with which 
to compare this crop circle-pictogram development. 

I think one should also attempt to determine if the UFO-Aliens' 
program of long-term abduction-experiments, of and on humans, will produce 
a wave of awakening or blooming in their cultivated subjects, and that could 
possibly be in conjunction with a variety of special occurrences. Perhaps this 
is already under way. 

In my estimation this entire picture; including wars, abduction 
revelations, pictograms, and other related, radical social phenomena, should 
be watched with the utmost serious attention. 

When we proceed in ignorance of pertinent things, or on the bases of 
erroneous evaluations, and with false information, to form conceptions, then 
the views that are produced are flawed, and quite possibly, simply incorrect. 
This elementary truth applies directly to the understanding of the so-called 
UFO phenomenon. Throughout the modem period of the UFO-Alien mani­
festation the federal government of the U.S.A has acted deliberately to mis­
inform its people, and others, about the fact of this alien force. As things 
have developed to the present, with the academic community of the U.S.A 
for an example, one can confidently say of their pronouncements made in har­
mony with this federal lie that: such pronouncements are invalid, that they 
may be made knowingly as such, and that those who actually believe their own 
assertions have, in this instance of foolishness, descended into the realm of 
abnormal -psychology. In this modem time much of the respected, scholarly 
Christian theological thinking has rejected the very evident, abundant con­
tent in Jesus' statements concerning his Second Coming--from the sky with 
Angels--apparently because these scholars thought that there was no possible 
way for this to happen. Therefore, now �th the knowledge of the UFO-Alien 
presence it is doubly clear that these scholars', in this pivotal revision of 
Christianity, are absolutely lacking in sound philosophical justification. Why 
do they persist in this error? 
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At this point in our history it's relatively easy, through the employment 
of informed intelligence and real objectivity, to formulate a very much 
improved, valid Judea-Christian theology. Then because of the given, intrinsic 
content of the Judea-Christian datum, both in its recorded events and in its 
absolute and comprehensive assertions, a legitimately objective evaluation of 
the UFO-Alien presence cannot be made without straightforward consider- . 
ation of the Second Coming solution--from the perspective of the valid Judea­
Christian construction. In terms of pure reason, you will find that it is 
impossible to reject the general Second Coming evaluation in favor of a 
superior alternative explanation. Furthermore, it should be evident that 
through its detail and comprehensiveness the Second Coming model does 
emerge as the unique, viable finding. 

Following on this short review of the technical anatomy of theoretical 
deliberations, I will proceed by exploring an assortment of related topics, in 
the light of the defensible world-view. 

For one thing, it seems logical that the "UFO-Aliens" have been opera­
ting on the basis of a grand plan, at least since the beginning of the __ modern 
period, and of course, their involvement with · selected, living persons has 
extended for this same interval. _- While these Aliens' eventual goal and_ �he 
final outcome can't be in question, one still has to struggle to sort out what 
information can be accepted from the vast volume in abduction -cases, and as 
to how some_ of these exceedingly strange things may be interpreted. 

One presumed, long-term abductee has recently told me that the UFO­
Aliens imparted to her, in _response to her direct question as to what certain 
men-in-black are · all about, that " ' they are the executioners.' _:" I had never 
even thought of that! Certainly it is permissible to think that these UFO­
Angels have numerous types of creatures in their company. So, perhaps they 
might, inqeed, ha�e executioners; especially in view_ of the role of the Angelic 
force of the Second Coming. The personalities of some UFO occupants are 
said to vary, orie from the other, and the question constantly arises as to why 
people have "bad" experiences in abductions, inasmuch as these Aliens are 
supposed to be Angels. In thinking about the range of possible, plausible rea­
sons for these reported undesirable experiences one can surmise that the list 
would include: 1) Angels don't necess-arily find close encounters with evil 
humans to be desirable experiences, and we are all to a degree evil; and 2) 
the punishment of humans could already be among their activities. To be 
sure, examples will be brought forward of cases in which there were seem­
ingly, totally innocent victims, and I will be regarded by some as an apologist 
for Christianity for mentioning these things, but one has to deal with the data. 
Who prefers to think that Christianity is nonsense and that the UFO-Aliens 
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are evil monsters who are insensitive to the higher visions of utopian, secular · 
dreams? Remember that God's will shall be done on Earth as it is in 
Heaven. 

We, also, continually hear from some theological orientations� and 
reportedly from the UFO-Alien abduction experiences, of Good and Evil 
Angels: that the operational force of the Second Coming is divided into two 
(intermingling ?) camps. As an exercise for getting ones feet on the ground, 
I suggest that persons obtain a copy of the Revised Standard Version of the 
Holy Bible (ref. no. 6) and read every single word in the Gospels of Matthew, 
Mark, Luke, and John. In this primary record from Christ you will find an 
abundance of material dealing with the Angels of the Second Coming--the 
reapers--but you will find essentially nothing said about any accompanying evil 
Angels. Scholars should be at work, under the present circumstance, 

· reviewing their interpretations of the Bible. This can be a very difficult 
technical undertaking. Ufologists, for their part, must be extremely careful 
not to let things color the data they report from abduction cases. Then we 
are left with the task of assorting new data, · however strange it may be, 
according to its relationship to the total conceptual context. That context is 
centered in God, and includes the · community of Christ and the Angels of 
Heaven. 

The reader should note the critical philosophical distinctions, that one 
does not "keep an open mind," when interpreting data: to see if God is 
actually fooling us, or to test the hypothesis that Jesus was deluded and that 
the true explanation for UFOs and the pictograms is, therefore, to be found 
in some other philosophical conception. Christ did not leave such philosophi­
cal loopholes as to permit the knowing of fundamentals through establishment 
on a firmer basis. The valid Christian view is absolute, airtight, AND the 
general data is readily rendered intelligible only from within it. The Angels 
. make their determinations on the basis of absolute justice and absolute truth. 
I offer the advice that you never suggest any strange philosophies to them.

. The summer of 1990 brought us the convulsions of radical evil, and the 
aftermath of violent destruction; it witnessed the stunning escalation to 
pictograrris; and in July Bantam Books published one of the strangest books 
the world has· ever seen: The Watchers (by Mr. Raymond E. Fowler, see ref. 
no. 7). Ray Fowler is a well-known and respected ufologist. Inasmuch as this 
book, about the abductions of both Betty Andreason Luca and the investigator 
Fowler, is available to the public I will not go much further than to draw 
attention to some of its extraordinary aspects. It is not clear why the methods 
of investigation used by Mr. Fowler and his collaborators should not yield 
some factual information concerning the nature of the UFO-Aliens. The 
assimilation into the valid, general view, of data proposed from these case 
studies, presents certain complexities. Factors of interest include: 1) that part 
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of the content of alleged Alien communications is very suggestive of the 
Angelic-Second Coming role; 2) that these UFO-Aliens are formed from our 
fetuses through advanced medical procedures in which the fetUses are grown 
in artificial containers; 3) that these UFO-Aliens are very concerned about a 
(or the) main threat faced by mankind as being sterility; 4) that physical 
transformations were demonstrated, involving the shrinking of one of their 
crafts while Aliens and humans were in it; 5) that Mrs. Andreason Luca still 
has important secrets locked in her mind; 6) that the abduction program is 
evidently progressing toward a goal; and 7) a warning that all UFO-Aliens 
aren't friendly to humans. , 

There are many abduction cases. From those that are available for 
study I have the impression that through objective investigation a great deal 
of data can be collected, and that obtaining the analyzed, finished product 
from this data should be a high priority of ufology. Our ingenuity should 
provide the means by which to detect true signals among the noises arising 
from false objectivity, unsophisticated methodology, charlatanry; and clever 
misinformation. Then the results won from this branch of ufology can be 
combined with other refined material and evaluated in relation to the general 
view. As you would expect, supporters of all general views will be called upon 
to declare . explicitly their conclusions, and the reasons for such, about: the 
existence of God, and his orientation; the. content of Jesus' assertions, and his 
relation to God; and the reality and nature of the UFO-Alien force. Even 
though from within the valid Christian view one anticipates no change in the 
essential outcome for the world, the new "UFO-Alien" data does offer a vast 
enhancement of iilformation. ._ ,; 

Therefore, concerning an updated, general estimate of the human 
· situation, we still have the recently arrived UFO-Alien force as the Angelic 
Force of the Second Coming of Christ. But just now developments in UFO­
Angelic and human activities exhibit an acceleration and volatility that seem 
to warrant the interpretative conclusions that the prospect has arisen that we 
could enter into a closer cultural encounter with them before long, and that 
we are required to register signs implying an advanced stage in the progres­
sion of human history. 

I will close by giving a summary listing of some elements of relevant 
interest: 

1) Information gained from the UFO-Angels, through their abducted 
humans, is especially attractive, if difficult to access. A collective blooming 
of revelations from these abductees would be of great interest. 
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2) The present, turbulent social manifestations, together with their 
prospects, evaluated on the bases of underlying generative factors, leads one 
to think that the heightened rate of the UFO-Angel's activity should tend to 
continue. 

3) With the pictogram facet now added to the robust figure of the 
UFO-Angels' other activities, the cover-up programs become increasingly 
strained. I think that the big UFO lie in the U.S.A is currently in danger of 
breaking down, but it is unlikely to be totally abandoned. Thus, in this 
particular instance, people are also advised to look to the protection of their 
freedoms. 

4) The crop circle-pictogram phenomenon has to be accorded an 
important position, and very probably the most important position, in 
considerations pertaining to a change in the general estimate concerning the 
UFO-Angel situation. Because of its intensity of occurrence, and degree of 
overtness to the public, this facet of the UFO-Angels' activities is to be placed 
in a category separate from the other five facets that I have mentioned. 
Apart from "crash retrievals" the pictogram phenomenon appears to be 
u·niquely qualified, perhaps as being wholly a deliberately overt action. Shall 
we have an even more overt relationship soon? ·· · In addition, owing to its 
seemingly, deliberately communicative character it is difficult not to view this 
facet of the Angels' activities as almost a thing in its · own right:: as almost a 
second, separate thing standing together with the other five facets taken as a 
group. ·So, the initiation of a "quasi-second," overt phase of operations does 
necessitate a review of ones estimation of what is happening--particularly with 
respect to timing. Note, too, that this "second" phase correlates with war; 
furthermore, that war dramatically thrust threats to the vital economic 
interests of the world, the fate of Israel, and the subject of good versus evil 
onto the world stage. . 

Further escalation of the crop circle-pictogram phenomenon, or that 
in combination with other activities of the UFO-Angels, would naturally call 
for the extension of the reasoning presented, here, regarding estimates.

He  had found h ims e l f  i n  a r ound r o om whe r e  f o u r  " pe r sons " we r e  
s ta nd i ng . Then a woman came i n  and t h e  e n t i t i es began mov i ng a r ound and 
ta l k i ng and touch i ng h im on h i s  f o r e f r ont and h i s  s i de s . H e  was near l y  
pa ra l yz e d  and cou l d  o n l y  move h i s  eyes .

Wh i l e he was pa t r o l l i ng at Ma r z ano d i  To r r i g l i a  ( pr ov i nc e  G enova } ,  
2 6  yea r s  o l d  n i gh twa t che r F o r tuna t o  " P i e r o "  Zanf r e t ta sudden l y  no t i c e d  
f ou r  " t o r ch- l i ght s "  mov i ng i n  a cou r t ya rd . He  c a l l ed h i s  c ompany 
headqua r t e r s  by r a d i o  bu t go t n o  answe r , s o  h e  g o t  o f f  the  c a r  ho l d i ng 
h i s  p i s t o l  and t o r ch l i g ht , e n t e r ed the  cou r t ya r d  and mov e d  c a u t i ou s l y  
a l ong a house wa l l  t h i nk i ng o f  s ome burg l a r s . Then h e  was pushed 
f o rwa rds a nd f e l l  d own . 

When he g o t  u p , h i s  h e a d  h i t  on s ome th i ng and he po i n t ed h i s t o r ch 
upwa rds , on l y  t o  f i n a 3 me t e r s  t a l l  mo ns t e r  w i th a ug l y  f a c e . 
T e r r o r i z ed by t h e  a p pa r i t i on ,  h e  l e t  t h e  t o r c h l i g h t  f a l l on t h e  g r ound , 
and the  en t i t y d i s a pp e a r ed .

HYPNOS I S  

I n  o rd e r  t o  und e r s t a nd s eve r a l  m i s s i ng de ta i l s , on D e c embe r  2 3 rd 
Z a n f r e t t a  was put und e r  h ypno s i s  by a M . D .  and t hus h e  t o l d  how h e  was 
t aken i n t o  a very br i g ht  r o om by g i an t  e n t i t i e s who p u t  a ve ry h o t  and 
pa i n f u l  he lme t  onto h i s  head . The humano i ds we r e  g r een- s k i nne d , had 
y e l l ow t r i angu l a r e y e s , r ed ve i ns on the i r  head , po i n t e d  e a r s  and 
r ounded f i nge r s . 

Tha t was on l y  t h e  f i r s t  o f  a comp l e x s e r i e s o f  a bdu c t i ons and o f  
hypno s i s  s e s s i ons ( a l s o Pentho t a l  " t ruth-s e r um"  w a s  l a t e r  u s ed } , wh i ch 
gave b i r th t o  two par a l l e l  s t o r i e s : c ons c i ous memo r i es by Z an f r e t ta and 
h i s  co l l eagues t e l l i ng t he " be fo r e " and " a f t e r "  of each  abduc t i on ; and 
the hypno t i c  r e ca l l s  of the " dur i ng " . Such a s cheme was r epea t ed i n  a l l 
the 8 - 9  f o l l ow i ng Zanf r e t ta ' s  abduc t i ons , m i x i ng the man ' s r e l i ab i l i ty ,  
fantas t i c  dream- l i ke e x pe r i en c e s , phys i ca l  e v i dence and s e c onda ry 
w i t ne s s e s . 

THE S ECOND ABDUCT I O N  

A f ew days a f t e r  the  f i r s t  hypno s i s , on  D e c embe r  2 8 th , 1 9 7 8 , a t  
2 3 . 4 6 ,  For tuna to Z an f r e t t a ca l l ed h i s  he adqua r t e r s  wh i l e on duty , 
t e l l i ng he had l o s t  c o n t r o l  o f  h i s  c a r  nea r  t h e  S c o f f e ra g a l l e ry ,  a f ew 
m i l e s f r om Tor r i g l i a : t h e  veh i c l e  was spee d i ng by i t s e l f  a l ong t h e  
mount a i n  road i n  t h e  f og a n d  h e  cou l d  do n o t h i ng t o  s to p  i t . F o u r  
mi nu t e s l a t e r  he ca l l ed aga i n  t e l l i ng t h e  c a r  had s t opped a n d  he  was 
g e t t i ng off t o  s e e  a s t range l i ght o u t s i de . 

Onc e  aga i n  t h e  r e s cue pa t r o l  c a r s  a r r i ve d  one hour l a t e r  f r om 
Genova and found h i m  o u t s i de t h e  c a r , bes i de h i ms e l f . He was d r y  and 
wa rm , even if  i t  wa s r a i n i ng and c o l d , and the  car  i n t e r i o r and r oo f  
we r e  hot . H i s  p i s t o l  h a d  sho t 6 bu l l e t s , and s e ve r a l g i ant f oo t p r i n t s  
( 5 0 ems . l ong ) we r e  c l e a r l y  v i s i b l e ( they we r e  l a t e r  d e s t r oyed by l oc a l  
ufo l og i s t s af t e r  mak i ng p l as t e r - c a s t s ) .  

A new hypno s i s  wa s c o ndu c t ed and f i l med by a l oc a l  TV s t a t i on :  
once aga i n  the  n i ghtwa t chman t o l d  how h e  had been taken on board , 
und r e s s ed and e xami n e d  by s t range dev i c e s . The be i ng s  had a s k e d  h i m  
s e ve r a l  que s t i ons a n d  p r omi s e d  t o  come back f o r  h i m .  

New de ta i l s  we r e  added o n  F e b r ua r y  6 t h , 1 9 7 9  dur i ng a Pen t ho t a l  
na r co- ana l ys i s : t h e  s t r ang e - l ook i ng be i ng s  a l l eg e d l y  we r e  f r om a l o s t  
p e o p l e  i n  the ga l a xy , a nd wan t ed t o  c o l on i z e Ea r th .  The UFO i ns i de was 
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g r e a t e r  then the ou t s i de and be i ng s  o f  b o t h  s ex e s  we r e  a t t end i ng . 
Z anf r e t t a ' s  r o l e  wa s meant  bo th a s  a spe c ime n  t o  s tudy and as a k i nd o f  
med i a t o r  w i th u s  ea r t h l i ng s . H e  wa s pr omi s ed a p r o o f : a dev i c e ( a  
py ram i d  i ns i de a s phe r e ) wh i ch cou l d  p r o j e c t  " the i r "  i mage l i k e  an 
h o l og r am 

T H E  AFTERMATH 

Th i s  a l r eady comp l ex s t o ry cont i nued , even mo r e  comp l e x  an 
c o n f u s e d , t h r ough the f o l l ow i ng two yea r s , w i t h  s e ve r a l  encoun t e r s , s ome 
o f  t hem pub l i s hed o r  r e po r t ed by l oca l u f o l og i s t s , wh i l e o t he r s  a r e  
known t o  u s  on l y  a s  r umo ur s ,  i n  s p i t e  o f  s ev e r a l hypno s i s  s e s s i ons , 
news pape r and TV i n t e rv i ews . I ndeed Zanf r e t t a  wa s " adop t e d "  by l o ca l U F O  
bu f f  g r oups w h o  g o t  a v i r t ua l monopo l y  on h i m .  

I n  t i me ,  h i s  a c c ou n t s  g o t  mo r e  and mo r e  f a n t a s t i c ,  comp r i s i ng 
t e l e pa t h i c  con t a c t s  and d i a l ogue s w i t h  t h e  e n t i t i e s wh i l e he  wa s unde r 
hypno s i s ; a " u f o l og i s t s ' "  f i l e  k e p t  by t h e  e n t i t i e s on boa rd ; a s o r t  o f  
s u b t e r r annean base wh e r e  the r e  we r e  s ome c i l i nde r s  con ta i n i ng 
p r e h i s t o r i c  an i ma l s  und e r  i ce ; a nd s o  on . The p r om i s ed " pr oo f "  wa s 
f i na l l y g i ven t o  h i m bu t h e  a l l e ged l y  d e s t r oyed i t . 

I n  1 9 8 1  the expe r i enc es ceas ed sudden l y , w i thout  t h e  p r omi s e d  
f i na l k i dnapp i ng of  Zanf r e t t a t o  ano t h e r  p l an e t . 

A D I F F I CULT EVALUTAION 

Al t hough a who l e  book was wr i t t e n  ( by j ou r na l i s t  R i no D i  S t e f ano ) 
on  t h i s  case  h i s t ory , a s  we l l  a s  do zens o f  a r t i c l es and hundr eds o f  
page s  o f  i nves t i ga t i on repor t s , i t ' s  n e a r l y  i mpo s s i b l e  t o  r each a 
conc l us i on . 

A f i r s t  prob l em i s  the  qua l i ty o f  ava i l a b l e  i nf o rma t i on :  very poor 
or i nva l i dated by s ensa t i on- l oo k i ng peop l e  or ca r e l es s  i nve s t i ga t o r s ,  so 
that we can ' t  unde r s tand wha t are the f a c t s  and wha t we r e  deforma t i ons . 
A l s o  t he a l l eged phys i ca l  ev i dence and c o r r obo r a t i ve t e s t i mon i es a r e  
d i f f i cu l t t o  eva l ua t e , f o r  a numbe r o f  r easons . 

The ve ry s pe c i a l  s u r r ound i ng c l i ma t e  s ho u l d  be  kept  i n  mi nd : the 
s i mp l e  man f ound h i ms e l f  in the f r ont  page s  and on TV , r i d i cu l ed ,  heavy 
i nf l uenced by " uf o l og i s t s "  ( who even t o o k  h im t o  t he i r  s kywa t che s ) , 
r pes sed by severa l hypnos i s  s e s s i on s , and damaged a t  wo r k  by the 
w i t hd r awa l o f  h i s  l i cense to  c a r r y  a rms It wou l dn ' t  s ound s t range had he 
" r e co rded " a l l such s t i mu l i and g i ve n  t hem back " med i a ted " through h i s  
own memo r i e s and f antas i e s , when put und e r  hypno s i s . We don ' t  mean t o  
e xc l ude a phys i ca l , o b j e c t i ve cau s e  f o r  h i s  expe r i en c e s , bu t we a r e  no 
l ong e r  ab l e  to  d i s t i ngu i sh i t  among the s ub j e c t i ve i mage s  presented by 
Z a n f r e t t a . 

Tha t ' s  why we be l i eve t ha t  the f i r s t  two encoun t e r s  a r e  the mo s t  
s i gn i f i cant ufo l og i ca l l y ,  expec i a l l y  t h e  ve r y  f i r s t  one , because 
e x t e r na l  i n f l uences cou l d  n o t  ye t a f f e c t  them . Thus i t ' s  a p i ty tha t no 
deep  and accurate  i nves t i ga t i on was c ondu c t ed a t  the t ime .  

The Zanf r e t ta case h i s t o ry was a s o r t  o f  book on wh i ch eve r yone 
i nvo l ved in the a f f a i r ( j ourna l i s t s , emp l oye r s , u f o l og i s t s , f r i ends } no t 
o n l y  " r ead " but a l s o "wr o t e "  h i s  own p l o t , t hus mak i ng i t  too much a 
mu l t i - f a c e t ed s t o r y  f o r  us t o  unde r s tand i t  as a who l e .

President George Bush's 

dream of establishing a new 
world order came closer to 
reality when he secretly 
met with a space alien who 
promised to provid e  the 
education, technology and 
strategic know-how to 

achieve lasting peace 
on Earth by 1997. 
That's the word from 

UFO researcher Nathaniel 
Dean, who says the extra­

terrestrial who met with 
the President at Camp David 
on April 14 is no stranger to 
the White House - because it 
is the same alien who was cap­
tured by and escaped from the 
CIA last fall.  

"The pieces of the puzzle are 
finally beginning to fit," said Dean, 
who stunned the world with photo­
graphs of the alien after it was cap­
tured in Virginia on September 28 
and escaped from a CIA compound 
in Washington three weeks later, on 
October 22. 

"The alien clearly came to Earth on a 
mission," he continued, "and now it 

seems that its mission is com­
plete. My sources confirm that 
the creature met with President 
Bush for six hours at Camp 
David. 

"And while the White House, 
Congress, CIA and every official 
in Washington will deny it, I 
know for a fact that the focus of 
that meeting was the new world 
order that Bush has talked so 
much about. 

"The alien apparently initi­
ated the meeting and came pre­

pared to offer all the technology and sup­
port needed to make the President's new 
world .. order a reality. . , . .

Neither White House nor 
. CIA spokesmen would com­
ment on the extraordinary 
summit and they flatly denied 
that an alien has visited Camp 
David or any other govern- · . 
ment facility. 

Dean expected the denials 
and countered them with state­
ments from a dozen highly­
placed government sources. 
He also produced a photograph 
that shows the President talk­
ing with the alien as they 
strolled down a wooded path at 
Camp David, the presidential 
hideaway in Maryland. 

"I  can't get into· specifics 
because I'm · protecting · my 
sources but I will tell you that 
the picture was taken a few 
hours after the alien material­
ized at Camp David on April 
14," said the Washington­
based researcher. 

"The photo itself is second­
ary to the meeting, of course. 
What's really important is the 
substance of the discussion the 
extraterrestrial and the Presi­
dent had before the alien stood 
up, shook hands and vanished 
six hours after it arrived. 

"If my sources are correct, · 

and I have every reason to be­
lieve they are, then the future 
of our planet is at stake. 

"Somebody ought to be tell­
ing us someth ing," he conclud­
ed. "If I 've accomplished any­
thing by coming forward with 
the photo and story, maybe
