For the last 5 000 years or more the world has been dominated by the great civiliza=-
tions of Egypt and the Fertile Crescent of Iran and India, China and, to a lesser extent,
on the cultures of Central and South America, But before these had come into being, there
existed several prominent cultural areas in the Pacific region: One bordering on the Gobi
Sea; one radiating from Abyssinia; one within the region of the Atlantic Ocean, and oth=-
ers, There appear to have been unexplained spurts in these earlier cultures, ‘

Logically, the emergence of these cultures could be attributive to impulsions origina=-

Dwellers on planets having conditions approaching. our own, of which there are many,
would have a resemblance to human beings in general, with variations in detail, These vis=
- itors would have to be much-of the same shape and size as ourselves, although they would
- naturally take §fringent precautions to ensure that they neither brought fresh diseases to
Earth nor took them away,

The records of primitive man may have been distorted owing to ignorance but contain suf
ficient factual material to be worthy of closer examinationee.e.

THE DISCS -

In that rather nebulous area lying off the borders of Tibet, China, Mongolia and
Russia lies a range of mountains known as the BAIAN KHARA (ULA, (sometimes spelled  BAYAN
KARA OULA)s To the north-east of this lies the Gobi Desert, ‘a well known source of archae-
ological finds,

Some time after the Second World War, Chinese archaeologists dedicated some of their
time to the study and exploration of the many caverns that pierce the flanks of these moun
tains, Their aim was to 1investigate and review the numerous petroglyphs previously dise
- covered by Russian explorers in the various hill caves. ‘

During one of these expeditions, the Chinese scientists discovered a hidden valley at
about 11 483 feet of altitude in which were found a total of 716 stone discs with holes in
their centers, They were transported and committed to the laboratories of Peking Universi-
ty where, with the aid of an electronic microscope, double spirals of some unknown script
starting from the central orifice and terminating at the circumference were discovered,
Further investigation showed that these marked grooves were some form of ancient writing.
However, from the data given, it is wuncertain whether, as with a gramophone record, one
starts at the rim and works in towards the center or visa versa, (The point has some in-
portance as with the various systems of boustrohedron writing, such as that from Easter
Island --one is never certain whether to begin at the left and work to the right, alterna-
ting with each line, or whether to begin at the right and work to the left. There is also
the problem as to which way up the script should be held,)

After some twenty years work the archaeologists produced a monograph which, for reasons
beyond our knowledge, was promptly banmned from publication by the Peking Academy of Pre-
History, It has since appeared under the title: "GROOVE WRITING RELATING TO SPACESHIPS
WHICH, AS RECCRDED ON THE DISCS, EXISTED 12 000 YEARS AGO,"

Jupplementary studies of a few discs carried out in Moscow revealed they contained a
quantity of cobalt and similar metals while, in addition, it is said that they vibrate to
