Conf erence 

At the conference we 
learned that when William 
Spaulding of Groun� Saucer 
Watch asked the CIA for 
details of a UFO case 
which a witness said had 
been given to them, the 
CIA replied in a letter 
stating it had no UFO 
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cases. So Spaulding went 
to the New York firm that 
prosecuted Watergate and 
issued a writ under the 
Freedom of Information Act 
naming the CIA and its 
director as defendants. In 
response the CIA said it 
would cooperate if the 
name of the director was 
dropped, leaving only the 
agency, as the legal costs 
could ruin an individual. 
So a new writ was issued 
and many hundreds of pages 
of UFO reports were re­
leased. 

Under scrutiny by law­
yers many cross references 
showed that this was only 
part of the load. Spauld­
ing told me that they were 
that close to the case of 
a crashed saucer, holding 
up his hand with his thumb 
and forefinger about _)1 
quarter of an inch apart, 
but the National Security 
Agency is exempt under the 
Freedom of Information Act 
and he felt the CIA was 
de laying full compliance 
until they could transfer 
all the good files to the 
NSA where they could re­
main safe forever from UFO 
investigators. To help 
meet legal costs, GSW was 
selling photocopies of 
some of the released data. 
I bought the Iran case 
where fighter planes were 
scrambled and their weap­
ons systems rendered in­
operative by the UFO. 

Ward Kirnball of the Dis­
ney studios showed a film 
made up from the animated 
cartoon sections of three 
space films the studios 
had made for the U.S. gov­
ernment. Although they 
were very entertaining, 
the important thing was 
that he [Spauldingj said 
to Kirnball since he had 
been in liaison with the 
government, he should ask 
them for some good UFO 
foot age for the feature. 

Kirnball accordingly went 
to his opposite number in 
the government (?] and the 
request was met with the 
reply (I made a strong ef­
fort to remember his exact 
words after I heard them) 
"We have thousands of feet 
of UFO film and all kinds 
of gun camera film but I 
can't let you have a foot 
of it!" So there it is, 
what investigators have 
long suspected, almost 
direct from the horse's 
mouth.

UFO Effect 

Why are some people who 
encounter UFOs and related 
UFOs so afraid? Their fear 
seems to be out of all 
proportion to the degree 
of involvement. Sometimes 
it is caused by a distant 
bright light, or perhaps 
by a large light close at 
hand but without any ent­
ities in view, yet the 
witness feels an overwhel-
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ruing irrational fear. I 
wonder why? 

Then, on the other hand, 
we have observers who see 
landed craft and, throwing 
all caution to the winds, 
attempt to touch or board 
the ship. Or they see a 
large craft overhead and 
signal with a flashlight, 
at the same time mentally 
suggesting that "they" 
land. Or they see a landed 
craft with its crew close 
by and, propelled by some 
influence, approach with 
the intention of estab­
lishing communication. 

Above all, in these 
cases fear is absent, as 
well as a certain amotmt 
of common sense. Only cur­
iosity and an astonishing 
degree of calmness pre­
vail. To me such reactions 
are surpr1s1ng. Even I, 
steeped in 30-odd years of 
this business, would tern­
per my interest with a 
large dose of caution ... I 
think.

We had hoped to have

The formation of the 
new committee was spontan­
eous when it was realized 
that all the points on the 
Working Party agenda could 
not be covered during the 
two day session. Readers 
can learn the details of 
what transpired at the 
Congress in the article in 
this issue entitled �e 
Firs t London In ternati onal 
UFO Congres s  - A Mi les tone 
In Ufo logy . 

A new feature starting 
with this issue and to 
continue in future issues 
is a collection of smaller 
items including reports of 
cases we have had reported 
to us but which, after an 
initial investigation can­
not be pursued further for 
one reason or another. 
Also to be included are 
accounts of interesting 
cases reported in the 
media, comments on avail­
able UFO literature, both 
books and periodicals, and 
perhaps announcements of 
future events which we 
feel will be of interest 
to our readers. Since this 
feature is more or less 
eclectic in nature we have 
simply entitled it 
JUFOBITS . 

About a year ago on the 
CBC Radio Show - As i t  
Happens , an interview took 
place with a Newfoundland 
teacher living in Black 
Tickle, Labrador. The in­
terview was concerned with 
the apparently coincident­
al sighting of unidentif­
ied objects by many wit-
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nesses, and a strange fire 
in a frozen bog near the 
area of the sightings. As 
a result of the fire there 
was some apprehension con­
cerning the safety of the 
town's water supply, the 
source of which was in the 
same general area. How­
ever, tests conducted by 
the government were negat­
ive, but the cause of the 
fire was not determined. 
The UFO sightings also re­
main unidentified, and it 
is still not known if 
there was a relationship 
between the two. /

On checking with some of 
the witnesses we obtained 
further details surround­
ing the incident, and have 
also uncovered several 
other unexplained phenom­
ena occurring around the 
same time in the province. 
A full report of these 
Newfoundland sightings is 
included in this issue. 
Further first hand reports 
from Newfoundland can be 
found in the October-Nov­
ember, 19 79 issue of the 
Carribri dge UFO Rese arch 
Group news le t te r  available 
from 362 Kitchener Road, 
Cambridge, Ontario, Canada 
N3H 1A6. 

For readers of Canadi an  
UFO Report and for those 
JUFO readers who have not 
had the pleasure, we are 
happy to announce that 
John Magor, who will now 
have more time for re­
search, will be �regular 
contributor to Journal 
UFO . He will be preparing 
a regular feature, CUFOR 
Notebook , in which he will 
keep us up-to-date on the 
latest happenings in the 
Canadian West, as well as 
relate some of the more 
significant UFO cases with 
which he has been involved 
over the years.

One clear spring evening in 195 0 
four persons (two teachers and two 
army personnel) were crossing an arm 
of Great Slave Lake in the Northwest 
Territories at Yel lowknife by canoe. 
For twenty minutes of the half hour 
crossing they were witness to a 
strange phenomenon in the sky. 

One of the witnesses described it as 
at first appearing as a small 1 i ght 
hanginA· above the trees. The light 
slowly grew larger unti 1 it reached 
the shape and size of a full harvest 
moon. lt glowed a pale orange colour 
and had a clear, sharp outline. When 
it reached this size it suddenly stop­
ped. The witness who reported the 
event assumed it was growing in size 
because it was travelling toward them, 
and that it stopped possibly in alarm, 
because it had observed the lights of 
Ye 1 1  owkn i fe. 

After hanging motionless in the sky 
for a few moments it suddenly took off 
at a sharp right angle and disappeared 
among the stars. The witness was cer­
tain that its speed at that point was 
far beyond anything achieved on Earth 
at that time. 

The canoe had a motor, and the wit­
nesses were not ab le to te 1 1  if the 
phenomenon was si lent or not. 

Upon reaching Yellowknife and making 
enqu1 r1es, the party discovered that 
nobody else had apparently witnessed 
the event. Later that summer the wit­
ness enquired at David Dunlop Obser­
vatory in Richmond Hill, Ontario, if 
there had been any unusual astronomic­
al activity at the time of the sight­
ing, but was unable to determine what 
might have occurred. At the time the 
witness knew nothing about UFOs, and 
assumed what she had seen was a natur­
al phenomenon. Now.she is not so sure. 

H a l ifa x, 1975 

At 12 midnight on Saturday, June 28, 
19 75, a woman along with her mother, 
brother, two sisters and two neigh­
bours witnessed a UFO in the vicinity 
of the Dartmouth-Halifax bridge in 
Halifax, Nova Scotia, Canada. One of 
the neighbours was the first to spot 
the object. The neighbour then told 
the woman's brother who told the rest 
of the fami ly who then rushed out of 
the house to watch. 

The bridge joining the two cities of 
Dartmouth and Halifax is close to a 
mile in length and the object was 
first observed to the side of the 
bridge, level with the highest point 
the road reaches as it arches over the 
harbour. Using the width of the road 
as a guide the witnesses estimated the 
object to be 20 to 30 feet in diameter 
(it appeared to be disk-shaped with a 
s 1 i ght rise in the centre) . It was 
rimmed with several red and white pul­
sating 1 ights and just hovered without 
moving for an estimated 7-10 minutes. 
No sound was heard, although the wit­
nesses were at least a half a mile 
away from it. They were excited and 
fascinated by what they were seeing 
but not one of them made a move to get 
closer to it or to report it, a common 
but frustrating occurrance for UFO in­
vestigators. Also, the woman who re­
ported the incident cannot remember if 
there was any traffic on the bridge at 
the time. 

After hovering for a while the ob­
ject started moving parallel to the 
harbour unti 1 it became level with the 
nuclear power plant stack (there was 
only one stack at the time) where it 
made a sudden right angle turn and 
rapidly moved over the plant and dis­
appeared. When the object began to 
move it became a solid bright white 
light and remained a white light unti 1 
it faded. 
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Wa s h a g o ,  1976, 1979 

At 5AM one morning during the sum­
mer of 19 76 a woman resident of Wash­
ago, Ontario, Canada, was sitting at 
her kitchen table beside the window 
after just putting on some coffee. She 
heard what sounded like the loud hum­
ming of an electric motor and upon 
looking out of the window saw a large, 
black object with several bright 
lights seeming to come from al 1 direc­
tions around its circumference. It 
looked like two disks, one inverted on 
top on the other, the lights originat­
ing from between them. 

lt was flying so slowly just above 
telephone pole height that she was 
able to follow its progress down the 
highway beside her house, as she look­
ed through three different windows and 
finally from her front door. She went 
out onto the road in time to see it 
disappear behind some trees and houses 
a block away. Unfortunately there was 
nobody else on the street at the time 
to cpnfi rm her sighting. 

Almost three years later during 
Apri 1 ,  19 79 she was awakened at 3AM by 
what sounded like the noise of scis­
sors which she had left on the metal 
table in the back yard, bouncing on 
the table. She immediately noticed 
bright lights flashing around her bed­
room through the curtains and heard 
the same loud humming sound she had 
heard three years before. Just as she 
jumped out of the bed to look out she 
heard what sounded like a sliding door 
closing and the humming sound seemed 
to disappear rapidly in a vertical 
direction. By the time she reached the 
window there was nothing to be seen. 

She also claimed that the grass in 
the area of the table died soon after­
ward and she was not able to get it to 
grow, even when she re-seeded it. lt 
has since been newly sodded and ap­
pears now to be growing again. This 
incident was somewhat unsettling to 
the witness who now unfortunately 
lives in fear of a repeat occurrance. 
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Po l i ce ca r da ma g e d  

About 1:40AM Monday, September 3, 
19 79, a brilliantly lighted object 
swept down on a deputy sheriff 1s car 
on a remote stretch of Minnesota 220, 
near Warren, Minnesota, U.S.A., leav­
ing the officer unconscious and his 
ear damaged. 

The officer, 35 year old Deputy Sher­
i f f V a 1 John son , i n add i t i on to be i n g 
knocked unconscious for 39 minutes, 
also sustained a mi ld case of what is 
some t i me s ea 1 l e d 1 we 1 de r 1 s b 1 i n dn e s s 1 , 
presumably caused by the brightness of 
the object. Another curious aspect of 
the incident is that Johnson 1s wrist­
watch and the electric dashboard clock 
in the patrol car both lost fourteen 
minutes during his period of uncon­
sciousness. 

Initially Johnson remembers seeing 
a bright white light ahead of him and, 
thinking that it might be a smal 1 air­
plane trying to make an emergency 
landing, sped toward it. 

11The light sat there a moment,11 he 
said, 11and then boom, it was right on 
my car. I heard glass, breaking, an ex­
tremely bright light lit up the inside 
of the car and that1s all I remember.11 

Other physical evidence of the en­
counter included two bent antennas, a 
broken, inside-left headlamp and a 
smal 1 dent in the hood of the car. 
Also, when Johnson recovered con­
sciousness, his cruiser was sitting 
sideways on the roadway. 

Further puzzling aspects were the 
fact that the rim of the broken head­
lamp was undamaged, and even though 
the antennas were bent over as if from 
impact with a solid object, the bugs 
on them had apparently not been 
s er aped off. 

Allan Hendry of the Center for UFO 
S t u d i e s i n E vans. ton , I 1 1  i n o i s i s i n -
vestigating the incident and has com­
mented that it is one of the most 
dramatic and exciting reports yet re­
ceived. Johnson is described as a 
good, stable worker with a wife and 
three children.

UFOs can be so unearthly in appear­
ance that witnesses often are unable 
to give a clear description of what 
they saw. An exception was W.P. 
Wroath 1s experience on December 17, 
19 78 near St. Ewe, Cornwall, England. 
He gave the following graphic account 
to a reporter from the Sunday Indepen­
dent, Dublin: 

It was a large obje ct� I would 
estimate s ome 100 fee t  acros s _,  and 
s too d about the s ame dis tance off 
the ground. Its appe arance I can 
on ly des cri be as like a gi an t red 
mushroom form .  

The 's tem' of this obje ct was like 
a beam of light and ye t it seemed 
like - a vas t me tal co lumn. This 
'shaft/a f light' was suspende d  from 
the base of the cap- like body s ur­
rounded by gen t le flames which lap­
pe d upwards around the rim of the 
object.  

I use the word gent le for they 
were flames that one might asso ciate 
wi th a eo ld b urning gas flame . 

The rim itse lf was pe rforate d by 
disks whi ch we re an i cy b lue in co l­
our. Around the dome whisps of cloud 
forme d thems e lves con tinuous ly and 
disappe ared almost i mmediate ly in a 
con tinuing cycle . 

Where the shaft of ligh t  � ached 
the ground i t  was concealed by a 
snowy white mi s t  whi ch ro l le d like a 
smoke ring around the pi l lar. The 
who le are a be low this thing was 
bathed in excessive ly b right ligh t .  
The on ly s ound I cou ld hear was a 
faint ringing in my e ars . 

This thing s tood I shou ld guess 
about half a mi le cauay . I t  was s ta­
tionary for about 30 s e conds and 
then spe d off in the di rection of 
St . Aus te l l  Bay . I can't be gin to 
es timate the speed at whi ch it 
trave l le d. 

I h ave phone d R . A . F. St. Mcaugan 
to see if any exe rcise s  we � in pro­
gres s  in thi s  a� a an d  they s ai d  
the � we re no t. Howe ve r  they s tate d  
tha t  other peop le had ca l le d  them 
having seen lights ·in the s ky.

We s te r n  La ke On ta r io 

On October 23, 19 79 we had a report 
from one of our readers that a strange 
occurrence took place on the Niagara 
River near the Queenston Sand Dock on 
Sunday night, October 21, 19 79. 

Dozens of witnesses described seeing 
what looked like an overturned, metal-
1 i c boat (after a 1 1  , what e 1 se cou 1 d 
it have been?!) floating in the river. 
Visibility was not the best since it 
was dark, but it appeared that the 
boat slowly submerged. Then it re­
surfaced, but the witnesses claimed it 
now had several people clinging to its 
sides. Then it suddenly sank like a 
rock and did not re-appear. 

No boats or persons have been re­
ported missing, but in view of the 
numerous witnesses the American Coast 
Guard is taking the incident seriously 
and is investigating. So is our Fort­
ean researcher, Dwight Whalen, in view 
of the numerous reports of unidentif­
ied phenomenon from the west end of 
Lake Ontario during the last few 
years. 

According to our reader, calls were 
received by radio station CFNY from 
various persons concerning the incid­
ent, including one from the wife of 
one of the witnesses. If anyone has 
further information we would apprec­
iate hearing from you. 

For s·everal years an aeronautical 
engineer and his family and many other 
area residents living on Lake Ontario 
at the mouth of the Niagara River (ab­
out 8 miles from Queenston) have been 
witness to peculiar strangely behaving 
lights in the sky. The lights are 
sometimes very bright, 1 i ke a sodi urn 
flare, and are usually in a northerly 
or north-easterly direction over Lake 
Ontario. Since distance is difficult 
to judge, as is altitude, the lights 
may even be north of the Oakville to 
Toronto skyline. 

The witnesses are certain they are 
not the lights of ai rplanes, even 
though the areas where they are seen 
are on flight paths from Buffalo to 
Toronto airports, and in fact have 
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been seen at the same time as planes 
are in the sky. Curiously, when a 
plane appears in the vicinity of one 
or more of these 1 i ghts, the lights 
tend to dim unti 1 barely visible. 

Their movements are random, although 
they eventually seem to move off to­
gether. Sometimes they are seen merg­
ing into each other (e.g. four may 
combine to make two), or making right 
angle turns, or simply hovering for up 
to one hour. In one case a neighbour­
hood boy took a five minute time ex­
posure revealing apparent right angle 
tracks. 

Usually when these UFOs are observed 
the weather is atrocious, very cold, 
windy, with high waves on the lake. 
The lights sometimes appear as if they 
are at water-level, but the conditions 
are not conducive to anyone being out 
on the lake at the time. In one in­
cident, however, the weather was fine 
on a warm summer evening around 9:00 
PM, shortly after sunset. Two fisher­
men were in their boat several miles 
from shore when they were scared by 
the sudden appearance of one of these 
orange lights quite close to them. 
They reported that it was almost as if 
someone had turned a spotlight on 
them. They headed for home immediate­
ly. 

When asked if he had seen any of 
these phenomena from close range the 
aeronautical engineer replied that he 
hadn1t; he added that most of the ob­
servations seemed to be just distant, 
but.very bright, round blobs of light. 
On one occasion, though, he and his 
family thought they were able to make 
out a solid substance with lights a­
round it, but this was after they had 
been staring at it for quite a while 
as it 11hovered11, and may have been 
imagined. One area resident has claim­
ed to see solid disk-shaped objects 
during the day, but the engineer has 
had no daylight sightings. 

Their vantage point is ideal for 
looking across the lake, and the view 
is rarely obscured by smog or haze.

Two new books have recently come to 
our attention, both on fields which 
could relate to the UFO phenomenon, 
and both worth reading in their own 
right. 

The first is not really new, but is 
a revised version of Beyond the Light 
Rays by T. Henry Moray, first printed 
in 1930, and now entitled The Se a of 
Ene rg,y in Whi ch the Earth Fl oats . lt 
has been revised by the author•s son 
John Moray, with assistance from Tom 
Bearden (nuclear engineering advisor 
to MUFON) who also wrote the Foreword. 

Nikola Tesla insisted the energy of 
the universe was waiting to be tapped. 
Moray claimed to have successfully 
tapped it by using what he called his 

1 radiant energy device•. The book is 
filled with testimonies from public 
officials and scientists who claimed 
to have seen his device in operation, 
and also describes the frustrations an 
inventor experiences in the course of 
trying to get his invention accepted 
by the scientific community for the 
benefit of mankind. Theories presented 
in this work would also be of interest 
to those studying the hypothesis that 
UFOs are actually physical space craft 
and who are concerned about their mo­
tive power, not to mention those con­
cerned about the current energy 
crisis!

Con g ress Object ives 

At the initiative of the 
British UFO Research 
Association (BUFORA) a 
'giant leap' in UFO re­
search was taken at the 
First London International 
UFO Congress held in Lon­
don, England on August 26 
and 27, 1979. The Mount 
Royal Hotel, near London's 
famed Marble Arch and Hyde 
Park was witness to the 
formation of the first 
Provisional International 
Committee for UFO Research 
(PICUFOR) , reflecting the 
spirit of cooperation 
among nations which is so 
desperately needed in or­
der to achieve any headway 
toward understanding the 
phenomenon commonly refer­
red to as an unidentified 
flying object (UFO) . 

Late in 19 78, as was re-
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PROVISIONAL INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE FOR UFO RESEARCH 

parted in JUFO Vol. 1, No. 
2, researchers in Ufology 
approached the United Nat­
ions with the sug·gestion 
to set up some type of 
'international clearing 
house' whereby invest­
igators and researchers 
would be able to "coordin­
ate on a n.ational level 
scientific research in­
to . . .  unidentified flying 
objects, and to inform the 
Secretary-General of the 
observations, research and 
evaluation of such activ­
ities. " The subject was 
eventually referred to the 
'General Assembly's Commit­
tee on the Peaceful Uses 
of Outer Space and it re­
mains to be seen whether 
or not this move proves to 
be productive. 

But Ufology cannot af­
ford to wait for inter­
national government to 
make up its mind since, as 

Dr. Allan Hynek pointed 
out to the UN's Special 
Political Committee (SPC) , 
"any phenomenon whi eh 
touches the lives of so 
many people and which en­
genders puzzlement and 
even fear among them, is 
therefore not only of pot­
ential scientific interest 
and significance but also 
of sociological and polit­
ical significance, espec­
ially since it carries 
with it many implications 
of the existence of intel­
ligences other than our 
own. " I don't wish to im­
ply that the formation of 
PICUFOR was a direct re­
suit of the lack of en­
thusiasm shown by the UN, 
but that it happened at an 
opportune moment, and pro­
vides a means by which 
necessary international 
cooperation and communic­
ation may flourish. 
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The London Congress 
basically had two purposes 
the first being to present 
to BUFORA members and to 
the general pub lic, papers 
on UFO events and recent 
research into the phenom­
enon. The program listing 
speakers and topics pres­
ented is shown in fig . 1.  

The second purpose of 
the congress was to con­
vene a Working Party of 
international researchers 
to run concurrently to the 
program of presentations. 
Peter Hi ll, secret ary of 
the Edinburgh branch of 
BUFORA and chairman of the 
Working Party, outlined 
the objectives of the 
party as being "to attempt 
to agree upon internation­
al standards on the Term­
inology, Definitions and 
Classifications of our 
sub ject. If time permits, 
this will be fo l lowed by 
discussions on the applic­
ation of micro-processors 
[micro-computers] to the 
data, holding a common 
data base and, possibly, 
common software and hard­
ware . One reason for this 
is to en ab le exchange o'f 
information globa lly. " 
Peter added that "this 
would enab le a l l  groups 
participating in such a 
scheme to have access to 
all the information of all 
others. " 

Wo r k i n g Pa r t y  
D i s cuss i ons  

During the working party 
discussions in London, 
members from various 
countries took the opport­
unity to relate the app­
roaches toward UFO re­
search which had been 
taken by organizations 
within their own borders, 
and it became evident that 
North American groups (and 

1- 4  

governments) can learn 
much from the achievements 
of France and the Scandin­
avian countries of Sweden 
and Denmark, to name just 
a few. In each of the 
aforementioned countries 
the research is greatly 
aided by the cooperation 
of governments, security 
forces and/or the cooper­
ation among UFO investig­
ative groups which is 
sorely needed if any sig­
nificant advances are to 
be made in understanding 
the UFO phenomenon. These 
countries have their UFO 
clubs and fanatics much as 
we do in North America, 
b ut the somewhat exagger­
ated and overenthusiastic 
cl aims of a portion of 
this element have not det­
erred serious invest­
igators from examining �e 
totality of the phenomenon 
with which we are faced. 

Bertil Kuhlemann, who is 
head of Computer Services 
to the IVA Administrative 
Department of the Royal 
Swedish Academy of Engin­
eering Sciences, was the 
representative of ' Project 
URD ' ,  the Swedish project 
which its originators hope 
will provide the means to 
"unite all the efforts 
made by various UFO study 
groups all over the 
wor ld. " (URD is the acro­
nym for ' UFO Reporting and 
Datasystem ' ,  which is "a 
system aimed at collec t­
ion, registration and ev­
aluation of observational 
data regarding events pos­
sib ly belonging to the 
UFO-category". ) The de­
velopment of URD was init­
iated in 1 9 73, and was 
carried out in cooperation 
with Swedish UFO study 
groups and scientists from 
many disciplines. 

URD ' s  major ob jective is 
to provide sufficient sig­
nificant statistical data 
about the phenomenon to 

convince the majority of 
scientists from a wide 
range of disciplines that 
there is something worth 
investigating. Once this 
hurdle is attained URD 
feels it will then be able 
to gain access to soc­
iety's resources, i. e. the 
cooperation of the general 
public, in order to gather 
data in a systematic way. 
This, they hope, will pro­
vide the means to deter­
mine what the phenomenon 
is. 

But, as this writer and 
Working Party participant 
stressed to the rest of 
the committee, caution 
should be exercised when 
making UFO research into a 
scientific discipl ine in 
order to avoid establish­
ing standard data and 
methods in such a rigid 
manner as to exclude char­
acteristics of the phenom­
enon which may to some 
appear borderline, or may 
not as yet have been def­
initely associated direct­
ly with UFOs. The study of 
UFOs consists of so many 
unknowns that we are sti l l  
not aware of its breadth ; 
this dictates the need for 
a flexib le set of termin­
o logies, definitions and 
c lassifications, and 
equal ly important, the 
wi llingness on the part of 
al l researchers to utilize 
this f lexibility in order 
to avoid the mistakes made 
in other scientific dis­
ciplines when faced with 
new discoveries such 
mistakes characterized by 
the "it can ' t  be, there­
fore it isn ' t  1 1  syndrome . 

Te rmi n o l ogy  & 
Def i n i t i o n s  

The need for f lexibility 
in establishing terminol­
ogy an d  classifications 

was recognized by the 
Working Party and applied 
in defining the terms most 
fundamental to our field, 
namely the ' UFO report ' 
and the ' UFO ' .  Previous 
definitions of a UFO have 
ranged from the extreme of 
"any sighting that is puz­
zling to the observer" 
(Condon Report) to Hynek ' s  

1 1  • • •  object or light seen 
in the sky or upon the 
land the appearance, traj­
ectory, and general dynam­
ic and luminescent behav­
ior of which do not sug­
gest a logical, convent­
ional explanation and 
which is not only mystify­
ing to the original per­
cipients but remains un­
identified after close 
scrutiny of a ll available 
evidence by persons who 
are technically capable of 
making a common sense 
identification, if one is 
possible. 1 1  (p. 12, The UFO 
Expe rience , J .  A. Hynek, 
Ballentine Books, May 1 9 74 
originally published by 
Henry Regnery Co. , 1 9 72. ) 

The Condon definition 
leaves itself wide open 
for countless events to be 
referred to as UFO sight­
ings, and obviously a very 
high percentage can claim 
easy identification. Hence 
the implication that since 
most UFO. reports can be 
explained, all of them 
could be, given a little 
more time and effort - ex­
actly what the Condon Com­
mittee wanted to imply. 
The Hynek definition was 
much more realistic, but 
at the same time excluded 
unexplainable phenomena 
not appearing as an object 
or not in the sky or on 
land. For example then, 
al l unidentified under­
water phenomena would be 
excluded, as wou ld many of 
the reports where no ob­
jective sighting data were 
recorded, yet factors such 
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as time loss, circumstant­
ial physical traces and 
other ch aracteristics gen­
era lly associated with 
known UFO reports were ex­
perienced by bewildered 
percipients. 

identified flying object ' 
itself, since reports re­
ceived by researchers are 
certainly not restricted 
to ' flying ob jects ' .  Only 
the word ' unidentified ' 
has any real b earing on 
the phenomena, and it was 
indicated that the term 
' unidentified phenomena ' 

The Working Party, in 
fact, expressed dissatis­
faction with the term ' un-
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would be a much more real­
istic one to use. This is 
the phrase that we use at 
U. P. Investigations Re­
search Inc. , and was, in 
fact, the term from which 
we derived the name of the 
corporation . Nevertheless, 
in spite of the unapprop­
riateness of the term 'UFO' 
the Working Party recog­
nized the futility of pro­
moting its demise, point­
ing out the continuing use 
of the term 'flying 
saucer' in spite of the 
emergence of 'UFO' in the 
19 60s. It was thus decided 
to officially continue the 
use of the term 'UFO' in 
view of its familiarity to 
the public, but at the 
same time to develop a 
definition which would re­
flect more accurately the 
characteristics of the 
phenomenon, or group of 
phenomena, which have come 
to be known as UFOs. 

It was decided to define 
UFO report first rather 
than UFO, since the report 
is the concrete factor on 
which our study is based, 
and it was further agreed 
by the Working Party to 
stress the characteristics 
of the phenomenon, rather 
than the conditions under 
which it was observed. 
With this in mind a UFO 
report was defined as "a 
statement by a person or 
persons judged responsible 
and psychologically normal 
by accepted standards, 
describing a personal, 
visual or instrumentally 
3;ided perception of a 
phenomenon and/or its ass­
umed physical effects that 
does not specify any known 
physical event, object or 
process, or any psycholog­
ical event or process". A 
UFO was defined simply as 
"the stimulus giving rise 
to the UFO report".

several levels of 
'reporter' existed ranging 
from original eye witness­
es to second or third-hand 
reporters.

(e. g. radar operators) 
would also qualify as 're­
porters', along with the 
field investigator who 
might submit the report to 
a research organization. 
Terms such as witness, 
percipient, participant, 
first and second level re­
porter, were suggested as, 
possible supplements to 
the eye witness report�, 
but due to the apparent 
length of discussion need­
ed to arrive at some con­
clusions, the definition 
of 'UFO reporter' was def­
erred until a future meet­
ing. 

U F O R e p o rt 
C l ass i f i ca t i o n  

In order to provide for 
recording, coding, proces­
sing and analyzing of UFO 
report data it is essent­
ial that an effective 
classification system be 
developed. If internation­
al statistical information 
is to be exchanged and 
mean�ngfully compared, 
participating countries 
should use the same class­
ification system. Several 
organizations are in the 
position where UFO reports 
they have received and are 
continuing to receive, are 
becoming too numerous to 
file and analyze without 
the use of a computer, and 
BUFORA, one such organiz-

ation, expressed to the 
Working Party the desire 
to standardize an inter­
national classification 
system. 

Peter Hill further prop­
osed that a classification 
should i) consist of mut­
ually exclusive categories 
ii) utilize the primary 
attributes of the report, 
iii) avoid words open to 
varying interpretation and 
iv) be easy to remember 
and apply. He pointed out 
that the popular classif­
ication �ystem of Dr. Hy­
nek consisting of Close 
Encounters of the first, 
second and third kind, and 
of nocturnal lights, day­
light discs and radar/vis­
ual sightings although 
easy to remember, did not 
adhere to the other crit­
eria which he proposed. 
Dr. Hynek fully agreed and 
clarified that those cat­
egories were merely for 
ease of identifying the 
type of UFO event, and 
were not meant to be a 
basis for a classification 
system . 

Since several countries, 
including the United 
States, France and Sweden 
already had experience 
with computerized process­
ing of UFO reports, con­
sideration was given to 
the classification systems 
already in use in these 
countries . As an ·example 
the Working Party looked 
at an outline of a tvpical 
UFOCAT entry, UFOCAT being 
the computerized catalog 
of UFO reports set up 

" 
in 

the United States by Dr. 
David Saunders . The point 
was made that UFOCAT was 
not intended as a research 
tool in the way being con­
sidered by the Working 
Party, and was in fact set 
up as a listing method 
which could be used as a 
way to get to the source 
of a g�ven case (i . e .  who 
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has published this or that 
and where the information 
is available) . 

Bertil Kuhlemann then 
gave a short presentation 
on the motivation, methods 
and progress made by URD, 
the Swedish project prev­
iously mentioned which 
utilizes a computer for 
statistical analysis of 
UFO reports. The basic 
principles of URD were 
formulated in 19 73 and the 
'International URD Found­
ation, Sweden' was formed 
in 19 75. Development cont­
inued, aided in its var­
ious stages by consultat­
ion with persons at the 
Royal Institute of Tech­
nology, the University of 
Stockholm, the National 
Central Bureau of Stat­
istics and the Research 
Institute of National De­
fense, and the project was 
put into operation in 
19 78. Kuhlemann outlined 
the system URD has devel­
oped for collecting, re­
cording and analyzing UFO 
data using an IBM/370 com­
puter system. The sample 
output data were impress­
ive, and it was plain that 
much worthwhile effort had 
gone into the project. 

Next, Alain Esterle, 
head of the French govern­
ment sponsored UFO re­
search group GEPAN (Groupe 
D'Etude des Phenomenes 
Aerospatiaux non-Identif­
ies) described the tech­
niques used by his organ­
ization to analyze a UFO 
report, identify and 
classify specified param­
eters, and code the class­
ified data. Their tech­
niqe enables easy comp­
arisons among UFO reports, 
statistical analysis of 
data obtained and repres­
ents a possible prelimin­
ary approach to an auto­
matic analysis of UFO re­
ports. At present GEPAN 
does not want to adopt any 
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specific classification 
system, preferring to wait 
a year or two during which 
time a satisfactory system 
may evolve. Their goal at 
present is to be able to 
compare their files with 
those of any other organ ­
ization. 

In view of the exper­
iences of the aforemen­
tioned groups it was be­
coming apparent that a 
workable classification 
system could not be devel­
oped overnight, and the 
Working Party realized it 
would be futile to try to 
establish one during the 
conference. Instead it was 
suggested that those 
countries already involved 
in automating UFO report 
analysis, and those who 
were about to become in­
volved, proceed according/

/ 

ly. Meanwhile, members of 
PICUFOR would try to es­
tablish the minimum re­
quirements for a workable 
international data base 
with which national groups 
could interface with a 
minimum amount of diffic­
ulty, and try to derive a 
classification system to 
be presented for dis­
cussion at the next meet­
ing of the committee. 

Other points on the 
Working Party agenda such 
as the application of 
electronic data processing 
and the international ex­
change of data were also 
deferred until a later 
date. We did, however, re­
ceive a presentation from 
Robert Digby of BUFORA on 
an analysis BUFORA had 
made concerning the feas­
ibility of automating the 
recording and processing 
of their UFO data. Follow­
ing this presentation a 
small group from the Work­
ing Party with some ex­
perience in computer app­
lications convened to dis­
cuss the objectives and 

methods available for 
automation, and how their 
group (to be called the 
Computer Group) would in­
terface with the group 
working on classificat­
ions. 

Th e PICUFOR 
C o mmi t t ee  

The Working Party con­
sisted of twenty-six mem­
bers representing twelve 
countries (see figure 2) , 
and in addition, several 
countries including Aust­
ralia, New Zealand, South 
Africa and some South Am­
erican nations sent their 
best wishes and were there 
in spirit, even though 
they were not able to 
afford to send represent­
atives. 

Much work is needed to 
be done before the second 
meeting of the Working 
Party at a future date, 
and as it would be rather 
ineffective for so many 
members to try to coordin­
ate their efforts over 
such large international 
distances, particularly 
concerning such important 
and complex issues as 
classifications and data 
base requirements, a cent­
ral provisional committee 
was established. Thus it 
was that France, Italy, 
Spain, Scandinavia, the 
United Kingdom and the Un­
ited States were delegated 
to form the Provisional 
International Committee 
for UFO Research, and 
rather than being repres­
ented by an individual, 
each nation was to be rep ­
resented by a research 
organization since this 
would facilitate attend­
ance at meetings. If one 
person could not attend, 
ano_ther probably could.

Because of the concur­
rent schedules of the 
Working Party and the Pro­
gram of presentations it 
was not possible for me to 
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attend most of the presen­
tations on the main pro­
gram. However , BUFORA is 
compiling the Congress 
Proceedings , and as soon 
as these are available 
JUFO will publish their 
availability and cost. 

Con c lus i o n s 

As mentioned at the 
beginning of this article , 
the formation of PICUFOR 
could represent the big 
step toward international 
cooperation needed to ad­
vance UFO research in a 
useful direction . The en­
thusiasm of the members of 
the Working Party was dem­
onstrated not only by 
their participation duri� 
the sessions , but by the 
enormous amount of effort 
many had made beforehand 
to document the progress 
achieved in their respect­
ive countries and the 
ideas their colleagues 
wished to be put forth for 
discussion . They are to be 
congratulated on this 
point and on one more . 
Most of the members were 
from countries whose nat­
ive language is not Eng­
lish. To be able to docum­
ent their work well in En­
glish , which was the lan­
guage of the Congress , and 
to communicate during the 
sessions at the level of 
English which was demon­
strated , placed an added 
burden on these members , a 
burden which was carried 
extremely well. Meeting 
such qualified and compet­
ent researchers from so 
many countries , who are 
ab le to converse fluently 
in English , should cause 
one to wonder just how 
many other top -notch re­
searchers in our field 
these countries have who 

cannot speak English. I 
suspect , from what I have 
seen , that we in North 
America are lagging far 
behind the Europeans in 
some areas of UFO research. 

It is to be hoped that 
the formation of PICUFOR 
will be the necessary cat­
alyst to motivate U. S. and 
Canadian UFO organi zations 
to higher levels of comm­
unication and cooperation. 
As Dr. Hynek stated at the 
London Congress dinner , 
BUFORA initiated what may 
turn out to be the biggest 
step forward yet for UFO 
research . It is up to all 
of us to help prove him 
correc t .  e 
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Want to keep u p  w ith the rea l "close 
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Let us keep you i nformed o n  wor l d ­
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Jacques Vallee is one of 
the most prolific and an­
alytical authors today on 
the UFO phenomenon . His 
writings , since 1 9 65 , have 
covered a broad spectrum 
beginning with Anatomy Of 
A Phenomenon : UFO's In 
Space followed in 1 9 66 by 
Chal lenge To Science : The 
UFO Enigma . These books 
deal with the UFO reports. 
In 1 9 70 Vallee published 
Passport To Magoni a  which 
considers the accounts 
found in myths , legends 
and various folklore. 

Then in 1 9 75 came The 
Invisib le Co l lege where he 
discussed briefly his the­
ory of the control factor . 
This concept was presented 
as a final conclusion in 
that book but without much 
elaboration. Now , in Mess­
enge rs of De ception we are 
given a detailed discuss­
ion of this control factor 
principle. 

In his lucid and analy­
tical fashion Vallee pro­
poses that "there is a 
machinery of mass manip­
ulation behind the UFO 
phenomenon". This machin­
ery is a product of some 
intelligence which may be 
extraterrestrial but , sug­
gests the book , is even 
more likely terrestrial in 
origin . One of Vallee's 
arguments against extra­
terrestrial or1g1n is 
based on the map sketched 
by Betty Hill . This star 
map presumably indicated 
the UFO , which had abduct­
ed Betty and Barney Hill , 
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had come from a star 
called Zeta Reticuli. An­
alysis of a computer model 
shows Betty's map to have 
a remote simularity to 
stars in the vicinity of 
Zeta Reticuli. Vallee 
points out that in the un­
iverse there are billions 
of stars which may also 
approximate this pattern 
and therefore this map 
gives very little hard 
data to work on. 

A more important aspect 
of this problem , Vallee 
argues , is the effect of 
the contact on the cont­
actee rather than the 
origin of the UFO . Al­
though we should not 
ignore the question of 
origin ,  the contactee app­
arently forms a vital link 
to the solution of the UFO 
pu z zle. Vallee states "The 
contactees are a part of 
that [UFO] machinery. They 
are beginning to create a 
new form of_ belief; an ex­
pectation of actual cont­
act among large parts of 
the public" . He compares 
this belief structure to 
the impact Christianity 
had over the stronghold of 
the Greek scientific es t­
ablishment . The average 
person , let alone the 
scientific community , of 
today would likely scoff 
at this proposal . Yet 
there does indeed seem to 
be a much greater accept­
ance of the UFO phenomenon 
today compared to just 1 0  
years ago . 

The consequences of this 

phenomenon , Vallee sug­
gests , are because " . . .  the 
UFO we see is a device 
which creates a distortion 
of the witness's reality; 
that it does so for a pur­
pose , which is to project 
images or fabricated 
scenes designed to change 
our belief systems; and 
that the technology we ob­
serve is only the inciden­
tal support for a world­
wide enterprise of sublim­
inal seduction". We can't 
help but wonder what 
"their" purposes and aims 
are for the human race. 

Vallee suggests three 
aspects to the UFO prob­
lem . The first is physical 
and relates to the light , 
energy and electromagnetic 
radiation emitted by the 
objects . Second is the 
psychological aspect which 
consists of perception 
distortions , unconscious 
barriers and mental blocks 
evidenced in and by vis­
ions , hallucinations and 
even long term personality 
change. Third is the soc­
ial aspect . This is the 
result of the messages 
communicated by the cont­
actees as well as the 
books , periodicals , docum­
entaries and films being 
generated about UFO en­
counters . 

The book is divided into 
three parts : Part 1 - The 
Contacts - gives arguments 
against the idea that UFOs 
come from outer space . 
Part 2 - The Manipulations 
- discusses the political 
( con t i n ued  on p g . 2 5 )

As editor of Canadi an 
UFO Report I was sometimes 
asked of all the cases we 
had written about, which 
one impressed me most? 

That was a question that 
should have become tougher 
as time went on . In fact, 
as we moved into our tenth 
and final year of public­
ation, it might have hap­
pened �hat some pf the 
earlier cases were all but 
forgotten, no matter what 
impression they made at 
the time . 

But that did not occur, 
for to answer that quest­
ion I still choose a cct.se 
that was one of the first 
I investigated f CUFOR vol . 
1, no . 4, p .  9 )  . Perhaps 
that is partly the reason 
I do remember it so well, 
and perhaps it is because 
the scene of the incident 
was a mountainous logging 
area visible from our 
house . Consequently I am 
reminded of it every time 
I look in that direction . 
Even so, although no hu­
manoid or abduction was 
involved, I think t�e case 
in its own modest category 
was excepttonal . 

When his rare experience 
was about to unfold one 
cold clear March day in 
19 66, Albert Kershaw was 
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at the top of a hill 
checking the brakes of his 
fully loaded logging truck 
before starting down the 
steep road ahead . If his 
brakes failed on that roa<j/· 
he might be facing the end 
of his fairly young life . 

"So I was crouched down 
beside the wheels on the 
right-hand side when some­
thing shiny by those trees 
over there caught the cor­
ner of my eye, " he said, 
pointing to fir trees by 
the road about 200 yards 
away . "  I stood up and 
looked at it and at first 
I thought it was a plane 
trying to make a crash 
landing, although I 
couldn ' t  hear anything . It 
was so low it was below 
the top of the trees . "  

The sight was even more 
dramatic than Kershaw had 
supposed . Quickly he re­
alized that the craft, ab­
out 100 feet long and re­
sembling a large pontoon, 
had no wings or tail . The 
front and back ends were a 
glowing orange, while the 
body shone like metal pol­
ished to a degree Kershaw 
had never seen before . The 
fuselage was completely 
smooth except for two 
squares up front which 
Kershaw thought may have 

been panels . 
Moving slowly across the 

road toward another clump 
of t rees, the object then 
gave Kershaw another 
shock . As it approached 
higher ground it sprayed 
two puffs of black dust 
from its nose as if to 
gain altitude and it roll­
ed over, revealing a shape 
more discoid than tubular . 
Travelling on its side, it 
moved easily between the 
trees like a giant flying 
wheel until it was out of 
sight in the woods . 

As soon as he had un­
loaded his logs at the 
waterfront far below, Ker­
shaw hunted urgently about 
for a pilot who could take 
him back up to examine the 
site where the strange ob­
ject had disappeared . He 
figures it might have 
landed on the ice of a 
small lake up there . But 
he could find no one to 
make the flight and felt 
so badly about it that he 
took up flying himself to 
make sure he was never 
caught like that again . 

And so another life was 
changed by a UFO incident . 
So, too, was launched a 
little specialty of my 
own '· which is looking for 
' matchin.g cases ' ,  a few of 

.. which I am pleased to con­
tribute to this issue of 
JUFO , with more to come . 
For me these cases do much 
to estab lish the reality 
of our elusive visitors . 
If a witness describes a 
singular detai 1 that re­
sembles one mentioned at 
another time and place by 
another witness, the 
chances that both are 
telling the truth and ex­
plaining accurately what 
they saw appear to be very 
strong . 

In this instance I was 
reminded strikingly of 
Kershaw ' s  experience a few 
months later while invest­
igating a flurry of act­
ivity that occurred in the 
' invasion ' year of 19 67 in 
the beautiful Cariboo 
cattle-land of western 
Canada ( CUFOR vol . 1, no . 
6, p .  3) . Brian Grattan, 
operator of a guest ranch, 
had just described a few 
of his own sightings that 
year when he added that 
his guests had seen their 
share of UFOs, too . One 
incident occurred at a 
picnic. on a bright summer 
afternoon as, puzzled, 
they watched a plane-like 
object without a tail fly 
overhead . 

"Then it flipped over 
and they could see it was 
shaped like a disc, " he 
said . 

Before leaving the Car­
iboo, let ' s  have a look at 
another incident there in 
that s ame ' flap ' year 
which was almost an augury 
of what is happening in 
western pastures now, 
minus the gruesome part . 
The witness this time was 
Brian Grattan himself who 
recalled that when the 
mysteriously active summer 
had passed there was an 
interlude .  Then suddenly 
one night that winter 
Grattan had his most dram­
atic sighting of all . 
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Surprised when his power 
plant failed abruptly, 
Grattan, armed with a 
flashlight, went outside 
to check equipment . In the 
gloom the first thing he 
noticed was a dim light 
moving slowly above his 
corral . On closer look he 
saw the light was on top 
of a disc-shaped body ab­
out 28 feet in diameter 
that wobbled as it flew . 
There was more faint light 
coming from three or four 
openings around the rim . 
About 4 0  feet directly be­
low the strange vehicle 
was a cow plodding through 
the slush of the corral . 
Soon the odd procession 
disappeared in the dark­
ness, and the morning dis­
closed nothing unusual . 

The incident may have 
been far more significant 
than it seemed because to­
day baffled authorities 
are still literally clue­
less in their efforts to 
explain the mystery of 
mutilated cattle found on 
ranches from New Mex�co to 
Alberta, a recent exten­
sion . As UFO readers well 
know, the culprits ar� re­
markably skilful with the 
cutting tools of their 
macabre busine�s, and in­
vestigators are generally 
unwilling to admit that 
anything -as fanciful as 
space visitors could be 
responsible . 

But the menace is 
spreading far beyond what 
a few fanatical · cultists 
might conceivably accomp­
lish , with Alberta, a 
province not noted for 
anything bizarre since the 
funny-money days of Pre­
mier Aberhart, now well in 
its grip . A news clipping 
sent in by correspondent 
Bill Allan showed that 
even the Wes te rn  Producer , 
a usually business-like 
trade paper, was suf­
ficiently mystified to re-

port several cases of 
mutilation . 

Perhaps cultists are 
indeed b �hind the mystery . 
But those who discount the 
idea of space visitors at 
work might well consider 
the experience of Brian 
Grattan . 

For future issues of 
JUFO I will happily spend 
more time going through 
the files of Canadi an UFO 
Report . However, it is not 
notes alone that I hope to 
bring forward to these 
pages . In its 10 years of 
publication CUFOR enjoyed 
wonderful support from its 
contributors, and I am de­
lighted publisher David 
Haisell wishes to see 
their by-lines continue in 
this journal . So I ask all 
concerned to take note of 
that invitation . For those 
who wish to make use of it 
the CUFOR address of Box 
7S8, Dun can, B .  C . ,  Canada 
V9 L 3Y1 will remain open, 
while liaison between this 
pffin� and JUFO will be 
close and continuous . 

As this issue was under­
way we already had on hand 
coptributions from good 
CUFOR friends including 
Bill Allan, Ronald Ander­
sen, W .  Ritchie Benedict, 
Graham Copway and Don Wor­
ley . Their names will 
continue to appear in 
these pages and we welcome 
them and others to come . 

Al so , please note 
that back copies of Canad­
ian UFO Report are still 
being sold at this add­
ress . Now that the maga­
zine has ceased publicat­
ion, these copies are on 
the way to becoming col­
lectors ' items and for a 
few issues they are al­
ready scarce, if not sold 
out . However, for most 
issues the supply is still 
fairly good. For details 
see the advertisement 
elsewhere in this issue . 
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As readers of Canadi an 
UFO Report came to know so 
well, a subject often dis­
cussed was UFO activity in 
that great gash between 
the mountain ranges of 
eastern B . C .  which is 
called the Rocky Mountain 
Trench . On trips there I 
found sightings were so 
numerous, sometimes invol­
ving mischievous business 
like car-chasing, that I 
dubbed the area a ' Play­
ground of Gods ' . 

Now, as I discovered on 
another visit with my wife 
in October this year, UFO 
antics there may not al­
ways be playful enough to 
merit that title, for it 
was then I learned at 
first hand that cattle 
mutilation had invaded 
B . C .  I heard of only three 
cases, to be sure, of 
which I investigated two, 
but these two qualified 
fully as entries into the 
mystery . (I heard of the 
third case via radio from 
Cranbrook, B . C .  to the 
south but had no time to 
look into it . )  

"They say an arrow kil­
led my bull but I don ' t  
believe it, " Rene Bosc 
told me . " Whatever it was, 
it left a large hole in 
the back of the buli' s 
neck, much too large for 
an arrow . I think someone 
stuck a hypodermic needle 
into the animal and injec­
ted something that killed 
it. Then the hole was 
made to remove the 
needle . "  

The incident occurred 
one November night in 19 78 
on Bosc's farm at Spilli­
macheen in the Columbia 
river valley that forms 
part of the Trench . The 
unexplained killing also 
involved castration of the 
animal and removal of hal f 
his penis, the sort of 
work that is typical of 
the mysterious mutilators . 
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"I think it was done by 
one of those cults they 
talk about, " Bosc comment­
ed . 

As the loss of Bosc' s 
bull marked the beginning 
of the problem in B . C . ,  it 
received little real at­
tention beyond some quest­
ioning by police, although 
to Bosc himself the death 
of the expensive and newly 
purchased 1, 700-pound bull 
was a serious setback . 
While there seems little 
doubt he was right in dis­
counting any bow-and-arrow 
mischief, particularly as 
it would take a remarkably 
strong and agile archer to 
plunge an arrow inches 
deep into the back of such 
a large animal ' s  neck, his 
own idea about a cultist 
with a hypodermic needle 
raises almost the s� 
questions . 

For one thing , the dead 
bull was found hundreds of 
yards from where Bosc usu­
ally kept him out of sight 
from passing cars . For a 
stranger to locate him at 
night and then inj ect some 
thing that caused the bull 
to stumble in his death 
throe far across the field 
where the rest of the deed 
was performed, as recrea­
tion of the scene might 
suggest, would require an 
almost incredible degree 
of luck, skill and nerve . 
Also the carcass was dis­
covered near the main 
highway . While there was 
prob�bly little traffic at 
the time Bosc estimated 
the deed was done , the 
grisly business could not 
have been finished quickly 
by any human and would 
certainly have required at 
least a strong flashlight 
for help . Yet no passer­
by or neighbour reported 
anything strange, as far 
as I know . 

Finally, although the 
point is not quite clear, 

it seems the animal was 
drained of blood . which is 
another mutilation trick, 
leaving only a small patch 
on the ground where the 
animal lay . If that was 
the case, any human culp­
rit would surely have been 
still at work in daylight 
to complete his act . Yet 
Bosc himself returned late 
that night to his trailer 
near the scene and saw 
nothing . 

Although in ufology we 
may be inclined to give 
too much credit to our 
visitors' magic, it is 
hard to see how all this 
could have been done with 
anything less . 

While there was obvious­
ly much less action in the 
second mutilation case I 
investigated, the circum­
stances were just as myst­
erious . 

The incident occurred on 
the farm of Nick Chomiak 
at Harrogate, B . C . ,  about 
15 miles north of Bosc ' s  
place . Having heard about 
it j ust shortly before we 
were leaving for home, I 
spoke to Mrs . Chomiak on 
the phone and found her 
pleasantly helpful in 
those few minutes . 

"We don ' t know to this 
day what happened, " she 
said, referring to the 
death of one of their cat­
tle one night last Septem­
ber . "The cow must have 
dropped dead in her tracks 
because two of her legs 
were folded beneath her . A 
sick animal will lie on 
its side, and anyway this 
one hadn't been sick . "  

For the mystified Chom­
iaks the only clues were 
as strange as the death 
itself . An eye was miss­
ing, although the lid lay 
closed over the socket ; 
half an ear had been cut 
off ; and beneath one horn 
which seem to have been 
knocked • askew there was a 

mark as if something had 
penetrated the skin, al­
though there was little 
blood around the wound and 
no other kind of dis­
charge . 

When the RCMP were cal­
led in, it was this injury 
that provided the real 
puzzle . Unable to deter­
mine anything from an ex­
ternal examination, the 
police severed away the 
head and, skinning it 
later, found that whatever 
had pierced the skin had 
gone down the muzzle of 
the animal and, presumably 
entering a nostril, had 
reversed course to penet­
rate a sinus cavity and 
somehow inflict death . 

Nothing was found to ac­
count for the mortal in­
jury yet whatever it was 
left a channel about two 
fingers wide through the 
meat of the head and 

caused a severe bloodshot 
condition . Strangely, the 
brain was undamaged . 

There were other puzz­
les . One was that the 
Chomiaks' bedroom window 
directly overlooks the 
spot where all this occur­
red, yet they saw or heard 
nothing unusual . Then 
there was the opinion of 
the woman veterinarian 
consulted by the police . 
The case reminded her of 
an animal struck by light­
ning, yet the night had 
been clear and peaceful . 

Finally, the Chomiaks 
had experienced another 
mystery a few weeks earl­
ier when one of their cows 
disappeared . Although well 
fenced in, it had vanished 
without a trace, and a 
careful search of the en­
tire farm produced noth­
ing . Nor were the neigh­
bars able to help . 
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Perhaps that had nothing 
to do with the later in­
cident and perhaps neither 
had any connection with 
visitors from space . But 
UFO literature is full of 
mysteries without clues . 
In that respect at least, 
these two cases, like the 
misfortune of Rene Bosc, 
point skyward . •

aspects of the UFO phenom­
enon . Part 3 - The Strat­
egems - shows some of the 
more brutal aspects of the 
reports . 

Throughout, the book is 
replete with examples, re­
ports and studies of many 
characteristics of the 
UFO . For instance, Vallee 
relates how he met a Major 
Murphy retired from a U . S .  
Intelligence service . Mur­
phy dropped several sug­
gestions which led Vallee 
to consider UFOs as an in­
telligence problem rather 
than a scientific one . 
After several meetings and 
seemingly related coincid­
ences Vallee, a scientist 
himself, became convinced 
that Murphy was right . 

The book ends with an 
Epilogue by Sociologist 
David Swift . He cautions 
us that although Vallee 
has "made a commendable 
effort to explain a phen­
omenon that could have 
grim consequences" we do 
not really know whether he 
is right or wrong . This is 
certainly an unusual way 
to end a book of this type 
but to me it lends credib­
ility to Vallee ' s  work . He 
is clearly a serious 
scientist, researcher and 
human being who is concer­
ned about the truth of the 
UFO matter and is willing 
to consider all possible 
alternatives, even some 
which are difficult to 
accept . • 
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D. A . H a i s e l l  B l a ck T i ck l e  

Black Tickle , Labrador 
was the site of some 
strange happenings on Mon­
day , November 13, 1 9 7 8 . 
One of the witnesses, Miss 
Elizabeth McKibben , a 
nurse at the International 
Grenfell Association Nur­
sing Station at Black 
Tickle said she was walk­
ing toward the window in 
the nursing station when 
Melita Dyson , a nursing 
aid, pointed out to her 
what first appeared to be 
a bright star . However, it 
was only 4 PM and the sun 
was sti 1 1  shining in a 
partly cloudy sky . 

Through binoculars she 
was able to make out what 
looked like a "brigh t red­
di sh-orange co Z ou� d phen­
omenon " on the other side 
of the Black Tickle har­
bour . Asso ciated with it 
was a short trail of the 
same colour, but tapering 
to grey further away from 
the object. According to 
the witness it remained 
stationary for about thir­
ty minutes . One of the 
things which stru ck her as 
peculiar was that any time 
a cloud came into contact 
with the obj ect , that sec­
tion of the cloud dissol­
ved . After half an hour a 
second object, twice as 
large as the first , ap-
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peared from the north mov­
ing in a southerly direct­
ion , and took up a posit­
ion close to the first . 
Soon after its arrival it 
moved to the right of the 
first object ,  doing so at 
a speed "fas ter than any 
aircraft that I've e ve r  
been in " according to Miss 
McKibben . After a total of 
about forty-five minutes a 
cloud appeared which did 
not dissolve when it came 
into contact with the ob­
jects, and they were not 
seen again by this wit­
ness . Miss McKibben also 
related that the phones 
were out of order at the 
nursing station during the 
sighting, preventing her 
from immediately reporting 
the phenomenon . Melita Dy­
son was frightened by the 
incident and wouldn ' t  even 
look at the· obj ect after 
the initial sighting . 

There were , however , 
several other witnesses . 
Several children . in the 
coastal community also saw 
the obj ects , reporting 
them to their teacher Mr . 
Steve MacDonald the fol­
lowing day . Mr . MacDonald , 
who teaches grades four 
through nine , had his 
students draw what they 
saw, and all produced al­
most identi cal drawings 
showing a round , reddish 
object with blue, yellow 
and red lights around the 
perimeter . Four students 

independently drew two ob­
jects, one mu ch larger 
than the other, as report­
ed by Miss McKibben who 
was happy to have corrob­
orative testimony but nev­
ertheless quite concerned 
about the event . (See fig . 
1, pg 29) . 

Coincident with the 
sightings was the report 
of a fire of unknown orig­
in in a bog some three to 
four miles from Black 
Ti ckle . Earlier that aft­
ernoon , between one and 
two o ' clo ck, several res­
idents had noticed fire 
balls hitting the ground 
in the area of the bog 
(known as Martins Pond ) . 
The sky was very clear at 
the time with the except­
ion of the unusually grey 
cloud formation . There was 
no snow on the ground, but 
a week ' s  frost had frozen 
the bog area . There was no 
evidence that the fire was 
caused by campers . I t  
burned in patches forty to 
eighty feet wide . and was 
20 0 to 300 feet long . 
There are no roads in the 
area , and it took local 
residents some fifty min­
utes to get to the fire , 
and almost an hour to -put 
out the last hundred feet 
or so . Steve MacDonald was 
one of those at the scene 
fighting the fire along 
with Bernard Dyson , and 
Steve reported that when 
he arrived at the s cene 
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there were four small 
fires that later j oined 
together . Dyson stated 
that "Whene ve r we'd put 
out one spot, another a l­
ong s i de  i t  wou ld flare 
up . It was the s trange s t  
.fire I e ve r  S ClJ.J) . " 

Testing of the soil, and 
the nearby water supply 
that for a time was put 
off limits , has shown no 
contamination or traces of 
oil or gas residue . 

Miss · McKibben, who went 
out to the site of the 
fire the following day, 
described the site as be­
ing just below a small, 
hilly �rea which was loc­
ated next to the edge of a 
pond. At the top of the 
hilly area , a pungent, un­
pleasant, unidentifiable 
smell was nearly over­
powering . The smell was 
strong, but not choking, 
and was like nothing ·she 
had ever smelled before, 
although she admits she 
does not know what marsh 
gas smells like . The smell 
disappeared when she des­
cended to the area of the 
burned marsh . 

Mr . MacDonald advised 
the Cartwright detachment 
of the RCMP of the fire 
and four days later they 
flew out by helicopter to 
investigate . Cartwright is 
about sixty miles WNW of 
Black Tickle . After their 
investigation the R CMP 
concluded the fire was due 
to ' natural causes ' ,  what­
ever that means . The con­
nection between the UFO 
sighting and the fire is 
certainly based solely on 
circumstantial evidence , 
but is nevertheles s  
thought provoking . 

Soil samples from the 
burned bog were sent to us 
for analysis but unfortun­
ately there was no mineral 
content, only organic mat­
erial, and the results of 
the analysis were unfruit-

ful . 
On Saturday . June 1 6, 

1 9 79 , a burning green blob 
fell from the sky into the 
backyard of a residential 
home in Mississauga. · Its 
or 1g1n is still unknown, 
and we hope to have the 
full story in our next 
issue . One wonders if the 
bog fire at Martins . Pond 
may have been caused by a 
similar phenomenon . 

More Inc i d ents 
In Newfoun d l a n d  

The Black Tickle incid­
ent takes on an added dim­
ension of interest in that 
it came in the middle of a 
series of UFO reports from 
Newfoundland, accompanied 
by the usual attempts � 
officialdom to attribute 
them to astronomical bod­
ies such as Jupiter and 
Saturn without even talk­
ing to the principal wit­
nesses . 

Details of these sight­
ings are recorded in Res 
Bure aux Bul le tin (RBB) No . 
4 1, November 30, 1978, and 
are reproduced here with 
permission of its publish­
er , Mr . X. RBB is is sued 
monthly and enqu1r 1es 
should be directed to Box 
15 9 8, Kingston , Ontario , 
K 71 5 CS  Canada . 

C la re nvi l le  Repo rts  

On October 12th , a 
couple in Clarenville , 
Newfoundland , watched a 
circular obj ect with 
flashing red, blue and 
yellow lights over Random 
Island. They estimated the 
UFO was about 5 00 feet 
above the sea level and 
that it was about 35 to 4 0  
feet in diameter . They no-

tified the military after 
two hours and later repor­
ted it to the RCMP at 
Clarenville . 

Then on October 26th, 
(this report is from RBB 
40, p12; Toronto Sunday 
Sun, Oct 29 ; Mon treal La 
Presse and Ottawa Ci ti zen, 
both Oct 28; and Toron to 
Globe and Mai l, Oct 31; 
Ed . )  RCMP- Constable James 
Blackwood made the news 
with his sighting of a 
similar or the same UFO 
being reported by the same 
people . The report reads: 

' In answering a teleph­
one call at 1: 45 AM ,  on 
October 26th , RCMP Cst . 
James Blackwood went out­
side to see for himself if 
a UFO was again hovering 
over Clarenville , New­
foundland . It was still 
there, and he became very 
convinced in UFOs . Appar­
ently the same UFO has 
been seen six or seven 
times since 19 70 . It is 
described as ' oval-shaped ' 
with a white body and a 
pyramid-shaped fin on the 
top . When Cst . Blackwood 
spotted it thru an RCMP 
telescope, it was flashing 
red, blue, and white 
lights . He estimated that 
it was hovering at 1, 000 
meters altitude before it 
disappeared by moving 
"s traigh t up . "  The caller 
was a cleaner at the local 
Holiday Inn , and she said 
she had seen the same UFO 
or one like it about a 
month before . (This was 
the Oct 12th report . Ed . )  
As it stayed for nearly an 
hour for Cst . Blackwood, 
it is easy to understand 
why many residents of 
Clarenville are quite wil­
ling to believe or have 
themselves seen it . A 
radio newsman says he has 
seen it twice himself and 
once with the provincial 
minister of tourism . What 
bothers them most is that 
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after the UFO has gone , 
they find life disrupted 
by calls from the news 
media and find it nearl y 
impossible to remain anon­
ymous . '  

Later, on November 1st, 
at 1 1 : 30 PM Newfoundland 
Time, a civil ian woman, 
two air traffic control ­
lers, and three RCMPs on 
patrol reported another 
UFO to the east of Gander, 
Newfoundland. The woman 
said i t  was round with 
"smal l b lue windows and 

pPoducing (a) s tPange 
noi se " and that it was 
very l ow when she watched 
it . The air traffic cont­
roll�rs saw the UFO from 
Gander Tower . The RCMP 
corporal and constables 
were three miles from Gan­
der and reported it to be 
high in the sky when it 
climbed out of sight in 
the east. 

N R C E x pl a i ns 

All of t�is can be exp­
l ained according to Dr . 
McNamara at the Nationai 
Research Council in Otta­
wa . He reasons that the 
first report (Oct 1 2 th) �at 
3 : 00 AM ,  the sec.ond report 
(Oct 2 6th) at 1 : 45 AM ,  and 
the third report (Nov 1st) 
at 1 1 : 30 PM (N78/ 1 9 2 , 1 9 8, 
199) are "very simi laP ".  
Thus, he concludes : "These 
objects We Pe mos t  like lu 
the p lane t JupiteP� whi ch 
is qui te bri l liant.  It 
ri se s  about mi dnight in 
mi d-OctobeP� and is neaP 
the meridian at sunris e . 
Saturn an d  seve Pa l  brigh t  
s taPs aPe a ls o  i n  the 
e as tern sku at this time , " 
(November 2 ,  19 78) . Dr . 
McNamara did not. pay at­
tention to the fact that 
on November 1st the RCMPs 
said the object "Pe appe aP-
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ed brie fly then dis a:ppe aP­
e d  to the eas t " and that 
only on one night did 
these people report the 
UFO . Did he not think 
they would see Jupiter on 
some other night? It did 
not matter that Cst . 
Blackwood observed the UFO 
through a pair of binocul­
ars and a telescope (which 
only by eh an ce was in 
Clarenville for some other 
surveill ance work) . Dr . 
McNamara was able to reach 

- his conclusion without 
even having spoken to the 
best witness to these 
sightings . 

Cst. Blackwood did not 
take very kindly to Dr . 
McNamara' s exp l anation . 
When he heard of the sec­
ond report of the UFO in 
two weeks , he intended to 
go calm the people . He d :i-tf  
not expect to see the UFO 
himself . He says he would 
have been quite capable of 
tell ing the UFO was not 
Jupiter; and, how would 
Jupiter cast a shadow on 
the water between Claren­
ville and Random Island, 
he asks? No , it was some­
thing quite solid . Not 
only could he distinguish 
its shape, flashing 
lights , and triangular fin 
atop, but the very grey 
metallic lustre suggested 
a heavv kind of metal (not 
aluminum) of a sort he 
could not identify . The 
obj ect turned, moved to 
and fro . up and down, and 
when it disappeared did so 
by slowly moving off up­
wards at an angle for ab­
out ten minutes before 
taking off l ike "a shoot­
ing staP going the oppos ­
i te way " .  He is quite 
familiar with most air­
craft and should have been 
able to tell what sort it 
was, but he couldn't; nor 
when he contacted trans­
port and military offic­
ials had they been able to 

identify any flights as 
being in the vicinity nor 
on their radar . His report 
gathered unexpected media 
interest; but it remained 
for the Res Bureaux to ask 
him about the Jupiter sol­
ution . 

Why Cst. Blackwood's UFO 
sighting became such a 
newsworthy event seems to 
reside with a decision 
made by his superiors in 
St . John's . Why so much 
attention was focussed on 
the one report is certain­
ly not clear . Indeed, it 
is rather remarkable, for 
there were thirteen other 
reports of UFOs from New­
foundland between October 
1 2 th and November 18th . To 
these I would add at least 
two other reports which 
are also from the Marit­
imes and bear favourabl e 
credi tabi li ty . 

Fl ight Crew Reports 

It would seem this re­
cent wave of reports began 
on September 2 1st at 2 2 1 7Z 
when the pil ot of Eastern 
Provincial Airlines Flight 
1 09 reported a round, 
white UFO . It was in front 
of him and above his alt­
itude . This was confirmed 
by Jordanian Flight 2 6 1  
whose pil ot said it was 
stationary "then moved off 
at a high speed" be fore 
once again becoming stat­
ionary . In all , the UFO 
was visible from 10 to 15 
minutes in clear skies 
about 4 0  miles north­
northwest of Sydney, Nova 
Scotia, (N78/1 86) . 

On October 30th, at 
2 2 1 0Z, a ''bright s taP- like 
ligh t " was seen to cross 
the sky from southwest to 
east from the control 
tower at CFB Chatham (New 
Brunswick) . The UFO was 

observed by two officers 
and a private for a period 
of four minutes as well as 
a helicopter crew which 
also saw it . No radar 
picked up the object nor 
was an al titude estimated 
(tho it was seen as much 
as 70° from the horizon) , 
( this and the foll owing 
NRC files have yet to be 
numbered) . 

More R C M P  W it nesses 

At 1 1 : 45 PM, November 
1st, four people described 
a round UFO with red, 
green, blue and yell ow 
l i ghts in the sky of Leth­
bridge, Newfoundland, to 
the RCMP detachment in 
Clarenville . It  moved 
around the sky , would 
stop, and move around some 
more for a period of about 
three hours . Early the 
same morning at 0300Z and 
thru to 045 4 Z  of November 
2nd, a round bl ue object 
with flashing lights was 
seen from the tower at 
Gander International Air­
port and by an RCMP cons­
table .  In clear skies, the 
UFO remained in sight for 
5 5  minutes . Altho visible, 
it was not detectable on 
Gander's radar nor were 
any sounds noted . After a 
while, at 0 454 Z, another 
RCMP constable reported 
the UFO was once again 
visible and could be seen 
to the south, whereas it 
had first been seen to the 
east . Two days later, 
November 4th at 05 2 0Z, a 
couple living in Gl enwood, 
Newfoundl and, saw an ob j­
ect "the shape of an 
a'PPOW " with green , red , 
yellow, white and royal 
blue lights . They watched 
it for about twenty min­
utes while it "move d .fPom 
side to side and up and 
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down� moved to»aPd Gan deP 
Ri veP and then Pe tume d".  
Once when a car passed by, 
it faded away . The couple 
estimated it was about 
10, 000 feet over Salmon 
Pond. 

Goose Bay, La b rad o r  

I n  Labrador, four res­
idents from Happy Valley, 
Goose Bay, were driving 
around at 1:4 0 AM on Nov­
ember 6th . I n  the over­
cast northwest sky, two 
flashing blue lights with 
a string of yel lowish 
lights around the object 
came as close as 2 00 to 
300 yards . The driver 
flashed his car lights , 
and the UFO responded 
l ikewise by flashing its 
lights back. "Then a l l  the 
ligh ts on the ob,ie ct were 
swit ched off e:;ccept foP a 
b 'Piqh t b lue light whi ch it 
flas hed. " After about 10 
minutes , the UFO departed 
over a residential area . 

St . Ant hony  Car  Chase 

At the northern end of 
Newfoundlan�, between St. 
Lunaire and St . Anthony , 
two women in a car al �o 
encountered an unusual ob­
ject . A bright yellow 
l ight approached their car 
from behind and then 
pas sed them on the passen­
ger side. Clearl y, it was 
not an automobile; for, it 
was described as having a 
"snow-shoe " shape with re­
volving green, red anq 
white lights about its 
center , The interior of 
the car was illuminat�d as 
it passed by, and the pas­
senger complained that th� 
l ight was ''ho t .  " �pt onl y 

could she feel the heat, 
but her arm became numb 
because of the heat . Ac­
cording to the RCMP tele­
type, "a ll this time i t  
fo llowed a long the c aP  at 
a spe e d  of about 85 rrri les 
an houP as this was the 
speed that Miss * * * s ai d  
that she was driving to 
try and g� t (Jh)ay ftom i t . " 
I n  all 1 the object was in 
view for about 2 5  minutes 
during which time it fol ­
lowed for about 7 miles 
before it '�en t up int o  
the sky . " This took place 
on November l Oth at 1 2 : 5 0 
AM ;  and , the RCMP report 
added : "Bo th We Pe ve ru 
s e 'Pious about the who le 
thing. " Driving at 85 
miles an hour on Newfound­
land roadways, let al one 
confessing such to the 
local constabulary, who 
wouldn't be serious? Or 
were the lights only a 
s warm of gl owing insects? 

Up to this time, Jupiter 
as Dr . McNamara would have 
i t  or the planet Saturn 
and some bright stars were 
pi eked up on radar at CFS 
Goose aay, some twenty 
mi l es to th� ngrth of 
Clarenvill e ( not Goose Bay 
in Labrador) . On a tele­
type marked ''Pe s t'Pi cte d "  
(why they dp  this when al l 
this is supposed to be 
'unclassified' is beyond 
explanation i ) ,  Air Traffic 
Control and the Melville 
Radar Station at CFS Goose 
Bay saw two objects, 
"qui te a dis tance apa-pt " 
(so it must have been 
Jupiter and Saturn , eh?, 
Dr . McNamara) . In the 
northern sky . (compl icat­
ions here for planets) , 
the objects were described 
by eyewitnesses as glowing 
and round with flashing 
red, green, and white 
l ights . They were estim­
�ted to be at a high alt­
i tude , "appe aPed to move 
up and down at a cons tant 
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rate of speed, " an d were 
in vi ew for an hour and 
forty- five minutes . Ra dar 
p l ots are given ; and , it 
i s  s ai d  the UFOs di s ap ­
pe ared at the s ame time 
visual ly as they d i d  from 
the radar s copes . Thi s  
t ook p l ace at 0 0 1 5 Z  on 
Novemb e r  8th .

On November  lOth , at 
about 6 :  00  PM , a h i gh 
s choo l  t e a cher  at Trepas s ­
ey . Newfoun d l and , spot t e d  
a s ma l l  ob j e c t  with re d ,  
green and whi t e  fl ashing 
l ight s .
