Parallel universe?

I got to thinking about
the consequences of UFOs
coming from other parallel
universes next to our own,
and why radiation on any
given landing site appears
to be localized. It occur-
red to me that perhaps the
lower end of our spectrum
might be connected in some
fashion with the upper end
of their spectrum. I de-
cided to investigate this
further by consulting my
cousin who has a degree in
physics and according to
him, this was an extremely
unlikely possibility, for
a number of reasons. How-
ever, he did not rule out
the fact that I may have
been on the right track.

If you consider the
electromagnetic band as
curved, the upper and low-

er portions of two wuni-
verses could be parallel
with each other so that
the ' jupper < pant lof'y s our
spectrum coincides with
the ;upper part . of their
spectrum and the lower
with the lower as well. He
went on to say that if
they were crossing over in
this manner at the point
where the two coincide, it
was more likely that it
would be at the lower part
rather than the  upper.
When we are in the normal
living range, we are to-
tally undetectable to each
other.
Apparently,
the case, the Ufonauts
have discovered a method
of crossing over without
doing any appreciable da-
mage to their  tissues.
This might help to explain
why any radiation at a
landing site is confined
to the circle 1left when
the object lands. I seem
to recall a UFO contactee
case in which one of the
occupants cautioned an ob-
server to stay fully away
until the craft was com-
pletely materialized.
Since it is well known
that radiation causes da-
mage to human beings the
proximity of exposure to
the disruptions created in
the electromagnetic spec-
trum, would determine the
severity of the physical
effects. If one was too
close, death would result.
This theory would tend
to explain why UFOs blink
out like ghosts. Once they
have left the range at

which our eyes no longer
perceive light, they be-
come invisible even if
they are still there. They
may not, however, be at
the cross-over point to
return '"home'" - whatever
that may be. The big ques-
tion is whether they util-
ize just the lower end of
the spectrum, both the up-
per or lower, or whether
this just depends on their
degree of scientific ad-
vancement. Any materializ-
ation could be accompanied
by sound in either the
high or 1low frequency
range which would consid-
erably disturb animals and
cattle, as they are more
sensitive that way than we
are.

It may be that the cir-
cular or spherical nature
of the craft is a clue as
to how they operate. One
could use the analogy of a
diving bell. Because it is
spherical, the inside
pressure balances the out-
side pressure. Some sort
of radiation balancing ef-
fect (to use this expres-
sion for lack of a better
term) may be utilized. It
may even be that some of
the occupants have a de-
vice which generates a
portable field around
their bodies, rendering
them invisible and allow-
ing them to enter houses,
etc., near the area of the
landing site in order to
observe us better. There
was a case resembling this
in the 1968 book Flying
Saucer Invasion:  Target
Earth by Brad Steiger.

Actually the scientists
may have the basic facts
right now to construct a
workable  apparatus for
transporting us Mthiemel!
(wherever '"'there' is), but
because they do not con-
sider UFOs a valid subject
they are losing valuable
time and scientific know-

ledge.

I admit that much of my
own scientific knowledge
is shaky, and I may be in
error on a number of
points, but I can see the
outline of something, I
feel that we cannot afford
to ignore.

I am afraid that your
concept of parallel spect-
ra, either upper end with
upper end or with lower
end (both of which you
mention) is difficult to
comprehend since the elec-
tromagnetic spectrum is
merely a band of radiation
of continuously increasing
frequency. The concept of
a parallel universe is in-~
deed one that merits éEx-
ploration, and there is
speculation that the power
of the human mind may play
a signiffieant  Tpavey Nin
achieving an inter-rela-
tion with this  "other"
wiverse, implying that
there may be more than
what we normally call

Several  researchers,
Thomas E. Bearden for one,
are looking into  these
areas. Also, you may find
a reecent  artieléminiithe
November Scientific Ameri-
can entitled Quantum
Theory and Reality by Ber-
nard D'Espagnat  (p. 158)
of interest. How this ties
in with UFOs <1s wnknown,
but Ufologists cannot af-
ford to overlook this area
of research.

Thankyou for your com-
ments. I camot agree with
you more when you state
that the UFO phenomenon
involves aspects that go
beyond what we normally
term "physical" or "three-

dimensional, into  the
realm of what is commonly
referred to as ESP. It
would seem that there are
many aspects involved, and
it is also probable that
many different phenomena
are involved. I made this
clear in my book The Miss-
ing Seven Hours where I
also emphasized the neces-
sity for investigators to
keep an open mind.

But as far as Adamski is
concerned, those who have
researched his background
and development have con-
cluded that he was using
the popularity of the UFO
at the time as a medium by
which to convey his phil-
osophy of life, a philos-
ophy which he had pre-
viously tried to advance,
but with 1ittle success.
In the 1930s he had set up
a mystic occult  group
called the Royal Order of
Tibet which did not Last
very long. In 1944 he
wrote a science fiction
story describing a meeting
with aliens, just like the
one he claimed actually
took place near Desert
Center eight years later,
a story he submitted to
Amazing Stories Magazine
(Heiden: Wisconsin Law En-
forcement Journal, Winter,
1977, p. 25, published by
WLEOA, 475-7th  Street,
Prairie du Sac, Wisconsin,
Saazilie TS dady

According to J. Gordon
Melton, an ordained Meth-
odist minister who is di-
rector of the Institute
for the Study of American
Religion in Evanston, Ill-
100485 Adamski  simply
dropped Tibet for the more
popular regions of outer
space.  Quoted in The San
Diego Union, Swnday, Feb.
18, 1977, Melton said "All
you do is say that instead
of the teaching coming
from the visiting masters
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of Tibet, you call them
space brothers."

Adamski did have some
genuine UFO sightings, and
one of them proved to be
his downfall. In 1958,
three years after his book
Inside the Space Ships was
released where he describ-
ed his flying saucer trip
to the back of the moon
(where, by the way, none
of our astronauts have re-
ported seeing the cities,
forests and lakes which
Adamsk< claimed were
there), he became excited
when a UFO hovered over
the side of a mowntain he
and others were on, and
was quoted as saying aft-
erards, "That was the
closest I've ever been to
one of those  things'.
'Suddenly his face showed
shock at what he realized
he had let slip, and he
quickly added, "Oh! I
mean, of course, excepting
when I been inside!"...Ray
Stanford, now dirvector of
the UFO research organiza-
tion Project Starlight In-
ternational, was.present
at the time and heard
Adamski make this state-
ment.' (Heiden).

David Stupple, a socio-
logist from Eastern Michi-
gan University, who has
spent considerable time
studying contactees such
as Adamski, from both in-
side the cults and out-
side, suggests that rather
than being 'the perpetrat-
or of deliberate hoaxes,
Adamski may have 'ereated
realities and then came to
believe them  himself."
(Fate, January 1979).

Some of the photographs
Adamski took of flying
saucers hovering over the
southern slopes of Mount
Palomar have been computer
analyzed by GSW in the
05 S5% and revealed as
hoaxes. Those who visited

him where he worked on
Mount Palomar say  that
Adamski seemed more inter-
ested in selling them cop-
ies of these photos than
in telling about his al-
leged experiences.

"In December of 1958,
Adamski claimed that while
on a train ride from Kan-
sas City to Davenport, the
train stopped for ten min-
utes, and he got out and
completed his trip in a
flying saucer which was
waiting for him. Investi-
gation revealed that the
train did not make such a
ten minute stop." (Heiden)

Even though Adamski has
been dead for 15 years his
influence still lingers,
and the cults which have
sprung up arownd his
claims have proven to have
dangerous consequences, in
that they allow large num-
bers of people to come wn-
der the control of others.

The UFO Education Center
in Wisconsin was founded
to perpetuate  Adamski's
memory,  and '"elaims that
Adamski has much support
from a number of sources.
People who would probably
not  otherwise believe
Adamski's  stories are
surely impressed by these
alleged endorsements of
him.  However, these en-
dorsements are not true.
The center's flyer states
that  Adamski was  the
'first to present his re-
markable telescopic evi-
dence to the U.S. Senate
and Congress;....the only
person speaking in this
field ever to receive the
Golden Medallion from Pope
John XXIII for his humani-
tarian efforts’. These
claims have been checked
out through Senator Gay-
lord Nelson and through
the Vatican. They are com-
plete fabrications." (Hei-
den) .

Time really flies. This
is the last issue of our
first year, and it has
been a busy year. During
this time we have been
able to finish up the re-
search on the Missing Sev-
en Hours (at least, as far
as we can go), been invol-
ved in setting up the
first international com-
mittee for the study of
Ufology, incorporated The
UFO Examiner and Canadian
UFO Report, both fine pub-
lications, with Journal
UFO and introduced you,
our readers, to numerous
up and coming researchers
and writers in the field
of Ufology. Our thanks go
out to our readers for
sharing with us our '"'grow-
ing pains'"; we hope you
will enjoy our second year
as much as we have enjoyed
bringing you our first.

We have so many fine
writers, some new, some
well-known to students of
our field, that the reader
is being exposed to a mul-
titude of ideas and spec-
ulation as to the nature
of UFOs. And that is how
it should be. As I pointed
out in The Missing Seven
Hours, speculation can be
constructive "if wused as
an iterative process,
(and) may eventually lead
to revelation, but in or-

der for it to do so it
must not be allowed to
contribute to the formul-
ation of bias by the spec-
ullfaiECE . Therefore, the
reader should keep an open
imaginative mind, but be
sure that proof precedes
belief; if belief comes
first, proof is usually a
non-requisite.

The City magazine of the
Feb. 24 Toronto Swnday
Star ran a well written
article on UFO research in
Toronto (pp. 8-14). Both
the writer, Andrew Weiner,
and the editors of The
City are to be congratu-
lated on the well-bal-
anced, objective coverage
they gave to the subject.
On the other hand a recent
three part series on Tor-
onto's CBC-FM Ideas pro-
gram was about ten years
out of date. However, re-
cent media coverage of
Ufology has for the most
part been improving.

One of the articles in
this issue was written by

our Fortean consultant,
Dwight Whalen, and relates
the story of the unidenti-
fied fiery substance which
fell into a Mississauga
back garden last summer.
One interesting side-line
which developed as a re-
sult of this investigation
was the discovery of
a strange burn-ring only a
few hundred yards from the
site. A friend of Donna
Matchett  discovered the
ring, which was steaming,
while walking her dog on
March 22 or 23, 1979. Sub-
sequent investigation re-
vealed what appeared to be
petrified grass in  the
ring, which was about 8
feet in diameter. Curious-
ly, it was right beneath
some high tension power
lines. We shall continue
the investigation and re-
port later on our find-
ings. @

Bools Review ...

THE UFO CONNECTION, by Arthur Bray, Jupiter Publishing, 1979 (P.0. Box 5528, Station
F, Ottawa, Ontario, Canada, K2C 3M1.) Hardcover $13.95,
ISBN 0-9690135-1-5, 0-9690135-0-7.

While many ufologists
have never had a sighting
of their own, almost all
have had a UFO encounter
of a different kind. That
happens when someone, hav-
ing read a 1little about
flying saucers, starts to
become an enthusiast and
asks the ufologist how he
can learn more.

It is not an easy en-
counter to handle. There
are scores of books he
might read, several per-
iodicals to which he might
subscribe and perhaps the
ufologist is able to re-
commend a group he might
join. Yet all that makes a
hodge-podge sort of answer
which may leave the begin-
ner more confused than in-
formed.

Now, however, I have
discovered how to deal
with the problem, at least
in part. In future, should
I have such an encounter,
I will simply say, ""Read
The UFO Connection by Ar-
thur Bray'".

That may surprise the
author as much as anyone
because obviously he did
not intend this, his se-
cond book, as a primer on
the subject, and a primer
it certainly is not. In-
stead, after an imagina-
tive backward 1look from
the future. Bray settles
quickly into details of
the UFO business (mostly
Canadian), and the new-
comer will have to hus-
tle. For instance, well
before the halfway point
he will be confronted by
the involved question of
"government files'" where
he must understand the au-
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thor's frustration as ex-
pressed in this sample
passage:

"'You can't see these
(Department of National
Defence) files because the
names of the witnesses are
confidential,' I was told.
'But NRC lets the public
see their files,' I count-
ered, 'and so does DOC so
why can't I see yours?'
'Well, it just isn't our
policy,"' said Mr. Chapin
on the other end of the
line. 'We have never let
anyone see them before.'
'Then it's about time you
dikdbs’ T suepiliied,. 't

Unlikely though it may
seem, a matter like gov-
ernment files is good pri-
mer material. First, it
helps impress on the be-
ginner that ufologists us-
ually have a favorite to-
pic. In this case Bray is
a watchdog on possible
government secrecy and has
notable experience in en-
tering obscure chambers of
information.

Second, chapters like
this help discourage over-
eagerness which sometimes
make the pupil sound stu-
pid. I am sure Art Bray,
like others of us, has re-
ceived letters that simply
say in effect, "ERelsl Sime
all you know about space-
ships!" Nothing is 1less
likely to draw a helpful
answer. While wufology's
field is as vast and ex-
citing as the universe, it
is no place for the would-
be researcher who lacks
patience to cope with
tiresome detail. Anyone
with an '"Oh, boy!" ap-
proach in mind might as

well forget it.

As it happens, however,
Bray, being a good ufolo-
gist, leaves no doubt that
the mystery of what's fly-
ing around up there is the
main point of attention.
LnepasEIclbarsg the resaicl a
chapter titled ''Passenger
Train in the Sky'" which
takes a look at a mystify-
ing parade of lights (cal-
led "meteors'" for accept-
ance in official records)
widely seen over North
America in 1913. While
this remarkable sight has
been discussed in a varie-
ty of publications, Bray
appropriately gives it a
place in his book because
it remains a fascinating
and puzzling event that
occurred largely in Cana-
dian skies. His report of
the lights has a vivid
touch, as in this excerpt:

"Many compared them to a
fleet of airships, with
lights on either side and
forward and aft. Others
likened them to great bat-
tleships attended by
cruisers and destroyers.
Still others thought they
resembled a brilliantly
lighted passenger  train
travelling in  sections,
and seen from a distance
of several miles.

"A distinct 7rumbling
sound like distant thunder
was heard..."

In another chapter Bray,
again as a true ufologist,
deals bravely and effect-
ively with the ever-recur-
ring question of a ''para-
llel universe'. I say
bravely because discussion
of this sort can 1lead to
areas where many research-

AUGUST 2, 9:50pm

Sarah Hines, 14, and two
of her girlfriends, Cathy
and Jackie, were playing
in the school-yard near
their homes when she saw
two lights hovering low in
the sky near some high
tension power lines in a
nearby field owned by On-
tario Hydro. The girls
headed for the field, but
On® " StheTr® - arrivals  Ehe
lights rose into the sky,
one heading south, the
other north. Meanwhile,
from his house window,
Cathy's father also saw
one of the 1lights. Two
minutes later, Cathy
sighted two  arrowhead-
shaped objects which ap-
peared to be moving back-
ward from the northwest.

A minute later a black
cigar-shaped object with
white 1lights around the

periphery and a green
light at one end appeared,
emitting a sound 1like a
generator operating at low
power. It was followed by
an arrowhead-shaped UFO at
an estimated altitude of
500 feet.

An oval-shaped object
appeared at 9:55 P.M.,
described as having a
green haze around it, and
having four curved legs
longer than the body of
the object. It had a dull
red light on top, red
lights along the bottom
and yellow 1lights around
the circumference, and was
reportedly 12-15 feet in
diameter and about six
feet in height, excluding
the legs. It appeared to
hover over the roof of the
senior public school two
blocks northwest of Sar-
ah's home, and was also
seen by another girl,
Jodi. When Jodi approached
the wall of the school,
she felt paralyzed and be-
gan to cry.

By this time there were
seven teenagers on the
school-grounds who  were
soon joined by their par-
ents. The parents reported
having seen only the ar-
rowhead and cigar-shaped
objects, but not the oval-
shaped object which the
teenagers reported "lifted
off the roof about 30
feet, hovered again, and
then  disappeared from
sight when its lights went
out at 10:05 P.M.'" At this
time the sound of crick-
ets, which had ceased dur-
ing the incident, was
heard again.

Sarah, who claims she
normally sleeps only four
or five hours a night,
slept for twelve hours
that evening.

AUGUST 3, 9:50pm

The same people plus
Cathy's mother, a friend
Bill dand Jackie's brother

went to the same field to
the east of the school-
grounds. Again the sounds
of life in the field seem-
ed to stop. No cars were
seen or heard on the nor-
mally busy street, whi ch
leads to Buttonville Air-
port three miles to the
north. They reported see-
ing an oval object the
size of a football field
at a 300 foot elevation.
It was flat, dark and
solid-appearing, with
large checkered patterns
andwthreedlargegibfansiig of
50 feet in diameter be-
neath. The entire object
turned over slowly, rose,
and headed south very
slowly.

At 10 P.M. Bill and
Jackie's brother observed
two large arrowhead ob-
jects at about 500 feet in
altitude north of the
field. One object seemed
to explode silently, the
pieces separating as if a
jigsaw puzzle was being
taken apart. The object's
total size was now doubled
by the separation of the
pieces. This broken object
was now about 200 feet
from the intact object. It
was not reported how these
objects left the scene.

Sarah reported having an
urge to go alone to an-
other . field ' 3/4 ' mile
northeast of the Hydro
field, and left unnoticed
by the others, walking, as
if in a trance. There, at
about 10:10 P.M., she saw
four bright lights hover-
ing about 500 feet above
the field. She returned
home and again slept for
12 hours.

At 10:30 that evening
Cathy dialed the telephone
operator enquiring where
to report a UFO sighting.
At the operator's sugges-
tion she called the On-
tario Provincial Police
and spoke to a public re-

lations officer. The of-
ficer called an acquaint-
ance who contacted Joe
Muskat of CUFORN, who in
turn arranged an interview
with the witnesses for Au-
gust 5.

AUGUST 4, 9:50pm

Once again the teen-
agers, this time accompan-
ied by Jackie's father,
went to the Hydro field.
Jackie's mother at this
time was walking a few
blocks away, and saw an
arrowhead object heading
north at an estimated 20
miles per hour at two feet
above street level. Just
after her observation, the
people in the field watch-
ed two hovering arrowhead
objects for about two min-
utes. Then, at an elevat-
ion of 500 feet. the ob-
jects all headed eastward
"like a flash'".

Again Sarah felt compel-
led to walk away from her
friends to the field
northeast of the Hydro
field. All sounds of life
seemed to stop. She cross-
ed the road to the field
without looking for cars,
having the feeling there
would be none, in spite of
thel | ffiactitthhtatthemek jils
usually traffic on that
street even late at night
since it is a major north-
south artery. There were
no cars.

Since she was not wear-
ing a watch she could only
estimate the time, but at
about 10:05 P.M. she saw
an arrowhead object move
offi Wthe street = to the
field, settling slowly to
a height of two to three
feet above the foot high
grass. She walked to with-
in two feet of the object.
Suddenly she saw four sha-
dow-1like figures emerge

from the object and hover
in a semi-circle two feet
above the ground. The fi-
gures were four feet tall,
football-shaped, one and a
half feet wide and less
than one inch thick.

She looked at them for
one to two minutes and
passed out. She recalled
being on the UFO and ob-
serving the general area,
noticing a man in a blue
suit walking a dog. When
she came to she was
stretched out on the
ground about 15 feet south
of where the object had
been. Judging from the
time she arrived home. she
estimates she was '"out"
for about 15 minutes. She
again slept 12 dreamless
hours.

PHYSICAL EVIDENCE

Sarah's mother reported
that Sarah's face was
highly flushed when she
arrived home, and that her
eyes were dilated. Next
morning, apparently out of
curiosity and fear, she
"'washed off some of the
redness'"', but it was no-
ticeable to Joe  Muskat
when he arrived to inter-
view the witnesses. Her
eyes, however, were no
longer dilated.

After noticing the red-
ness on her face, Muskat
enquired if she had any
other marks on her body,
and was shown a pin-prick
clearly visible on the in-
side of the index finger
of her right hand and a
one-eighth inch wide
elongated red scrape mark
containing another pin-
prick at the base of her
right thumb. These marks
healed in five days with
no medical attention.

After describing the
events of the previous
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evening, and claiming to
Muskat that he probably
wouldn't believe it but "I
was on board a UFO", she
led Muskat and her brother
to the site where they all
saw a triangular area of
depressed grass. It had a
grey pallor, as if the
chlorophyll had gone from
it. The measurements that
Muskat took corresponded
closely to the description
given by Sarah. He took
photographs of the area,
and of her hand, and re-
turned to call Fenwick and
Tokarz.

All three returned to
the field with Sarah and
searched the area. Sarah
then noticed a nickel and
a penny lying in the grass
where she had awakened the
previous evening fifteen
feet from where the grass
was matted down and dried
out. She searched her
pockets, commenting that
she had had eleven cents
the previous day. She
found only a nickel in her
pocket.

On August 8th, following
a night of heavy rain,
soil samples and geiger
counter readings were tak-
en in and around the de-
pressed area revealing a
radiation count 1.6 to 1.7
higher than normal back-
ground. Unfortunately, the
geiger counter used was
over 20 years old.

SOIL ANALYSIS

Soil analysis (for ra-
dioactivity only) was per-
formed on August 17 at the
Radiation Protection Lab-
oratory, Special  Studies
and Services Branch, Mini-
stry of Labour, at Ontario
government offices in Tor-
onto.

counts inside the area
where the depressed grass
was found. Naturally oc-
curring Radon  daughters
ranged from 123 to 178,
with a naturally occurring
annihilation peak of 256.
Cesium 137, a long lived
fallout nuclide reached a
peak of 331. Potassium 40,
naturally occurring, was
also noted. Radiation
counts for the soil range
from»&31to §88% with an
average count of 44.

The counts for the back-
ground or normal soil out-
side the site ranged from
1 to 23, averaging out to
6.743. Thus, the affected
soil was more than six
times as high in radiation
as the soil outside the
site, even after a heavy
rainstorm.

In a further interview
with Muskat on August 9th,
Cathy reported that on the
afternoon of the 4th some
of her friends helped her
get up on the school roof
where she saw o0il and
"half-square' marks.

WEATHER CONDITIONS

On all three nights the
weather was clear and
warm. There were many
stars in view, and moon-
light ranged in intensity
from dull to bright. A few
fluffy white clouds were
noticeable on the night of
August 2, and there was a
slight breeze from the
southeast. The arrowhead
object approached from the
northwest.

HYPNOSIS & “MIB” INCIDENT

Three sessions with Sa-
rah were conducted on Oc-
tober 10, 18 and 24, with
Sarah's mother present in
each case. They were con-
ducted by a Toronto MD and
parapsychology researcher
who specializes in hypno-
sis. His name is omitted
here since he does not
want to be bombarded by
phone calls from persons
wishing regressive hypno-
sis (Note that this is not
the same doctor who per-
formed the regression of
Gerry Armstrong reported
in the first two issues of
JUFO - Ed.)

The following is a sum-
mary of the tape recorded
regressive hypnosis ses-
sions. For coherence, a
few statements made in the
second session are includ-
ed with those of the first
session.

Octe 1038 19795 Sarah
said she was taken on foot
through the UFO's wall.
The interior was brightly
and uniformly 1lit through-
out, and sharper than re-
gular lighting. Sarah de-
tected the odor of chick-
en. Her hands went through
everything she  touched,
except for an ordinary cat
from Earth. She was told
they had been ''growing it"
on bodrd, and it was to be

released eventually. The
creatures had not done any
tests on the cat, which
roamed around freely in
the UFO.

She said there were se-
ven shadowy creatures on
the UFO, and that she
could see right through
them. They were long and
oval, like large American-
style footballs and were
four feet tall. They ap-
peared crystalline. Each
was of a different, but
strange colour.

They told her telepathi-
cally that they had taken
her for tests to see what
humans are made of.

They said they had been
on Earth before and would
return when she was 25.
She felt she was on board
for ''what seemed 1like a
year."

Sarah described the phy-
sical examination admini-
stered to her. They put an
instrument in her mouth. A
""light" was put on her
thumb and index finger
which painlessly  burned
holes in each of them.
Blood was extracted from
the holes. A machine was
placed on her head 'to
find out what I know.'" She
asked the creatures where
they were from, but she
said she did not know what
their answer was.

Sarah saw an ordinary
English-speaking human
male on the UFO. He said
he was there for the same
tesitshy Y Hegmtodd: thers his
first name only, but she
recalliled® smereilly«iithatidgiit
began with an 'A'. He was
"from here', Sarah said,
but not from her neighbor-
hood. The man said that he
was taken aboard after she
arrived on the UFO. He
stayed on board after she
was let go. The creatures
told her that they were
going to let him go after
they had released her.
This man may or may not be
a Canadian.

'A' told her he did not
mind being on the UFO. He

asked the creatures ques-
tions when Sarah was pre-
sent, but Sarah could not
recall them. 'A' had dark
hair, which was ''going a
bit grey. He looked about
43", He was ''mot very
tall" and wore  casual
clothing. He told Sarah he
was a store owner.

Sarah said there were a
lot of plants and comput-
ers on board, although
most of the computers were
in another room of which
she merely got a glimpse.

Dr.: '"How did you get off
the UFO?"
Sarah: "They took me out

the door. It wasn't a dif-
ferent color door. It was
just a little hole in the
wall. I went through a
little hole. And then they
put me back to sleep and
then I was on the ground."

The man came over
to her and told her to
move away from where her
friends were. Then he
started asking questions.
She said he wanted des-
perately to find out who
her friends were.

Dr.: 'He gave you no rea-
son why he wanted to
know?"

Sarah: "I think he wanted
to' kM fehem &
Diaey: "Why? Did he think

they were dangerous?"
Sarah: '"Yes, I guess."

The man said he had a
lot of partners every-
where. He warned her that
if she did not tell him
about everything on board
the UFO that he and his
friends would get after
her. And if she went away
from him while he was
talking to her, he would
scare her again. She
thought about calling for
help, but could -not be-
cause the man's '"mind was
stronger'" than hers.

Sarah told him exactly
what she had seen and
heard on the UFO. He seem-
ed pleased with her infor-
mation, only showing sur-
prise when she mentioned
the computers. He said he
knew there was a man on
the UFO. He told her that
he had spoken to Ay
since that time.

Dr.: '"How did your conver-
sation end?"

Sarah: 'He just went."
Dr.: "You mean just walked
away?"

Sarah: '"No. He just disap-
peared."

Do "Right in front of
you?"

Sarah: ''Yes."

Dr.: '"Do you think he was
human ?"

Sarah had told Muskat
about the ''Man in Black"
on October 12. She said he
stood six feet tall and
looked like a dead person.
He had a dull grey toned
face, slanted eyes and
wore a black suit. Sarah
could not remember the
shape of the lips, but re-
called that his grin was
sinister. He had a very
pointed nose and long fin-
gernails on tapering fin-
gers. His feet were point-
ing outward at 90 degrees.
His shoes had 3-4 inch
heels.

DOCTOR’S SUMMARY

In a summary of the ses-
sions, the doctor noted
that Sarah had been taken
to a psychiatrist several
months before her exper-
ience as a result of
school problems, the
strains of adolescent ad-
justment and sibling ri-
valry. He said she had a
vivid imagination and had
claimed to have seen some
bizarre-looking ghosts.
She had had a very strong
interest in the occult for
the past few years, but,
according to her mother,
not much interest in UFOs.
She had not read books or
magazines on the UFO sub-
ject.

The doctor said the UFO
incidents began on July
23, whereas the 3-night

sequence of sightings
started on August 2. He
mentioned that Sarah

""claimed" to have seen
some UFOs on that night
and the two succeeding
evenings. He used the word
""claimed'", although he ad-
mitted that he did not in-
vestigate the sightings by
other people in the area
at the time.
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The doctor commented
that Sarah was remarkably
nonchalant about the en-
tire experience both be-
fore and after the hypno-
sis. This was also her at-
titude toward her father's
death, he added. Her non-
chalance concerning his
demise was understandable
due to a reason which must
remain confidential. Her
casual attitude toward the
UFO incidents is partly
explained by the absence
of serious side-effects on
her. An important point to
note 1is that she told
CUFORN's investigators
that the experience inside
the UFO was moderately
pleasant.

He said the Hines girl
seemed candidly surprised
to hear what she had said
under hypnosis when the
tapes were played back to
her. He said her casual
attitude returned after
her initial surprise.

CUFORN COMMENTS

What he does not know is
thiats from the moment
CUFORN was in touch with
her and up to a week after
the hypnosis was complete,
CUFORN's investigators re-
peatedly told her to be
calm about the incident.
She was told that abduc-
tions are not as unusual
as most people think and
that any side-effects on
her would disappear very
shortly. In other words,
the investigators condi-
tioned her to a casual at-
itude.

This attitude condition-
ing was referred to by
John Musgrave in his arti-
cle, "The UFO Investigator
as Counsellor and Healer",
Proceedings of the 1976
CUFOS Conference, pp. 198-
200.
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The hypnotherapist said
that '"subjects do not have
to relate the truth while
questioned under  hypno-
sis". If Sarah was lying,
the doctor would not have
said that she experienced
genuine surprise at hear-
ing a playback of the
tapes of the hypnotic ses-
sions. Others with years
of experience in the UFO
field have stated that
subjects cannot lie under
deep hypnosis.

Dr. Alvin Lawson, in
"What Can We Learn from
Hypnosis of Imaginary Ab-
ductees?'", 1977 MUFON UFO
Symposium Proceedings, pp.
107-131., stated that it is
possible to lie under deep
hypnosis only when sub-
jects are deliberately
told to imagine an evept
and are fed leading ques-
tions and outright sugges-
tions.

After the first session,
Fenwick asked the doctor
if he would monitor Sar-
ah's bodily direct current
electrical field in subse-
quent sessions. This tech-
nique was suggested by Dr.
Harold A. Cahn, a clinical
hypnotist, in his article,
"Use of Hypnosis To Dis-
criminate Yrue and
'False' UFO Experiences',
The ASP4R SOk Bulletin,
March, 1979, pp. 4-5. Cahn
said when a subject is
faking there is either ''no
great DC potential change
(no trance) or whatever
verbal account they pre-
sent is obviously deriva-
tive". The doctor declined
Fenwick's suggestion, say-
ing that the device is un-
reliable, despite the fact
that he has never used the
instrument.

The hypnotist said that
the sessions should stop
because of the death of
Sarah's father and her re-
cent depressed state. How-
ever, the threat by the

Man in Black at the school
may have been his real
reason for discontinuing
the hypnotic regression.

Possibly, deeper hypno-
sis could elicit much in-
formation from Sarah. Al-
though they are omitted in
this article, five times
during the hypnosis she
said "I don't remember',
indicating that mental
blocks may have been im-
planted in her subcon-
scious by the alien enti-
ties. It is ironic that
the doctor stated that he
hoped his summary '"will be
of use to you and your
colleagues in attempting
to get a better under-
standing of the UFQ pheno-
mena'" (sic).

The doctor's written
summary made no reference
to the taped session des-
cribing the Man in Black.
He did not mention that
Sarah saw a cat inside the
UFQ." He did“nofseeker = t6
the photos Muskat showed
him of the marks on her
thumb and finger and that
her mother noted that the
pupils of Sarah's eyes
were dilated for 12 hours.

In the summary and in a
conversation with CUFORN's
co-directors the doctor
said that Sarah told him
under hypnosis that she
heard buzzing and beeping
sounds when she was aboard
the UFO. Her account of
this was not on the tapes.

In the light of the doc-
tor's lack of involvement
with the other facets of
the investigation, it is
not surprising to CUFORN
that he made the following
Statement: "I do not be-
lieve that any conclusive
judgement can be made at
this time regarding the
validity of her account'.
In contrast and in conclu-
sion, CUFORN judges that
this was a genuine double
abduction incident. @

In lTight of the Johnson case, and
the fairly recent Coyne and Valentich
cases, the following two reports are
of great interest. Both were brought
to our attention by Mr. X of Res Bur-
eaux, and details appeared in Res Bur-
eaux Bulletin No. 51 (Box 1598, King-
ston, Ontario, K7L 5C8, Canada).

TASMANIA

""A former policewoman was driving
between Queenstown and Burnie, on the
Murchison Highway of Tasmania, Austra-
lia, on August 20th when she saw a
bright green light in the distance. It
was about 9:20 P.M. that both her
wristwatch and the car's clock stop-
ped. The interior of the car was
brightly 1it by the object despite its

apparent distance from the car. "For
some reason the car suddenly lost
all power and no matter what | did -

change gears or put my foot flat on
the floorboards, it wouldn't go faster
than 50 kmh. | put my foot on the
brake, but nothing happened.' The
green light continued to follow her
for another two or three minutes fly-
ing along the centre of the road and

visible in the rear view mirror. The
light vanished, and her control of the
car returned to normal. However, it

was not until she arrived at Burnie
that her wristwatch was started once
again, and when she arrived in Daven-
port the petrol tank was empty on a
trip that should have only used a
third of a tank, (WESTERNER, August
30th; TUFOIC NEWSLETTER No. 28, Octo-
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ber 1979; CR: TUFOIC, G.P.0. Box 1310,
N. Hobart, 7001, Australia)."

OTTAWA

""A pilot and passenger in a Cherokee
Warrior (1974) were flying at an alti-
tude of 4,000 feet when the wings of
the aircraft began to glow a red col-
our. The air speed indicator started
to slow down and then read as ''zero''.
The passenger asked the pilot to take
the aircraft down 1,000 feet, but the
pilot said he couldn't as the controls
were jammed. Obviously, if the air-
speed had dropped to ''zero' the craft
had dropped to below the stall speed
and would begin to descend in a stall,

but the aircraft was still flying. The
passenger said to the pilot, '"There is
something out there - it must be di-
rectly overhead. | can't see it." The

pilot looked out the window on his
side and said, ''My God, look at the
size of it! It must be close to 300
feet in diameter.'" While the instru-
ments inside refused to respond, both
pilot and passenger felt that their
aircraft was moving upwards towards
the object described as a ''rolling en-
ergy ball with a red radiant side and
a white radiant side'. It was estimat-
ed to be 300 feet in diameter and
about 50 feet in thickness. Inside the
aircraft, the pilot checked the car-
buretor and checked for an engine
seizure, but he could only describe
the instruments and controls as having
gone haywire. The propeller was wind-
milling, the compass was swinging
about, and the NDP beacon had flipped
around. After five to eight minutes of
this confusion, the object broke away
and flew off into a cloud to the west.
Shortly after, the instruments began
to return to normal. The engine kept
running without stalling, (the throt-
tle was left open). And as the object
departed, the upward movement stopped,
and the aircraft began to lose alti-
tude. By the time the altimeter start-
ed working once more, it read ''5,000
feet'', and the pilot estimated his
aircraft had already dropped at least
1,000 feet. The object could still be

seen as it passed out of the cloud in
the distance and sped away into the
sunset faster than any jet observed by
the passenger."

The pilot's spring wound wristwatch
stopped at 9:00 P.M. (the time of the
encounter) but strangely, the passen-
ger's electric watch continued to
function. The pilot also believed the
clock on the aircraft's instrument
panel also lost several minutes, but
he couldn't confirm this. A letter re-
garding the second case is filed in
the Non-Meteoric Sighting File at NRC
in Ottawa, (N79/071).

SPANISH UPDATE

Thé/following reports from Spain
come to us with the courtesy of our
Spanish correspondent, Fernando Cerdd
Guardia. Even though further investi-
gation of the events is not possible
in an attempt to try to identify their
true nature, it is nevertheless inter-
esting to note the global nature of
the phenomenon, and the surprisingly
similar characteristics reported.
SEVILLE

On Saturday 20th January 1979, at
about 20:30 hours, Teresa Fernandez
Ortega happened to be in the vyard of
her house situated in Las Colonias
quarter, in Olivares (province of Se-
ville), when she was suddenly startled
by a deafening sound. On looking up,
she saw something which she described
as '"a sparkling flame moving quickly
away at a low altitude''. On being ask-
ed if the sound reminded her of any-
thing she said that "she didn't know
about its source, it was so loud that
she was very scared and could only re-
member  what she had previously
stated''. Her husband, Jose Delgado
Sanchez, admitted to having heard the
sound but when he went out, the light
had already disappeared.

A couple resident in the same area
also observed the same intense light
to which Teresa Fernandez referred. At
that very moment, their house was left
in darkness, and they found that the

cap of a bulb in the terrace had com-
pletely melted through the glass, but
filaments of the bulb were not dam-
aged, and the fuses hadn't blown

either.

SEVILLE

At daybreak on Sunday 28th January
1979, in Olivares (province of Se-
ville), Francisco Velazquez Freire,
39, had an unusual experience. Due to
his being absent from home, his bro-
ther-in-law, Jose Lopez Garcia, an-
swered all our questions.

According to Jose, who reported the
sighting such as Francisco had told
him, on that day, once the TV pro-
grammes were over and when Francisco
was on his way to bed he heard an wun-
usual sound which prompted him to look
out of the window. With much surprise
he noticed three bright balls in the
sky which emitted a bright red 1light;
they were moving away and eventually
disappeared from sight.

The sighting lasted about six min-
utes, and Francisco Valezquez followed
the objects movements with much atten-
tion. He described one of the objects,
the biggest, as ''similar to a beach
ball''; the other two were somewhat
smaller, with the diameter of a hand-
ball.

According to his brother-in-law,

Francisco did not wake them up so as
not to alarm his mother who was sound
asleep.

As it happens, ten minutes before
this incident occurred, the local
group for the study of the UFO phenom-
ena had ridden past the area with all
the filming equipment they wuse in
their nightly rounds of inspection.

MURCIA

On Wednesday 7th February 1979, at
about 22:00 hours, Joaquin Sanchez
Martinez experienced a spectacular
sighting in the vicinity of Archena,
province of Murcia, on the road to EI
Parque near the dam of the Segura
River.

The witness was driving back from
Archena and as he was coming out of a
series of bends at an approximate
speed of 60 km per hour, his engine
began to fail as well as his elec-
trical system. After parking on the
side of the road, he got out of the
car to have a look at the engine. Sud-
denly he was aware of an intense
brightness, and on looking up he saw
an enormous object which he estimated
was 60 metres in diameter, at an alti-
tude of 30 metres. It emitted a dazzl-
ing, whitish light, and on its peri-
meter it had a series of yellow and
orange lights.

The witness was unable to move in
spite of his efforts to do so, until
the object disappeared in a South-
Southeast direction, after two min-
utes. During this time, Joaquin San-
chez felt an wunusual itching all
through his body which ceased the mo-
ment the object disappeared. The car's
engine again began to work normally.
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
