Either a military or space 
research activity would 
seem a more probable cause 
for the event� but I doubt 
that the answer will be 
found. I t  does seem cur­
ious that a forensic lab� 
which can idEntify a sub­
stance from only trace 
amounts in crime de te c­
tion� would request the 
complete residue�· table 
and all� for further anal­
ysis. 

I n  regards to your com­
ments on Adamski 's manu­
script� the only sources 
used were the ones quoted 
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in my response. Also� I am 
familiar with Dan Dare 
since I grew up in Eng­
land� but as far as I have 
been able to ascertain� he 
didn't "make the scene" in 
America.

I n  fact , the 
on ly re as on she report e d  i t  even now 
i s  th at her daugh te r  i s  a co l l e ague o f  
min e an d  i s  aw are o f  the s e r i ous n at ­
ure o f  our re s e arch . I won der h ow many 
ot�e r  even ts  h ave gone un reporte d b e ­
caus e the wi tne s s e s  knew of nowhere to 
report whe re the i r  t e s t imony woul d  be 
l i s tened t o  ob j e ct i ve ly . 

I t  s e ems the s t ran ge r  the o ccur­
ren ce , the l e s s  l ike ly it  i s  to b e  re ­
po rt e d . And thi s  l ady ' s  s i gh t in g w as 
s t ran ge . I w i  1 1  l e t  her te 1 1  you in 
her own words : 

The date of my sighting of the UFO 
was April 2� 1967; a clear Spring Sun­
day evening between a quarter and 
twenty minutes after six o'clock. I 
had just finished doing the dinner 
dishes and was alone in the house; my 
daughter had driven her father over to 
the smoke shop in Streetsville for 
tobacco. 

I came into the living room and sat 
on the sofa in front of the large pic­
ture window. I only sat there a few 
seconds when I glanced out the window 
and sCll.U the UFO. I t  was coming in from 
the West� and when I sCll.U it� was head­
ing due East. 

The UFO came in below tree top level 
and I had a perfect view of it; my 
first thought was� it is not very big 
- what category would it be in - and 
the answer came back to me Zoud and 
clear - Scout., I said� of course. 

My next question was where is it go­
ing and again the answer came back 
- Airport. 

I then remembered all the instruct­
ions of the research people in the 
books I had read� or studied� and 
started to put this knowledge into ex­
ecution. 

I looked for the lights and only 
found two until the craft tilted on 
edge and headed South-eas t� then I S(J);) 

the third one - white and red colours. 
I then took note of the shape and 

colour of the craft. I t  was the shape 
of two garbage can lids stuck together 
and was a beige/brown eggshell colour 
- no dome on top and no portholes or 
windows. The UFO was the same circum­
ference as two garbage can lids . My 
next thought was speed. 

I 'm not an aeronautical engineer but 
I believe when I S(J);) this beautiful 
little aircraft it was just cruising. 
To my way of thinking it was not going 
as fast as our aircraft travel over my 
home and I have been watching our air­
planes for nearly thirty years. 

The next thing I thought of was 
noise. My doors and windows were 
closed� but I do not think the craft 
was making any noise. I t  was very 
quiet in the room� but I did not hear 
noise of any kind. 

The next consideration was how was 
the UFO flying� on what type of fuel 
or energy. I do not� of course� know 
this� but what I do know is that when 
the craft changed direction from East 
to South-east and levelled up again� I 
distinctly SCll.U a pure white substance 
all around the bottom'of the craft. I t  
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made me feel as though the ship was 
floating on this� a shimmer of heat. 

I watched the UFO all the way dow� 
my garden lot� which is 396 feet long; 
it was on exact target for the air­
port.

Hun dreds o f  p e op l e  
were s en t  "scrambling for telephones. " 
Newsp apers , po l i ce and radi o s t at i ons  
we re swamped with ca l l s . Jame s Dorman , 
then 1 8 ,  o f  E t ob i coke grabbe d  h i s  c am­
e ra upon he aring a radi o report , and 
man aged to spot the ob j e ct and obt ain 
a s e ri e s  o f  p i cture s , wh i ch a l s o ap ­
pe are d in the p aper . He  e s timat e d  the 
ob j e ct t o  be at a h e i gh t  of 1 5 00 to 
2 5 00 fe e t , an d c laimed i t  f l ashed on ce 
red and twi ce wh ite  at one s e con d in t ­
erva l s . H e  w at ched for four minute s as 
it f l ew s outh ove r the ai rport an d  
then cl imb e d  out o f  s i gh t . An ai rport 
o ffi ci al s ai d  the con t ro l  towe r s t aff 
was aw are of an ob j e ct in th e vi cin ity 
but i t  di dn ' t  in te rfere w i th aircraft . 

The s t ran ge s t  aspe ct o f  th i s  c as e  i s  
the s i z e  of the ob j e ct , ab out three 
fee t  in di ame t e r . Th i s  is not the on ly 
report of a sma l l  UFO . App arent l y  sev�. 
e ral were s een in Ot t aw a  in the 1 9 5 0 s  
during the res e arch of W i lb e rt B .  
Smith , he ad o f  P roj e c t  Magnet .  Hi s s on 
was an eye witne s s  in seve ra l in ci d­
en ts , re fe rrin g to  the ob j e ct s  as 
"mon i t ors " . 

Wh at p romp ted me t o  commen t on the s e  
cas e s  w as John Magor ' s  re fe ren ce to  
"min i - UFOs "  in  his  " CUFO R  Noteb ook" in 
th i s  i s s ue ( se e  pp 30-32)  . As  John 
s t at e s , it i s  s t ran ge c as e s  such as 
the s e  th at keep "a UFO reporter going. 
Baffled though he may be� he would not 
miss the next surprise for anything." 
Le t us h ope  the s ti gma as s o ci at e d  w ith 
report ing s tran ge UFO even ts  ( as i f  
they are a l l  not s t range en ough) s oon 
di s appe ars , s o  th at witne s s e s  wi l l  be  
more wi l ling  t o  rep ort them .

The phys i cal evi­
den ce s ugges ts th at s ome­
thin g very s t ran ge h ap­
pene d to him in the e ar ly 
morning on a lone ly  
s tret ch of  road n e ar the 
Red Ri ve r .  The t ime s e­
quen ce o f  even ts  i s  ve ry 
fi rmly e s t ab l i sh e d  by b oth 
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tape recorde d and wri tten 
logs of h i s  act i ons th at 
morn in g .  The phys i ca l  
trace s  we re examined an d  
me as urements we re made im­
medi at e ly after the en­
coun te r  by trained po l i ce 
inve s ti gat ors , an d Mr. 
John s on was taken to  a 
hosp i t a l  by ambul ance di ­
re ctly  from the s i t e . 

At MCU , the case  wru{ 
di s cus s e d  an d  revi ewed in 
de tai l by a l l  p arti ci­
p ant s , as p re s en te d  by 
gue s ts Val John s on , E ve r ­
e t t  Doo l itt l e an d  Gre g 
Winskowski . Ooo l i tt le was 
the fi rs t indi vi dual t o  
re ach the s i te aft e r  John­
s an rad i oe d  for he lp , and 
Winskowski  conduct e d  the 
in i ti a l  p o l i ce inve s t i ga­
t i on . Many fas cinat in g  
poin ts  were note d ,  as 
gi ven in the fo l lowing 
p aragraphs . 

Physiological Effects 

When Val John son w as 
found by E ve re tt Doo l i t­
t l e , he  was s lumped  for­
ward ove r the steeri n g  
whee l ,  an d in mi l d  sho ck . 
A b rui s e  l ate r appe are d on 
J ohn s on ' s forehe ad , pre­
s umab ly caus e d  by imp act 
wi th the s te e ring whe e l .  
He was daz e d , an d  s ai d  
th at " eve rything was in 
s low mot i on . " He h ad an 
inten s e  pain ( "ex cruti at­
ing")  in h i s  eye s , an d 
h aving done s ome we lding 
in his  caree r ,  knew wh at 
we l de rs ' burn was l ike an d 

comp are d h i s  p ain to  th i s .  
" I t  was as i f  s ome one h ad 
hit  me in the face with a 
400 pound pi l low , "  he s ai d  
o f  the sens ation o f  h i s  
he ad . However , h e  s tated 
repeat ed ly th at the on ly 
p ain he exp e rien ce d w as 
from h i s  eye s . Th i s  i s  ex­
t reme ly in te re s ting in the 
l i ght of dent al exami n a­
t i ons  he h ad one week p re­
vi ous an d one week afte r 
hi s expe rien ce . At the 
fi rs t , he h ad an ext en s i ve 
s e ri e s  o f  x - rays t aken , in  
p rep arat i on fo r major den ­
t a l  work. H i s  b ri dgew ork , 
in c ludin g the caps  on h i s  
front teeth , w as intact . 
At the s e cond examin at i on ,  
the examin in g den t i s t  
found th at John s on ' s 
b ri dgework w as b roken at 
the gums . Yet , no swe l l in g  
o r  pain was fe l t . 

Physical Effects 

When Evere t t  Doo l i t t le 
arri ved on the s cene , Val 
John s on '  s p ol i ce c ar was 
fron t -en d- fi rs t  in the 
l e ft -h an d  di t ch ,  wi th i t s  
re ar en d s t i cking into the 
l e ft -h an d  l ane of the 
road . The " impact point" 
was de termined by the l o c­
at i on o f  the b roken g l as s  
o f  the he ad l i ght , on the 
ro ad , 95 3 fe e t  from whe re 
the car was found . From 
th at poin t ,  "yaw mark s "  
( de s  cri b e d  by Doo l i  t t le as 
fain t ski d marks caused  by 
put tin g. a car out of ge ar 
wi th out app lying the 
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b rake s )  trave l l e d  i n  a 
s t rai ght l ine for 854 fee t  
down the ro ad . Th e s e  be­
came d ark s k i d  marks from 
there t o  where the car 
s toppe d  movin g ,  going in a 
strai ght l ine for mos t o f  
the remaining len gth , 
turning  ab rup t ly at the 
end toward the di t ch . 

The ri gh t  memb e r  o f  the 
l e ft p ai r  of he adl i gh t s  
was b roken . The re was a 
round den t ,  approximate l y 
one in ch in d i ame te r ,  
di re ct l y  ove r the mas te r 
b rake cy l inde r ,  on the 
hoo d . Tri s den t appe ared 
as i f  a h amme r h ad s truck 
the hood at an an g l e  that 
cou l d  be anywhe re from 45  
t o  75 de gre e s  from the 
hori zon t a l . A photo graph 
t aken with a UV fi l t e r  
showed th at the re w as a 
depo s i t l e ft on the fl at 
bot t om s urface o f  the 
den t .  

Th e win dshi e l d  o f  the 
c ar h ad an in t e re s ting 
pat t e rn  of b re ak age , in 
the sh ape of a t e ardrop 
(po int  up ) . Th i s  was l o c­
ate d  on the dri ve r ' s  s i de .  
The re were three main im­
p act points  vi s ib l e, 
though the l owe s t  o f  the 
three was the l arge s t  an d 
mos t  comp l ex . Te s t in g o f  
the g l as s  b y  the Ford 
Motor Comp any s ugge s te d  
th at the re we re s i gn s  o f  
both inward an d outward 
mot i on of the win dsh i e l d .  
They were app aren t l y un­
fami l i ar with the b re ak age 
p att e rn . I t  i s  fai r l y  ob­
vious , th ough , th at even a 
smal l s tone wou l d h ave 
been dri ven th rough the 
win dshi e l d ,  even at re l­
at i ve ly l ow spee d ,  s o  i t  
i s  hard to  in terpre t the 
shatte rin g as an actual 
imp act . Howeve r , i t  w as 
not e d  at the Con feren ce 
th at the an alyt i c a l  find­
in gs b e ar s ome res emb l an ce 
t o  tho s e  o f  a sho ck -wave­
induced b re ak age . 
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The roo f l i ght wh i ch was 
affe cte d h ad i t s  g l as s  
kn o cked out . The po l i ce 
rad i o  an tenna on the cen­
ter  o f  the roo f  w as b ent 
about five inche s up from 
the roo f ,  at abou t a 45  
de gree an g le . The CB an­
tenn a on the t runk was 
b ent  n e ar i t s  tip , at an 
an gle  n e ar 90 degre e s , 
th ree in ches from the t op . 

An in tere s tin g  obs e rva­
tion made by the po li ce 
inve s t i gat ors was th at al l 
the damage on the vehi c l e  
o ccurre d i n  a s t ra i ght 
p ath no w i de r  than twe l ve 
in che s . Becaus e o f  th i s  
" l in e ar" format ion , it  was 
sugge s ted th at an ob j e ct 
h ad s truck a gl an cin g b l ow 
t o  the c ar ,  ini ti al ly im­
p act in g the headl i ght , 
ro l l ing  ove r the h ood , up 
the win dow an d ove r the 
roo f .  Howe ver , at the Con­
fe ren ce i t  was re ali zed 
th at th i s  s cen ario cou l d  
not ac coun t for al l the 
damage in the form it was 
obs erved . An ob j ect hit­
tin g the car at the fron t 
wou l d  n ot h ave the c ap­
ab i l i t y  to re -di re ct i t s  
fo r ce downw ard furthe r up 
the hoo d ,  gra ze the window 
an d  s t i l l  h ave enough 
force t o  bend the an ten­
n as .  

The an��nnas are sprin g 
l o ade d , s o  anything bend­
ing them wou l d  h ave to 
h ave been trave l l in g  ex­
t reme ly fas t  t o  cre at e the 
shape they are now in . I t  
w as a l s o  propos ed th at the 
an tenn as we re ben t by a 
s t ron g de ce l erat i on , caus­
ing them to  wh ip fo rward . 
But the d�s i gn o f  the an­
tenn as i s  such th at they 
can with s t an d  a s t ron g de ­
ce l e rat ion without acut e 
bending . Any de ce l eration 
o f  su ffi cient s t rength to 
b end  them b ackwards as 
they move d forw ard , wou ld 
ce rt ain ly h ave ki l l e d  the 
o ccup an t . Mos t  curious ly , 

the inse cts  adh e re d  t o  the 
an tenn as were not wiped 
o ff from the imp act , as 
mi ght be exp e ct e d .  

The b at te ry o f  the car 
can no lon ge r ho ld a 
ch arge . I t  h as been pro­
posed  th at the he ad l i ght 
an d  roof l i ght we re im­
p l oded by a h i gh - ene rgy 
e le ctri cal  s ource . B al l  
l i ghtning  was sugge s te d  as 
a cause , but it cou l d  not  
h ave cre at e d  the  dent in  
the hood , nor the  imp act s 
on the window , l e t  al one 
the bendin g o f  the an ten ­
n as . The e l ec t ri c  c l o ck in 
the c ar was foun d to  be 
mi s s ing  fourte en minutes . 
St ran ge ly , Va l Johns on ' s  
me ch an i cal wri s twatch w as 
a l s o  l ack i n g  fourt e en min ­
utes . Thi s  i s  indeed o dd , 
be cause both we re syn ch­
ron i z e d  w i th the cl o ck s  in 
the pol i ce s t at i on ear l i e r  
in the n i gh t ,  an d  a l l  t ime 
che cks  aft e r  th at agreed , 
as l ate as 01 : 00 ,  on ly a 
short whi l e  be fore the in­
c i den t .  

The CB radio i n  the car ,  
a l though i t  w as s ai d  not 
to h ave b een in the b e s t  
working  order b e fore the 
i n ci den t ,  w as des crib e d  as 
b e ing  "even wo rs e "  aft e r 
i t . 

Al lan Hen dry , o f  the 
Cen te r fo r UFO S tudi e s , 
sen t  a gaus s -mete r  t o  the 
po l i ce inv e s t igat or , iri 
orde r for them to test for 
ch an ge s  in the car ' s mag­
net i c  p at te rn . The s e  re­
sul t s  were , app aren t l y , 
negat i ve . 

The re w as e vi den ce o f  
dust p arti cl e s · i n  the 
sh attered g l as s , an d i t  
was s ugge s ted th at th i s  
dus t  was the re s i due foun d 
in the roun d den t in the 
hoo d . 

Psychological Effects 

When Val John s on cal l e d  
fo r he lp , h i s  voi ce was 
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de s crib ed as b e ing  "we ak" , 
an d like  " s ome one comin g 
out o f  a daze . "  He h ad 
b een , apparen t ly ,  un con ­
s ci ous fo r 39 minute s , 
from the t ime he heard 
g l as s  b re ak in g  and fe l t  a 
l i ght "h i t "  him , to the 
t ime he woke up , open ing 
one eye to  s e e  the re d 
"ENGINE "  l i ght on h i s  
dash . Durin g th at p e ri o d ,  
the c ar h ad trave l l ed i n  � 
s t raight l ine for 2?J. 
fee t , be fore veering t o  
the l e ft ove r  the l e ft 
�ane into  the di tch . He 
doe s n ot rememb e r  app lying 
the b rake s , ye t the sk i d  
marks b e l i e  th e fact th at 
they we re , in deed , ap ­
p l ied . 

At MCU , Mr . John s on was 
asked wh at he th ought h ad 
h appene d  to him th at morn­
in g .  He s ai d  th at he b e ­
l i e ve d  h e  "h ad s e en s ome ­
thin g (he) wasn ' t  s uppos ed 
to s ee . "  Que s ti one d on 
thi s , he cou l d  on ly spe c ­
ul at e  th at he had s tumb l e d  
upon s omebo dy do ing s ome ­
thin g that wasn ' t  me ant to  
be obs e rve d ,  an d th at h i s  
powe rs o f  ob s e rvation we re 
e ffe ctive l y  neutra l i zed . 
He was a l s o  asked i f  the 
me tho d  o f  re gre s s i ve hyp­
nos i s  h ad eve r  been sug ­
ge s t e d  t o  him . He rep l i e d  
th at the National Enquirer 
h ad aske d him to s ubmi t to  
a re gre s s i on ,  and p ay him 
fo r the exc lus i ve righ t s  
to the re sul t s . H e  h ad re ­
j e ct e d  the i r  o ffe r .  He w as 
then asked i f  he wou l d  
agree to  a hypnoti c re­
gre s s i on with a c l in i cal 
hypn o t i s t  for re s e arch 
p urpos e s , not for pub l i c a­
t i on. He s ai d  no , and 
adde d  th at he w as n ot cur­
i ous ab out wh at had h ap ­
pened to him th at morn in g .  
E vere t t  Doo l i t t l e  s ai d  
after th i s  that the i r  fi l e  
on the cas e  i s  now c l os e d, 
an d th at the i r  inve s ti ga­
t i on i s  n ow termin ated 
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after re aching no con ­
c l us i on s . They s tated th at 
the i r  inve s t i g ation was 
over , and th at the mat ter 
is now in the h ands  of the 
ufol ogi s ts . They wi l l  no t 
sub j ect  Johns on t o  e i the r 
a po lyg raph or a re gre s ­
s i ve hypnos i s , as they 
feel it is  not nece s s ary 
fo r the i r  inve s tigat i on . 
Al l three we re as ked i f  
the Ai r F or ce , CI A or FB I 
h ad appro ached the m ,  an d 
they al l an swe re d  to the 
n e g at ive . 

Va l Johns on w as asked i f  
h e  h ad s in ce expe rien ced 
any other unusual in ci ­
cen ts : dre ams , MI B ,  ps i 
phenomen a ,  e t c .  He re ­
ve aled  a h i gh l y  in tere s t ­
i n g  thin g; from t ime t o  
t ime , h e  wi l l  find h ims e l f 
think ing three words// 
whi ch s omehow are s ti cking  
in h i s  min d .  The wo rds 
s t ay wi th him " l ike a Mc­
Don a ld ' s comme rc i a l , "  and 
he  can fin d  no re as on for 
th ink in g them . The three 
words are : " I  AM COMMI T ­
TE D" . (He s ai d  th at i f  he 
ever s aw th at l i ght again , 
he ' d  s t op the c ar an d 
"ye l l  for he lp!" ) 

Disc u ssion 

Thi s  cas e was revi ewed 
in det ai l ,  and photo graphs 
o f  the car were examined  
c l os e ly . Addi t i on a l  evi­
den ce was b rought fo rth , 
an d  theori e s  were p re ­
s ented  t o  t ry an d  account 
for al l the evi den ce .  Guy 
Wes t cot t , a NOAP inve s ti ­
gator, s ta te d  that he had 
found a "burn mark" in the 
fi e l d  b e s i de the ro ad , 
whi le he  w as examining the 
s it e . Th i s  mark , about 6 - 7  
fee t  i n  di ameter , h ad n o  
ve get ati on on i t s  surfa ce , 
an d  b ore s ome re s emb l an ce 
to a fert i l i ze r  burn . Val 
Johns on s ai d  th at a repre ­
sen tat i ve from the US DA 
( Agri cul ture Rep)  ex-

p re s s ed a pers on al int e r ­
e s t  i n  the cas e , and h ad 
taken in frare d ae ri al  
photo graphs o f  the s it e . 
The s e  showe d that the 
di t che s on e i ther s i de o f  
the s i te had a " di fferen t" 
ch l orophy l l  ab s orb t i on 
th an the s urroun ding 
fi e l ds. 

Aft e r  much deb ate , i t  
even tual ly  was con cl ude d  
by t h e  MCU p art i cip an t s  
th at the inciden t w as in ­
con s i s ten t with the theory 
o f  the car h avi n g  b een 
s t ruck by an ob j e ct o f  
s ome s ort , in cludin g b al l  
l i gh tnin g .  The i de a  o f  
h i t s  by mu l t ip l e  obj e cts 
was con s i dered an d  found 
margin al ly t en ab l e . How ­
eve r ,  there are 39 minute s 
to  account for ,  a comp l e x  
sequen ce o f  imp a ct s  by 
s eve ral ob j e c ts , or even 
s ome e ffe cts caus e d  at a 
short di s t an ce by unkn own 
indivi duals , can be  in­
c lude d in the l i s t  of pos­
s ib i l i t i es . I t  i s  e as i ly 
demon s t rab l e  th at s ome ­
thin g very unusual h ap ­
pened th at mo rn in g ,  and 
th at at the pre s en t time, 
the re is no adequate e x ­
p l an at i on fo r the e ffe cts 
note d  in the case , b as ed 
on the propos ed the ori e s . 
Many ques t i on s  s t i l l  re ­
main un answere d , and they 
may remain un an swe red for 
s ome t ime t o  come . The 
S tephen , Minne s ot a ,  i n ci ­
den t i s  li s te d  in UFOROM 
fi les  as  "unknown" . •

NRC Reports 
The Planetary Sciences Section of 

the Herzberg I nstitute of Astrophysics 
at the National Research Council (NRC) 
in Ottawa serves to compile and record 
UFO sightings from across Canada from 
various sources (e.g. RCMP � military� 
civilian� etc.). These reports are 
filed in the non-meteoritic file� and 
are available for pub lie examination 
by reservation. Very few are ever in­
vestigated by NRC� and it is up to 
private researchers to pursue the de­
tails of any case which seems worthy 
of follow- up in that it might provide 
some useful information toward a fur­
ther understanding of the UFO phenom­
enon. 

Investigators must copy information 
from the files by hand., and must also 
sign an agreement not to publicly re­
veal the identity of the witnesses in­
volved without their pemrission. Per­
iodically a representative of U.P. I n­
vestigations Research is able to trav­
el to Ottawa to examine the files_, but 
a shortage of research funds usually 
prevents much further investigation of 
a majority of the cases. We will., how­
ever., try to summarize the most inter­
esting cas es from time to time in 
these pages_, and the following are 
summaries of some of the most recent 
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reports. Cases are identified by NRC 
simpl y by sequence (of receipt of re­
port) within year. For examp l e, N79/

Buri e d  in the dep ths o f  
the un fathomab l e  UFO mys ­
te ry are in frequen t ep i ­
s ode s o f  a s i n i s t e r  n at ure 
invo l ving men in b l ack , 
s t ran ge l arge automob i l es , 
et c .  As you j ourney wi th 
me into thi s  p art o f  the 
unknown , I know from my 
own fe e l in gs that you wi l l  
be s omewh at di s t urbed . I n  
the p as t  I have l ooked 
up on such repo rt s with a 
ve ry j aundi ce d eye . I have 
fin al ly come to t e rms wi th 
my own ve ry unob j e ct ive 
emotion al at titude an d re ­
al i ze th at such mat ters 
cann ot be  exc l ude d from 
th ought n o  mat ter  how con ­
t rovers i al , sen s e l e s s , and 
fri gh ten in g  they are . I 
h ave di s cove re d th at s ome 
o f  th ese  " fant as t i c  s t or­
i es " ,  t ol d  by wi tnes s e s  
wh o are n ot as s oci at e d  in 
time or l ocation , pos s e s s  
the s ame i den t i c a l  b i z arre 
e l ement s .  I am a l s o  t roub ­
led  b y  the fact th at these  
wi tne s s e s  p e rs i s t  in te l l ­
in g the i r  un re as on ab le 
t ales  even though they 
know they wi l l  be re j e cted 
by today ' s  b l in d ly mater­
i a l i s t i c  s o ciety . 

On e group o f  MI B vis it a­
t i on cas e s  s eems t o  h ave 
none o f  the fact ors I wi l l  
t ouch on here . Perh aps 
thi s  type is s tri ct ly hu­
man and gove rnmen t al in 
ori gin . We sh a l l  n ot be 
ab le  to make that s t at e ­
men t  ab out the c ate gory of  
even ts I · wi l l  un fo ld in  
th i s  arti cle . N o , it  s e ems 
th at the re a lm o f  Orien t a l  
face d men an d  the i r  b i g  
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b l ack automob i l e s  s e ems t o  
be t h e  k i n d  o f  thin g th at 
l i e s  uns een j us t  beyon d  
our fin ge r tips . I wi l l  
t e l l you ab out sp e ci fi c 
cas e s  s o  th at you may un ­
derst an d  thi s  s t at emen t 
an d see  the fu l l  s cope o f  
th i s  type o f  MI B phen om ­
enon . 

I n  compari s on wi th s ome 
MI B ep i s odes i t  wou l d  s e em 
th at the in te l l i gen ce be ­
hind them chos e to tre at 
l one ly , i s o l ated Rache l 
B ake r gen t l y . I n  the 1966 -
196 7 t ime period thi s  rur­
al I ndi an a  woman h ad th re e 
encoun te rs wi th UFOs as 
she drove home l ate at 
n i gh t  on a deserte d  ro ad . 
I n  the l as t  en counter she 
exp e rien ced a los t t ime 
p e ri od fo l l owe d by · v i s i b l e  
e ffe ct t o  he rse l f  an d h e r  
automob i l e . After  h e r  las t 
exp e rien ce . a  l arge b l ack 
automob i l e  was w ai tin g for 
her  n e ar he r home . On th i s  
o ccas i on i t  for ced h e r  i n ­
to her  dri vew ay , but th i s  
was a l l she w as ever t o  
s ee o f  the MI B .  H oweve r ,  
i n  l at e r  ye ars she di d un ­
de rgo a l on g  s er1es  of 
n i ght - t ime s l e ep vi s i t a­
ti on s  by sma l l  dw ar f- l ike 
men , w i th phys i c� l  e ffe cts  
vi s ib l e  the next day . So  
in th i s  cas e we s e em to  
h ave a di re ct as s o c i at i on 
b e tween UFOs , a b l ack 
automob i le ,  and the en t i ­
t i e s  hi s to ri ca l ly cal l e d  
t h e  l i tt le peop l e  i n  o l d  
E urope an count ries . 

We turn next to  a cas e  
i n  Cul ve r  City , Cal i for­
n i a  wh i ch may indi cate 

th at the Ori ent al face d 
MI B can b e  p re s ent in an 
in door h aun te d  s i tuat ion 
with out UFOs  or l arge 
automob i l e s  b e in g  s e en . I n  
th i s  remark ab l e  cas e g l ow­
ing fi gure s , l i ght s , t emp ­
erat ure , odor , an d po l te r­
ge i s t  e ffe cts  we re pre ­
sent . S ome twenty in di vid­
ual s from the UC LA p ara­
psycho l ogy l ab ,  arme d with 
an array of ph ot o graphi c 
equipment , w i tn e s s e d  s ome 
of the s e  man i fe s t ation s . 
Li t t l e  w as c ap ture d on 
fi lm in s i x vi s i t s to the 
home , but b l ob s  o f  l i ght 
were ph otographe d w i th 
h i gh spee d b l ack and wh i t e  
fi lm us in g a deep red fi l ­
t ered s trobe . The fact we 
wan t  to  not e  is th at two 
of the re s i dent s o f  the 
home c l aime d  they h ad re ­
peat e d ly s e en two dark 
s o li d fi gure s with Orient ­
a l  face s . The mothe r 
cl aime d t o  h ave phys i cal ly 
bump e d  into one of the ap ­
p ari t i on a l  fi gure s in the 
h a l lw ay .  The mothe r  and 
s on woul d n o t  accep t the 
pos s ib i l i ty that the fi g ­
ure s coul d h ave been im­
agin e d  or were p row l e rs . 

I n  196  8 he adl in e s  every ­
whe re carrie d the s t ory o f  
a 35  ye ar o ld Loco , Tex as 
cotton farme r n ame d  Car­
ro l l  Wat t s . He made s ome 
ve ry e le ct ri fyin g  c l ai ms 
ab out a me et in g  w i th 
sp acemen , the usu al phys i ­
cal  examin ati on e t c . Wat t s  
e arn e s t ly s ought gove rn ­
men t  he lp t o  p rove hi s 
c l ai ms . He h ad wh at he 
c l aimed we re phot os o f  the 
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spacemen and the i r  craft . 
The se he s ent  by re gi s ter­
ed mai l to the Un i ve rs i ty 
o f  Co l orado Condon UFO 
S tudy . He was neve r to s ee 
the pho t os again . Un i ve rs ­
i ty offi ci a ls c l aime d  they 
we re acci den t a l ly l os t .  
Watt s was a l s o  e age r t o  
un de rgo a p o l ygraph exam­
in ati on to  p rove h i s  
cl aims . On the n i gh t  b e ­
fo re h e  was t o  le ave for 
the t e s t in Amari l l o he 
re c e i ved a ph one cal l 
w arn in g  h i m  not  to  t ake 
the t e s t . Th at mornin g ,  as 
he was en route t o  Amari l ­
l o ,  h e  w as wave d down b y  a 
youn g at t ra.ct i ve b l ond wo ­
man s t an din g by a l ate 
mode l b lue- green P lymouth . 
As he s tepped out of h i s  
truck to  he lp he r ,  h e  was 
fe l l e d  by a b l ow on the 
b ack o f  h i s  ne ck . He l ay 
on the groun d p art i al ly 
daze d ,  ye t ab l e  t o  s e e  h i s  
as s ai l ants . They were two 
t al l  cl e an - sh aven t an ­
s kinned men whos e face s 
were Ori en t a l  in appe ar­
an ce . B oth poin ted aut o ­
mati c ri fl e s  a t  the thor­
ough ly fri gh t en e d  Wat ts . 
Spe ak in g  in sh arp pre ci s e  
wo rds , they made i t  c l e ar 
t o  Wat t s  th at he was to  
fai l the p olygraph te s t  or 
suffe r the consequen ce s . A 
b adly sh aken W atts  p romp t ­
l y  flunke d  the t e s t with 
flyin g co l o rs s oon after­
w ard . On the next  n i ght 
an other  s tran ge an d  
fri gh ten in g  even t o ccurre d 
at the Watt s home . A l arge 
b l ack c ar drove s l ow ly by 
the h ome with i ts l i gh t s  
out . I t  turned aroun d up 
the ro ad , an d t i re mark s 
were foun d l ater  at th i s  
spot . Wat ts  h ad dashed i n ­
t o  a ne arby fi e l d with hi s 
M1 Carb ine when the au t o-\ mob i le app e are d .  

_
As the 

automob i l e re turned , a 
b l as t from a shot gun was 
fi red at the W at t s  home . 
Watts  emp t i e d  h i s  gun at 
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the mys te ry Cadi l l ac .  No 
h i t s  s eeme d t o  b e  s core d  
b y  e i the r p arty . Aft e r  
thi s last  th re at W atts  
e age r ly cl aime d ,  for news 
me di a pub l i cation , that 
h i s  en t i re UFO s t ory w as 
one b i g  hoax . 

At th i s  j un cture I mus t  
warn the re ad e r  th at we 
wi l l  move on to s ome even 
more we i rd seemin gly  im­
pos s ib l e  events , but th at 
u l t imate ly you wi l l  see  a 
s e ri e s  o f  s t ran ge s imi l ar­
ities  in all  of  th i s .  

One n i ght in 1 9 76 a Min ­
nesot a coup l e  were dri vin g 
down a h i ghw ay t ow ard the 
smal l town whe re they 
l ived . The are a h ad b een 
experien cin g an unusual 
amount o f  UFO act i vity . 
They pul l e d  into a mot e l  
dri veway and the man g<J:· 
out with the in ten t i on o f  
using the out s i de phone 
b ooth there . As he ne ared 
the booth a b i g  b l ack Cad­
i l i ac sudden l y  arrive d  and 
b l ocked h i s  path . An or­
din ary man j ump ed out and 
rude ly  pushed hi s way in to 
th e b ooth ahe ad of the 
Minne s ot a  man . 

The ups e t  coup le drove 
on down the h i ghway un ti l 
they s aw anothe r phone  
bo oth . They were utte r ly 
amazed when the s ame Cad­
i l i ac n e ar ly drove them 
into a di t ch and the s ame 
man again race d  to the 
phone b oo th ahe ad of them . 
Unb e l i evab le  as i t  s e ems , 
th i s  puz z l in g  rit ual  was 
repe at e d  at yet ano ther  
phone b ooth down the  hi gh ­
w ay .  The n ow fumin g -mad 
coup le b e gan to fo l l ow the 
mys t e r i ous car an d i t s  odd 
act in g  dri ve r . They were 
ab le  to  ob t ain i t s  li cense  
numb e r .  Then , as  they fo l ­
l owed , the mys teri ous au­
tomob i le  s udden ly ros e up 
in t o  the ai r from the 
h i ghw ay , an d v an i she d b e ­
fore the i r  ve ry eye s . Law 
en forcement t race d  the l i -

cen s e  numb e r  t o  a man re ­
s i ding in the are a .  Aft e r  
s ome inve s t i gat i on they 
b e c ame convinced th at he 
knew nothing ab out the in ­
ci den t . They a l s o  ca l l e d  
i n  o n  the CUFOS Hot Line 
and Dr . Hyn ek was rous ed 
out of bed to  he ar ab out 
the s t ran ge in cident . The 
Minnes ota man looked upon 
the in ci den t as s ome s ort 
o f  re l i gi ous mi racl e . He 
is an adherent o f  the Je ­
hovah Witn e s s  fo rm of wor­
ship . Hi s denomin at i on b e ­
li eves th at the B ib l e  
te aches  th at al l p aran or­
mal man i fe s t at i ons  are the 
work of the devi l .  I w an t ­
ed t o  ment i on th i s  one im­
portant fact ab out the man 
whos e  l i cen se numbe r was 
invo lve d in al l th i s  b e ­
caus e l ater w e  wi l l  again 
en counte r  th i s  curi ous re ­
l i gi ous conne cti on . 

Le t us move on to  a 
quiet  b ack are a in s outh ­
e rn  Tenne s s e e . He re you 
wi l l  see the wei rd th ings 
I h ave wri tten ab out thus 
far , re achin g  an in cre di ­
b l e cre s cen do o f  act i vi ty .  
To the unb e l i e vin g out s i de 
wor l d  s ome o f  the s e  s outh ­
e rn  n at i ve s  mus t s e em l ike 
can di dates  for a men t a l  
in s ti t ut i on .  Howe ve r you 
wi l l  s oon le arn th at the i r  
wi l d  impo s s ib l e  t al e s  do 
gain an aura of cre dib i l i ­
t y  from events  e l s ewhe re . 
Of cours e ,  the cry o f  the 
cri ti c  i s  th at they mus t 
h ave s ci en t i fi ca l ly ve ri ­
fi ab l e phys i ca l  evi den ce . 
Al l I c an  s ay i s , th at i s  
n ot the way the supe rin ­
te l l i gences b ehind the 
MI B s  p l ay the i r  in cre dib le 
game . N o ,  it is a con g l om­
erat i on of h a l f  t ruth s , 
con tradi cti on s , and l i es ; 
a cunn in g game o f  un com­
p rehen dib le  mo t i ve s  p l aye d 
from beyond the e dge o f  
the re a l ity our l imi ted 
s en s e s  al low us t o  de te ct . 

' 
From 1 9 7 3  to 19 76 s outh -

e rn  Tenne s s ee was an 
in termi t t en t  h ot -bed of 
UFO act i vi ty with a number 
of cont actee  ep i s o de s . The 
a l i en cont act experien ce s  
of tw o o f  the se pers ons  
were qui te exten s i ve . I n  a 
previ ous cont act a man 
n ame d Sw an s on ( a  pseudo ­
nym) h ad been a l l owe d t o  
copy , from a s creen cre ­
at e d  in hi s min d  whi l e  on 
the craft , a group o f  sym ­
b o ls whi ch t h e  o ccup an t s  
cl aime d was t h e  formu l a  
for the p ropu l s i on system . 
I n  June 1 9 74  Swan s on w as 
s topped on h i s  way home 
from work by two d ark 
comp l exi oned men in a 
b l ack l ate -mode l Cadi l l ac 
be arin g Cal i fo rn i a  l i cense  
p l at e s . No  witne s s e s  we re 
eve r ab l e  to ge t al l o f  
the l on g  numbe r .  Swans on 

I w as o ffe red $500 , 000 for 
the formul a .  Th i s  se ems a 
rather foo l i sh thin g to do 
s in ce no one in auth ority 
be l ieved Swans on ' s cont act ( � l aims anyw ay . Twi ce more 
1n June they drove by him 
on the way home and fl ash­
ed a 1 arge at t ache cas e  
p a cked with money . On June 
2 7  they s topped him in an 
a l l ey an d th i s  time de ­
mande d  th at he t ake the 
money . Th i s  time there 
were three men in a b l ack 
Cadi l l ac 3 - se ater l ime ­
s ine . The one who s e eme d 
t o  b e  the "b os s "  s at in 
the re ar s e at an d  n eve r 
got out .  They l e ft in  a 
cl oud o f  dus t  when the 
amazed an d s usp i ci ous 
Swan son an gri ly re fus e d  
the money . 

Le t me gi ve you a de s ­
crip t i on o f  the s e  mys ter­
ious men . They h ad b i g ,  
fat , round , dark comp l ex­
ioned , Ori en t al fa ce s 
with p i e r cing eye s s l anted  
upward to  the  outs i de . Al l 
we re he avy - s e t , looke d  
about the age 3 0  t o  4 0  an d 
h ad th i ck b l ack h ai r  cut 
in the s ty le o f  p re - crew 
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cut ye ars . They wore b l ack 
s ui t s , wh i t e  shi rts , an d 
b lack t i e s . The i r  voi ce s 
h ad a Ch ine s e  or J ap an e s e  
accen t , were p i t ched l ow 
or gru ff,  an d they sp oke 
in a norma l unexci ted 
tempo . 

On Augus t 2 an o ther con ­
t actee , Laura I n g l e s  ( a  
p s eudonym) , was h arras s e d  
by a b l ack Lin coln Con ­
tinen t a l  Mark I V .  The 
automob i l e wou l d  ge t ahe ad 
o f  he r ,  then turn an d come 
facin g her at s l ow speed . 
She s oon p arke d  an d ran 
in to a bow l in g  a l l ey to  
e s c ape . On Septemb e r  23  on 
a rural ro ad Swan s on on ce 
again di s cove re d he h ad 
h i s  unwe l come vi s i t ors . 
Th i s  t ime th ey were in a 
t an. Lin co ln  Mark I V .  Swan ­
s on tried t o  outrun them 
and got up to 9 5  MPH , on ly 
t o  h ave them t ake exact ly 
the ri gh t  road to cut him 
off . Fed up wi th al l th i s , 
an d not wi shin g to l e ad 
them h ome , he s t oppe d  on a 
h i l lt op an d grabbed a 
han d ful o f  ro ck s  wi th th e 
inten ti on o f  smashing  
the i r  win dshi e l d when they 
app ro ached . When h i s  pur­
suers s aw th e an ge re d  
Swans  o n  s t an ding  there 
they stopped , b acke d  up , 
and l e ft the s cene . 

Th rough out the act i ons  
of the MI B · we s e e  s uch i l ­
l o gi ca l act s . The w i tn e s s  
i s  sk i l fu l ly burdene d  wi th 
the t ask o f  t ryin g to e x ­
p l ain such foo l ish , me an ­
in g l e s s  act s . 

On Septemb e r  2 5  Laura 
found h e rse l f  b ein g trai l ­
ed by a t an  Lin co ln . She 
h ad he ard wh at h ad h app en ­
e d  t o  Sw an s on , s o  she too , 
tried  t o  outrun them , 
an d when th i s  fai l e d ,  she 
s t oppe d  an d  got out to do 
b att l e  with a sma l l  ch op ­
p in g  axe her father had in 
the car . The s t ran ge auto ­
mob i l e s t oppe d ,  b a ck e d  up , 
turned around in a rural 

dri vew ay , an d l e ft the 
s cene . On Feb ruary 1 1 ,  
1 9 75 a b i g  b l ack Lin coln 
fl ashe d aroun d Laura as 
she drove on a dark rural 
ro ad . She was s toppe d ,  an d 
four men w ith revolve rs 
j umpe d  ou t o f  the car .  The 
l arge s t  MI B ,  wh o appe are d 
a he avy , b arre l che s te d  5 
fo ot 10 , j e rked her out o f  
the car .  They wan te d  t o  
know whe re he r father w as , 
an d whe re the formul a w as . 
Foo l i sh ques t i on s , s in ce 
they s ure ly knew whe re he 
was , and th at he w as keep ­
i n g  th e formu l a  i n  h i s  
s afe fo r Swans  on . Laura 
was h i t  wi th a s e rie s of 
b l ows . The l as t  kno cked 
her on her b ack on the 
hood o f  the c ar .  Then her  
s t ran ge as s ai l an ts l e ft .  

When Laura re ache d home , 
he r fathe r S am ( a  pseudo ­
nym) , was furi ous . He t o ok 
he r t o  the sheri ff ' s of­
fi ce , an d a l s o  cal l e d in 
fri ends who c ame with 
guns . The mys t e ri ous men 
in b l ack h ad di s appe ared 
again . The next day he 
took his swo l l en face d 
daughter t o  the doctor an d 
also  rep o rted to  other l aw 
en forcemen t o ffi ce rs in 
the are a .  

On the next n i gh t  S am 
I n g l e s  h ad j us t  l e ft h i s  
farm when the ten an t  he ard 
no i s e s  down by the b arn . 
Whi l e  inve s t i gatin g thi s , 
wi th shot gun in h an d , the 
ten an t  spotted  a di s t an t  
in truder in the moon l i t 
ro ad . When th i s  pers on 
fai l ed to  heed hi s cri e s  
to s t op ,  the j umpy ten an t  
b l as te d  aw ay at him . Th e 
fi gure whi r led an d  fi re d 
b ack wi th wh at sounded 
l i ke a shotgun . Now whe re 
h ave we he ard ab out the s e  
crazy shot gun b att l e s  b e ­
fore ? In  Te xas i n  19 6 8 ,  o f  
course . A car sped out 
from behin d th e b arn and 
down the count ry road . The 
ten an t  j umpe d  in h i s  car 
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an d man age d t o  ge t c l os e  
enough t o  s e e  a Cadi l l ac  
be arin g a Cal i forn i a  l i ­
cens e ,  b e fore the au to­
mob i le  moved out  of s i ght . 

Se ve ra l days l ater Laura 
l ooke d  out the ups t ai rs 
window of her home , and 
the re in the yard s t ood 
the b i g  man who had p re ­
vi ous ly b e at he r up . He 
j us t  looked up at he r .  I t  
h ad raine d ,  an d i t  l ooke d 
l i ke he h ad on an o l d  
sty le  S te t s on hat . Laura 
rushed downst ai rs an d the 
fami ly rushe d outdoors . 
They even s coure d the 
ne i ghborh ood in two cars . 
The MI B had v an i she d .  

On Feb ruary 2 1  S am In ­
g le s  was vi s i t ing  h i s  
farm . The ten an t  b orrowed 
his car to go to the 
coun t ry store . A sh ort 
t ime 1 ate r he fran ti c ly 
rushed i n to the hous e 
shoutin g "They are r i ght 
beh in d  me ! "  He grabb ed a 
shot gun an d peered fe ar­
ful ly out a win dow as he 
re l ated wh at h ad h appened . 
As he was dri vin g b ack 
from the s t ore he h ad 
l ooke d  in h i s  re ar view 
mi rror , and there w as a 
b i g  b l ack car ri gh t  on h i s  
bumpe r .  He n e arly l os t  
con t ro l  o f  h i s  car in 
p an i c . Sudden ly , the re was 
noth i n g  behind him when he 
l ooke d again . When he en ­
t e red the grave l dri veway 
leadi n g  t o  h i s  home he 
though t  he coul d he ar the 
crun ch of t i re s  on th e 
grave l behind h i m . Th i s  i s  
why he arri ved h ome act in g 
l ike a man pos s e s s ed . 

One d ay 1 ater Laura was 
en route to -he r  h ome when 
she was s tunned by the 
s i ght of the s ame men acin g 
fi gure s in an automob i l e  
ab out 1 0 0  fe e t  behind her . 
Th i s  t ime they were in 
wh at l ooked l ike a b 1 ack 
Me rcury . I f  we re cal l the 
P lymouth in the W atts  cas e 
in Texas , i t  wou l d  ap -
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pe ar th at the MI B i s  not 
exc lus i ve ly as s o ci ated 
wi th Cadi l l acs . Afte r 
Laura h ad swerve d into he r 
driveway she l ooked b ack 
an d di s cove re d th at he r 
pursue rs had d i s appeare d . 
N ow ,  whe re h ave we heard 
such crazy t a le s  be fo re ? 
From the a l arme d Minne s ot a  
coup l e  an d  t h e  she ri ff wh o 
in te rrup te d Dr . Hynek ' s  
s l eep . 

B e fore we l e ave Tennes ­
s e e  l et me men t i on a few 
more in tere s ting  det ai l s . 
Durin g one in ci den t the 
door of th e MI B aut omobi le 
was opened . Laura thought 
she s aw wh at looke d l ike a 
pol i ce s canner in the 
dashb oard . An ordin ary an ­
tenn a w as mounted on the 
trunk . On ce one o f  the MI B 
appe ared to h ave greyinr/ 
h ai r .  

As I h ave s t ate d pre ­
vi ous ly , b oth Sw an s on an d 
Laura I n g l e s  we re con tact ­
e e s  in whi ch the usual ab ­
duct i on , phys i cal  examina­
t i on syn drome appeare d .  
They a ls o  cl aimed peri o di c 
commun i cat i on w i th wha t ­
ever  l ay behind t h e  UFO­
MI B man i fe s t at i ons . Th i s  
w as a one w ay s i tuat i on in 
wh i ch the al i ens  kn ew 
the i r  though ts , and cre at ­
e d  a voi ce in s i de the i r  
h e ads . Aft e r  an ori gin a l l y  
garb l e d  b e ginn in g ,  the 
vo i ce be came c l e ar an d 
comman ding . Two di ffe ren t 
vo i ce s  were he ard . One w as 
the exact tone an d vo l ume 
o f  the seeming ly good UFO 
o ccup an ts who h ad t aken 
them on the i r  craft . The 
other  vo i ce was the 
fri ghten in g ,  me an , gruff , 
s ound o f  the MI B . The in ­
te l l i gen ce b ehind the 
vo i ces  s eeme d to be  p l ay­
ing s ome kind of  un compre ­
hen dib l e  game , or e l se  
there re a l ly we re two di f­
fe ren t group s  at work in 
Tennes s e e . The thin gs that 
happene d  t o  Sw ans on ,  in -

el udin g the advers e vo i ce 
in h i s  head ,  caus e d  h im t o  
j o in a church . H i s  con t act 
with the al iens then 
ce as e d . 

Laura was the re cipient  
o f  s u�h MI B vo i ce comment s  
a s  "We are the de v i  1 !  Go 
bum your B ib l e ! "  However  
the  vo i ce s ome time s s eemed 
t o  spe ak in con t radi ct ory 
ri dd l e s . On ce i t  s ai d  the 
B ib l e  was a goo d  gui de for 
a l l  human i ty .

I n  my view , ufo l ogy in 
the e i ght i e s  is be ginn ing  
to t ake on  a comp le te l y  
n ew ch aracte r , due l arge ly 
to the imp act of two very 
in fl uen t i al b ook s : ( 1 ) The 
Missing Seven Hours_, b y  
Davi d H ai s e l l ; and ( 2 )  The 
Andre asson Affair, by Ray­
mond Fow le r .  An art i c l e  in 
Vol . 1 ,  N o . 2 ,  of Journ al 
UFO_, on "UFOs an d the 
U . N .  " ,  by Mi ch ae l S in ­
c l ai r ,  indi cates  that dur­
i n g  the s e vent i e s  an i n ­
cre as ing numb e r  of peop le ,  
in c l uding s ci en t i s t s , came 
to the re al i z at i on th at i t  
i s  neither unre as on ab le 
nor  uns cien t i fi c  to  admi t 
the pos s ib i l i ty th at 
as tron auts from e xt rat e r ­
re s tri a l  ci vi l i z ations  are 
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vi s i ting  our p l ane t  in 
"nuts an d b o l t s "  vehi c l e s , 
perh aps  for the purpose  o f  
co l le ct ing spe cimens o f  
the l o cal fl ora an d faun a .  
Mos t " l egi t imate"  s i gh t ­
in gs , an d  even abduct i ons , 
can b e  neat l y  e xp l ained by 
the E TI hypothe s i s . 

N agging at the b acks  o f  
our min ds , howeve r ,  are 
the "n on - l e g i t imate"  re ­
ports , such as : p acks o f  
b l ack dogs being re l e as e d  
from l an ded UFOs ( 1 ) ; St .

I t  us e d  to be al l too 
e as y  t o  lump the s e  "we i rd" 
cas e s  in  w i th the t radi ­
t i on al report s  o f  l ep re ­
chauns , ghos ts , and othe r 
" occu l t "  phenomena . The 
pub l i cat i on of the we l l -

do cumen ted and s ci ent i fi c ­
a l ly an alyzed cas e s  o f  
Ge rry Arms tron g  an d Be tty 
An dre as s on h as shattere d  
our growin g  comp l acen cy 
and opened up a wh o le P an ­
dora ' s  Box o f  unset t l in g  
eni gmas and di s turb in g  
quest ion s . "Wh at , p ray 
t e l l ,  i s  going on ?"  one 
mi gh t  we l l  ask . 

Can we extend the E TI 
hypothes i s  t o  in c lude 
b la ck do gs and s ain ts ? Or 
mus t we come from the 
othe r di re ct i on and con ­
c lude th at UFOs are the 
carri age s of the e l ve s , 
imp ingin g upon our con ­
s ci ousn e s s  from s ome un ­
know ab l e  dre am-worl d ?

VIEW, now edited by Ch arles Bowen. Trench is now a mem­
ber of the British House of Lords , taking his seat in 
19 76 after succeeding to his title, Lord Clancarty , in 
19 75. He is the author of seven well known books on UFOs 
and on January 18, 19 79 he introduced a debate on the 
sub ject in the House of Lords . I n  this article he de­
ta ils the activities of the House of Lords All Party UFO 
Study Group, which was formed subsequent to that debate.

" I t was s o  c l os e  we 
th ought i t  mi gh t  h i t  us , "  
he s ai d .  " I t  w as tumb l in g  
down i n  a s te ep spi ral an d 
l o oked as i f  i t  was out o f  
cont ro l . I s aw many p l anes  
shot down durin g the war 
and that ' s  exactly  wh at 
th i s  th ing looked l i ke . 

"But s udden ly  it  s t opped 
ri gh t  ove r th at i s. l an d  out 
there a few hundre d yards 
aw ay , th ough i t  was never 
qui t e  s ti l l .  Bes i de s  ro ­
t atin g ,  i t  k ept movin g in 
a s li ght arc and it  con ­
tinued to drop i t s  fl amin g 
p i e ce s . Then s l ow ly i t  
move d aw ay unt i l  it  was 
out o f  s i ght . Next day we 
cros s e d  ove r to the i s l and  
an d l ooke d care ful ly  a l l  
aroun d ,  b ut we foun d n o­
thin g unusual . "  

At the t ime o f  s i gh t in g  

a s at e l l i t e - t rack in g  s t a­
t i on h ad j us t  gon e in t o  
operat i on near Cowi ch an 
Lake , one o f  on ly two o f  
i t s  k ind i n  Can ad a . S i n ce 
the re was nothin g  e l s e  o f  
s i gn i fi can ce i n  the are a ,  
th at mi ght e xp l ain the 
p re sen ce of the UFO but 
cou l d  it a l s o  exp l ain i ts 
fi ery beh avior?  Wi thout a 
ti dy s equen ce o f  cause an d 
e ffe ct ,  the main re sult  o f  
th at inci den t was to l e ave 
i ts witne s s e s  b ewi l dered 
and a l i t t l e  a l arme d .  

On the o ther han d ,  Capt . 
Ch amb e r l ain in hi s hydro ­
graph i c s urvey ship s taye d 
aw ake mos t o f  the n i gh t  
after h i s  s i gh t in g ,  pon ­
de rin g the s k i l ful  th ough 
mys ti fyin g fe at o f  s e ek ­
an d - find ai rmanship h e  had 
j ust  witn e s s e d .  

S in ce Cowi ch an Lake i s  
ab out 2 0  mi l e s  from Dun ­
can , whe re we l ive , i t  w as 
a s imp l e mat t e r  t o  vi s i t  
the Meus e rs after the i r  
experien ce an d  ob t ain an 
on - the - sp o t  accoun t  o f  
wh at h appene d .  I t  al l 
s e eme d s o  c l os e , my wi fe 
an d I w on dere d  i f  the 
fi e ry ob j e ct had fl own 
over our p l ace as we l l .  

Then l as t  Feb ruary we 
had an othe r fl amin g UFO t o  
won der ab out . Thi s  h appen ­
ed when the phone ran g  an d 
the cal ler s ai d  the n i gh t  
b e fore he and hi s wi fe had 
seen a s t r an ge ob j e ct ,  ap ­
p arent ly on fi re , fl yin g 
in the di re cti on o f  Cowi ­
ch an Lake ! A qui ck cal cu­
l at i on showed it  mus t h ave 
p as se d  w i thin a coup l e  o f  
mi les  o f  our hous e . 

Our in fo rmant i den ti fi e d  
hims e l f  a s  Don McRae , a 
l o c a l  re s i den t . He s ai d  
the craft , flyin g s oun d ­
l es s ly at about 2 , 000 
fee t ,  h ad a revo lvin g 
l i ght on top , a b ri ght 
s e arching l i ght on the 
bottom and was dropp in g 
chunk s o f  g l owin g re d mat -
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eri a l . A b al loon with 
fi rework s  was out of the 
que s t ion be caus e the ob ­
j e ct  moved at an an g l e 
ag ains t  the win d .  

Sudden ly a p arti cu l arly 
l arge chunk fe l l  out an d 
at th at in s t an t  the wh o l e  
devi ce d i s appe are d ,  s ti l l 
in to t a l  s i l en ce . The re 
w as n o  revolvin g  l i ght , n o  
s e arch li ght an d n o  more 
dropp ing p ie ce s . 

Again , wh at was the pur­
po s e ? Of al l the s tran ge 
fe ature s o f  the who l e  
s tran ge UFO phen omenon , 
the fl aming cr aft th at re ­
main s ai rb orne or s imp ly 
di s appe ars s omet ime s s e ems 
s t range s t of al l .

Wh i l e co inci den ce p l ays 
a re al , th ough p e rh ap s  
l arge l y  unre cogn i ze d  p art 
in eve ry aspe ct o f  l i fe ,  I 
s ome time s  wonder whe the r  
i n  th i s  UFO b us ine s s  i t  
carri e s  a l i t t l e  more 
auth ority th an e l s ewhe re . 
For ins t an ce , ove r the 
p as t  few ye ars I h ave been 
in t ouch wi th Doro thy 
W i lk in s on o f  Ri chmond , 
B .  C . ,  who h as h ad ext ra­
ordin ary re s u l t s  wi th wh at 
appe ars to be psychi c 
pho to graphy . Dorothy ' s  
gi ft in that usual ly vague 
fi e l d  i s  s o  p ronoun ce d  
th at , fo l lowing s ome inner 
p romp t in g , she wi l l  aim 
her c amera  at the c le ar 
evening sky an d  capture on 
fi lm the image s o f  extra­
ordinary an d  co lo rfu l  
ae ri a l  act i vi t y  as i f  
UFOs , usual ly invi s ib l e  to  
the n aked eye , we re per­
forming fo r her person a l  
bene fi t . From time t o  t ime 
she w i l l  send me prin t s  of 
her  better shot s , seve ral 
of whi ch h ave appe are d in 
CUFO R . 

I n  t ime I h ope to s ay 
s omethin g mo re ab out Dor-
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o thy ' s  work in the s e  p age s 
but the ins i gh t  I w i sh t o  
o ffe r n ow i s  th at on two 
sep arate o ccas i on s , wh i l e  
I w as wri t in g  ab out he r 
almos t eerie phot ography , 
the ph one  on my de sk rang 
and it was Doro thy c a l l in g  
t o  exp l ain p re ci s e ly the 
point wh i ch I in turn w as 
t ryin g  t o  exp l ain t o  my 
re aders . Her t imin g from a 
di s tan ce o f  1 00 mi l e s  or 
s o ,  and without her kn ow ­
in g when I wou l d  b e  at my 
typewri ter , w as l i t e r a l l y  
b re ath - t aking  an d  ab out as 
eerie  as her ph otos . 

Be caus e o f  Dorothy ' s  
p s y ch i c  gi fts there was 
p robab ly s ome th in g more 
th an co in ci den ce invo l ve d .  
Obvi ous ly she i s  tuned  t o  
in fl uen ce s far beyond the 
re ach of mos t  of us , and/f 
can we l l  un de rs t an d  the 
words o f  one o f  he r 
friends , al s o  a psych i c ,  
who des crib ed her as an 
"open ch anne l "  who mus t  
l earn t o  p rot e c t  herse l f  
from her own image s (whi ch 
app aren tly  she h as n ow 
done) . 

A few days ago ( late in 
March)  I had an othe r ex­
p e ri en ce with " co in ­
ci dence" whi l e  I was put­
ting  s ome mat e r i a l  t o­
ge ther  on min i - UFOs . Aft e r  
re ferring t o  these  in my 
l as t  entry for CUFO R Note ­
book , I came acro s s  more 
i terns ab out encounters 
with t iny craft wh i ch I 
then fi l e d  for pos s ib l e 
use l at e r . I s t i l l  h ad my 
eye out for anyth ing e l s e  
o f  the s ame - s ort when a 
phone cal l came from Lin da 
Cri cht on , 1 3 ,  a s ch oo lgirl  
in th i s  are a to  whom I h ad 
e ar l i e r  s en t  a coup l e o f  
cop i e s  o f  CUFO R t o  he lp in 
one of her writ in g  as s i gn ­
men t s . 

Linda w as ph oning n ow t o  
s ay th at she , w i th five 
s ch oo l - friends , h ad j us t  
h ad a s i gh ting o f  he r own 

- an d  unknown t o  her she 
ch alked up an other mark 
for coin ci den ce .  She . s ai d  
th at whi le  she and her 
fri en ds were p l ayin g out ­
s i de the even in g be fore , 
they s aw a fain t ly g l owing 
l i ght - co l ore d ob j e ct h ov ­
erin g between tree s at the 
foot of a s l ope be l ow 
them . Linda  gue s s ed i t  was 
s l i gh t l y  mo re th an 100  
fee t  away , yet  they cou l d  
c l e ar ly s e e  it  was -s ome ­
th in g s t ran ge . Ci gar­
sh aped , it  h ad a red  l i gh t  
at one e n d  an d th ree or  
more wh i t i sh l i gh t s  on 
top . 

But wh at Linda s t re s sed  
in p art i cul ar w as the s i ze 
of the ob j e ct .  I t  w as on ly 
ab out a foot 1 on g ,  she 
s ai d !  

For such a smal l craft , 
i t s  ab i l i ty t o  h an d l e  i t ­
s e l f  w as remark ab l e .  From 
almos t tree - t op l e ve l , an d 
keeping care ful ly cle ar o f  
b ran eh e s , it  1 owe re d i t ­
s e l f  to a poin t  ab out 
three feet from the ground 
whe re it h ove re d in a 
temp tin g pos i t i on fo r 
c l oser  insp e ct i on . 

He s i t an t  but curious , 
the ch i ldren s t arted down 
the s l ope but app aren t ly 
fo r the obj e ct the game 
was ove r .  When the ch i l d­
ren were ab out h al fw ay 
the re , i t  van i she d , an d 
they foun d n othin g al ­
th ough they con tinued as 
far as the tre e s  an d  
se  arched we 1 1 .  

Perh ap s  Lin da ' s ca l l ,  
comin g when i t  di d ,  was 
me re ly co in ci den ce or per­
h ap s  she  h ad j ust  s e en a 
memb e r  o f  the s ame in ­
vas i on o f  min i - UFOs I h ad 
been re adin g ab out . Wh at ­
ever the cas e , con t act s 
l ike th i s  one an d  Dor­
othy ' s are wh at keep s  a 
UFO reporter goin g .  B af­
fl ed though he may be , he 
woul d pot mi s s  the next 
s urp ri s e  for anyth ing . • 
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A man IT¥Steriousl y loses seven 
hours of his life and is 
launched into a series of 
incredible events spanning 
twenty-five years and two 
continents .
