There i s  a ls o  a 
very t e l ling  s tatement in 
re feren ce to the so - c al led 
ph an tom an i mal s appearin g 
wor l d -wi de out s i de the ir 
normal environmen t ,  how 
they appe ar re a l  yet are 
un ab le to be  capt ure d .  
I 'l l quote the p aragraph 
hereunder . 

I f  you h ave not heard of 
"Oahspe " ,  it  i s  a very 
l arge book , the s e tt in g  in 
the s ame format as the 
Chri s ti an B ib l e . I t  was 
di ct ated  about 1 0 0  ye ars 
ago to a U . S . A .  ci t i zen ­
a dent i s t  by the n ame of 
J ohn Newbrough who h ad to 
go through s e vera l  ye ars 
of intens e s tudy an d spir­
itual prep arat i on first , 
then over a cert ain per ­
iod , every morning be fore 
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dawn , en ti t i e s  from the 
o ther p l anes o f  exi s ten ce 
took over h i s  h an ds an d 
typed the h i s t ory of th i s  
p l an e t  en ding w i th the 
ye ar 2 0 0 0 . He was n ot per ­
mi t te d  to re ad the manu­
s crip t un ti l comp l e te d .  
The ch apt er on Cosmol ogy 
and Prophe cy i s  except i on ­
a l ly in teres ting an d  very 
re levant to present  day 
h appen in gs . I t  i s  di ffi­
cu lt an d tedi ous re adin g 
an d needs much time b ut 
very re ve al ing . Abri dge d 
copies  are obt ain ab l e  but 
the one I h ave i s  an  un ­
abri dge d copy o f  th e 1 8 82 
i s sue . 

The p aragraph t o  wh i ch I 
re ferre d re ads :

And,  even as a 
man l e tte th a stone out o f  
h i s  h an d , an d it  fa l le th 
to the ground , s o ,  wh en My 
an ge l s  l e t  go the ir h ands 
on My spiritual an imal s ,  
their spiri ts fa l l  into 
the sea of My body , an d 
are seen no more . Even s o  
also , b u t  i n  l e s s  de gre e , 
ere at e d  I the tree s ,  the 
gras s , the mos s , an d  al l 
ve ge tab l e th in gs th at grow 
on the face of the Earth . 
An d I gave to My e x al t e d  
an ge ls power t o  t ake the 

sp irit  out of a t ree , or a 
bush or a p l an t ,  an d to 
carry i t  aw ay and re c lothe 
it w i th corp ore a l  sub ­
s t an ce . But t o  My exal t e d  
Gods I gave power t o  do 
the s ame th ings , not with 
on e pl an t  on ly , but with 
whol e fore s t s  an d with 
an imals an d fi she s an d 
serpen ts . And when they do 
the se  thin gs in atmospher ­
e a ,  they are ca l l e d  sub ­
j e cti ve he avens . " (Oahspe -

o f  a re searche r's diary 
en trie s . I ,  t oo ,  have en ­
coun te re d  in s tan ce s o f  
frequent ob s e rvat ions o f  
UFOs , l ate r to  be  i dent� 
fi e d  as sate l l i t e s  an d 
b i rds . One that st i cks in 
my min d invo l ve d  a woman 
who had repeat e d  s i ght in gs 
of " Charl i e  Reds t ar" , a 
"1 o c al " re d , b ob b in g 1 i gh t 
that vi s it e d  Carman , Man i ­
toba ove r a peri o d  of s e v ­
e ra l  month s  w i t h  surpri s ­
in g re gularity . She , too , 
kep t  a not eb ook o f  al l her  
ob se rvat i on s , an d one UFO 
buff at t ributed ove r 2 0 0  
s i ght in gs to he r .  Upon my 
inve s t i gat i on ,  i t  was im­
mediate ly obvi ous that 
mos t o f  h e r  obs e rvat i ons 
were no t on ly of sat e l ­
l i t e s , but o f  ai rp lanes , 
car headl i ghts  and the 
mo on . Howeve r ,  a qui ck 
p e rusal o f  h e r  notebook 
showed that a few of her  
s i ght in gs were truly anom­
al ous , and it  is p re ci s e ly 
th os e few that u fo l og i s ts 
mus t  s t rive for when en ­
counte ring such w i tnes se s . 
Mr . H .  's obs e rvat i on o f  
the gee s e  i n  V- formati on 
reminds me of the famous 
Lubb o ck , Texas , l i gh t s , 
fo r wh i ch there s t i l l  ex ­
i s ts some con trovers y .  I n  
that re gard , what was the 

an gular spee d  of the gee s e  
wh i ch you and Mr . H .  ob ­
s e rve d ?  Was there furth e r  
s imi lari ty b e twe en the two 
in ci den ts ? 

Rueh l 's art i c l e  i s  qui te 
in tere st ing . Many have 
sp e cu lat e d  on the pos s i ­
b i l i ty o f  l i fe on the Jov­
i an  an d  Satum ian moons , 
part i cu larly on Tit an ,  
shown t o  have an in tere s t ­
in g atmosphe re . I t  i s  wor­
thy o f  note  that if  l i fe's 
bas i c  amin o aci ds are 
fo rme d on Earth by e l e c ­
t ri ca l  d i s charge s i n  the 
primeval atmo sphe re , then 
what mi ght we exp e ct to 
fin d  on p lane tary sate l ­
l i t e s  wh i ch are sub j e ct t o  
large magn e t i c an d e l e c ­
t ri c fie l ds se t up by 
th e i r  parent b ody ? Such 
can di dates  may be  in the 
mino rity , I 'm afrai d ,  but 
the p os s ib i l i ty  e xi s t s . 
What may be  more in tere s t ­
ing i s  that p l ane tary 
moons may harb our a l i en 
li fe from othe r star s ys ­
tems , us in g the moon s as 
ready -made bas e s  for ob­
se rvat i on .  It  is  known , 
for examp l e , that mos t  
ne ce s sary in fo rmat ion 
ab out a p l an e t  may b e  ob ­
tained by radar imaging 
an d re connai s an ce from an 
orbi t i n g  p robe (why b othe r  
wi th 1 an clin gs ?) . Earth's 
moon must  a ffo rd a magn i ­
fi cen t view with the ri gh t  
equipmen t .  

I n  your int e rview with 
Hen ry McKay , you mention 
the Mi cha lak cas e in pas s ­
in g .  I t  i s  ve ry t rue that 
the Canadi an Gove rnment 
b 1 at an t 1 y refus e d  to gi ve 
in fo rmat i on about the cas e 
t o  re sear che rs. To th i s  
day , the re i s  a large gap 
in the in format i on on hand  
about the in ci den t in gov ­
ernmen t fi les . Fortunate ­
ly , s ome in fo i s  avai l ­

J a n Wo l s k i , a 
farmer from t h e  v i l l a ge of Em i l i c i n  i n  
s o u t h ea s t P o l a n d , exp eri en ced a 
s t ra n ge en co un t er w i t h  b e i n gs a l l eged ­
l y  from a U FO .  

Mr . Wo l s k i  c l a i ms to h a ve met two 
s t ra n ge crea t ures i n  a fores t n ea r  t h e  
v i l l a ge . Th e crea t ures , des c r i b ed by  
Wo l s k i  a s  h a v i n g green fa ces , took  h i m  
i n to a s t ra n ge ob jec t th a t  h un g  
mot i on}e s s a bo u t  fo ur met ers a b ove t h e  
gro u n d. Ac cord i n g t o  t h e  w i t n es s , t h e  
crea t ures were o f  h uma n form , a b ou t 
on e a n d  a h a l f  met ers t a l l ,  an d wore 
b l a ck o vera l l s ,  w i t h o u t b u t ton s or 
z i p pers , th a t  f i t t ed t h em l i k e a 
gl ove . Th e i r eyes were s l a n t ed ,  an d 
t h e i r h a n ds , a l s o green , h a d  a k i n d of 
web b i n g b etween th e f i n gers . 

Th e w i t n es s  s a i d t h e  crea t ures 
t a l k ed to on e a n ot h er ,  b u t  h e  w a s  u n ­
a b l e  to un d ers t a n d  t h e i r s p eech . H e  
des c r i b ed i t  a s  a k i n d  of con t i n uous

t h e  U FO i n  a s ma l  1 g l a d e ,  a n d  a s ma l l 
1 i ft w a s  l et down from t h e  ob jec t . A 
s econ d a f t er c l i mb i n g i n to t h e  1 i f t  
t h ey were i n s i de t h e  U FO . 

Th e w a l l s , fl oor a n d ce i l i n g were 
b l a ck , w i t h  a n  a p p earan c e  1 i ke b ake-
1 i t e .  Th ere were no sw i t ch es or i n d i ­
ca tors , an d n o  tra ce of a co n tro l s y s ­
t em .  Th e on l y  furn i s h i n gs con s i s t ed of 
t en or so s ma l l b en ch es s t a n d i n g  by  
th e wa l l s . A few ra ven s  or rooks were 
on t h e  f l oor b u t  s h owed n o  i n c l i n a t i on 
to es c a p e ,  even t h o ugh t h e  door w a s  
open .

F ur t h er­
more , up t o  t h a t t i me ,  Po l i s h p a p ers 
a n d ma ga z i n es d i d n ot p r i n t  s u ch p re­
c i s e d es cr i p t i on s  of U FO en coun t ers , 
s o  Mr . Wo l s k i  cou l d  n o t  h a ve rea d 
abou t t h em .  

H e  w a s  as ked t o  repea t h i s  s tory 
s evera l t i mes a n d was  a l wa y s  s o  pre­
c i s e  th a t  i t  i s  dou b t fu l  th a t  i t  wa s a 
p rod u c t  of h i s  i ma g i n a t i on .  As a re­
s u l t , res earch ers fe l t ob l i ged to i n ­
ves t i ga t e  t h e  c a s e  t h oro u gh l y  a n d an  
85-p a ge report wa s even t u a l l y  pro­
d u ce� .  The i n forma t i on wh i ch fo l l ows 
comes from the Po l i s h w eek l y  KULTURA, 
N o vemb er 5 ,  19 80 .

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Even t h ough h e  s u gges t ed an Eart h l y  
or i g i n for t h e  crea t ures , Wo l s k i  a t  
t h e  s ame t i me a dm i t t ed t h e i r green 
fa ces an d h an ds , a n d th e i r w a y  of 
wa l k i n g ,  to b e  s t ra n ge .  H e  a l s o won ­
dered h ow t h ey cou l d  un d ers t an d  on e 
an o t h er s i n ce t h ey commun i c a t ed so 
ra p i d l y  w i t h  s uch s h ort s ou n ds . H e  
a l s o co u l dn ' t  u n d ers t a n d  h ow th ey p u t  
th e i r c l o t h es on w i th o u t  b u t ton s or 
z i p p ers .

W I TN ES S ' MEMO RY: lt i s  mu ch ea s i er 
fo r h i m  t o  remember wh a t  h e  fee l s w i t h  
h i s  s en s es t h a n  an y verb a l ma t er i a l . 
H i s  s o-ca l l ed "fres h memory" i s  wea k ­
en ed t o  a grea t d egree a ft er a few 
m i n u t es , s i n ce h e  w a s  un a b l e  to rep ea t 
a s i mp)e s t ory t h a t  w a s  p res en t ed t o  
h i m  ear l i er .

A s udden sh arp 
in cre as e in act i ve invest ­
i g at i ons may h ave been 
s omewh at re spon s ib l e  for 
these  pe aks .

The 1 9 6 7  f l ap s eemed to 
ari se  in May of th at ye ar , 
when the n oted Mi ch al ak 
cas e rece i ved wi de spre ad 
medi a atten t i on .  Repo rt s  
con t inued th rough s everal  
mon th s afte r th at poin t . 
1 9 75 s aw the " Ch ar l i e  Red ­
s t ar" s e ri e s  o f  reports 
from C arman , Man i t ob a ,  
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sud den ly burst on to the 
s cene , al s o  in the month 
of May . Th ough there were 
e arl i e r  rep orts th at ye ar , 
most  did  not come t o  li ght 
un ti l th at month . Ag ain , 
medi a cove rage may h ave 
been re spon s ib le for the 
s i z e of  the fl ap . 

Th e hourly t ren d for re ­
port s i s  gi ven in t ab l e 4 .  
The t rend for a l l  cas e s  i s  
e as i ly vi s ib le , an d  ap ­
pears to indi cate th at 
mo s t  s i gh t in gs o ccur b e ­
tween 1 0  p . m . and mi dn i ght 
( 5 8  reports , or  2 1 . 3% ) .

Th i s , then , i s  a p re ­
l iminary evaluat i on o f  the 
UFO report s p re s en t ly on 
fi le  at UFO ROM . The cas es 
we re ob t ained from UFOROM 
inve s t i gat i ons , cas e fi les  
an d l i st s  from other 
group s , pub l i shed accoun t s  
an d  U FOCAT . Whi l e the 
s amp l e  is s t i l l  qui t e  
sma l l ( 2 72 repo rt s ) , there 
are enough dat a t o  show 
that Man i t ob a  h as h ad ve ry 
act ive years in the p as t .  
I n  fact , it  i s  thought  
th at i t  may s oon h ave an ­
other wave . Hen ce , whi l e  
Man i t ob a  i s  havin g l it t l e 
U FO act ivity as o f  l ate , 
i t  i s  not i n di cat ive o f  
the ove ral l v i ew . I ndee d ,  
s in ce 1 9 4 7 , Man i t ob a  h as 
h ad an ave rage o f  8 .  5 re -

port s per  ye ar , and an 
aver age o f  2 . 5  unknowns 
per ye ar . 

The unknowns , o f  cours e , 
are a sub j e ctive group in g ,  
b as e d  on evaluat ions by 
res e arch e rs . Actua l l y , al l 
repo rt s  cou l d  be  c l as s ed 
as h avin g insu ffi ci ent 
dat a ins t e ad ,  s in ce i t  can 
b e  argued that mo re d at a  
can always b e  neede d .  How ­
eve r , how much d at a  do w e  
n e e d  to  make an i den t i fi ­
cation o f  " air craft" or 
"b a l l oon" ? Re l at ive l y l i t ­
t le .  But the unknown s have 
pu z z l in g  facts and curi ous 
in con s i s t en ci e s . I s  thi s a 
co rre c t  l ab e l ?  Un fo rtun ­
ate ly , to  j udge on th at , 
we have insuffi ci en t  in ­
formation . 

As mo re Man i t ob a  cas e s  
are l ocat e d , and fi e l d  
trips are t aken to d i g  up 
more dat a ,  a b e t t e r  p i c­
ture of  the UFO activity 
in the p rovin ce w i l l  
eme rge . Furthe r comp ari ­
s on s  and an alys es  w i l l  
p ro vi de clues  t o  the an ­
swers o f  que s t i ons rai s ed 
in thi s  study an d others 
l ike it . Un ti l that t ime , 
we ob s e rve . •

N orma l ly , at 
the en d of s ome one ' s  t al k , 
the que s t i on period l as t s  
ab ou t a quart e r  o f  an 
h our , but on thi s  o c c as i on 
peop l e  kept putting the i r  
h an ds up t o  as k que s t i on s , 
an d thi s  wen t on for a 
wh o l e  hour ! 

Th ree days l at e r  the 
Lon don Sunday Express 
printed on i t s  front p age 
a st ory ab out five po l i ce ­
men s e e in g  a huge UFO at 
Dumfr i e s  in S cot l and .

A l l  the fi ve sp ace craft 
th at flew in to the b ase  
we re of di ffe ren t sh ap e s  
and s i ze s . I am sure th at 
thi s  mee t in g  di d t ake 
p l ace as an Ame ri can 
friend  o f  mine in h i gh 
gove rnmen t c i r c l e s  an d in 
whom I h ave comp l et e  con ­
fi den ce t ol d  me th at he  
knows s ome one who was p re ­
s en t . For obvi ous reas ons 
the name canno t b e  g i ven . 

The l at e  H aro l d  T .  Wi l -
ken s  in h i s  b ook Flying 
Sauce rs Uncensore d  ( Pyra­
mi d B ooks , New York , 
1 96 7) , ment i on s  th i s  fan ­
t as t i c meet ing , an d s t at e s  
th at he w as as sure d from a 
re l i ab l e  s ource th at the 
fi ve s au ce rs l an ded vo lun ­
tari ly at E dw ards Ai r 
Force B as e . 

Wi lken s w rote : ' 'They 
we re di s cs o f  di fferen t 
types  and the i r  en t i t i e s  
invited th e t e chn i ci an s 
and s ci en ti s t s  t o  in sp e c t  
the i r  ae ro fo rms an d wi t ­
nes s  a demons t rat ion o f  
the i r  powers . "  (p .

In short , make 
themse lve s invi s ib le an d 
vi s ib le again . The a l i en s  
als o demon st rat e d  other 
ab i l i ti e s , far beyond  ours 
t o  the P res i den t an d h i s  
boys . 

Afte r the al iens fin ­
i shed , it  was fe l t  by the 
Ame ri can s  th at the re mi ght  
we l l b e  pan i c  amon g the 
publ i c  i f  open con t act 
were made at th at s t age . 

As a re sul t ,  I un de r­
s t and  w i th the agreemen t 
o f  the a l i en s , i t  was de ­
cided n ot to have open 
con tact with th em for s ome 
ye ars . I t  w as a lmos t im­
me di ate ly afte r th i s  me et ­
in g th at the CI A we re 
c a l l e d  in an d the cove r-up 
s t arted in the U . S . A .

Then he b e c ame 
a NASA expert , and indeed , 
a de s i gn e r  o f  the Ap o l l o  
Mi s s i on sp ace craft th at 
l anded on the moon . (He 
he lpe d  to des i gn and b ui l d  
the App o l o  commun i cat i ons 
an d dat a  proce s s in g  sys ­
tem . E d . ) 

I n  h i s  b ook he s t ates  
that ci vi l i z at i on s  have 
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been coming h e re for s ome 
65 , 000  ye ars , an d goe s in 
to a gre at de al of det ai l 
to put th at ove r .  

Y ou wi l l ,  n o  doubt  re ­
cal l th at NAS A  h ave a lw ays 
been ve ry cage y ab out ad ­
mi tt ing th at Ame ri can as ­
t ron aut s when up in space 
h ave s een a li en sp ace ­
craft . We l l ,  Ch ate l ain , a 
NASA expert , in h i s  book 
l i s ts a l arge numbe r o f  
U .

N ow you woul d think th at 
a NASA expert  l ike Ch at e ­
l ain would  h ave had to 
s i gn the Ame ric an equiva­
lent of the B ri t i sh Offi ­
ci a l  Se cre ts Act . Howeve r ,  
al l thi s  l ook s  t o  me l ike  
an insp i re d  l e ak ,  s uppo r t ­
in g what I men ti oned  e ar l ­
i e r  ab out a gradu a l  e duca ­
t i on programme b e in g  given 
to the pub l i c . 

I h ave me t a few time s  a 
ch ap cal led  S i r  John Whi t ­
more .

Durin g the p ro ducti on o f  
the fi l m  the Vi ce -P re s i ­
den t o f  Co lumbi a P i ct ure s 
drove up to  the set  t o  
fin d Sp ie lb erg an d memb e rs 
o f  the cas t l ookin g up at  
the sky . The re was an 
al ien space craft h ove rin g 
up the re . 

On an other o c cas i on a 
rep l i ca o f  a c loud - l ike 
craft spe ci a l ly made for 
the fi lm was s e en hove rin g 
above the s e t . 

N atura l ly ,  th i s  in fo r ­
mati on was n o t  re l e as e d  t o  
anyone unt i l  the fi lm  had 
been sh own fo r many , many 
mon ths , othe rw i s e i t  woul d 
have been re garded as 
ph oney p romo ti on . 

As you kn ow , thi s  fi lm 
Cl ose En coun te rs of the 
Third Kin d  was a tremen d ­
ous s ucces s ,  an d con tri ­
buted gre at l y  t o  the in ­
cre as ing  in tere st in the 
al ien sp ace craft by the 
general  pub l i c  in the many 
coun t ri e s  in whi ch i t  h as 
been shown . I think th at 
it has p l aye d a b i g  p art 
in the education program . 

I h ope that cove r -ups 
can s oon be  l i ft e d  an d 
open cont act made wi th our 
friends from outer sp ace . 
You s e e , our pl ane t E arth 
se ems to be in an unho l y  
me s s , wh at wi th po l luti on 
from nucl e ar expe rimen ts , 
oi l an d  othe r s ource s . 
Furthermore , s ome th i n g  t o  
the orde r o f  forty count ­
rie s  have now got nuc l e ar 
we apons , neutron bomb s , or  
re act ors , and we are in 
grave d an ge r  o f  a nuc le ar 
ho lo caust .

"Un fortun at e ly my in ­
forman t di d n o t  exp 1 ain 
whe the r  the cre atures were 
actual ly s e en t o  be flyin g 
ab out . Anyhow , one o f  the 
witne s s e s  appro ache d c l os ­
e r  in an at temp t  t o  cat ch 
the en tit i e s  but un fo rt un ­
at e ly they man age d t o  e s ­
cape in the bushes . No  UFO 
was s i ghted  but one coul d  
h ave been h i d den b y  the 
bushe s , wh i ch w e re t a l l . 

"The l as t  UFO report in 
thi s  are a was in 1965  when 
a UFO fl ew s i l ent l y  ove r­
he ad and caused  s ome ex­
cit emen t in a s ma l l  fi sh­
ing vi l l age whe re i t  was 
though t to  be a craft b e ­
lon gin g t o  some n e i ghb or ­
ing coun try . "

s auce rs in Mal ays i a  h ave 
appe ared from t i me to time 
in the MUFON UFO JOURNAL� 
pub l i shed at Se guin , 
Te x as , for wh i ch he  i s  a 
corre sponden t .  One o f  p ar ­
t i cu l ar in te re s t  was c l ip ­
p e d  for us by our he lp ful  
con t ributor,  Graham Con ­
way ,  from the i s sue o f  
Feb ruary , 1 9  80 . Tran s  1 ate d 
from an i tem in Bin tang 
Timur o f  l as t  May 30 , it  
des cribed h ow an obj e ct 
"smal l e r  th an a tray" was 
seen by two adu l ts an d 
three s ch oo lboys flyin g 
c l os e  t o  the ground ne ar a 
cat t l e  shed . 

One o f  the b oys , Vi j aya 
Kumaran , 1 4 ,  s ai d :  

"Wh i l e  we were p l aying 
we s aw an un i den ti fi e d  ob ­
j e ct movin g s l ow ly  ab out 
1� feet  from the ground . 
The ob j e ct emi t t e d  rays in 
various col ors wh i ch shone 
into  the eye s , h ad three 
l an din g ge ars but al l 
th ree l e gs of the ob j e ct 
di d not t ouch the ground . "  

The i t em con tinued : 
"Accordin g t o  him , he 

approached the ob j e ct and 
t ri e d  to t ouch it  but sud ­
den ly a be am o f  int ense  
l i gh t  shot  out from the 
oute r rim o f  the obj e ct 
an d h i t  h i s  eye s  and as a 
re s u l t  he  fe lt  h i s  vi s i on 
darkene d .  B oth h i s  fri en ds 
also  t ri e d  to t ouch the 
obj e ct but the ob j e ct re ­
l e as e d  the i denti cal b eam 
wh i ch h i t  the eye s  o f  
b oth . 

" Acco rdin g t o  Vi j aya 
Kumaran , immedi ate ly aft e r  
th at they cri e d  fo r he lp 
an d it h appene d at th at 
t ime A .  Mun i andy an d Raj a 
Kumar we re ne arby and 
rushe d t o  the s cene . Afte r 
l i s ten in g t o  the st ory 
from the s tuden t s , Raj a 
Kumar wen t t o  the men ­
tioned s i te ab out S O . feet 
from the catt l e  shed an d 
he man age d to see  the ob-
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j e ct . Accordin g t o  Raj a 
Kumar when he app roached  
he s aw an obj e ct a l i tt l e 
sma l l e r  th an a t ray moving 
s l owly  in t o  the j un g l e  
ne arby . 

" ' I  was afrai d to  fo l low 
the ob j e ct afte r h e arin g 
the s tory from the stud ­
en t s , ' he s ai d . " 

A l s o  in re cent mai l my 
vi gi l an t  friend Conw ay 
sent  a c l ipp in g from the 
May ,  19 80 , i s sue o f  En g­
l an d ' s  B UFORA Journa l  re ­
port ing a s i ght in g  ove r  
Lon don th at made a remark ­
ab l e  "mat ch ing cas e "  o f  
the kind fe ature d for 
ye ars in CUFOR . Seen in 
N ovembe r ,  1 9 79 , by four 
w i tnes s e s  in the Pe ckh am 
di s t ri ct , the ob j e ct in 
th i s  in s t an ce was de s ­
cribe d  as " s ometh ing l i ke 
a p an  cake , "  wh i eh mus t  
h ave me an t it  was ve ry 
s imi l ar t o  the craft 
"sma l l e r  th an a tray" seen 
in  Ma l ays i a . A l s o  l ike the 
Ma l ays i an craft i t  gave 
out vari ous co l ors an d 
trave l l e d  at a l e i s ure ly  
pace . 

T o  quo te the BUFORA 
Journal :  

"E ach s i de o f  the ob j e ct 
s e eme d to h ave ye l l ow , 
green an d  red l i ghts : i t  
move d ve ry s l ow ly and 
s oun d le s s ly ,  ' b oun cing up 
an d down , ' ·  an d was in view 
for ab out th re e  minutes . 
Mr . E gan ( the fi rs t w i t ­
n e s s )  e s timate d  i t  to be 
on ly ab out l OO fee t  up an d 
o f  a sma l l s i ze , g1 v1ng a 
pos s ib l e  di ame te r o f  as 
l i tt l e as 1 5  in che s . I t s 
speed was though t  to  be as 
s l ow as 5 mph . "  

In  the s ame i s s ue o f  the 
Journa l  the re i s  re fe ren ce 
to an oth e r  typ e o f  m1n 1 -
UFO s e en in Fin l and in 
March o f  th at s ame ye ar , 
1 9 79 . Des crib ing the e x ­
pe rien ce o f  one wi tnes s ,  
J amo Nyk anen , after 
st ran ge mark s were found

The U FO 
as cended t o  an al t i t ude o f  
three me t e rs , makin g  the 
who l e  snow - cove re d are a 
l ook re d an d then di s ap ­
pe ared skywards . "  

H aving di s cus sed  min i ­
UFOs i n  my two previ ous 
en tri e s  fo r CUFOR Note ­
book , I may be  ove rdoin g 
the sub j e ct s omewh at , re ­
gard l e s s  o f  wh at i t s  im ­
port an ce seems t o  b e . H ow ­
eve r ,  looking  b ack ,  I s e e  
I h ave in c lude d no th in g  
from the U . S .  wh i ch h as 
h ad a good sh are o f  such 
s i gh tings . So , t o  keep the 
re cord s trai gh t , he re is a 
care ful ly ob s e rve d cas e  
from Omah a ,  Neb rask a ,  as 
report e d  in p ar t  in the 
Morning World He ral d3 Aug . 
2 2 , 19 79 : 

" B ar te l s , 1 7 ,  s ai d  he 
an d his cous in , Ti l l e r ,  
2 3 ,  were dri ving farm 
trucks  l oade d wi th corn 
from Ti l l e r ' s  farm when 
they b oth s aw a s auce r­
shape d ob j e ct ab out 3� 
feet  in di ame t e r  wobb l e  
acros s the h i ghw ay we s t  to  
e as t  in front of the i r  
t rucks . The obj e ct w as 
ab out 30 fe e t  in the ai r 
an d w as movin g ab out 5 to 
10 mph when Ti l l er ' s  t ruck 
p as s e d  by it .

The fly­
ing s auce r h ad a b lue t op 
an d sh iny s i lve r  bot tom .

Th i s  
h appene d  t o  me re cent ly 
when my wi fe and I s t oppe d  
for t e a  a t  a new res t aur ­
an t  in the smal l town of  
Cro ft on , s i te of  a pulp 
and p ape r mi 1 1  on Van ­
couve r I s  l an d . I n  t alking 
with the  proprie tre s s , 
Mrs . Nydah l ,  we di s cove re d 
she was in te re s t e d  in the 
UFO t op i c  an d ,  more p ar ­
t i cu l arly , h ad a daugh ter , 
Li s a  age d 16 , who was one 
o f  three witn e s s e s  in a 
close en counte r  case a few 
mon th s e arl ie r .  N atural ly 
I arranged t o  me e t  L i s a  
and l ate r th at week s at 
w ith her in the re s t auran t  
t o  he ar ab out h e r  e xp e r ­
ien ce . 

I t h appene d on e c o l d  
c lear Sunday n i ght i n  J an ­
uary when she and h e r  
frien d H e athe r Ma l ven a ,  
als o 1 6 , were b e ing  driven 
h ome from a h o ckey g ame by 
He athe r ' s  mothe r .  As the 
th re e approached  Croft on 
they s aw the we ek ly com ­
mun i ty b in go game was 
b re ak in g  up and they al so 
s aw ab ove the dep art ing 
cars , mos t of wh i ch were 
he ade d the oth e r  way , an 
i l lumin ate d  b oome ran g ­
s h aped  craft un l ike any

Li s a  ske t ched out s ome ­
thin g th at l ooke d  l ike a 
flyin g w ing , pe rh aps 60 
feet from t ip to t ip an d  
1 5  feet l on g  th rough the 
mi dd le , but obvi ous ly th i s  
w as n o t  a craft of  e ar th ly 
de s i gn . Al th ough she 
gue s s e d  i t  was no more / 
than th ree te lephone po l� 
in he i gh t , it fl ew ab out 
noi s e l e s s ly , cro s s in g  the 
town th ree t ime s an d at 
one poin t  shoot ing up and 
down at gre at spe ed . 

Fin a l ly , as re ca l le d  by 
Li s a  an d l at e r  by Mrs . 
Ma lven a as a con fi rmin g 
witnes s when I spoke t o  
her  on the phone , the 
craft di d s ome th ing th at 
in my opin i on c l in ched i t s  
ti t l e o f  UFO . I t  flew ove r 
t o  th e pulp an d  p aper mi l l  
on the e dge of Cro ft on 
whe re it h ove re d  b e fore 
di s appe arin g acros s the 
w at er t oward S a l t  Sp rin g 
I s l and , fi ve mi les  aw ay . 

Afte r t alking  w i th Lis  a 
I drove out to  the mi l l  
an d s aw what I thought I 
mi gh t see . I n  i t s  ars en al 
of surro undin g equipment 
the re w as a 1 arge powe r 
t ran s forme r conne c ting the 
p l an t  to the hi gh tens i on 
cab l es  of the provin ci a l  
hydro sys tem . S o  n o  more 
gue sswork was needed . 
There w as the re as on th at 
the flying b oome r an g  came 
t o  v i s i t ! 

A foo tn o te t o  th i s  i s

L ike Li s a ' s  ve rb al des ­
crip t i on an d  that o f  Mrs . 
Ma lven a ,  l e tt e rs from 
re ade rs re countin g  a 
s i ght in g  or some othe r UFO 
experien ce o f  the i r  own 
are a lways we l come . They 
keep us aw are th at une x ­
pe cte d ly an y  one o f  us c an 
h ave a p art in th i s  mys ­
t e ry ,  and i t  remains n o  
l e ss  a mys t e ry even i f  the 
ob j e ct in que s t i on i s  
somewh at remot e . 

I h ave such a let ter 
from T as Ri ch ards on o f  
Linden , Albert a .  After 
re adin g my b ook Our UFO 
Visitors , he wro te a few 
kind  words of  appre ci ati on 
an d added some inte res ting  
in format i on of  hi s own , 
s aying in p art : 

" I  h ave seen seve ral  
s trange ob j e ct s  in  the 
sky , th ough nothing ve ry 
spe ctacu l ar .  I n  the l at e  
forties  an d e arly  fi fti e s  
I w as living  w i th my p ar ­
en ts on Van couve r I s l an d  
at S a l t ai r .

I t  
was movin g from s outh t o  
north and s e emed t o  be  
ab ove the  i s l an ds that are 
s eve ral mi l e s aw ay .  We 
coul dn ' t  make out any 
sh ape  but then n oti ce d  a 
p l ane comin g from the 
north at a much s l owe r 
speed but on a cours e an d  
he i ght th at wou l d  b ring 
the two togethe r .  B ut then 
the ob j e ct from the s outh 
seemin gly  s aw the p l ane 
an d w ithout any re duction 
in speed exe cu te d  a sp l i t  
se con d  turn an d  re turne d  
t h e  way i t  h ad come . No  
human could  withs t and the 
G fo rce s a turn l i ke th at 
wou l d  t ake . 

" I n  the summe r o f  19  73  
my wi fe an d  I w i th he r 
young cous in we re dri vin g 
in a p i ck - up j ust  we s t  o f  
Lin den when we a l l  n ot i ce d  
a very b ri ght s i lve ry ob ­
j e ct moving s l ow ly ab ove 
us .

Ze charia Sit chin� in his book Th e 1 2 th P l a n e t  (A von 
19 ?6 ) �  spe cu l ates that mode rn man ' s  be ginnings on the 
Earth we re the re s u l t  of in te rbree ding b e tween prehi s t­
oric wormn and as t ronauts from an o the r p lane t .  He found 
e viden ce t o  support his i de as from the his t ory of to/ 
ancien t Sume ri ans . In this arti c le Rona ld Ande rsen ex­
p l ores this in te re s ting e ra from our pas t �  and raises 
s ome though t-provoking ques tions .

I n  the l ast  fi fty ye ars 
archeo l ogi s t s  h ave proven 
that the Me s opot ami an Val ­
ley was h i t  by a gre at 
(prob ab ly l o ca l )  fl ood  in 
app roximate l y  5 0 0 0  BC an d 
th at the fl ooded are a  was 
one hun dre d mi l e s  w i de and 
four hun dre d mi les  l on g . 

I t  i s  afte r th i s  f l ood 
th at the Sumeri ans  appe ar 
in Me s op otami a .  P ri o r  to 
th i s  t ime arch eo logi s ts 
h ave found on ly primit i ve 
s et t l ement s  in Mes opo t a­
mi a .  Upon the arr i val of  
the Sume ri ans new communi ­
t i e s  b e g an to appe ar . They · 
qui ck ly p ro duce d i rri g a­
t i on work s , c an als , dikes , 
an d re s e rvo i rs , whi ch re ­
qui red ex cavati on , rep ai r ,  
an d c l e aning  a t  re gul ar 
interva ls by l arge work 
fo rce s . 

Al l durin g the e ar ly 
s t ages o f  Sume ri an civi l ­
i z at i on the pri e s t s  super­
vi se d and man aged al l 
ph ase s  o f  li fe .  The 
priest s '  auth ori ty and 
powe r ove r the peop l e  c ame 
from thei r  ab i li ty to com­
muni cate with the go ds . 
McNe i l l gi ve s  us s ome fur­
the r  in s i ght  in to the Su­
me ri an theo l ogy : 

"E ach Sumeri an t emp l e  
w as b e l � eved in  a qui t e  
l i t e r a l  s ens e to  b e  the 

h ous e of a p art i cul ar god .  
P ri e s ts an d othe r at t end­
an ts con s t i tuted the god ' s 
personal househo l d .  The i r  
primary t ask  was t o  mini s ­
t e r  t o  the i r  di vine mas ­
te r ' s  wan ts throu gh ce re ­
mon i e s  an d s acri fi ces . A 
s e cond duty was t o  act as 
his  med i at o r  between the 
god and h i s  human s l ave s : 
to  di s cove r the go d ' s 
wi l l ,  p rop i t i ate h i s  anger 
or det e rmine th e divine ly  
app rove d  t i me for any im­
port an t  human unde rt ak ­
in g . " ( l ) 

S ch o l ars be l i eve th at 
the Sume ri a� s  b rough t 
the i r  writ in g ,  t e chno l ogy 
an d  s o c i a l  sys t em w ith 
them to  Me s opotami a .  Th e i r  
art an d s cien t i fi c  know ­
ledge re ached  a surp ri s ­
in g l y  mature fo rm w i th in 
the fi rs t few cent uries  o f  
the i r  set t l emen t here , 
wh i ch indi c at e s  th at they 
mus t h ave been p revious ly  
in fluen ce d b y  s uperior  
be ings , o r  come from a 
h i gh ly cul tured civi l i z a­
ti on . 

As we cons i de r  s ome o f  
the accomp l i shments  o f  the 
Sumeri ans ,  we s e e  evi den ce 
o f  e xt rat e rres tri al in flu­
en ces . The Sume ri an s  de ­
ve l ope d as t ronomy to  a 
ve ry h i gh de gree . They 
e s t imat e d  the rotation o f  
the moon wi thin . 4  s e con ds 
of curren t e s t imates  and 
re corde d the exi s t en ce o f  
Uranus , whi ch cannot b e  
s een with the n ak e d  eye . 

They de ve l oped the Zo ­
di ac , divi din g the p ath ­
way o f  the s un  into twe l ve 
fi gure s d i s t ingui shab l e  by 
the i r  b ri l l i an ce a lon g the 
ce l e s t i al hori z on . Sume r­
i an as t ronome rs a l s o  
t a l k e d  o f  the myri ad o f  
inh ab i te d  he aven ly 
spheres . Al l the s e  facts 
indi cated a know l e dge o f  
sp ace that coul d not be  
deve l oped w i thout powerful 
t e l e s copes  or sp ace t ra-
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ve l . 
The Sume ri ans ' mo s t  im­

port an t  inven t i on w as the 
de ve l opment of w rit in g .  
Ori gin a l l y  they used p i c ­
tograph s on cy linde r  
s e al s o f  h i gh art i s ti c  
qual ity t o  denote owner­
ship of se a le d j ars . Th i s  
l ater deve l ops int o cun e i ­
fo rm writ ing  use d  for cat ­
a l ogs , commands , de crees , 
as t ronomi ca l an d mathema­
t i ca l  te xts , praye rs , 
hymns and' poems . 

By 2 5 0 0  B C  bus ine s s  
con t ract s an d deeds o f  
s al e  for hous e s , fi e l ds , 
an d s l ave s are writ ten on 
cl ay t ab l e ts le adin g t o  a 
l o gi c a l  sys tem o f  writ ten 
l aw .  

As e ar ly as 4 0 0 0  B C  they 
h ad est ab l i she d s ch oo ls 
fo r t e ach ing  s cribes . The 
Sume ri ans a lso  deve l oped 
the o l de st known mathema­
t i cs ;  they di vi ded the 
ci rcl e in to 360 de grees , 
the hour in to 60  minutes , 
an d deve l oped formul ae for 
the extracti on of square 
an d cube ro ot s . 

The Sume ri an s  deve l oped 
a s tan dardi z e d  s i ze and 
s h ape  for k i ln -b aked and 
sun - dried  b ri ck s . W i th the 
us e of asph al t  as mo rt ar , 
they b ui lt two - s t orey 
house s  whi ch were whi t e ­
w ashed i ns i de an d  out . 
The i r  cit i e s  con tained 
5 0 , 00 0  and more cit i zens , 
w i th gre at pub l i c  bui l d ­
ings , l an ds caped p ark s , 
an d s treets  l ai d  out in  
gri d p at te rn s . The i r  
gre ates t arch i t e ctural 
work , the z i g gurat o r  
t emp le  t owe r ,  w as bui l t  in  
mu l t i - l eve l e d  t e rr ace s 

h i ghe r th an any othe r 
bui l ding  in e ach c i t y . 

On the h i ghes t terrace 
w as a t emp l e , cal l e d  a 
b ri da l  ch amb e r ,  whe re the 
Kin g  o r  Queen await e d  the 
arrival  o f  go ds o r  go d­
des s es . T radi t i on s t at e s  
th at the z i ggurat s were 
bui l t  t o  make i t  e as ie r  
for the gods t o  come down 
to E arth . The t emp l e s  were 
a l so  c a l l e d  the "Hous e o f  
Bon d  between H e aven an d 
E arth , "  and we re re fe rre d 
t o  as re a ch ing the c l ouds . 

S in ce the z i ggurat s were 
bui l t  w i th a l arge fl at 
t e rrace at the top , it  i s  
pos s ib le th at they coul d 
h ave been l an din g p l at ­
forms for s mal l e r  s cout 
UFOs . 

The c l oud s sugge s t  th at

Me t al lurgy de ve l op s  t o  a 
h i gh de gree ; howeve r ,  
b ron ze -mak ing i s  l at e r  
l o s t  for a lmos t  8 0 0  ye ars . 
Ar che o lo g i s ts h ave un ­
earthed the vau l t s  o f  
K ings wh i ch we re found to 
con tain go l d  drink ing 
cups , j ugs , vas es , mo ­
s ai cs , fine j ewe lry ,  s i l ­
ve r he l met s ,  h arps , l yres , 
an d comb s . The Sume ri an s  
a l s o  de ve loped  know l e dge 
of the the rapeut i c us e s  o f

I t  i s  the s t o ry o f  
Gi l g ame sh , fi fth K in g  o f  
the F i rs t  Dyn as ty o f  Uruk 
an d 2 8th Sumeri an rul e r  
after  t h e  floo d .  

The t al e  re vo lves aroun d 
h i s  l i fe an d h i s  s earch 
for immo rt al i ty . Tradi t i on 
s t ates  th at Gi l g ame sh was 
two - th i rds god an d one ­
thi rd man . He w as s t ron g , 
h andsome , b ut al s o  opp re s ­
s ive t o  h i s  peop l e . H i s  
gre ate s t  ach i evemen t w as 
the bui l ding o f  a l ar ge 
wal l t o  prote ct the city 
of Uruk an d remn an ts of it 
h ave b een d i s cove re d by 
arche o l o gi s t s . 

Gi l g amesh en forced h i s  
ri gh ts to t ake t o  b e d  e ach 
maiden the n i ght  b e fo re 
he r marri age . Th i s  ri ght , 
whi ch w as carri e d  down to 
the E uropean feuda l per-

i o d ,  outrage d his peop l e . 
Th e  inte re s ting p art o f  

th i s  ep i c ,  re fe rs t o  Gi l ­
game sh ' s  psych i c  ab i l i ­
t i es . He i s  haun te d  by 
dre ams of dange r  and the 
app ro ach of a rival . They 
fi ght to a s t an d  o ff ,  b e ­
come gre at fri en ds , and 
trave l aroun d the coun try 
e l imin at in g evi l from the 
l an d .  

Gi l g ame sh dre ams about 
h i s  comin g de ath , wh i ch i s  
de s crib ed as fo l l ows 
' . . .  he tran s forms me , thay/ 
mine  arms are cove red with 
fe athe rs l i ke a b i rd .  He 
l ooks at me an d l e ads me 
to the hous e o f  darkne s s , 
t o  the dwe l l in g o f  I rk al ­
l a ;  t o  the hous e from 
wh i ch he who ent e rs n e ve r  
goe s  forth . "  

I ns t e ad ,  h i s  friend  i s  
ki l led  b y  the go ds and 
Gi l game sh then b e gins h i s  
s e arch fo r eve r l as t in g  

A.P.C. I .C. 
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l i fe .  
At the be ginning o f  th i s  

j ourney Gi l game sh goes 
a l one at n i ght  in to the 
des ert . The des crip tion 
gives the impre s s ion th at 
Gi l g ame sh as tra l  trave l l e d  
or h ad an out - o f-body e x ­
perien ce . Wh i le i n  t h e  as ­
tral form Gi lgamesh mee t s  
his  an ce s to r  Utnope sht in , 
who survive d  the fl ood an d 
w as gran te d  e t e rn a l  l i fe 
by the gods . I t  i s  th rough 
Utnopesht in th at the flood 
l e gen d i s  t o l d .  The fo l ­
l owin g de s cript i on from 
th i s  l e gen d t e l l s  us how 
Gi l gamesh w as ab l e  t o  
j ourney beyon d the bounds  
of  human h ab i tat i on , an d 
i s  s imi l ar to  curren t out ­
o f-body experien ces . " I  
rai s e d  my face t ow ards the 
moon - go d  an d I pr ayed : my 
supp l i c at i on as cended even 
to th e father of th e gods 
and he . exten de d  over me 
hi s p ro t e ct i on .  A vis ion 
from on h i gh reve aled to 
him  the ro ad he w as t o  
t ake - he  re ach e d  the en ­
t ran ce o f  a dark p as s age 
l e ading in to the moun tain 
of Ma sh u ,  whos e  gate i s  
guarde d day and n i ght by 
supe rnatural b ein gs . "  ( 2 )  

P s ych i c  ab i l ity  w as not 
un common in an c i en t  Sume r .  
I n  fac t i t  was prob ab ly 
the mos t  common method 
used by the go ds t o  com­
muni cate w i th the priests  
and K in gs . Oth e r  forms of  
psych i c powe rs us ed by the 
Sume ri ans are de s cribed by 
Gas t on N aspe rs in h i s  book 
The Dawn of Ci vi li zati on : 

" The god reve ale d  h im­
s e l f  in dre ams to h i s  
s e e rs and impart e d  to  them 
the cours e of coming 
even ts ,  or , in s ome c as e s , 
ins p i red them s udden ly and 
spoke by th e i r  mouth : 
the i r  ut terance s , t aken 
down an d commen ted on by 
the i r  as s i s t ants , were re ­
garde d �s in fa l l ib le or­
a c l e s . The numbe r  o f  mor -

t a l  men pos s e s s in g  ade ­
quate powers , and gi fted 
w i th suffi cien t  acut e 
sen s e s to  b e ar w i thout 
d an ge r  the near pre s en ce 
o f  a god , was ne ce s s ari ly  
l i mited . " ( 3) 

Th i s  indi cated th at a 
smal l n umb e r  o f  humans 
pos ses s ed the psych i c  
ab i l ity t o  commun i cat e  
wi th t h e  gods . 

Who we re the Sume ri ans 
and whe re did they come 
from? The s e  two que s t i ons 
have puz z l ed ar che o logis ts 
and s cho l ars for the l as t  
hun dred ye ars . 

P ri or to approximate ly 
5 000  B . C . archeo logi s t s  
h ave foun d no arti facts o f  
Sumeri an ori gin i n  Mes op o ­
t ami a . I t  indi cate s  that 
the Firs t Dyn as ty o f  Ki sh 
coul d  h ave b een l o c ated  
s omewhere e l s e . Arche ol o­
gi s ts and s cho l ars h ave 
the ori zed  that the Sume r­
i ans came from the e as te rn 
h i gh l ands , be caus e they 
bui l t towe rs , wh i ch rep re ­
s ent e d  moun t ains on whi ch 
the ir  gods vi s ited . 

To suppo rt thi s  theory , 
they us e the fact th at 
e ar ly Sume ri an arch i t e c­
ture w as b as e d  on  the 
p rin cip l e  of bui l din g w ith 
woo d ,  wh i ch wou l d  h ave 
been abundan t  i� the h i gh ­
l ands . 

An othe r inte re s t in g  re ­
l at i onship th at cou ld s up ­
po rt th i s  h i gh l an d  the ory 
is the n i ckn ame by whi ch 
the Lamas c a l l e d  th e Ti ­
be t an pe op le an d the an ­
ci en t E gypt i ans  cal l e d  the 
Sume ri an s : " B l ack He ads . "  
The on ly  e xp l an at i on fo r 
thi s i s  th at b oth the an ­
cient E gyp t i ans an d Tib e t ­
an Lamas sh ave thems e l ves  
and the  Sume ri an s  an d  Ti ­
bet an peop l e  do  not . 

One re as on , excep t for 
s an it ary re as ons why the 
Lamas an d an ci en t  E gypt ­
i ans s h aved cou l d  b e · th at 
they  we re t rying to imi -

The ab ove 
are a few theori e s  and 
i de as whi ch he lp support 
the hi gh l and  theory . 

An othe r group o f  s cho l ­
ars b e l ieve th at the Su­
me ri an s  arri ve d by way o f  
the e as t e rn  se a .  Th i s  
theory i s  b as e d  on the 
fact th at the Sume ri ans 
h ad a goo d  know l e dge o f  
s ai l in g  and t races o f  
the i r  cul ture h ave been 
foun d in the I ndus -Va l ley . 

The Sume ri ans a l s o b e ­
l i eve d th at the i r  Gods 
came from the e as te rn  
s e as . Addi t i on a l  p roo f t o  
suppo rt th i s  the ory come s 
from the _des crip t i on of 
the s e  peop l e . They have 
been des cribed as short , 
b ro ad -heade d ,  he avy , b i g ­
nosed and wi th b l ack h ai r .  

Th i s  s ounds ve ry mu ch l ike 
the Po lyne s i an  peop l e  wh o 
have n ot b een cl as s i fi e d  
a s  a s in g l e  race but d o  
not fal l e as i ly  in to the 
oth e r  fi ve races of man . 
Tradi t i on s t at e s  th at at 
one t ime the an cient con ­
tinent o f  Lemuri a w as l o ­
cat ed in the P aci fi c  
Oce an . 

The Sume ri an l an guage 
h as re s i s te d  al l at tempt s 
to re l ate i t  t o  any known 
l i vin g or de ad l an guage . 
There fo re , the l an gu age 
has b een n o  he lp in t rac­
ing the ori gin o f  the Su­
me ri an civi l i z at i on . 

Sume ri an l e gends dat e  
the d e l uge at the end o f  
the Dyn as ty o f  Go d K in gs 
whi ch w as approximate ly  
9696  BC .  Th i s  date co r ­
re l at e s  wi th th e approxi ­
mat e date men t i oned in the 
early p art o f  th i s  cent ury 
by the famous Ame ri c an  
psych i c  E dgar Cayce . 

Cayce g ave th i s  as the 
date fo r the s e cond up ­
heava l t o  b e fa l l  At l an t i s  
and whi eh cause d the

Th i s  dat e 
w as 1 s een ' by E dgar Cayce 
as we l l  as being  very 
cl os e  t o  the date ment i on ­
e d  b y  P l ato , who wrote  
wh at the  Greek h i s tori an 
So l on was to l d  by the 

p ri e s t s  of E gypt . 
They s ai d ,  "At l an t i s  

perished 9 0 00 ye ars be fo re 
So l on ' s  vi s i t  o r  9560  
B C . "  S ci en t i fi c  inve st i ­
gat i ons durin g the l at e  
6 0 s  and e ar ly 70s , o f  s e d ­
iment c ore s from the Gul f 
o f  Mexi co , indi cated  a 
dramati c  de cre as e in  s al ­
in i ty about 9600  B C  from 
wh i ch they theo ri z e d  th at 
the No rth Ame ri can i ce cap 
must h ave me l te d  between 
1 0 , 0 00  BC and 8000 B C , 
with i t s  peak e ffe ct at 
9600 B C .  Th i s  tremendous 
in cre as e in  w at e r  would 
have caus ed gre at ti dal  
w aves t o  h i t  the co as t al 
re gion s  around the At l an ­
ti c Oce an .  
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Dr . I mmanue l Ve l ikovsky 
in h i s  book Earth In Up­
heava l de s cribes  evi den ce 
o f  t i dal  waves  wh i ch 
mixe d t rop i ca l  an d  ar ct i c  
an imal s in to the s ame 
grave in both En gl an d  and 
Ame ri ca .  He does  not  gi ve 
an ex act date fo r th i s  but 
uses i t  t o  support h i s  
the ory o f  a near cosmi c 
col l i s i on aroun d 1 50 0  B C .  

With the evi den ce d i s ­
cove re d t o  dat e , i t  ap ­
pe ars that th i s  t i d a l  wave 
e ffe ct corre l ates be tter  
w i th the  de s t ruct i on of  
At l an ti s than with Ve l i ­
kovsky ' s  l at e r  dat e . I n  
addi t i on t o  dat in g the 
me l t in g of the No rth Ame r­
i can i ce cap , s ci en t i s t s  
h ave al s o  di s covere d that 
at approximate l y  9 0 0 0  B C  
there was a peri od o f  ex­
t r aordin ary vo l can i c ac­
t ivity whi ch is  a l s o  as ­
s oc i ated with the des t ruc­
t i on of At l an t i s . 

I f  we theori z e  that the 
Sume ri an s  we re survi vors 
of At l an t i s , it  wou l d  
e as i ly exp l ain why they 
were te chno lo gi ca l ly ad­
van ce d ,  as l e gen ds st at e  
th at At l ant i s  may h ave 
been mo re adv an ce d  th an we 
are t oday .  

We can ,  there fore , see 
th at the l e gen ds an d  myths 
o f  th e Sume ri ans give us 
new ins i gh t  in to the cre a­
tion o f  man . I t  he lps des ­
crib e why thei r s o ci al 
s tructure deve l ope d the 
w ay it di d an d l e ad s  us to  
pos s ib l e alt e rn at i ve s to  
the i r  o ri gin . As  yet  we  
cannot prove whi ch th eory 
on the o ri gin o f  the Su­
me ri ans is t rue , but i t
