This is especially the
case in these days of nuc-
lear missiles, as a misun-
derstanding could cause
panic among a population
with  unpredictable re-
sults.

4) "The book is, in
fact, a spoof based on a
spoof television program'.
(Letter from Sphere Books
Ltd., London, the English
publisher.)

The idea behind
our Library Service is to
make good material avail-
able to our readers that
is not generally available
elsewhere, but we do not
envision too much expan-
ston at the moment since
each increase in adminis-
trative functions is a de-
crease in available re-
search time. The latter is
our priority.

As to your comments on
Andersen's article, as
was pointed out, his ideas
(and Sitchin's) are specu-
lative in nature, and as I
pointed out in my book The

Missing Seven Hours,
" .. we have no alterna-
tive but to  speculate.

Speculation, if used as gn
iterative  process, may
eventually lead to revela-
tion, but in order for it
to do so it must not be
allowed to contribute to
the formulation of bias by
the speculator." (p. 138).
The  ancient  astronauts
which Andersen (and Sit-
chin) assume to exist were
assumed originally to be
extraterrestrial intelli-
gences, so they are only
looking at one assumption.

Sitchin and Andersen are
not the only researchers
who have speculated a pos-
sible relationship between
the Sumerians and extra-
terrestrial intelligences,
however. Stuart Holroyd,
in Briefing for the Land-
ing on Planet Earth (W.H.
Pillecr ™07 7, |\ NCo¥gl JUl 750
tells us that "in a book
co-authored by Professor
Carl Sagan of Cormell and
Professor Josif Shklovsky
of Moscow miversity, en-
titled Intelligent Life in
the Universe, the sugges-
tion is put forward that
the ancient Sumerians may
have had contact with the
space people. The re-

searches of the  philoso-
pher-mathematician Dr.
Charles Muses into ancient
mythology and  symbolism
point to the same conclu-
ston." (pg. 30)

As for the Sumerian word
for spacecraft being "MU",
that is something about
which I was also curious,
and perhaps Mr. Andersen
could enlighten us on that
point. @

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DO UFOs STREAK

OFF INTO OUTER SPACE AT STAGGERING
SPEEDS, OR DO THEY SHRINK INTO

ANOTHER DIMENSION?

A POSSIBLE ANSWER.

In close encounter reports, one often
reads of witnesses experiencing con-
fusion as to the modes of departure of
the UFOs sighted. Some witnesses have
pointed out that a shrinking UFO would
look the same as a UFO streaking away
from them in a straight line.

Some UFOs do, no doubt, depart at high
velocities through physical space. The
question is: are there some that shrink?

In my opinion, this question could be
answered by making the appropriate stat-
istical analysis of cases already on
file. The reasoning is as follows. If we
assume that the departing UFO follows a
path through physical space at a high
velocity, then we would expect that this
type of manoeuvre would, in a suitably
large sample of cases, be witnessed from
a variety of perspectives. Some wit-
nesses might be part way along the UFO's
path into outer space, and would hence
see it streak overhead at a speed that
would take it clear across the sky in
perhaps a matter of seconds. From a lat-
eral vantage point, a UFO exiting in
such a manner would seem to skim across
the horizon at lightning speed, or, in
the case of a vertical exit, would be
seen shooting up from the horizon like a
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tracer bullet.

I1f, on the other hand, a certain UFO
were to depart by shrinking into another
dimension in such a way as to seem as if
it were streaking off into space, then
each witness would report the UFO as
travelling directly away from him, and
there would be no reports of a fast-
moving UFO as it would appear from op-
posing or lateral perspectives. (see
Filgess J15)p:

Translating this into practical terms,
we would begin our analysis by selecting
all cases in which UFOs were reported
either shrinking or travelling in ap-
proximately straight lines at speeds in
the neighborhood of several kilometres
per second or more. Since the probabil-
ity that any particular person would see
a departing UFO from a distance is pre-
sumably higher than the probability that
he would see one travelling directly
away from him after a close encounter,
we can make the following inferences
from the data collected.

If the data show that rapidly depart-
ing UFOs are seen more often by wit-
nesses at random vantage points, then
there is a high probability that the
majority of UFOs (perhaps all) are truly

-

performing physical manoeuvres at great
speed. This result would bring us no
closer to settling the question: do some
UFOs shrink?

If, on the other hand, a significant
majority of the reports of high-speed
UFOs describe them as streaking, or
shrinking, directly away from the wit-
ness, then there is a high probability
that a significant proportion of UFOs
actually do shrink into another dimen-
sion.

Furthermore, if we can find at least
one case where the same UFO was seen by
two or more witnesses at different loca-
tions, "streaking away' from each of the
witnesses in correspondingly different
directions at the same time (i.e. as in
Fig. 1), then we can reasonably say that
we have at least one actual case of a
shrinking UFO.

Statistical research into the flight
paths of high-speed UFOs requires access
to files containing a large number of
cases, preferably coded for computer
analysis. As I don't have access to such
resources, I cannot carry out this re-
search myself. However, if I might be
allowed to make a speculative guess
based on my own reading, it seems that
there is a preponderance of cases in
which fast-moving UFOs travel directly
away from the witness, and hence it ap-
pears to me that there is a high probab-
ility that some UFOs do indeed shrink
into some other dimension.

There is also a second line of re-
search concerning the 'fade-away'" pat-
tern of departing UFOs. This involves
the use of two descriptive models that
can be used to classify reports of ran-
idly exiting UFOs into one of two cate-
gories. The two models were devised from
the following sets of equations, which
are of a somewhat generalized nature.

The first set gives the relationship
between a receding object's actual dist-
ance, and its apparent size as viewed by
an observer who treats the object as if
it were stationary and shrinking.

where t is the elapsed time (so that the
initial instant is t=0); r(t) is the ob-
ject's distance from the observer at
time t; r,=r(0), the object's initial
distance from the observer; r'(t) is the
rate at which the distance r(t) 1is in-
creasing at time t, hence r'(t)=v(t),
the object's velocity relative to the
observer...r'(t) is an alternate symbol
for dr/dt, the time derivative of r(t);
f(t) is the object's apparent size, ex-
pressed as a fraction of its initial
size (as measured by a linear dimension
such as diameter or width), so that
f(0)=1, and then f(t)<l as the object
moves away. The expression f'(t) repre-

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sents the rate at which f(t) is chang-
ing, and is negative because f(t) is de-
creasing.

As an example, suppose an object is
initially 100 m from the observer, then
3 s later it has receded to a distance
of 400m. Therefore r,=100, and r(3)=400,
so equation (1) tells wus that f£(3)=
r,/r(t)=100/400=%. That is, the object,
by moving to a distance of 400 m, looks
the same as it would have looked if it
had remained stationary at 100 m and
shrunk to one quarter of its original
size. The mathematics here is, perhaps
surprisingly, very much in accordance
with common sense. (See Fig. 2).

The converse set of equations shows
the relationship between a shrinking ob-
ject's size, and its apparent distance
from an observer who is treating the ob-
ject as if it were actually receding.

where d is the stationary, shrinking ob-
ject's actual, constant distance from
the observer. In this case, f(t) and
f'(t) represent the actual (as well as
the apparent) size, and rate of change
in size, respectively, whereas r(t) and
v(t) represent the apparent distance and
velocity, respectively, of the station-
ary, shrinking object. Note also that

f(0)=1, so that equation (3) gives us
r(0)=d/£f(0)=d/1=d, which means that the
initial apparent distance is the same as
its actual constant distance, which 1is
again in agreement with common sense.
(See! “Ei g 3 )

The two sets of relationships ex-
plained above can be used, respectively,
to find either (a) the fade-away pattern
of a UFO receding according to a given
pattern of motion, 1r(t), in which case
equations (1) and (2) are used; or (b)
the apparent motion of a UFO shrinking
according to a given function, f(t), in
which case equations (3) and (4) are
used. The two descriptive models were
created by doing exactly that.

The first of these is called the
"Uniform Acceleration'" model, and is
created by assuming that the object phy-
sically recedes with a very high uniform
acceleration.

Suppose the object is initially 100 m
away (so that r,=100m), and streaks away
from thesobserver with a uniform accel-
eration of about 2000 Gs, so that the
acceleration,is approximately given by
a=20,000 m/s According to nonrelativ-
istic mechanics (which we can use freely
since for the first 15 s the object's
speed is less than 0.1% of the speed of
light), the equations of motion are:

The second case is called the "Expon-
ential Diminution' model, and is created
by assuming that the object remains sta-
tionary at a constant distance (e.g.
100 m), and shrinks according to an "ex-
ponential decay' pattern. We can choose
a simple pattern, such as:

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-We again make a chart. (See Chart 2.
Notice in both charts that the first
three columns are expressed as per-
cents.)

In this second case, it is interesting
to note that the object would shrink to
the size of a proton in only 10 s, and
since it would still be effectively sta-
tionary, it would soon exhibit consider-
able wuncertainty as to 1its location
(Heisenberg's Uncertainty Principle).
Perhaps it could then reappear at a dis-
tant location by a process resembling
"quantum mechanical tunnelling," al-
though this would seem to require that
the pilot be possessed by something akin
to Maxwell's Demon. (The question of how
the shrinking atoms of the shrinking UFO
themselves escape the consequences of
the Uncertainty Principle, and are hence
able to maintain their positions rela-
tive to one another while shrinking, is,
of course, outside the realm of physics
as we know it.)

Comparing the charts for the two
models, it can be seen that during the
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first second of the ''fast exit'", the UA
object moves rapidly to a distance of
10.1 km, where the observer would see it
at about 1% of its initial apparent
size, while the ED object appears to
recede more slowly to an apparent dis-
tance of only 5.5 km, as it shrinks to
about 2% of its initial size.

During the next second, however, the
ED object seems to streak ahead to an
apparent distance of 298 km, where it is
probably no longer visible, while the UA
object travels to a distance of only
40.1 km.

In the next few seconds, after the ED
object has vanished, the UA object con-
tinues to fade slowly into the distance.

If we consider a nocturnal situation
in which each UFO has a light of con-
stant intensity, that the naked eye can
discern to a distance of, say, 250 km
(or about 1/10,000,000th of its initial
brightness), the ED object would disap-
pear suddenly, in less than 2 s, while
the UA object would take 5 s to fade
from view.

In practice, it is impossible for a
single witness to determine, from the
pattern of diminution alone, whether an
object is actually accelerating or act-
ually shrinking. Of what use then, are
these two models of rapid departure?

To begin with, they give an indication
of the degree of technological advance-
ment. A UFO exhibiting the ED pattern is
doing something quite outrageous, re-
gardless of how one looks at it. If it
is shrinking, then that is shocking in
itself. If, however, this object is phy-
sically accelerating so as to appear \to
be shrinking quickly into inVvisibility
(e.g. to 250 km in 2 s), then this would
imply a minimum acceleration of over
12,000 Gs, that is, over 12,000 times
the acceleration exhibited by a brick
falling from the top of the OCN Tower.
Such a feat would require a minimum of
about four thousand megawatts of power
for each kilogram of the object's mass.
By comparison, the combined output of
the four reactors at Pickering, Ontario,
is little more than two thousand mega-
watts. Such a display of raw power is at
least as outlandish as shrinking into
another dimension. So it can be seen
that a two-model classification system,
based on ''fade time'" gives us a more
subtle way of coding fast-exit reports

according to their technological
strangeness. Obviously, the UA and ED
8
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models depend on certain idealized as-
sumptions, such as the constancy of the
light source on fast-exiting, nocturnal
UFOs, the uniformity of acceleration in
the UA model, etc. Idealized models are
tools that scientists find useful in
that they provide an intellectual frame-
work that is often helpful in sorting
out the complexities of real-life cases.

There is another more important reason
for classifying fast-exit reports this
way, which is related to the first line
of research discussed earlier. Suppose,
for example, that this first line of re-
search were to reveal that there are a
disproportionately large number of UFOs
making fast exits directly away from
witnesses, thus indicating a high prob-
ability that some UFOs shrink. Suppose,
furthermore, that the research were also
to turn up some conclusive, multiple-
witness cases of shrinking, i.e., cases
of the type shown in Fig. 1. The two-
model classification system might enable
us to esgablish a correlation between
genuine shrinking and the ED model, or
between actual physical acceleration and
the UA model. Such a correlation would
significantly increase our understanding
of what UFOs are actually doing.

In conclusion, it is hoped that ufolo-
gists having access to the required re-
sources might give some thought to the
lines of research suggested in this
article. In addition, field investigat-
ors might also consider familiarizing
themselves with the differences between
the '"slingshot-exit/slow-fade' pattern
characteristic of the UA model, as op-
posed to the  '"smooth-fade/blink-out"
pattern characteristic of the ED model,
before questioning witnesses regarding
rapidly exiting UFOs. A sample question
might read as follows: 'Did the depart-
ing UFO seem to shoot off very quickly
and then take quite a bit longer to fade
entirely from view?(UA), or did it seem
to shrink completely out of sight (ED)
without the lingering sensation of
watching it '"'fading slowly into the dis-
tance'?

It is also very important, relative to
the first line of research, that field
investigators make a real effort to lo-
cate independent secondary witnesses to
any ''fast-exit" report. One genuine case
like that shown in Fig. 1 would estab-
lish once and for all the factuality of
shrinking UFOs. @

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"I don't remember how
long this light 1lit up the
area, but when it grew
dark again, I could not
resist looking back up. It
was still thete, but only
for a few seconds. Without
any hesitation, the thing
flew off at a tremendous
speed in a northwesterly
direction and disappeared
over the horizon in a mat-
ter of a few seconds.

"By then, we were all
very frightened, and
worked ourselves into a
more frightened frame of
mind by talking about 1lit-
tle green men. We all ran
home at top speed as if we
were about to be captured
- me especially, since I
had the furthest to go,
through the woods, to get
home. And non-stop it was.
I bet it was the fastest I
have ever run in my life.

"After that, we never
discussed with each other
or with anyone, what we
had experienced that
night. I never told a
soul, and now that I re-
flect back to that time, I
just simply forgot about
ist sas ¢ NiEINILE y never 4 hapH

Readers familiar with
The Missing Seven Hours
will recall that Gerry
Armstrong  reported the
same thing. He completely
forgot the fact that he
was missing for seven
hours until ten years lat-
er when he and his wife
saw a UFO for what he then
thought was the first
time. This triggered his
memory of what happened to
him ten years before. It
is not quite clear what in
1978 caused Cindy to re-
call her experience, but
it probably had something
to do with the onset of
severe headaches.

She continues, "In re-
trospect it is clear to me
that this UFO sighting is
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connected with two un-
pleasant after effects.
Number one, my head start-
ed to hurt. The headaches
became so severe that I
eventually went to my fam-
ily doctor, but he could
not determine what was
causing the pain in my
head, and the medication
he gave me didn't help.

"When I moved to Toron-
to, I located a doctor I
could go to if the head-
aches returned, and they
certainly did. After vari-
ous tests and seeing a
neurologist, I was in-
formed that I had mi-
graines.

"Secondly, soon after
the pain in my head start-
ed, I began having a re-
curring dream which is
very unpleasant. I hgve
this same nightmare to
this day, and each time, I
wake up extremely fright-
ened and afraid to fall
back to sleep in case the
dream returns. The dream
is about very colourful
geometrical shapes. I am
standing in the middle of
some kind of tunnel, and
these coloured shapes come
toward me and pass me at a
fantastic rate of speed
down the sides of the tun-
ned. To the reader it
might not sound frighten-
ing, but to me it's terri-
fying.

"During 1978, I contact-
ed one of the other girls
who was with me that night
to see what she remem-
bered. She remembered no-
thing, except for our con-
versation  about Listtle
green men. The others ap-
parently remembered no-
thing at all."

Cindy speculates,
Mavd. that somehow this
thing was able to erase
our memories or at least
create a mental block of
some kind, possibly caused
by the light I mentioned
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earlier. It is possible
that I had the strongest
will power, and therefore
remember more than the
others. I think I was the
only one who 1looked away
while this light was shin-
ing. That may be why I re-
member  more than the
others.

"We also found out (in
1978) that there was a
sixth person who saw this
thing. She was not with us
at the time, but was off
to the right on St. Cath-
erines Street. She appar-
ently told her  friends
(one of whom was my sis-
ter) of what she saw, but
no one believed her."

Attempts to locate this
sixth person have so far
failed, but her testimony
could be very revealing
when and if she is found.

In an effort to find out
more about what happened,
Cindy confided in a friend
who is interested in UFO
sightings, and whom she
knew she could trust.

"He asked many obvious
questions,'" Cindy related
"such as how 1long did I
see it? Did it hover or
move about? What was its
shape? Did it make a noise
andaE*Rsof. whiat ' did #it
sound like? How far ahead
and above was it from
where I stood? It was very
strange and embarrassing,
for no matter how hard I
tried, I could not remem-
ber any details."

Her friend, although not
a professional hypnotist,
had some familiarity with
hypnosis, and suggested
they try it to bring back
her memory of the event.
This was not a wise move,
since this type of process
should only be used by a
professional, but she felt
comfortable with him and
felt he knew what he was
doing, so she agreed to go
ahead.

Cindy describes what
happened. ''After a few un-
successful attempts to get
me into a trance state, we
decided to go back to Port
Hope to the location where
the sighting took place so
that he could describe the
surroundings to me during
hypnosis. Later, after the
visit to the scene of the
sighting we tried again,
this time with more suc-
cess. He was able to put
me under to some extent,
and was able to bring my
memory back to the point
of walking home from the
baseball game and seeing
the UFO. As if my mind was
blocked by a previous sug-
gestion, I could not go
any further than to begin
to raise my head to 1look
up at the sky. I felt my-
self becoming very tense
and afraid, and my friend
could see this. He asked
me at that point in the
hypnosis if I was afraid,
and I replied that I was.
But I could not tell him
why. I guess he got a lit-
tle nervous at my reac-
tions, so he brought me
out of my trance. Each
time we tried the hypnosis
we could get no further,
and each time I would be-
come very fearful. Also, I
would end up with a mi-
graine the following day
or two."

Because of Cindy's head-
aches and nightmare, both
of which could have been
brought on by her exper-
ience, I arranged for her
to have a preliminary in-
terview with the same psy-
chiatrist and hypnothera-
pist I had consulted dur-
ing the Gerry Armstrong
case. (The full story of
the Armstrong case was re-
lated in my book The Miss-
ing Seven Hours, and  the
subsequent hypnosis tran-
scripts and analysis were
reported in Journal UFO,
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The psychiatrist involved,

an M.D., AR Gy Py @),
Ph.D., does not wish to be
explicitly identified

since he feels he might be
bombarded with telephone
calls from other individu-
als wanting to report cas-
es and be hypnotized. He
would much prefer re-
searchers at U.P. Investi-
gations Research Inc., to
first screen cases, and
then refer such cases
which are felt tofMbe
worthwhile for hypnotic
regression. Cindy's exper-
ience was one such case.)
After first interviewing
Cindy, the doctor decided
regression might be  of
benefit, and scheduled two

sessions. Unfortunately,
nothing further was deter-
mined concerning the

event. The doctor report-
ed, '"We did not get any-
thing new beyond her ac-
tive memory and written
description, except that
it (the UFO) appeared as a
'blinding  light' from
which she could only turn
away. I am sure there are
other details, but they
cannot be obtained at this
point because: a) they are
too deeply repressed, b)
the unconscious does not
want to remember them, c)
she cannot go into a deep
enough trance, or d) all
of the above (this is most
likely). I advised her to
wait a couple of years and
we shall try again."

These sessions took
place 1% years ago, during
July, 1979. One year lat-
er, during August, 1980, I
re-interviewed Cindy con-
cerning her experience. 1
was not able to gain much
more information relevant
to the event, but a few
points were clarified and
further insight to her
background and feelings
was obtained. The follow-

ing questions and answers

are taken from the tran-

script of that interview.

Q: Are you any clearer as
to the year and/or month
of the sighting now?

Az feu i . 'moinot wreally
clearer about anything.
Q: Do you remember any-
thing about the appear-
ance of the object it-
self, other than its
brightness? You men-
tioned 1looking at it
briefly after it grew
dark again, before it

flew off.

A: It was just a light.

Q: You mentioned forget-
ting about the sighting
until 1978. What was it
that made you remember
it again?

A: I don't know if I act-
ually forgot it. My
friend and I, the one
who first hypnotized me,
Jjust happened to be
talking about UFOs one
day and I just remem-
bered my experience and
mentioned it to him. He
prodded me for more de-
tatls, and I tried to
tell him as much as I
could remember. I decid-
ed to write a summary of
my experience, but then
had nowhere to send. it.
Just before I left Tor-
onto for Port Hope one
day, I saw your book The
Missing Seven Hours in a
store, and I bought it.
It was so absorbing I
had finished it by the
time I  reached Port
Hope. I mnoticed the
names and addresses of
three groups in the back
of the book, so I sent a
copy of my summary to
each of them, and you
were the only one to re-
ply.

Q: When did your head-
aches and dreams or
nightmares begin?

A: As far as I can remem-

ber, it was arownd the
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time of the ineident. I
mentioned them to my
mother, but she didn't
do anything about it wi-
til I was eighteen. Then

I had such a bad mi-

graine I was hitting my

head against the wall,
so she finally took me
seriously and sent me to

a doctor.

Q: But as far as you can
remember, none of this
happened before the
sighting?

A: No, I was perfectly OK
before then.

Qi f ks there Walh ilsitoryd Fof
migraines in your fami-
ly?

A: No. I'm the first and

only one.

When did you move to
Toronto?

September 1972.

Can you describe the
geometrical shapes in
your dreams?

A: They weren't round or
square. They had points
on them, usually three,
like distorted trian-
gles.

Q: Were they three dimen-

sional shapes?

I really can't say.

Other than the girl
you contacted in 1978,
have you seen or talked
to any of the others who
were present that night?

No.

Do you know where they
are now?

A: No. But I canstry '‘to
find out next time I'm
in Port Hope. (Since the
time of the interview,
Cindy has still been un-
able to locate any of
the other witnesses.
Ed")

Q: Do you still have
headaches?

had one. I haven't had
the nightmare, though,
for about a year.

So the regression ses-
sions you had with the
doctor caused no dreams
or nightmares to occur?

No.

How extensive is your
reading on the UFO sub-
ject?

I've read quite a few
books, but I can't re-
eall any specific
titles. I've also read a
Lot about psychic pheno-
mena.

Did you become inter-
ested because of your
experience?

No, I never thought of
it that way - I've al-
ways been interested 1in
what many people refgr

to as 'off-beat' sub-
Jects.
Have you told your

parents about your ex-
perience?

No, I haven't told
anybody, really. I re-
member a couple of years
ago when I was visiting
my parents my father was
looking up into the sky.
I asked him what he was
looking for, and he said
UFOs. I asked why, and
he replied that there
had been quite a few re-
ported around there at
that time. I then told
him I had seen one once,
but that was the end of
the discussion.

How about your hus-
band, does he know?

Yes. He came with me
when I went for my re-
gression sessions with
the doctor. Of course,
he wasn't my husband yet
at that time.

Did you tell your sis-
ter?

Yes, but not at first.
My friend, the one who
first hypnotized me,
persuaded me to tell
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her. That is when I
found out about @ the
other witness to the UFO
because my sister re-
marked that she  must
have been telling the
truth, after all. Appar-
ently, the other witness
had been telling a few
people what she  had
seen, but nobody be-
lieved her.

It's too bad we can't
locate this witness.

Yes. I wonder if she
would still remember.

Have you had any other
strange experiences
since that time, para-
normal, psychic, UFOs
eten

I seem to have feel-
ings ahead of time when
something 1s going to
happen, usually bad
feelings, and something
bad usually does occur.
Also, when I was young-
er, I seemed to know
ahead of time whenever I
was out somewhere that I
had better get home be-
cause I was going to get
a telephone call; most
times when I got home I
would get a call. Now
that you mention it,
there was another
strange experience
around the time of the
sighting, shortly after,
I believe. I woke up one
night to see two small
lights on the wall be-
side me across from the
window. They were bright
and close together, like
two eyes shining in the
night. They must have
been shining in  from
outside the window be-
cause the curtains were
open. But the problem
was that there was no-
thing but trees across
from the window outside
and there was nowhere
the 1lights could have
been coming from. Need-
less to say I was scared

to look. I reached up
without looking and drew
the curtains closed. The
lights disappeared, and
I went back to sleep.
I've never mentioned
that to anyone before.

Q: How extensive was your
education?

A: After I finished high
school I went to college
and took a general sec-
retarial course. In
fact, I took two years
in ome.

Q: It sounds as if you
were an above average
student.

A: I wasn't considered to
be smart through much of
school, but I suddenly
seemed to start doing

Former RCMP Officer Photographs UFO Near Sydney, N.S.

The following letter
dated August 7, 1980 came
to us from a former RCMP
officer, John Pushie, 1in
Sydney, Nova Scotia. He
writes, "Certainly with
all the objects flying
around the Earth taking
weather pictures, and
those that are for mili-
tary purposes, many people
have seen man-made heaven-
ly bodies and mistaken
them for UFOs. No doubt
there have been countless
varied sightings, I'm
sure. I myself have from
time to time spoken to
people who have served in
military radar stations,
and people in general, who
had apparently seen some-
thing but had been afraid
to say anything about it
to many people. I realize
that many government agen-
cies take UFO sightings
seriously, the RCMP being
one. Policy in the past
has been to report all in-
vestigation concerning
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experience, although
that has Just occurred
PO ey | I don"tknow| BP
there is any connection.

Q: Are you afraid of
what, if anything, might
have happened to you
during your experience?

A: I think I'm more curi-
ous than afraid. Curious
to find out, but afraid
that when I do find out
it may be something that
I might not ILlike - or
that nothing happened at
all. I would feel like
such a fool, but then I
would wonder from where
I got the idea 1in the
first place.

Q: Are you still inter-
ested in UFOs, and do
you have any feelings as
to what they are?

sightings on "Secret'" let-
terhead.

mother had noticed a glow-
ing object with coloring
ranging from orange to red
tor fpreenty i F fitxed Sen a
southerly direction from
his house. He first no-
ticed the object at 10:30
p.m. At about 10:40 an
Eastern Provincial Airways
jet was approaching from
the east with its runway
lights on - the object
took off. When the jet had
passed by, the object re-
turned. The sighting was
reported to C.F.S. Sydney
Radar Base.
"At 10:20 p.m. December
3, 1979 my nephew called
again. I was home for this
one. My wife answered the
phone and upon  hearing
about an object in the sky
went for the 7 x 50 binoc-
ulars. I went for my cam-
era.
"I set up my Minolta
35mm camera with a 150
zoom lens on a tripod. I
was using Fuji ASA 100
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film. I took seven shots
of the object, four came
out. Three pictures showed
the object as a small
round ball, the fourth
shot was the last shot
thatEstiookissit Swidsias, 155
minute time exposure.

"The object was in a
fixed northwesterly posi-
tion for approximately 8
minutes. As my last shot
was photographing it the
object started to move on
an angle down toward the
horizon and eventually
disappeared below the hor-
izon. From its first fixed
point which is illustrated
in the enclosed photo-
graph, the object moved
below the horizon in ap-
proximately ten seconds.

"I reported the sighting
to CHB-SENSy dneyl. 'Radar
and, after having the film
developed, showed the pic-
tures to the commanding
officer. He stated that he
wished to send the pic-
tures and negatives to the
National Research Council
in Ottawa. I requested the
material be returned to me
when Ottawa was finished
with it.

"Approximately one month
later I received the nega-
tives and photographs from
Ottawa with a memo stating
that some astronomer had
been contacted, and they
felt that I had photo-
graphed the star Vega. I
am not disputing the ex-
pextiopiniony  of Ssthese
people but AMam sitisllaliexfit
with the thought of why
the object moved from its
position so quickly after
spending so long in one
spota !

The first thing I wanted
to check upon reading Mr.
Pushie's letter was the
possibility that what he
photographed was indeed
Vega. It seemed strange
that a star would remain
in an apparently fixed

position for eight minutes
and then rapidly set with-
in ten seconds, but atmos-
pheric conditions  could
cause an astronomical bogdy
to appear to behave in
this manner in some cases.
Howeyvery § SeheSipathd) offa
star or planet as it sets
makes an angle with the
horizon equal to 90° minus
the latitude of the obser-
ver. Sydney, Nova Scotia
is at a latitude of about
46° 10', and the trail on
the photograph certainly
didn't appear to be even
close to 44° to the hori-
zon.

I wrote to Mr. Pushie to
determine whether his cam-
era was horizontal when he
took the photograph (it
certainly appeared to be,
judging from the telephone
pole in the foreground)
and for an accurate com-
pass bearing of the ob-
ject's position.

I also contacted our
consultant in Astronomy at
the University of Toronto
to ascertain the time that
Vega had set on that day
at Sydney. It turned out
that Vega had not set un-
til after midnight, but
that it was in the same
general location as the
object, which was 8° NNW

while stationary, and 8°
45' NNW when it reached
the horizon. Vega, though,
at this time was much fur-

ther above the  horizon
than the unknown object.

Furthermore, the camera
had been horizontal, mean-
ing that the path of the
object made an angle of
about 28° to the horizon,
thus ruling out the possi-
bility that it was a star
or planet. The astronomer
at NRC obviously hadn't
done his homework.

Mr. Pushie also related
two other incidents about
which he had heard, and
which had occurred less
than a kilometer from his
home, and a third incident
which was told to him by a
friend which allegedly oc-
curred about 35 kilometers
from St. John, New Bruns-
wick. If any of our read-
ers can throw any addi-
tional light on these in-
cidents we would appreci-
ate hearing from you.

"One incident occurred
approximately 23 years ago
at Blacketts Lake and was
reported by a Mr. Ralph
Wright of Sydney, since
deceased. Mr. Wright was a
responsible and very suc-
cessful businessman over
the years. One evening

while fishing in Blacketts
Lake he noticed a flat
silver disc descend and
land on the water. It was
approximately twenty feet
wide and appeared to take
on water. Mr. Wright re-
vealed his sighting many
years later, but unfortun-
ately no further informa-
tion is available.

"In July of 1968, a
gentleman from Sydney was
driving his car around
Blacketts Lake Road and
noticed a  saucer-shaped
object descending below
ChiEPE :ccimmliinel inle/aiss Ehe
lake. He parked his car
and ran toward the UFO
along a trail through the
woods. He was approximate-
ly 75 feet from the object
which was about six feet
from touchdown in a clear-
ing adjacent to the 1lake
when the object suddenly
rose and flew away. An in-
vestigation was conducted
and both access roadways
to the lake were blocked
off by the RCMP during the
investigation. The inci-
denit. peiceiveds veryalit tide
media coverage. No further
facts were made available.

"The final story came to
me from a good friend of
mine who met a chap from
St. John, New Brunswick
while going to the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick
one year. To cut a long
story short, the St. John
chap told in confidence
the following:

"In the summer of 1967
this chap who was a cub
master took his pack of
cubs on a weekend trip to
an old farm approximately
twenty miles outside of
St. John, New Brunswick.
When they arrived, camp
was set up and two canoes
were launched at the near-
by freshwater 1lake. The
weather was warm, but near
the area where they were
the lake was spring fed
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and was almost too cold to
swim in. The water was
very clear and the bottom
of the 1lake was quite
visible.

"That first evening when
the cubs were settled down
to sleep the cub master's
assistant said they might
as well walk approximately
one hundred yards down to
the lake and fill up their
water buckets. Both men
had spotlights with them.
As they approached the
lake they noticed an ob-
ject descending from the
sky. The object's shape
was described as that of
two saucers or plates one
inverted over the other.
Where the saucers appeared
to join, a series of
lights were glowing red,
orange, green and blue.
Both fellows couldn't de-
termine the exact spot
where the lights were
flashing; one spot was
red, then it flashed
green, etc. There was a
sizzling sound like plac-
ing a hot pot slowly in
cold water. Both spot-
lights were flashed on the
object revealing a bright,
metallic surface like that
of var jet: raircraft. ‘Both
individuals  just stood
there and watched as the
object, with their lights
trained on it, completely
submerged. By this time
they were quite shaken,
and ran back to the camp.

"They discussed the in-
cident all night long try-
ing to stay calm and not
cause havoc among the
cubs. Both finally con-
vinced themselves that
somehow it must have been
a plane which 1landed in
the water and just sank.
When the sun came up the
next §iday ssthey © siquileit iy
without waking the cubs,
went down to the lake
again.

"Some striking differ-

ences from the day before
now awaited them. First of
el the water was no
FORFETNCIEE G S RIITIFNA/C e
was quite muddy, and it
also felt lukewarm. They
launched a canoe and pad-
dled out to the area where
the object appeared to go
down. As they paddled out
closer to the spot the
water got extremely hot,
eventually to the point
where they could not put
their hands in it. When
this happened they pan-
icked and paddled for
shore, beached the canoe,
and rounded up the cubs
and gear and broke camp. A
full-weekend camp lasted
only one evening. The in-
dividuals involved thought
it wise not to report the
incident, and said no-
thing.

"The cub master told my
friend that he would not
say it was a flying sau-
cer, but it definitely was
not a plane, and was cer-
tainly nothing that he had
ever seen before. He did
not wish to have another
experience like it again."

Unfortunately, stories
such as these, although
interesting, are not of
much value to UFO re-
searchers since they can-
not be followed up. They
also raise a few pertinent
questions such as, in the
last incident, why two
adults responsible for the
safety of cubs would re-
main within one hundred
yards of a lake in which
something as strange as
they reported occurred. I,
for one, 1if departure was
impractical in the middle
of the night, would at
least not take my eyes off
the lake for the remainder
of the night in case some-
thing else occurred. And
if they really thought it
could have been a plane,
why not go for help? @
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‘Landing Ring’ on Manitoulin Island?

The last case which I
will discuss may have a
perfectly natural, albeit
unusual, explanation, al-
though at the time of
writing, nobody has yet
identified the cause or
admitted producing the
physical evidence report-
eidr
On the evening of Novem-
ber 2, 1980 I received a
telephone call from Penny
Park of CBC-AM Radio, Sud-
bury, Ontario regarding
the discovery of suspected
UFO landing traces at Min-
demoya on Manitoulin Is-
land. After hearing the
details I agreed to be in-
terviewed on the radio the
following morning by Jeff
Collins via telephone re-
garding the  possibility
that a UFO may have caused
the traces. Also aired at
the same time was an in-
terview with Mindemoya OPP
Officer Keith Size, who
had been investigating the
case, and whom I contacted
following the interview
for further details.

The traces consisted of
a perfectly circular track
measuring 21 feet 5 inches
in diameter, gouged out of
the pastureland to a depth
of one to two inches. The
track itself measured five
to seven inches in width,
and the soil and vegeta-
tion gouged from the ring
was thrown outside the
circle to a distance of
three to four inches, pre-
sumably by something tra-
velling in the track in a
clockwise direction.

The ring was discovered
around October 20 by Far-
quhar Anglin and Sam De-
bassige who were crossing
a part of Anglin's farm in
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a truck. The area in ques-
tion was abandoned pas-
tureland which had not
been wused for about a
year. Debassige noticed
the ring, and brought it
to  Anglin's attention.

They stopped the truck,
and both men examined
their curious discovery.

It appeared to have been
freshly made, but it was a
few days before Anglin
brought it to the atten-
tion of Keith Size, who
was a neighbour, and who
then went out to 1look at
itk

Mr. Size reported thgt
the ring was about half a
mile from the road, and
that it took about five
minutes to reach it by
caf It 1is also quite
close to a CBC transmis-
sion tower. In spite of a
few days of rain, Size
noted that the ring was
still perfectly visible.
There was also a large
boulder inside the ring,
not in the exact centre,
but not far from it. The
officer could find no
traces of anything having
been hauled into the area
which could have done the
damage; he was completely
unabiliep tol) wexpllaiingsathe
phenomenon.

Mr. Size, following
police procedure, tele-
phoned Canada Forces Base
Falconbridge to report the
incident. He received a
call back from North Bay
and from Dr. McNamara at
NRC in Ottawa, who sug-
gested that somebody was
probably out there with a
piece of string and some
sort of tool which was
dragged around in a cir-
cle, digging up the sur-
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face. But Mr. Size doesn't
agree with that explana-
tion. Nobody can suggest
what kind of tool would
have  produced such a
trace. There would also
have to be some sign of
anchoring at the centre of
the circle, and none was
noted.

There were no coincident
UFO reports from the area,
nor any other strange oc-
currences such as off-hand
animal behaviour. Mr. Size
was told by a local farmer
of three similar rings be-
ing discovered. on his farm
near Silverwater (west
Manitoulin) around 1964.
One was forty-five feet in

diameter, the other two
considerably smaller,
about sixteen feet across.
In these cases there was
also burned vegetation as-
sociated with the rings.
However, there was no evi-
dence of burning in the
Mindemoya incident; the
soil and vegetation dis-
placed lay seemingly in-
tact, although broken up,
outside the track. Miae:
Size did not recall if any
insect life, or worms were
puesen aigin s cistther gl thie
track or the displaced
soil.

Soil and vegetation sam-
ples were obtained from
the area by U. P. Investi-

gations Research Inc., but
at this moment, only read-
ings for radioactivity
have been recorded. Chemi-
cal and biochemical analy-
ses have not yet been car-
ried out since we are
still awaiting a replace-
ment for our soil analysis
consultant who recently
emigrated to the U.S.
Traces of radioactivity
were detected in the soil,
higher readings for that
taken from the surface,
and slightly lower levels
for that taken from inside
themitt zen chitEtselsiss, (i Ser:
soil three inches or so
below the surface). The
readings, shown in Table

1, whose averages
from 21.2 to 24.5
per minute for surface
samples, are slightly
higher than the background
average of 19.3 counts per
minute, while the sample
from the trench averaged
19.2, or the same as back-
ground. As a comparison, a
weak source of Titanium
204 (1 pc - one micro-cur-
ie) with a half-life of
Sr8h yerawsh, provided a
reading of 950 counts per
minute.

The soil samples were
collected by Mr. Size on
November 6, about two and
a half weeks following the
discovery of the ring. Al-
though it is not known how
long the ring was there
before being discovered,
it is known that it wasn't
there on September 15 - so
it was less than  two
months old. Therefore, un-
less a radioactive sub-
stance of a very short
half-1life was involved,
and in trace amounts, it
is highly wunlikely that
whatever caused the ring
was responsible for the
trace levels of radioact-
ivity recorded. They were
more likely caused by rad-
ioactive fallout  traces
remaining from last year's
Chinese nuclear explosion.

The cause of the ring
still remains wunexplained
at this time. @

The first object, which
looked larger than a 747
jet, had 12 to 14 windows,
while the smaller ones,
about the same size as a
747, had eight. The win-
dows appeared to have
lights shining from within
which changed from yellow
to green to red to orange.

The witnessss, a man and
wife, were on a bus head-
ing toward Kitchener, when
the bus slowed down for
road construction. As it
did the husband noticed an
object through the bus
window at 10 o'clock high,
and brought it to his
wife's attention. It ap-
peared to be about 3000
feet in altitude, station-
ary in the south portion
of the sky. After three to
four minutes, the object
became obscured by some
large trees, and was gone
when the bus reached a
clearing.

The witnesses described
the object as about the
size of a ruler (12" x 3")
held at arm's length,white
with a brown line running
down the middle. There was
a slight protrusion at
each end.

The sky was clear, the
temperature about  22°C,
and the wind was NW at 4
to 5 miles per hour. The
sun was still wup, setting
at 8:57 p.m. that evening,
but the moon was also vis-
ible, to the left of the
object.

There was a hot air bal-
loon in the sky that even-
ing, but the shape des-
cribed by the witnesses
was not even close to that
of a balloon. The Water-
loo-Wellington Airport had
no record of any unusual
aircraft that evening.

The object appeared to
be between an Emergency
Measures Building and the
Grand River. The EM Build-
ing is now used by the
Ontario Provincial Police,
and has a large radio
tower beside 1it. Between
the EM Building and the
Grand River, about 14
miles from the witnesses,
was thick bush and trees.
EDITOR'S NOTE:

There seem to be some
questionable estimates on
the part of the witnesses
in this case which lead to
some incredible results if
carried to their logical
conclusions. For instance,
if the object was 3000
feet up at 10 o'clock high
(30° altitude), it was
6000 feet from the wit-
nesses (Sin 30° 2= 30/45%
therefore distance to ob-
ject=3000/0.5=6000 feet).
Furthermore, an object
with an apparent length of
12 inches at arm's length
(about two feet from the
eye) would have a real
lengthFlofiti5 ;774 fieeltd Bt
were 6000 feet from the
witness - over one mile in
length! It was also esti-
mated to be 3 inches high
at arm's length - a real
height of 1444 feet! It
would also appear to be
more than 25 times the
diameter of the moon,
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which was reportedly not
far from the ‘object. If
that were the case, surely
the witnesses would have
reported this fact.

(Since this was written
the witness has returmed
to the scene and revised
his estimates, but they
still imply an object of
over 1000 feet in length.)

After
rolling down the window
but failing to detect any
noise, she pulled over to
thewmssiitde s of Sigthe road
thinking that the plane
was going to land or crash
in the adjacent vacant
field.

As the witness pulled
over, however, the two
lights swerved so  that
they were directly in
front of her again, ap-
proaching at extreme
speed.

From this
distance she could discern
a dark, solid, dome-shaped
object behind the two
lights, the bottom of
which was level with the
top of her car, about five
feet from the ground.

She felt the
whole event had lasted no
more than two minutes,
with the object hovering
for about 15 to 30 sec-
onds, and found it diffi-
cult to believe she could
not account for so much
time.

The witness then called
the police who put her in
touch with CUFORG, and
Bonnie Wheeler and Sid
MacKinnon went right over
to interview her. The
three of them went out to
the location of the en-
counter.

The area of the sighting
is isolated, with only an
industrial plant and a few
houses in the vicinity.
Wide open fields are on
either side, with more
than ample room to pull
off to the side of the
road. No other cars were
seen by the witness during
the sighting.

WITNESS' BACKGROUND

The witness has had pre-
cognitive dreams since she
was a small child. She
claims to have four or
five dreams a year which
come true. One involved a
death in the family. 1In

another, she dreamed she
must wake up since there
was a fire in her kitchen,
and upon immediately awak-
ening, she found her stove
in flames and was able to
put out the five. She had
a dream about a large fire
in Cambridge, and then
read about it in the paper
the next day. She knew
when harm was going to
come to her brother in Al-
berta, and when a bus ac-
cident was going to occur,
etc. She is used to pre-
cognitive dreams, and her
family heeds all her warn-
ings. Sometimes, by look-
ing at a person, events
that will happen to that
family in the future will
flash through her mind.
This witness is definitely
psychically gifted. Prey
viously, she has had no-
thing to do with UFOs, has
read nothing on the sub-
ject nor seen any of the
recent UFO movies. Her
family, including herself,
sighted some strange
lights manoeuvring around
in the sky this past sum-
mer, but nothing like her
encounter had ever hap-
penedito hemwibefiorer ! The
thing that frightened her
the most about the sight-
ing was the feeling that

Darin described what
happened.

"We headed out of Inger-
soll on the main highway
to Thamesford, and got
maybe a mile out when all
of a sudden, for no reason
at all, Alan stopped the
car. He pointed and said,
'Look! It's a UFO!' I got
out of the car and 1looked
up and suddenly I saw this
thing hovering right over
top of us. I <closed my
eyes then opened them
again and it was still

Darin immediately jumped
back into the car and they
raced back into Ingersoll.
All three boys were SO
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scared that they consid-
ered spending the night in
Ingersoll. They didn't
want to go back, but they
did, and the UFO appeared
again.

They shut
off all the lights and
just sat there. None of
them could explain why
they did this. They just
said '"'something was making
usyido St 1R The y¥seeme dWto
be waiting for the UFO to
come back, and they didn't
have long to wait.

"All of a sudden Alan
started rubbing his hand
on the windshield. We
thought it was foggy out
so we put the defogger on,
but it didn't clear.

Dust was all
around us, but there were
no other cars near us. We
looked up and it was right
evierr  topk ofisush; ISt Jivad
bright red and blue
lights.

They went into the Co-
Pilot Restaurant in Wood-
stock and sat there for
awhile. [ §eriineverillost
Shfphl t e eSSt (RS § siFaeld
Darin, 'we sat there and
watched it. We were in the
restaurant and we could
see it outside of the win-
dow in the distance, and
weY pointed* at™ ont™'toy pthle
guy in the restaurant, and
everyone thought we were
cwazy ' ek sald’, ¥'Seerthat
bright ' 1ight? Thens*5t
stayed far enough  away
that it was just a bright
light, but as soon as we
got into the car and took
off - there it was again!"
The boys then left Wood-
stock to go home. They
could see the 1lights in
the distance, and they ap-
peared to be following
them. As soon as they got
out of the city the lights
started to get larger like
they were coming closer,
and the Dboys became
frightened and turned the
car around to head back to
Woods tock. Just  before
they reached Woodstock,
they stopped by the Purina
plant and watched three
different UFOs in the sky.
"We could see them moving
about,'" said one boy, '"and
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hovering in the sky. One
would disappear sometimes,
then there would be two
then one. And they'd come
really close together and
we'd see beams of 1light
going from one to another.
They were rotating as they
flew, and we could see
them flying all around.
They weren't that high off
the ground - about 200
feets !

The boys considered
spending the night in
Woodstock instead of going
home. They were afraid of
bringing it to their homes
and families. They finally
got up enough nerve to
again leave Woodstock. ''We
left Woodstock and we
wouldn't look up in the
sky. We could see this
bright light in the  dis-
tance. It would move er-
ratically. It would go
back and forth suddenly
from a dead stop and then
there would be bright
flashes all around it -
not connected to it - just
bright flashes in the
sky."

They were so scared that
they got right behind an-
other car and stayed
there. None of them would
look up after they saw the
bright light again - they
just stared straight
ahead. When they reached
their destination they saw
some friends, got into
their car and went back
out to the same place. The
UFO stayed in the dis-
tance. After they regained
their composure over the
incident, they stayed out
the rest of the night with
their friends, but the
UFOs did not return.
PHYSIOLOGICAL EFFECTS:

Each of the boys exper-
ienced strong physiologic-
al effects when the UFO
was present. Darin des-
cribed these feelings. 'My
body was feeling wuncom-
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fortable. All of us were
feeling the same thing at
the same time. I'd be
freezing cold and sweating
at the same instant. I was
comfortable sitting, but
there was 'something' in-
side my body, and I was
feeling uncomfortable in-
side my body. My stomach
was churning and then all
of a sudden I'd feel my
heart drop and my eyes
would water and my face
would hurt. Everytime that
UFO came around my eyes
would water. It was like
they were physically moni-
toring us. That's what it
felt like - like something
or someone was hooked up
to our bodies."

MENTAL EFFECTS:

All three boys seemed
controlled by the UFO
After fleeing back to In-
gersoll, they felt com-
pelled to go out to the
area again even though
none of them wanted to go.
"We didn't want to go,"
Alian .siaiidie o it alily 0fie .a
sudden we went back. We
went back to the exact
same spot and there it was
again. We started driving
around the back roads - I
don't know why - we didn't
want to, but something was
making us."

Another boy added,
"There was something
strange about the whole
night. It was like some-
thing making us do things
but not enough control to
make us do crazy things."

The boys had difficulty
with remembering incidents
and times. When asked what
time it was they first
spotted the UFO, and the
following encounters, they
simply replied that ''they

didn't know.'" Darin ex-
plained further. LYl
couldn't remember  what

time it was. I couldn't
remember anything. It was
like my mind was a blank.

I couldn't remember any-
thing I did. I couldn't
remember going to  work
that day - nothing except
those UFOs!"

The boys felt as if they
were being mentally con-
trolled and drawn back
cachg timepitheyspenterediaa
city to escape the ob-
jects. 'We were so scared
that we didn't want to go
back, but we did. We went
back three times like
something was drawing us
back there. In our minds
we didn't want to go back
but we felt compelled to
go. Each time we went back
that thing came near us.
It felt as  Aif  they, were
reading our minds, telling
us what to do."

PHYSICAL EFFECTS:

During the chase and
close encounters with the
UFO the boys noticed that
the car behaved normally.
"The doors would open, be-
cause we were getting out
ofl ithie, catsd! Tisanidee Dagzing
"There was no malfunction
with the car, but there
was something that kept
making us get out of the
cia.'

However, the next day
Alan experienced difficul-
ty in opening his car
doors. The passenger side
wouldn't open. We couldn't
unlock it with the key. I
asiieidisi ok spls ccoudidna’ st ¢ un-
Lojck . dibis but yesterday
morning it wunlocked with
no trouble."

The tires on Alan's car
were also affected. They
were brand new, unblem-
ished tires. However, af-
temy thep expexience: LEhey
were found to be extremely
dried out and severely
cracked. @

UFO Sightings in Manitoba in 1980

As was true in most
areas in 1980, the number
of UFOs reported was again
at a low point in Manito-
ba. Only twelve incidents
were reported for investi-
gation, and about half of
these required digging to
obtain them. More media
coverage is needed to en-
hance Manitoba awareness
of UFOs in Manitoba, and
this is one area where em-
phasis will be attempted
in 1981.

Since these are 1980
cases, they were not in-
cluded in the analyses of
Manitoba sightings  pub-
lished earlier (see JUFO,
Vol. 2, No. 3, pp. 14-20).
In addition, there are
about thirty cases which
occurred earlier than 1980
not on file, as informa-
tion on them has only re-
cenit'ly: - beem “ireicei ved ior
recovered for wuse from
other files. Information
on these may be published
later. However, the fol-
lowing is a summary of the
1980 incidents.

Case 800119.1 NL (Noctur-
nwal' « Light) 6%, Claude,
Manitoba 19 Jan., 1980
2200 hrs.

A lone witness near St.
Claude 1looked south and
saw a yellow-green flash
of light for a few sec-
onds. Probable bolide.

Musgrave Catalogues Can-
adian UFO Reports From
Blue Book Files

John Musgrave has just
completed compiling a cat-
alogue of Canadian cases
from Project Blue Book.
These cases found their
way to Blue Book's files
from reports originating
trom WU, SEifarmed W forees
personnel stationed in
Canada, and from U.S. and
Canadian newspapers.

For each sighting the
catalogue lists the Blue
Book file number, the num-
ber of the microfilm reel
on which the report is
transcribed and the number
of pages in the file. Mus-
grave points out that in
the early days of Blue
Book, when a report was

usually well documented, a
single report was usually
assigned a unique @ file
number. However, in later
years Blue Book became
little more than a news-
paper archive, and a sing-
le file from this period
might contain over 100
separate entries. Also in-
cluded in Musgrave's cat-
alogue for most entries
are the date, the 1locat-
ion, the source and the
evaluation.

Of the 255 Canadian
sighting reports catal-
ogued, just over 5% (12)
are considered 'unident-
ified." Musgrave includes
a short summary of each of
these along with summaries
of two other sightings
which Blue Book considered
identified, but which seem
to be questionable, one of
which was dismissed with-
out any real investigat-
ion. Musgrave  surmises
ehaitey "There may in fact
be a number of potentially
interesting and valid UFO
reports hidden within Pro-
ject Blue Book archives
which have been similarly
dismissed without any in-
vestigation." @

TIHE PSEUDOSCIENCE
F ANTIUFOLOGY

STANTON T. FRIEDMAN

Two excellent examples
of the pseudoscience of
antiufology have recently
surfaced. Both involve the
typical 3D approach of the
debunker namely deliberate
deception and distortion.
Both 1involve the famous
abduction of Betty and
Barney Hill by UFO occu-
pants in New Hampshire in
1961 and the associated
star map work done by Mar-
jorie Fish. Both 3D prac-
titioners, Carl Sagan and
the Amazing Randi, are
members of that fascinat-
ing group of debunking
propagandists the Commit-
tee for the Scientific In-
vestigation of Claims of
the Paranormal.

Dr. Carl Sagan is one of
America's best known sci-

entists. His picture has"

appeared on the covers of
Time, Newsweek, Book Di-
gest, etc. He has made
many appearances on the
Johnny Carson show and
three of his books have
become best sellers. One,
Dragons of Eden, even won
amPRuiliiitize saRnize Hew DESSIAE
gan has often seemed to
have the courage to speak
out on very controversial
issues that most of his
astronomical colleagues
have disdained to discuss,
including, for example,
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the theories of Dr. Imman-
uel Velikovsky. From the
mid 1960s on, Dr. Sagan
has, on occasion, spoken
out about UFOs. He was one
of only six scientists
providing 1live testimony
to a Congressional Sympos-
ium on UFOs sponsored by
the House Committee on
Science and Astronautics
in July, 1968. He was a
co-orgainzer of an all-day
session on UFOs sponsored
by the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement
of Science at its Boston
meeting in December, 1969,
and edited the proceedings
published in book form by
Cornell University Press
IinIAIOF 258 L EHelt tlyad even
fought the almost hysteri-
cal efforts of Dr. Edward
U. Condon, Professor of
Physics at the University
of Colorado, and'director
of an abortive government
sponsored $540,000 study
of UFOs, to cancel the
session.

Unfortunately, careful
examination of the written
and spoken record clearly
indicates that Dr. Sagan
has spoken out without
benefit of having studied
much of the relevant data
even though he has access
to their source. Frequent-
ly, for example, he has

written and stated in for-
ums such as the Carson
show '"There are interest-
ing UFO sightings that are
not reliable and reliable
sightings that are not in-
teresting, but there are
no interesting sightings
that are reliable and no
reliable sightings that
are interesting." The
statement was made with
Dr. Sagan's wusual vigor
and agressive confidence,
but without benefit of any
data to support it or a
reference 'ito any  such
data. Unfortunately, the
statement is totally
false. The largest govern-
ment sponsored study ever
done showed that the exact
opposite is true with the
most reliable sightings
being indeed the most in-
teresting and the most
likely to be wunidentifi-
able and NOT able to be
classified as insufficient
information. Dt Sagan
has, of course, seen these
data from Blue Book Spec-
ial Report 14, but has,
for whatever reason, con-
sistently ignored them.
Dr. Sagan's 9 minute
presentation about UFOs on
the "Encyclopedia Galacti-
ca" segment (December 14,
1980) of the COSMOS PBS
television  series was
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without question grossly
distorted. He made state-
ments that ignored signif-
icant information, giving
a completely mislead-
ing view of UFOs in gener-
al and the Hill case and
star map work in particu-
lar. What makes this ac-
tion inexcusable, aside
from the fact that a show
billed as science and
written and presented by a
well-known scientist 1lulls
the listener to  accept
what is presented as the
truth, the whole truth and
nothing 'but the truth, is
the fact that there is so
much information so readi-
ly available (and in Dr.
Sagan's hands at  that)
about the Hill encounter
and the star map work.
John Fuller's book The
Interrupted Journey is
based primarily on the
tapes made by noted psy-
chiatrist Dr. Benjamin Si-
mon in the course of about
6 months of weekly regres-
sive hypnosis sessions.
There are 4 widely pub-
lished articles about the
star map work including a
series of pro and con com-
ments which Sagan has.
Sagan set the tone for
this segment by  saying
"What counts is not what
seems plausible, not what
we would like to believe,
not what one or two wit-
nesses claim, but only
what is supported by hard
evidence. Extraordinary
claims require extraordin-
ary evidence.'" This is a
reasonable statement....
violated often by Dr. Sa-
gan himself such as in his
first sentence '"There must
be other civilizations far
older and more advanced
than ours" for which he
did not and has never pro-
vided ANY evidence whatso-
ever!! One would have ex-
pected this focus on evi-
dence to have been fol-
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lowed by a discussion of
the extraordinary evidence
represented by the many
multiple witness cases,
the more than 2000 landing
trace cases from 64 count-
ries, the more than 3000
pilot UFO sightings from
40 countries, the combined
radar visual sightings,
the dozens of abductions
that have been investigat-
ed, the remarkable simi-
larity of evidence from
all over the world, the
still and motion picture
footage that has weathered
scientific investigation.
Instead Dr. Sagan made
this extraordinary claim
"This subject has more, I
think, to do with religion
and superstition than with
science.'" This despite the

fact that 69% of scien;,’

tists and engineers ex-
pressing an opinion about
UFOs accept UFO reality
according to a 1979 poll;
that all Gallup polls have
shown that the greater the
education the more likely
to accept UFOs (almost 3
to 1 for those with a col-
lege background); that
there are at least a dozen
volumes of papers by sci-
entists about UFOs; that
there are 5 Ph.D. theses
about UFOs, and that Sagan
has himself published pap-
ers in volumes of good
materials despite his own
lack of investigations.
Speaking of the Hill
case he says '"'They had ob-
served, so they said, a
strange moving light in
the sky; by definition an
unidentified flying ob-
ject. It seemed to follow
them for miles.... after a
time the lighting patterns
on the UFO changed. It ap-
peared to land. It blocked
the road preventing them
from driving on. They said
they saw mouthless crea-
tures approaching who were
not exactly human.... at

this point the story be-
comes still stranger. They
lost all recollection of
what happened in the next
few hours. But weeks lat-
er, they said, they re-
called some details and
discussed the experience
with others. Twenty six
months later under hypno-
sis they reported that a
UFO had 1landed and that
the crew had emerged. They
were captured, they said,
and taken aboard the
craft. That was  the
story...." Anybody reading
The Interrupted Journey
would know this is a
grossly distorted version
of what happened and not
just Dbecause the memory
block occurred before the
UFO landed or because it
landed off the road not on
it. The actual observa-
tions by Betty and Barney
lasted longer than 30 min-
utes, involved the use of
binoculars, their descrip-
tion ksof (ha ~large round
craft with 2 rows of win-
dows seen from less than
200 yards away... not just
a light in the sky. It was
a beautiful clear night
with a bright moon and
loads of stars visible,
yet the dramatization by
LA TV station KCET showed
the windshield wipers run-
ning. It had Betty and
Barney staggering out of
the canhwplike absolute
fools towards a Close En-
counters of the Third Kind
type light with no beings
around. The first hypnosis
session was 27 months af-
ter the event. More impor-
tamt giswmithies #fiact that
there,swere simerén than 6
months of weekly ses-
sions... most with Betty
and Barney hypnotized in-
dependently and amnesia
induced afterwards. No
viewer of Cosmos would
have any reason to believe
there was more than one

session.
Sagan then spent several
minutes misrepresenting

the star map work. He held
up a drawing containing a
collection of points con-
nected with single
straight solid 1lines and
said ''She was also shown a
strange window  through
which she could see a
glowing pattern of dots
connected with lines. It
was, they told her, a star
map displaying the routes
of interstellar commerce..
here's what Betty Hill
said it looked like.'" The
simple drawing shown by
Dr. Sagan is NOT at all
what Betty drew. Her draw-
ing, done as a posthypnot-
ic suggestion to be done
only if remembered accur-
ately had two larger cir-
cles with five curved sol-
id 1lines between  them.
There were solid double
lines connecting the upper
large circle with several
other stars and dashed
lines connecting several
further-up pairs of stars.
The lines were crucial be-
cause as noted in the book
""the' ‘heavy ¢ lines’ ‘were
trade routes... the solid
lines were places they
went occasionally and the
broken lines were expedi-
tions.'" Sagan then showed
another point and line
drawing 'widely publicized
by UFO enthusiasts.' He
didn't mention that the
enthusiasts were scien-
tists such as myself. He
then threw out any corres-
pondence between the two
maps (neither what he
claimed it to be) by get-
ting rid of the lines al-
together and saying ''these
particular stars are sel-
ected from a large cata-
log... our vantage point
in space is also selected
to make the best possible
fit. If you can pick and
choose from a large number
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of stars viewed from any
vantage point in space you
want, you can always find
something resembling the
pattern you are looking
for." It is strange indeed
that nobody has found a
better fit. Sagan's des-
cription was complete bal-
derdash. He never once
mentioned the crucial work
of Marjorie Fish, though
he is well aware of it.
She built a total of 23
different three dimension-
al models of our local
galactic neighborhood. She
examined these from all
directions taking 5 years
and thousands of women
hours of labor seeking a
3Diip at:tieirn, Bekisf iy fthait
matched what Betty had
drawn and that met a set
of well-spelled out ground
rules. She found one and
only one that  matched
angle for angle and line
length for line length. No
viewer who had not himself
read the many published
papers about it would have
known of her work or about
Dr. Sagan's misrepresenta-
tion of it. He has papers
about her work.

The pattern stars all
turn out to be sun-like
stars. They were not pre-
selected. They are the on-
ly ones that fit and the
only sun-like stars in the
very specific volume of
space, a 2/3 cube at that,
found by Marjorie to just
contain the map. 'Of spec-
ial importance is the fact
that only one in 20 of the
stars near us are sun-like
stars. The chance that the
correspondence between
what Betty drew and what
Marjorie found is coinci-
dence is something less
than 1 in 1000. The pat-
tern makes sense on a 3D

travel basis - nearest
star to nearest star to
nearest star - includes

the sun, and defines the

large round circle base
stars. Obviously a 3D re-
gion of space with stars
in it will look different
from different directions.
No drawing or 3D model can
be shown from all direc-
tions at once though one
can take motion pictures
of a model from different
vantage points. No viewer
would know that the base
stars are Zeta 1 and Zeta
2 Reticuli which just hap-
pen to be the closest-to-
each-other pair of sun-
like stars in our entire
neighborhood being about
100 times closer to each
other than our sun is to
its nearest neighbor.
These simple but very im-
portant facts were not
spelled out anywhere prior
to Marjorie's work which
incidentally has been
found to be accurate by
all astronomers who have
cheleked il . s *thel sifdenitiit=
ty of these two special
stars as the base stars of
the Hill map just a coin-
cidence? Why did Sagan,
who is well aware of Ms.
Fish's work, fail to even
mention it or the publica-
tions dealing with it?

Why was the last portion
of the UFO segment devoted
to showing a few pictures
accompanied by unjustified
remarks from Sagan?
Why would a sci-
entist be so 1inaccurate
and unscientific? Perhaps
discussion of Sagan's ob-
vious suffering from a
"will-not-to-believe' pho-
bia should be left to a
psychiatrist. He did give
a clue to his motivation
with this revealing com-
ment: "The search for
alien «civilizations Te-
tains its importance des-
pite the striking failure
of the UFO evidence... For
myself I find something
irresistible in the idea
of discovering a token -
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maybe a simple inscription
- which could provide a
key to wunderstanding an
alien and exotic civiliza-
tilony:ims@oii] diyristy wbens thiat
Dr. Sagan can't believe
that crucial work estab-
lishing the existence of
alien visitors to Earth
could be done by an ama-
teur astronomer in  her
trailer using evidence
provided under hypnosis by
a social worker and her
postal clerk husband and
not by such exalted seek-
ers as himself?

Protests have been
lodged with KCET in Los
Angeles concerning what
appear to be clear viola-
tions of the FCC Fairness
Doctrine in this Cosmos
segment. The FCC requires
that for controversial is-
sues of public importance
a reasonable opportunity
must be provided for a
presentation of contrast-
ing viewpoints and that
deliberate  attempts to
mislead the public ° are
forbidden.

While one can protest to
the FCC about Dr. Sagan's
journalistically and sci-
entifically unethical pre-
sentation, what can one do
about the even less accur-
ate presentation in the
very aptly titled Flim
Flam  (Lippincott-Crowel,
1980) by Sagan's CSICOP
cohort the Amazing Randi.
Randi is admittedly and
proudly a master of decep-
tion being a stage magi-
cian of considerable note.
That he is neither a seek-
er for truth nor of scien-
tific or objective bent is
clearly demonstrated in
his hatchet job on UFOs in
general and the Hill case
and Marjorie Fish's star
map work in particular.
Randi has a real problem
with getting any of his
facts straight and seems
to have faked it through-
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out (p. 79-82).

Writing of the Hill ex-
perience Randi says "It
was immortalized in John
Fuller's book Incident at
Exeter.' There are all of
6 pages about the Hill
case in Inecident at Exe-
ter but 350 pages about
it in Fuller's Interrupt-
ed Journey. Randi says
"It seems evident that
Mrs. Hill saw the planet
Jupiter, talked her hus-
band into believing it was
a UFO and then imagined
that she had been taken

aboard and made to forget

the experience which she
remembered only after a
dream of the  supposed
event kept recurring. But
when she had her story in
full bloom, Betty Hill was
able to suddenly recall -~
three years afiter' . ‘the
event - that she had seen
a navigation map in the
control roomi } #and 4 mshe
sketched it for posterity.
This map is one of several
that are said to support
thiegsl sl sFciliaimb i Sylittesiis
difficult indeed to imag-
ine a more inaccurate ren-
dition of the Hill sight-
ing though perhaps some
other CSICOP member could
dream one up. Betty and
Barney both observed the
UFO through binoculars and
sketches of what they saw
are in The Interrupted
Journey - Jupiter indeed!
With two rows of windows
and lights at the outside
extensions! Barney's re-
living of his abduction
under hypnosis has enorm-
ous emotional content as
anybody who had read the
book or seen the TV movie
The UFO Incident  would
know. Both he and Betty
had reported their sight-
ing to the USAF shortly
after it happened. To say
that Betty suddenly re-
called the experience is
absurd if one examines the
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transcripts of the weekly
hypnosis sessions begin-
ning 27 months after the
experience and ending 33
months afterwards. Nobody
connected with the case
says the map represented a
navigation map. Nobody
says Betty was in the con-
trol room. There was only
one map drawn - under
post-hypnotic  suggestion
if it could be recalled
accurately.
Speaking of the map,
Randi becomes even more
amazingly inaccurate. He,
at least, does mention
Marjorie Fish, but says
"'she somewhat rearranged
the viewpoint and redrew a
section of the constella-
tion known as Reticulum to
conform." Total malarkey.
Ms. Fish as described
above did an  enormous
amount of painstakingly
accurate work with 3D mod-
els of our galactic neigh-
borhood some having as
many as 250 color coded
beads hung on nylon fish-
line with each bead repre-
senting a particular star
in its proper location in
space. The base stars did,
indeed, turn out to be lo-
cated in the constellation
ol FRejfsi cuiliumesabiintas | sthe
others are not. Randi
doesn't even seem to know
that a constellation is a
quite small region of the
sky containing stars at
nearly the same angular
direction from Earth but
in most instances not be-
ing close to each other.
They may even be at great-
er distances from each
other than they are from
Elanth's
Randi then also shows a
point and 1line  drawing
claiming it was Betty's
drawing. It clearly is
not, as anybody who had
looked at Betty's would
know. ,Randi has single
straight dashed lines mak-

ing up the pattern. No
multiple or curved or sol-
id lines are shown (though
all are on Betty's map) so
that Randi can then, 3 la
Sagan, throw out the lines
altogether and say there
is no correspondence at
all between what Marjorie
found from her 3D work and
what Betty drew. This is a
bit like comparing Marilyn
Monroe and a circus fat
lady by looking at their
skeletons and saying they
are very similar. The rest
of the body is needed to
get a more accurate pic-
ture.

Randi, unlike Sagan,
clearly does not have a
professional astronomer
axe (or even an amateur
one for that matter) to
grind. One can suggest
that he is delighted to be
associated with supposedly
scientific debunkers on
CSICOP and to enjoy the
exalted status of being
not only a founding member
of CSICOP but even of pre-
senting an invited paper
at a session on pseudosci-
ence at the American Asso-
ciation for the Advance-
ment of Science San Fran-
cisco meeting in January,
1980. Perhaps Randi even
took lessons from my S
minute presentation there
(I, though an AAAS member,
was not an invited presen-
tor) on the pseudoscience
of antiufology. I stressed
the grossly inaccurate,
misleading and propagand-
ist approach of such pseu-
doscientific antiufolo-
gists as the members of
the CSICOP UFO subcommit-
tee. Randi has joined the
crowd with a vengeance.
Perhaps he thinks too much
attention will be paid to
the reality of UFOs and
other '"'strange' phenomena
and not enough to his
special brand of decep-
tion. @

On June 24, 1947, as
most of you know, Kenneth
Arnold was piloting his
aeroplane near the Cascade
Mountains, State of Wash-
ington. Actually, he was
on a mercy mission looking
for a lost transport plane
which had crashed some-
where in the mountains.

Suddenly, he spotted
nine gleaming objects mov-
ing in a zig-zag fashion.
Some time after landing he
told the press in answer
to a question about how
the craft moved, that they
zoomed along like a saucer
skimming over water. Next
day, the press unfortun-
ately headlined them as
'flying saucers'. This bad
name stuck for some years.
As readers of Journal UFO

In the history of ufol-
ogy, nothing is more pre-
valent than rumors, gossip
and unconfirmed theories.
Among these are: The Maury
Island Incident, the visit
of three men in black to
UFO researcher Albert K.
Bender, the Philadelphia
Experiment where a U.S.
battleship was rendered
invisible and the Hollow
Earth theory. Paramount
among these stories is
Ehatyofie the Ferasheds FUEO
keptuse eret = biya stherfpUass
Air Force. It has even in-
spired a recent movie:
"Hangar 18" starring Dar-
ren McGavin.

It would be nice and
neat for science and the
public to consider all of
these stories with which
recent history is studded
to be nothing more than a
type of simple science-

some, such as the Hollow
Earth theory are patently
ridiculous, others have an
uncomfortable ring of
truth about them. Authors
Berlitz and Moore appear
to be doing the serious
researcher a favor by
tracking down these stor-
ies. Ingwithed x sescanliienr
book, The Philadelphia Ex-
periment, they were able
to dig up more material
about the 1943 experiment
than anyone else has un-
covered to date. Now, in
this new book, they have
tackled the crashed saucer
rumor and come up with new
facts as well as some eye-
witnesses who «claim to
have seen the wreckage and
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the humanoid bodies.

It goes way back to the
dawn of the modern saucer
era - July 8th, 1947. Only
two weeks earlier, private
pilot Kenneth Arnold had
reported seeing nine sil-
very discs cavorting over
the mountains of Washing-
ton state, thus setting
oSl Jtfilel = Sfilrsit flying
saucer ''flap'". During this
period, there had been a
number of reported sight-
ings of unknown objects in
New Mexico as well. The
world got its first indi-
cation that something un-
usual had happened near
Roswell when an over-eager
first lieutenant named
Walter Haut jumped the gun
and released a telex
statement without the ap-
proval of his commanding
o'ffifce 1+, This statement
was hastily rescinded and
a cover story about the
remains of a weather bal-
loon was concocted for the
press and public. Unfor-
tunately for the Air
Force, the disc had come
to Earth on a ranch, and
there was also an archaeo-
logical group in the area.
There had been a wild
electrical storm the night
before, and this apparent-
ly caused the guidance
system of the saucer to
malfunction. Bits and
pieces of material were
scattered over a large
area. Some of it was later
confiscated from the son
of the rancher who remem-
bered the incident well
nearly thirty-five years
later. Supposedly, two of

the crew members lived for
a short time after the
crash, but there was no-
thing anyone could do for
them, as their body struc-
ture was only nominally
the same as ours.

President Eisenhower was
supposed to have slipped
away to view the bodies at
Muroc Air Force Base on
February 20th, 1954 and
the public was told he was
at the dentist. This might
seem to be stretching
things a bit, wuntil it is
remembered that during the
Cuban Missile Crisis pre-
parations, the public was
told that President Ken-
nedy was unable to visit
the Seattle World's Fair
site ''because of a severe
cold." It was several
weeks before the truth was
revealed, so there 1is a
precedent for this type of
thing on the part of gov-
ernment officials.

The book itself is ex-
ceedingly interesting, the
main body being well re-
searched and as detailed
as any top secret thirty-
four year old event can
be. However, that is not
to say it is without
flaws. There is a tendency
to pad the material with
photos of the graves of
people who were involved,
weather balloons and old
photos of air force per-
sonnel. That 1is wunder-
standable, but I do wish
they had left our portions
of the first chapter which
dealt with that old and
discredited transcript of
Appolo 11 astronaut Edwin
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Aldrin reporting UFOs on
the moon. As I recall,
this was cooked up by a
Montreal tabloid to in-
crease circulation, and
has no basis in fact. I
would much rather have
seen them deal with the
1897 Aurora, Texas UFO
crash which not only has
more relevance to the
book's subject matter, but
also has some basis in
fact. The odd thing is
that they do not mention
this at all: nor do they
mention some of the other
reported crashes such as
the 1952 Norway incident
and the UFO that crashed
into a Brazilian river in
1963. Perhaps they may be
saving these for another
book .

On the whole, I would
recommend this book to any
serious investigator of
unknown phenomena, but in
view of the price of the
book, I think it would be
best for the average read-
er to wait until the
paverback version is re-
leased. @

it?! I have a funny feel-
ing that it was the CIA!

Anyway, from now on I am
going to refer to our
friends' ships from 'Out
There' as ALIEN  SPACE
