F =it tist fai« very
large book, the setting in
the same format as the
Christian Bible. It was
dictated about 100 years
ago to a U.S.A. citizen -
a dentist by the name of
John Newbrough who had to
go through several years
of intense study and spir-
itual preparation first,
then over a certain per-
iod, every morning before
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dawn, entities from the
other planes of existence
took over his hands and
typed the history of this
planet ending with  the
year 2000. He was not per-
mitted to read the manu-
script until completed.
The chapter on Cosmology
and Prophecy is exception-
ally interesting and very
relevant to present day
happenings. It is diffi-
cult and tedious reading
and needs much time but
very vrevealing. Abridged
copies are obtainable but
the one I have is an un-
abridged copy of the 1882
issue.
The paragraph to which I
referred reads:
"Nevertheless, as a man
may take a drop of water
and put it in a vial, and
keep it for a 1long time,
so have I given to my ex-
alted angels power to take
the spirit of a fish, or
of an animal, suddenly
dead, and reclothe it with
the semblance of a body,
for a season; but yet it
is only a subjective ex-
istence. And, even as a
man letteth a stone out of
his hand, and it falleth
to the ground, so, when My
angels let go their hands
on My spiritual animals,
their spirits fall into
the sea of My body, and
are seen no more. Even so
also, but in less degree,
created I the trees, the
grass, the moss, and all
vegetable things that grow
on the face of the Earth.
And T gave to My exalted
angels power to take the

spirit out of a tree, or a
bush or a plant, and to
carry it away and reclothe
it with corporeal sub-
stance. But to My exalted
Gods I gave power to do
the same things, not with
one plant only, but with
whole forests and with
animals and fishes and
serpents. And when they do
these things in atmospher-
ea, they are called sub-
jective heavens.' (Oahspe -
Book of Fragapatti, Son of
Jehovaht S Ghapts 218" SVeERse
16.)

I am famliar
with OHASPE and its orig-
in, but not with the de-
tails of its contents. You
did not elaborate on the
nature of 'several years
of intense study and spir-
itual preparation” which
Newbrough wnderwent. This
is probably an <important
consideration 1in  inter-
preting or evaluating the
contents of what he pro-
duced. There is a great
deal of discussion today
regarding the nature of
automatic writing,  some
arguing that the source is
merely the writer's own
unconsctous, while others
claim it to be an exter-
nal intelligence which
guides the hand of the
subject. Perhaps there is
truth to both  specula-
tions. It 1is certainly
significant that the sec-
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tion you quoted seems to
parallel reports of numer-
ous types of phantom ani-
mals which have originated
from all over the world in
recent years. Sightings of
Bigfoot, lake monsters and
the like will be famliar
to many of our readers
(see next letter), and are
well-documented in  the
literature, a excellent
example of which 1<s the
recent book Alien Animals
by Janet and Colin Bord
(Granada Publishing, Lon-
don, 1980).

Another Jackson’s Point UFO

Your book, The Missing
Seven Hours was absolutely
spellbinding! I enjoyed
reading it very much and
found it fascinating to
read about sightings in
Newmarket and at Lake Sim-
coe, since we lived in
Newmarket from  approxi-
mately 1956 to 1966 and we
had a cottage at Willow
Beach, Lake Simcoe from
approximately 1938 to
1954.

It was really interest-
ing to see the Sedores and
Nobles mentioned, as 1
knew some members of these

families back then.

What I would really like
to thank you for is an-
swering a question that
has lingered in the back
of my mind from around
1942! I believe there were
five of wus, all around
12 - 13 years of age at
the time, and we were
walking back from the
“'Lighthouse'" (a dance hall
about  halfway between
Jackson's Point and Willow
Beach). It was quite late
at night, or very early in
the morning, a very clear
night, the stars and even
the Milky Way were clearly
visible. We glanced up to
look at the stars, watch-
ing for ''falling stars',
and saw instead a huge
globe, much larger in cir-
cumference than the sun,
and glowing with a white
light. This globe bright-
ened up the sky all around
it, but there was a beam
or shaft of light descend-
ing down from it. We
watched this globe for
quite some time and then
it seemed to diminish and
then  disappeared from
sight. We put it down to
being an airplane with its
lights on, but thought it
would be a strange place
fom yayaepilian ey fstol mib epss rand
even stranger  that it
would have its lights on.
At that time planes were
not so plentiful that that
area would have been a
"corridor" for them. We
then decided that it prob-
ably was a '"'secret weapon"
owned either by 'us" or
"them", as the war was
still on at that time. We
mentioned what we had seen
to our parents and they
agreed that it was probab-
ly an airplane with its
lights on.

However, on and off,
over the ‘'years, I have
often puzzled about what
we saw' that night and

never really believed it
was anything but a UFO.
Now that I have read your
book, I KNOW that it was a
UFO'!

I thought you might be
interested to learn that
UFOs were in the area long
before 1956, around 1942
tos bemexaets

I do truly thank you for
answering a question that
has bothered me for so
many years and thank you
also for such an interest-
ing book.

Are There SIX Dimensions?

The Lawrence Fenwick
"Abduction in Toronto" ar-
ticle (Vol. 1:4) and your
most competent postscript
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to the J. Squance Adamski
letter, demonstrated that
you have an excellent per-
iodical. I personally pre-
fer pseudonyms confined to
letters like XYZ because
it reduces the mind's
tendency to involuntarily
store false data on the
case in the form of fic-
ticious names.

An addendum should most
certainly be made to the
postscript to W. R. Bene-
dict's parallel universe
letter. This involves no
disrespect for the memory
of W. B. Smith, Canada's
greatest UFO pioneer, who
incidently in the late
fifties initiated me into
this most challenging en-
igma, but what Smith at-
tempted in The WNew Sci-
ence has been pursued
much further and more suc-
cessfully by the incredib-
ly handicapped physicist
Burkhard Heim. A 19-page
pamphlet by Illobrand von
Ludwiger is available from

MUFON, 103 Oldtowne Rd.,
Seguin, Texas, ZSH'SI5Y
U.S.A., and gives a brief

summary of Heim's Unified
Quantum Field Theory of
Matter and Gravitation.
It is about the track 1
level of Misner, Thorne,
and Wheeler Gravitation.
Heim adds two more
dimensions to 4 dimension-
al spacetime, to produce a
symmetric metric +++---.
The fifth dimension is e
epsilon for Greek _entel-
echeia, the vital agent
directing life and growth.
(en = in + tel = goal +
techeia = to have) and al-
lows for paranormal ef-
fects projected from other
dimensions into our space-
time, and for possible hy-
perplane travel independ-
ent of the time dimension.
Of interest to UFO aficio-
nados, he deduces from his
theory many of the para-
doxical phenomena report-

edly observed in associa-
tion with UFOs. Examples
include: magnification of
humanoids as they emerge
into our dimension (Flying
Saucer Review, Vol. 25 No.
35, iMay -dune 1979, ¥ fp. 1 18)5
propulsion, manoeuvers,
superultrahigh frequency
electromagnetic radiation,
photon emission concomit-
ant to gravity nullifica-
tion, etc. Any reader of
Journal UFO who knows a
physicist should urge him
to investigate Heim's
theories for their other
predictions about element-
ary particles, quantum
numbers, spinors, symmet-
ries and cosmology.

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18 certainly freely avail-
able in Canada. There is a
possibility that distribu-
tion or copyrights may be
a problem for Sphere Books
(the publisher) in the
United States, but this
has not yet been  con-
firmed. If anyone has def-
inite information on this
we would like to hear from
you.

Even though the book is
classified as World Af-
fairs/Speculation by the
publisher, it originally
made its appearance as a
TV documentary on a spe-
cial edition of England's
ITV Network program Sci-
ence Report. Taken at face
value by many, and prompt-
ing comments such as ''T
was scared out of my
Wibtrsly W e diA was al 'l 'sio
real," the show resulted
in jammed switchboards at
both the Daily Express and
ITV following its airing
on June 20, 1977.

When shown in Canada by
the Global TV Network it
created such interest that
a second showing was de-
manded and provided, this
time with a disclaimer
that the show was only
speculation, a disclaimer
not provided for the first
showing. What most people
missed, however, was the
date of the production,
namely April 1, ' 1977,
which was flashed along
with the credits at the
end 'oif 1 6he shew.» If "this
was meant as an  April
Fool's joke it was not as
obvious as it might have
been since the program was
not aired for almost three
months. The book speaks of
concessions which had  to
be made to the network in
order for the program to
be aired, and I suppose
this might have been one
such concession. Alterna-
tive 3 makes interesting,
suspenseful reading and

seems to be a skillful
combination of fact and
fretion, v.although 1t e
difficult to determine the
proportion of each. If
further information  be-
comes auailable regarding
this matter we shall def-
initely pass it on to our
readers.

Chris Rutkowski Comments
On JUFO Vol.2:2

The efforts of Joe De-
Vincentis touch home with
many of us. His involve-
ment with Mr. H. and the
V-formation of flying
lights is all too typical
of a researcher's diary
entries. I, too, have en-
countered instances of
frequent observations of
UFOs, later to be identi,
fied as satellites and
birds. One that sticks in
my mind involved a woman
who had repeated sightings
of '"Charlie Redstar", a
""local" red, bobbing light
that visited Carman, Mani-
toba over a period of sev-
eral months with surpris-
ing regularity. She, too,
kept a notebook of all her
observations, and one UFO
buff attributed over 200
sightings to her. Upon my
investigation, it was im-
mediately  obvious that
most of her observations
were not only of satel-
lites, but of airplanes,
car headlights and  the
moon. However, a quick
perusal of her notebook
showed that a few of her
sightings were truly anom-
alous, and it is precisely
those few that wufologists
must strive for when en-
countering such witnesses.
Mr. H.'s observation of
the geese in V-formation
reminds me of the famous
Lubbock, Texas, lights,
for which there still ex-
ists some controversy. In
that regard, what was the

angular speed of the geese
which you and Mr. H. ob-
served? Was there further
similarity between the two
incidents?

Ruehl's article is quite
interesting. Many  have
speculated on the possi-
bility of life on the Jov-
ian and Saturnian moons,
particularly on Titan,
shown to have an interest-
ing atmosphere. It is wor-
thy of note that if life's
basic amino acids are
formed on Earth by elec-
trical discharges in the
primeval atmosphere, then
what might we expect to
find on planetary satel-
lites which are subject to
large magnetic and elec-
tirilc MfiileNd sHEEEt ™ Sup T Mbly
their parent body? Such
candidates may be in the
minority, I'm afraid, but
the possibility  exists.
What may be more interest-
ing is that planetary
moons may harbour alien
life from other star sys-
tems, using the moons as
ready-made bases for ob-
servation. It is known,
for example, that most
necessary information
about a planet may be ob-
tained by radar imaging
and reconnaisance from an
orbiting probe (why bother
with landings?). Earth's
moon must afford a magni-
ficent view with the right
equipment.

In your interview with
Henry McKay, you mention
the Michalak case in pass-
ing. It is very true that
the Canadian Government
blatantly refused to give
information about the case
to researchers. To this
day, there is a large gap
in the information on hand
about the incident in gov-
ernment files. Fortunate-
ly, some info is avail-
able, and the case has be-
come like a jigsaw puzzle
missing a few pieces: one

can figure out the pic-
ture, but can't get the
details.

Finally, to comment on
Richard Haines' book, Ob-
serving UFOs, I  would
caution many UFO  buffs
from picking it wup as
"just another book on
UEQOs W Haines  himself
makes this clear in his
prologue, and warns of his
intentions to focus on
"key principles'" of ufo-
logy. His book is a per-
ceptual psychologist's
primer on the phenomenon
of UFOs, and does it very
well. Hopefully, perceptu-
al psychologists will read
it and realize that UFOs
are more worthy of study.

On August 19, 1979 my
mother and I were driving
east on No. 7 highway with
her at the wheel. It was a
bright, sunny day, mid-
afternoon, when we were
proceeding up the hill
which overlooks the Canad-
ian National railway yards
and various other bus-
inesses. It was upon look-
ing toward the south-east
that I saw the objects.

My first thought was
that they were kites. How-
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ever, (a closer look re-
vealed), hovering over the
yards and the buildings
were three disc-type ob-
jects in perfect forma-
tion. They were silver,
and as they tilted back
and forth the sunlight
would reflect from them,
producing a  fascinating
sight.

After we crossed Keele
Street I again saw them
over a group of houses.

On the international
scene I am pleased to an-
nounce that Canada has
been admitted into the
Provisional International
Committee for UFO Research
(PICUR) which convened in
Copenhagen during October
1980. Most of you will re-
call (see JUFO Vol. 1:3)
that PICUR (then referred
to as PICUFOR, but now ab-
breviated) was born as a
result of the efforts of
the BUFORA Working Party
during the First London
International UFO Congress
in London, England in Aug-
ust 1979. Other member
countries include the
United Kingdom, the U.S.,
France, Sweden, Denmark,
Spain and Italy. PICUR is
to publish a communication
medium entitled UFO Inter-
national.

Canadian UFO researchers
will participate in PICUR
by interfacing with the

newly formed Project UFO
Canada (Project UFOCAN).
Throughout the last year I
have been in communication
with all known Canadian
groups and researchers re-
garding the formation of a
body to represent Canadian
Ufology and to interface
with PICUR. The response
has been 1less than en-
couraging indicating the
apparent lack of interest
and/or facility on the
part of Canadian groups to
participate in serious UFO
research. However, there
were enough positive re-
plies to justify the form-
ation of Project UFOCAN.

The founding members of
Project UFOCAN consist of
John Musgrave from Edmon-
ton, Ufology Research of
Manitoba represented by
Chris Rutkowski, Cambridge
UFO Research Group repre-
sented by Bonnie Wheeler,
Stratford UFO Research
Team represented by Pat De
liae Erantiien s andeslll g R o in -
vestigations Research
Inc., represented by yours
truly who will also serve
as Provisional Chairman
for the time being. Pro-
ject UFOCAN was officially
formed on Oct. 1, 1980.

In serving as an inter-
face between Canadian and
international UFO research
Project UFOCAN will ensure
that input from partici-
pating Canadian groups and
individual researchers is
conveyed to PICUR in re-
gard to i) establishing
standards for an interna-
tional minimum UFO data-
base, and for the format
and procedures necessary
in order to maintain this
data-base, and to retrieve
information from it, and
ii) establishing standard-
ized training methods and
techniques for field in-
vestigation and report
preparation.

Project UFOCAN, through
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its members, will also en-
sure that information
about Canadian UFO events
is coordinated and record-
ed in such a way as is to
be determined by PICUR for
entry into the interna-
tional data-base, once it
is established. It will
also ensure  that all
standards agreed upon by
PICUR regarding interna-
tional cooperation are
conveyed to participating
groups and individual re-
searchers.

Journal UFO is offering
to Project UFOCAN to serve
as its official communica-
tion medium.

I shall be representing
Project UFOCAN, and thus
Canadian UFO research, at
the next PICUR meeting to
be held in London, England
on May 23, 1981. I have
also been invited by
BUFORA to present a paper
at their Second London In-
ternational UFO Congress
on May 24 and 25, and
shall be speaking on Can-
adian Ufology: Past, Pre-
sent and Future.

I have also been hon-
oured with an invitation
to address the British
House of Lords UFO Study
Group while in London, and
I hope to finalize ar-
rangements for that ad-
dress in the near future.

Continuing on the inter-
national scene, Journal
UFO has recently acquired
a correspondent in Poland,
Marek S. Iwaniec, whose
first communique can be
found in this issue's
JUFOBITS.

Red China has recently
organized its first aca-
demic society to investi-
gate UFOs. Consisting of
some 300 Ufologists from
various fields including
students, teachers, jour-
nalists, doctors and re-
searchers, the society is
headquartered in Wahan in

central China, and is
headed by a 26-year-old
student in astro-physics.

And finally, The Insti-
tute of Scientific Inform-
ation of the USSR Academy
of Sciences recently re-
quested a copy of Journal
UFO for possible review in
their Abstracts Journal.
The Institute receives
more than 25,000 journals
published in 130 countries
of the world and publishes
a series of abstracts
journals in the fields of
science and technology. We
appreciate their interest
in Journal UFO.

Clearly, Ufology is a
world-wide activity.

Journal UFO has recent-
ly lost the services of
its consultant in soil arr-
alysis, John McCarrick,
and would appreciate hear-
ing from anyone in south-
ern Ontario who could take
over in this area. There
have not been many alleged
landing-trace cases upon
which we have been called
to investigate recently,
but we do have one poss-
ible UFO incident on Man-
itoulin Island from which
we have obtained soil sam-
ples which are awaiting
analysis. If you have the
facilities for inorganic
and/or organic analysis of
soil and/or vegetation, or
know of any such facility
which could volunteer such
a service, we would great-
ly appreciate hearing from
you.

In closing, I would like
to thank all our writers,
correspondents, investi-
gators and consultants who
have helped to make Jour-
nal UFO a reality during
the past year. Finally, a
special thanks goes to my
wife Paula, and our office
and library clerk, Jany
Piasky, without whom U.P.
Investigations Research
Inc. could not operate. @
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Report From Poland

In May, 1978, Mr. Jan Wolski, a
farmer from the village of Emilicin in
southeast Poland, experienced a
strange encounter with beings alleged-
ly from a UFO.

Mr. Wolski claims to have met two
strange creatures in a forest near the
village. The creatures, described by
Wolski as having green faces, took him
into a strange object that hung
motionless about four meters above the
ground. According to the witness, the
creatures were of human form, about
one and a half meters tall, and wore
black overalls, without buttons or
zippers, that fitted them like a
glove. Their eyes were slanted, and
their hands, also green, had a kind of
webbing between the fingers.

The witness said the «creatures
talked to one another, but he was un-
able to understand their speech. He
described it as a kind of continuous
"tu-tu-tu-tu-..."" They first ap-
proached Wolski's cart in the forest
and got in, as if they wanted him. to
give them a lift. They soon came upon
the UFO in a small glade, and a small
lift was let down from the object. A
second after climbing into the 1ift
they were inside the UFO.

The walls, floor and ceiling were
black, with an appearance like bake-
lite. There were no switches or indi-
cators, and no trace of a control sys-
tem. The only furnishings consisted of
ten or so small benches standing by
the walls. A few ravens or rooks were
on the floor but showed no inclination
to escape, even though the door was
open.

There were two more beings inside
having the same appearance as the
first two. One of them was eating
something resembling an icicle. Using
gestures, they indicated to Wolski to

take off his clothes, which he did.
One of them then took a device which
looked like two unconnected dishes and
brought them together in front of Wol-
ski. After repeating this a few times
they bade him go, and he went home.

When this encounter took place, the
movie Close Encounters of the Third
Kind had not yet been released in
Poland. Mr. Wolski is an old man of
about seventy who does not like TV,
nor does he go to the movies. Further-
more, up to that time, Polish papers
and magazines did not print such pre-
cise descriptions of UFO encounters,
so Mr. Wolski could not have read
about them.

He was asked to repeat his story
several times and was always so pre-
cise that it is doubtful that it was a
product of his imagination. As a re-
sult, researchers felt obliged to in-
vestigate the case thoroughly and an
85-page report was eventually pro-
duced. The information which follows
comes from the Polish weekly KULTURA,
November 5, 1980.

Investigators involved in the case
were Mr. Zbigniew Blania of BUFORA,
Ryszard Kietlinski D.Sc., of the De-
partment of Psychology, University of
Lodz and several others from the
fields of psychology, biology and med-
icine. Some of the tests which Wolski
had to undergo included a theme aper-
ception test, an IQ test in Wechsler's
scale for adults, the Ishivara Colour
Perception test, psychogalvanometric
measurement of psychic tension, neuro-
logical, opthalmological and other
clinical tests.

The conclusion of the investigators
was stated as follows: "The witness,
Mr. Wolski, is absolutely wunable to
interpret his adventure in a ufologic-
al or cosmic sense. He is of the opin-
ion that the creatures he met were
human beings of another race. He
claims they were very polite and very
subtle, and interpreted the unpleas-
antly appearing grimaces on their
faces, as he stood naked in front of

them, as smiles."'

Even though he suggested an Earthly
origin for the creatures, Wolski at
the same time admitted their green
faces and hands, and their way of
walking, to be strange. He also won-
dered how they could understand one
another since they communicated so
rapidly with such short sounds. He
also couldn't understand how they put
their clothes on without buttons or
zippers. As far as the object itself
is concerned, Wolski referred to it as
a '"'carriage' or 'bus', and never used
the terms "UFQ0'' or '"flying saucer.'" He
described it as looking like a barn.

The following excerpts from the 85
page report on this case were pub-
lished in KULTURA.

WITNESS' MEMORY: It is much easier
for him to remember what he feels with
his senses than any verbal material.
His so-called '"fresh memory' is weak-
ened to a great degree after a few
minutes, since he was unable to repeat
a simple story that was presented to
him earlier. According to Blania, this
makes it doubtful that the adventure
was invented by the witness, or was
programmed into him by any other per-
son.

INTELLIGENCE: In the 1Q test Wolski
placed on the lower part of the Wech-
sler scale. As a result of the resem-
blance test it was stated that the
witness showed disorder in abstract
processes and in using general ideas,
which again speaks against the witness
inventing the adventure.

SUGGESTION: |t was stated that Mr.
Wolski possessed very high resistance
to suggestion, both of a verbal and
situational nature. The results of the
aperception test showed that he pos-
sessed no confabulating abilities, and
was not able to construct even the
most primitive fiction story. Further-
more, Mr. Wolski never lies and is un-
able to repeat any untrue information.
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For example, he refused to repeat the
sentence ''that man is a woman.' He is
of the Catholic faith, and goes to
church regularly. He also signed a
statement in the form of an oath pre-
pared for him by a priest to the
effect that he, Mr. Wolski, does not
lie.

Finally, there were no fluctuations
in galvanometric voltage measurement
taken of Mr. Wolski during the relat-
ing of his encounter.

CONCLUSION: All of the above facts
are strong support for the occurrence
of a close encounter of the third kind
in Poland during May of 1978.

Andreasson Update

Your editor recently had the oppor-
tunity of meeting and talking with
Betty Andreasson and Bob Luca whose
experiences were documented by Raymond
Fowler in The Andreasson Affair (Pren-
tice-Hall, 1979).

Betty and Bob have been experiencing
on-going events since the book was
published. In particular, strange
black helicopters have been appearing
over their house on a continual basis.
Bob has taken many photographs reveal-
ing the details of these unmarked
craft. Initially he had the films pro-
fessionally processed, but due to sev-
eral film '"disappearances', he decided
to process them himself. In some
cases, the helicopters appear to buzz
him so closely that he could have hit
them with a baseball. |In one incident
the local airport admitted the landing
of one, <claiming it was an airforce
chopper (unmarked) but the airforce
denied this. He has a letter of apol-
ogy regarding one incident, from the
helicopter manufacturer.

Bob has been, and still is, under-
going regressive hypnosis, regarding
his UFO abduction, the details of
which will be reported in Ray Fowler's
next book.

Betty, on the other hand, is contin-

uing to experience ''messages' from the
beings - usually in the form of auto-
matic writing; the same is true of her
daughter Becky. Apparently, messages
were what initially inspired her to
seek Dr. Hynek's help in the case.

At tempts have been made, and con-
tinue to be made, by a linguist to
identify the strange dialect or tongue
in which Betty spoke during one of her
experiences.

Also, attempts have been made to
find scar tissue in her nose which
could have been caused by the small
round object the beings allegedly ex-
tracted during her experience. X-rays
revealed nothing, as was expected. She
has refused the complicated and pain-
ful dye injection method, but is will-
ing to/ﬁndergo sonic examination if it
can be arranged.

Markdale - Unidentified

Investigated by

On the night of September 6, 1980, a
UFO was observed by a woman and her
mother near their property about 50
miles north of Mississauga, Ontario.
The woman, Mrs. Repp of Toronto, was
trying to get to sleep on this dark,
very quiet Saturday night. She was
lying on a couch-bed in the kitchen,
looking across the room and out
through the window at the many stars
visible that evening. :

As she watched she was surprised to
see a large, bright, oval-shaped light
about half the size of the moon ap-
pearing between the trees a little
above the horizon. Because of its
strange appearance she went to the
window for a closer look. Still not
able to identify it, she be came
frightened and called her twelve-year-
old daughter, Linda, who was sleeping
in the next room. Sensing the fear in
her mother's voice, .Linda refused to
come out. She then awoke her mother
who came to the window and confirmed
what Mrs. Repp was seeing.

Together, they watched the object
move to the left a little, then move
up and down, and then to the right,
returning to its original position. It
repeated these manoeuvers three or
four times, giving the women the op-
portunity to get a good look at what-
ever it was.

It appeared as a bright, yellowish-
white, oval-shaped light with its long

axis horizontal. Surrounding it was a
yellowish-green glow. Several yellow,
green and red flashing 1lights seemed

to be attached to its surface. When it
moved sideways, it moved quite quickly
and traversed a distance of three to
four degrees. The vertical movement
was not as great, but was nevertheless
quite distinct as it appeared some-
times above and sometimes below the
tops of the nearby trees.

The other distinguishing character-
istic of the sighting was a gentle
sound, similar to a swarm of bees.
Otherwise, the night was quite silent.
There was no wind, not even a slight
breeze, and the witnesses cannot re-
member hearing any crickets - unusual
for that part of the country. Mrs.
Repp cannot remember whether the swarm
sound was continuous throughout the
sighting, or just occurred when the
object moved.

Mrs. Repp's mother was not at all
frightened by the object, and when
asked by Mrs. Repp whether she thought

it was a UFO she replied 'So, if it
is, let them come down.' And then she
returned to bed and fell asleep. At
this time the object was still vis-

ible, but almost immediately it des-
cended out of sight below the trees.
Mrs. Repp opened the door of the near-
by fridge and, wusing the light, saw
the time was then 11:15 p.m. Upon see-
ing the 1light of the fridge her
daughter felt courageous enough to
come out from her bedroom, but the ob-
ject did not re-appear.

The Repp's property is about eight
mi les east of Markdale, Ontario. The
area is rural and consists of mainly
farms and bush. There are no airports
in the vicinity.
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The ROCKY MOUNTAIN
Conference on UFO Investigation

This conference, coordinated by Dr.
R. Leo Sprinkle, PhD., Director of
Counseling and Testing at the Univer-
sity of Wyoming, was held on May 23,
24 and 25, 1980 at the School of Ex-
tended Studies, University of Wyoming
in Laramie, Wyoming, U.S.A. One of the
most significant objectives of the
conference was to help in the search
for patterns of UFO0 encounters and
communications. Since it brought to-
gether many alleged UFQO abductees and
contactees it also provided an oppor-
tunity, in Dr. Sprinkle's words, for
""the "real" UFO experts (to) describe
their "investigations'.'

Dr. Sprinkle commended the partici-
pants for their development 'beyond
the initial stages which characterize
UFO observers: fear, anxiety, doubt,
worry, and an wwillingness to des-
cribe their UFO experiences. You have
developed into a higher social stage:
fear, anxiety, doubt, worry, but a
willingness to describe your UF0O ex-
periences.!”

Dr. Sprinkle felt the conference was
successful "according to immediate
eriteria’ and "there was a sincere at-
tempt to search for patterns of UFO
experiences, although we all recog-
nize that our sample of cases s
small, and that the ABC's of UFO phen-
omena (Absurdity, Bizarreness, Con-
fusion) prevent an easy integration of
all aspects of UFO encounters.”

The proceedings of the conference
include statements and/or letters by
fi fteen UFO abductees/contactees, and
are available from Dr. Sprinkle at a
cost of $4.00 U.S., and may be ob-
tained by writing to him at Box 3708,
University of Wyoming, Laramie, WY.
82071, U.S.A. This 133-page publica-
tion (from which the foregoing quota-
tions were taken) also includes a re-
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vised version of the text of Dr.
Sprinkle's address to the 1980 MUFON
UFO Symposium (Houston, Texas, June 7,
1980) entitled UFO Contactees: Captive
Collaborators or Cosmic Citizens?

During the past two decades Dr.
Sprinkle has done much toward further-
ing our understanding of the abductee/
contactee aspect of Ufology, and even
more important, in helping those who
have experienced these encounters to
cope with their experiences and with
the many changes in their lives they
of ten induce.

He concludes the proceedings of the
Rocky Mountain Conference with a sin-
cere hope that the statements included
"will provide encouragement for other
UFO abductees and contactees to come
forward and share their experiences.
Perhaps a pattern of information can
emerge which will help us to learn, to
understand, and to accept, the signi-
fiecance and meaning of the UFO exper-
ience in the lives of UFO contactees.
If so, then we shall face the bother-
some question of whether the exper-
ience of the UFO contactee is a pre-
lude to the educational, moral, soctal
and spiritual rejuvenation of Human-
kind. Would it not be ironic <if our
fears were well-founded:  that UFO
phenomena represent some horrible hap-
pening in our lives? And, most ter-
rifying of all, the possibility that
each Earthling must face an alarming
lesson: mneither the prospect of being
food on someone's table, nor canon
fodder for someone's war, but the
agonizing change and development into
a better person?"

FromTurkey: UFOs and Light

Through the courtesy of Selman Ger-
ceksever, editor of the Turkish pub-
lication Planet, we have been made a-
ware of the work of M. Muzaffer Suar
on the nature of light, gravity and
UFOs. Suar has published the results
of his 26 years of research in a book
entitled Visible Light. It concerns
what Suar refers to as ''the <creative
factor of gravity and limitless source
of energy.'' The book is published and
printed in Turkey, but is written in
English. Unfortunately, it deals at
times with several complex scientific
concepts which are made even more dif-
ficult to understand by what are prob-
ably literal translations of Turkish
expressions into English. Some, such
as ''the other face of the medallion"
are simple to interpret, but others,
on which an understanding of the mat-
erial critically depends, are not.
However, for a scientist well-versed
in the material discussed by Suar,
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this may not present much of a prob-
lem.

Topics discussed in the book include
the general system of matter, the
structure of matter, the nature of
light, photosynthesis, plant respirat-
ion and the effects and usage of the
mattery(?) nucleus of infrastructures.

One may well ask what this has to do
with UFOs. This soon becomes obvious
as Suar leads the reader through a
study of the basic ingredients of mat-
ter itself, and demonstrates that
light and gravity are really complem-
ents. Consequently, every astronomical
body which is a source of visible

light nucleae will be surrounded by an
""evacuated field'"" and, as a counter-
action, will have a ''deceptive'' att-

ractive force (a field pressure toward
itself) or gravitic effect on other
matter within its proximity.

His theory explains the complex pro-
cess of photosynthesis and plant resp-
iration which he goes to great length
to demonstrate, and eventually leads
into a discussion of six groups of em-

anations from our planet. These are
geophysical, meteorological, electric-
al and magnetic, biological, and a

sixth category which could be entitled
mystical. A wide variety of previously
unexplained phenomena ranging from the
effects of postulated vortices, spec-
ulated by some as being responsible

*for reported events in the Bermuda

Triangle, to pyramid energy may now be
explainable according to Suar.

He concludes with a section on grav-
itic flight which he suggests is the
method by which UFOs are able to both
hover, and traverse the vast distances
of inter-solar space at fantastic
speeds .

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were recorded. The monthly
breakdown for that year is
given in table 2. These
two years correspond to
the two major investiga-
tion periods in the prov-
ince, namely, when the
Canadian Aerial Phenomena
Research Organization
(CAPRO) was established in
Winnipeg in 1967, and the
formation of the Manitoba
Centre for UFO Studies
(MCUFOS) as a working unit
with Ufology Research at
the University of Manitoba
(UFORUM) in 1975. These,

in turn, grew to become
MCUFOS and Ufology Re-
search of Manitoba
(UFOROM) . A sudden sharp

increase in active invest-
igations may have been
somewhat responsible for
these  peaks. However,
these two years were also
definite flap years, and
display the typical sharp
increase and slow decay of
the flap phenomenon. Note
that this could also have
been the case for 1952,
when Manitoba had its
first wave of sightings.
The year-to-year breakdown
is given in table 3.

Although 1952 may have
been a flap, the reports
appeared to be confined to
only a one-month period,
not displaying any other
significant characteris-
tics. However, since there
was no active investigat-
ing unit at the time, the
true form of the wave can-
not be accurately deter-
mined at this late date
without further extensive
research.

The 1967 flap seemed to
arise in May of that year,
when the noted Michalak
case received widespread
media attention. Reports
continued through several
months after that point.
1975 saw the '"Charlie Red-
star'" series of reports
from Carman, Manitoba,
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suddenly burst onto the
scene, also in the month
of May. Though there were
earlier reports that year,
most did not come to light
until that month. Again,
media coverage may have
been responsible for the
size of the flap.

The hourly trend for re-
ports is given in table 4.
The trend for all cases is
easily visible, and ap-
pears to indicate  that
most sightings occur be-
tween 10 p.m. and midnight
(58 reports, or 21.3%).
There is also a suggestion
of a second peak, between
2 and 3 a.m. (17 reports,
or 6.25%). This finding
compares with other stud-
ies (e.g. Hynek & Vallee,
1975) of number/hour rela-
tionships. Leading up to
the late evening peak is
an increase of reports be-
ginning at about 7 p.m.,
actually reaching a higher
level than the early morn-
ing peak. However, the
2-hour gap between the two
peaks makes the early
morning peak seem more un-
usual. .

Table 4 is based on the
total number of cases on
favlte. The same breakdown
was performed on the set
of close encounters only.
Interestingly, the con-
tours of the CE graph and
the '"all-types'" graph are
very similar, showing both
major peaks (table 5). The
"all-types'" results are
based on 181 cases, as 91
cases did not specify an
hour of the day (33.45% of
the total). The CE graph
is based on 34 cases, as 9
did not specify an hour
(26.25%) .

The location breakdown
of the 272 cases was in-
teresting in that it did
not exactly conform to a
population-related  form.
It was  theorized that
there would be a corres-

pondence between popula-
tion density and report
density, since a larger
number of potential wit-
nesses would suggest that
there might be more sight-
ings actually  reported.
272 cases occurred in 114
different locations, '"lo-
cations" being defined as
population centres. The
location of "Winnipeg'" was
assigned to reports which
cited suburbs of the city
such as Charleswood, Tux-
edo, Transcona and St.
Vital. However, note that
a proper analysis would be
based on actual population
density, and not an asso-
ciation with towns and
cities. A division of Man-
itoba into small squares
of equal areas might be
used in this sense.

A list of 1locations
where 5 or more cases were
reported is given in table
6. Winnipeg, of course,
has had the largest number
of reported cases, 7L
répiescmting 2726 bif*  eive
total number on file. The
next-largest city in the
province is Brandon, but
it does not even appear on
the 1list, having only 4
reported cases. Carman, a
town of only a few thou-
sand people, had 18 re-
ports, being 6.6% of the
total. (Even this number
is small compared to the
figures often cited for
the Carman area during the
1975-76 flap, when '"Char-
lie Redstar'" was buzzing

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skywatchers camped out in
fields. During that per-
iod, '"hundreds'" of sight-
ings were reportedly made
in the area, many of
which, unfortunately,
could not be confirmed. It
was supposedly common for
some individuals to claim
to see "him" as much as
ten times in a night. How-
ever, as these incidents
were not usually reported
to an investigating agen-
cy, and were often in the
form of rumors, they are
not on file. This flap is
still very much under in-
vestigation.)

Dauphin and Portage la
Prairie are small cities,
so they may indeed be part
of the population rela-
tionship. Teulon, Haywood,
and Sundown, on the other
hand, are very small, the
latter two being only
small villages (pop.<200).

Based on the file, one
could conclude that the
population relationship
does not hold in the prov-
ince. However, one must
be careful, since = there
are marked differences in
the investigating mechan-
isms as one leaves the
city of Winnipeg. The in-
vestigating capabilities

of the Manitoba groups de-
teriorate rapidly after a
distance of radius 75
miles from the city. A re-
port, then, at Carman,
only 45 miles from Winni-
peg, would receive prompt
attention, while a case at
Flin Flon, over 500 miles
distant, may not be in-
vestigated for weeks, if
at all. The reports from
outside the radius would
typically reach the UFO
groups by the mail or
through the media. The
flap in Sundown was a
media-spurred investiga-
tion, for example. Also,
witnesses in outlying
areas may not know whom to
contact about their exper-
ience. Although the exist-
ence of groups in Winnipeg
has been publicized, th

circulation of this infor-
mation has been very lim-
ited. It is suspected that
""digging" for cases in re-
mote areas of the province
would uncover many re-
ports. Such efforts have
previously been fruitful.
There is no doubt that a
larger, province-wide or-
ganization might provide
an input of many more re-
ports. Steps are being un-
dertaken to attempt this.

though there is a definite
bias toward reports in and
around Winnipeg, the
sample of cases on file
may be considered as being
fairly representative of
reports in the province,
at least to a moderate de-
gree.

For the breakdown in
type of report, the sta-
tistics are given in table
7. It will be noted that a
"new" category of '"ND'" has
been used for the study,
if only for «clarity and
convenience. "Nocturnal
Disc'" is used to denote an
object seen at night that
is at a distance, yet pre-
sents a definite shape to
the eye. Previously, such

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objects were classified
into the nocturnal 1light
(NL) category, which would
omit a possibly important
bit of information. Again,
this 1is not convention,
but convenience, and the
category may be added to
the NL category if the
reader wishes to do so.

As is usual for such a
breakdown, the largest
number of cases were of
the NL type (53%), follow-
ed by daylight discs
(12%), CEls (11%) and
NDs (10.7%). 38 reports
did not specify a type or
were vague in their des-
cription (14% of the to-
tal). It is interesting to
note that entities were
reported in five cases.

Table 8 shows the over-
all month-to-month break-
down of all cases, based
on 260 reports where a
month was specified. 11.4%
of all reports occurred in
June, while both May and
September had 11% each.
Curiously, there appears
to be a slump in the num-
bers of reports in mid-
summer. While this effect
is also seen in winter,
the winter slump can be
explained by the restrict-
ing nature of the rela-
tively severe Manitoba
cold. However, the statis-
tics for the mid-summer
slump are not enough to
say for sure if this is a
real effect.

The distribution of re-
ports according to conclu-
sion is given in table 9.

81 reports (nearly 30%)
were classified as un-
knowns , a rather large
percentage. 124 reports

(45.5%) could not be eval-
uated due to insufficient

information. 15 peponts
were given a positive
identification, while 50

reports  were given a
"probable" or 'possible"
identification. There was
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one proven hoax and one
witness-admitted error.
For interpretation of the
large number of reports in
the "insufficient info"
category, one must con-
sider the methods by which
data were obtained for the
case files. Since UFOROM
has been in existence for
only the past five years,
cases earlier than that
point would generally have
had to have been obtained
by gleaning sources in
print, including news-
papers. Obviously, a news-
paper account would not
give all the useful infor-
mation on the case in-
volved. Where and when
possible, however, such
cases are being followed
up and reinvestigated in
order to obtain this ne-
cessary information. An-
other source for many
cases was a printout of
Manitoba  reports from
Saunders' UFOCAT. Again,
since it gives limited in-
formation, evaluations
based on the data were

usually not viable.

The number of witnesses
of an incident is shown to
be inversely proportional
to the number of cases
cited (table 10). Out of
261 reports where the num-
ber of witnesses was stat-
ed, 47.5% had one witness.
This indicates that more
than half the reports had
more than one witness, an
interesting observation
which suggests that the
UFO experience was not a
single person's fantasy.
This could in some ways
attest to the reality of
the experience.

About 54% of the reports
on file specify a color of
the object(s) seen. of
these, 23.8% cited red as
the predominant color, but
the most frequently re-
ported color of UFO was
white (25.8%). Table 11
gives the color breakdown.

56.25% of all reports
specified a shape of the
objects involved. of
these, 26% referred to the
UFO as a point source of

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light, or "starlike'.
"Disc-shaped'" was the des-
cription in 18% of the re-
ports, with '"round" or
""ball-shaped" following
close behind with 17%. The
full breakdown is given in
table 12. The shapes may
be grouped into several
categories, the largest of
which contains '1dd siel¥;
"imound!s glicitigantl, hliovailil;
Wfootbjalsli; ets., where
each is taken to be a disc
seen at various angles. If
viewed in this manner, as
has been discussed by some
individuals, we find that
over half (53%) of the re-
ports Eallf] afimiorypathtits
grouping.

One further count was
done, concerning the wit-
nesses' estimate of the
size of the object(s)
seen. However, such little
data was found, the re-
sults were inconclusive.

While there has been
relatively little in the
way of published material
dealing with Manitoba uf-
ology and UFO incidents,
there is indeed enough to
indicate that the province
is not totally devoid of
activity. An early group,
CAPRO, centered in Winni-
peg, enjoyed a few years
of intense activity begin-
ning in 1967, then folded
from internal problems.
Its newsletter was con-
sidered one of the better

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Canadian ufozines. Another
Winnipeg-based group,
@APITC also flourished
through this period and
published a newsletter.
Presently, MCUFOS, UFOROM,
CCUFOS and ICMARS exist in
Manitoba. MCUFOS appears
now to be more of an in-
formation centre, and
rarely investigates cases.
The International Club
Members of the Aerial Re-
search Society (ICMARS)
is, as its name implies, a
club, and holds meetings
at which its varied mem-
bership discusses ESP,
science fiction, the oc-
cult and UFOs. Some of its
members actively investi-
gate UFO reports. UFOROM
and the Correlation Centre
for UFO Studies (CCUFOS)

work closely together, and.

investigate and pursue UFO
sightings in the province.
A few other interested in-
dividuals are  scattered
throughout the province.
Because much of Manitoba
is sparsely populated and
settled, intaplins  diisfifilcuilst
to say what activity actu-
ally exists for all but
the southern portion of
the province.

This, then, is a pre-
liminary evaluation of the
UFO reports presently on
file at UFOROM. The cases
were obtained from UFOROM
investigations, case files
and lists from other
groups, published accounts
and UFOCAT. While the
sample is still  quite
small (272 reports), there
are enough data to show
that Manitoba has had very
active years in the past.
In fact, it is thought
that it may soon have an-
other wave. Hence, while
Manitoba is having little
UFO activity as of late,
it is not indicative of
the overall view. Indeed,
since 1947, Manitoba has
had an average of 8.5 re-

portsseper yeary andsfan
average of 2.5 unknowns
per year.

The unknowns, of course,
are a subjective grouping,
based on evaluations by
researchers. Actually, all
reports could be classed
as having insufficient
data instead, since it can
be argued that more data
can always be needed. How-
ever, how much data do we
need to make an identifi-
cation of '"aircraft" or
"balloon"? Relatively 1lit-
tle. But the unknowns have
puzzling facts and curious
inconsistencies. Is this a
correct label? Unfortun-
ately, to judge on that,
we have insufficient in-
formation.

As more Manitoba cases
are located, and field
trips are taken to dig wup
more data, a better pic-
ture of the UFO activity
in the province will
emerge. Further compari-
sons and analyses will
provide clues to the an-
swers of questions raised
in this study and others
like it. Until that time,
we observe. @

GATEWAY TO OBLIVION, by Hugh Cochrane, Doubleday 1980.

15376-7. 183pp.

Everyone, by this time,
has heard of the infamous
Bermuda Triangle. But how
many people know that an-
other exists inside North
America around Lake Ont-
ario? Apparently it does,
and it is even more deadly
in its effects. In this
new book by freelance
writer Hugh Cochrane, a
considerable  amount of
documentation is provided
on some of the weird situ-
ations that exist in this
area. [N fSRN. C e ® St hia e
several years ago, there
was an earlier book pub-
lished by American writer
Jay Gourley entitled The
Great Lakes Triangle. How-
ever, Mr. Gourley dealt
primarily with phenomena
on the U. S. side of the
border. Mr. Cochrane, to
his credit, attacks the
problem from the Canadian
side, and thereby provides
some very interesting in-
sights, including a new
slant on the cattle mutil-
ation question which I
have not come across be-
fore anywhere, yet is per-
fectly plausible.

It appears that the
Marysburgh Vortex at the
eastern end of Lake Ont-
ario has had a 1long his-
tory of ship and plane
disappearances, UFO sight-
ings and psychic effects
far beyond normal probab-
ility. Mr. Cochrane has
uncovered a 1915 UFO
sighting that occurred in
the skies above  Brock-
ville, Ontario and Morris-
ville, New York which has
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not to the best of my
knowledge ever  appeared
elsewhere. He makes a
strong case that the er-
ratic electromagnetism in
the area may be respons-
ible for a number of unex-
plained and devastating
fires in this century and
earlier.

In many ways, I found
this book equal or super-
ior to the Charles Berlitz
books on the Bermuda Tri-
angle. To be sure, there
is bound to be some over-
lap of material with re-
gards to other books on
similar topics, but in
this case, there is com-
paratively little. Pres-
ented instead is much new
material. Cochrane in-
cludes a photo section, a
map of magnetic anomalies,
a bibliography and an in-
dex, and the only addition
I would have liked to see
is a complete 1listing of
all the disappearances for
ready reference.

There is even a Mary
Celeste-type case in the
example of the Bavaria
which was found grounded
on a shoal one day in May
1889 with captain and crew
missing, and the only liv-
ing thing on board being a
canary in one of the cab-
ins. Some Indian legends
are presented to indicate
a lost city of some ad-
vancement in the vicinity
eons ago which might have
been connected with the
lost continent of Atlan-
tis. It is suggested in
the book that divers may
have some very interesting

experiences if they con-
centrate their attentions
in the right directions.

The book is not a leng-
thy one, but it will add
considerably to the grow-
ing amount of documenta-
tion that there are some
peculiarities worth exam-
ining in the Great Lakes
region. If we can corre-
late this data by means of
computers along with the
British research on ley
lines and electromagnetic
disruptions, we may well
find we are sitting on the
greatest discovery of the
20th century.

One interesting thing
too, 1is the implied con-
nection of these vortical
forces with the wunusual
prevalence of famous and
talented psychics in up-
state New York. These in-
clude the Fox sisters and
Douglas Home , among
others.

The question has been
asked elsewhere and bears
repeating: Are these
places of disappearances
and odd phenomena actually
gateways into another di-
mension of time and space?
And, if we should discover
the mechanism that con-
trols these gateways, what
will we find waiting for
us when we are able to go
through them?

Mr. Cochrane raises this
point, and may have helped
to provide some prelimin-
ary answers with this in-
teresting and thought pro-
voking book. At last, we
are getting some Canadiana
in terms of Forteana. @

Brinsley Le Poer Trench has been around the UFO scene
for quite some time. He has been researching the subject

since the end of World War II,

and was a former editor

of Britain's well respected journal, FLYING SAUCER RE-
VIEW, now edited by Charles Bowen. Trench is now a mem-
ber of the British House of Lords, taking his seat 1in
1976 after succeeding to his title, Lord Clancarty, 1in
1975. He is the author of seven well known books on UFOs
and on January 18, 1979 he introduced a debate on the

subject in the House of Lords.

His articles relate some

of his eaperiences in the UFO field and promote lively

discussion and speculation.

It might be of some in-
terest to you, the read-
ers, if I mention that re-
cently an invitation came
to address the Metropoli-
tan Police at New Scotland
Yard here in London about
you know what - the UFOs'!

Well, I accepted the
invitation and gave them a
talk, bravely touching on
the sensitive  aspect of
cover-ups. There was quite
a big audience and after I
had finished my talk there
were questions from those
present. Yes, but with a
difference. Normally, at
the end of someone's talk,
the question period lasts
about a quarter of an
hour, but on this occasion
people kept putting their
hands up to ask questions,
and this went on for a
whole hour!

Three days later the
London  Sunday Express
printed on its front page
a story about five police-
men seeing a huge UFO at
Dumfries in Scotland.
Strange, just after my
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talk to the Police in Lon-
don! Actually the Scottish
sighting was seen by many
members of the general
public, some of whom tele-
phoned the police, result-
ing in the five policemen
being sent to the locality
where they, too, saw the
enormous UFO. The Police
must have been very im-
pressed by what they saw
in the sky because they
took the unusual step of
calling a press conference
afterwards!

There have been quite a
few stories about how the
late President Eisenhower
back in the early part of
1954 accompanied by some
of his staff, implemented
by scientists and techni-
cians, met aliens from
outer space at Edwards Air
Force Base, California.
Actually, it was reported
that five flying saucers
flew in to the base, ap-
parently by a previously
arranged appointment. How
this was made I do not
know.

All the five spacecraft
that flew in to the base
were of different shapes
and sizes. I am sure that
this meeting did take
place as an  American
friend of mine in high
government circles and in
whom I have complete con-
fidence told me that he
knows someone who was pre-
sent. For obvious reasons
the name cannot be given.

The late Harold T. Wil-
kens in his book Flying
Saucers Uncensored (Pyra-
mid Books, New York,
1967), mentions this fan-
tastic meeting, and states
that he was assured from a
reliable source that the
five saucers landed volun-
tarily at Edwards Air
Force Base.

Wilkens wrote: 'They
were discs of different
types and their entities
invited the technicians
and scientists to inspect
their aeroforms and wit-
ness a demonstration of
their powers.'" (p. 51.)

Apparently, the entities
demonstrated to their
flabbergasted audience
that they could demater-
ialize and materialize
themselves. In short, make
themselves invisible and
visible again. The aliens
also demonstrated other
abilities, far beyond ours
to the President and his
boys.

After the aliens fin-
ished, it was felt by the
Americans that there might
well be panic among the
public if open contact
were made at that stage.

As a result, I under-
stand with the agreement
of the aliens, it was de-
cided not to have open
contact with them for some
years. It was almost im-
mediately after this meet-
inigsseh a6 Fithie"ICTAY ‘Swere
called in and the cover-up
started in the U.S.A.

I think though it was
also agreed with  the
aliens that a long term
education programme about
them should run parallel
to the cover-up. Now I
will give you some exam-
ples of what has been hap-
pening throughout the edu-
cation programme about the
aliens.

Some of you may have
read a remarkable book by
Maurice Chatelain called
Our Ancestors Came From
Outer Space. The author is
French born, but is now a
United States citizen,
living with his family in
California. He worked for
several American aircraft
companies. Then he became
a NASA expert, and indeed,
a designer of the Apollo
Mission spacecraft that
landed on the moon. (He
helped to design and build
the Appolo communications
and data processing sys-
tem. Ed.) .

In his book he states
that «civilizations have
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been coming here for some
65,000 years, and goes in
to a great deal of detail
to put that over.

You will, no doubt re-
call that NASA have always
been very cagey about ad-
mitting that American as-
tronauts when up in space
have seen alien space-
craft. Well, Chatelain, a
NASA expert, in his book
lists a large number of
U. S. astronauts that have
seen alien craft in space,
and also, tells us exactly
what they saw.

Now here is something
else. Some of you may re-
call that one Christmas
Day, some years back, a
United States spacecraft
went round the back of the
moon, and as it appeared
in front again, the astro-
nauts sent back to Houston
a strange message in code
to the effect that SANTA
CLAUS DOES EXIST.

Well, Chatelain again
spills the beans in his
book, and tells wus that
coded message meant that
there are aliens and their
spacecraft on the moon!

Now you would think that
a NASA expert like Chate-
lain would have had to
sign the American equiva-
lent of the British 0ffi-
cial Secrets Act. However,
all this looks to me 1like
an inspired leak, support-
ing what I mentioned earl-
ier about a gradual educa-
tion programme being given
to the public.

I have met a few times a
chap called Sir John Whit-
more. He happens to be a
friend of Steven Spielberg
who produced the film
Close Encounters of the
Third Kind. Sir John told
me that Spielberg, who had
previously produced a suc-
cessful film called Jaws,
was inspired by extrater-
restrials to make C(lose
Encounters of the Third

Kind.

Now, in support of this
point, Sir John told me
something that I subse-
quently came across in an
Australian magazine.

During the production of
the film the Vice-Presi-
dent of Columbia Pictures
drove up to the set to
find Spielberg and members
of the cast looking up at

the sky. There was an
alien spacecraft hovering
up there.

On another occasion a
replica of a cloud-like
craft specially made for
the film was seen hovering
above the set.

Naturally, this infor-
mation was not released to
anyone until the film had
been shown for many, many
months, otherwise it would
have been regarded as
phoney promotion.

As you know, this film
Close Encounters of the
Third Kind was a tremend-
ous success, and contri-
buted greatly to the in-
creasing interest in the
alien spacecraft by the
general public in the many
countries in which it has
been shown. I think that
it has played a big part
in the education program.

I hope that cover-ups
can soon be 1lifted and
open contact made with our
friends from outer space.
You see, our planet Earth
seems to be in an unholy
mess, what with pollution
from nuclear experiments,
0oil and other sources.
Furthermore, something to
the order of forty count-
ries have now got nuclear
weapons, neutron bombs, or
reactors, and we are in
grave danger of a nuclear
holocaust.

So, please come in
friends from 'Out There',
and show us your way of
life before it is too
late! @

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Jamaludin concerning mini-
saucers in Malaysia have
appeared from time to time
in the MUFON UFO JOURNAL,
published at Seguin,
Texas, for which he is a
correspondent. One of par-
ticular interest was clip-
ped for us by our helpful
contributor, Graham Con-
way, from the issue of
February, 1980. Translated
from an item in Bintang
Timur of last May 30, it
described how an object
'smaller than a tray" was
seen by two adults and
three schoolboys flying
close to the ground near a
cattle shed.

One of the boys, Vijaya
Kumaran, 14, said:

'""While we were playing
we saw an unidentified ob-
ject moving slowly about
1% feet from the ground.
The object emitted rays in
various colors which shone
into the eyes, had three
landing gears but all
three legs of the object
did not touch the ground."

The item continued:

"According to him, he
approached the object and
tried to touch it but sud-
denly a beam of intense
light shot out from the
outer rim of the object
and hit his eyes and as a
result he felt his vision
darkened. Both his friends
also tried to touch the
object but the object re-
leased the identical beam
whiich hit the ‘eyes of
both.

"According to Vijaya
Kumaran, immediately after
that they cried for help
and it happened at that
time A. Muniandy and Raja
Kumar were nearby and
rushed to the scene. After
listening to the story
from the students, Raja
Kumar went to the men-
tioned site about 50 feet
from the cattle shed and
he managed to see the ob-
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ject. According to Raja
Kumar when he approached
he saw an object a 1little
smaller than a tray moving
slowly into the jungle
nearby.

"'T was afraid to follow
the object after hearing
the story from the stud-
ents,' he said."

Also in recent mail my
vigilant  friend Conway
sent a clipping from the
May, 1980, issue of Eng-
land's BUFORA Journal re-
porting a sighting over
London that made a remark-
able '"matching case'  of
the kind featured for
years in CUFOR. Seen 1in
November, 1979, by four
witnesses in the Peckham
district, the object in
this 1instance was des-
cribed as '"something like
a pancake," which must
have meant it was very
similar to the craft
"smaller than a tray' seen
in Malaysia.

In the same issue of the
Journal there is reference
to another type of mini-
UFO seen in Finland in
March of that same year,
979, Describing the ex-
perience of one witness,
Jarmo Nykanen, after
strange marks were found

in the snow around a house
near Helsinki, the account
says in part:

""Suddenly he saw a flash
of light in the forest and
thought someone was watch-
ing him. Soon after mid-
night a bell-shaped mini-
UFO appeared near the
house. This had a diameter
of half a meter: the upper
part radiated blue 1light
and the lower part radiat-
ed red light...

"Jarmo walked closer to
the UFO and flashed his
torch towards it. The UFO
ascended to an altitude of
three meters, making the
whole snow-covered area
look red and then disap-
peared skywards."

Having discussed mini-
UFOs in my two previous
entries for CUFOR Note-
book, I may be overdoing
the subject somewhat, re-
gardless of what its im-
portance seems to be. How-
ever, looking back, I see
I have included nothing
from the U.S. which has
had a good share of such
sightings. So, to keep the
record straight, here is a
carefully observed case
from Omaha, Nebraska, as
reported in part in the
Morning World Herald, Aug.
22, 1979k

"Bartels, 17, said he
and his cousin, Tiller,
25 were driving farm
trucks loaded with corn
from Tiller's farm when
they both saw a saucer-
shaped object about 34
feet in diameter wobble
across the highway west to
east in front of their
trucks. The object was
about 30 feet in the air
and was moving about 5 to
10 mph when Tiller's truck
passed by it. Bartels, who
was following in another
truck, said the object had
crossed the highway and
was over  the roadside
ditch when he saw it.
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"Bartels said the object
resembled two saucer-type
snow sleds attached at
their rims and ringed with
what looked like dozens of
blue light bulbs. The fly-
ing saucer had a blue top
and shiny silver bottom.

"'Tt was the perfect
storybook saucer but it
didn't appear to have any
doors,' Tiller said. 'It
was unbelievable and it
wasn't a toy. We couldn't
figure how it was mov-
e, * !

As any UFO field-worker
knows, the best reports
are sometimes received
when least expected. This
happened to me recently
when my wife and I stopped
for tea at a new restaur-
ant in the small town of
Croftens+ sike of . a. pulp
and paper mill on Van-
couver Island. In talking
with the proprietress,
Mrs. Nydahl, we discovered
she was interested in the
UFO topic and, more par-
ticularly, had a daughter,
Lisa aged 16, who was one
of three witnesses in a
close encounter case a few
months earlier. Naturally
I arranged to meet Lisa
and later that week sat
with her in the restaurant
to hear about her exper-
ience.

It happened one cold
clear Sunday night in Jan-
uary when she and her
friend Heather Malvena,
also 16, were being driven
home from a hockey game by
Heather's mother. As the
three approached Crofton
they saw the weekly com-
munity bingo game  was
breaking up and they also
saw above the departing
cars, most of which were
headed the other way, an
illuminated boomerang-
shaped craft unlike any
with which they were fam-
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islsikamt. They decided to
park the car and get out
for a better look.

"It was so low we could
see it fairly well by the
lights of the town, and it
had lights of its own,"
Lisa said. "It was shiny
blue and wide, but there
was no tail. There were
three yellow lights in the
front, a large one in the
centre and two small ones
beside it, and the section
behind the lights seemed
to curve upward."

Lisa sketched out some-
thing that looked 1like a
flying wing, perhaps 60
feet from tip to tip and
15 feet long through the
middle, but obviously this
was not a craft of earthly
design. Although she

guessed it was no more.

than three telephone poleg
in height, it flew about
noiselessly, crossing the
town three times and at
one point shooting up and
down at great speed.

Finally, as recalled by
Lisa and later by Mrs.
Malvena as a confirming
witness when I spoke to
her on the phone, the
craft did something that
in my opinion clinched its
title of UFO. It flew over
to the pulp and paper mill
on the edge of Crofton
where it hovered before
disappearing across the
water toward Salt Spring
Island, five miles away.

"About a year later
(probably 1949 or 50) I
was standing on a cliff
above the beach at Saltair
with a chum. We were look-
ing out across the water
when we both noticed an
object in the sky moving
at very great speed. It
was moving from south to
north and seemed to be
above the islands that are
several miles away. We
couldn't make out  any
shape but then noticed a
plane coming from  the
north at a much slower
speed but on a course and
height that would bring
the two together. But then
the object from the south
seemingly saw the plane
and without any reduction
in speed executed a split
second turn and returned
the way it had come. No
human could withstand the

my wife and I with her
young cousin were driving
in a pick-up just west of
Linden when we all noticed
a very bright silvery ob-
ject moving slowly above
us.

People Of Mystery

by RONALD ANDERSEN

In the last fifty years
archeologists have proven
that the Mesopotamian Val-
ley was hit by a great
(probably local) flood in
approximately 5000 BC and
that the flooded area was
one hundred miles wide and
four hundred miles long.

It is after this flood
that the Sumerians appear
in Mesopotamia. Prior to
this time  archeologists
have found only primitive
settlements in Mesopota-
mia. Upon the arrival of
the Sumerians new communi-
ties began to appear. They
quickly produced irriga-
tion works, canals, dikes,
and reservoirs, which re-
quired excavation, repair,
and cleaning at regular
intervals by large work
forces.

A1l during the early
stages of Sumerian civil-
ization the priests super-
vised and managed all
phases of 1life. The
priests' authority and
power over the people came
from their ability to com-
municate with the gods.
McNeill gives us some fur-
ther insight into the Su-
merian theology:

"Each Sumerian temple
was believed in a quite
literal sense to be the

house of a particular god.
Priests and other attend-
ants constituted the god's
personal household. Their
primary task was to minis-
ter to their divine mas-
ter's wants through cere-
monies and sacrifices. A
second duty was to act as
his mediator between the
god and his human slaves:
to discover the god's
will, propitiate his anger
or determine the divinely
approved time for any im-
portant human  undertak-

ing." (1)
Scholars believe that
the  Sumerians brought

their writing, technology
and social system with
them to Mesopotamia. Their
art and scientific know-
ledge reached a surpris-
ingly mature form within
the first few centuries of
their settlement here,
which indicates that they
must have been previously
influenced by superior
beings, or come from a
highly cultured civiliza-
tion.

As we consider some of
the accomplishments of the
Sumerians, we see evidence
of extraterrestrial influ-
ences. The Sumerians de-
veloped astronomy to a
very high degree. They
estimated the rotation of
the moon within .4 seconds
of current estimates and
recorded the existence of
Uranus, which cannot be
seen with the naked eye.

They developed the Zo-
diac, dividing the path-
way of the sun into twelve
figures distinguishable by
their brilliance along the
celestial horizon. Sumer-

ian astronomers also
talked of the myriad of
inhabited heavenly
spheres. All these facts

indicated a knowledge of
space that could not be
developed without powerful
telescopes or space tra-
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The Sumerians' most im-
portant invention was the
development of writing.
Originally they used pic-
tographs on cylinder
seals of high artistic
quality to denote owner-
ship of sealed jars. This
later develops into cunei-
form writing used for cat-
alogs, commands, decrees,
astronomical and mathema-
tical texts, prayers,
hymns and poems.

By 2500 BC business
contracts and deeds of
sale for houses, fields,
and slaves are written on
clay tablets leading to a
logical system of written
law.

As early as 4000 BC they
had established schools
for teaching scribes. The
Sumerians also developed
the oldest known mathema-
GHsCSH they divided the
circle into 360 degrees,
the hour into 60 minutes,
and developed formulae for
the extraction of square
and cube roots.

The Sumerians developed
a standardized size and
shape for kiln-baked and
sun-dried bricks. With the
use of asphalt as mortar,
they built two-storey
houses which were white-
washed inside and out.
Their cities contained
50,000 and more citizens,
with great public build-

ings, landscaped parks,
and streets laid out in
grid patterns. Their
greatest architectural
work, the ziggurat or
temple tower, was built in
multi-leveled terraces

higher than any other
building in each city.

On the highest terrace
was a temple, called a
bridal chamber, where the
King or Queen awaited the
arrival of gods or god-
desses. Tradition states
that the ziggurats were
buitl toitiodtmakeps ity easiier
for the gods to come down
to Earth. The temples were
also called the '"House of
Bond between Heaven and
Earth," and were referred
to as reaching the clouds.

Since the ziggurats were
built with a large flat
temrace jat| thegtophil i thils
possible that they could
have been landing plat-
forms for smaller scout
UFOs .

The clouds suggest that
the UFOs protected them-
selves by producing a mist
or cloud as camouflage
when they landed. Sumerian
construction took advant-
age of the arched doorway
and arched drains used to
run off rain water from
all buildings.

The Sumerians invented
the wheel, wusing it for
the first wheeled vehicles
and wheel turned pottery.
Metallurgy develops to a
high degree; however,
bronze-making is later
lost for almost 800 years.
Archeologists have un-
earthed the vaults of
Kings which were found to
contain gold drinking
cups, jugs, vases, mo-
saics, fine jewelry, sil-
ver helmets, harps, lyres,
and combs. The Sumerians
also developed knowledge
of the therapeutic uses of

The description
gives the impression that
Gilgamesh astral travelled
or had an out-of-body ex-
perience. While in the as-
tral form Gilgamesh meets
his ancestor Utnopeshtin,
who survived the flood and
was granted eternal life
by the gods. It is through
Utnopeshtin that the flood
legend is told. The fol-
lowing description from
this legend tells wus how
Gilgamesh was able to
journey beyond the bounds

of human habitation, and
is similar to current out-
of-body experiences. "I

raised my face towards the
moon-god and I prayed: my
supplication ascended even
to the father of the gods
and he extended over me
his protection. A vision
from on high revealed to
him the road he was to
take - he reached the en-
trance of a dark passage
leading into the mountain
of Mashu, whose gate is
guarded day and night by
supernatural beings.'(2)
Psychic ability was not
uncommon in ancient Sumer.
In fact it was probably
the most common method
used by the gods to com-
municate with the priests
and Kings. Other forms of
psychic powers used by the
Sumerians are described by
Gaston Naspers in his book
The Dawm of Civilization:
"The god revealed him-
stell f*1'in"" dreams’ ‘to" * his
seers and imparted to them
the course of  coming
events, or, in some cases,
inspired them suddenly and
spoke by their  mouth:
their utterances, taken
down and commented on by
their assistants, were re-
garded as infallible or-
acles. The number of mor-

tal men possessing ade-
quate powers, and gifted
with sufficient acute
senses to bear without
danger the near presence
of a god, was necessarily
Ikibiilte dimtlE3))

This indicated that a
small number of  humans
possessed  the psychic
ability to communicate
with the gods.

Who were the Sumerians
and where did they come
from? These two questions
have puzzled archeologists
and scholars for the last
hundred years.

Prior to approximately
5000 B#E3 archeologists
have found no artifacts of
Sumerian origin in Mesopo-
tamia. It indicates that
the First Dynasty of Kish
could have been located
somewhere else. Archeolo-
gists and scholars have
theorized that the Sumer-
ians came from the eastern
highlands, because they
built towers, which repre-
sented mountains on which
their gods visited.

To support this theory,
they use the fact that
early Sumerian architec-
ture was based on the
principle of building with
wood, which would have
been abundant in the high-
lands.

Another interesting re-
lationship that could sup-
port this highland theory
is the nickname by which
the Lamas called the Ti-
betan people and the an-
cient Egyptians called the
Sumerians: ''Black Heads."
The only explanation for
this is that both the an-
cient Egyptians and Tibet-
an Lamas shave themselves
and the Sumerians and Ti-
betan people do not.

One reason, except for
sanitary reasons why the
Lamas and ancient Egypt-
ians shaved could be  that
they were trying to imi-

tate their ancient Gods
who were hairless. In most
of the UFO contact cases
the ufonauts have been
described as hairless. Ad-
ditionally, the legendary
civilization of MU is be-
lieved to have been 1loca-
ted in the Gobi Desert.
The Sumerian word for
spacecraft is MU. Could it
also indicate where the
craft was from? The above
are a few theories and
ideas which help support
the highland theory.
Another group of schol-
ars believe that the Su-
merians arrived by way of
the eastern sea. This
theory is based on the
fact that the Sumerians
had a good knowledge of
sailing and traces of
their culture have been
found in the Indus -Valley.
The Sumerians also be-
lieved that their Gods
came from the eastern
seas. Additional proof to
support this theory comes
from the description of
these people. They have
been described as short,
broad-headed, heavy, big-
nosed and with black hair.

The Sumerian language
has resisted all attempts
to relate it to any known
living or dead language.
Therefore, the language
has been no help in trac-
ing the origin of the Su-
merian civilization.

Sumerian legends date
the deluge at the end of
the Dynasty of God Kings
which was approximately
9696 BC. This date cor-
relates with the approxi-
mate date mentioned in the
early part of this century
by the famous American
psychic Edgar Cayce.
