They will is sue forth 
from the Be rmuda Triangle and the Devil ' s  Triangle in the Pa c ific near Ja pan (as in my 
recent SAGA artic le o f  March, 1970). 

So, the "drought" of UFO ne ws in the pas t two years may end w ith a " downpour ".  And 
if so, Te d Owens wil l have proved h is cla ims that 99% of his pre di c tions come true (and 
his do cumentation in the pas t three years is i mpress ive). 

Regar dles s of t he phys ical conta ctees , this matter of ESP contact with the sauce rmen 
is ga ining�ound rapi dly .

It is frightening to sit and watch the 
regular TV programs while at the same time 
reading an issue of "Sa uce� Spage & S cienc e" 
or "Probe" or "Phenomena Ma ga z ine" • • •  to get 
the perspective of the �hole world outlined 
against the picture of swooping saucers quite 
ignored by that world of ours. 

If you rem ember the ''War of the Worlds" 
by H.G. Wells • • •  as he draws the picture of the 
descending invasion ships • • • the pa rallel to 
our present series of flaps is really start­
ling. 

Not believing in flying sauce rs is very 
like not believing in lice, or bedbugs, or 
any of those unpleasant hiding things we like 
not to think about. You have to take measures. 

The great lakes trout probably didn't 
believe in lamprey eels until they got them 
on their backs, sucking the life out of them. 

Most UFO buffs, from editors of zines 
down to the lowliest casual reader of UFO 
zines, have one hope on their horizon. That 
is that their efforts will lead to some sen­
sible attention by the "authorities" to the 
broad problem the UFO present • • •  the problem 
of "are they invaders•, "why do we have alien 
ships in our skies", "what do they want here 
on Earth" and "are they really from space". 

To people like me, who have been with 
the modern UFO scene since long before Arn­
old's sighting of saucers hit the newspapers, 
this picture of worldwide disinterest 1s the 
most frightening aspect uf ·the saucer scene. 

To me, this is the same phenomena as the 
soporific a mosquito injects before it bites. 
It is tactical, designed and carried out by 
an immense organization who are in fact tak­
ing over our planet. The devioe they use to 
apply the soporific is the one I have writ­
ten about as the TELAUG in many of my stories. 
TELA.UG is short for telepathic augmentive 
deviee. 

People and government officials are my­
opic about UFO because their minds are affect­
ed by the telaug • 

When a saucer hovers over a car for a 
time, then takes off in a burst of speed • • •  

there is only one reason for the hover. No 
one but myself has ever given the reason any 
credence. 

The reason a UFO hovers over someone is 
very plain to me, but to no one else, appa ren­
�y. It hovers to get its bearings from the 
mind of the local inhabitant • • • who carries his 
directions and his knowledge of the locale in 

his head. The UPO doesn • t need t o  go to the

service station and buy a map • • •  he picks it 
all up out of the nearest MIND. 

The broad perspective of the past s}:8ce 
traffic of the planet Earth is needed to appre­
ciate the source of the UFO. If you read the 
rock books put out by the past races of man­
kind �hich litter our hilleides, {ignored even 
more that the UFO) you �ould know there are a

They.also come for parts for 
their ancient sauc er ships • • • parts once manu­
factured here on Earth in our underground 
factories. 

We must look very pitiful and helpless 
when they probe our minds for directions and 
find out we don't even know the telaug exists, 
or that Earth once manufactured saucer ships 
or anything about the anci�nt space routes 
they followed to reach Earth. 

Pitiful, helpless, victims of ignorance • • • 

must be their thoughts as they speed off. 
Unfortunately, I suspect their thoughts 

are more like the thoug�ts in the mind of a 
lamprey eel as he selects his next victim 
from the nearly extinct trout of the great 
lakee • • • not thought at all but a vicious sort 
of· greed. 

For the ships they drive were manufactur­
ed by our own race, long ago before the deluge 
plunged Earth into the darkness of worldwide 
ignorance. Their science is not their science, 
but our own, long ago. They don't have any 
to speak of. 

How to get across what I know about the 
UFO and the broader aspects of the UFO inva­
sion of our skies, our oceans and our under­
world (of which we don't even know) to the 
average man has for me always presented an 
insoluble problem. 

I know • • •  but I can't get what I know 
accepted as fact, any more than any UFO sight­
er oan get his story accepted as fact. There 
is always the element of doubt, even in photos 
of UFOs • • •  and many a UFO photo is "suspected" 
as a fake. 

Though I know the telaug operates in all 
our cities, and is behind such horrors as the 
Kennedy murders, the King murder, the Dag Ham­
merskjold murder, etc., I have. found it impos­
sible to get the picture accepted generally a3 
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the UFO themselves are a ccepted. 
Today, now • • • I have pictorial proof quite 

as good as the UFO photos of saucers in our 
skies • • • but I don't expect any greater offi­
cial acceptance of their factual_nature than 
the UFO photos get. 

The reason for official non-acceptance 
of UFO data is the telaug • • •  holding the offi­
cial mind into its rut of conservative in­
sistence upon "more data", "more proof", and 
the official preferance for explanations in 
place of action.

They CAN'T do anything about anything unless 
the puppeteer wants them to do it. 

We are lucky we can talk this much about 
it. Not that such talk really does anything 
about the problem. Except to give the next 
UFO better bearings on the problem when he 
picks up his bearings from your mind. 

Earth will never understand or accept 
the UFO invasion until it learns all about 
telaugs and adapts t hem into the life of the 
surface world as the radio has been adapted 
into our life. 

I am really afraid there isn't much hope 
for us.

soon as they get the reins in their hands. 

This is the broad perspective of the UFO 
invasion • • •  a steady insertion of murderous 
tac·tics and complete repression, via the te­
laug, into the picture of surface life on 
Earth. 

The world wars pr�sent the same sort of 
picture when you think of them as really 
PUPPET wars, very like the Pied Piper of Ham­
elin leading the kids into oblivion. 

Our world wars and our Biafra situations 
aren't really what they seem, you know. They 
are really the broad·deatruction of all for­
ward growth in our society • • •  to be replaced 
by utter mind slavery! 

Mind slavery is t he picture the UFO in 
our skies present! That tbls mind slavery is 
not new on Earth doesn't make the picture any 
more inviting to one who knows what is going 
on. The people on Earth, to me, are like a 
blind man in the toils of� python • • • he does 
not even know what is killing him! 

We are like t he lake trout of the great 
lakes • • •  and we can't do a thing about the 
creatures that are killing us • • • just as they 
killed the Kennedy bro�ers and Dag Hammer­
skjold a·nd a million others not so renowned • • •  

every one of us who puts out his hand toward 
the door of freedom of mind. 

Freedom of mind, freedom of choice, 
individual mental existence is what is at 
stake. 

And you won't win that freedom without 
the telaug. 

And you won't win to space without the 
rock book plans for the building of your own 
space ships.

A C HALLENGE TO SP I R I TU AL LEAD ER S By GE ORGE ADAMS K I  

I am not looking to any governmental or military group, regardless of nation, to bring 
out the truth of the Space Visitors.

Did you ever stop to think how real the TV series, "The Invaders" was? How t here 
were aliens walking around in black suits threatening saucer sighters and confiscating 
photographs and valuable data. Did you notice that the plots were real as to what is 
ACTUALLY happening today? 

The series was more real than manyw ish to believe. Several people involved with 
the show were actively engaged in "deep" saucer work, one of the reasons the show was 
given the go-ahead. Several of those same people were threatened also • • •  and not by the 
actors who played a similar role as "threateners", but 1¥ the real Men In Black them­
selves. 

Roy Thinnes (who played the lead part as David Vincent), was threatened. He com­
mented, "I have no comment other than the fact, that there is more truth behind the TV 
plots than most people realize." 

Thinnes had been threatened by our friends on many occasions when the show dealt 
with matters "too hot to handle". Exclusive data was reported that shortly after Thin­
nes had married and the�ries got deeper and deeper into everyday truth, he mysterious­
ly disappeared for two weeks.

Later, Thinnes resigned and the show was cancelled, using the excuse that it was 
due to poor viewer ratings, which was untrue.

I got out and started to lift the hood to t ake a look at the eng­
ine, when I noticed a large circular object in the sky, hurtling into the distance at an 
incredible speed, giving off color waves, first green and then orange." 

"It made two right-angle turns, and then shot suddenly straight up. Within two sec­
onds it had disappeared completely from sight." 

"It was because of t his experience that I was so eager to play the role of "David 
Vincent" in the series, THE INVADERS." 

If you had been watching every show that was produced, you w auld suddenly realize 
that it was so close to the truth it was hard to imagine. So close to the things that 
are occuring today in the UFO field, and then everything collapsed • • • •  the Men In Black 
started threatening them. Later, the show was t aken off the air, even re-runs are hard­
ly ever shown because of strict orders.

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BEW ARE TR IANGULAR SPACESH IPS By JOH N W. DEA N 

''Blame it on TV, swamp gases, optical il­
lusions or vivid imaginations, but five teen­
age youths swear they saw a UFO. Tuesday eve­
ning, Nov. 14, 1�67�(Hutchinson_News,Novol5/6� 

A clear-cut view of a space ship was seen 
close-up by 5 very intelligent 9th grade bas­
ketball players who had been practising at 
the Sherman Junior High School until about 6 
o'clock. These five lived south of the school 
so they walked home together. When question­
ed individually and collectively they gave 
similar reports. 

The ship was going rather slowly over 
the south side of Hutchinson, Kansas, at a 
height of from 150 to 200 feet, which is real­
ly low. They agreed that it was triangular 
in shape with straight sides, with windows 
showing red and green Jights. It came from 
the northeast, turned south, then west across 
Main Street and then north. It veered east 
about First Avenue North (a block from the 
school) and disappeared after they had watch­
ed it for more than 5 minutes. 

The HUTC HINSON NEWS gave their names and 
addresses so I went first to the home of two 
of the boys. As we talked, the other boy and 
their father came in and excitedly said that 
they had seen the same ship again, 5 or 10 
minutes previously, over approximately the 
same path. So there were 6 eye-witnesses, 
one an adult, and also many people who phoned 
to the school to assure the office that they 
too had seen the ship as the boys reported it. 

I sent a copy of a sketch of the trian­
gular ship to Robert Renaud, the Terran rep­
resentative of the Korendians (he writes for 
them in the AFSCA magazine UFO INTERNATIONAL) 
and they reported that it was of Omegan ori­
gin, appropriated from Venus, dangerous and 
lucky no one was hurt. Then Renaud gave me a 
good drawing of one with sharp corners which 
he saw while out over the mountains on New 
England. 

Renaud warned that such ships are ex­
tremely dangerous so it is well to recognize 
them as enemies and avoid them completely, 
i.e., don't shoot at them for any reason. 
There seems to be no planet named Omega, but 
Renaud said the headquarters of the Omegan em­
pire is on Kaldan, the third planet of the 
star Sirius, the brightest star in the north­
ern hemisphere which is 8.8 light years away. 

I have seen several reports of triangu­
lar ships in other magazines and tried to get 
the warning printed but they seemed to fear 
that people would panic if they knew of the 
danger. 

OUTERMOST 

The story and a photo of the sketch was 
sent to James L. Hill of Seymour, Missouri. 
He said it was "a bad one" and had been seen 
over Hutchinson on several nights as though 
this might be a center for their activities. 
If anyone saw it and reported it to the NEviS 
I am sure it was not printed. 

The NFliS report closes with: "Usually 
reliable sources - Reno County Sheriff's 
department, Hutchinson police dept., the FAA 
tower, and South Hutchinson marshal disavowed 
any knowledge of the UFO or any visitor f rom 
outer space. One or t wo of them even made 
choice remarks which can't be printed here." 

Briefly summarized, the contributions of 
our law and order forces add up to nothing 
regarding many visits. of enemy scout ships 
and if those 'forces' are supported by the 
NEWS and radio ridicule, it leaves the way 
wide open for the surprise attack when the 
space enemies will take over the whole world. 

We will be utterly defenseless against 
their speed and weapons so it will be over 
in an hour, but even so, it will save the pre­
dicted panic for the immediate present. 

Many spacecraft are seen in the Hutch­
inson area and not publicized. 

A flock of nine unidentified ships of 
unique design were seen at close range over 
Highway 50, four miles, west of Hutchinson, 

on March 22, 1967. The lady who saw them 
said they slowed down for 45 seconds as they 
passed over her as she got out to observe t hem 
and then they dashed away as though they were 
putting on a show just for her. No doubt 
people in the jet plane above and beyond them 
also had a close look. 

One evening, a few months later, the same 
lady saw one hovering for several minutes a 
mile west on the south side of Highway 50. 

The NEWS did give a very friendly report 
of three young people in a car, coming south 
on a road north of the village of Medora, 
about 8:30 p.m. on November 22, 1968. It 
almost played hop-scotch over their car as it 
leaped back and forth over them about 15 feet 
from the ground, even landing briefly at one 
time as they met another auto which had to 
maneuver sharply to avoid a collision. It was 
round, not triangular. The young folks were 
not frightened and their car was not stopped 
as is usual in such events, so it was probably 
playing with them. It may have been over Hut­
chinson and then on its way back to a retreat 
in the sandhills north of town.

These. two words have been knocked from one end of the UFO world t o  the other. Often 
being used by those who did not appear to understand what t hey were really talking about. 
Like many other phrases and words that are used by well-meaning but inexperienced students 
of the UFO phenomenon.

4) What they do on their planet can possibly affect us. 5) Regardless of what we may 
do or think, we are (like it or not) bound by laws of a universal nature that existed 
for many billions of years before this Earth came into existence. I am not asking for 
anyone's opinion on that particular point. I am simply ma�ing a statement. Therefore, 
if we on this planet overstep the boundaries, we can expect to be put or pulled smart­
ly into line. By we, I mean those various groups who either independently or singly 
work toYards ends that do not benefit the whole human race but a chosen few, not chos­
en by universal of cosmic intelligence but by the few who believe that financial and 
spiritual power, as exemplified on this planet, are the only things t hat matter.

To the thousands of people who have seen 
flying saucers or other unidentified flying 
objecte of various shapes and s-izes - flit­
ting, hovering, maneuvering, etc., "they" re­
main a pu zzling mystery to them. Where do 
these colorful aerial voyagers come from? 
What do they want? Do flying saucers exist 
at all ? 

Twenty-three years have passed since 
Kenneth Arnold s potted what he called " flying 
saucers, " while flying in the vicinity of Mt . 
Rainier, in 1947. People all over the world 
are s till seeing them. Some have claimed ri­
ding in these obj ects - vis iting the moon -
even planets . As the number of reported land­
ings increase, so grows the list of contacts 
and contactees . 

The Air Force investigation of UFOs only 
resulted in confus ing the public, rather than 
enlightening them. Some of the AF explana­
tions of sightings were "further out" than 
the saucers themselves ! 

During the 1950's the AF denied the ex­
istence of UFOs, hoping that they would go 
away, I gues s. They didn ' t, so the denial 
changed to : "The Air Force has no evidence 
that UFOs �e extraterrestrial or represent 
advanced technology of any kind" - official 
AF statement. 

In November, 1966, the public felt that 
a plausible explanation or solution of the 
UF O enigma would be coming soon, due to the 
Colorado Project, headed by a s cientist -
Edward U. Condon. At long last, thought the 
publ ic, a scientific evaluation. Yes, a sci­
ent ific investigation, sponsored by the Air 
Force ! Wel l, I will not go into detail re­
lating the much publicized fiasco, which see� 
ingly resulted in confus ing the public once 
more. 

During the Project ( Field Study - 1966-
1968) there w ere many s ight ings and landings 
reported. Very few were investigated by the 
" Proj ect" it seems, whereas Dr. J .  Allen Hy­
nek managed to get to the scene or area where 
such events had occurred in various parts of 
the country. He even went all the way to Can­
ada to investigate a UFO sighting which in­
trigued him - at his own expense !  Yes, Dr. 
Hynek does get around. 

In February of 1967, a UFO report from 
Peru, came in to the VFON ( Volunteer Fl ight 
Officer Network) .  A bright light appeared 
near an airliner at about 7, 000 feet, then 
moved to a point directly above t he aircraft 
and hovered there. The passengers got rat-
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tled, the lights dimmed, the compass went 
haywire and all rad io reception wa s lost .  
But transmission d i d  not cut out. The pilot 
who reported the sighting was guaranteed 
anonymity by the VFON and by Dr. Condon ! 

It is interesting to note t hat between 
1962 and 1967, the following was reported 
by the VFON - 14 re-entering s pace objects 
( at least half were Rus sian) , 721 meteors 
and fireballs, 4 ballistic missiles in 
fl ight, 4 upper atmos phere sounding rockets, 
16 naked-eye visible satellites in orbit, 
ONE weather b alloon, and • • •  20 Unidenti fied 
Flying Objects ! ( Dr. Condon expres sed a 
desire, at that time, 1967 - to h ave the 
fl ight crew ' s  close-up eye-w itness reports 
of any UFOs.) Could the flying saucers 
( some) possibly be due to "swamp gas ?" Did 
Dr. Condon pos sibly see a "swamp gas saucer'?" 
Let us look at the following report from 
Washington , D.C . : 

Scientists think they may have the ans­
wer to the mystery of flying saucers, and 
if their theory is right, they are a parti­
cular kind of freakish physical phenomenon, 
not s paceships from another planet. In the 
early part of 1967 t hey tested this theory 
by igniti ng ammonia vapor with a high-volt­
age s park . The result was a mas s of glow­
ing gas which quickly as sumed the s hape of 
a d isc-shaped obj ect about one inch in d ia­
meter . As more tests ensued, s ome of these 
disc-shaped objects gave �e appearance of 
having tiny windows around the r im, hovered 
in one spot for some minutes, darted about 
erratically, then, s eemed to s oar off or 
broke up. 

Dr. Robert S. Powell, who heads the 
small group of scientists work ing at a pri­
vately-financed laboratory ( Mel par Incorpo­
rated in Fal ls Church, Va . )  said, "The 
thing" ( as t hey call it) could also be track­
ed on radar and produces a "charge f ield" 
that could affect radio performance nearby. 
He also said that the gases involved in cre­
ating an artificial "saucer" are similar to 
those sometimes found in nature, often giv­
en off from newly fertil ized fields or f rom 
swamps. The s park needed to touch it off 
could be produced by l ightning, or a power 
line, he added. 

Although the Condon Proj ect was aimed at 
investigating people ( inoluding contactees ) 
rather than the saucers themselves , the 
committee s eemed to pick out only the defi­
nite crackpot cases , the $500, 000 answer ! [J

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HU MANS, H U MANOIDS & U FOs By K E N N ET H  LA RSON 

It is  estimated that the San Luis Rey 
skull is about 7 . 5 million years old . The 
skull was tha t of Homo Erectus . According to 
W . L .  Atwood , Baytown , Texas , the people who 
dug up the human skull were searching for 
buried treasure . These results were not to-

. tally unexpected ; other inves tigators had 
detected evidence that humans were in Ameri­
ca many mill ions of years a go . 

This evidence sugges ts , among other 
things , that Homo Sapiens d id not descend 
from anthropoidal apes . Obj ects dating back 
to the early Miocene epoch are b eing found 
in Texas and called "eoliths , "  meaning dawn 
s tones . A number of inves tigations showed 
that they had been cut and transported to the 
place where found . This is the bottom of the 
Trinity River in San Jacinto County , Texas . 
Those in one group were full of foss ils dat­
ing back from 20 to 30 million years earlie� 

The remains of Java man ,  now known as 
Homo Brectus and cons idered the direct pre­
cursor of Homo Sapiens , together w ith the 
bones of elephant , buffalo , deer , cats and 
otter are found mixed w ith nut-s ised tektites 
in sediments depos ited in Java 700 ,000 years 
ago . Tektites have been d is covered in core 
samples of the bottom taken off Australia and 
Tasmania , in the Philippines area , near Ja­
pan and in the Indian Ocean . Tiny spherules 
and other dumbbell shapes make up the glassy 
meteorites known as tektites . The tektites 
seem to have been laid down in deep-sea sedi­
ments dating back to the time of the las t  ge­
omagnetic reversal of the Earth . This imme­
diately points to a common caus e ,  poss ibly 
an encounter between the Earth and some mas ­
s ive cosmic body . 

Billy P. Glas s and Bruce C .  Heezen {Tek­
tites and Geomagnetic Reversals ) des cribed 
these obj e cts in the July , 1967, issue of the 
Scientific American magaz ine . This evidence 
sugges ts that the Earth has been subj ect to 
mass ive cosmic collis ions a t  frequent inter­
vals , and that it may be due for another ma­
j or encounter . 

Be t his as it may , let us consider t he 
s tatement made by W .L. Atwood : Homo Sapiens 
did not des cent from anthropoidal apes . He 
is of the opinion that humans were in Ameri­
ca many millions of years before they made 
their appearance in Africa , As ia or Europe . 
The artificial eoliths seemed to date back 
to a period of 20 or 30 million years earli­
er . Who carved these mass ive s tones '? We can 
only speculate about this evidence , but cer­
tain items of information give us some idea 

of what may have happened during ancient 
times . 
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It is pos s ible tha t a cosmic collis ion 
caused large-s cale destruction , and it could 
have raised a tidal wave that swept over the 
lands of the world . These events may explain 
our gaps in ancient history . In this case it 
is interes ting to note Charles Robert Darwin 's 
inferences regarding man ' s  descent from lower 
forms of l ife .  The geological record , rang­
ing in a �mporal success ion covering some­
thing l ike a million years , seems fu lead from 
ape-like creatures with brains hardly larger 
than those of a modern gorilla to beings very 
much l ike Homo Sapiens . 

It is generally supposed that the Homi­
nidae arose in the geological period called 
the Miocene --about 20-30 million years ago-­
from a common ances tral s tock which also gave 
rise to the anthropoid a pe  family . However , 
no convincing evidence has yet been found for 
any stone artifacts older than the beginning 
of the Ple is tocene . 

It seems evident , therefore , that a very 
long period of t ime happened between the seg­
regation of the Hominidae as an independent 
l ine of evolution and the point in its pro­
gress ive developnent at which the w ords "man" 
and "human" can be a pplied . This extended 
period can be called the prehuman phase of 
hominid evolution . 

W . L. Atwood reasoned that humans were in 
America many millions of years before t hey 
made their appearance in Africa , As ia or Eur­
ope . He w as of the opinion that Man could not 
have des cended from New World monkeys if only 
because of the d ifferences between the t eeth . 
This evidence suggests that Homo Sapiens d id 
not des cend from anthropoidal apes . How do 
we explain the early humans d is covered in 
America ? 

It is of course hazardous to spe culate 
on facts s o  few and so uncertain . If, how­
ever , humans were in America many mill ions of 
years before t hey appeared in Europe or As ia , 
and if we can take the evidence of the e oli tl's 
and the ancient s kulls , then we c ould expect 
to f ind new e vidence for early Man . 

It seems plaus ible that s ome species of 
early Man may have been introduced to the 
Earth . For example , we have many records con­
cerning the phenomenon known as Unidentified 
Flying Obj ects . The poss ibility 'that UFOs 
were associated with e arly Man was sugges ted 
to the writer as he w as s tudying the records 
of ancient c ivil izations . During the reign 
of Thutmoses III {c irca 1450 B . C . ) unidenti­
fied "circles of fire " hovered over the an­
cient land of Egypt . In A . D .  1461 , a whirl­
ing obj ect hovered over a town in France and 
then flew upwards before disappearing . 
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The Japanese have legends concerning 
unknown aerial objects that landed during 
ancient times . The occupants of these ve­
hicles were said to have taught the people 
new ways of agriculture . We can only s pe ­
culate about the identity o f  the vis itors , 
but it is poss ible tha t extraterrestrial 
beings visited the planet during the pas t .  

It seems entirely poss ible , then , that 
the modern UFO reports may have s ome rela­
tionship to the ancient sightings . During 
November, 1896 , a cigar-shaped obj ect flew 
over San Francis co , Cal if . , and headed 
east-northeas t .  A few minutes later , a s i­
milar obj ect flew over Red Bluff- -about 162 
miles to the north . From these f a cts it has 
been deduced that when the UFO left San 
Francis co it followed the Sacramento River 
up to Red Bluff . In fact, another UFO ap­
peared 18 miles south of Red Bluff on Aug­
ust 13,  1960 . It was s ighted and chased 
by two highway patrol officers . ( San Fran­
cis co Chronicle , Aug . 17, 1960 ) . The loca­
tion was the Sacramento Valley town o f  Corn­
ing, Cal ifornia . 

Two policemen and a bowling alley owner 
say tha t they saw a flying saucer on July 4,  
1967 . And where did they s ee i t 1  Why, at 
Corning, Calif. ! Officem Jim Overton and 
Frank Rakes were the two pol icemen . As Jay 
Munger put it : '' I noticed something in the 
air over the highway . At firs t  I thought it 
was an a irplane . I put my coffee cup down 
and looked up aga in • • • the obj ect was shaped 
like a big cigar and aluminum in color . 
There was not a sound - coming from it at all � 

" It had a huge white l ight on the top, 
very bright, " Overton sa id . "Down a t  the 
bottom it bad a smaller light . Around the 
center of the obj ect there w as a band , a 
kind of metal or pa int • • •  then as we walked 
it suddenly began to move . It moved with a 
mo st terri fic burst of s peed . "  

However ,  this is n ' t  the only case of 
several UFO s ightings over the same area . 

The mos t puzzling UFO story of all time 
is the famous Maury Island event . Maury Is ­
land is located i n  Puget Sound , not too far 
from Mt . Rainier , Wash . On June 24, 1947, 
Kenneth Arnold had ins talled s ome fire ­
fighting apparatus i n  Chehalis , Wash .  Arn­
old was flying a mountain plane and decided 
to look for a los t  C-46 Mar ine transport . 
While making a turn near Mt . Ra inier , a 
tremendous ly bright flash lit up the surface 
of his plane . Arnold observed far t o  his 
left and t o  the nor th ,  a formation of v ery 
bright obj ects coming from the vicinity of 

Mt . Baker . He said that they moved at 
tremendous s peed . The elevation of the 
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firs t  craft was greater t han that of the las t .  
They flew in a definite formation , but errati­
cally . Another characteristic of the c rafts 
involved s ome fluttering and tipping of the ir 
wings .. After land ing at Pendleton , Oregon, 
Arnold es timated a s peed of over 1 , 700 mph . 
This was far �ove the limits of 1947 a ircraft. 

In another cas e ,  Capt . E . J .  Smith and co­
pilot Ralph Stevens of United Airl ines said 
that they saw nine UFOs near Boise , Idaho . 
Th is was on July 4, 1947 . 

Exactly 20 years later , two pol icemen 
saw the UFO over Corning , Calif.  ( July 4,1967) . 
Seven years earlier , two policemen saw another 
UFO over Corning ( Aug . l3 ,  1960) . And a s imi­
lar cigar-shaped object flew over this a rea 
on November 24, 1896 ! 

In his book called THE COMING OF THE 
SAUCERS , Arnold tells a bout the UFOs over Mau­
ry Island . Accord ing to h is report ,  several 
obj ects hovered over the beach and dropped 
s ome metal pieces on the ground . This happen­
ed on June 21 , 1947 . However , this entire 
episode generated a great amount of contro­
versy as to whether i t  actually happened . 
Three days later , Arnold reported the nine 
UFOs over Mt. Rainier . 

The f ollow ing report came from Seattle 
on June 4, 1967 . ( Seattle , Tacoma , Maury Is ­
land and Mt.  Rainier are all in the same a rea . ) 
De puty Sheriff T . C .  Allman sa id that about 15  
pers ons saw UFOs . The firs t s ight ing he knew 
about occurred on April 7 ,  1967 . Mos t  of the 
sightings were reported in the Maury Island 
area . 

"The animal s have jus t  gone completely 
crazy , "  Allman sa id . "Horses ,  cows , dogs and 
ducks have been running around " .  The d isturb­
ed animals have been in the area where the 
UFOs were reported . Some of the s igh tinge 
were over radio s tations and a NIKE miss ile 
s ite .  

The only reas onable conclus ion that can 
be drawn is that these UFOe have �me relation­
ship to the 1947 objects at Maury Island . The 
animals seem to have been affected by some 
type of energy . 

On November 2 ,  1957 , large egg-shaped ob­
j ects landed on the highways and fields of 
Levelland , Texas . Accord ing to the police , 
these obj ects cut out the lights , radios and 
ignitions of automobiles . 

On this bas is , the UFOs s eem to have s ome 
type of energy related to electromagnetism . 
There have been cases where UFOs hovered over 
electrical sta tions and power lines . In fact, 
a report out of Russ ia concerned the electri­
cal system of a mis s ile base . At first,  the 
crew had fired at the hovering UFO but could 
not s eem to hit the obj ect . After the sec-
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ond salvo , the UFO knocked out the electri­
cal instruments controlling the missiles . 
This was said to have happened during 1961 . 

Unfortunately, we do not know the ex­
tent of ancient UFO reports . Our knowledge 
is based on the legends and wr�tten records 
of various cultures . James McDonald, a s ci­
entis t at the Univer5 ity of Arizona , thinks 
that the UFOs are conducting an aerial sur­
vey of the Earth . However, why should UFOs 
wait until this time in order to s urvey the 
planet? Perhape they have complete know­
ledge of this planet� origin and history. 
Again, the UFOs may have had something to do 
with the construction and forming of the 
Earth . Al though s cientists seem reluctant 
to cons ider �e tenets of religion , we should 
cons ider the possibility of a s pecial crea­
tion by a Higher Intelligence . In other 
words , some of the UFOs may be represent­
ative of a Higher Intelligence in the uni­
verse . Finally, we should cons ider the ori­
gin of Man on the Earth . The UFOs may have 
an advanced knowledge of s cience and the 
true nature of the universe . 

On the other hand , the UFOs may be aware 
of some unprecedented series of events . On 
August 2 ,  1967, the Senate House Atomic En­
ergy Committee reported that Communist China 
may be able b attack the United States w ith 
nuclear rockets by the early 1970 ' s .  It 
added that this country had no means to re­
pel such a strike . The committee 1 predicted 
that China will have a deliverable miss ile 
warhead by about 1970 . Have the UFOs noti­
ced our testing of atomic weapons ? Are they 
aware of the danger of nuclear war between 
the nations of Earth?  

On April 24, 1949 , scientists at the 
White Sands , New Mexico , tes ting site s ight­
ed and tracked a high-flying UFO. Next , 
they determined that the obj ect had a velo­
city of seven miles per second ! The world ' s  
first atomic test happened in this area . 
Furthermore , two military patrols spotted a 
UFO near the atomic bunkers on Nov . 3 ,  1957 . 

The Air Force has not been able t o  
solve the s ighting made by policema� Lonnie 
Zamora . The officer said t hat he saw a UFO 
on the g round near Socorro , N .M . (about 30 
miles from Wh lte Sands ) . Not only that,  
Zamora cla imed to have s een two small beings 
enter the obj ect . The date was Apr . 24, 1964. 

Inevitably the American public is be­
coming mare interested in the UFOs . A recent 
Gallup poll showed that five million Ameri­
cans claimed to have seen flying saucers . 
Furthermore , James McDonald spoke on the 
subject of the UFOs before the Outer Space 
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Affairs Committee of the U .S .  ( June 7 ,  1967) 
UFOs are a major problem, says McDonald . Leo 
Sprinkle , a s cientist at t he Univers ity of 
Wyoming , suggests that we should study the 
objects from every pos sible angle . Dr . Edward 
Teller , the atomic s cientist,  has been quoted 
as saying that the UFOs represent a "scienti­
fic miracle . "  

UFOs may represent various phases of sci­
entific technology and religious phenomena . 
The many worldwide reports seem to suggest a 
higher type of technology. In two cases 
( 1959 and 1967) , the witnesses said "that t he 
UFO occupants exchanged waves and s eemed 
friendly . However, these occupants may have 
been robots . Thus , we find ourselves still 
confronted with the idea of "creation" by a 
Higher Intelligence . 

Through the sight±ngs of UFOs , one is 
kept aware of the challenge to all limits . 
Ever s ince 1947 , the r eports have made us 
think and wonder . This is heal thy . We a re 
beginning to explore the moon and the planets . 
What will happen if we encounter the records 
of an extraterrestrial race? Last but not 

least ,  James McDonald thinks that we have al­
ready discovered �e evidence of an extra-
terrestrial race . CJ 
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U FO AC KNOWLED GES 5 I G N AL By DO RI S F I C K ELSH ER 

On September 26 , 1968 , be tween 9-9 : 30p . m .  
at 1623 Gowans Road , Angola , N .Y . , Earl Fic­
kelsher went outs ide to go pick up his eldes t 
son from a Scout meeting . It was at this time 
he s potted a brilliant object a�d walked into 
its beam which was sweeping directly on the 
front of the house and porch . The bright l ight 
had a s earchlight and was sweeping the area . 
As s oon as he walked into its beam , it swung 
its light up on the clouds between our house 
and over the field we garden in . Earl called 
me and I ran out , grabbing our flashlight,  by 
this ttme Earl was in the driveway by his car 
and I j oined him to watch the obj ect.  

It  was in very slow motion and approach­
ing while s canning the cl ouds as if looking 
for an opening in the clouds or something . It 
had obvious ly seen Earl . We watched for a 
few minutes then I de cided to send it a s ignal 
to see if it would res pond . ( d it ,  dit,  dash ) . 
I no sooner sent this s ignal than the UFO be­
gan to f ade out . The beam went out immedi­
ately ,  like s omebody snuffing out a candle 
slowly .  It s hot up through a cloud opening 
so fas t that we couldn ' t  see it anymore . We 
thought we had ruined a chance to communicate 
and obs erve the l ight .  I felt s o  disgusted 
for fouling things up.  

Earl decided to leave to get our son and 
told me to keep watching and kee p  send ing the 
s ignal anyway . I d id !  He was n ' t  half-way up 
our road when to  the left of our driveway it 
responded with the exact signal I ' d  s ent a 
few minutes be fore ! The s ignal responded from 
this obj ect was vis ible by two red light s ig­
nals short and one blue long through the 
c\rnds . I could not see the obj ect at this 
time only its l ight s i gnal . This continued 
for eight minutes on both our parts answering 
each other . Its s ignal lights kept appearing 
a little to the le ft ,  further from the former 
one , making a half c ircle around our home un­
til it reached the back left s ide of the hous� 
Then it stopped send ing . At this time I s ensed 
they were still there or near by . I had a 
s trong urge to enter the house , shut off our 
backyard spotl i ght and call Mrs . M ,  our next 
door neighbor to come over.  
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I d id so and ran �ck out into the middle of 
the driveway . My ne ighbor met me and I told 
her what had j us t  happened . 

We continued to search the s ky ( very cloudy) 
and kept sending the same s ignal as before . 

With in a few seconds a dull yet strong c ircu­
lar light appeared above our heads then a sec­
ond j oined the first and they began to circle 
above us tw ice very fas t .  

I t  made u s  dizzy t o  watch and a t  each com­
pleted circle they seemed to merge as one big 
light . The third time they circled in oppo­
s i te d irections once then they separated 
one settling above the front top of the house , 
the other toward the· telephone pole on the 
front lawn near the road . 

Then they s eemed to b ecome part of the 
clouds and couldn ' t  be. seen any longe r .  

This light-like obj ect was l ike s omeone 
had a powerful s potlight ins ide t he clouds 
and it became transparent .

Its beam gave off during the s canning 
time was powerfully l ong and lighted up the 
area l ike day time . 

Each one of us left the area and fel t  at 
ease w ith a happy expectation of s omething 
but didn ' t  know what or why . 

It was j ust as though we were with a 
friend or friends . We a ll agreed upon this 
feeling . 

We sens ed it was unusual but friendly ! 
As hard as this may s ound , it ' s  all TRUE ! 

Vis ibility this night was very cloudy 
but what we s aw s tuck out so clearly that no 
mis take could have been made .

TH E CASE FOR G EO R G E  AD AMSKI By DE N N I S  STAM EY 

On October 21 , 1954, a hous ew ife by the 
name of Jennie Roestenberg l iving in Ranton , 
England , claimed that she and her two young 
children witnes sed at close range a dull­
colored obj ect hovering directly above their 
home . Through trans parent panels she w as ab­
le to see " two men with white skin , long hair 
to the ir shoulders and very high foreheads . "  

She continued by s tating that t hey were 
dres sed in " transparent helmets and turquoise 
blue ski suits . "  The object hovered at a 
tilted angle while the two occupants surveyed 
the s cene "sternly, not in an unkindly fash­
ion , but almos t sadly , compas sionately . "  

Students of contact cases can quite eas ­
ily link these "spacemen" to the type descri­
bed by the late George Adamski as well as by 
les ser-known contactees . If the s ighting is 
true , i t  naturally boos ts Adamski ' s  claims of 
meetings w ith interplanetary vis itors . 

There are other various favorable pieces 
of evidence tha t confirm the Adamski s tory to 
a cons iderable degree . For ins tance , in des• 
cribing his first look at outer s pace , while 
riding in a Venus ian s cout s hip,  Adamski e ta-. 
ted : "I was amazed to �ee that the background 
of space is totally dark . Yet , there were 
mani fes tations taking place all around us , as 
though billions upon b ill ions of fireflies 
were flickering everywhere , many in all dir­
ections , as fire fl ies do . "  ( Page 76 of " In­
s ide t he Space Shi� " ) When John Glenn made 
his orbital flight on Feb . 20, 1962 , he re­
turned from his flight with a s tory of seeing 
particles in s pace , which he called " fire­
flies " .  In the March 9 ,  1962 issue of LIFE 
magaz ine , John Glenn was quoted as follows : 

"There , s pread out as f ar as I could see  
were literally thousands of tiny luminous ob­
jects that glowed in the black s ky  l ike fire­
flies . I was riding slowly through them, and 
the sensation was l�ke walking backwards 
through a pasture where someone had waved a 
wand and made all the fireflies s top right 
where they were and glow s teadily • • •  " 

A publication is sued by the New Zealand 
Scientific Space Research reported that the 
photos from LUNA 9 which made a s oft-landing 
on the moon in February , 1966, and the SUR­
VEYOR on June 2 ,  were qui te s imilar to the 
des criptions of the moon given by Adamski in 
1955 in his book - " Ins ide the S}:llce Shi� " .  
While view ing the moon from a distance of 
40 ,000 miles through a special instrument, 
Adamski relates : " I  noticed deep ruts through 

the ground and in some of the imbedded rock , 
which could have been made in no other way 
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then by a run-off of water in times pas t • • •  

Part of the s urface looked find and powdery ,  
while other portions appeared t o  cons ist of 
larger particles s imilar to coarse or fine 
gravel . "  He continues , "Many of the craters 
are a ctually large valleys , surrounded w ith 
rugged mountains , created by some past terri­
fic upheaval w ithin the body of the moon . "  

T IME  magazine , Feb.ll , 1966, gave t h is ac­
count regarding the findings of LUNA 9 :  "Taken 
by a camera with a w ide-angle lens from about 
ten feet above a porous , pumice-l ike surface , 
the pictures showed a barren, forbidding crus � 
l ittered with jagged rocks and t iny pebbles 
that the Rus s ians later revealed were a s  small 
as one or two millimeters w ide . "  

In the New Zealand Herald , June 3 ,  1966, 
comes this report regarding t he area in which 
the SURVEYOR landed : "The terrain surround­
ing the spacecraft appeared somewhat l ike a 
rocky beach w ith s mall objects s cattered on 
the s urface . No small era ters vere immedi­
ate ly apparent and the s urface appeared reas­
onably smooth and hard . "  

Comparing these des criptions as well as 
those given by the Apollo as tronauts w ith 
those given by Adamski in 1955 ,  we c annot but 
conclude that Adamski knew what he was talk­
ing about . 

Ada� ki ' s photographs , which adorn the 
text of his three volumes that chronicled h is 
saucer experiences , have never been s c ientifi­
cally refuted , nor can they be . P. Marley, 
ace cameraman for Cecil B .  DeMille and a photo­
graphic expert , stated t hat "Adamski ' s  pic­
tures if faked are t he cleveres t ever seen, 
rival ing a Houdini • • •  the shadows on these sau­
cers and als o on the ground corres pond to such 
a degree that they could not be faked . "  

An Adamski-type craft was seen by F .V .  
Potter on Oct . 8 ,  19 53 , near Norwich, England . 
Other worldwide s ightings of s imilar craft 
have been photographed by Cedric Allingham, 
Howard Menger, George Stock , Daniel Fry, Paul 
Trent , Robert Coe Gardner , George Van Tas sel , 
and Stephen Darbishire of Conis ton, England . 

The Darbishire photograph , taken on Feb . 
15 ,  1954, is perhaps the mos t  unique in the 
annals of ufology . An orthographic project­
ion made- -by Leonard G . Cramp, a member of the 
Interplanetary Society of England and an ex­
pert engineer , shows the "Coniston Saucer" has 
the exact proportions of the Adamski craft 
taken at Palomar Gardens , Calif.  Coincidence 
in this instance is fantas tic . So it seems 

reasonable t o  s ay there is a good case for 
George Adamski . O 
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THE REALITY OF UFOs By K ENN ETH LARSON 

Leading Soviet scientis ts say that UFOs seem to be directed by highly intelligent minds 
that could be conducting a sury.ey of the plane t Earth . Dr . Fel ix Zigel , as s istant professor 
of astronomy at the Moscow Aviation Institute, says that observations already made show that 
UFOs behave intelligently. 

They regard the matter so seriously that in October, 1967, they set up a UFO observa­
tion Center so as to conduct an intensive study of the sightings . The Rus sian scientists 
and experts base their studies on the rapidly accumulating sightings reported in recent 
years over that country and from other counttfes (over 75 of them) . 

The objects reportedly have been seen not only by witnes ses (including scientists )  but 
have been seen on photo plates and radar screens. 

On April 22 , 1967 , Dr . James E. McDonald, senior physicist at the Institute of Atmos­
pheric Physics, University of Arizona, gave a talk on UFOs before the American Society of 
Newspaper Editors. Dr. McDonald said that American scientists are 20 years behind in s ci­
entific study of the objects and that it was his conviction that the problem of the UFOs is 
the greatest scientific problem of our time . 

luring 1967, the University of Colorado established a UFO research group and released 
a report two years later, most of it negative. The u .s .  Air Force says that UFOs don't 
exis t .  

Question : What happens when the American s tudy group is sued a report discounting the 
phenomena? What happens when Russian scient�sts continue to uphold their mpinion that 
UFOs are real and behave in an intelligent pattern ? 

They say that competition is good and healthy • • • and competition of this type may force 
American scientists to think twide about the many UFO reports of the past 70 years over 
America , and the immense pile of documentary evidence accumulated on this subject . [J

The follow ing informati on - was received 
in a letter from Gabriel Green ( AFSCA) da ted 
September 9,  1969 . It carne to him from his 
telepathic contact whom he named as Oriel ,

I think most as tro­
nomers pla ce us about one -th ird of the way 
out.  

There are about 1 50 , 000 galaxies in the 
Universe ,  varying in s ize from 5 million to 
100 mill ion planets . The average s i ze is 20 
mill ion planets and 25 million light years 
in d iameter.  

New planets are cons tantly forming and 
old planets and suns are dying , but the 
material Universe is gradually increas ing . 
Although its d iameter of 11 . 5  bill ion light 
years rema ins relatively static , there are 
presently about 3 tril l ion pla nets in the 
Universe .  

From my MASTER LIST ,  given to Renaud 
by the Korend ians , I find for the 75 well 
known stars listed tha t 15 have no planets . 
Of the other 60 suns there are 41 7 planets 
named and des cribed as to d iame ters , days , 
years , and po pulations . Of them , 2 52 are 
inhabited and 165 are not , a ratio of 5 to 
3 . 5 . That would be a pos s ible 2 out of the 
3 trillion total . The populat ions given 
range from a few hundred to nea rly 8 bill ion 
on Korender . I es timate one billion as the 
average . Multi ply that by the 2 trill ion 
inha bited  and we have an es tima ted total 
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of two s extillions of people . So we a re 
not alone !

After my contact in the woods ( s ee SS&S 
#58) I d id everything pos s ible to help my 
friends and everybody I met ,  as I have always 
done . Gradually I became aware t hat I had 
been lured by the UFOe . 

I had comple te confidence that they ( UFO) 
were here to help us . Therefore I asked t hem 
to help  humanity ,  and I offered to help them . 
The short telepathic conversation was good . 
They did not as k me to do anything . Ins tead 
they blacked out my cons c iousnes s  and turned 
it on again later on in such a way , that I d id 
not feel it at all and had no sense of having 
los t s ome time . Only by looking a t  my watch 
I reali zed that I was mis sing about 45 min­
utes or more . 

Soon after the contact I realized that 
something had been done to my bra in .  A s trong 
confusion arose so I could not d is cern right 
from wrong . Later it changed to an insane 
state urging me t o  do mad and w icked things . 

After a few days I d is covered that some ­
thing had been done to my spine . Especially 
between the s houlder blades and in the neck I 
felt something hard and s tiff . Then I d is ­
covered two s cars on ea ch s ide near my sexual 
organ. They s oon d isappeared and some of the 
skin s caled off . I felt something s trange in 
my upper abdomen in the s olar plexus area . I 
felt it swell ing like it would explode . I 
became extremely afra id of these  things . What 
had the UFOs done to me ? Why had t hey done it ? 
What was the ir purpose in doing s o? What 
would people do to me if t hey knew it'? Would 
they kill me ? 

Now a strange thing happens . When these  
things are done to  such vital parts of a hu­
man be ing , they are included in the instinct 
of s elf-preservation . He will do anything to 
hide it and deny it . 

I mus t slmire those UFOs for the ir pro­
found knowledge of the nature of human beings . 
If s omebody should decide to tell , it might 
not mean so much . Those who have not got it 
themselves w ill not believe it and just say • • •  
that man is crazy . And those who have got it  
themselves know it is  true , but a fraid of be­
ing dis covered they will say t oo • • •  yes ,  that 
man is crazy . So this s trange game on human 
beings continues unhindered . 

If those UFOB came here w ith love and 
affe ction to help us , they would of course 
meet us openly . Now they do everything to 
hide away and make their activities secre t .  
This shows that the UFOs do not come here 
with love . Not even with respect for the in-
tegrity of human beings . But w ha t  can we do1 
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When I began to wonder what all those 
things were made for ,  s trong pa ins came in 
the s pine , the ne ck and in the head . Something 
ins ide me tried to s top me each time I thought 
of tell ing the truth . That must be the reason 
why the contactees always tell s ome thing good 
about the UFOs . They are forced or controlled 
to do so . 

It is clear that what the U FUs  a re doing 
to people is not to help them . They have 
the ir own reas;;s t o  do so , whatever that 
might be . If this invas ion of s omething un­
known into the bod ies and bra ins of human be­
ings is not s topped somehow , w e  might soon 
all be controlled by the UFOs . 

When these things are done t o  s uch vi tal 
parts of a human , they are included in the 
ins tinct of sel f- preservation . People w ill 
never tell the truth . What a terrible world 
of s ilence , falsity ,  and l ies are being made . 

As my strongest w ish  is to serve humani­
ty , I have dec ided to tell the truth although 
th is s hould cos t my life .  

But there is not much reason to think 
that anybody w ill believe it a part from those 
who have also been treated by the UFOs . Some 
contactees have tried to tell the truth h id­
den in  the ir s tor ies . Adamski told us t� 
there were 100 ,000 spacepeople w orking in 
governments and in other places . I know what 
he meant by "s pacepeople " - people treated by 
the UFOs .

A long t ime passed from the conta ct until

time I realized I had been lured by the UFOs . 
I sat d own and began s peculating on how and 
what the UFOs had done to me . Then t he pe.ins 
became s o  s trong tha t I could hardly s tand 
them . During the pas t  1t years they drove me 
to the brink of suicide several times . For 
long periods I gave up thinking about it too 
much without s eeing the connection . Then I 
became aware of t he connection . 

Sometimes when doing s ome ord inary work ,  
thoughts about the UFOs came to me w ithout 
actually engaging mysel f in t he subj ect,  as I 
was doing s ome thing else , and there were no 
pains .

"Really though , "  Roger chimed in , " I  
d idn ' t  th ink any of us really fel t  we had 
seen it unti l  we got down the road a nd got 
to talking about i t  and knew all of us had

" It was kind of like a d ream -- a. bad 
dream , " Mary added . 

The gathering clouds had blocked out the

where , at the abandone d power hous e " Broken windows peered at them l ike blind 
eyes , "  and where we get a hint of the 1tragedies in the ir personal lives . 

Or Woodrow Derenberger , wondering whether he should tell his ne ighbors 
about the otherworldy "Mr·. Cold , " who s topped Woody ' s  van on an inters:tate 
highway for a mind-shattering interplanetary interview . Then there is th� 
shadowy figure of the Recorder flitting through the pages , performing h is we ird 
"Symphony of the Horns " and peering with luminous eyes at the PEOPLE who had 
come to s e e  the bird creature . 

I cannot absolutely promise that you will agree  with every word of 
" THE S ILVER BRIDGE . "  Indeed , some pages may shock you with the ir frankness . 
In other pages the author may taunt you when you realize  he is deliberately

4, October 10 , c 
and other days in 1967 , crescent-shaped ob- 1\ 
jects have been observed over t he northern re­
gions of the USSR. 

Reports came in from the mountain observa­
tory of Kazan , apart from various private 
s ightings . 

Dr . Ziegel said : "The most characteristic 
UFO looked like a bright, flying crescent , 
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flying with the convex part first ( see sketch ) .��������������������� 
Outer contours were sharp, inner contours were vague and wavy .  From one of the horns of the 
crescent. came flames as with a jet plane . Or they could have been s parks . In many cases , 
the crescent was preceded by a bright flying disc  and flanked by objects shining l ike stars 
of first magnitude , keeping a fixed distance ( formation flight) . 

Kazan astronomers es timated the diameter of the crescent to be about 500-600 meters 
( quite a s ize ) at a speed of 18 ,000 km/hour (which is 18 times faster than the new type Boeing 
747 super aircraft now flying , driven by the "jumbo jet" with a speed capacity of only 1 , 000 
km/hour . Dr. Ziegel said t he UFOs were real things and not to be identified with any other 
known phenomenon. 

SKETCH : We have tried to follow the description closely and have drawn a formation flight 
with all three types of objects involved , in the proper sequence . Contours are sharp out­
lined on the outside and vague and wavy on the inner side . Compare with sketch No . 2 .  Same 
possibilities - bulk of matter in the center part . 

CRESCENTS 1N ANTIQUITY 

Supposedly from cave wall paintings in the Jabaran Valley , Tass ili ,  Sahara . This is a 
picture of a flying crescent with a human figure and a bull . The impression is , that the 
man ( cowherd) is greeting the space ship, meaning a people of cowherds ( nomads?) - which may 
have been the same people of hunters depicted on other paintings in the Jabaran Valley. 

The s paceship in the middle was black all over like the small things to the left and 
right (within the horns ) , while the human being and the bull were comparatively dimly out­
lined . This stresses the SHIP as the important thing. 

The ship is a typical UFO by the following characteristics : 
1 .  Forcefield radiation on the bottom . 
2 . Jet or radiation on one of the . horns ( USSR crescents have "jets "  on both horns ) . 
3 .  Bell-shape of all three UFOs ; putting the thing on i ts edge , one gets t he same 

s ituation as in Russia - wavy center part ,  vaguely outlined . 

There is hardly any doubt that the ancient artist has wanted to depict a space ship 
for its very UFO characteristics , which we can easily recognize today from the phenomena in 

our skies .

The whole panorarna of "phenomena " is so 
inte r-re lated w i th the far pas t  and the s ur­
viving apparatus in the herme ti cally sealed 
c i ties ( mos t bur ied c i ties w e re herme tically 
sealed by floods of s ea bo ttom mud ) is the 
reason the metal and perishabl� survived the 
ages of time tha t pass ed • • •  they are herme ti­
ca lly sealed by the mud flows . 

Jus t l ike a tin can • . •  many th ings sur­
v ived until today be caus e pro te cted from all 
corros ion by the mud seal . 

Thus the fl ood supply of the bil l ions of
