The second object has been sighted for tien days and it is beliewed thabk an
offficicl report on it has been sent to Otinwa,

Mr, Paotliewson told the Citizen that. o met office officinl told him "to keep
quiet about it," but today bureou officia.ls denied ztll kmowledge of the second
objecte™

The pulsching light mentioned wag seen by many Club membewrs scvernl mightis im
o row, clwoys fifteenn minmties laoter in the eveming, and took five and ome-half
mimutes to twoverse from horizon to horizon, Folllowing clese behind it was a
segond, smaller pulsgoting lights Severcl Club members reported that the object
itigelf wms cigameshaped, Wotichers who wore loocking for this partilcular-cbject also
sow a similar pulsating light which mowved ot obout the same high speed across the
sky but which came from.the southecast dnd thom veered to the nmorth ond which wus
seen ot yopving times in the eveming, These sightings, however, wore mot published
in the press.

The abject seen ot noen each day wos sighted by Meteorological Obsarwers ot the
Airport Weather Statidom, and Club membews were promised o viow of it through the
theadalitic, Howewer, im the meantime the Citdzen phoned them for o story, ond whem
the membogrs showed up for the viiewing, tho Obscrver am duty, who had been looking
thraugh: the thoodalitowhen they _nn:lmd, ostentatiously locked up the thoeodolitg,
statied tersely, "I woa just following o bolloom," and wnlked aways
