of a series of compounds to rid humans.
and animals of other dangerous fallout
productgs Concelvably these things e
might be bullt into the diet as a kind
of Insurance against radiatlon damage.
The anti-gstrontium compound was des-
cribed in a paper gilven before the Amer-
lcan Chemlcal soelety by Arthur Linden-
baum of the Argonne National laboratory
at Lemont, Iil, Lindenbaur and two
colleagues developed and tested it. ‘
Radloactive strontium, the most feared
element 1ln fallout, is considersd dan-
ger us because 1t makes 1ts way into
the bones and can give off radiation
for scores of years afterward, It is
a possible cause of cancer and other
diseases. The compound which can pick
thls hazardous element out of living
bone and other body parts is a taste-
legs yelliow dye called rhodilzonate.

It latches onto strontium atoms and
the two substances together form an
insoluble compound which cannvbe elin-
inated in body waste,
