Tarpaulins, old tires and blooks of
wood heve been niled on' the evaft as
camoufloge.

It 1e made of white flbre-glags and
is reportedly driven by & souped-up
automobile engine,

It is belleved the rotating turbines
foree air through ducts on the belly
of the oraft providing an alr cushlon
that 1ifts it Trom the ground.
