a new technicue, the "Blue Flash", and this was first tried over. Seattle,
Wash., in Fay 1952. (See front page of N.Y. Times for lay 12y 19524) It
was then usei for the outstanding "blue mcieor” of Sept. 12, 1952, over
Yashington, D.C., eni simultanecusly cover four adjacent states, ineluding
Yaryland and Vest Virginla. This incident occurred simultonescusly with the
-Flzt Woods, V.Va., "moneter” siszhiing, and in fact, the "meteor” was seen to
iand near the spot where the "mons@er’ was 4discovered. This incident, des-
eribed by Groy Borker in his book "They Knew Too lluch About Flying Saucers",
wae investizated by Barker, personslly, and publicized by him, and marks his
sarly connection with the CIA's-.sponscred prozram of hoodwinki g the public.

By Fall of 1952, the CIA &ad laic out its plans for the "landing" ana
"eontact” stories, The warmup for this had boen the fabricated and planted
stories about "little gpeen men", such as the famous locture at the Univers-
1ty of Demwver in liarch 1950, desoribec in Scully's book “Behind the Flying
Saucers"”,(prge 5). This was a paycholozical test, and showed that about 50%
of college~level people would beliecve a wellepresented story. The Desvergers
(Florida Scoutmaster) londing story in 1952, and the Moyor Linke landing
story from Germwany in the summer of 1952, were port of the same pobtern.

These were all planted by the CIA., N¢ actual human contacts were yet reported.

The Tremonton fllms, made in the summer of 1952, served %o convince me

that saucers were real, and I suspect they were shown privately to "others

vesides nmyself, whom the CIA wanted fto convince of the reality of saucers.
These films arc a clever jJjob of foking. The major gightings of the 1952
"flap” are well newn to all saucer rcsearchers. The Nagh-Fortenberry sizhbe
ing cover Norfolk, Va., anl the Gooet Guard photos over Salem, liass., received
nuch publiclfty, but the newsvaper clirpings of that period show hundreds of
cases, The editorial poges and editorial cartoons (even the Book levicws)
of the =mojor newepapers bustlsd with the subjeet of flring zaucers.

In Janvary 1953, the CIA convened a panei of five top-noich scicntiets
to "study the situetion”. The result vas "pre-condltisned by the CIA,
according to Iuppeli's book and accoriing to detailed letters from Juppelt

in my flles. The upshot of this ponel's report was to lend credence to the
vallidity and "respectobility' of saoucers in official jovernment cireles {(out-
side the CIA) although the repert was Xept secret from the public. Lajor
Keyhoe, Auring thie period, was earefully fed reports (by his "friends" in

the government) to bolster his case that the soucers are interpianetary. His
bocks were best sellers. Likewise, CGeorge idamski, who hod been duped into
cooperation and partlcipation in lote 1949 (to toke plctures of szusers "near
the moon"), was hoaxed into going to @ Acsert "contact” with a "apoceman” on
November 20, 1952. lle was then given strong backing by the GIA (he ealls

them “space brothers") in writing and publishing his book "Flying Soucers

Have Landed”,  During the next ' year he was given the "space rlizht" hoax, as
deseribed in my article in “Flying Soveer Review" (Inglond) Jan.Feb.1960 lasue.

Jim Moseley introduced himself to me in 1954 and we became zood friends.
He wos typlecal of the young sinzle, unattached men of mysterious sntecedents
who became active ag saucer publishers Aduring this period. The saucer NAGT
zincs and saucer clubs spread the stories of the contacteaes, and publicized
thelr books. Surprisingly enoush, even lioseley, who purported to espouse the
"Rarth theory”, zove most pubdllclity %o the contactee side of the pleturs.

Dan Fry's experisnce, althoush doted bhock in 1950, was not actually
nublished until 1954. The seguence oi the "contact story” bulldup seens o
have been plonned by the CIA as follows:

The present situation ig typified by the current "hysteria" in the sau~

o bellef in the public of the imninence of such an occurrenca Ve gsee
Michael X, calling for recrults to the saucer movement to snreui the word".

(6) In some of the published stories, the "asents provecatcurs” of the CIA
seem to bhe clearly rccognizable. These zre contact cases in which one of
the individuale who helps get thinzgs started, by establishing contact or
gsuprlying funds, fades away from the 3roup and is not pinpointed in the
glare of publicity by the time the "contactees" become well knowne 4vong
people who sesm to be involvel in roles of this tyne I have noted the
fol'owing:

Dear Fellow Seeker of UFO Truths:

For almost a decade I have been trying to get the answers to a mystery which
to me has represented the most intriguing part of my years of UFO research., To me
it was important because I felt that the solution to this one particular enigma
might SOLVE THE ENTIRE FLYING SAUCER MYSTERY.

In 1956 I wrote a book, "They Knew Too Much About Flying Saucers," which
told all I knew at that time about this enigma,

In this book I told how a personal friend, ALBERT K. BENDER, had formed one
of the earliest research organizations called The International Flying Saucer
Bureau, in Bridgeport, Conn. The organization rapidly grew and soon had branches
and members all over the world.

SUDDENLY THE IFSB CLOSED! Bender, 1ts director, told me and a few other
close associates that HE HAD FOUND OUT THE SOLUTION TO THE SAUCER MYSTERY, but
was visited by three men in dark clothing who frightened him severly and warned
him not to disclose his secret.
