Lights Up

A metallic substne

found beside a burning
stump near Eganville re-
cently, has turned out to be
neither meteorite nor part
of a man-made satellite.

It’s part of nature's own
process — a stone produced
by a process of fusion, usu-
ally occurring after light-
ning hits a tree.

Dr. Donald Harris, assist-
ant curator of the Royal On-
tario Museum min--ology
section, described the pro-
cess in a letter to the princi-
pal of Eganville Hig'
School. The stone was found
by 18-year-old Royce Swant,
of Eganville.

Apparently a rare find in
Canada, similar st es have
been found in parts of the
western states in the U.S.,
usually in fir tree trunks.
The Eganville stone, found
beside a burning birch
stump, was described as
“buetschliite””, or a fused
wood-ash stone.

‘“The stones are usually
found in the trunks of stand-
ing, partly-burned forest
trees, produced by fusion
and the ensuing crystalliza-
tion of the ash of the
wood,””” Dr. Harris wrote.
Lightning, not a meteorite,
caused the fire.

The final paragraph of the brief re-.
quires that "explanations to the pub-
lic be realistic and knowledgeable".

I would point out that there 1s a
difference between a real explanation
and a "realistic" one.

The U. S. Army refers to UFOs as
"unconventional aircraft" and Army
policy regarding such unconventional
alrcraft 1s set out 1n a Department

of the Army letter directive dated
August 6, 1957. This directive re-
portedly requires personnel to file
reports on all their sightings.

Little more 1s known about this parti-
cular letter, as 1t has never been made
avallable to any UFO researcher, and
has even been refused to members of
Congress,

Alr Force Regulation 200-2 1s probably
the most famous of all UFO documents.
This 1s the regulation which pertalns
to all USAF personnel and forbids
dissemlination of information to the
public. Paragraph 9 explicitly states
that only those sightlings which have
been positively 1dentifled as familiar
objects may be released to the press
and public.

A highly significant statement on the
Part of the USAF can be found in the
'Alr Force Information Policy Letter;
For Commanders", Vol. XIV, No. 12,
1ssued by the Office of the Secretary
of the Alr Force. Under the title

"AF Keeping a Watchful Eye on Aero-
space" 1t 1s stated that "There 1s a
relationship between the Air Force's
interest 1n space survelllance and

its continuous surveillance of the
atmosphere near Earth for unidentified
flying objects -- UFOs."

Both the Royal Canadlan Air Force and
the USAF, as well as other branches

of the armed services are governed by
a regulation designated as JANAP 146
(JANAP = Joint-Army-Navy-Air-Publica-
tion). This Joint Chiefs of Staff

" Several motorists near Miami said

directive pertains to "Communications
Instructions for Reporting Vital
Intelligence Sightings (CIRVIS) From
Alrborne and Waterborne Snurces"" and
contains reporting procedures and
forms used by both American and
Canadlan services. Any person reveal-
ing the contents of a CIRVIS report,
whether he 1s cnonnected with the
military or not, i1s punishable under
the Esplonage Laws,

All of these documents add up to
several basic facts: 1) The military
agencles of the U. S. and Canada are
not making a great portion of the
information 1n theilr possession
avallable to the public. 2) The UFO
situation 1s of conslderably more
importance than these military agen-
cles are willing to publicly admit.
3) These military agencies do not
have a full comprehension of the
nature of UFOs and are still con-
ducting z thorough investigation of
the phenomena.

In any event, the popular misconcep-
tion that the flying saucer 1s dead
could not be further from the truth.

FIRE BALLS - METEOR3 OR WHAT?2??

A blg meteor flashed across southern
Florida one summer night in 1954,
flamlng so brightly the pilot of an
alrliner trled to dodge it with his
plane.
