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Saw ‘Spaceship’
On Mountain,
Touched It,
Boy Says

A 13-year-old Mountain boy!
has a curved burn on his hand
that he claims came from
touching the “‘antenna’’ of a soft
glowing “flying ship.”

Charles Cozens, 16 Leavesden
Place, said two strange *ships”
landed in a field behind the|
Mountain police station on Up-
per Wellington Street Tuesday
night.

Police Constable Arnold
Read, summoned to the boy’s
home after his parents had re-
geatedly questioned their son

efore reporting the incident,
verified Charles had a three-

inch yellowish burn mark on;.

his hand.

Charles said he ran behind a
fence at 9.15 p.m. to the open
grade behind the police station
afler seeing one ‘“ship” come
down, closely followed by an-

\ other.

HE DESCRIBED the objects
as ‘“‘eighl feet long, four feet
wide and three feet high’” with
“red, blue and green lights set
into the rim and flickering like
a computer.”

Charles said the objects “lit
up the grass around” and were
making ‘‘a buzzing sound.”

He said they were hard and
smooth to the touch and “I
could not feel hot or cold so
they must have been about body
temperature.”

Only one had an antenna, he

said. “It was thicker at the base

and narrowed to the size of a
nickel at the top.”

When he touched the antenna
he received an electric shock
and a three-foot flash “of elec-
tricity” occurred, he said.

“I was running to tell some-
one at the police station but
when I looked back they were
gone and I thought the police
would not believe me so I ran
home to tell my parents.”

I HIS FATHER, James Cozens,
'a draftsman, said he took his
ison to a doctor 48 hours after

the incident on the suggestion

of Charles’ teacher at Our Lady
of Lourdes School.

Mr. Cozens said be questioned
and re-questioned his son and
explained the seriousness of
calling the police “but Charles
was emphatic and could not bé
shaken.”

His mother said Charles is a
‘“serious boy and would never
involve us with the police unless
he was telling the truth”.

Mr. and Mrs. Cozens had not
said anything about the incident
beocause they were afraid
Charles would be hurt or rid-
iculed “but he remembers ev-
ery detail vividly and has al-
ways been a serious hard-work-
ing kid, not the (ype to look
for attention.”

!
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, LAVERNE EMERY, 18, and
his brother Owen, 14, of 438
Jackson Street West, reported
Wednesday seeing two objects
“flying low over the city”. The
boys told their father and police
were called.

Mr. Emery, an engineer at
Macassa Lodge, said his sons
were ‘‘extremely shaken up by
what they had seen’’.

He said they described the
two objects as ‘‘unlike anything
they had ever seen before”
and said they were “making a
whirring noise not at- all like
an aircraft”.

Both LaVern and Owen said
they saw flashing red, blue and
green lights.

A check with Air Canada re-
vealed that no aircraft flew
across Hamilton at the time
the objects were viewed (11:15
p.m.).

“They were very frightened
and these kids are truthful
kids,” said Mr. Emery.

Weird blinking lights have
heen reported in Ohio and Wis-
consin and last month reporis
of sightings of strange objecls
were reported over the Sarnia-
area Kettle Point Indian Re-
serve. About 100 persons were
said to have watched an objcct
with muiti-colored lights hover-
iing over the area.

A woman reported the object hovered
over Hutton Sideroad in London for
more than half an hour. She sezid

it was a red light, high in the
sky, around which a white ring
seemed to spread out, then pull
back, intermittently.

A star-like object coasted across
the sky over Sarnia and stopped

in the northeast where it remained
for more than two hours. Red and
blue flashes could be seen. It
appeared to be about 70 degrees
above the horizon.

At about 10 pem. Leroy Stirling
and his family saw four "some-
things" within two hours. One was
a bit larger than the other three.
It appeared to be about half a
mile in the sky, had flashing red,
blue and orange lights and was
about a foot or so between the
lights. It came up from the east
and within two minutes had dis-
appeared over Ridgetown.

Two constables in Oakville report-
€d seeing strange lights in the
sky over Lake Ontario in the dir-
ection of Toronto.

Camp Borden resident reported a
brilliant white light travelling
rapildly from west to east,

About the same time, someone 1in
Orillia saw "a fiery object going
south."

A Sarnia policeman, Corporal

Robert Symington, said he saw a

UFO "but I won't believe anything
until it's proven to me."

Three Metro Toronto policemen said
they saw a UFO near the Toronto
International Airport.

Kevin White, 2 23-year—old 1abora~
tory technician, said one "buzzed"
his car on Hyghway 40l. Kevin said
he was driving west on the 401 when
a very brilliant object bore down
on his car from out of the western
sky. It was about the size of a
fighter plane he said., White
denied it was an airplane "because
I've flown more than 500 hours
myself and know planes." He says
the UFO glowed yellowish- white with
a tinge of red at the back "and
after swoopling low over his car,
turned and follgwed alongside about
200 yards away." White said eight
cars in front of him pulled over to
the side of the highway and the
drivers rolled down their windows

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"I'm a very serious person and I
don't expect anyone to lausgh at me
over this," says White. "Why
should we be so nerrow-minded to
think we're the only beings in the
universeds.”

On March 29, the UFOs were revorted
seen near Toronto International
Airport. Wilfrzd 3oss, who 1is the
operator of 2 trailer court at
Cooksville, said the object had
lights that changed colors and
geemed to be hovering around the
alrport for approximately 2 hours.
The same night, in London, & non-
believer in UFOs esaw a saucer-
shaped object hover about 700 feet
above Westminster Hospitale. John
Lewis said he watched the UFO for
5 minutes at 11:50 p.me The UFO
was "shining with 2 white light"
and chaaged his attitude about
flying saucers. Mr. Lewis seid
the fluorescent disc, about 35
feet wide, was motionless when he
first saw it, and he heard no un-
usual noise. The object was domed
in the centre, with two protuber-
ances "like giant transmission
housings" on one side.

In an address by Knut Hammar-
skjold, Director General, Inter-
national Air Transport Association,
to the AVIATION/SPACE WRITERS
Assoc. Amual News Conference in
New York on May 23, 1966, had this
to say about UFOs,

He confesses he believes in
these things. He says it 1is nec-
essary to sift and sort all the
information and to be as realistic
as ;possible. He posed two rhetori-
cal questions. Firstly, is it
really that unlikely that there
exist civilizations outside our
planet which are more developed,
both technically and mentally,
than we are? Secondly, are these
space neighbors of ours getting
more interested in what we are do-
ing as our own technical abilities
develop?

It is of course a moot point
whether this possible interest
from outer space, which apparently
has increased during the last de-
cade, 1is only a reflection of our
increased opportunity to observe
what 1s happening around us.

He introduced this content-
ious subject not because 1t is
something topical but because of
the political repe#cussions that
this may have on our future outlook
in the air transport field. The
possible existence of neighbors in
space will, if confirmed, create
problems of legal, political and
technical characteristics. It 1is
certainly something to which we
must glive serious consideration in
the future.

TEENS TELL TALE OF TALL FIGURE,
ODD__SQUNDS

Denver (UPI) Six Denver-area teen-
agers told a tale Friday of a
strange, tall figure, welrd sounds
and brigh% lights that 4id not re-
flect in a rear-view mirror.

The teen-agers, who were picnicking
at a campsite in rugged terrain
south of Denver, Thursday night,
all said they could not identify
the source of the mysterious ob-
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Jects.

They reported the incident to
Littleton, Colo., police.

Donald Otis? 17, said he and five
others saw "four or five" objects
rising out of a gully directly in
front of a cooking shelter where
they had dinner.

Patricia Retheford said she and
three of the other picnickers saw
what appeared to be the figure of
a "really, really tallman" for a
few seconds near the shelter.

Otis said that about 7:45 p.m. "we
heard what sounded like footsteps
--1t was something weird -~ and
Allen (Scrivner) and I went out to
check. Then we heard a weird buzz-
ing sound -- it was something else."
Otis said they walked about 100
yards up a hill when they saw what
looked 1like "A huge car, with red
and white lights that looked 1like
backup lights going on and off."
The boys then returned to the shel-
ter where they were told about the
tall figure. Kaye Hurley, another
of the picnickers, said "I didn't
get a good look -- I was -afraid to
-- but he was much taller than
Allan, who is 6-foot-1.

Otis said they then started to
drive away when they turned around
and noticed a "pure white light --
oval like an €gg -- rising straight
up out of the gully in front of us.
"Then Mary screamed," he said, "and
we all turned around and saw two
others hovering near the first one.
Then we saw another vne with a
welrd red light. Its rays went
straight up. Then it looked 1like
it was starting right toward us and
we took off."

Scrivner said when they tried to
leave, "my car wouldn't run right,
1t kept shutting on and off, and
the radio was fading in and out.
Then it caught up to behind us and
shut off."

"The funny thing is," Scrivner said
"The 1light did not reflect in my
rear-view mirror."

Editor’s Note: Not every day, luckily, does a re-
porter earn his keep by chasing flying saucers. Howard
Fields of UPI’s Detroit Bureau set out on the not-so-
hot trail of the unidentified flying objects which have
been plaguing southern Michigan recently, and offers
his observation about the sport in the following per-’
sonal report:

HILLSDALE, Mich. (UPI)—Some people say the unidenti-
fied flying object is really a friendly creature, deep down
inside somewhere. I'll have to disagree, as a reporter anyway.

“It” not only picks an isolated community in which te
make an appearance, but compounds the crime by picking a
swamp for its launching pad.

The prepared reporter chasing *‘it” carries hip boots and
an old rain coat—probably a change of clothes wouldn’t hurt.

Last Sunday night, “‘it’’ chose one of the most inaccess-

able spots in Southeast Michigan—at least according to

.reports from a score of people near the town of Dexter. The

area was infested with snakes (happily most of them were

hibernating)—a inarshy grass land pitted with quicksand bogs
-and criss-crossed with creeks. ’

Frank Mannor was the man who said he saw it closest—
until his son-in-law uttered a few words and frightened “it”
off into the night. But “its’’ last resting place was a good 500
yards away—too far for a red-blooded reporter thirsting for
truth.

So I grabbed one of Mannor’s sons-in-law and plunged into
the swamp. The first disappointment came when I discovered
my hip boots were letting in almost as much water as they
were supposed to be keeping out.

The second disappointment was that the spot in the
swamp where the vehicle had been was no different from the
rest of the marsh—not even a small burn scar or some extra-
terrestrial litter.

Twenty-four hours later, I was swamp-bound again. This
time the craft had supposedly landed near a women's
dormitory at Iillsdale College. Eighty-seven coeds couldn’t be .
wrong.

But the swamp in this case was more like a lake and I
had to suppress all desires to plunge out on another foray. I
unwillingly had to settle for interviewing some of the eye
witnesses in the dormitory.

I got my first visit on the other side of a reception desk at

- a women's residence hall, but it didn't seem quite fair when
the house mother shouted ‘““man on the floor’” as we stepped
off the elevator.

After mingling with the occupants of the dorm for a few
mlnutes, I began to think maybe the UFO, for once, had a
good idea. Every swamp should have a women’s dorm
nearby, for visiting UFO’s and their reporter friends.
