“It had three very bright lights. Two of the lights, red
and green, were going on and off, while the white one
remained on. It was so bright we couldn’t look at it
directly.

“Then it rose up about a hundred feet and the noise
and lighis shut o.i. As it remained motionless we could
see it sharply outlined against the clear sky.

“I drove the car away after watching it for 10
minutes.

“We stopped and it went back to the field.

'LIGHT' LEAVES BURNED CIRCLE

Byt he "Haisior
Tarly in November we became aware
of an unusual event about 25 miles
northeast of here. A phone call
from a cousin alerted us to a scor-
ched circle in the bush on a nelgh-
bor's vroperty. Upon investigation
the following 3aturday, we founi
out these 4etails. The neighbor
early in May, observed a light on
the back portion of his lot .In the
woods but put 1t down to some sort
or reflection and 4idn't pay too
much attention to it and turned
away. A while later he looked out
the window again anrd saw a light
moving over the treetops and final-
ly Aisappeared westwards.

Two weeks later he was walking
in this area where the light was
seen, and lo and behold, a nearly
circuiar ring about one.yard in
thickness and 35 feet in diameter
stopoed him in his tracks. The
ringed area appeared scorched anAd
nothing was growing in this ring.
The ieenber of' the velrcleand out-
wards of the ring had grass, moss
and sumach trees growing on it.

Any sumach trees in the ringed
area were knowked down at the base
In a cloeskwise direction as if
some tremendous force had blown
them over.

The neizhbor started to put 2
and 2 together as this was the
spot he saw the light 2 weeks ago.

The only explanation after
much mulling over was that the
light, or UFO, was the cause of the
round mark on the ground. The ob-
Ject must have hovered over the
sumach trees In the center of the
ring as they were untouched. The
'lizht' would have been about 10 to
12 feet above the grouhd. The
ground was on a slant, the higher
part was scorched more than the
lower part so the UFO must have
been hovering horizontally for this
near: landing.

hysterical, semi-psychotic, and otherwise unreliable ob-
scrvers, but added: “As a philosopher, I've always be-
lieved it fallacious to rule out 100 per cent of any subJect
bocausc you can prove that 90 or even 993 per cent is erro-
neous.’

Lord Soper—or, Dr. The Rev. Donald, Lord Soper—
said that when he QpCdI\S in the open air at London s Hyde
Park and Tower Ilill “more and more of the questions
have to do with new concepts of time and space. Are there
extraterrestrial beings? Is it possible they have contacted
or will contact us? What significance does this have for
Chiristian theology?"

The Methodist peer said he considers these questions
enor mously lmportant.

*“I am impressed by certain pxeces of evidence for the
existence of UI‘Os " he allowed.

Observed by daughter

“For instance, my daughter, who is married to a Cam-
bridge professor and is not at all the kind of person glven
to seeing things, observed a UFO.

“I am munesscd by the fact that photographs taken of
various UFOs sighted in such disparate places as Australia
and California have been identical.”

Lord Soper said the possible reality of UFOs “‘is taken
more seriously in Britain, perhaps, than in North America
because we are more sophisticated.”

~ If there are beings from space, what are they like?

“Well, let's hope they're friendly,”” Lord Soper
quipped. “I hardly believe they could be as retarded as we
are.”

He specuiated that space beings could exist in forms
totally alien to our concepts of living organisms.

*It is possible that sentient beings may exist in this
vast universe who have none of the physical senses that we
have. Conceivably, they could exist as a mass of radio
waves, or something equally strange to us who are so used
to thinking ia anthropomorphic terms.”

Meaning for Christianity

If beings from space do exist, and ever visit earth,
what impact would this have on Christianity? What, about
the coacept of Chirist as Lhe unique expression of God?

“If theire is intelligent lile on a star like Epsilon Eri-
dani, or on planets circling it, these beings must have their
own incarnation of God,” said Lord Soper. .

*“This fact would not invalidate at all the picture we
have of God in Jesus Christ. Christ is .the human photo-
graph of God, but beings on other worlds must have their
own appropriaic photographs of the Eternal Spirit.”

One thing, for Lord Soper, is virtually certain—
“Beings frcm other planets will share our fundamental
moral concepts.

“It is inconceivable to me that, for instance, any civili-
zation could regard cruelty as a good thing, or make of vi-
olence an ultimate virtue.”

And st a recent symposium on extraterrestrial life,
Rev. John Jeseph Lynch, a Catholic theologian and astro-
nomer of Iordham University; said that beings from space
may be morally superior to us because they have escaped
a “fall’’ such as man experienced in Adam.

“Qur extralerrestrial neighbors who, like ourselves,
had fallen we would expect to be much like ourselves,"
added Fatiier Lynch.

Dr. Geddes MaeGregor, a Presbytcrian ministér on the
staff of the University of California’s graduato school of re-
ligion, said recently: “There is hut one Christ, our Lord.
But this docs not exclude the possibility that there are mil-
lions of other divine incarnations throughok,, ‘Ye innumera-
ble galaxies.”

Even Protestant fundamentalists are speculating about

UFOs in terms of Bible prophecy.

Lambert Dolphin, .r., resecarch physicist at Califor-
nia’s Stanford Research Institute, said: ‘“The mounting
evlderice leads me to believe that UF'Os are extraterrestri-
al in origin, piloted by intelligent beings. Their appearance
in recent years is probably in some way associated with
the imminent second coming of Jesus Chirist.”

There are ministers and priests who report seeing
UFOs.

Father Johnson told The Star that on May 19, 1963, he
and his wife saw an enormous circular craft which de-
scended to almost tree top level, “‘and seemed to be watch-
ing us.”

What ahout the theological implications of visitors
from space?

“I have thought about this long and hard,” Father
Johnson said.

“I believe it is possible that just as Christ was the in-
carnation—or embodiment—of God on earth, incarnations
have appeared to other civilizations in space. But these in-
carnations could be different, conceivabiy in the form of a
woman, or even a series of incarnations.

“For me, the reality of UrOs simpiy make me realize
that our relationship to God and to the universe is much
wider than we have thougnt.”

Inevitably, the ¢rackpot groups have adopted ‘‘space
theology.”

In Texas, there is a cult whose members call them-
selves not Christians but ‘“‘Jesusites’ or ‘‘Jesusians.” They
say that Christ was an exalted being from another planet,
called Heaven, who returned home in a flying saucer but
promised to come back to earth at some future date. 3

To the Jesusites, modern Christianily is a mytholog-
ized version of these straightforward events.

‘Some astronomers, notably Russians, have speculated
that Old Testiment storles of angels may actually be an-
cient reports of UFO landings.

Some scientists have speculated that ‘‘tektites”—mys-
terious glass-like stones which contain radioactive isotopes
of aluminum and beryllium—might be remains of experi-
ments conducted by space visitors.

Also, strange ancient art, especiaily drawings showing
“round head” figures in the French Sahara, could be im-
ages of spacemen.

A new wind of cosmic awareness is blowing acrose the world - the
forerunner of big events - one of which will be the gventual re-
establishment of opnen contact with our friends, the 3>ky People.

Since June 24th, 1947, when Kenneth Arnold sighted nine gleaming
saucers ne2r Mt. Reinier in the state of Washington, U.3.4., there
heve been over a cuarter of 2 million recorded sightings all over the
world. 2ctually, that is probably a conservative estimate ag a recent
G21lup Poll in the United 3toates established thot five million people
in that country 2lone claim to heve seen flying s2ucers.

They have been observed by militery and civi-
lian pilots, naval personnel, coastguards, police, farmers, business-
men and psople in every walk of 1life. They have been rhotographed,
filmed and tracked many times on radar.

eventual announcement. I would emphasize that this silence on the
subject stems more from the blg powers than smepller countries.

The 3ky 3couts now number over 10,000 and h2ve members in eighteen
countries ~ Argentina, Austrslia, Austria, Brazil, Can=2da, Czechoslo-
vakia, Denmark, Fnglsnd, Germeny (East), Germany zWest), Italy, Japan,
New Zealand, Norway, Spgin, Sweden, U.3.A. and Venezuela,

The headguarters of the Sky 5Scouts is in Japan. In thzt country
there is a very large and progressive flying s=zucer group, the Cosmic
Brotherhood Association (CBA). The Head Counsellor is a very enlighen-
ed man, 2 former test pilot, Yusuke J. Matsumura. He had done wonders
to spread the rezlity of flying saucers in his own country. The CBA
also have 2bout 10,000 members, including a Jjunior section with half
that number. The letter a2re now all Sky Scouts and constitute half of
the intern=tionzl membership.

I have the honour to be Chairmen of the Intern-tional Committee of
Sky Scouts 2nd it is part of my work to appoint International Committee
members in various countries and be the liaison between them. These
Committee members recruit 3ky Scouts in their respective countries and
arrange activities.

These activities sre many 2nd varied, including regular 3ky Watches,
lectures on many aspects.of flying saucers, dliscussion groups, llsten-
ing to tape recordings, flying sszucer exhibitions, the study of gravity,
astronomy, €lectronics 2nd other space age subjects, model making and
in some countries films can be hired for & nominal fee showing our own
astronauts in flight. Then too most countries have theilr own legends
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of space people coming from the skiles in ancient times and study
should be made of these, together with visits to archaeological sites
of interest where our visitors mey have landed.

Local 3ky 3cout libraries should be started and people encouraged
to donate books for the use of members. 3Suitable books 2bout flying
saucers, cosmogony, astronomy, anclent civilizations =2nd space age
subjects should be donated.

Sky Scouts ghould be encouraged to arrange their own group activi-
ties. Obviously some guidance and assistance should come from Nation-
al Committee members, but self-reliance and initiative are needed to y
m2ke Sky. 3couting a live and healthy movement.

It was, therefore, as Ch2irman of International 3ky Scouts (ISS),
that Yusuke J. Matsumura and the CBf invited me out to Japen. My
actual trip was just like a falry story. Only in this particular
instance it hoppened to be true!

I do not wish to appesr to be boasting in this article ebout my
marvellous reception and all the wonderful things thét hoppened to me
in the Land of the Rising Sun, but I feel that it is important that
your readers should have the full facts 2nd appreciate the progress
that the CBA has made in getting the subject sympathetically consider-
ed by many irportsnt people there. The CBA is a very live movement,
not only in numbers but beczuse every one of their 10,000 members is
doing somethinge.

"I've never been so scared in my
life," ;gaid Terry Loukes. )

Yednesday, Thursday and Friday
mornings of last week a number of
persong in the Alida area watched
the manouvers of UFOs.

Terry Loukes, third year Arts
student from the University of Sask-
atchewan, Regina Campus, reported
to the Gazette that he, 1n company
with a number of other people pur-
sued the objects by car and on foot
andi were within a few hundred yards
of objects when they heard the whire.
ring of motors which sounded like
the noise created by a childs toy
top, as they lifted off and dis-

appeared into the dark.
The sighting was reported to the

RCMP at, Carnd% f by_Mr. Loukes _who
said, "The officer"I spoke to did-

n't seem to believe my story but I
guess that i1s understandable since
I must have sounded pretty shook
up." . He said "I wes instructed by
the RCMP to secure another witness.'

The Gazette contacted the RCMP
who were reluctant to discuss the
matter .but stated that they had in-
vestigated the report and question-
ed some of the witnegses.

The first sighting took place
about 2 a.m. Wednésday when Mr,
Loukes, in company with two other
witnesses, became aware of odd
lights in the sky and hovering in
a fileld. They pursued in a car
with the headlights turned off and
were able to move to about a half
a mile of one object which moved
off the moment the car headlights
were turned on. Having lost sight
of the first object they drove off
in search of another when one of
the two girls, Ann and Lorna Fen-
wick, sighted an object which seem-
ed to be pursuing the Loukegcar.

At work the following morning
Mr, Loukes told his story to some
of his fellow workers whose reac-
tion was disbelief but two of them,
2l-year-eld Norman Bronson, third
%ear engineering student from the

niversity of Manitoba, and 18-year-
old Harry Reid, second year engin-
eering student from Carlton Univer-
sity in Ottawa went with Mr. Loukes
and now confirm that they too saw
mysterious UFOs,.

The silhouettes of the objects
were not clearly definable in- the

1

dark, said Mr. Loukes, but one
appeared to be bullet-shaped,
standing about one and one half
telephoné poles hizh on three

aqua colored legs, a white light
In the mose and a brilliant red
glowing light at the base. A sec-
ond -type appeared to be capsule
like in shape with a red light in
front and capable of attaching it-
self to the bullet shaped object
with an dudible sound, said Mr.
Loukes. A third object which was
seen hovering in the light of an
01l well flare pit was cone shape
with a bright light on the bottom.

In one of the fields where Mr.
Loukes anAi companions, Bronson and
Reid, went on foot they saw five
objects in the same field. ,Having
watched them closely for some time,
they turned on the flashlight they
were carryl and one of the ob-
jects moved away while a second
oblaet flooded the three men in an
intensely bright light which 1lit
up the ground in an area of about
ten feet before Plinking its
lights and moving off.

"Having bccome separated from
their car, Mr. Loukes and his two
companions called at a farm home to
get assistance. The lady of the
house was the only one ‘home at the
time but she saw the mysterious
lights and phoned a neighbor to
come over and as the party watchcd
the headlights of the neighbor's
car approach, they saw one of the
objJects pass over the car, turn
off its lights and disappear, re-
ported Mr. Loukes.,

I don't thin¥% you should put
this 1In the papsr said Terry Lou-
kes, because people who haven't
seen them will think I'm a crack-
pot, but I saw them and so did the
people with me."

Don Boyes of the Gazette staff
witnessed the lights and says: "I
saw several aurae of light in the
middle of the field which moved
about and varied in intensity not
unlike the phosphorus wake of a
boat at sea and I also saw three
intense lights, which I assumed to
be headlights of automobiles tra-
velling on road allowances and
fence lines, which seemed +to move
up and disappear less than a mile
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away. Oni.investigating the area,
there were no roads on which a car
could have travelled. No-doubt
there 1s a reasonable explanation
for what we saw, but I don't under-
stand it.
