October 9, 1954, at 6:30 p.m., 
Gilbert Calda, 12, Daniel Hirsch, 9, 
and his 5-ysar-old brother Jean­
Pierre were roller-skating in the 
little village of Pourney-la-Che­
tive (Moselle), France, 6 miles 
sout� of Metz where the next night 
thousands of �xposition visitors 
including .15 technicians, plus 
commander Cottel, were to se·e a 150 
foot .UFO hovering for three hours 
at 30,000 feet altitude in a cloud-
less sky. · 

While those three boys were 11 d h. playing, they sa w a roun s 1ny 
machine come down from the sky very 
closd' to them. Out of it came a 
little man dressed in a black robe 
that reminded them of the kind the 
Pastor wore. The ufonaut had shag­
gy hair and big eyes. He spoke to 
the youngsters, but they could not 
understand. They ran away, but 
soon stopped and looked back. As 
they did they sav-; the craft going 
up and "..;.ery fast". Another vill-
ager of Pourney, a man, .said he 
-v;as severa.l hundred yards away from 
the boys at the time and saw the 
craft climb rapidly skyward. 

When I take into consideration 
the above-mentioned d£tails along 
with many others reported elsewhere 
by those who researched thoroughly 
into this case, plus the tens of 
thousands of other well-authentica­
ted sightings over insignificant 
planet-3 a grain of sand in our 
.solar sy�tem- Z, I find myself in­
tellectually obliged to believe at 
least the substance of this accoun� 

If vre judge by our standards, 
which should no longer be consider ­
ed as universal, this particular 
ufonaut, like so many others well 
authenticated by Lorenzen, Michel, 
Guieu Marc Thirouin, etc., is very � 
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small. I like to call them � fo­
nautines. ' �'That physical charac­
teristic (sm a llness) alone has 
caused much silly laughter and 
'sure proof'·' for the s-keptic that 

this and that story is not true. 
However, in view of the already 
large number of well docu�ented 
cases in ufolore and also·when the 
latest scientific discoveries are 
considered, those who are: really 
obje·ctive v.rill be convinced of the 
po ssibility and even of the actual 
existence of the ufonautines. 

Indee.d, several teams of ex­
perimental scientists have disco­
vered that a high gravi tationa·l 
field causes various animals to be 
smaller, when mature, than thos·e 
in the control groups. This con­
sideration, plus the realization 
of ma ny other startling and d�mon­
strated effects of gravity on liv­
ing beings, led me to the conclu­
sion that, among the extraterres­
trial intelligences visiting us, 
some of them should be queer and 
even weird according to our geoce·n­
tric, narrowminded criteria. 

Vlishing to share my delight 
with as many fellow ufofans as pos­
sible, I mimeographed these scien­
tifically established facts with 
my own conclusions regarding the 
sizes of ufonites, and, at the end 
of May 1962, mailed a copy to 71 
editors of ufozines. As some of 
you know, the article was published 
by a few. Briefly, gravity mark­
edly affects the eventual SIZE, 
SHAPE, STRENGTH and ABILITIES of 
the an i mal as a whole and especial­
ly of certain selected organs. 

Here and no1.v, I shall consider 
only the SIZE. Dr. Charles Wunder, 
with his coworkers, and several 
other separate teams of scientists, 
have found among other results, 
that an organism exposed to a gra­
vitational field higher than 1 (1 
being terre stria 1 gravity), it ·'\vi 11 
be smaller than those in the con­
trol grou�. This effect, within 
certain limits, i-s. proportional to 
the intensity of gravity and its 
duration, plus the size ·or the or­
gan ism at the beginning of the ex­
posure. This reduction in size is 
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i nt e rprete1 by the r e sea rche r s  a s  
one o f  t he va r i o u s  e ff e c t s  bro u g ht 
a bou t  by t he p la nt o f  a n i ma l  e ffe c t ­
iv e ly adapt ing it s e l f  . t o  t h e  i n­
cre a sed g ra v i ta t i ona l s t re s s .
