Bruce Currie is an intelligent
13-year-o0ld Lucan boy whose hobby
is astronomy.

On Thursday night about 10
o'clock he was studying the moon
through his astronomical telescope
from his bedroom window. Suddenly
he saw an objsct travelling west
through the sky. It glowed a
ghostly blue and had flashing red
lights.

At first he thought it was a
star but a quick check with his-
star chart, which shows the exact
location of stars and planets at
any given time, proved it could
not be a star.

He watched it for about 15 minu-

tes and called his mother, Mrs.
Howard4 Currie, to come and see the
strange space vehicle.

They checked with London Air-
pvort and were told no planes. were
in the area.

Together mother and son watched
the space craft until 10.30 vp.m.
when it disappeared behind a band
of white clouds. Then 1t reap-
peared about 10.45 and Bruce says
he watched it for another 90 minu-
tes. "Like science fiction, I
know that's what it sounds like
he said. "But I know it was a
UF9." Bruce says that at first
he thought it might be a helicop-
ter, but after watching it for a
few minutes he discarded the 1idea.
"I've watched helicopters through
my telescope before and know the
thing I saw was not a helicopter."

He argues that it could not
have been 2 meteor because he
watched the Perseids meteor storm
Aug. 12 and knows what a meteor
Llooks like. "And I know my planes,
it's one of my favorite subjects,
andi it was not a plane," he said.,

"I had no referen-
ce polnts to calculate its size and
the distance it travelled, But it
must have been a fair size."

People have
seen them on the ground snd hover-
ing.

"OTHER WORLDS THAN
OURS"1s the title of a book penned
by C.Maxwell Cade. Leonard Cramp
who wrote some years ago the best-
selling "Space, Gravity and the
Flying Saucer" has another one to
follow it called "PIRCES FOR A JIG-
SAW". Riley Crabb's latest lecture
i1s now in brochure form which he
calls SPACECRAFT FROM BYTYOND THE
SUN. This about 35 pages long and
costs $1.25 from P.O. Box 548,
Vista, Calif., 92083, U.S.A. A bro-
chure put out by Interplanetary
News Service for 50¢ is one that
will make you think a bit because
the author gives you proof of his
claims to know the future.

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THE BOB HOWARD SAUCER 3TORY
By Norman A. Weis

On Sunday, April 24, 1966, I
wasg visiting with Bob Howard in
Jamestown, and you know...if I had
stayed with him for 2 more hours,

I too would have become.involveAd
with this saucer.

As 1t happened, Bob Howard
went to visit the Orazio home on
Rt. 60 between Cassadaga and Sin-
clairville, N.Y. It was about 8:20
p.m. and dusk. Thirteen-year-old
John Orazio was the firt to spot
the saucer at that time and reali-
zed that he was seeing something
"out of this world" and supposed
that the kids would be making fun
of him because of this sighting.
Nevertheless, teen age ridicule
notwithstanding, he said, "I guess
I ought to know what I saw."

Young Orazio called 5l-year-
0ld Bob Howard to see the disc.
Bob said the gray disc came gliding
over the woods at tree top height
and sounded like a bunch of locusts
or bees. It came to the chicken
shed very low and rose to go over
it right over his head. It was 20
feet high in the alr at this time.
The boy, John, was very frightened
because of the closeness. Bob was
able to see that the gray disc was
about 14-16 ft. in diameter and
about 7 ft. thick so that a man of
ordinary height could stand upright
inside of it. There were 3 plpe-
like landing gear legs protruding
from the bottom side about 6" in
diameter and 4 ft. long.

This disc was rounded on top
like an inverted salad bowl but
also had a cabin on top of this
which was also rounded. There were
no windows visible but all around
the rim of the saucer were lights
spaces about 1% ft. apart. Bob
says these lights gave a gteady
glow and gradually changed from a
white to amber back and forth.

There was also a VEry poOwer-
ful light beam about 2" in diameter
which threw a funnel-shaped light
way back into the woods a quarter
mile away.

When the saucer passed over
Bob's head it went over the road
and onto the Wm. Beckman farm,

which 1s just across the road.
TheYre, 18 & barn' 'to the.right. of
the Beckman house, and it was be-
hind this barn that the saucer hal-
ted and hovered.. A llttle further
to the right, Mr. Beckman has a
fence of barbed wire running per-
pendicular to the highway, and
from. this fence 1s another that
runs over to the back corner of
the barn. This plece of fence was
obscured by the high weeds anA
bushes, so that when Bob ran ac-
ross the road to where the saucer
hovered, he ran smack into this
barbed wire fence which he 414 not
see. However, he went around the
barn and approached the saucer.
When he got about 10 ft. from it,
the saucer moved away from him. To
me this demonstrated that these
visitors were concerned for his
safety. Bob 414 not again approach
the ship close because there was
great heat which burned his scalp
enough to make it very red. He
said he also lost some hair be-
cause of this and has had trouble
with his left eye ever since the
incident. He had a pair of canvas
shoes with rubber soles during
this experience and sai1d that by
the next morning the soles had
fallen offes He also feels that
his teeth are loose and has lost

a few because of his exposure to
the saucer.

In the meantime, the State
police had been phoned and arrived
and a photographer from the James-
town Post-Jdournal had also appear-
€d on the.scene., NOW THIS IS
TYPICAL...Bob says that although
4 State palice stood there and
looked at the saucer, they later
denied they had seen it! But...
they prevented the photographer
from taking pictures of it. Where
the saucer had hovered for at
least 20 minutes or more, the area
was all burned brown. The photo-
grapher was almost prevented from
taking a picture of the scorched
earth the next day. Two months
later the grass recovered the bum-
ed area.

Mr. Beckman 1s a fine, sincere
person and showed me the landing
spot and told me of 1its later :
movements. After the long hover-°
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ing of the saucer, i1t raised up
about 20 ft. in a slow wobbling
fashion and then went like a streagk
of lightning back to the woods.
about 1500 ft. back further. Bob
says 1t set down in these woods
and stayed there, he feels, until
he left at about 12:45 a.m.

Oné Interesting item that I
should have mentioned in this
story, concerns the undeY slde of
the saucer. I asked Bob, "When
this thing went over your head,
what 414 you notice underneath?"
He said, "It had a very curious
look 1like a mass of spongy materi-
al, dark, with a sort of honeycomb
lodk® BorTh, "

Bob was skeptical about sau-
cers until this happened, but now
knows that this is a real solid
thing. No swamp gas and no reflec-
tions. The heat from its electri-
cal field has given :-him consider-
able physical discomfort. He saig,
"I wanted to get where it was be-
cause I was going to talk to who-
ever was inside that thing."

UFO OVER CHICAGO, NEAR O'HARE

William S. Gryzik, S5&S associ-
ate in Chicago, Ill., sends us thls
report which he personally investi-
gated.

It occurred on Monday, Oct. 31,
at 7:30 p.m. The witnesses were
Mr. Peter Macari, family and two
neighbors who live S.E. of O'Hare
Airport. This area is on an app-
roach landing and take-off pattern
for the airfield and Mr. Macari is
familiar with conventional air-
craft that land and depart every
minute.

The object was white, 1rides-
cent, sausage-shaped, soundless,
and had a row of lights. The
lights were so bright that it was
hard to make out the object 1itself.
There were some yellow-orange
lights.on 1t that blinked on and
off. When Mr. Macari first saw the
object it was moving slowly past
the house from the east and circl-
ed around and seemed to head for
O'Hare. When a mainliner appeared
to make a landing, the object turn-
ed toward the Bouth. It reappeared
and headed toward the witnesses
with a burst of speed. 1In a blink
of an eye 1t was gone. The UFO was
higher than the landing planes and
gseemed to be about 25 feet long %
12 to 15 ft. high. The object was
only in sight for a couple of min-
utes or so and didn't leave a vapor
trail. Mr. Macari thinks the fly-
ing objects are something that the
government 1is testing and that is
the reason they -do not seem to
find out what they are.
