1) that UFO 
reports come to a peak every 5 
years, and 2) there is a peak 
every 2 years when Mars comes 
closest to Earth. With the ex­
ception of 19 52 and 1957 which 
were peak times, there is no 
validity to the 2 abov� state­
ments as is easily perceived 
by a glance at Pro ject Blue­
book's latest statistics. A 
chart on worldwide activity 
could drastically change the 
U. S. report however. While 
1966 and 1967 were big years, 
the ''unidentifieds" were kept 
at a minimum, mostly due to 
better observational data. 
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THREE LITTLE ' SPACDiEN 1 SEEN 
La18 in October of 1 967, around 9 p . m . 
Dona ld Marsha l  o f  Melfort, Sask. , was 
walking home aft e r v i s i t ing h i s cousin. 
Nearing his hom e  he sa w a l ig ht at the 
back of his ho u s e. On a pproa ching clo ­

ser, he saw what appeared to b e  a squa re l ight 
about 12 feet o ff th e gro und and about 4 feet 
high and 16 fe et long . 
It looked as if it wer e  a window in a m uoh la rg er 
ob j ect, perhaps 5 0  fe et long . There wa s no sound 
and Marshal came to wi thin 200 fe et o f  th e obj ect. 
Sud d enly a bright spo tl igh t cam e  on, a nd he sa w 3 
small humanoid cr eatur es coming from t he ma chin e. 

They mov ed v e ry fa s t, were clothed i n  gre en uni fo rms and wor e  som e  typ e o f  
headgear. The thre e crea t ure s d i sa pp ea r ed somewh er e  and th e craft took o ff 
slowly a t  about 5 miles per hour. He didn't inves tiga te the a rea a t  the 
t ime be ca us e  h e  didn't kno w fo r s u re what had b ecom e  o f  th e l i ttl e m en. In 
the mo rning , he fo und no ev i dence e xcept for s o m e brok en trees. Wh en ques­
tioned, Marshal said he is convinced he saw a UFO. (C red i t :  Mra. Mary Lou

COMMUTERS SEE BRIGHT OBJECT VANISH IN A IR - Echo Ba7, On t. Three residents 
enroute to their ho m es from the city , we re sta rt l ed Th ur sday ev ening to s ee 
an o b j ect w i t h  thre e l i g hts appear before their car. The driv er slammed on 
the brakes as he tho ught a t  first it was a wire. On e of the pa s s eng ers said 
it looked to her like a bomb , it was long and narrow. It went over the top / o f  the oar at close range. They ;rolled down the w1nddre to ge t a bet te r  look 
but it sped out of sight in the snow storm. 

The persona involved will not give their names b ecau se a s one sai1, "No­
body would believe it unless they actually saw it. " The time was 5:20 p. m. 
and 1t was spotted at the Root River bridge on Highway 17 Eas t .  ( Sault

FLYING CIGAR - On Tuesday, January 2nd, 1968, about one and a half miles 
w est o f  sintalluta, Sa sk . , a UFO was sighted at 11:5 5  a. m. It c�oased the 
C. P. R. tracks and the Trans-Canada Highway and flew out of sight i n  a south-
easterly direction. I t  was travelling at an altitude of 70 to 80 feet and a 
speed of about 85 miles per hour. The obj e ct had a 2 0  to 2 5  foot fuselage 
and a rudder assembly. It was similar to a single eng ine aircraft but had a 
rounded nose, no propellor and appeared to have no wings. The UFO was sight­
ed from the highway at a distance of about 30 0 yards. (Langenburg Journal, 
Sa sk. , January 4, 1968) 

3 fLAT E- S HAPED UFOs SIGHTED - A Ca van Township fami ly cla im s  to have wa t ch­
ed three plat e-siz ed, plate -shaped pale yellow objects in a V formation 
speeding eastward above.their home. The sighting was last Sunday at 4: 5 0  
p. m. Mar. 17, 1968. Dan Mills, 5 5, who says he studied the ob je cts 
through a powerful pair o r  bino culars, as did his wife and s on, Gordon, 13, 
estimated the speed of the objects at 4 5 0  mph and that they were about two 
and a half miles south of his house ann a mile high. They disappeared fr om 
view after 30 second s or so. 

He and Mrs. Mills said that at 8:30 p . m. the same day a radio station 
reported a woman had telephoned to say sh e ha d s ee n  s im i la r  obj ect s some 
miles ea s t  of the Mills home. The Mills live on RR 1 0, t hr ee miles west 
o f  Hi�hway 28 on Highway 115. 

I'm a believer in flying saucers or whatever you wish to call such 
phenomena," he said, claiming he has been sighting them since the mid-1930 'a 
and always 1n the same Cavan Township area. ( Peterbora Examiner Mar.22/68) 
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The Camrose Canadian newspaper printed the photo­
graph you see below in their August 9th edition. 
The path in the picture is one part of four com­
plete circles found on the weekend of August 5th. 
in a pasture on the Edgar Schielke farm at Duham­
el, Alberta, and gives the appearance of having 
been impressed by some large article sitting in 
the grass for a considerable period. The track 
varies from five to seven inches in width, and 
the smallest ring is 31 feet, 9 inches in diameter, 
while the largest varies from 3 4'5" to 36 '3". 
While no reasonable explanations for the rings has 
been offered, the hunch of pressure is strengthen­
ed by a distinct indentation found in a piece of 
cowdung across the path. Several friends and 
ne ighbors have experienced interesting ''phenomena " 

not explained by any normal solution. 
The smaller ones are cir­
cular impressions in the 
turf and have a kind of 
tread marking on the out­
er rim while the larger 
ones are just a flatten­
ing of the grass. 
One ring, on a sloping 
piece of ground, has an 
elliptical shape. W. K. 
Allan, a physics instruc­
tor, suggested a saucer 
produced the rings with 
an anti-gravity solen­
oidal field by hovering 
at various altitudes. 
A report in u.s. army 
files on a saucer appea� 
ance in Florida showed 
grass roots had been des­
troyed on the site where 
the ob ject was supposed 
to have landed. 
No radioactivity was pre­
sent. 
Capt. Walker of the Sur­
field Experimental Sta­
tion says they could not 
prove or disprove the 
marks as a fraud. He 
said, " I  don't know how 
such perfect circles 
could have been made.'' 
"There was obviously a . 
tremendous weight used," 
he added. 
Saucer enthusiasts have 
coll ected the names or 
2 0  area residents who 
claim to have seen UFOs 
in the past 1n that area.

J im Wa ll o f  Maple 
Lea f Av iat i o n  Ltd . ,  Bra ndo n ,  sa id he saw the f'lam e, fo llowed by a s ilve r o b­
j e ct ,  d isa ppea ·r no rth ot the a i rpo rt .  A maint e na nc e  man, W ilf C oa t e s, re ­
po rted the sa me thing to Mr. Wa ll. It d i sa pp ea re d  beyond a bl uff no rt h o f  
the a irpo rt. Mr. Wa ll took t o  t he a ir a nd made a s ea rch o r  t he a rea . Nine 
m i le s  nort hea st o r  the a irpo rt he no t i c e d  some smoke a nd de c id e d  t o  take a 
look.

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UFO SEEN ON VALLEY FARM 
A UFO , the second seen north of Otta­
wa in 14 hours, disrupted a family's 
supper on Thursday, Feb. 9th. The ob­
ject was spotted 3 miles south of 
Deep River on the rarm of W.J. McCar­
thy. Miss Mary Me earthy, 65, a re-

. tired CPR wire operator said her six­
teen-year-old nephew Lee Elliot, one 
of six children of Mrs. D an Elliot 
who also live at the rarm, had sight­
ed the object from the supper table. 

Miss McCarthy described it as being 
extremely bright and about 16 feet 
in diameter. It remained stationary 
on a hill about a quarter of a mile 
from the rarm house. She said the bright yellow lights would dim at short } intervals but that the object also appeared to have red lights glowing from 
its outer rim which see med to leave and return again. 
"When the object was spotted at 6:43 p.m., the television set went on the 
blink," she added. Two older sisters, Cathy, 12 and Margaret, 13 began to 
draw pictures or the object. When the obje·ct disappeared about 4o minutes 
later, the TV reception was restored. Miss McCarthy said she would have 
investigated if the snowmobile was working. She telephoned police and 
two ne1ghbors. The neighbors arrived to witness the spectacle but the po­
lice cruisers came after the UFO had vanished. 

About 6 p.m. another UFO was reported by three OPP officers. "A brightly 
lighted'' object was seen in the sky one mile south or Killaloe Stati-on. 
Two other OPP officers near Barry 'a Bay reported seeing a simi-lar object. 
Barry's Bay is 40 m�les southwest of Deep River. (Ottawa Citizen Feb.9/68) 

I.AURENTIAN STUDENTS CLAIM THEY PHOTOGRAPHED 'SAUCER 1 

A disc-shaped "white light" was seen and photographed 
near Laurentian University January 23,1968, five students 
at the University of Sudbury College claimed. 

Jim Lockett, a second-year arts student and photo edi­
tor for the university yearbook, said he and four other 
students were setting up a camera for night pictures of 
the University of Sudbury residence when the strange 
light appeared. They were on the golf course adjoining 
the campus at about 7:15 p.m. when one of the students, 
Jim Calarco said he saw the light coming slowly from the 
west. ''I didn't know what it was," said Calarco. ••r yel­
led to everyone.'' 

The boys said the object seemed to hover over Nepahw1n 
Lake to the west of their position for about 4 minu tes. 

Lockett said he had time to snap a dozen pictures withhis 3 5mm camera using 
time exposure and tr1-X film. Calarco then said it went away quickly, it 
just got smaller and smaller • • • phfttt! They said they didn't hear a thing. 
The light was about a 45-degree angle above their heads. 

A spokesman at the Falconbridge Radar Station said there would be no 
comment from the armed forces with regards to this, or any other object. He 
said it was service policy not to give information on such sightings.

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Top UFO Expert Here 

No Evidence 
'Of Invasion' 

DR. J. A. HYNEK 
• • • studies reports

Dr. J. Alien Hynek, dean of 
UFO experts on the continent, 
said here today there is no 
scientific evidence the earth 
is being visited by either· 
creatures or vehicles from out­
er spa�e. 

Dr. Hynek, head of the as­
tronomy department at North­
western University, IDinois, 
and a part-time consultant for 
the United States Air Force's 
Project Blue Book dealing 
with UFOs, is in Calgary to­
day to interview persons from 
this area who have seen 
UFOs. 

Among those he will see to­
day are Lorne Growe and 
Warren Smith, two. Calgary 
men who last summer photo­
graphed a UFO west of High 
River and later showed Dr. 
Hynek metallic samples frarn 
an area where they claimed 
"something" fell from the ob­
' et  
Je lli. Hynek said be invited 
the two men to take lie­
detector tests, not because he 
doubts their story, but as an

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expression of  good faith. At his 
suggestion a Houston, Texas, 
newspaper recently had a Tex­
as UFO sighter take a poly­
graph test which proved the 
man a fake. 

Dr. Hynek criticized those 
people who have an emotional 
belief that UFOs exist and are 
the vehicles of visitors from 
outer space. Such people can­
not be bothered with evidence 
and are blind advocates of 
UFO cultism, ·he said. 

He also critici·zed people 
who flatly deny that UFO 
sightings are legitimate and 
close their minds to available 
evidence. On the other hand 
skepticism is a healthy thing, 
if the reason for it is a desire 
to get only concrete evidence. 

He said the strong suspicion 
of some UFO believers that 
ltbere is a plot by the mass 
media, governments and .the 
USAF, in particular, to cover 
up evidence is false. He said 
the files of Project Biue Book 
are open to any reputable 
scientist or writer and have 
several times been examined 
by writers 

Rumors of government 
cover-ups are probably based 
on a general skepticism on the 
part of military personnel who 
don't wish to spend tax-payers' 
money to trace down reports 
which may be faked or pure 
imag.ination. 

Dr. Hynek said the apparent 
rasb of UFO sightings which 
often follows an isolated sight­
in is often due to a "me­
tooism" factor. But often 
people are more candid about 
reporting· sightings once the 
subject has been broached by 
someone else. 

He said he i·nvites reports 
of sightings from anybody and 
will respect requests for an­
onymity. He can be reached 
by mail in care of the North­
western University astronomy 
department at Evanston, lli­
inois.
