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CANADIAN REPORTS

3-PLATE-SHAPED UFOs SIGHTED - A Cavan Township family claims to have watch-
ed three yellow objects in a V-formation speeding eastward above their home.
It happened on March 17 at 4:50 p.m. Dan Mills, 55, who says he studied the
objects through a powerful pair of binoculars, as 414 his wife and son, est-
imated the speed at 450 mph and about a mile high. They disappeared from
view after 30 seconds or so. He and Mrs. Mills said that at 8:30 the same
day a radio station reported a woman had telephoned to say she had seen si-
milar objects some miles east of the Mills home. Mr. Mills claimed he haiq
been sighting UFOs since the m1d-1930s, and always in the Cavan Twp. area.

UFO BEEPS ON RECORD - A tape recording of UFO beepings was made by Mrs. G.C.
Marshall of Midnapore, Alberta. The nolse 1s a strange regular beeping and
1s a new feature added to the rash of UFO sightings in the Calgary area.
The tape 1s one of many which have been made. Earlier this year the first
visual sighting ¢oinciding with the sound was made in the Bragg Creek area.
At least elght witnesses were present near the home of Harold Norton near
Bragg Creek when the UFO was sighted.

Russell Hill, the High River forestry tower lookout who has reported UFOs a
number of times, claims he has heard the beeping noise on his radio on d4dif-
ferent occasions. He says other forest rangers have had a similar experi-
ence.

OVAL-SHAPED, GREEN UFO MAKES LANDING - G. Lovatt of North Bay, Ont., and a
second person were sitting 1n a car on Hwy. 63 when they saw the object,
about 75 feet in dlameter appear to land in the bush near Balsam Creek. It
was at a 30-degree angle with the highway. The object seemed to pulsate at
V/live-second intervals and was about a quarter mile away from them. They

aw the object for more than 10 seconds. It was moving smoothly and much
lower than a meteor. The sighting was made at 3:25 a.m.
A NORAD Region spokesman at North Bay said that radar scopes at the SAGE
complex failed to record any irregular activities in the sky over the area.
A member of the Nugget staff was awakened by the roaring passage of the ob-
ject overhead. He saild the roar was accompanied by a flare of light pul-
sating from green to white that 1lluminated the interior of his home.

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NELSON FAMILY SEES FOUR UFOs

The above photo i1s a photographer's
interpretation of UFOs based on des-
criptions of Nelson residents as the
objects flew above Elephant Mtn.

The sighting took place on Friday,
Jan. 5, 1968.

The four UFOs hovered above the CBC
tower. They were seen by Mrs. Mari-
lyn Horser and five other people.
She said she gazed in disbelief as
the UFOs soundlessly zig-zagged over
the dawn sky. The witnesses peered
at the objects through binonoculars
for nearly an hour.

"The UFO I saw through the binocu-
lars was round on top, flat at the
bottom with a green glow," said

Mrs. Horser. Her husband said the
one he was looking at looked as 1if
it had flames coming out of the top
of i1t and cascading over the side.

But strange things were happening
on the ground too. Big white tow-
ers of cloud appeared by the CBC
tower. They hadn't been there when
they first saw the UFOs. One cloud
went straight up in the sky Just
like a ruler with a round blob on
the top. It was quite white but
after ten minutes the cloud Jjust

disappeared. Mrs. Horser said the col-
ors of the UFOs had been predominantly
red and green..'but just faint.”

REC TANGULAR UFO SEEN BY FARMER

Ronald Hale who farms about seven miles
southeast of Gilbert Plains, Man., said
while he and his family were 4riving to
town at 6:55 p.m., March 2nd, they saw
the mysterious object.

He i1mmedlately stopped his car to better
observe a huge rectangular object sever-
al hundred feet above the ground a few
miles west of where the car was parked.

Mr. Hale described the rlying object as
"much bigger than a DC 8" and about
three storiles high with no windows ob-
servable. It was emitting black smoke.
By this time, two other cars had parked
nearby to watch. All motorists shut
off their motors to hear 1f the object
was making any nolse but could hear
none.

After manoeuvring about a bit, the ob-
Ject took off at a 45-degree angle,
about the speed of a jet. One car
tralled the object and noticed it had a
tall and was emitting a red streak.

Mr. Hale said some friends of his going
from Brandon to Gilbert Plains on Hwy.
10 spotted the flying object at Moon
Lake, about 30 miles south of Dauphin.

It hovered for only a moment before the
original two disappeared out of sight in
a southerly direction. The third went
back towards the east.

KITCHENER MAN PHOTOGRAPHS UFOs

An unidentified man photographed 6 times

lights in a peculiar formation high over
his house about Mar.2nd. The UFOs moved
in all four directions for about 30 min-
utes before disappearing from sight.
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This incident happened in Thompson, Manitoba,
between June 15-30th of 1967. It occurred at
6:00 p.m. and was seen for only three or four
minutes by Mr. and Mrs. D.F. LeMarquands, .
three of their children, four neighbors and

two other children.

Mrs. LeMarquands had just entered the house
when she heard a beeping nolse at about one
second intervals. Looking out the window,

she saw 4dirt and debris moving rapidly around |
the house in a circular pattern. Upon going :
outside, she saw her husband who had just dri- )
ven into the yard. He and the five children

were staring up into the sky.

At first only dust and dirt, moving in a vor-
tex could be seen, but then Mrs. LeMarquands
was able to see the object causing the distur-
bance. 8She described the object as being
large and shaped much like a pack of cigarettes
; although she later commented that it might
have been cube-shaped. It was revolving counter-
clockwise and appeared to have alternating shiny al-
uminum and then black sides as 1t moved. It had no
apparent openings or lights, and i1t was now dead silent.

As she watched the objJect, Mrs. LeMarquands was distract-
ed by a scuffling sound and she looked to the ground to
see a 1l3-year-o0ld boy from across the street pinning down
her 8-year-old daughter. At this time the object started
moving off at a 45-degree angle, levelled off, hovered, and
then left on a level course towards the southeast.

Mrs. LeMarquands attention was then drawn toward the children,
all of whom were visibly shaken, except her 8-year-o0ld daugh-

: ter. The whirlwind had stopped and the little girl was now
standing by herself. The other children were eventually sufficiently calm
in order to say that theilr 8-year-o0ld playmate had risen into the air to-
wards the slowly revolving object. The 1l3-year-old boy had grabbed her when
she was about three feet off the ground. The children reported that the
little girl's skirt, blause, and hailr had ridden straight up her body when
she was rising. When asked if she could remember anything, the girl replied
that she could remember nothing from the instant the wind started until she
stood up.

Mrs. LeMarquands further reported that all the debris that had been blown

up had been dropped in a Xard across the street as the object moved off.

She also stated that the "wind" had revolved around their home only, with-

out touching neither of the neighboring homes nor the grass outside the
"circle". "It was almost as though a huge glass container had been placed
over them, the area involved was so exact,” Mrs. LeMarquand reported.

HOVERING LIGHT DISTURBS DOGS - Joseph Thomas, Jr. of Grand Marais area re-
ports the sighting of a UFO about 4:30 a.m. on April Sth. He was awakened
by dogs barking and upon checking outside the Thomas home, saw a bright or-
ange light hovering in the northeastern sky. Shortly afterwards a brilliant
white light came from one slde of the craft and 1t moved south. On the fad-
ing of the white 1light and the reappearance of the orange light the UFO ap-
peared to be hovering. It moved once more after 15-20 minutes and stopped
further south. At about 5.00 a.m. Mr. Thomas stopped his observations and
upon returning to the house noted considerable interference on his transis-
tor radio until 5:40 a.m. (Beausejour Beaver, Man. April 16, 1968)
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This 1s Mrs. Hough's sketch of the UFO
she saw along with her notes and des-
criptions.

RED-DOMED UFO SEEN BY FAMILY

"It was saucer-shaped with a deep
red dome. Underneath it was a
brilliant white, and the lower
rim changed from green to blue".
This was the eye-witness descrip-
tion of a UFO sighting made at
Parson, B.C., on December 30, 1967.

A housewife and mother who, with
her husband and 12-year-o0ld son,
watched the antics of a UFO for
more than four hours. Mrs. Mary
Hough saild she had been unable to
sleep and about 3 a.m. she sat at
the front room window and watched
the stars. At that time she saw a
very bright star which disappeared

that i1t also changed its position from
horizontal to vertical. She watched
the object for about an hour and about
4:30 a.m. awakened her husband who al-
so watched the UFO.

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THIS UFO IS DIFFERENT! - Fred Passmore was out pruning fruit trees on his
small farm two miles west of Dundas, Ont., when he saw a UFO. It was orange
in the center and black toward the edges. It was the shape of a box kite
but "1t wasn't as square as you would expect a box kite to be." It fits no
description of any known aircraft he has ever seen or heard about. His qua-
11fications as an observer are impressive, serving with the RCAF and 12 years
in the RCAF counter-intelligence. "...1t was nothing that exists, as far as
I know, 1in our arsenal,”" he said. He had special occasion to look up at the
sky that day of April 7 as his two sons were on a flight as part of their
alr cadet training. The object appeared to be beneath the plane. "At first
1t looked as though it was hanging beneath the plane," Passmore said.

The UFO was about 60-degrees from the horizon and continued 1in a westerly
direction and took about 3 or 4 seconds to pass from view completely. The
objJect was at about 20,000 feet but left no condensation trail. The sky

was clear, sun shining and viewing conditions were excellent. The object
wag five or six-sided, with two sides quite long, giving 1t an almost cof-
fin shape, with a point at the head. Hamilton Spectator, April 8, 1968)

FLYING SAUCER LANDS ON GEORGIAN BAY - An Espanola, Ont., woman and her fam-
1ly were vacationing in Farry Sound at a cottage and had been watching the
eclipse of the moon when they looked out into the bay and noticed what they
first thought to be a fire.

"It was a flery glow at first and it seemed to be moving. It came closer
and we noticed i1t was a craft of some type with red, yellow and green lights.
We watched it for about an hour until it sped across the channel 2nd up into
the sky," said the woman.

The craft appeared about three inches long in perspective and remained out-
side the 5-mile buoy in the bay. "It moved back and forth very quickly. It
seemed to us that the thing was moving with a circular motion,"' she added.

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MYSTERY AT
CHARLESWOOD

On Suhday night, Oct. 22 and Monday
a.m., Oct. 23, the RCAF, RCMP and
others were trying to determine what
more than 17 persons reported over
the Westdale area at that time. The
UFO was first sighted at about 6:45
p.D. A Westdale woman saw it hover-
ing over a house across the street.
Another Westdale homeowner and his
wife saw the lights which were now a
red color. They moved at great speed
and changed shape and seemed to form
a figure 7.

Two streets over, a salesman and a
saleswoman were readying to close up
their office in a new subdivision of
gseveral hundred new houses, some with &
only the basements dug out so far. .
Across from five show homes 1s a vac- |
ant ploughed field. To the west of one §
of the houses 1s a triangular fileld L
separated from the houses by a street i aEEs
and a drainage ditch. This was the CA T
field where theilr sighting took place.

The salesman was returning from one &
of the houses when he noticed direct-
ly ahead in the field about two hund-
red and fifty yards away, two small
purplish-red lights tilted at an ang-
le of 45 degrees. The distance be-
tween them was about 150 feet. The ‘ Werin's Narrow
first 1light was stationary and appear-
ed to be suspended in the air about the height of a telephone pole above
the field. The light on the right seemed to be stationary on or slightly
above the ground. The man walked closer and then saw a third light, a 1lit-
tle brighter that appeared on the surface of the fleld between the first
two. There was no sound. The saleslady joined him on the front lawn. The
lights then blossomed to a diameter of 2 or 3 feet and began to pulsate,
brighten and dim at 2 or 3 second intervals, but not in sequence with each
other. The lights started moving again, at times converging on the couple
and then retreating to their original positions in the alir.

The salesman remembered he had binoculars in the car and went to get them
when a car approached. He flagged them down and two men, two women and two
small girls got out of the car and stood watching the pulsating lights.

Just then, a fifth light dropped down through the clouds. It hung under the
clouds, straight above them, casting a rosy glow on the clouds above 1it.

The other 1lights started to drift about 100 feet northward. Just then alr-
planes were heard over Charleswood. One plane passed overhead. Finally,
the 1ights changed places into a geometrically perfect triangle being led by
the first light, dipping and bobbing over the highway. They reached a hydro
line, broke off formation into a single 1line, the wires lighting up as they
sped over them. Later they hovered over a TV broadcasting tower and then
took off into the northwest.

The next morning the salesman and a foreman went looking for evidence in the
field. A small pile of stones in a circular heap and surrounded by many
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RCMP OFFICERS WANT UFO DETAILS AT 3 A.M - It started with a Burnaby, B.C. wo-
man seeling a hovering over the municipality in the first week of April
of this year.

At 3 a.m. Mrs. McPherson was awakened by the phone. It was the RCMP telling
her they were sending two men over to take thelr statements. A third state-
ment came from Dan Goodbout, a young man who was staying with them. Asked
about the 1nc1dentﬁ a spokesman for the Burnaby RCMP said that he had no ex-
planation for the "unusual procedure” unless the matter was of extreme urgen-
cy. "But there was no urgency in this case and I cannot offer an explana-
tion," he said.

From the three
trampled areas, sets of footprints in straight lines radiated out for a d4is-
tance of 60 or 7O yards always in pairs. At least 8 creatures were involved.
The prints were about 7 inches long and about 221" wide but the oddest thing
was that they all walked the same. The heels pressed deeper than the toes.
It appeared that no ankle movement was present. Where the soll was wetter,
the prints came to a point at the toes. The heels left a rounded depression
with a cuban heel impression. The foreman experienced a sudden headache
when he first bent over the plle of stones. The estimated weight of the
creatures would be about 40 to 50 pounds each.

Before the salesman went to sleep that night his face and hands became hot
as i1f by windburn or sunburn. The next day his legs ached and in the evening
his car took a long time to start and remained that way for 3 weeks, the
condition eventually disappearing. A hot feeling came into his thige for
about a month, turning into a cool feeling in January. He purchased a com-
pass to check for magnetism and found that everything in the UFO location
was highly magnetized, especially the steel flag pole of the show home. His
car also was magnetized. The curious thing was that everything was magnet-
1zed on the side facing the 5 objects. He found that his non-magnetic watch
and a nail file were also affected.

On Dec. 10 the man looked at his tongue in the mirror and was horrified to
see 1t a yellow-greenish color. He dashed to the doctor for tests. The
blood showed 2 significant drop in white blood cell count. Both he and

the saleslady were very dry after the sighting. He lost his sense of taste
or so it seemed. Everything he ate tasted the same and there was a taste

of copper or metal in his mouth. The doctor said the tongue coating was
caused by dehydration.

The RCAF tried to say the objects seen were 4 Otter aircraft but this 1s not
logical because the planes would have been over Charleswood and out of sight

The object seemed to hover above the water around the area of the Bay End

Motel as they viewed it along with Mrs. Claude 0'Neill for a few minutes and
then descended and vanished out of sight. About two months ago similar re-
ports came from the Culloden area, it 1s understood.

On May 14th, 20 teen-agers attending a movie at the North River Drive-In
reported watching a glowing multi-colored object in the northwestern sky for
about 20 minutes. The UFO gyrated, changed color from red to green to shiny
silver. It disappeared from view several times leaving a haze in the area
where 1t was last seen.

A large light with red, green and yellow lights captivated the attention of
Mrs. L.O. Gaetz of Chezzetcook. It was stationary for hours, then made its
way seaward. Other weird lights were seen at East Chezzetcook, Westphal,
Halifax and Dartmouth around the same time.

To the southwest, bright mysterious objects in the night sky have been seen
at Overton near Yarmouth, and across the Bay of Fundy at Ingalls Head on New
Brunswick's Grand Manan 191and. A middle-aged couple reported seeing a foot-
ball-shaped object glowihg brightly with
200 eight lights in the Overton area and a
housewife in the same area saw a glowing
light above the trees.

Across the bay at Ingalls Head, Marguer- ~
ite Green saw four amber-colored lights
about tree-top height. A mother and son
watched a UFO fly over their Yarmouth
home on April 28th, then disappear in a
vertical exit.

A herd of cows in a farming area near
Yarmouth led to a strange report. Chas-
ing several strays, a farmer and his
neighbor were suddenly confronted with

feet from the ground. They later described the glow

The light hovered over
the boat and then it appeared to move atop the water
towards Brown's Bank. Crew members of the "Racer"
reported seeing a red ball of light around the same time.

Residents of Head Chezzetcook and Westphal also reported seelng objects which
changed course each time in a very distinct manner, travel straight up and
down and back and forth in fairly short spurts. A Carleton man has found
