Dr. Bruce McIntosh, a research
officer with NRC's upper atmos-
phere team, said "only one re-
port came in." "But,' said Dr.
McIntosh, "the Ottawa man who
8ighted the ssucer was descri-
bed by his superior as a reli-
able man. He gave a very ob-
jective and sane report."

The sighter asked to remain
unidentified. The UFO sighter said he was driving along a deserted stretch of
the Russell Road in heavy rain when he saw an object in a field about 8:30p.m.
The car stopped and the three saw the thing rise. It flew across a 20-acre
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field of swamp and brush and hovered above high tension wires. It followed
along the wires, rising and falling with them, seeming to draw power from
them. The man said the pinkish saucer-shaped craft was about 30 feet long
with two huge spotlights and many porthole-shaped windows.

It left the wires and flew toward the car.

"There was this heavy humming sound, like a huge gemerator," said the man.
"The 1lights from 1t 11t up the inside of the car. It was like a sunny day.
The family dog which always stays on the floorboards leaped onto the car seat.
Red 1lights could be seen inside the saucer but no sign of life.

"It was an unusual sighting,”" said Dr. McIntosh.

"On a dark rainy night on a lonely road, things may appear more awesome than
if we saw them in broad daylight.

"He gave a vivid description of what he saw and i1t sounds very much like a
helicopter. "Normally we never see helipcopters at night and really have no
1dea of what they look like."

"What a helicopter was doing in that area on a dark night I don't know."

Many previous UFOs have been associated with high tension wires on rainy
nights, said Dr. McIntosh, but it seems clear that the Ottawa man had, in fact,
gseen a real vehicle of some kind.

Hammond 1s a village of about 180 people situated between Bourget and Clarence
Creek. The Ontario Hydro assured Dr. McIntosh that i1t 4i1dn't have any heli-
copter patrol operating.

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ASTRONAUTS SILENCED ON UFOs - SPACE RESEARCHER CLAIMS

American astronauts flying in space have not only sighted UFOs, but
have taken photographs, said Dr. Garry C. Henderson, 8 noted spsce research
scientist, when he lectured at the Calgary Planetarium, April 10, 1969.

Dr. Henderson said that astronauts had been instructed to say nothing
about seeing UFOs and that their pictures had been locked up. Henderson
said he had spoken to one astronaut who told him he was instructed along
wl;h gther astronauts by NASA officials "not to mention any UFO sightings
made. -

He attributed the shroud of secrecy to NASA fears of ridicule. The
U.8. Congress, he claimed, could become wary of the space program and even-
tually cut down on financial appropriations.

Dr. Henderson also criticized the Condon report for prematurely Ais-
relling thoughts about possible existence of UFOs. It will now be harder,
he said, to get any government support for a continued investigation into
the possibility of UFOs.

He predicted that UFO probes would virtually end unless governments in
the more advanced nations took an active stand soon to mount more positive
and improved UFO investigations. He also termed as apalling that the U.3S.
government had failed to date in its efforts to determine whether UFOs 414
in fact exist.

Dr. Henderson urged that if official interest in UFOs was not forthcom-
ing, university students could help by conducting investigations of their
own. The U.S. Air Force, he said, has warehouses full of outdated military
equipment such as radar sets, infrared detectors and geiger counters that
could be given to students to aid in their investigations.

Dr. Henderson works for a division of General Dynamics at Ft. Worth, Tex.

Luc Fontaine, an agriculturist honorably known in the vicinity, 1s clalim-
ing he saw, on July 31, 1968, a flying saucer in the area where he lives, the
Plaine des Capres, Reunion Island, which 1s situated in the Indian Ocean be-
tween Madagascar and Maurice Island, a French "departement d'outre-mer".

Fontaine reported the following: "I was gathering grass for my rabbits
when I saw over a small glade, an oval-shaped object hovering one meter above
the ground. Its diameter was about 5 meters (approx. 15 feet.) and 1ts height
could be 2 or 3 meters. The central part of the craft being transparent, I
spotted through 1t, two figures looking like "Bonhommes Michelin" (Michelin 1s
a French company which makes tires.

They were small, nearly one meter, and broad-shouldered. One of them tur-
ned his head and glanced at me.

I looked down in order to protect
my eyes. When I looked up again, the object had Adisappeared.”

Fearing ridicule, Fontaine d1dn't warn the authorities at once. Ten days
after the incident, Protection Civile inquirers went to the sighting place
with Geiger counters. With the greatest surprise, they found radiloactivity
tracks on the ground and on the clothes Fontaine was wearing on July 31l.

PRIESTS CLAIM TO HAVE WITNESSED 'DIABOLICAL PHENOMENON' IN QUEBEC

Acton Vale, Que. (CP) - A 'dlabolical phenomenon' was responsible for alleged
supernatural happenings earlier this month in the home of Sylvio Saint-Onge,
say three Roman Catholic priests who claim to have witnessed the incidents.
In a joint statement made public Thursday, Jan. 23, 1969, Fathers Claude

Leveille, Normand Bernier and Wilfrid Berard say that Jan. 7, in Mr. Saint-
Onge's home in this community, 65 miles east of Montreal, they saw:

- a picture of Our Mother of Perpetual Help "constantly thrown to the floor

even though a particularly solid nail was holding it -

- a statue of the Virgin Mary fall to the floor and break -

"In our view, it 1s the case of a dilabolical phenomenon, & rare phenomenon
but possible with Aivine permission,” the priests say.

"The devil, i1f God allowed 1t, can manifest himself tangibly by all sorts of
more or less serious pesterings of certain people or certain things, as hap-
Rnned in the 1ife of many saints...

The gravity of a diabolical infestation AependAs on the latitude GoAd gives the
Spirit of Evil to try his servants.”
The Saint-Onges also told reporters that a six-year-old girl, Guylaine, who
lives with them, was dressing that day when her clothes began to fly about her,
carrying rosaries, ashtrays and vases with them.
In their report, the priests say they searched the house for "possible natural
causes but it was quickly established that there was no vibration on the walls,
there was no draught and no one was touching the objects.”

"Phose who were in the house began to pray and things quietened down."
Guylain's parents, meanwhile, have whisked their daughter out of the Saint-
Onge home, saying the incidents were a result of their Adaughter's vivid ima-
gination.

C6té) Time: End of October, 1957.

It was 10:30 p.m., a8 summer-like eve-
ning and the sky was dark.
