Ever since the u.s. Mariner 
space vehicles photographed 
the planet Mars and showed 
a crater-ridden surface of 
the areas surveyed, and the 
Orbi ter satelli tea revealed 
� more craters on 1he oth-
er side of the moon, we won-
dered what our Earth would 
look like it viewed under 
similar circums tances. 
For our stoey, we w111 take the area in which 
we live, the more or less central part of 
Canada. 
To our surprise w e  �ound that there are a 
dozen craters o� possible meteoric origin. 
The reason is that these 12 craters show a 
'shock formation' which would have been cau­
sed by' a meteor imp!lct. There are other. 
craters but nothing definite is known about 
them at this time. 
The craters are st111 noticeable since time 
and weather cond tions have not canpletely 
obliterated them. 1 total o� 29 crater 
sighta have been located through aerial pho­
tograJit7 which may have been created b7 illl­
pact o� meteors. 
Long ago, it ia said a �antic meteor crash­
ed into what is now known as Hudson Bay 
which produced a )00-mile-vide 
crater. The large circular 
curte on the bay 1 s eastern ed­
ge as seen on the map wUl give 
you an idea ae to the era ter 'e 
size. Scientiata say that 75 
m.illion meteors hit the Earth 
daily. It it wasn't tor Earth's 
a tmos}ilere, ve might very well 
look like the Moon and Mars. 
Fortunately �or us, most burn 
up in the atmoephere before 
reaching the ground.

Last August 201 a sizeable meteor flamed to 
earth near Prince George, B.C. Seismographs 
registered impact shocks about 11 p.m. at 
Mica Creek, Penticton, Fort St. John and at 
Yellovlcni£e, N.W. T.

A witness 1 Ll.oyd Bowden, 51, said it would be 
al.Jiloet impossible to try and pinpoint t he land­
ing site of the meteor because of the vast 
amount o£ timber in the a rea. It ie· estimated 
that the ob et veighed between tvo and 20 

to118. 
The lilotograph at le£t shows an 
aerial view o� the Chubb crater' 
which 1a two miles in diameter. 
On September 28, 1969, an object. 
split into three pieces and hit 
the ground vi th a thunderous ex­
plosion in northern Victoria's 
£arming belt in Australia. 
Another huge meteor created sonic 
booms on Jan. 4, 1970 ·over Okla­
homa and vas found on a road near 
Lost City, Oklahoma.

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True experiences By Wal ter Howard 

At the age of 18, I was working on the railroad in Ves t  V irginia. My foreman was an 
Italian named Pete Genenetti. The railroad was one belonging to the Mace Lumber Co. 

Pete and I started off walking to Hacker Valley to the head office to collect our pay. 
On getting our pay we decided to go to Stmimersville , three days walk from Hacker Valley. 
We started up Wolf Hill. After cross ing Wolf Hill we started up Brown's Mountain . About 
halfway up Brown's Mountain it started � get dark. We were on an old dirt switchback 
turnpike road. 

While walking up the road we noticed a flash of white light in the sk7 . Pete said a 
storm was coming . On reaching the second switchback of this road , we saw three or four 
lights hovering just above the ground to one side of the road . One looked like a lantern 
·light, smoky yellow. Another one was bright flame , looked like a gas name. Another one 
looked bluish. 

We passed two of t hem. Pete looked at the next one ahead of us and stopped in the 
road.  He crossed himself and said "Mama Mia!" He swore the devil was around. With that 
he turned and ran back down the mountain the way we had come. 

I went on past the other lights. After passing them I heard voices jabbering, but� 

could not understand a word they said. I kept moving. I heard voices all the way to the 
top of the mountain. It was about one hour from the time I first heard the voices till I 
reached the top of the mountain. There were lights up in the air all this time , moving 

. about. When I reached the top of the mountain., about fifty feet from where I stood one 
light fell to the ground and exploded. Just before it exploded it made a humming sound 
while pass ing through the air. As this light exploded , the other lights disappeared. 

Needless to say, I kept going out of there. 
On relating my story to Roy and Upton Mace , bosses of the Mace Imnber Co. , I was of 

Cour8e not believed. I also related this to Floyd Mace who ran the Post Office in Hacker 
Valley, and to <lltis Jurden. 

I did not see Pete again for two years a£ter that. I w.ish to state that I have never 
at any time in my li£e drank anything containing alcohol, nor taken dope, nor smoked any­
thing. So I was not under the infiuence of anything. Also these lights could not have been 
•swamp gas • as there were no swamps in that area. 

Another time, wo fellows and myself were walking to Cherry River, the Boone Lumber Co. 
to look for work, at Three Forks, V. Va. Ve were passing through a cleared meadow with no 
.trees or any buildings , etc .  nearby . Suddenly, a voice called, realloudl�"Hey Howard , wait 
there". We all looked around and saw nothing and no one . I said, •'\iha t the hell do you 
want?• The other guys got· scared and ran. One fellow j umped over a barbed wire fence and 
tore the seat out or his pants . I never found out what the voice belongei to. 

One night my cousin-(Walter Koger) and I decided to go to a ----------

T emies were going to be there but we started to go anyway. The moon e 
was shining and we saw a dog �t came up to my belt buckle in height . 
He stood in front or us and I went to pat him and my hand went right � 2� �0 
through him. My cousin took a kick at him and his foot went right Miles w. VA. 

through him too. We climbed a s teep bank along the Elk River and the u.s. 
dog barred his teeth, growling. Then the dog vanished before our eyes. �· Sutton . 
'We turned around and went back home. The next day we heard that three <:,'� • Hacker Valley 
guys were killed at the dance in a gunfight. 

Theee were things that hnppened to me personally, but the follow­
ing happened to neighbors .  

Two ladiee were walking from Granny 1 s Creek to Sutton and s aw a 
light in the sky. They were approaching a little hill in the road 
and to the left, up on·-the· hill, off the road , they saw what looked 
like a green dragon with fire coming out of its nose and mouth. They s creamed and ran. 

My wife, Joan, wished to add s omething here. One of her contacts who calls himself �i­
ris , dictated this bit in a re cent cODD'IlUnication. "Big beast of Saturn with its chisel­
pointed claws , is s ometimes seen at night time and dawn by motorists on Earth highways . It 
is nown here by humanoid occupants of low-level saucer activities in s care period: It is 
unusable, but bumptious for scaring motorists by Milky Way s tarlight".

place. I was introduced to one who app ear ed to be an 
officer or some kind • • • had a long conversat ion about 
ethics, p olitics, religion etc. I became aware t hat 
my ·physical body back·. here was being wor ked over by 
some kind or r ay • • • became physically awake and it was 
so. Thi s ray centere d i n  my head. I could even hear 
it. For several nights about the same time t his ray 
came. The third night a voice came with it telling 
me not to t i g ht it but to relax a nd learn how to use 
the power it br ought.

When some mighty strange things started 
to-

happen to Susan and some friends , she began 
a diary in 1964 and since then placed it in a 
bank v ault for safekeeping. She felt that Earl 
Neff was the only one she could tell her s tory 
to and got the diary to read to him when she 
phoned him sometime in 1965. 

Melville , a handwriting expert, noted that 
her story is practically illegible , very unlike 
other notations in the diary relating to other 
subjec�. He also said her writing showed a 
great deal of emotional tunnoil at· the time but 
now shows imagination and s tability. 

Susan, who was 18 or 19 at the time o� her 
first unusual experience , was coming back from 
a trip with a friend on July 14, 1963 in a new 
convertible and travelling about 60 - 65 m.p.h. 
Suddenly , a man s tepped directly in front o� 
the car and vas consequently clobbered. They 
s topped the car, and ran back to the man who 
was brushing himself' off and vas apparently un­
injured. 

They put him in the back seat of the car 
and headed for the hospital. They a sked him 
why he stepped in front of the car , where he 

- was from and said they would take him home. 
When they were three miles from the hospital , 
they turned around and the· man vas no longer 
in the car. They came to a screeching halt 
from a speed of 60 - 65 m.p.h. again. An es­
timate of car damage to the front end after 

.the accident was a few hundred dollars. 
Later on in July, two fellows she knew , 

Tom and Paul , phoned to take her and a girl­
friend named Janice for a ride in the car as 

the weather was lovely. 
Three hours later , Sus an was still 

waiting at home to be picked up. Then she 
got a phone call from a booth at a drive­
in restaurant. One of t he men asked Susan 
to come and pick them up. She borrowed 
a girlfriend ' s  car and when she arrived at 
the restaurant t hey literally had to be 
dragged out of the place. They were both 
dirty and shaking like leaves. Tom was 
s itting on the curb, very dirty, wouldn •t 
talk and had to be led t o  the car. 

Tom got in Paul 's car and followed 
Susan home.

In 1949, a Navaho Indian named Oge Make paid a visit to the Paiute Indians seek­

The incident occurred at the market town of Mariannelund, Smaland in 1959. Mr. Gideon Jo­
hansson- vas employed as chief engineer at the factory· of AB Brusaf'ors-Hallef'ors, and vas 
responsible for the operation at the factory's interlocking plant. 

On one of the last days in October, 1959, just before Sp.m., there was a power blackout at 
Mariannelund and its environs. As Mr. Johansson vas responsible for the operation and was 
on duty, he vas immediately ready to carry out his service work. When he came out from 
his house, he met hie son, Rolf, (25 years old), who was on his way in when it suddenly was 
totally dark at the market tovn. Rolf" then sav a shining light and pointed it out to his 
father. Over the three-storey building of Folkets Hua (House of' the Public), they could 
see an extraordinarily strong light appear. 

They first thought it was an airplane vith an engine not functioning and was going to crash, 
as it �eemed aimed at their house, Mr. Johansson called his vife to run out of the house., 
She didn't hear him. At the same t:ime he called, the object stopped, and Rolf and his fath­
er got the impression it could be a helicopter. Since no sound vas heard, they had to re� 
consider even that explanation. lf'ter the object had been motionless f'or a minute, it 
started moving again, and seemed as if it had the intention to land in the garden. 

The object svayed three times, moved to the right and struck a maple tree, damaging it at 
the 1?oP-· Thereafter a scraping sound vas heard and the object descended straight at a 
street,· but stopped approximately one meter above the level of' the street. !11 the while it 
rocked like a boat on the waves or an ocean. 

�. Johansson valked _to hie door and vas only 3 meters away from the object. Nov he saw 
�hat it vas a apace vehicle • . The white light emanated from something resembling a vindow, 

. like the v ind screen of a larger car . It was a more compact and vhi ter light than he had 
ever seen before. In this light, Mr. Johansso n saw tvo humanoid beings vith a friendly ap­
pearance. They had extremely high foreheads, and. very large beautiful eyes radiating intel-

. ligence. They had no external ears. Their noses vere long and narrow vi th small nostrils .. 
Their mouths were small and their chins pointed and small - they had weakly-shaped lower 
jave.

landscape with brown cacti having green veins. There also were s ome kind of large arch­
shaped buildingsunder vhich the people lived. The craft started after awhile, floated for­
vard, and Johansson followed it on the sidevalk tor about 25 meters. The craft s topped at 
the stop-boarder on the street, as it vas a crossing s treet. The .crart turned oft its light 
and disappeared in a fraction of' a second. They didn't see where it went, but Johansson 
felt a current of air when the air rushed to occupy the place vhere the vehicle had been 
situtated. 
As proof that Mr. Johanseon experienced this event, it should be said that he came down vith 
same kind of radiation-injury from the spaceship. ll1 glands svelled up and the doctors 
could not explain the Cl.luse. Nov, 11 years af'ter, his health is fully restored. There v as 
no explanation of the pover black out. But they f'ound at one part of the power line t hat 
all phase-lines at a length of' J-t meters vere glazed ·vi th a black substance or vhich they 
could find no reasonable explanation.

Raynard Ackert or Holyrood had an odd experience on 
May 26. Mr. Ackert was seeding on one of his farms 
on the lOth concession or Kinloss near Hayes Lake. 
As he came along near the bush,he experienced a sus­
den stillness and round it 
difficult to breathe while 
at the same time his trac­
tor kept cutting out al­
though it d1d remain run­
ning. The location was ai� 
less. Sud1enly a terrific 

wind came up, blew his cap orr. bent the ''slow ve­
hicle'' sign on the back or his tractor while debris 
in the area began flying all around with Mr. Ackert 
being struck by flying pieces or branches and other 
objects which ordinarily could not be moved. He was 
unable to see any evidence or a twister. Shortly 
after conditions returned to normal but lert h1m 1n 
a dazed condition. 
A reporter for the Kincardine News stated that as he 
drove along the 8th concession to R1pley, he was at­
.traoted by a large white conical object in the cloud­
less sky. Unlike a ''twister", the narrow part was 
at the top with a growing expansion as it came to­
Ward the earth. The small end of the ''upside-down'' 
cone was gradually drawn down into the object as it 
expande1 in size, retaining its whiteness. This at­
mospheric object was also seen by Mr. Albert Wylds, 
principal of the R1pley District High School. After the sudden change or 
atmospheric conditions, Ackhert round he was again able to breathe and the 
motor of his tractor returned to its normal running cond1t1ou. 

On June lOth, most residents or the Kincardine area were awakened around 4:30 
a. m. by two loud booms. Mrs. Jack Gardiner walked down her stairs to check 
things out in the kitchen an� noted that she was able to walk without turn­
ing on a light. Returning upstairs she noticed a light 1n the sky to the 
northeast. It hovered and was larger than a star but half the size or the 
moon. It remained ror 40 minutes before ris1ng slightly-and disappeared in 
the northeast. A black vapor trail was left behind it. 

At 1 a. m. Monday, June 16, Ron and Alr Collins were playing cards when they 
heard a series or swishing sounds. They saw a large red object hurling to 
the ground, lost treck or it as it went behind a row or evergreens. An in­
tensive search is being made of the area around Kincardine. 

Harrtston, 5E on Hwy.9 from Kinloss hati plenty or reports or a UFO about R: 45. 
·p.m. on July 4. The UFO remained stationary for 20 minutes and then moved 
fairly rapidly to the west. Through binoculars the object seemed to have an 
appendage. It was higher than the clouds and did not move in the sa me �ire c-· 
tion as the clouds. At Wingham, 187 persons phoned the local TV station to 
find out what it was. 
On Thurs�ay night, July 3rd, Bob Thompson or R1pley and Judy Storga1d of Kin­
car�ine saw a star-11ke object plummet from the sky only to stop.

The fact thRt many reports come now from areas or nuclear stations, it would 
be w1se to keep an eye on these areas for possible even closer a pproaches 
in the next rew months. UFOs have been noted to keep surveillance over res­
ervoirs, atomic sites, rocket launching facilities, military depots, etc_ ..

The mountain is bare rock and rorest . No one lives 
there and is supposedly halt owned by a privat ind ividual 
and the other halr is owned by the u.s .

The lights have been investigated by scientists who spent several months on the moun�-
ain and found nothing .  They have flown over it at night and you can ' t  see a light. They 
are only s een from Jonas Ridge and one other s pot .  

One night while I was vatching , I sent a n  s . o.s . and the letter 'Y 1 by flashlight a­
bout seven times . It was then that the s]cy' lit up over the mountains , first by s ignalling 
back fast and then the sky lit up over the mountains in a terrific orange glow , then chang­
ed to red and then the brightes t  white light I had ever seen came on. I jumped in the car 
and took off fas t!  

The lights have been seen since covered wagon days and the local folk accept them as a 
phenomenon . As you watch them, more individual lights come on and then they go out. There 
are clus ters , two amber lights to the left s tay on continually and seem to form a pa ttern • . 
Beside these two lights are three or four which seem to be on a tower. The top goes orr 
and on and the others are steady. To the right or the • tower ' are green lights like on an 
air plane runway. 

Something Fishy Control Study No. 3 By JO H N  A. K E E L  

In ANOMALY #4 we observed that UFO s ightings tend to accumulate around the lOth 
and 2is t or the month . Waves tend to peak in the middle of the week , Tuesday through 
Thursday . The overall average of pover failures and UFO reports is highest on Wednes -
days • • • 16 .4%. Are these patterns s ignificant? To tes t  the ir significance w e  have 
run a similar test or non-UFO of world fishing records , fresh and saltwater , from the 
tables in the Ne\1 York Times Almanac, 1971 , page 977. S ixty-nine of these catches 
were dated . Since fishing is a seasonal sport, largely confined to weekends we " pre ­
dicted " tha t  the greates t number o f  record catches should occur on Fridays , Saturdays 
and Sundays . We were only partially correct, ae the following table demons trates . 
( Calculated by elide rule , so figures are approximate .

The month was -divided into three equal parts . Fishing records for the period 
1-10 totalled 39 . 8%. For the 11-20 period , 26. 5%. And for the 21-31 , 35 . 3% . This 
is almos t identical to the UFO pattern . The greatest number of record catches for a 
single day, six, were made on the 21st or the month . The 21st is also the focus for 
UFO reports . Since luck is perhaps the most important s ingle factor in fishing we can 
assume that the laws or chance are also a dominant factor in UFO observations .

SCORCHED I-IDLES 
AND LITTLE MEN 
IN IOWA RELDS 
By B RAD STE IG E R  

In the autumn o f  1969 , I received a 
letter from a lineman employed by an Iowa 
power and light company. According to the 
lineman, he had noticed a series of "burnt 
circles " near one of their power lines . 
When he had made inquiries of the f arm fam­
ily who lived there , they openly stated 
that they had s een UFOa hovering over the 
pc>\� er line and landing in the nearby pasture . 
The lineman stated the facts as he knew 
them, enclos ed some s ketches of the holes 
and their dimensions , and indicated that he 
would dis close the location of the farm and 
do anything he could to as sist in an inves ­
tigation of the mysterious burnt circles . 

Glenn McWane , an Iowa City businessman 
and independent UFO investigator, made the 
trip to the Clayton County, Iowa , farm on 
my behal.f. He found the pastures and fields 
of this farm to be literally covered with 
scorched circles simil&r to the�o���t he 
had found on the Warren Barr farm in Iowa ' s  
Cedar Valley. The greatest concentration 
or circles were t o be found along the power 
line . l favorite contention among c ertain 
s_egg1enta of UFOlogista is that UFOe somehow 
withdraw electrical energy from the power 
lines . There does seem to b e  a great deal 
or circumstantial evidence in support or such 
a theory, but I have never been able to ob­
tain actual proof of such kilowatt kidnap-

• ping from any power and light spokesman. 
In addition to the scorched circles , 

McWane noticed definite impressions of what 
� appeared to be indentures caused by some 

sort of landing device . For purposes of s ize 
estima tion , he set his cigarette lighter down 
near one indenture , which was about 2t inches 
in diameter . 

McWane found Mrs . S.H. to be a very 
friendly and warm person , who seem�d to ac­
cept the regular vis itations of the UFOs with 
little emotionality. He asses sed Mr . S.H. as 

a succesful farmer , level-headed , calm, not 
likely to jump to excitable conclus ions . Mr .  
S . H. had ha d  military service and had served 
at various miss ile sites around the U.S . 

The farm family told McWane that "odd 
things " had been occurring on their farm for 
about tuo years . It seemed that all of the 
neighbors had seen the "odd things " as well-­
red objects s treaiing acros s the horizon, 

then slowly lowering themselves silently to 
pas tures , corn fields , clearings in wooded 
areas . 

Early 1n the spring of 1969 , the child­
ren of the S . H. family had seen a round , red 
obj ect hovering over the power line near the 
barn and livestock pens . One of the boys 
climbed a tree and another watched the thing 
cautiously from around a corner or the barn. 
Seemingly aware of their presence , the object 
shone a red beam of light at e ach of the boys . 

One or the boys fled to the safety of 
the farmhouse 1 but the other remained to v atch

the object rise , then 
lower itself farther 
down the line and 
land behind a clump 
of trees . The next 
morning when the fam­
ily went to investi­
gate their son ' s  s to­
ry, they frund a cir­
cular burned spot and 
the impres sions of 
what they assumed 
mus t be landing gear . 

As Mcllane vis it­
ed with 'the S.H. fam­
ily, he learned of 
the appearance o{ 

UFOnauts on several occasions . One of the 
boys · had succeeded in approaching quite near 
one of the entities . The following edited 
transcript w as blue-pencilled from the artic­
le in Male , because the publisher "doesn ' t  
like stories about little green men . "  The 
publisher , or course , is hardly alone in- his 
preference for reading only anecdotal accounts 
of alleged s pace craft sans occupants . But 
here for readers of .Sau�. Space & Science , 
who may be interested in occupant s ightings , 
is the omitted transcript: 
McWane : Now just where did you see this 

little man? 
Boy: He got out of the big ball that landed 

in the pasture . I could see him real clear 
fran my hiding place in the barn. 

McWane : How tall was he ? 
Boy :  Maybe three feet or so.  
M�ane : How was he dressed ?

Boy : He was dressed from head to toe in a 
white space suit . 

McWane : Why do you say ' s pace s uit ' ?  
Boy: ' Cause it looked a lot like the suits 

our astronauts wear . 
McWane : Was there anything on his back? 
Boy : No . He was just wearing this tight­

fitting white suit that covered his hands 
and his feet , as well as his body . And , 
of cours e ,  he wore a helmet .  

McWane : Describe the helmet.  
Boy:  It was yellowish-brown colored , and it 

seemed too big for his little body . 
McWane : You mean , his head seemed out of 

proportion to h is body? 
Boy : Yeah , that ' s  right. But then he pro­

bably had a lot of brains . You know , it 
must take a lot of brains to come fiying 
in from outer s pace . 

McWane : Did he carry anything in his hands ? 
Boy: No , but his arms were awfully long . 

They hung pas t his knees . Ch, another 
thing • • • his hands looked normal , but his 
feet were like two prongs . 

McWane : You mean long toes ? 
Boys  I don • t  know . But the wildest thing 

was when he took off his helmet and looked 
at me . 

· McWane : Please describe what he looked like . 
Boy s  His head was a light, real pale green , 

and his head was completely bald . No hair 
at all . His eyes were real big, but his 
nose and mouth were nothing but little 
slits . 

McWane : Did he smile at you or • • •  ? 
Boy: He didn 1 t really have any kind or ex­

pression at all . Jus t blank. He wiped 
his forehead with the back of his hand - ­

you know , like someone who has been work­
ing hard and sweating -- then he got back 
into the shiny ball , I suppose it was a 
flying saucer , and it took off. 
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Investigator McWane was able to deter­
mine that the UFOs usually landed on the S . H .  
farm after 5: 00 p . m. In two years o f  s por­
adic landings , there has only been one ex­
ception to that s chedule . One Sunday after­
noon an obj ect was seen t o  hover and land at 
about two o ' clock. 

In this report to this author, McWane 
s ta ted : "No one in the family has reported 
having any nightmares , but 1 certainly had 
an eerie feeling as I walked among dozens 
of burned , circular areas on this farm. It 
is almost as if some alien air force might 
be us ing this farm as an informal landing 
bas e .  

" According to the family and the neigh-
hors who have witnes sed the UFO activity , 
the UFOs are not seen until they are rela­
tively close t o  the ground . Then they are 
just suddenly there and slowly lower them­
selves to Earth . It would seem that the 
objects are somehow able to remain invis i­
ble until they reach a certain altitude . 
Or, to conj ecture a bit, they may be enter­
ing our dimension through a doorway that 
just happens to be open on the S . H .  farm. 

" It may be , as some UFOlogists sug­
gest, that the UFOs come from another world 
existing outs ide our s pace-time continuum 
and that they are mos t often s een in areas 
wherein these "doorways " exist .  Such a 
theory might explain how UFOs have suddenly 
disappeared w ith our lir Force jets in 
close pursuit . 

"lt any rate , " MCWane concluded , " in 
my opinion , if a mys terious ' someone ' did 
not want to be observed by a lot of people , 
the area in which the S .H.  farm is located 
would be a perfect s pot to conduct secret­
ive activities . It has heavily wooded 
areas and a river runs through the farm .  
There is also a large cave in th e  area . "
