• Loch Ness: 'Champ Channels' 3/1985 quotes an Australian magazine, 
'Faagie' s rarm' that an Australian tourist, f'v'!r. Larry Fay, found a 
mysterious bone at the shore of the loch, but the Australian Museum 
found out that it was only a fossilized piece of a plesiosaur's leq. 
�or more puzzlino finds of animal remains in or at the loch, see my 

two articles in Persuit. 
• Loch Ness: The same issue of Champ Channels also reports a new 
siohting of Nessie: On September 15, �urdo Urquhart saw the monster 
near Lochend. "It looked like a fireman's helmet", he declared. This 
description is far too short to find out what was seen. 
• Loch Ness: In September 1984 Lady Innes of Balvenie saw and photogra­
phed the monster about 6oo yards from the west shore. Rip Hepple 
thinks, and I think he is correct, that she only saw a part of the 
wake of Scott II, the tourist boat. 
• Lawas River/ fJlalaysia: In February 1985 several boatmen saw an 
aquantic monster in that river. It had a black monstrous head like a 
cow, and a neck as bffi? as an oil drum. It also had large glowing eyes 
and two short front leas. There SPems to be lots of local folklore 
about that monster, as it has its own name, tumbuh akar or galap, and 
it can change itself into 44 forms, like big lobster, bird or snake. 
r-;any oeoole have drowned at the spot where the animal is frequently 
seen. (Persuit, 2nd Quarter 1985, p.92) There are many watermonsters 
in southern Asia, which no-one so far �as tried to collect and classi­
fy. 
• Congo: The Scotsman (25.X.1985, p.15) has a report about a new ex­
pedition for the African dinosaur. The leader, Bill Gibbons, a Scot, 
will meet Dr Aonagna, of dinosaur fame, and persue the monster with 
him. Theyplan to out up observation points around Lake Tele, and wait 
until they qet a aood film of the animal. The expedition was also men­
tioned in the last issue of Portean Times. fv1aybe they' 11 have success, 
but I think too many expeditions now concentrate on Lake Tele, while 
siahtinqs of dinosaurs come from nearly every part of Africa. 
• Lake Champlain: The 3/1985 issue of Champ Channels also has a new 
update of Chessie-siahtinas, oiving a total number of 14 for 19�5. 

Several photos and one video-tape of the monster were taken, but all, 
as usual, inconclusive. Though the descriptions given are too short 
to decide, I'm sure some of the monsters were actually wakes. 
• Loch 1\!ess: The old aluminium factory at Foyers will be turned into 
a salmon breedinq fi rm, so that f\;essie gets ne\-J food. A short article 
about the plan was in the Scotsman, mid-November, but I do not have the 
exact date. 

I SI S: 
• r-.�eH Ireland: Cross the ri, the New c-;uinea mermaid, from your list of 
ani�als to be discovered. A new expeedition that was there in February 
1985 manaoed to take underwater photographs of the beast, and it was 
only a duqong. There is the slight chance that while a dugong was 
photooraphed, mermaids live there nevertheless, but I'm afraid it was 
clear that there was nothing but dugongs there from the start. 



(see Science Frontiers, No. 42; Nov-Dec 1985). I suggest mermaid 
ex�editions go to Scotland, where there may be a real change of cap­
turing one, even if it's only a new species of seal.

• ralmouth, Cornwall: An article in the Falmouth Packet, 27. IX.1985 
says that there have been several sightings of Morgawr this summer, 
which were mentioned in the newspaper before, but no details. I have 
tried, in vain, to get these reports, and now hope that some future 
issue of Portean Times will give us a summary of the monster's activi­
ties.

I know of no reoorts 
of giant squids in the Mediterranean, and �ven if there were, their 
anns woilild never reach this lenoth! ( It would be the biaaest find so 
far) There are many legends, tr�ditions and reports of g l ant octopuses 
from the French Hediterranean coast, but the arm of an octopus with a 
lenqth of 2o metres would be even more extraordinary!
