e China: In the Nanping region of Sichuan province a scientist discovered
a "lost valley" in 1964, There are 108 lakes in Jiuzhaigou, an ancient
part of Tibet, One of them, Wolonghai, has a meaddow on its bottom that
looks like a moving dragon, hence its name, Dragon's Lake. Changhai, the
Il.ong Lake, is the largest of the area. It's on top of a 10,000 ft moun-
tain, 7.5 km long,375 m wide and 103 m deep., You can look down 1loo ft in
the clear water, but there are no fish in the lake., It freezes in winter,
and people say a dragon lives at its bottom to explain the strange noises
that come from below the ice layer (a frequent folk explanation). On Oct.
12, 1984, Chen Xianhuan, director of the Institute for Environmental Pro-
tection of Jiuzhaigou (must be a scientist, therefore), observed a 3 m
(1o ft) "miracle animal": it had a head like a horse's, and the body re-
sembled a dinosaur or rhino. (Tan Manni: Am Ende des Tals ist Urwald,
China im Aufbau, May 1988, p.34/35)
e Dragons: 1) China im Bild (March 88,p.36/37) has an article on China's
first dragon. In June 1987 archaeologists discovered it in the ruins of
the Yangshao culture, at Xishuipo, Henan province, in a 6ooo year-old
grave, It included three skeletons, and a 1,78m-modell of a dragon made
of shells, 2) The Spiegel (20/1988, 16.May, p.172/73),in an article on
leagan's belief in astrology, mentions Lon Nol, the superstitious former
head of government of Campuchea.

5)Newsweek (30 May 88,p.49) has a note on a survey of 2,100
students at 41 campuses in the US, taken from "Current Anthropology". It
shows many students seriously believe in creationism: "53 percent in the
southwest believed that cavemen battled dinosaurs, compared with 35 per-
cent in the east." 6) Strange (Nr. 2, 1988,p.47) briefly mentions a dra-
gon in Denton, Texas, 7)In Bilk 13 I mentioned the land dragon of Lebn.
There is a dragon legend from Asturias, the cuélebre. This is a large
snake with a cock's head ,the protecting spirit of the forests, though
other sources say it destroys fields and fruits.
