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BEHEMOTH 
• Lago Orta, Italy: "Orta is Italy's Loch Ness, steeped in legends 
about serpents and werewolves. When Giulio, dragon-buster extraordi­
naire, came to purge the [lake's] island in 390, the fishermen were too 
scared to carry him across, so he used his cloak as a sail, cutting 
quite a dash as the world's first original windsurfer. He slayed the 
dragon and you'd better believe it: a single vertebra with the diame­
ter of a life buoy is on display in the island's basilica" - David 
Wickers: Shores of Myth and Serenity (The Sunday Times, 22.4.,p.G9). 
The dragon of Lago Orta is also mentioned in Umberto Cordier's com­
pendium of Italian monsters, Guida ai draghi e mostri in Italia (Su­
garCo Edizioni: Milan 1986: 83 - 85). 
• Lago de Cote, Costa Rica: I have pointed out more than once that the 
powerful UFO myth slowly replaced many motifs of monster tradition -
the many sightings of "Russian submarines" off Sweden are only one 
obvious example. Here, now, is a typical many-humped lake monster, told 
with UFO terminology, in Jacques Vallee's new book (Confrontations. 
New York: Ballantine Books, 1990, p.60). Two witnesses observed an un­
usual object in Lago de Cote on October 25, 1986, at 9 a.m.: "First 
they saw, about 1,800 feet away, a row of three or four postlike 
cylinders reaching about three feet above the surface of the lake, 
which was quiet and flat as a mirror. Then they saw a series of objects 
sticking out about three feet above the water and three feet apart. The 
could clearly observe the cylinders, which were of a dark hue, either 
gray or coffee-coloured. After 5 or 10 minutes the objects disappeared. 
( ... ) as if they were attached to a single structure, the whole thing 

disappeared with much turmoil an� w2ves . '' Sounds familar? D�rk objects 
3 ft high and 3 ft apart on a lake calm as a millpond, causing much 
turmoil ... I wrote a second part for my article on "The Evolution of 
Lake Monsters" for the INFO Journal which gives more examples for this 
process - by some strange coincidence, the postscipt to this reports 
was printed in INFO Journal 59 as a postscript to my report on falls 
and rains in Central Europe 
• Loch Ness: A London bookmaker has put a prize on Nessie! According 
to the Neue Zlircher Zeitung of May 20 (p.9c, Reuters news report, which 
was also published in the Mannheimer Morgen and mentioned in German TV 
news of about that date), the bookmaker offered a reward of 600,000 
Swiss francs for a proof for the reality of the monster. The paper 
also mentions a three-day hunt for the monster organized by the local 
tourist board in Oktober - a press gimmick, I assume. Reuters says 
that the monster has been seen 800 times in the past 60 years - this is 
the figure I worked out during my research and published in Henry 
Bauers book. It is nice to see some correct facts in the papers. The 
Rheinpfalz (May 29) had an AP report on an article in the previous 
day's London Times (p.2). It says the monster was spotted in May by 
a Glasgowvisitor. According to Mackay Consultants, the monster earns 
Scotland a good 25 million Pounds a year. About 500,000 tourists 
visit Inverness each year in the hope of seeing the creature. The 
Inverness Consultants maintain that the monster industry provides 
2,500 jobs. Tony Mackay, head of Mackay Consvltants, said: "People 
have not so far appreciated the importance of Nessie as a magnet for 
tourists. We were amazed by the results of our research, which cer­
tainly puts the monster forward as one of the main tourist attrac­
tions of Scotland ... Her timing is impeccable. If we had a year with 
no reported sightings, the number of visitors would fall." This 
promts AP to imply that this is what lies behind the Nessie legend: 
it was invented by the local tourist board. These over-simplifica­
tiorrs are of no use in serious sociological study. 
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• Yanzhou, China: China im Bild (4l1990,p. 20) had a pucture of a 7. 5m, 
1,500 kg sword excavated in Yanzhou, Shandong Province - the largest in 
the world. It was cast in the reign of Qing emperior Kangxi (1662 -
1723) as a ritual instrument to control an evil dragon and buried under 
the Sihe bridge. This dragon, one e again, was not an unidentified ani­
mal, but a symbol of earth energies.

• Hog Island, Florida: In 1983, R Dash and B Hendrickson saw a sea ser­
pent with "a series of humps . . .  It had a silvery bottom and grayish top. 
We watched for 10 minutes . . .  It looked like it was just feeding leisurely 
... I estimated it to be 40 to 45 feet." - INFO Journal 59, p.28. 
• Suva, Fiji: An Arab News AP report (May 29, p. l6) says a group of 
divers has discovered "the remains of four prehistoric creatures in a 
underwater cave in the north of Fiji". Kevin Deacon, a professional 
diver from Matagi Island (135 miles northeast of Suva) said the remains 
had been discovered by the Douglas family, he then had taken pictures of 
them: "We have found what appears to be two adults, one adolescent and a 
juvenile. They bear no resemblance to any marine creature I know. " The 
adult skulls were about one metre long with a total body length of 8 to 
10 m. They looked like land animals or some amphibious species. The re­

port is not very clear on the term "prehistoric", probably it implies 
fossils, not fresh remains.

• Irish Sea: Newsweek (May 28, pp.l8ll9) had a longer report on vanish­
ing ships in the Irish Sea, mainly trawlers which unfortunately catch 
mysterious subs in their nets. I have covered this topic repeatedly in 
Bilk. In contrast to the Swedish subs, these USOs are real, mainly 
British and US- craft, and the occasional Soviet one, playing war. There 
have been more than 40 incidents since 1960. Bernard Moffat, assistant 
secretary of the Celtic League: "When a boat sinks in good conditions 
it's either snagged or a sea monster, and I don't believe in sea mons­
ters".
