According
to AF, sperm whaies with scars of squid svcizers vp to one ool in
diameter can be found (I doubt this). Now two teams of scientists
start their hunt near Whekenul at the south isliand (where kupe
made landiall). They will follow the gsperm whales and are eqipped
with high-tech-cameras which they will use in the Raikoura-Canon
and at the Mernoo sandbank, some 200 km from there. Clyde Roper,
ot the New York Smithonian 1nsititute: "We do not kKnow what they
feed on, whether they travel alone or in shoals or how they orient
themselves". The expeditions will lower cameras 3000 m deep to
search tor giant squids. The cameras will be equipped with baaxt,
and a computerized instrument will measure the creatures, tape
their noises, and measure depth, light intensity and other
relevant data. The scientist will alsc try to learn ass much as
possible about the Kaikoura Canon, about which little is known.
The researchers place much hope in cameras attached to sperwm
whales with a small needle in the blubber. There are already
critics who call this animal misuge. The scientists, however,
claim that the whales hardly feel the neeedle.
