B e st  of  the 
bunch was the 'conclusive 
pr o o f' t h at a n  Ir i s h  
astronomy organisation 
bad been broadcasting to 
the nation,  'a piece of a 

s a t e l l i t e  w h i c h  w a s 
b u r n i n g  u p  i n  t h e  
atmosphere . . .  ' - All I can 

say is,  that it  must have 
b e e n  o n e  h e l l  o f  a 
satellite! This 'piece of a 
s atellite ' w a s able to  
m o v e  s l o w l y at  r o o f  
height with what seem s 
t o  b e  c o n t r o l l e d  
m o v e m e n t , f r o m  
Limerick to Dublin (not 
to mention sightings in 
the North, as far South as 
Cork and W ales in the 
U.K.) and then re-appear 
over the Dublin Bay area 
the next n ight! Eve n  
more interesting were the 
reports fro m  credible 
w itne s s e s  suc h  as the 
G arda and  A ir C orp s 
Helicopter pilots . . .  

Governm ent interest  
was enough to warrent an 
official investigation by 
t h e  D e p a r t m e n t  o f  
Communications,  surely 
a common 'metorite' or 
'space debris' couldn ' t  
c a u s e  t h i s  k i n d  o f  
attention? We are also 
i n v e s t i g a t i n g  t h e s e  
reports and as  soon as 
we hav e  c o m p leted  
them, we will print them. 
U n l i k e  s o m e  
org a n i s a t i o n s w h i c h  
inform u s  o f  what w e  
'really saw ' only hours 
after we have seen it, it 
is com forting to know 
that serious investigation 
as to what we  'm ight' 
have seen takes place, 
pre s e n t i n g  fa c t s  and 
probabi l i t ie s and not  
h e l p i n g  t o  a i d  t h e  
debunking process which 
takes place so often.

No Conflict Over 
'Aliens' Says Vatican 
As NASA gears up to look for 

extraterrestrial life, the Vatican 
Obs e r v a t o r y  has p u b l i s h e d  
important fmdings that suggest that 
there may be many solar systems 
like our own 
. Vatican astronomers studied 

se v e ra l  n e w b orn s t a r s  a nd 
discovered some were surrounded 
by what appears to be the cosmic 
makings of planetary systems, said 
Jesuit Fr.George Coyne, director 
of the Vatican Obaervatoty. 

�It�, an extraodinarily important 
result.� Fr .Coyne said, pointing out 
that it represents some evidence 
that there are other systems of 
planets and possible life in the 
universe. 
The National Aeronautics and 

Space Administration announced 
last month ambitous plans to scan 
the heavens with radio telescopes 

ews 
to discern possible signals from 
extraterrestrial civilisations. 

Fr.Coyne said that the NASA 
search was �certainly wort h  the 
effort�. But equally important, he 
said, were projects like the 
Vat i c a n  'a, w h i c h  l o o k  f o r  
�evid e nce of the cond iti o ns 
needed for the evolution of other 
civilisations' - in this caae, early 
solar-system development. 

Should intelligent alien life be 
found, Fr .Co yne said, �the 
Church would be obliged to 
address the question of whether 
extraterrestrials might be brought 
within the fold of the baptised' 
. �why not, if we have the 

pleasure of meeting them?' 
asked a I esuit astronomer. who 
with nine other clerics J1U1S the 
observatory in Tuscon, another in 
C a n a d a ,  a n d  t h e  V a t i c a n  
Observatory. 

Fr .Coyne said the discovery 
does not necessarily mean life 
exists outside Earth. More and 
more scientists are convinced that 
lif e f o r m s  d o  n o t  e m e r g e  
automatically from a set of 
physical conditions, he said. 

But on the other hand, he said, 
'wouldn't it be a type of cosmic 
egocentrism to think that, given 
the many conditions for life 
else w h e re , we are the onl y 
i nt e l l i g e n t  b e i n g s  i n  t h e 
universe?' 

Fr.Coyne said he sees no conflict 
between the Catholic faith and 
t h e  p o s s i b l e  e x i s t a n c e  o f  
extraterrestrial life, and he noted 
that 'there is no Church position • 
on the topic.

Ireland: Government inspectors 

today noted the 'remarkable' 
consistency of the UFO reports, in 
a detailed account of the objects 
spotted by civil and military 
pilots all over Ireland last week 
(3113/93). 

The Department of Transport 
said that it is keeping an open 
mind on the cause of the sighting& 
of UFOs in the wake of its 
preliminary report. It stressed the 
importance of not causing 
u n n e c e s s a ry a l a r m (o u r  
underline). 

A Department spokesperson said 
the sighting& of 30-31 March had 
been the subject of a preliminary 

investi gation by the Air 
Na vigation S e rvices Offic e  
(ANSO) at the Department of 
Communications. She released 
the following statement: 

• According t o  the re ports 
received, including those from 
civil and m ilitary pilots, the 
objects were seen as two or 
more bright lights moving across 
the sky ata steady speed. The 
obje cts w e r e  s e e n  t o  m o v e  
silently. emitting con-trails as 
they did so. 

The reports varied widely in 
their estimates of height, ranging 
from a few hundred feet to 25,000 
feet. 'Reports were received from 
most areas of the country , 
except the extreme North and 
extreme South. 

Reports were also received from 
an aircraft over N orthem Ireland 
and from aircraft over Wales. 
'The timings given by observers 
are remarkably consistent and 
indicate that the sighting& lasted 
for a fe·w minutes between

01:10 hrs and 01:15 hrs local time. 

A preliminary analysis of the 
reports indicates that the objects 

probably followed a flight path 
acr os s the middle of I r eland

'The objects were not seen to 

descend to earth· at any stage. A 
check by Air Traffic Contr ol 

Services could not relate the 
sightings to any known civil air 

traffic operating at the time. 
Neither were any unidenti fied 

obje cts ob s e r v e d  on r adar.  
L ondon Air Traffic Control 

confirmed receiving several 
reports of similar sighting& 'in 

the Belfast Anglesey Dublin 
area'. They als o confirmed 
nothing was observed on radar.'

This is the sequel to the excellent 

'Alien Liaison' (reviewed in issue 
One) and is a compilation of recent 

events connected to the previous 
book. It starts with a foreword by 

the author. commenting on the how 
the media is dealing with the UFO 

phenomena and a look at NASA and 

the SETI programme. 

C ontinuing, chapter I has a 

facinating account of the alleged 

alien base in Puerto Rico by a local 
investigator I orge Martin - this is a 

great chapter which involves the 
leasing of certain UFO 'hot-spots' to 

the U .S. g overnment, which 
includes a lagoon area called 

Laguna Cartagena, where two 
U .S. Navy I et fighters were 

'abducted in mid-air by a huge 
triangular-shaped UF O which 
disappeared in front of over 100 
witnesses.' But, this is not why this 

and other areas have been leased by 

the U.S. authorities, it's to protect 

endangered species in this sensitive 

area from extinction of course ... 

After chapter one, you'd think it 

couldn't get any better, but it does, 

with many distinctive writers and 
topics, this is the cream of the latest 

happenings. A facinating and 

we 
topical chapter is chapter 10, which 
discusses the possible implications 

of an ET civilisation making it's 
presence known to us, and why we 
haven't heard from them as yet. 
Other accounts include UFO& over 

Washington D.C., in April 1992 
(Chap.3). a large object seen over 

Montreal. Canada, for over two 
and-a-half hours (Chap.8) and an 

update on Animal Mutilations in 
1992 (Chap.12). 

The b oo k  is b u r s ting with 

information. and I particularly 

like the diversity of the accounts. 
with a round-up of the latest 

reports by Tirn Good ending a great 
book. A mention must also go to 
Bob Oechsler who includes the 
(Admiral) Inman Transcript. good 

reading. Overall. this has to be the 
best book I've read this year. and 

I'm looking forward to Tim Good's 
next book (he7S on a roll at the 

moment!) 'Alien Contact' whic h 
will be available sometime next 

month, from the press release it

On this video we have none of 
the usual witness 'yes, I saw it 

over there' type interviews. 
Whatever was in the skies 
above Mexico city during and 
after the eclipse of 1991, is 
there for all to see. 

The clearest of the .lJFOs 

captured on video are those 
taken in day light on the mn in 
to the total eclipse on July 11, 
1991. I can already hear cries 
o f  'hoax ', 'balloon ', 'Ed 
W alters on holiday', but I must 
admit that whatever it was in 
the sky above Mexico city, it 
certainly fits the bill of the 
classic lJFO. Scrutinise these 
clips yourself and make up 
your own mind is the best 
advise I can offer. 

An the major players of this 

Mexican drama are featured, 
including, Brit and Lee Elders, 
the makers of the video in the 
lJSA, Mexican and Japanese 
journalists, as well as the local 
authorities in Mexico. The 
f'Jlming has a smooth style to 
it, never rushed or hunied, and 

the lJFO sequences are shown 
several times so one is not 
constantly rewinding the video 
tape. Different clips are 
compared and an 'expert' in 
propulsion is brought in to 
comment on the daylight 
sightings. Nothing or no one 
seems to be missing. 

In a later section of the video 

a s  t h e  jo u r n a l i s t s  a n d  
investigators continue in the 
drama, more lJFO video clips 
are used, many of these though 

showing nocturnal lights of 
one kind or another. Although 
interesting, they are nothing 
compared to those taken in the 
daylight. Other lJFO videos 
are shown for comparison 
p u rp o s e s  from Belgium, 
Russia and Guatamala. Make 
of these what you will, but 
they l ooked awfully l ike 
aircraft to me. 

The end of this voyage 

around Mexico sees Japanese 
TV crew at  l ast c apture 

'something' on the f"J.lm, albeit 
at night. They seem happy as 
do the others accompanying 
them. The dormant volcano 
Mount Popacateptl awakens 
and it would seem that the 
Maya prophecies have come 
to pass. 

In my time I have seen many 

lJ F O  v i d e o s ,  m o s t l y  
documentaries of one kind or 
another, 'Messeng ers of 
Destiny' is the only UFO 
video that I have watched for 
a long time without falling 
asleep. If I have any criticism 
of it would have to be the cost 
and the fact that there seems 
to have b e e n  very littl e 
scientific analysis of the 
numerous video films taken. 
To their credit, Genesis 111, 
the producers of the video, 
have named names in the 
c r e d i t s  i n c l udi n g  t h e  
witness e s .  I dare say if

F allowing is a first hand 
eyewitness account of a UFO 
sighting seen over Ireland on 
Wednesday M arc h 31st, the 
witness is a member o f  
BUFORA (Ireland) Branch and 
lives in Co. Down. We would 
like to thank the witness for 
reporting his sighting and 
would like others w ho may 
have seen this object(s) to write 
to us as soon as possible. On 
the nig ht in que s tion, the 
witness 'D' had gone for a 
walk (with a friend) and had 
reac hed the to p part o f  a 
caravan site which was near the 
foot of a forest, at the base 
of the Moume Mountains. 

The y observed tw o li ghts 
which they thought were stars 
moving in from the Southwest, 
just above the tree line. The 
objects were slightly to the left 
of the witnesses at about 1 OOFf 
(high) and travelling at about 
15 MPH. T he backdrop was 
very dark because the objects

were just below the forest tree 
line, so it was hard to say if 
what the witnesses were looking 
at was two seperate objects or 
ma ybe the side lights o f  an 
object in between. They passed 
by the left of the witnesses 
silently and they both saw a 
faint vapour trail. It should be 
noted that the vapour tra i l  
seemed t o  be coming out 
from between and behind the 
object(s). The object{s) then 
continued by them and must 
have turned slightly up towards 
the mountain forest w here 
they disappeared from view. 

According to the witness t he 
conditions on the night were a 
clear sky with a half moon and 
calm. The time of the sighting 
occurred at 1:15 A. M., this is 
consistent with the timing of 
the objects seen in Limerick on 
the same night. He describes 
t h e  s p eed o f  the o bject a s  
approx. 15 MPH and its height 
at approx. 1OOFT., the shape 

of the object was circular, star 
size in comparison to the night 
sky. The witness estimated his 
distance from the object a s  
approx. 5 0  yards. A sketch of 
the actual location was enclosed 
with the report, drawn by the 
witness. (see Fig .1)

The Encounter

The weather on the night was 

very coo l  with a clear s k y ,

The 
witness was unsure about the 

position of the stars and planets 
that night. Having carefully 
studied the witnesses report we 
are both of the opinion that he is 
sincere and honest in t h e  
reporting o f  his sighting and 
from the information that he has 

given us, we can evaluate that J 
and his friends did see a lJFO on

O n April 18th. 1990, Press 

sto r i e s  b e g a n  to re p o r t  a 
sighting from Carlingford. Co. 
Louth. Reputedly, on the 14th 

April a 'Spinning Saucer' some 
30 metres in diameter was seen 
by a local chemist. It decended 
onto the town, glowing orange 

in colour and he watched it for 

five minutes, in the excitement,

Two 
years ago, a new TV Series, 
lJ F 0 s - M i r a c l e  o f t h e 
Unknown, claimed that it is 
and that there has been a 46 
year old coverup of the way 
this alien met its death - or that 
it even exists. It is such a 
shame that this TV series never 
made its way to this side of 
the world as it would possibly 
have answered some questions 
pert aining to the R oswell 
coverup. 

Of course, the question must 

be asked, was it broadcast on 
TV in Ameri c a  or d i d  the 
producers of the series get a 
warning from the government 
about what would happen if it 
was broadcast? There is a very 
real possibility that this is what 
happened, and rather than face 
trouble the producers relented 
and gave in. 

The same situation occurred 

some years ago with the f11m 
"Close Encounters of the Third 
Kind". Apparently the lJ.S. 
Government tried to prevent, by 
court order, Steven Spielberg 
from releasing the film in 
cinemas nationwide in the lJ.S.

The picture on the front cover 

of our Journal shows a doll-like 
oriental tigure with closed eyes 
and a p o u t ing m o uth.

Of c o urse the most 
f a m o u s  w i t n e s s  w h o  i s  
associated with Rosewell, is 
Rancher Mac Brazel. Anyone 
familiar with Roswell will know 
that Brazel had seen wreckage 
from the explosion which was 
scattered across part of his 
ranch. However new evidence 
has come to hand regarding a 
Civil Engineer named Bamey 
Bamett. While Brazel plays an 
important part in the Roswell 
mystery the involvement of 
B arnett is to be considered of 
equal importance. Bamett saw 
a metallic object glinting in the 
sunlight, he investigated and 
found a number of small dead 
bodies scattered around the disc 
like wreck, with others inside. 

Bamett said they were about 

three feet tall, human like but 

small- eyed and h airless, with 
large heads in comparison to 
their body size, wearing grey 
one-piece clothing.

the (colour) picture is a model of 
the real alien. 

But this is refuted, not only by 

th e p e o p l e  w h o  m a d e  the 
t e l e v i s i o n  p r o g r a m m e ,  
(mentioned earlier in the article) 
but by former American Police 
Chief Gerald Anderson. He says 
he was five years old when he 
saw a crashed lJFO in the New 
Mexico Desert in July 194 7. He 
recalls s eeing four aliens , two 
were dead, one was dying, and 
one was apparently uninjured. He 
saw them and touched one of 
them. 

He recalled that the lJFO had a 

gash in its side. Ander son says 
that this may have been caused 
by two of these craft colliding in 
mid-air.

imagination or hysteria. 
(*) (Superpowers want to keep 

it a ' military' secret. - Ed) 

This fourth theory is ver y  

popular with the Military in 

trying to explain away th e 
lJ F O  P h e n o m e n o n  a n d  
b e c a u s e o f  t h i s  m a n y  
w itnes s e s  ha v e  ended up 
confus ed and b e w ilder ed, 
their lives totally shattered 
and changed forever. 

Perhaps the time will come 

for change - change of attitude 
regarding the Roswell coverup 
- m aybe now is the time to 
take a fresh look at the case 1 
But if we do, will we still 
come up against the same Red 
Tape, the sam e  bureaucr atic 
system of communication that 
has prevented lJFOlogists the 
w orld over , from gaining 
access to vital inform ation, 
access , that could change the 
fate of the world for ever.

Mexico. loo king bac k  at the 
events of that day in 1964, I' m 
s ur e  Za m o r a w o u l d  ha v e  
prefered carrying on his pursuit 
o f  a speed ing car., but i nstead 
he d ec i d ed to inve sti gate a 
strange flame in the sky ... 

In 1964., Project Blue Book 

recorded a new ty pe o f  lJFO 
ev e n t - t h e  s i g h t i n g  o f  

unidentified Al ien creatures. 

P o l i c e  Offi c er Lo n n i e  

Z a mora w a s  a l o n e  i n  hi s 

P o nt i a c  g i v i ng c ha s e  t o  a 
speeding motorist North along 
U.S. 85, among the desert hills 
just outside Socorro, suddenly 

he was distracted by a roar and 
at the same ti me he s a w  a 
'flame' in the sky,  bluish and 
orange and strangely static as it 
descended some distance away 
to hi s r i g ht.

area, and fearing it might blow 
up he g av e  up c has i n g  the 
motorist and headed over rough 
ground tow ards the shack.

Zarnora remarked that his first 

thought was that it m ight be a 

car on end, perhaps 'turned over 
by some kid s '. Then he saw 

two small humanoid figures in 
w hi t e  g a r me n t s  s i mi lar t o  
c overalls c l o s e  to the object 
which Zamora later estimated to 
b e  approx. 4 feet tall ( 1. 2 
meters). One of them, startled 
by Zamora and his patrol car, 
s ee med to ju mp.

pro c eed o n  foot. As Zamo ra 
left t he car he heard tw o or

two apart. W hen he was about 
50 paces from the object there 
_w as a l o u d  roar w hi c h  ro s e  

g r a d u a l ly i n  p i t c h. Th e 
humanoids w ere now here to be 
see n, pres u m ably no w in the 
craft. At the same time he could 
see the same flame rise from the 
ground leaving a cloud of du st. 
Zamora fled towards his car, as 
he reached it he turned to see the 
o v a l  s hape ,  no w horizontal , 
rising toward s the level of the 
car. 

T he noi s e  continued and 

Zamora dived for cover over the 
ed g e  of the rid g e. When the 
noise had cease d  he raised his 
head from his hands and saw the 
lJFO still in the air and moving 
away from his car about 15 feet 
ab o v e  the ground. It safely 
cleared the dynam ite shack and 
co nti nu ed to ri s e  gradu a lly, 
w atched by the policeman, who

c a r. A s  h e  rad i o e d  H Q  h e  

watched the UFO accelerate

Zam ora recalled the strange 

insignia about 18 inches high on 
the side of the object and while 

he was w aiting for his sargent 
( S  am C h av e z )  to arr iv e ,  h e  
decide to make a s ketch o f  it. 
Sargent C h av e z  arrived a nd 
noticed Zamora ' s  shaken state. 
Zam ora pointed to a brush still 

burning w he re the lJFO h a d  
stood. They m ade their w ay to 
the site and found four seperate 
bum m arks and four depressions 
- all of a similar shape - m ade, 
they assumed, by the legs of the 

landing gear. On three of the 
m arks the dense soil had been 
pushed down about 2 inches and 
dirt had been squeezed up the 

sides. The fou rth m ark w a s  
o n l y  o n e  i n c h  d e e p . A n  
e n g i n e e r  W .  T .  P o w e r s  
inve stigated the case and s aid 
t h e d e p r e s s i o n s w e r e  
'equivalent to a gentle settling 

of at l e a s t  o ne to n o n  e ac h  

mark. '  

The So c orro incident w a s  

widely reported in the press and 
generated im m ense e xc itment 
throughout the world. Project 
Blue Boo k (lJ . S. A.F.) usually 
ruled out UFO sightin g s  w ith 

only o ne w i t ne s s ,  b u t  t h e  
Soc orro P atrolm an Za m ora' s 
story w a s  so plau s ible that it 

w a s  d e c i d e d  t o  c a r r y  o u t  
i n t e n s i v e  o n - t h e - s p o t  
investigations. This case was 
not as easily explained away by 

Project Blue Book investigators 

and they were forced to admit 
defe at.  Dr J. A ll e n  H y n e k  

a d m i tt e d  th a t  h e  w as m o r e  

puzzled a fter c o m pleting the 
investigation than when he had 

a r r i v e d  i n  S o  c o r r o . H e  

com m ented. 'Maybe there is a 

simp le ,  natural explanation for 

th e S o c o r r o  i n c i d e n t ,  b u t  

having m ade a com plete study 
of the events , I do not think 
so . '  

L o nn i e  Z a mo r a qu i t  th e 

Police Force a few years later 
a ft e r  a r u n of ' b a d lu c k ' .  
A lthou gh the F B I ,  and in the 
b a c kg r o u n d  th e C I A ,  w er e  
involved in th e  Zamora case, it 
is also of intere s t  that m aybe 

h i s  ' b a d  lu c k ' w a s  s t a g e d. 

Zamora h a s  state d that if he 
ever s a w a lJ F O  a g a i n, he 
w o u ld never tell  any b ody. I 
d o n ' t  th ink t h a t  th i s  w a s ' a 
staged encounter to boost local 
touris m' (Phil ip J. Klas s) ,  if it 
w a s ,  Lonnie Za mora is still 
acting out his part.

Unidentified Flying 0 b jects 
p h e n o m e n a  ( U F O s ) i s  
c o m m o n l y  h e l d  t o  h a ve 
started with the report of 
Kenneth Amold. On Tuesday 
24th June, 1947,  Amold, a 
private pilot, reported 'nine 
peculiar aircraft' near Mount 
Rainier, Washington State, 
tJSA. In fact there appear to 
have been many reports over 
the years befo re Arnold ' s  
report.  I n  the tJ K and 
particularly Ireland there are 
reports o f  s tr a n g e  a erial  
phenomena back at  least to the 
turn of the century. 

There are m any theories 

about the possible origins or 
nature of the se phenomena 
including, amongst others,  
tJ F 0 s m a y b e n a t u  r a 1 
phenomena and tJFOs maybe 
a d v a n c e d  ( a l i e n ? ) 
technolo g y .
