I thin K 
this is one of t�e most important useful applications of computer 
to ufology it is a valid tool to select strictly our 
casuistries, where it is possible. � own experience with the 
mentioned ephemerides program for C-64 has been re marKable in 
relation to ITACAT. I have been able to identify or to give 
possible/probable astronomical ex planations for a lot of cases. 
Using a powerfu 1 P C  · and some special programs, it wou 1 d be 
possible to simulate : 

£Al the flight path of an object on the ground of witnesses' 
claim. ( this opportunity would be very useful in those cases 
probably produced by meteors or satellite re-entries, when 
hundreds of observers are scattered in a large area > : it could 
be an excellent tool for verifying possible explanations. 

£Bl the forces being necessary to produce traces found on a 
landing site, on the ground of a series of parameters < depth, 
width, length, Kind of soil and its penetration coefficient, 
etc • • • • •  > .  
Hypothetically one could reconstruct ideal size and shape of what 
produced traces, but we thin K results would be not much pleasant 
for those who wish to see a fine flying saucer displayed on the 
monitor. Howewer, it could be an effiacacious means of 
ascertaining whether the cause was an artificial •object • or, on 
the contrary, a casual conventional phenomenon. 

Wa have not to deceive our se 1 ves about such poss ib 1 e app 1 icat ions. 
; they need � remarkable experience in software, a suitable 

hardware and several time at own disposal.

The use of statistic programs can be interesting to sho w the 
trends of some parameters connected to UFO sightings. The 
temporal and geographical distributions are certainly the most 
popular statistical applications in ufology. Computer allows to 
carry out quite sophisticated analyses in a brief time : but the 
chief problem is the usual quality and reliability of cases. I 
thinK the best solution is to consider only s mall selected 
samples of excellent cases, subJecting them to an in-depth 
surve�. Results could be displayed directly on screen, under the 
form of graphics. Such an application - especially when regarding 
parameters other than time and space - have to be linKed with an 
eventual •codif ication• of cases. 

. � 
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Well, the foregoing is only an attempt to stimulate discussions and 
pro jects about the alleged topics. But don't forget it is absolutely 
necessary to reach a common set of standards < for example about the 
structure of the database and its records, when establishing a 
computerized catalogue of sightings > before starting to develop new 
worKs. The present •anarchy • is wholly useless and one of the aims of 
C UFON is Just to eliminate it.

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SUGGESTIONS FOR A METHODOLOGY IN 

COMPUTERIZATXON OF CASES AND 
REPORTS 

by Piergiovanni D•Orazio and 
Gianfranco Lol lino 

It is our intention to illustrate in this writing a methodology for 
data coding of cases and reports and their computerization carried out by 
the C.U.N. of Rimini in conjunction with Dr. Pinotti and Dr. Malanga from 
Florence <1 >. 

The most adopted method to store UFO data is at present that of a 
mere list of reports, such as INTCAT �reated by Peter Rogerson <2>. 
Another interesting suggestion for cataloging cases comes from John Hind 
<3>. In one of his articles he proposed a method of classification 

conceived by Smith Thompson based on • motifs•, i.e. the essential 
elements of a case, synthetically expressed by a series of short 
sentences containing a single idea or • motif•. 

we have considered the most significant elements of the t�o 
catal og ing er iter ia, trying 

·
to create a • hybrid • c 1 ass if icat ion. lallereas 

we were coping with representing a •finite• number• of possible 
interpret at ions such as, for instance., the 1 ist of all the avai 1 able 
mater ia.l about a case, we decided to enumerate them in a schedule w.ith 
progressive numbers and then use those numbers as codes, to save space 
when computerized. 

The major difficulty that most of researchers all over the world 
h�e m.t has been that they found it almost impossible to express the 
exact meaning of the witness•s words by codes. It was impossible, for 
instance, to list in just a schedule all the possible kind� of noise or 
sound heard by the witness and then code them as strings of data in a 
computer. In thi-s case we preferred to ex press, as for the 
above-mentioned example, what the witness heard with his same words. use.d 
u coded data. 

Obviously, if we had to computerize •absolute• infor mation 
w i tne.s.s • s name, date, t i.me and s..o f.orth ,.. we did it us i.ng such 
strings.

Data coded as strings are equally useful if we operated 
statistically, for by means of pro per collf)ar isons betwee-n- strings . or 
abstract ions of substr ings we could ma Ke valuable select ions of data- as 
if w• were dealing with n�merical codes� 

The only data which were not fit for being coded in this manner we.re 
those concerning the UFO shapes, for words used as data. w.ere. ins,uff ic tent 

to repreesent graphic shapes. Therefore, in addition. tQ the witness•s 
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words we chose to adopt the I UFO appearance re cognition. and 
identification test procedure•, to name the words of its author, Prof. 
Richard Haines. It is a schedule which comprises all the most elementary 
top, mid and bottom sections of the UFO shapes, capable of composing even 
the most complex figures. They are identified by a code. 

The cataloging mathod we suggest is composed of two separate files: 
THE F ILE OF CASES AND THE FILE OF REPORTS. They are of the kind 'indexed 
sequential •, thereby combining the semplicity of se quential files with 
the relatively fast access to data provided by indexation. 

we will present no w the list of data a s coded infor mation composing 
each case. The one or more reports referring to a single case are listed 
separately in the file of reports • 

To make things clearer we have put a •c• standing for •coded' dat& 
and the schedule comprising all the possible options with th•ir 
corresponding codes. Instead, we have put an •s• standing for •string•, 
where the witness's words are used as coded information.

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A COMPUTERIZED CATALOGUE OF 

IT ALIAN CLOSE EN COUNTER S

ITACAT is the Italian Catalogue o� Type-1 events and it has been 
carried out under the form of a wide manuscript < partially written by 
the •Easy Script• word-processor ). 
It is a fairly long wor K, not restricted to the •simple• compilation of 
a catalogue of abstracts. It has been directed also to the critical 
evaluation of cases, to frame characteristics and quality of each of 
them in a better way. 
By a series- of •comment notes •, gathered in a special sect ion, I have 
tried to supply some additional information that sho w the n.altiform 
problems and aspects of investigation about the so-called •research• 
and UF O myth. 

. 

Certainly one is in presence of statements, ideas and op1n1ons 
fondamentally personal : but notwithstanding its undeniable 
limitations, such a Kind of approach <only generalized here> is 
necessary for dealing with- the UF O question. In fact, clearness and 
seriousness is indispensable with a matter as that about witness 
experiences associated to UF O phenomena, where there are a lot of 
e motional and irrational elements. 
A procedure of such a Kind don•t supply encouraging results, certainly. 
The image coming.out from Italian Type-1 events is very bad : it 
uncovers the limitations of the material on which the UF O research 
system is based at present. Out of a 429 events sample, the 
sufficiently reliable reports can be numbered on two hands• fingers 
with difficulty : again, those evaluated as •apparently unexplainable• 
are • • • •  4 < 0,93 Y. > ! 

Here is the basic structure of the JTACAT manuscript : 

<1> a detailed introduction to the employed princ�pl•s and 
•methodologies•. There are also two large specific bibliographies 

<A> worKs developed by this author about ITACAT or parts of it. 
<B> foreign catalogues and studies carried out on national or 

international l anding cases. 

<2> the real catalogue, composed by the abstracts and by the 
fundamental entries• sources. 
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<3> the "comment notes• referring to each single case, where there are 
further infor mation, comments, personal evaluations, other Italian 
sources and the foreign ones. 

<4> an ap pendix ·devoted to drawings and sKetches about the phenomena 
perceived by witnesses. 

Please note that the catalogue don•t collect all close encounters 
indistincly. I have carried out a preliminary selection in order to 
exclude some groups of s pecial cases [ th� several doubts about their 
reliability are the chief reasons of such a choice l or events far from 
the Type-1 definition. I remember the laiter here : 
• • • • •  any UF O sightings where witness reports the alleged phenomenon �t 
a maximum height of about 30 metres/108 feet.• 
But such a definition would need several modifications • • • • • •

Parallely to ITACAT, I have developed other two wor Ks about similar 
Kinds of cases. Besides writing the alleged manuscript�, I prepared 
their computerized versions too. So the whole wor K includes three 
different catalogues : 

(1) ITACAT . Italian catalogue of < all ) Type -1 events, about 438 . 
entries. 
(2) ITACAT N ltal ian catalogue of •negat ive • ( IF O ) Type-1 events, 

about 108 cases. 
(3) TRACAT . Italian catalogue of trace cases, about 170 entries. . 

Th•y taKe a little more than one and a half 3.25 inches floppy dis K, 
;
that is the equivAlent of about 198/200 Kbytes RAM programs are 
avaiable also on a normal tape. 
All versions are composed by three or four programs < plus the alleged 
file > structured in a similAr fashion. There is a first group of

several different screens where there are details about the worK and 
the specific Kind of casuistr� taKen into consideration. 

·
After reading 

a screen, the user can go to the following one simpl� pressing a Ke� 
at the end, a series of graphic screens - with indicattions about title 
and authors - are stored into cofl1)uter•s me mor�. Then there is the real 
database, through which is to be loaded the alleged file < more than 
11 K 1 ong for ITACAT ! >. 
This the common structure of each series of programs, but there is a 
preliminar� piece too. It is a fairl� •hu mouristic• program, where 
there is also a map of Ital� with an AdamsK�-liKe fl�ing saucer jumping 
on the chief Italian towns ! Certain!�, it isn•t a serious program. 
Software has been developed in BAS IC, so the database programs could be 
fairl� slow during data processing, espec ial!� as regards •sort• and 
•order• functions. To maKe such � step faster, I compiled programs 
through the popu 1 ar • PetSpeed • comp i 1 er·. 
All ITACAT programs have been expressed as some reference worK, which 
sole �im w �s to suppl� the basic infor�tion for each case. Praticall�, 
the� ar• onl� some •toot• to handle the alleged complex casuistries. 
For ex�mpl e, it is possible to dra w a series of cases relating to a 
particular period of time or a special classification. Having a list of 
them on video or paper, one is able to chec K their abstracts on the 
ITACAT manuscripts or the other catalogues for on••s own aim. 
The range of potential processing opti�ns offered b� the database is 
quite wide. It is possible to order or to sort entries in function of 
an� parameter, printing the resulting list on paper. Entries can be 
corrected in an� time b� an opportune option, which requires the 
entr�·s reference number. There are also some utilities, including disK 
directory, preparation of ·a new disK, free me mory and c 1 ocK. The f i 1 es 
gener �ted by the databases < nearly entirely written by M.Bottaini of 
Pescia < Pistoia - Italy >, a C.U.N. member now having a Apple lie and 
able to use a IBM/34 on wor K > can be saved on both floppy disK and 
tape. In spite of the use of a disK drive, loading/saving of data is 
fairly slo w, due to its very lo w baud rate < 300 per second >.
