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PASSAGE ACROSS THE SUN’'S DISC
OF A GROUFP OF SMALL. OBJECTS SEEN
BY THE ZACATECAS OBSERVATORY (MEXI1CQ)

At the Observatory of Zacatecas, 2502 metres above sea-level, ] have made arrangements
for the daily observation of the sun's surface, by direct means and solarchromosphere by
spectroscope.

For this purpose 1 am using and equatorial telescope with a l6cm. aperture in a proje-
ctor which give an image of the sun 25cms. in diameter on a sheet of paper, where the
field of the telescope is only useful to a size of 16cm. Since the solar disc offers a
special interest, | am taking photographs of 6.7cm. in diameter by means of instant pla-
tes covered with silver bromide gelatine.

The dome of the Observatory has small windows and thick black curtains, which allow
only the image of the sun to traverse the objective. This arrangement, thanks to the at-
mospheric transparency at this altitude, where the Observatory is situated under a trop-
ical sky (22° 46" 34” 9 of latitude North), permits us to observe at any time the spots
and minor details, and those of the granulations with precision and clarity.

On 12 August, 1883 at 8 o'clock in the morning | began drawing sun spots, when sudde-
nly 1 observed a small brilliant object, which penetrated into the field of the.telesc
ope, marking itself on the paper, which | was using to mark the spots. It crossed the
solar disc and projected ilself as a nearly circular shadow.

I had scarcely recovered from my surprise, when the same phenomenon repeated itself
and at such frequency that in the course of two hours | was able to count up to 283 obj-
ects crossing the face of the sun.

Gradually clouds interfered with further observation, which could not be resumed until
the sun passed the meridian and only for 40 minutes. During this interval, I counted a
further 78 objects crossing. The paths taken by these objects indicated that they follo-
wed a direct West-Eastern movement with more or less inclination towards the North or
the South of the disc. After several minutes of observation, I noticed that these bodies
some of which were perfectly round and others elongated, appeared to be black and sombro
while projected across the solar disc, but appeared luminous on leaving the sun, in cro-
ssing the field of the telescope.

The intervals of crossing were variable, presently one took scarcely a third of a sec-
ond, one a half second, or at the most a second to cross the sun, and one or two minutes
went by before others appeared, soon 15 or 20 passed almost together, so it was diffic-
ult to count them. | was able to establish the trajectory of several of these bodies ac-
ross the solar disc by marking their entry and exit points on the sheet of paper on whi-
ch | mark the sunspots. This paper as well the equatorial telescope follows the diurnal
movement appearing on the celestial dome by means of clockwork. Figure 118 is a reducti-
on of the drawing | made of the solar disc on that day (25 cms. in diameter), with the
paths of the bodiés and the sun-spots.

As 1 frequently took photos of the sun, when its disc showed spots and faculae, | dec-
ided to take pictures also of this rare and interesting phenomenon of the passage of the
bodies across the sun. For this purpose | replaced in the same equatorial, the objective
(lens) of 16 cms. by another of equal strength, with a chemical focus (suitable for pho-
topraphic work) and the eye-piece with a photographic chamber. After several attemps at
adjusting the equipments, | succeeded in taking several pictures, from which I sent to

“L ASTRONOMIE ” the most interesting one. While I took these photographs an assistant
counted the bodies with the equatorial finder (telescope). The picture has been taken
using a wet plate at 1/100 of a second. This speed did not leave me time for titrating
and conveniently preparing the baths, also the negative might be a little stained by

the developer. The focus is not quite on the sun but rather on the body which was more
interest on this occasion.
Although at first glance at the projection, all bodies appear to be round or spherical,
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one can observe on several photos that the objects are not spherical but mostly of an
irregular shape.

I have said that in the projection of the field of the telescope these bodies appeared
luminous and stood out like brilliant trails; but when crossing the solar disc, they lo-
oked opaque. When studying the photo and the negative closely, one notes a body surroun-
ded by a nebulosity and dark trails, which appeared brilliant after leaving the face of
the sun.

This makes me helieve that the bright trails when crossing the face, absorbed the act-
inic light. of the sun or reduced its photographic properties. In the afternoon, clouds
made all observation impossible. However | took steps and established an observation
plan, in case the phenomenon repeated itself the following days.

On August 13th, the first two hours of the day offered a clouded sky until 8 o'clock
in the morning. Then the clouds started to disperse a little and 1 was able to watch.
Immediately the same phenomenon reappeared, and during the 45 minutes allowed us by the
sky, we counted 116 bodies traversing the solar disc.

Immediately after the observation of the 12th, I sent telegrams to the Observatories
of Mexico and Puebla, asking them to watch the phenomenon, but it was invisible from the
Observatories. In order to verify by indirect means the approximate distance of these
groups of objects, 1 carefully adjusted the finder of telescope, the equatorial and a 10
cms. diameter Foucault silver mirror telescope, aiming them at the sun and the bodies. |
had during the night the opportunity of directing this set-up at the planets and the
Moon, which had been in Moon was nearly at the focus.

In view of the phenomenon being invisible at Mexico and Puebla and elsewhere, makes me
believe that these hodies were comparatively close to the Earth, and at a lesser dista-
nce than the Moon, and that their considerable parallax was the reason that at Mexico
and Puebla they were projected outside the solar disc.

SCORES REPORT SEEING SAUCERS® FLIGHT (N FURMATION OVER NEW MEXICO:Farmington,N.M.,
March 17 (UP) 50 persons reported a mass flight of flying saucers over farmington,
N.Mexico. Grounds commencing at 10:30 A.M.and lasted for one hour. Among the sauc-
ers was one low-flying red-hued, saucer-shaoed object. All the saucers except for
this one were silvery color,and all appeared to be very high except for red-hued
one. (March 18,1950: los Angeles Times)

MORE “FLYING SAUCERS” IN MEDITERRANEAN, ORIENT:London, March 29 Reports of objects
in skies above the Mediterranean as looking like strange bodies emitting smoke
trails, moons with wakes of fire, like full moons.

MOSCOW (Reuter-Kyodo) —
The Soviet Unlon has set up a
commission to Investigate
unidentified flylng objects
(UFOs) following an Incident
last year Invoiving a “‘flying
clgar” near Gorky, a Moscow
newspaper reported Tuesday.

The trade union dally Trud
sald the commission had been
established {n February to vet
all sightings of moving objects
or (lashing lights In the sky and
was headed by Pave) Popovich,
a former cosmonaut.

Popovich told the paper there
were hundreds of reports each

year In the Soviet Unlon and
that most could be explained
away. But sclentists had been
disturbed by the events which
defled rational analysis In
Gorky, 400 km east of here.

In the evening of March 27,
1983, alr tratfic controllers at
Gorky Alrport had located a
craft {lylng toward them which
did not respond to radlo signals,
he sald.

The controllers saw the object
with their own.eyes.as.it ap-
proached the airfleld and
described It as a steel-gray
‘“clgar’’ about the size of an

alrliner but without wings or a
tall fin.

It was (lylng at an altitude of
about 1,000 meters and at a
speed of 180 to 200 k.p.h.

Popovich sald the craft was
visible on radar screens for

'about 40 minutes and then

vanished after traveling about
40 km north of the city.

A Fying ‘Semething’
Touches Down in Brazil

Whatever they are, they're back. A
little more than half a year after
the Springtime flurry of flying sau-
cer sightings (LiFE International,
April 18) unidentified flying ob-
jects (UFOs) were observed over
Wanaque, New Jersey and Pierre,
South Dakota. Now comes James
Pfeiffer, a respected aviation-in-
dustry executive, who saw—and
photographed—the UFO above in
Brazil. *‘It was spheroid-shaped,”
he reported, *‘roughly 70 feet in
diameter, very smooth in construc-
tion.” It hovered at about 1,500
feet above the lagoon-side restau-
rant where he sat, then sped away
at 200 mph and abruptly changed
direction. *It didn’t skid or bank,"’
he said, **but made a flat 90° right
turn.” Setting down in the wood
across the water, he went on, it
emitted & high-, then low-pitched
whining sound—*‘noisy enough to
bring restaurant employes out to
watch.” The U.S. Air Force, which
is charged with investigating flying
saucers, was particularly interested
in the shadow on the UFO’s left
side, which suggested the ‘‘some-
thing' was three-dimensional.
Meanwhile, weary of accusations
that it suppresses facts, the Air
Force has engaged the University
of Colorado to conduct an inde-
pendent investigation of UFOs.

BEJING (AP) -More than 600 unidentified flying ohjects have been spotled in China in the
past. five years, according to a report from the country's f{irst UF0 seminar.The meet.ing
of 40 scientists in the northeast port of Dalian ended Tuesday, the officalXinhua news
agency reported Wednesday. One scholar saide said the first UFO picture in the world was
taken in China's north- east city of Tianjin 40 years ago.(Others presented papers ahout
UFO research and hypotheses on their origin.China set up its first UFO research society
in 1981 and it now has 20,000 members, the report said. The most recent sighting was
spectacular. The overseas edition of the Peoples's Daily(Renmin Ribao) quoted the pilot
of a CAAC state airline Beeing 747 jetliner as having encountered a UF0O whose brilliance
extended for 40 to 50 km. The pilot said he spotted the object in June as he flew over
western China's Gansu province on flight to Paris. “The object traveled extremely fast,

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Bra=zil Air FHorce at. LLoss to Explain UFOs

RI10 DE JANEIRO, Brazil (AP)-The Brazillian Air Force is struggling to explain a fleet
of unidentified flying objects Lhat officials say clogged rader screens earlier this
week and played lag with military jels that scrambled to identify Lhem.

“We are looking for a technical explanation for these phenomena. So far we don't have
any,” the Air Force Ministry's press office said in Brasilia, the capilal. The objects
were first sighted Monday night by private pilot near Sao Jose dos Campos, an industrial
cily 340 km southwest of Rio de Janeiro, according to press reports.

A television network quoted the pilot, whom it did not identify,as saying the objects
were the size and shape of ping pong balls and flew at a speed of neary 1,400 k.p.h.

Air Force Minister Gen.Octavio Moreira Lima said the objects “were saturating radar
and interfering with air traffic” in Sao Jose dos Campos and nearby Sao Paulo,South Ame-
rica’s largest city. The air force sent up three French-built Miragelllfighters and two
U.S.F5E jets to pursue the objects, which Lima described as I “multi-colored balls of
light.” Instead, the objects pursued one of Lhe planes, he said. “One of the pilots:-re-
ported Lhat 13 of the objecls accompanied his aircraft, seven on one side and six on the
other, ” Lima said. The air force jets, which confirmed the presence of the UFOs on their
radar screens, reportedly flew after Lhe objects for three hours until low fuel forced
them to return to base. No further sightings were reported. Lima, asked in a televised
inteview to explain what had occured, said “Don't ask me. We don’t have any explanation.
