CROP PI CT06RAMS IN POLAND 

POLISH CROP CIRCLES WATCHERS' NETWORK

This is my short report on the Polish ice and crop 

circles and pictograms, which appeared on an area of 
our contry in the first year of the New Century and 
New Millennium. That topic became to wide and well 
known in poland. The Polish media gave a lot of 
information for the public. That element of the case 
disturbed us and our researchers, however on the 
other hand, we have got a lot of new information, 
reports relations and so on saying about those 
phenomena. And this is my report, as below. 

•21ce Circles Rosnowo Lake 2001 
The new year 2001 in Poland staeted with 

one strange event, which had occurred itself in the 
Feb. 26th, when one woman and members of family 
had noticed something odd on a surface of the 
Rosnowo lake. The the Rosnowo lake like lies on 16° 
21' E and 54° 09' N, circa about 20km on S-SE 
on Koszalin - see a map. 

There were two strange and very regular 
circles of the fresh frozen water on i ts surface, which 
had been covered with the fresh layer of the snow. 
The bigger Ice Circle had 5m in its diameter, and 
another one measured only 0.5m. Unfortunately, the 
witnesses did not photographed that phenomenon. I 
was gaining information about that, two days after I 

was informed by my Swedish friend Mr. C l as Svahn 
about quite the same sort of  phenomenon - the Ice 
Circles, which had been observed in Sweden, 
Norway and Finland. As you can see, that 
phenomenon did not omit Poland too. Now that area 
is under permanent observation by members of the 
Megalite Reseachers Club in Rosnowo. 
I must add, that there are a sanctuary of the alles 

stones from behind the Ice Age. 

•crop Pictograms Wylatowo 2001-1 
The first crop pictogram on the wheat field 

appeared itself in the night 26/27 June 2001 in 
Wylatowo- 17° 55' E and 52° 36' N. Wylatowo is a 
place, where the big "Celtic Cross" appeared last year. 
Now, there appeared a big pictogram made from 9 
circles and several patches. It looked like the 
cabbalistic ''Tree of Ufe", but without two Sephirots: 
Malkut and Daath ones. 

Witnesses stated that on the night, nearby 00:00 
hrs some BOLs appeared above that wheat field. 
The pictogram was fond in the morrow on Jun. 27th . 
The pictogram was 60m long. The local farmers and 
peasants informed the UFOresearchers immediately, 
and in the morning the pictogram was examined by a 

team headed by M r. Robert Be rn atowicz and Mr.  

Mich al  Zawadzki of  Warsaw and also Mr.  Sta nisl aw 

Barski of Szpetal Gorny. Those researchers did not 
discovered any anomalous phenomena inside of the 
Cp, however the Wylatowo inhabitants stated that in 
the night they had had trouble with the radio and 1V 
receiving. They were caused by UFOs, which flew 
above thir fields. The 1VP-2 made a special program 
from a site of that CP. The all people waited for the 
next pictogram. It appeared in a few days after···. 

•crop Pictogram Jugowa 2001 
Another crop pictogram appeared itself in 

circumstances of the small village of Jugowa in the 
Lower Silesia region - 16° 18' E and 50° 54' N- in 
the night 11/12 July 2001. The local inhabitants 
informed the media about its existence and in the 
same day it has been shown in the 1VP-1 news 
program Tellexpress. 

On July.13th ,I organized an expedition to Jugowa. 

My team was completed with one geologist: Mr. 

Je rzy S t rzeja of Miko1ow, cameraman Mr. Mari a n  

Ksiazek of tychy, and ufologists: Mr. T omasz 

Niesporek of Katowice, Mr. Grzegorz Domanski & 
Mr. D amia n  Tre l a- the both of Legnica and me. 

In Jugowa we fond a pictogram made with 6 Crop 
Circles. Its shape was similar to the irregular cross. 
The all of them had the CCW direct. The 7th circle 
was made by local peasants, who had wanted to 
know, whether it had been possible to make such 
circle by human's hands and feet. It was quite 
different from a rest of Crop Circles of that Crop 
Pictogram···. 

Like as the Wylatowo researchers, we did not 
discovered any anomalous phenomena in the Crop 
Pictogram. However, another team of ufologists, 

headed by Mr. Lukasz Tet lak  of Klodzko and Miss 

Maja· Kowalska of Mierosww, discoverd an 
anomalous soil acidity in the biggest Crop Circles. 

The whole Crop Pictogram was 18m long and 15m 
wide. The local inhabitants did not notice any UFOs 
above that localization and any fadings in the radio 
and 1V broadcasts. That pictogram was not so 
spectacular as the Wylatowo one. 

•crop Pictogram Laka 2001 
The little village of Laka lies in the SE corner of 

Poland in the Podkarpacie region, on 21 o 32' E and 
50 o 04' N. The CP appeared there also in the night 
11/12 July 2001. In the night, two witness saw 
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strange lights had floated over the wheat field. 
1 ,5km far from that field stays the Electric Power 
Plant Zaleze at Rzeszow, which can attract the UFOs . 
Other peasants and famers heart strange voices, 
which they compared with the noise made by the 
electric razor blade. 

In the next day, some people of the Laka village 
fond the cross-like CP. 

On July.13th Mr. Arkadiusz Mi azga of Ropczyce 

with Mr. Ad am Mysl iwiec of Rzesww went to the 
Laka to see and research the CP. It was 21.20rn long 
and it consisted 6 CC and 3 patches in it. The biggest 
CC was 6,1rn in its diameter. The CP had a shape of 
the regular cross placed almost ideally on the South­
North straight line. The all CC had the CW direct. 

The researchers discovered an abnomal low level 
of the radioactivity in the pictogram. The local 
background was almost 24,8 /.l R!h, but inside of the 
pictograrn there were mere 11-16 /.l R/h! Was the 
UFO decontarnitated the soil from the natural and 
unnatural (after the Chemobyl atomic power plant 
catastrophe) radioactivity!?···. 

It is a very important to add, that the all CCs 
fond in Poland had not been circular in their form, 

but light oval in it. Mr. Robert Bernatowicz thinks 
that it is a clear evidence for that, that those all 
circled were made by objects, which had operated in 
the air, on a low altitude over fields. The all CCs of 
the CPs were made in the same time together. 

The Laka pictogram was researched also by Mr.  

Bron is law Rzepecki and his team of Cracow, on July. 
15th. 

•crop Pictogram Wylatowo 2001-11 
In the night 11/12 July 2001, the Wylatowo 

inhabitants registered the trouble with their radio 
and 1V sets. In the next day - July 12th - they font 
the CP on the wheat field. It was made from two 
CCs: the bigger one had a ring of the staying wheat 
inside, and the smaller one partially was placed on a 
field of the younger green crop. It was very precisely 
done. There were no traces of any human being. 

The local people and tourists, who were corning 
to Wylatowo more and more frequently, strted to 
suspect that there something strange would occur, 
and they were right··· 

•crop Pictogram Wyl atowo 2001- 111-A 

a nd Crop Pictogram-111-B 
···Because in the night 2 4/25 July 2001 there 

were made two CPs onto the wheat field. One of 
them-CP Wylatowo 2001-ill-A was named 'The 
Host". It was a very symmetrical system of the three 
CCs joined with two arcs, which did a picture very 
similar to the cup. The another pictogram- the CP 
Wylatowo 2001-ill -B-was a system of three CCs 
lying in the straight line and touching to each others 
with theirs sides. inside of the all those CCs, the 
researchers fond the magnetic anomalous 
phenomena. The compass needle turned 10° to West 
inside of the each CC! 

The both CPs were made by BOL, which had 
appeared above the field and illuminated the area 
with the beams of the strong, color light. The light 
were very strong and in the nearest houses was a 
daylight in a midnight···. 

One Wylatowo inhabitant was literally chased by the 
bright BOL, and another saw as the BOL made the 
clouds to spread on sides and he could see the atars 
in the night sky through the 500m diameter hole in 
the clouds···.

TWO IFO CASES IN POLAND 
Our organization in the year 20 0 0  has registered and investigated 35 UFO-events, 2 cases of 

the crop pictograms and 2 cases of the grass circles in the past - in the 198 8-90 periods. We have had 
also 2 case of the IFO 1. We'd like to tell readers about them. 

In the mid April 20 0 0 ,  we were getting a phone call from our informant Mr . Roman C. of 
Podwilk, who told us his story about strange lights in the sky, which had appeared in a night before 
and had been seen by a lot of people living on the Orawa area, on both sides of Polish and Slovakian 
border. Those mysterious lights- according to Mr. Roman C.'s story- made sharp turns and revolved 
themselves in clouds and thin mist. The case seemed to be so mysterious. And we decided to 
investigate that matter. On Apr. 14th. 20 0 0  we went to the Orawa area by night. We went to Podwilk 
and next to the town of Jabk>nka and finally to the Chyzne village, where we realized that those "lights" 
had been originated from the "Sky Rose" laser device, which had been mounted on a roof of the filing 
station in the Slovakian small town of Trstena! We were very disappointed, however we'd expected 
something like that. .. 

We had such experiences with the laser devices in years 1992 - 1996, when they had been 
mounted in restaurants and discos at that period. We had a lot of information on this subject. We 
checked them, but there had been only the laser visual effects on the clouds or fog background. 

People saw the same effects in this case too. 
Several witnesses saw another IFO on May 6th. 20 0 0 .  In that hot, dry and sunny day, many 

witnesses in Poland saw a very bright, white celestial body, which came from the North and went 
towards the South, at 2 PM- see a map and a photo. On May 13th. people living in the Osielec village-
49°41' N and 19°42

' 
E- informed us about that that they had seen that phenomenon. On May 16th and 

17th, Robert K. Lesniakiewicz with his friend Dr. Stanislaw Buda Ph.D. interrogated the witnesses. 
They got few interested information about that event: 

1. The UFO was spherical shape and its diameter was lesser than the Moon's one. There was 
a tie of hot gases behind the object. It was three times longer than its diameter; 

2. The object moved with a speed a little bit higher that a passenger jet plane; 
3. It moved on an altitude of 45° above a horizon; 
4. It shone with a very strong, white or yellowish light; 
5. The witnesses did not hear any voices, before and after its flight. However one man heart a 

blast voice, when he noticed the object- was it a possibly electro-phonic effect? 
6. The object appeared in the 0 ° direction and disappeared in the 18 0 ° direction; 
7. This phenomenon lasted less than 1 0 seconds. 
These information they gained from witnesses: Mrs. Halina W. (age 44), Mrs. Barbara G. 

(age 32) and her sons: Mariusz G. (age 7,5) and Krzysztof G. (age 5.5); and two Dr. Buda's 
daughters: Marzena (age 6) and Marta (age 5). Moreover 7 adult Osielec inhabitants saw it. 

On May 17th, we interrogated two another witnesses, who had seen that object from a head 
market square in the town of Jordan6w - 49°39' N and 19°50 ' E. Two 17 years old girls: Miss Anna Z. 
and Miss Anna P.- both live in a village of Toporzysko- saw a bright yellowish "ball with tie" moving 
from the North to the South. 

We contacted with astronomers and it has come to a light that in fact they had seen a very 
bright daily bolide, which had fallen into the Earth's atmosphere above the northern part of Poland and 
exploded over northern districts of Czech Republic. Its remains covered a surface almost 20 km2 in the 
circumstances of the Tesky Tesin and Frydek Mistek towns. 

It is very strange, that two young students: Krzystof K. (age 17) and Andrzej B. (age 16) of 
Osielec saw in the sky a multicolored bright UFO, which had moved from the North to the South in the 
night from 5th to 6th May, at 11 PM. 

In the same day, in a village of Paryz at Krzeszowice, few peasants witnessed a flight of the 
white, shinning flying saucer from N to S. Famous Polish ufologist and editor of the ,Czas UFO" 
magazine Mr. Bronistaw Rzepecki investigated that case. The UFO flew above Paryz at 1 PM ... The 
UFO moved itself very slowly. 

Also in the same day, a pair of teenagers in the Wafbrzych town circumstances noticed a very 
bright white disc shaped body, which moved not so quickly from N to S in the sky, at 2:30 PM. 

1 IFO = Identyfied Flying Object. 
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As you can see, those men and women could not see the same body! In fact, there could be 
the bolide, which had flown on May 6th, at 2 PM. The same time gave us the astronomers of Wroctaw. 
But what about a rest of the sightings? They were real UFOs... They were not "balls with ties· but 
ordinary flying saucers- the real UFOs in their classical shape! The question is: did Aliens know about 
this bolide and watched its falling? And another question: was it a real bolide - a meteorite - or 
something other? Something odd? But what? - nobody knows ... 

A similar event we had on Aug. 20 th. 1979. In that day, a great bolide was watched by a lot of 
witnesses on an area of the whole Poland and neighbor countries: Russia, Byelorussia, Ukraine and 
Slovakia. At about 6 PM a great shinning body was noticed over the Baltic Sea, as it had come at a 
great speed towards the Polish shores. Next it was changing its course from SE to SW and went 
towards the Torun town. It made the next tum to SE again there. And slowly ascending its flight left 
the territory of Poland to Ukraine! 

The all incident lasted about 30 minutes, which proves that the Great Polish Bolide had flown 
with a speed circa 10 km/s. It is too small for a bolide and too high for the ICBM.2 It is also worth to 
add that in the next months, some Hungarians, who had worked at the Orenburg Gas Pipeline in 
Ukraine, got a strange illness, which can be compared to the post-radiation disease! 

Knowing this, we firstly thought that it had been an American or Russian ICBM, which had 
been launched from the Norwegian Sea and had fallen into the Black Sea waters. It could be true, 
because in the Ukrainian soils there were fond such isotopes like: 239Pu, 240Pu, 238Am and 

239
Am, 

before the Chemobyl catastrophe! So then, have it may be the Alien spaceship, which had destroyed 
itself in the Earth's atmosphere in this lovely and nice evening of the 20 August 1979? . . . Perhaps it 
was. That event is very similar to the Tunguska Bolide incident, which occurred on Jun. 30 th. 190 8 in 
Siberia. 

The ocean of the air and Space are still mysterious and unexplained things have been done 
there, not only but Earthian people, but Aliens as well!
