This period is recognizaeble asthe
astronautically celculated and most netural space-time path for a cel-
estial body moving in an orbit to intersect the orbits of Mars and Eerth,

I predicted further-.that the launching and arrival dates would be marked
by gigantic signels across interplanefary space, llke the exploding
cloud. observed on Mars just one Mars Synodic Period ago on January 15
to 16 1950, which was 60 deys before the reported’sauvcer armeda'arrival
over Barth on Merch 17 %o 18 1950, shortly before that clese approach

of Mars %o Earth.

My predictions were cherted out in 1950 from past flying seuecer dates
end a number symbol was woven into the spsce traval calculetions from
bagic saucer sctivities.

In ﬁy tetters to the Strolling Aetronomer, dated Avril 30 end August

3, 1 made reference to my previous letters predisting f£lash cloud signals
on Mers .and the launching end errival of space ships by a 60 day Journey
from February 15 to April 15 to 16, 1952. L pointed out thet the record-
€d gbnormel clouds obaerved on hars of December 8 to 9 and 27,195%,coin~
clded wlth two of the besic periods of my saucer schedula; the return
from Earth $o lMeres end the preceding last good look over Earth in lend-
ing tests on the dete of the Mers 4phelions I also submitted s photo-
eopy of my chart end coples of published esrticleos in whileh I predicted
those very detes so prominently figured in the chsrt. I submitted a
Photograeph thet I took on April 16, 1952 of s huge circle oloud 30 miles
in dlameter snd 15 miles up in the sky, & double track a mile wide,

with a8 lead off trall going northwest towards Alagke--where next morning
some high vapor trails of 'unknowns" gaused a nationwide military spec-
ial alert.

So nowy .after 21l this was sald and done, the Juiy,1952 issue .of the
Strolling Astronomer comes out snd on pages 99 snd 100 deseribes' the
most interesting Martisn cloud of ali-in our records”, a bilg double
eloud of Aull hue that stood 60 to 90 miles above the surfaae of the
Planet Mers on April 16, 1952, in the region Eridania, whieh is near
where the simileyr cloud was observed Jenuary 15 snd 16, 1950 mentiunud
in the ssme article.

We oennot logilcelly cscepe the significence of the fect that this abnor-
mal double cloud on Mars and the pgually ebnsuwc? 1014 cloud circles
over Kerth occured the very seme day, which is also the very same day
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I h. J caleuleted two years carlicr for the msin errivel of flying
. saucers—from Mars to Eapth three weeks before the close approach of .
the, tyo Plenete—thAis later within a day of the Rlo saucer photograph,

The earlier April, 1952 issne of the Strolling Astronomer, pege 47 and
51, also pegess 56 and 57, had described the observations of December 27
1951 as follows: "The most consplcubdus: cloud,; briliisnt and striking,
on Mars '} and December & to 9, 1951 the "Extremely brillient flesh and
exploding cloud of hrief duration on Mers,certainly one of the most
extraordinery phenomena ever rccorded by students of Mars". These two
detes are on my charts, and there nature is surely importent enough for
“interplanetary slgnels.

The fine book,"The Planet Mars",by G.deVaucouleurs, published in London
in 1950, seys that"Mars remeine the only plenet whose phenomens cannot
be easily interpreted by the sole use of the physical end éhouioculclaws
applied to inorgenic metter.

Thé clouds on Mers, there correspondence with sstronomical aspects and
space traval plans betwcen Mars and Esrth, erc shown to be ertlificisal
from every angle of rcasoning, end not caused by non-blological netursel
.events on & plenet like Mers. The sauccr activities on Eerth explain
the synchronous Explsions on Merg, while the Mars events the origin of
the flying seucers. The evidences thus accumulating cennot be lgnored
much longer,

Of all the scientific thinkers, students of sstronomy with 1t's inherent
"mind=-expandlng guelity of the vastness of space and time and numbers

of world evolutionary possibilltlies, should bhe the last to suffer the
blighting effeect of commercislizing whish'brandsres unprdéfitehle the
adventurous love of science for the seke of pure science itself.

It is not at all 1in the scientiflec spirit for orgenized groups of
sclentists to adopt the obscurentist.policlies of bigotry which held
back sclence in the dork eges, and to dictote egeint free diaanuidicon
of observetions, Jjust becsuse it may be contrary to nopular belief and
may irritate soms preludices

Howﬁin the neme of science can e “noted” scientist publish thot therae
is "Zero-chance” .for space ships to be coming from e neighbor planeifs.
Or efter edmitting to uncerteinty and ignorance sbout rader detection,
then to declare dogmatically thet "in the opinion of experts 1t cannos
and does not see flying seaucers". Eow can they know this,since this is
the very point of admitted uncerteinty ?. This is on & par with another
ﬁelf contradiction,"invisible clouds thet reflect light', posed &s the
cause of flying saucers". (Science Scrvice Relesscs:Science News Lotter
of August 9,16,30,1952. .

Forgetfull of the sstro-~-physical fesect thet any intelligehce on Mars arose
g billion years ego at the pesk of evolubtions on thet less~messivs planet,
and would have used thelr intelligonce to invent ertificel wesns of sur-
vival through the withering of theitd plenet to the present day, end

would be coming ccross space in the amezing flying disks.

They heppcen now to have 750 sightings
which have them stumped and most of these were reported.by thelr own
technicians end were caught on thelr own radar scuyes. " other words,
they are a good deal nearer today the positlon I ddvanced in "Behind
The Flying Saucera“ in 1950, : -

wolding a feirly sudty bag. Filying Seucers remain a most controversial
subaect and thogse who ridicle what others see ars well within thelr
rights,but they mast stick to the subject and not throw mud on the
privete character of those who believe thet theseuwobjects sre not light
refiections, mirages, or automobile.hub caps,

For myself, I belisve thot m:yincr saucers, Ek o g__ls, are here to stay.
‘That they sre doing may remsin a mystery for a while, but their pres-
ence in our atwmospiivre is no longer open to doubt. I suspect that they

are mapping our megnetic pattonns and studying pavuicularly our magnetic

fault zones.

Our earlier position thet these spzce ships were mognutically propelled
has not besn assailed. That some of thedw ships grounded (not crazhed)

vears aheed of us in such knowledge and we are only getting en inkling
of what such a force is and how 1t operastes on thls earth, which g,
after all, nothing ut & huge dynamg traveling in three dimecticnes &t
the sams fime, -for-it sping,-follows en orblh, and wobbles all at 0nces

Before I complete ry next book on this vest and mysterious Bub?b;:, T
hope to have the answers o much of this mystorye Meanwhile it is ocom-
forting to Xnow that the Alr Force has moved over much closer to our
original positlon and thet I need ne longer fecl groanded among . the
flying saucers, but can teke off from where & left off. I hope 1 1on t
shock the critice &s badly the second time as I did the first.
