Jet fighter aircraft have attempted to intercépt them, and
have been out-maneuvred, The govermments of U.S.4.5 Canada, Britain, and
sustralia have been forced to take official action; and have set up invest=

LXFPERTENCED WITNESSES- Observations of a single object have been nade by
several ‘independent groups of people at approximately the seme time. Many
of -these witnesses have been experienced in making accurate and . .reliable
»observations, and yet their evidence usually is-not generally accenied by,
vhe public. This attitude of ridicule , lanrgely engendered by certain lead~ "’
ing citizensand authorities has caused many people to refrain from making a
report. This is not desirable if we wish to undevstand these mysterious phen
omena. During the last few weeks there has been two interesting. revorts Trom
the -Melbourne area, At Malvera , a group of six people, attracted by & noise
1ike a motor-bike, observed the sudden appearance out of a moonless sy of a
luminous, dark blue "footbally the size af & tram®, sweeping downwards in an
arc only about 80 yarde distant, Emitting a "ball of orange flame", the ob=
Ject continued on ar upward curve and venished. The giovw from the emitted -
cloud of vapour or smoke was sufficient to briefly bashe both the ship and
the observers in an yellowisgh~orange light, :

4 week later an observer at RTast Dandenong heard o noise like a motorbike
from a dark object silhouetted against an evening sXy. Az 1t came, nearer
with but a single yellowish-orange“headlightt glowing, it suddenly burst int:
2 luminescent silver-grey, with additional yellow-orange lights at the rear
anG on one side, <
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The drusming noise ceased, and a ticking noise continued. It began to revols -
ve with a period of three to four seconds. When compared with the size of a
“house over which it passed, its diameter appeared to be about  35-40 feets
About 35 vards from the observer it stopped its forward movement, but 'ts
revolotion rate increased until the period was only about a second, It was
seen to have threefwheels®, which formed the corners of an equilateral tri-
angle and were suspended from a circular base., The base curved over to meet

M0 SEAMS - RIVETS. The surface was smooth without any visible seans,rivets,
or boLlts. Like the “Tlying Football®, this description agrees falrly well
with a type of "saucer! described in overseas reports. Because of the prox-
imity of the observers in both ceses, these two events alone provide good
evidence for the existence of unusual flying craft. In interviews, the int-
egrity and conviction of these witnesses was impressive. In the second case
the light available and duration of observation was sufficient to diescern
details of structure that sould not posgsibly be confused with any phenocmena
other than a machine that is capable of hovering, rotating, and moving in
virtual silence with~out any obvious method of propulsion. On the basis of
the above data, together with hundreds of other reports; 1t seems reasonable
to meke the following hypothesis:

FIRST HYPOTHESIS. A certain remmant of reports of unldentified flying objects
rmay only be explained by the assumption that machines controlled by some in- -
" telligence are being observed. Who produces these machines?, Has Russia a
new secret weapon?. If so, would the Kremlin advertise tha fact by sending
fleets to the Western worldl). Similarly, would the U.8.4.; in order to per—
petuate a gigantic hoax on its own people, risk losing experimental alreraft,
in foreign wountriesd. This would apply to any manufacturing nation. Con-
sequently, the first hypothesis compels the acceptance of a seconds’

SECOND HYPOTHESIS., These machines are not manufactured on earthithat is,
Their origin 18 extre-terrestrial. Most scientists who have allowed thelr
reasoning to reach this stage find it too difficult to proceeds One difflic~-
wlty arises from the fact that the apparent surface temperatures of the plan-
ets. s such that only Mars and Venus could be endured by earth-men. fnother
principal difficulty is that the present evidence for the composition of
planetary atmospheres indicates thst an earth-being would not be able to live
without artificial aid on any of the other planets other than Barth., Hany
astronomers, like Dr Menzel and Sir Harold Spencer-Jones, on the basis of
this kmowledge , meke the further assumption that no animal life exists on
any of these planets and that so-called "flying Saucers” are either a product
of the imagination or a misinterpretation of natural phenomenae

Certainly a large number of reports fit into one or the other of these two
categories., Assuming that our knowledge of planetary climates is reasonably
acourate, then,if we are to accept our two hypotheses, we must look to elther
Mars or Venus, The available evidence indicates that Venus today is in a
similar state to that of the earth some 300 mlillion years ago. Mars, on the
other hand, is some hundreds of milions of years ahead of the ‘earth in the
gradual process of decaying. IN SEATED CITIES ¢ Is 1% not possible that in
the long distant past a Martian intelligence had evolved that was capabk of
combating the problem of a diminishing oxygen supply. for example, 1living in
air-conditioned sezled cities?. Alternatively, an intelligent form of 1ife
capable of breathing carbin-dioxide may have evolved.
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On the assumption that Venus has vet to evolve an intelligence, and that Mars
. may have reached this stage of evolutlon many millions of years ago, i1t woulc
appeas that Mars is the most likely planet to possess intelligent beings,
The pogsibility of space travellers from another planetary system is unlikelj
a8 even travelling at half the velocity of light-~ about 335 million mePeho=
it would take nearly nine years to codle from the nearest star, which quite
possibly doesn't possess a planetary system in any cases

COMING CLOSER : As Mars takes about twice as long as the earth to whirl in
.its space orbit around the sun, it comes into close proximity with the earth
every two years and fifty days. At these times of opposition, the separation
distance between the planets varies between about 35 and 63 million miles,
One would expect a Martian space traveller to prefer journeying during .these
periods rather than the three or four hundred milliom Miles' flight path
necessary about a year later. If thé number of reports of “eaucers"per monﬂn
are graphed against time; there are noticeable peaks occuring in I947-8, -
" 1950, I952 and now 1954, the principal peaks coinciding faiyly well with the
times of close opp051tlon with Mars, There appears, therefore, to be some -
' Justlflcatlon in making & further hypotheels.

THIRD HYPOTHESIS s These machlnes orlglnate from the. planet Mars, If the
'problems of space travel for Martians are such that distances of the order
T oof fifty million miles are consldered large,then, there should be conciderab:
in-flux of space visitors during the next few weekg, as on July 2 earth and
Mars will be closer together than they have been for I5 years~ actual oppos-
ition occurréd on June 25, They will be even closer during August IQ?S.

However, it is unlikely that such distances present a great a great problem’
to these apace travellers. How are these space-ships propelled?. There com=
parative silence and long range eliminates the use of a chemical fuel. Our
gsclentists are studying the possibility of using a nuclear reactor, or a
conventional power plant to generate electric potentials capable of acceler=
ating gaseous.ions td an exhaust velocity almost equal to the velocity of
lighte Such an ioén rocket would cut fuel coasumption by a factor of many
thousands, enabling considerably greabter velocities and- ranges to be aﬁtaln-
eds This type of rocket would operate only in the vacuum of spacee’

Wnen in an atnosphere elther jet or conventional rocket propulslon would.be
required, However, reported observations of these spa.ce. machinigts would in-
Glcate that a far more refined method of propulelon is being used. Could
they possibly have found some way of gaining energy from gravitational. or .
electro~magnétic fields., A survey of some of the reports that have been made
suggests that these space machines nay hover for long periods, change{even
reverse) dlrection rapidly, accelerate at a bremth taking rate anﬁ travel at
mnany thousa nds of ¥Wiiles per houra.

USUALLY TRANSLUCENT ¢ There seem to be three principal shapes ~disc, ellip-
goidal~~(football and cigar) and a shape that could possibly be likened to
an inverted saucer with a domed super~structure, In addition , observations
have allegedlyncf spherical . pear, doughnut and spoked wheel shapes. The’
material is usually translucent, .and may be: made luminescent apparently at
will, They are often associated with bright white and coloured lights,.
Exhausts are often orange or yellow-orange, sometimes green or blue and do
not necessarily burn continuously. Usually they are surprisingly silent .

As observations continue to be made, the general picture should become clear
er, and it may be possible to deduce answers to some of the mystifying quest

-
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~-ions, If some of the reports are true, then these space machines posgess
properties that are truly fantastic. As far as is known, no earth dweller
hag suffered harm from one of these machines except by accident, s0 " .ere
"ig no need for fear,if you are the next to be encountered by one of these
‘machines or thkeir occupants, More information is needed, 80, during the next
month or two, why not develor. the habit of scanning the skies. If gsomething
strange is secn, gather as many witnesses as possible, observe carefully and
report objectively. 2 '

APPEAL, TO SCIENTISTS : I appeal to scientists and engineees to. take a great-
er interest in these phenomenay and to cease this ridicule unless such Tid=-.
-icule can be justified, Do not summerily dismiss the reports of reliahle -
witnesses simply¥ because of a preconcelved disbelief. Exanmine the reports ,

closely, analyse them honestly and draw an unbiased concluslon.

APPEAL, TO ALL : In such cases that may be concluded to répresent descriptions
of . space machines, we may come across clues that enable a greater understard -~
ing of’ the mechanism of propulsion or power production. Finally, I appeal to.
the Air Forces and Security Services of the Western world to release thelir "/

I9th March accumpanied with loud nolses, Our 'Observer' also interviewed &
‘obtained written reports from a number of witnesses to the incident., The
witnesses are thanked sincerely for there splendid co-operation with Ip
Fletcher and the trouble they went toy to provide all detaills. '

Readers will rerember reading the briefl report in most NZ papers on Saturday
March 20th, headed EXPLOSIONS AND STRANCE NOISES IN NELSON SKIES. Loud ex-
plosions in the sky followeé by swishing noises were heard over a wide area
to the north-east. of Nelson at 2.35.pr. vesterday afternoon. Frorm Whanganoa
inland on the Nelson-Blenheim state Highway to Delaware Bay, on the coast
settlers today reported as having heard the strange noises, Now read the
firet hand accounts as cbtained by Mr Fletcher.

Mr Berkett's sighting of object in sky I9th Iarch I954 2,35 p.ri..it was a
~beautifull day with a clear blue sky, Mr Berkeit was inside having a late
lunoh., when he heard the first noise, but did not take rmuch hotice of it,
Shortly after,on going out to attend to the pigs he heard a second noise

in the sky, he looked in the direction of the sound but did not see anything,
nfter a few nminutes there was a third loud noise, like an explosion, on
looking up into the sky in the general direction again,he saw for the first
tine a round whitish soft looking object,not hard like a 'plame'. The object
eppeared to be twice the apparent diameter of the moon(full) and as it came
down from the sky at an angle of 35 degrees 1t turned over twice, The object
when first seen was high in the sky about 40 degrees SS8E . of Whanganoa, After
travelling down t¢-a bearing a little south of east; it suddenly shot up and
away to the east and disappeared very quickly. While the object was coming
down the noise continued put not 86 loud. It left behind - a trail that
looked like five separate streams guickly merging as one as.they diffused.
When the object ghot up there was no trail but a distincet nissing noise.
The loud explosive~like sounds were at approxinately five minuté intervals.
4 Heron aircraft was seen at a much lower altitude than the object, planes-
pass the area freguently and make slightly different sounds dependent on the
‘weather conditions. The object was in view for approx I minute and wae est=
-inated to be at approx 5000 feet going nuch faster than noriial aircraft.
Hr Berkett said the.object was flat on one gide and . oval on the other, on
“the oval side appeared a hump in the centre of a darker shade. The object
did not step, but kept moving all the tine,. { see sketqh_beloﬁ?

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Mr Berkett called twe other people Mr Ken Evans of Auckland and Mr Applery
an ewmployee. Mr Evans was interviewed on his return to aAuckland by the
editor =nd corroborated most of Mr Berketts observations. lMr Evans was nost
impressed by the loud ncises made by the object at intermittant periodsy
when he first heard thie loud roaring noise he thought that a plane was abdéut
to crash nearby. lMr Evans coreiders that the object dia appear to hover for
a brief period, whilst 1t did, he noted that the colour varied from white
to a silvery grey. ir BEvans also heard the Heron aircraft pass a few minutes
earlier and was positive 1t had nothing to do with the strange loud noisess .

Three Nelson. men flshlng in a boat at’ Delaware Bayy heard the loud noises™
and saw the ¢bject and the large cloud of smoke-like trail left by the obgecf
They took. the object for a stunting plane. The men also saw the Heron and
stated. that it was no where near the ofhnr object or what they took for a,
stunting plane, which they thought was in difficulties.

My B.T, Rayner writing to”The ¥Mail" Nelson stated that he saw the mysterloua
object in the sky on Friday afternoon, it was the noise that first drew his
attention, Mr Rayner said it was like a jet machine, and resembled a large
“butterfly ( on large scale). Its colourvwas white and it appeared to- spproacl
from a point known as ball-point and went in the dlrectlon of Hira before

He called his wife
and daughter~in~lﬂw swho came” out in time to see the object move Dback across
the sky at 2 tremendous pace, whilst: they were sti1l watching the object
nmade a coupleta cirele and then zig~zagged about before disappearing in a
westerly direction behind some tiees, Mr Cole sald the object appeared to
be able to change direction without losing speed. He estimated it was in
sight for a ninute and a guarter. ¥Mr Cole is aretired farmer and stated that
he had not previously believed in the strange stories of objects in the sgky.

March 25th "Until early this morning Mr D.M.Rout of Nélsong did not believe

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Mr Rout kept the globe in 51ght for about half a mlnute, it contrasted w1th
the stars as it moved from west to east. He can offer no explanatlon for
what he saw, but is-.convinced that it was something unusual.”

Nélson skles
19~22~24~26th March, hundreds of people were startled to see a grand display
of vapour trails at 35,000 feet above the fair city., Hupndreds,it was reportéd
reng the news office “The Mail", demanding: explanation: some believed they
were seelng "flying saucers” or ‘guided missiles".. That evening the "Mail"
gave out the answer. Ohakea Vampire Jets' caused the high vapour-trails, four
machines were on a nomal training fllght, Mo :doubt the magorlty of. Nelson
TolR were then satisfied-that the earlier reports were also. caused by the-
jets and dropped the strange incidents from their minds, ‘Howeveér,to those
who made the earlier reports and a large number of thinking people there and
elsewhere, the arrival of the jets was not’ nccepted as just another coindid-
ence. The jets were there for a two-fold purpose, one of which they achieved

'There was gsome mentlon by astronomers on the I9th harch sky exp1051ons over
Nelson , Mr I.L.Thompson,€arter Observatory Director), ‘%111ngﬁon, stated
that from the brief details he had at that time received(ellington press
report 22 Larch) hié considered the Nelson explosions may of heen a daylight
-meteor, but was waiting for more details. A certain meteor expert +in the
Auckland area,however, had no doubts at all; the Nelson explosions were
definately a daylight meteor. In a large wrlte up a few days after the incid-~
~ent, the expert, from the brief details of the incident mentioned in the
-Auckland press, gave us all the facts, and how those who are versed 1n the
subject of "Flying Saucers” no doubt believed the Nelson incident was camsed
by one of these objects. We motice that this Auckland astronomer made no
allowancw for such things as conventional aircraft, nolses in the head, mass
hallusination , blood corpuules hoax, or mirage as a possible explanation

of the 1n01dent We of C.8.I. are sure the gentleman had no time %o gain all
details of the incident in the short tinme lapse betwveen the incident and the
appearance of his expldn tion in prlnt,"yet there was no doubt it was .a metw
gord After much inguiry into the incident C.S.I1..considers that, in view-of
all the w1tnesses accounts and the follow up reports of other strange flylng
objects o» phenoniena, it is extremely unlikely. that a meteor was the cause
of the -March I9th explosions. The wxplosions were:stated to be well apart .
bridging a period of ten minutes,while other noises were heard in betweeti.

Observers:~ Malcolm G,Laird & Garry J.Tee M.Sc; both science students, res-
iding at the AUC Hostel O'Rorke Hall 49 Symonds Sts; Auckland C.I.

On the evening of Sunday June 27th.I1954, we were skyecazing with g 3" refrac~
tor from the roof of the Hostel (a 4 storied building). Temperatures were
low, with haze forming in low-1lying regions & extending upwards from the-
western horizon, about 30 degrees; making observation of Venus fruitlesss
but there was no perceptible ‘haze over most of the sky & fairly good views
of Mars had just been obtained---- the Hilky Way clearly visible, & there
was no moon in the sky. One of us (Tee) had shifted the telscope to observe
Saturn, then nearly overhead & was focussing it when the other saw moving
