: It is my thesis that Flying Saucers are real and that· they are space 
ships from anothe� solar-systeQ. I think that they possibly are manned by 
intelligent observers who are members of a race that may have been investigating 
our earth for centuries. t think tha� they possibly ha,_;..e been sent out to 

· conduct systematic,· long�range · investigations, first of men, animals and vegetation, 
and more recently of ato�ic centres, armaments, and centres od. armament product-. 
ion. 

They obviously have :hot come as ·enemies, I believe their present 
. mission· may be.-- one of ·scientific investigation. 

. ' 
After all the official enquiries into the-mystery- of flying saucers, 

the fact remains that many of the observed effects stili are formally described 
by the. United States. Airforce as "Unidentified Flying Objects". Many th�ories, 
·therefore, are being suggested as an explanation of why the saucers cannot be 
real. 

Some of those who have seen saucers are said t� have been self­
hypnot�ed. Others are said to have been the victims of optical illusion,· 
light,aberrations, or. mass hallucination. I have seen no proof from any 
satisfactory source to substantiate these suggestions.-

Russian papers even have claimed that the United States .Airfo�e 
purposely started "the big_saucer bluff" to obtain more funds for space 
r�search and armament. No proof of this, ei tner, has ever been offered. 

The · radar screen often has confirmed the fact that observed phenomena 
were not light aberrations. Any experienced pilot ought to be able �o 
distinguish the difference between optical illusions and real flying·· object�. 
J..ttempts to explain the phenomena as Fireballs or Meteors·do not meet with · 
scientific standards. 

Speculations that the saucers are secret American or Russian missiles 
have been supporte� by no facts. Any �an-made object flying faster than sound 
would cause a tremendous noise when breaking the supersonic speed barrier, 
while most eye-witnesses report that the saucers they have observed, unlike 
jets, fly silently. 

Far too many observations of saucers have been made between 19 4 6  
and -19 54 for their presence to be dismissed merely by the statement that-
the observers have been the subjects of mass hallu�ination. I have examined 
all the arguments supporting the existence of flying saucers and denying it, .. 
and it is my conclusion that the "Unidentified Flying Objects" do exist, are 
very real and nre visitors froQ outer space. 
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/ 
While believing that the saucers are a renli ty, I do· noi;; conclude'. . . . . . ' 

as some investigators have , that they come to us from one of th e other planets in 
our own solar system. It is my theory that they are directed by living beings from 
another solar system , and I call this race of visitors "Uranides". I have taken the 
liberty of making up the word from the Greek word for Heaven , "ouranos". 

We know too much about conditions on our neighbouring planets in our 
own solar system for us to say that the Saucers can come from one of them. The only 
one that seems to be fostering life , even in the form of plant growth , is Mars, and 
its surface is not habitable by any creatures that we can imagine as having El brain 
more highly developed than our own, or a culture immensely broader than ours. 

With the planets of our own sun system ruled out , I suggest that the 
home base of the Saucers may be a planet, or planets , revolving around another sun, 
or suns. Probably this other sun - or star - is one of those nearest to our own sun , 
which of course is a star. Despite the immense distance between our O\vn solar system 
( including the eartg) and the nearest other solar systems , a journey from one system to 
another is theoretically possi�le , once. an unlimited source of power is developed. 

I do not , however , believe reports that ·some Saucers are manned ·by 
beings resembling men, although we cannot prove this is untrue. I do not believe. that 
the visitors resemble any living beings known to us. Even if they came from a carbonate 
acid atmosphere and , in our eyes , might be th e strangest creatures ever imagined , they 
still e�uld , theoretically , think lJgically and develop a highly super c�vilization. 

Reports that Saucer men have been seen who-are "beautiful humah-like 
beings" have no factual support , I think , and probably that is fortunate .for us. 
Creatures who could move around in our atmosphere without a kind of divers outfit might 
be able to settle here. It is more comfortable for us to speculate that Saucer �en 
come from q.n atmosphere far different .from our·own and are so outlandish in appem:rance 
that they do not resemble us at all. 

If they d� come from a quite different atmosphere , they might find it 
as difficult to exist on earth as we would find it difficult to' exist at the bottom of 
the sea. The Uranides , I think , have been examining the earth for centuries. People 
call their craft Flying Saucers .and say that the phenomenon is. new. It's fEJ.r from that., 
for as long ago as December 9 th ,  173 1 , there was evidence .that� on earth were·being 
visited by travelers that seemed to come from space. 

Observers then reported th at 'strange globes of light' maneuvered over 
Florence , Italy , and there were similar reports f.rom Switzerland on November·2 , 1761. 
In London en March 19 , 1845 , and elsewhere in England in 1 85 5 , 1859 , 1860 , and 1864 , 
the same kind of lights were seen aloft as the kind we now speak· o.f as Flying ·sauce:r:s. 
They buzzed Bloomington7 Indiana , on September 7 ,  1877, ships in the Yellow Sea· in 189 3 , 
and ships in the Atlantic in 1904. 

Why , then , if space creatures have been coming to us for a long time, 
have they not communicated .with us? I believe the reason lies in the conclusion tba t ,  
just as we do not knew anything arb>out their sense organism , they do not know anything 
about ours. It is possible that they would react to rays still unknown to us. Perhaps 
they are trying to reach us with a rqy unknown t'o us. We cari only wait. For their 
means to communicate may be anything from a ray to para-psychological power revealed tc 
us occasionally in human manifestations of telepathy.· 

Just as a starter , we might try·to communicate with them by radio signal� 
Mathematical symbols might be interpreted by them. A mutual mathematical understanding 
might be the forerunner of written words and sounds. We may be sure that they are not 
slow-thinking.

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Xheir .intellect�l powers, no matter how strange the creatures'

appearanc:e }Il�Y be, are great. I believe they are demonstrating this by bridging th; 
space between theilr planetary home stations in a distan t solar sy-stem and our owno 
To come to us from that vast distance the y must have achieved the dream of human 
astronauts. That is, they have b�en able to trav.el almost at the .speed of light. 
This seems to us, now, almost as far beyond our means as our ow n present rnckets 
would have been beyond the ability of men wh o made the first steao engines. Yet v1e 
speculate ab out ways to reach the stars a nd the Uranides9 long a go having passed the 
stage of speculation, apparently have reach ed one. That is, having left their own 
star, or sun, they have come to our own su n, and it's planet, the earth. 

Our own Mathematical theorists believe tbat one way in w�ich this 
could be done, if unlimited power were ava ilable1 would be throughpn achieveme nt of 
a kind of suspended animation on the part of the travelers. Medical science might 
make this possible. Travelers not only would think of a long trip through space as 
a short_ ene but, once finished, they would know also, that their physical an d 
chemical processes had been slowed down almost to a stop.

They woul d think of the trip as short because if they moved at alr;J)St 

the speed of light, there would be. what might be calle d a "contraction" of tirrie. 
Mathematicians,. expert in relativity, believe they can demonstrate this. They say 
that if one were to travel at immense speed, months might seem like minutes. Th�s is7 
of course, theory. It is apart from what I think of as reasonable -·demonstration of 
something observed. The thing observed is called a Flying Saucer and it is my thesis 
that Flying Saucers are space ships coming here - in one way or another - from ov.�..:;inP 
our solar system. 

While we are trying to hasten· the day whe n we can send a ship to 0�'3 
.of our sister planets in o� own planetary system - our own solar·system, the �ranid8s 
have got the jump on us .  They have broken free of their planetary system far, fsr 
away , and have come to us. How can we turn their venture to our own pr�fit? If 've 
can make them understand some kind of message, we sh ould welcome them. We should t�y 
be every scientif�c means that seems feasible to get into �ontact with them. 

Perhaps the y  can disclose secreta to us that otherwise we might not lay

CO-AUTHOR OF "FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED". 

I see that during my absence in America there has been a brisk conver­
sation·. in your columns concerning Flying Saucers. Foremost in the discussion appears 
my friend Randall-Stevens, who would undoubtedly relish an appearance of a book called 
"Flying Saucers Haven't Landed After All ". Unfortunately I cannot oblige him by 
writing such a tome. .!t 

Randall-Stevens obtai ns his information mainly, I believe, t�ough some 
intelligence, other than his conscious mind7 operating his writing arm. · In this process 
his own intelligence is in abeyance. Automatic writing is rather like radio ( tiut wi th 
far less known about its workings ). Some days you get good r eception, some days you 
doJ.'t. I have the greatest admiration for some of the early teachings given through 
Randall-Stev�ns in this way. But because one series of receptions was good it does 
not necessarily follow that every series will be of the same qua lity. Any more tban 
we can always depend upon good radio reception. So many conditions intervene an d 
have their place in this complex phenomenon. 

Against his info rmation which was received without his conscious mirw " 
fully participating, I have� the testimony of at least three reliable and good-living 
Americans -Daniel Fry an Engineer, Truma n Bethurum a Mechanic, an d George Adamski 
an Astronomer-philosopher, that while fully conscious and in the ,;Physical body, they 
not only s aw Saucers land, but entered them. This is conqrete physical evidence and, 
I think, a little more reliable than evidence coming from an uncheckable, invisible, 
non-physical source. 

I spent much time with these me n. They were ordinary, down-to-earth 
people, neither deluded not schizophrenic. They knew what they'd seen and they were 
prepared to go on oath to that effect.. I also r eceived from a high Military source 
the amazing information that last summer a Saucer landed in the desert and both a man 
and a woman entered it and were carried away from this planet. Their footprints in the 
sand and the marks where the Saucer's ball landing gear . had sat were photographed and 
measured by official Air Force personnel. 

FROM 'JT HER PLANETS: 

A lot has been written about Saucers dematerializing, or consisting of 
matter not of our pJane. This is incorrect. The Saucers are made of a crystalline 
metal many times harder than steel. Their crews:are PHYSICAL beings from other PHYSICAL 
planets. They themselves have said that many times to those they have contacted. 
Their sudden appearanc e a�d disappearam·e ··is due to other causes than dematerialization .. 
One of them is their ability to raise their atomic frequency so as to pass out of the 
range of visible light waves. Even we can do this under special circumstances. 
However, even while "invisible" they would still prove pretty solid if you had the 
misfortune to bump into one. 

Electromagnetic vortices of energy? Certainly! The Sau cers carry 
around them a vast forcefield, powerful enough 'to divert or disintegrate any other solid 
body coming within their range. A Government physicist in New York told me that the 
reason for all Air Force pilots having been forbidden to ap proach within a thousand 
feet of any " unidentified flying object" , was that reason. This forcefield is .only a 
mecha nical copy of the forcefield surrcunding every planet. For these intelligent

my most enlighteping visit to America, much has been clarified for me. I see now that 
there is no need whatever to· make a mystery out o� something which in a few decades 
will be as commonplace as tele�isiqn.

My telephone is off its hook, my.mail is unopened, and 
the cat ( I have no dog ) is let lo ose on all callers, so it is no use anyone trying 
to engage me in correspondence or discussion until my work is done. 

Seen any UFO lately? You know, "tmknown flying objects,"more commonly 
ca+led Flying Saucers. They seem to have stopped operating in our skies, and the 
reason may be that they've moved over 9ehind the iron curtain, where they're giving 
the inhabita�s - and Communist Government functionaries - one fit after another. 

From Warsaw, Prague, Budapest ·a nd East Berlin comes word that Red 
Security Offic ers have been given special orders to combat a Flying Saucer psychosts 
which has been spreading rapidly in Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hungary and Communist 
Germany, on the _wings of reports from all over that the Saucers have been seen. 

When the Western world was all in a swivet over Flying Saucer reports, 
the Red propagandists told their people that the whole thing was a ''proof of Westel'n.

But now the people who have 'seen' the UFO. think ·their rulers were 
kidding them; that they were denying the existence of the objects because they didn't 
have them, and didn't know the, first thing about them.

. What makes it all the tougher on the Communist Authorities is, that they 
don't kno w_- any more than we do - whether there are Flying Saucers o� not. Some of 
them are. afraid maybe there are, and that they· are secret weapons from the West. 
So they. issued orders t o  the Poles, Czechs, Hungarians, and Germans not to look. 
Specifically, they a�e forbidding the use, possession, borrowing or iending of 
"military telescopes", whatever they are, by civilians, in all the areas afflicted 
with Flying Saucer nerves. 

The Reds are slipping, they could have told the ·people, "Sure, you saw 
the things. They're ours. Just another Comounist invention, you know, proving how 
far ahead of the. rest we are in all development-s for the protection Of the_ people Is . 
democraaies."

Baker has made a sworn statement declaring that he did not take the 
alleged photograph, with a Brownie camera, of a Saucer as accredited to him in his 
book. This, together with other pictures, was taken by Adamski. Baker has also 
written to Desmond Leslie ; co-author of the book, stating:-

"VICTIM DF A SHAM" 

"He ( Ada.nski ) reeks with exaggerations and misinterpretations of fact -
and all of this he accomplishes under the guise of a metaphysical wizard. My position 
with Adamski at the time ( of his alleged contact with the Venusian in the Californian 
Desert ) was everything from handyman to secretary ancf chauffeur. 

"Do not let yourself
.

be the victim of a sham", he adds, and g:llves a list 
of questions direfted to testing the credibility of Adamski's claims. He continues:-

"Let me quote from a letter I received from Adarnski long after I 
requested his restraint in using my name in connection with the controversial Brownie 
snapshot: 
"IX) YOURSELF GOOD" 

"You.lmow that the picture connected with your name is in the book t oo, 
the one taken by the well with the Brownie. With people knowing that you are interested 
in the Flying Saucers as you have been, and buying the book as they are � I understand it 
is a best seller already - you could do yourself a lot of good. 

For you have plenty of lmowledge of these things, whereby you cou ld give 
lectures in the evenings. There is a demand for this. You could support yourself by 
the picture in the book with your name. For remember, you are as much publicised in this 
book as I am, as far as the pictures are concerned. 

Having the knowledge you have of these things, you have your break right 
here; at the same time serving the public by promoting the knowledge of these visitors. 
Such lectures could net you a few cents right along as an income. 11 

But this is not the end of the story: writing in the January is�ue 
of "Nexus", an American publication, James W. Moseley, a Flying Saucer researcher, 
quotes the se extracts from a letter written· to him by Baker. 

"I did NOT take the Brownie snapshots accredited to me, this was NOI' 
the only Brownie picture taken. George Adamski was the other photographer, and the 
other Brownie pictures were destroyed at his request. { conti nu e d  ove r-l eaf. l D esmond L esl i e has an sw e r e d  the s e  charg e s  by Jerrol d E. Bake r, see 
next is sue o f  t hi s  magaz ine for his vi g o rous repl y. 
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RECORDED BEFOREHAND: 

"The photograph was not taken on the dat e  indicat ed. The desert contact 
was pre-planned and Adamski relat ed the details t o  me of what was to take p+ace there 
previous t o  the venture " .  

Moseley als o quot es from a letter written by Baker t o  Frank Scully , a 
well-known investigat or of Flying Saucers , concerning the alleged contact wit h t he 
Venusian . 

"I accidentally heard a tape-recorded account of what was t o  transpire 
on the desert - who was t o  go , etc . , - s everal days before the party left . "  

"Though this recording was a 'communication through psychic means ' the 
acc ount as presented  ( in the book ) is entirely untrue . Regardle ss  of the reasons 
present ed t o  you or me , the witnes s ,  or the reading public , its manner and pre sentation 
has been misleading." 

METAPHYSICAL DISCOURSE: 

In another letter to Scully , Baker expands on t his point : "The tape­
recording I he ard was a metaphysical discourse received t hrough Adamski appro�imat ely 
one week before the desert contact . 

"I had heard about ten minut e s  of the tape-recorded ta�k. From t his briet: 
behind-the-scenes listening , I v.as able t o  det ermine that :the desert contact was not a 
mere stab in the dark or a picnic on the desert , but a pl-anned operation .  11 

In this  detailed analysis of Adamski's story , ,  Moseley adds , "How did t he 
Venusian's footprint s turn out so  well in the desert sand , in an  area in which, accord­
ing to a We st Coast informant , there had been no rain for s everal months? " 

Mos eley points o ut that the six witmesses  named by Adamski in t he book 
as confirming his story were not impartial . Two were clo s e  personal friends and the 
remaining four ardent believers in Saucers before the event s narrat ed by Adamski were 
said t o  have occurred .  Moseley, summarizing t his investigation , stat es t hat the flaws 
in Adamski's account raise s erious doubt s abo ut it s authenticity.

It would seem appropriate at this stage in the "Flying Saucers" con­
troversy to check a few salient points forming the nucleus of de"Q,at e between the two 
opposing schools of thought. 

These objects or phenomena are r.ealities existing inside and/or out­
side our atmnsphere. They a re NOT hallucinations. Many hund:eds of sightings are now 
on record, and in most cases have been witnessed by more than one p·erson. Mass 
suggestion and mass hysteria are possible. The idea of mass hallucination verges on 
the ridiculous. Fraud is ruled out, on the grounds that it would involve a wide scale 
conspiracy or falsification amongst people whose dispositions, both socially and 
intelectually, are entirely different. 

-) THE EVIDENCE OF RADAR: 

Radar contact and tracking of unidentified objects has occurred. Whilst 
it is passible that a few atmospheric phenomena, such as special cloud forms or indiv­
idual vorti1:�es' could convey the impression of solidity'. the probability of such 
conditions being prevalent is very doubtful. Indeed, if such cJnditions were at all 
frequent, the utility of rada:::- would be nullified. Special atmospherred: forms are not 
in the habit of racing back and forth across the sky�nreat formati ons, nor of sudden 
ascent and descent, nor do they possess circular windows from vJhich a strong steady 
blue light is ·emitted.· 

Radar hitherto has not recorded patches of refle cted light, yet ·many 
people hold tenaciously to the idea that "Saucers" are such patches. Their dilemma. 
is obvious. They must either give up· their "light Saucers" and listen to the oracle 
of radar, or they must concede radar.the ability to track the movement of reflected 
light. It is true, they may shift from one foot to the other, from light patches to 
armospheric forms and vice versa, as the �irctmlstances may demand; but, �s a result, 
.their hypotheses will take on the complexion of convenience first, with actuality a 
poor second. They will not convince themselves nor their listeners. 

METEORS & METEORITES: 

Astronomical bodies in the form of meteors and meteorites enter th e 
earth's atmosphere at great velocity and are either vapourised by·air friction, or 
reduced drastically in size before crashing into earth. Meteors are minute bodies 
similar in si�e to grains of sand. Their life in out atmosphere is one blaze of glory, 
extinguished in a few �rief moments. They do NOT remain hovering over cities for 
lengthy periods. Meteroites, the much larger bodies, are somewhat longer lived. They 
may "clip" the atmospheric shell·· and escape � with little reduction in size due to 
vapoUTisation. To be capable of making rSUCh a passage the meteorite must possess a 
t remend;)US velocity. In most cases, earth 1 s gravity· hauls the wanderer down in a 
curving path of flame, to his final resting place. 

Meter.rs or Meteorites do NOT possess return tickets, nor are they 
allowed to change their direction, once they are grasped by the gravitational force 
of our planeto They burn out or crash - and they do so quickly. They do NOT play 
hide and seek around mountain t�ps, nor reverse ·their direction of travel alongside 
flying airliners. A stationary "mother" Meteorite with a flock of mini-meteorites 
frisking about her and signalling to each other� is unknown to the science of 
astronomy.

On January 1 6th ,  1 8 1 8 ,  Astronome r Loft of Ipswi c h , ob served a s trange 
ob j ect near the s un ' s  di sc . It remaine d vi s ib l e  for clo s e  on f o ur ho urs . 

From Sept emb er 6t h to � ov embe r 1 st ,  1 83 1 , Dr . Wartman and his ob s e rv­
at ory a s s i stants rec orde d  t h e  p r e s enc e of a luminous bod y .  It was not ob serv e d  in 
othe r  part s of t he world . T hi s  impli e s  t he c los e proximity of t he ob j ect to t he p oint 
of ob s ervation .

A b o dy weighed ( by spring balanc e , o f  c o urs e ) on t�e equat or and t hen a gn in at one 
of the poles , will regi ste r a n  inc rea s e  in weight at t he latt er . The we ight o f  a 
b ody varies wit h t he value of g ,  b ut not it s ma s s . The ma s s  of a b o dy is invari13-b l e  
and indest ruc t ible , whether t he b ody be pla c e d  o n  t he eart h  o r  an y othe r plane t in 
exi s t enc e .  

I f  t wo be ings , say a Ven us ian and an Eart hl ing , a re of t he SA ME MASS , 
t hen provided they are we ight e d  in the same pla c e , the ir we ight s will be e qual . I f  
human b e ings anywhere i n  t he Univer s e  a r e  the SAME DEN S I TY , t hen A dam ski ' s  vi sit o r , 
b eing the sma lle r man ,  sho ul d  have b e en light er t ha n  Adamski . The idea t hat a 
Venusian p o s s e s s e s  great er mas s  t han an Eart hling is inc ompat ib le with t heir re spe c t ­
i v e  planet ary cha ract erist i c s .

Ye s 9 
w e  know , t here mus t  be a va st n umb er of s e c ond o rb it plane t s , scatt ered am ongst t h e  
1 00 , 000 million s uns o f  o ur  st ella r univers e .  Many will p o s s e s s  j ust t hat s uff i c ient ly 
greater ma s s  than the eart h ,  to s uit o ur rat her s tartling hyp o th e s i s  - b ut for t he 
p r e s ent , o ur specula ti on s  are c onfin e d  t o  interp l�netary not 'int e rst ella r p o s si b ilit ie s . 

The pro c e s s  of ext ract ing and segregat ing t he p robabl e  and imp os s i� l e  
from the evergrowing ac c umul ati on o f  " Fl ying Sa uc e r "  s t o rie s i s  a diffic ult t a sk -
b� well worth t he effort involve d .  That there are phenom ena o c c urring insi de and 
o ut si de o ur atmo sph ere cannot b e  d eni e d .

Mr. A .  Kabli , a Jerusalem phys icis t, rep orted that he saw , at the 
same time , in the centre of the city, "a brilliant obj ect which zig-za.gge(! above , 1 1  
lighting u p  the sky f or a few seconds an d then disap pearing. "It ,.,a s  n o t  a meteor, 
he insisted. Another witnes s in yet another p art o f  the city, repo! ted t he same 
evening that he had seen a "circular obj ect " flying at great speed :f'T �m nort h to s o ll·-: :1 
at an altitude of about 300 ft.

From Bethlehem came reports of a " Flying Saucer" shrouded in f> O wer-­
ful blue light leaving behind a trail of smoke a s  it disappeared in a s outh-easterly 
direction towards the Judean De sert. On the co ast, cigar-shaped obj ects \vere seen b�r 
3 crowd leaving the loca l  cinema in a suburb of Haifa . Mr. Shrimshon S ctwart z , a 
reporter on 

·
a local daily newspaper, sai d that the cigar wa s C O Vered with re d  an d bl"v-O 

lig!lt._ and was flying in a nort herly direction . 

Further south on the coast , people in Tel Aviv bombarde d  newsp�:.:pe:r 
offices with reports about flying cigars. O ne coup le from a suburb near Tel Aviv 
reported, n-.Je saw a queer lighted ob j ect appear in the east, flying we stwards at 
great speed. As it came nearer , the light grew an d we co uld see cle arly two tails o f  
fire � mitted behind it, until it suddenly ma de a sharp turn north and disappeare d . " 
The following evening, an official of the I sraeli Nati onal ' Aviati on Company El A� , 
Mr. A .  HoJLander, sai d that he saw an "ellips oid- shaped obj ect " which appeare d  on -�he 
horizon in the north and travelled a� great speed , le.aving · behind a shining white band 
resembling the �ail of a meteor. 

That same evening, Flying Saucers were reported from Midgal Ashl::s lon �

round obj ect shining with · � b linding green light an d flying at a great speed from 8ast 
t o  west � Witnes ses said that it recained in s i ght for about 15 s econd s .  The only 
daylight flight wa s reported, - res i dents, including an engineer � saw from Safad in 
Galilee, severa l  flying cigars .

Many theori e s  have been advanc e d _ and invest igat e d  inc luding ono t ha t  
t he i c y  mi s s iles were a bombardment from an other p-lanet . It wa s s ug� st e d  that t he 
mi s s iles were la unche d from Flying Sauc ers , report s  of whi c h  were pa rt i c ularly prevel� 
ent at the t ime . What ever t he theories and c on j ect ure s , the re i s  no d o ubt ab o ut t he 

fact s .  
During �ov emb e r  an d  De c emb er , 1 9 50 , at least 1 2  cas e s  were -report e d  

o f  t he s e  missil es , which ranged from a f o ot t o  a yard acro s s , and � ighe d from a few 
pounds to s everal hun dre d .  One b l ock of i c e , ab o ut a fo ot wi d e , lange d at Lo udwa t er ,  
near High Wycomb e in B uck ingham shire . The sam e  day anothe r c rashed down at Vigo 
Village , Gravesend , Kent . 

A few days lat er an ot her chunk of ic e f ell from the sky in Lond o n , 
near To oting , Broadway , st riking a Miss Do uglas on t he he a d a s  she wa s  a lighting from 
a t ramcar. She happened to b_e wearing a t hick scarf a ro und her head , which c us hi one d 
the impact , and she e scap e d  s e ri o us in�ury . 

A much la rger pie c e  c ra she d , t o  the a c compani e d  noi s e  of an 
expl osion , through the roof of a gara ge b elonging t o  M e s srs . Fi sher & Stac ey , at 
Wand sworth � London . It ma de a hole in the roof m or e t han t wo fe et long , a nd narrowly 
m i s s ed a numb er of employe e s  who were at work b el ow .  The i c e  in fuis case , a c c o rding 
t o  the report , had a b rown hue . 

On Novemb er 9t h ,  b locks o f  i c e  we ighing over · 1 4lb . were found 
scatt ered over a wide aren of Exmo o r .  One of them had kille d a she ep . Thre e days 
lat e r  a lump more than 1 2in . long lande d on t he gra s s  verge of a roadway , unc omfort­
ab ly c los e t o  a Royal Aut omob i l e  Club :f8 t rolman , Mr . D .. T uninore of Bra ughing , in 
Hertfordshire . He st oppe d a numb er of pa s sing motori st s  t o  s how t hem t he fro z en 
mas s . 

A Mr . BUt c her , living at the Downs , St ebb ing , near Dunmow , E s s ex , 
:fo und o ut s ide hi s own door a P.GC.uliar-l ooking large p i e c e  of ic e ,  whi ch wa s lat e r  
t urned ov er t o  a n  Air Mini st ry Insp ect or . 

In quick s uc c e s si on rep ort s came in from Chelmsford and Wandsworth 
of similar b ombardment s  from t he sky . A huge chunk weighing m ore tham 1 00lb . also � 

fell in Ard en�aple Drive , Helensb urg , Dumbart on , Scot la nd , scatt ering j agge d 
splint ers of ice in all dire c t i ons . · Mr . Da ir d . Pat erson , who re sided in the ne igh­
b o urhood , was struck by one of the splint ers . All the s e  strange inc i dents were 
inve stigat e d  by the poli ce and met e orol ogical exp e rt s .  

They e st ab li she d that t he weat her c ondit i ons preva iling at t he 
t ime we re not c onduc ive t o  t he format i on of abnormally large hailst oo e s . An Air 
Minist ry explan�t ion wa s t hat the ice must have f�llen from a eroplane s .  It  wa s 
s ugge st e d  that wat er draining from a wa sh-basin in an a irliner normally di sappe f;lre d 
a s  spray , b ut in freezing c ondit i ons it wa s  p o s s ib le for it t o  form ic e on the

The mat t er wa s rai s e d i n  the Ho us e  o f  Commons t o ward s t he end 
of De cemb e r  by Sir J ohn M e llor . M r .  Beswi ck , then Parliamentary S e cretary t o  t he 
Mini stry of Civil Aviat i on , admitt ed no pro o f  ha d b e e n fauna for the a s s umpt ion 
t hat t he wa st e water o ut let o f  a e roplan e s  wa s t he ca us e  of t he b l ock s  o f  i c e  
falling from t h e  skie s .  The real exp lanat i on o f  this ic y b omb ardm ent from ab ove 
is st ill a myst ery . 

True , many strange ob j e c t s liave fall en from the sky in vari o us 
part s of t h� world through the age s  - frogs and fishes , for inst anc e - and even 
reptiles . It has even rained b lo o d ,  a nd r e d  snow , an d  al so manna . 

In Limeri ck and T ipp e rary t he r e  have b e en many show e rs of a soft 
fatty s ub s tanc e that r e s emble d b ut t er , whic h  wa s of a dark yellow c o l o ur  a nd a lways 
fell at night . It is repor t e d t hat o n e  enthus ia s t  in the Unit e d  Stat e s  made it his 
life ' s  work to c ollect data from t he f o ur co rn ers of t he world conc erning c uri o us 
ob j ec t s  d e s c ending upon us , whic h  he c la im e d  w e re the r e s idue of another planet . 
At the t im e  of his d eath he had fille d two la rge b o ok s  with the s �  repo rt s .

On Dec emb e r  1 6t h ,  1 9 54 ,  Pre sid ent of t he Unit e d  Stat es Dwight D .  
Ei s enhower , told a Pre s s  Conferenc e t hat Flying Sauc ers a r e  not from out er spac e 
and exist only in t he imaginati on of the vi ewers . On t he night of t hat mom ent o us 
announc ement , a yo ung man of San Carlo s ,  Venez uela , was s et up on by a small hairy 
man-like c reat ure and sp ent the night in a hospital under t he c a re of phys ic ians 
for t reatment of shock . The most b eli evab le part of t he San Carlos inc ident is the 
rea s on for young J e s us Paz being where he wa s wh en he wa s when t he whole t hing

Pa z and two friends had dined at a re staurant at San Carlo s ,- t hen 
· proc e eded home . When the party neared the Exp o s it i on Park of t he Minist ry of 

Agric ult ure , Paz asked t he driver of the car t o  s t o p whi le he went b e hind s ome 
b ushe s , apparently to relieve hims elf . His friend s , sti ll in t he car , heard a 
piercing sc ream which lit erally - ra i s e d  the hair on their head s . They .rushed t oward 
t he spot where Pa z had ent ered t he brush , came up on t heir fri end unc ons c i o us on t he 
ground , and were j ust in t im_e t o  s e e  a hairy dwarf running t oward a fla t , shiny_ c raft 
which hovered a few feet from t he gro und . One of t he m e n , L ui s  Mo j ia ,  a Nat i onal 
Guardsman , rea ched for his gun b ut remembere d  it wa s back· in hi s ba rracks at Guard 
Headquart ers . M e j ia t hen picke d up a s t one and f ut il ely t hr ew it at the c raft 
whi ch had tak e n  t he dwarf in and wa s ri sing int o t he air with a d eafening b uz zing 
sound . At la st report , Paz wa s under the care of d o ct o rs , an d all thre e men were 
t elling a c onvincingly hair-ra i sing st ory t o  t he a ut hori t i e s  • .  Pa z i s  not only 
s uffering from shock , but ha s s everal long , large, d e e p  s c ratches on his right s i de 
and along hi s spine , a s  if clawe d by a wild animal .

J ust six days pri or t o  Eis enhowe r ' s ann o unc em e nt t hat Sauc ers do not 

exist , Lorenz o Flo re s  and J e s us Gome z , of Carora , Vene z ue la , relat e d  the ir exp e ri en c e  
with. f o ur  little hairy c reatUre s near the Trans-And ean Highway b etween Chi c o  and C orro 
de la s T re s T orro s . The boys ha d b e en hunt ing , a nd when t hey sight e d  a bright ob j ec t  
off the highway , t h e y  tho ught i t  wa s a car . up on approa ching , t hey saw a n  ob j e c t  
which appeare d like two wa sh-b ow ls plac'ed one on t op of the o t he r , and hovere d a b o ut 
two and a half feet from the gro un q . �hey est imat e d  t he s i z e  a s  ab o ut  nine feet in 
diamet er , and sai d it gave out fire from t he bott 9m .  

I n  the b oy ' s own word s : "Then we saw four l it t le men coming o ut  of it ;

C o uld they not i c e  any feat ur e s  in t �e lit t l e  m en ,  t hey were a ske d by 
rep o rt ers . "No " ,  sai d Flore s ,  "we c o ul d  see no details b ut what we did not i c e  wa s 
t he ab undant hair whi ch c ov�re d their b o di e s , arid t he ir g1� eat st rength . "  Gorne z 
c o uld remember lit tle of the inc i dent , for he ha d  fai nt e d  f rom fright when t he 
c reat ure s grabb e d  him . Whe n ask e d  if t hey saw t he Sa uc er le ave , t he boys said no ,

An unnamed ( by request ) t eacher and director of an important educat ional 

institution of Barquisimet o ,  Vene zuela , relat e s  how he was p urs ue d  by a glowing , 
disc-shaped obj ect while driving al ong the highway to  Guanare . 

Respected  and we ll-liked ,  the individual involved in t his inc i dent states  
that while driving one evening , he  noticed  a b right ob j ect which , at  a c urs ory glanc e , 
he thought was the moon . Howeve r ,  when approaching t he t own of Guanare , he not i c ed 
that the ob j ect wa s moving t owards him ,  and huge in size . The Profe s s or ,  s eized  
with panic , took o ut his gun and fired twelve t ime s at the  ob j ect while i t  mano e uve re d  
around his car .  

Thoroughly frightened , t he man then pushed �he acc elerator t o  t he f�oor 
hoping t o  meet another ca r .  He s oon met another car which he managed t o  stop , and in 
which was a lawyer ,  t he sheriff of a nearby t own ,  and a p oliceman . The p art y  of men 
t hen t urned around and hea ded back to the spot where t he disc wa s la st seen . When 

they arrived ,  they were in t ime to s e e  the d isc  disappearing to t he s o ut h ,  leaving a 
bluish t ra il behind . The Profes s or ha s  rec ently c onsult e d  a psyc hi atrist regarding his 
delicat e mental condit i on since the inc ident .

Parra , 1 8 : year old j ockey o f  Val encia , Venez ue la , arrived at t he offic e s  o f  t he 
Nati onal Security in the early m orning of Dec ember 1 9 , and relat ed his hair-raising 
tale of how a hairy litt le man t ri e d  to kidnap him .

Edge report ed t hat t he sight of a Flying 
Sauc er nearly caused him to drive his taxi off t;he road . The brightly lit sphere 
with a tail shaped like an ic e-cream cone flew slowly past him , circled around 
Mt . Parahaki , and disappeared in the direct ion from which it had appeared . There 
were other witnesses to the ob j ect , which �s visible for several minutes . Mr . Edge 
e stimated the onj ect ' s  size as approximat ely that of a fighter aircraft at 2 , 000 ft . 
flying at a speed of 200 M . P . H .  Mr.  Edge served as  an Aircraft Engineer Mechanic 
in the R .N . Z . A . F.  during World WGr II , in the Pacific area . 

"Disc  UFO Maneouvres Aronnd Dunedin Slties . "  
22/1/55 . Wakari . A �  Mosgiel , Dunedin school t eacher , said he 

leapt out of bed when something " swished"  over the house in a t errific rate and 
illuminated the bedroom . He went out side and was  in the act of  rolling a cigarett e  
when "the thing" came back over t he same route a t  low level , a s  before . The ohj ect 
was a greenish colour. About n minut e  lapsed between the t ime he heard the first 
noise and the time he saw it disappearing irt t he distance . 

While at Mosgiel on Sunday , 23/1 /55 , at 1 0  ._ 40 p . m .  six people watched 
a glowing ob j e ct circling the sky over t he Taiere Valley at t errific speed for 
almost an hour .  The obj ect had two beams of light shining f.rom it , fore and aft , 
woul d  shoot across  the sky , hang mo"tionles-s with  fluctuat ing lights for some minute s , 
then travel on . It was flying a flat tra j ectory and was still ab out when the watchers 
went inside . They noticed the release of a Met . Balloon whilst t he ob j ect was under 
observation.

The motorist sai d  he immediately increased his speed to come closer t o  
the obj ect, which was still grad ually descending . S o on afterwards fiowever, the 
obj ect stopped its descent and slowly moved horizont al ly in a nort herly direction. 

. A few second s later it suddenly increased it s spee d and in a few moments ? was 
travelling at a phenomenal pace. In a few second s it had disappeared from sight. 
To have pursued it in his car woul d have been hopele s s � said the driver. 

From t he time the occupant s of t he car first saw t he ob j ect to the time 
it disappeared ? woul d be about three minutes, he concluded . 

Three Ashburton · residents visiting Hakatere on Sunday reported s .eeing 
another strange obj ect in t he s ky. On t his

occas ion ( about 1 1  a . m . ) t he 9bj ect was 

much higher than t h e  one sighted on Tues day morning . In appearance it was like a 
bright star and remained quite stat ionary during t he 3 0  minut e s  it was visible . The 

obj ect appeared to be j ust below high clouds. Occasionally, when t he sky cleared or 
when a dark cloud pas sed above t he obj ect, it s hone with great brilliancy . It was 
too high in t he s ky for its shape to be s een .

Was There a Link? REPORTED ."EXPLOS ION AND " STR.ArGE OBJ;ECT " IN WEST

much speculation t hroughout the dis trict la st night . S o  far there has been no 
explanat ion of t he explosion nor of t he obj ect wit h  which it apparently was linke d .  

RESPONSIBLE OBSERVERS AT WIDELY SEPARATED POINTS GAVE SIMILAR DESCRIPT-. , 
IONS OF THE OBJECT IN THE SKY. 

It wa s  stated t o  be cigar- shaped ,  bright silver in appe arance and 
) travelling at a speed too great . to estimate . It appeared t o  be losing alt itude as it 

m01 ed inlan d. Two observers ' · one at Dobson and one· at Inchbonnie ,  claimed t hat the 
obj ect was in t wo part s· with t he leading port ion consi derably larger tha n the othe r . 
The relat ive sizes were s t ated by the !nchbonnie observer t o  resemble a 44-gall on 

drum with a · l�rge saucepan at t �e rear, t he whole emitting a daz zling light. 

Inq uiries indicated that the explosion ? at ap proximately 5· p. m. , wa s 
heard and felt over an area of s everal h undred square miles and t he strange obj ect 
in the s ky was observed at the s n me t ime from at lea s t  four different places - the 

mouth tf the TaramaUkau River ? Greymouth, Dobson, and Inchbonnie. The explosion was 
heard by many people in Greymout h and Nel s on Creek, 20 miles North-ea st. It was 
as violent as a clap of thunder . At the Ten Mile, on t he coast, it wa s also very 
loud and t he.re was a pronounced trembling of t he eart h .  

The line of flight o f  the obj ect in the sky was appro«imately Wout h­
west to North-east . It came in from the sea at a point ab out ten mile s south of 
Greymouth, and its cours e woul d take it int o t�e foot hills of the Sout hern Alp s 
somewhere about 25 mile s inland from Greymout h .  This wa s  borne out by t he obser­
vation at Inchbonnie . One observer reported a huge column of smoke in the foothills 
of the Alps at t he time of the explosion. 
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Ashburt on b usinessmen on  the opposit e coast also report ed s eeing a 
brilliant light travelling high in the sky above the Alps . It was like a 
Magnesium flare and appeared to be travelling towards the hills . Time of observ­
ation , 4 . 56 p .m . , c oincides with the West Coast observations • 

. C . S . I .  recalls the 1 9 th March ,  1 9 54 , Nelson sky explosion , and the 
fast moving UFO that came low witL loud swishing noises . Three thunderous explos­
ions followed at minute  intervals , and the intruder climbed  away t o  rapidly dis­
appear with altitude . For the f ollowing four days all kinds of UFO ' s  dived , circled 
and hovered in the Nelson skies  during night and day . Until Air Force Vampire J ets 
made a dramatic high altit ude appearance on the 26th and made a t Errific display 
of vapour trails in the skies - the first time most Nelsonites  had seen. such a
