FAVOURABLE OPPOSITIONS, Though Mars is alwzays nearer and brighter than us-
ual when it is opposite the sun ( in the east when the sun is in the west,
for example), it is not equally bright in all oppositions. When the ea?*th
passes it near its perihelion point, it is approximately 28,000,000 miles
nearer to us than when we pass near its poirt of ®aphelion. Mars is in opp-
osition at intervals of 780 days (nearly 2 years and 2 months )3 this is
its synodic period. But only at intervals of sometimes IS5 years, sometimes
I7 years, does:the opposition take place near enough to the perihelion point
to be spoken of as "favourable". When an opposition takes place in August
or Sept., it is a favourable one, for earth passes the perihelion position
of Mars negr August 28¢h., each year. Mars and the earth were closer togeth-
er at the opposition of August 22nd I924 than they will be again for several
centuries. At the opposition of I909 the first successful photographs of
Mars were taken. 2lthough the average mean distance between the two planets
at passing is 48,600,000 miles, this may be reduced to 34,600,000 miles.

Frem the United States, Canada, frem all ever Europe during the fall
came -reports ef Flying Saucers and of "little men" who pour eut of them and say hello.
The main trouble with such reports is that the "little men" all seem to be different
and they aren't always "little men". Sometimes, as with the Saucer reported by Cesar
Ferriera, a landowner of Pertugal, they are "big men".

"Tge eight-fyot giants clad in pocketless metallic suits," says
Sr. Ferriera, who claims they were in a craft that looked like a flying cup.

o Here are some of the descriptions of .other "little men" that have come
in to the FATE effices in recent months:-

MUENSTER, GERMANY: Franz Hoge, a 42-year-old movie projectionist, said that four

‘creatures,..about 33 ft. tall came out of a cigar-shaped craft which
hevered about six feet off the ground giving off a blinding blue radiance. _Hoge
claimed he observed the creatures for abeut 10 minutes and that they, had thick—setf
bodies, over-sized heads, and delicate legs.

QUAROUBLE, FRANCE: Marius de Wilde, a steelworker, was reading a bock quietly in hls

s kitchen when his dog began to bark. He peered eut the window and saw

a "black mass" ef some kind on the nearby railroad tracks. He turned en his flashlight
and saw twe little men (1llustrated in the accompanying drawing.)

They had legs but no arms, and big "space helmets" on their heads.

De Wilde ran tewards them and a bright green light from the machine
temporarily blinded him. "I seemed to be paralyzed," he told police. "Then the ebject
rese into the air with black smoke hissing eut frem somewhere.'" Police found burn
marks en the railroad ties where Marius claimed he saw the Saucer.

MOFJELL NORWAY: Mrs. Aasta Solvang and her sister EdithJacobsen, were plcklng berries
in late summer. Suddenly a dark man with long hair, who otherwise
leoked like a human being, came out from behind some bushes. He stepped toward them
in a friendly manner, then attempted to communicate by drawing "circles and what looked
like pictures of heavenly bedies en a piece of paper." He led the women to his craft
which' looked like two Saucers sandwiched together. The creature opened a hatch,
crawled into the disc. It rose into the air, began to rotate, then digdappeared with
incredible speed. He wore clothing like khaki overalls‘without‘buttons. '

' little men accosted her.’ They snatched one of her silk steokings and
made off with some carnations she was carrying. They_took off 1n_a spool-shaped

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SUDBURY, ONTARIO, CANADA: ‘' Ennio-La Sarza, was. busy with a painting. jeb-on the
premlses of a big nickel mine at Garson,- ‘five miles from Sudbury,

when an ebject hurtled ‘down from the skies.. He thought it would crash. Instead it

slowed down and hovered just above the ground. Three strange beings emerged from

the craft.

COLDWATER, KANSAS: John Jacob Swaim, a 12-year-old farm boy, was discing en his father's
tractor when he saw him - a little man only about 20 feet away. He
looked straight at him for a few seconds, then he ran - sr maybe flew - to the Baucer.
"I hadn't seen the Saucer before," John Jacob told Don Pinksten, staff writer of the

Wichita "BEagle". "It was halfway hidden by that terrace over there. It was hanging
about five feet from the ground. The little man jumped in the door and the Saucer
took off."® ° °

"He was pretty dark c%mplexiohed," John Jacob said. He wore shiny tan
clothing and carried two cylinders, each about a font in length, en his back. The
Saucer itself, thegyboy said, was about. 50 feet in diameter. It rose from the ground
without tilting and lights shone from the portholes as it flew away to the Southwest.
Sheriff Floyd Hadley and John Jacob'!s father went to the scene. They found a lot of
footprints but mest of them couldn't be made sut. "But we found three’ complete ohes,"
said Swaim. "They were pear-shaped, about 4% inches long and a ﬁlttle less than two
inches across the 'toes', with the narrowest heel I.ever saw. The prints weren't ‘those
of any animals. I know all the wild prints. The impression was deepest at the toes,
as if the fellow had been runnim®, but there wasn't any great weight behind the prints.
They didn't. show Y% 'hand! 1mpres31nn - more like they had been made with a e&oft shoe. "

This little man had hands - just like any other person! s hands, only
smaller. Sheriff Hadley measured the tracks and made draw1ngs of them. He foudd they
were 2— inches wide across thg toes, 42 g-niches long, and 2 inch wide at the heel.

There were 100 of them around a, circle where John Jacob said the little man climbed
abeard the Saucer. There were four tracks where the boy first daw the little man,
Hadley said, but none between the two sets of prints, whiph were about 300 yards apart.

. What can be made out of these sightings? These are not all by any means.
They also come frem Iran, Belgium, Egypt, Argentina, Lebanon, French Cameroons. One
French report describes a small beared man with one eye in the middle of its ferehead.
Surprisingly, the little dwarfs described by Signera Dainelli wore a helmet with:a-
bulge in the middle of the forehead which might be mistaken for an eye. Perhaps
pursuit of further explanations would reveal similar correlations. But there obviously
is none between "1PttPe men" 3% ft. tall and rensters 13 feet tall. '

If all these creatures actually exist outside the imaginations of the
persons reporting them, they are o®viously different kinds-of beings. ;

He said that the obgect had hovered near their car, frem which they had
alightedyon te a bush road. The man, a former member of the Dutch underground who
later went over to the American ferces in Europe, during Werld War II, gave his nane
but asked that it not be published.

He said thap about 3 a.m. last Wednesday he was about 50 miles scuth
of Carnarvon, driving to Geraldton, when he and his companion sighted an ebject in the
sky. It was in an east-south-east direction, and kept pace with the car for about 20
minutes. There were intermittent orange lights flashing in the sky.

"We first saw ene orange flash, then twe appeared and then ene disappeared
followed by complete dar kness," he said. '"The ene-two-one-darkness pattern repeated
itself at about 30 seecond intervals for about 20 minutes."

OTHER LIGHTS: The man said that both he and his companion were "herrified". After

the object had kept pace with the car for about 15 t» 17 miles, he
pulled up at 3.20 a.m. and extinguished the vehicle's llghts. "We wanted to hear if
there was a noise frem the object," he said. '"We bcth got out of the car and then the
object came closer. We could hear nothing but it appeared to be about half a mile
away at a height of about 200 ft."

"At that distance other lights on the ebject were visible. We could see
in additien to the two orange lights, what appeared to be a series ¢f orange coloured
illuminated pertholes. The wbject appeared to appreach us very slowly, but at 3.24 a.m.
all lights disappeared suddenly."

DIBAPPEARANCE: The man said that they did net see the ebject again until four minutes

later, when it was seen to the north-north-west. "We saw it only for a
few seconds, and then it disappeared altogether," he said. "We had the sensation of
being watched, it was extraordinary." o'

One man reported the sighting to _a Dept. of Civil Aviation efficer in
Geraldton, and the ether to the Northam police. The Geraldton man told his story
from a log which he had wrltten.hastlly on the back of an enveFope as the events

An earlier bombshell arrived in the CRIFO mailbex. It came as
registered "Diplématic Mail" dated May 9th, 1955, frem thé Air Attache of the
Argentine Embassy in Washington D.C. Inside was a courtecus letter with stamped
clearances and signature of Saturnino G. Armenanzas, Brigadier beneral, Air Attache.
Attached was a two page report describing U.F.0's which appeared over the airport of
Cordeba, Argentina, dated November25, 1954.

Immediately, he communicated the remarkable
eccurrence to the operator at the” tower, Carles. Huge Bassoli, whe was also surprised
at the luminous body which seemed to be fixed.

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Perhaps, as early as "1948, these space explorers were unaware of the
limitations of our comparatively earthbeund aircraft. This sphere was. reported
by reliable military ebservers tc be at least 500 ft. in diameter. If so, it is
prebably the largest of the space-craft to have come to the Earth's surface, and it's
;acceleration speed might have been limited in our lower atmesphere, thus making it
necessary for them to defend themselves. .0

Anether case which might appear to the reader to have been an act of
aggression is the case of Scoutmester J.D. Desverges, of West Palm Beach, Flerida,
wha had the experience of having a ball ef fire '"shet" at him frcm a hovering Saucer.
Paradexically, this is one of the cases that I intend to use as possible evidence that
the eperators of the Saucers are friendly toward us!

Attempting to solve the questien "Are the Saucers our friends?" twrned
out for me net to be unlike a detective trying to selve a mystery. Much obvious
evidence was in the records, but the link to cennect it all was missing. Then
suddenly it shewed up.

The link appeared in the form of the reproduction of an Atlanta, Georgia,
newspaper clipping fellowing an impressive article in May, 1953, issue of a national
magazihe., The article was written by a prlvate pllot named Fred Regan, and was
published posthumously.

Mr. Regan's startling stery described a cellision in July of 1951 with a
Flying Disc while he, in his Piper Cub, and the Saucer were bath in active £flight at
8,000 ft. The Cub crashed, a tetal wreck, but Fred Regan was found beside it with
no evidence of injury, but in an unconscious state. He awakened in a hospital and
told an incredible story of having been '"caught'" in mid-air by some force after the
cellision, and pulled into a dark compartment .threugh a round hatch. Shortly there-
afterhe heard a strange voice apnloglslng for the destruction of his aircraft, assur-
ing him that he was intact, but warning him to say nothing of how he had been rescued;
that he would not be believed. He did not heed the warning, and no. credence was ever
given his story, for which people could hardly be blamed.

However, less than twe years later he died, and though he had never werked
near atemic fission, the Atlanta newspaper story ammounced that the cause of:his death
was determined to be a degeneration of brain tissue due to extreme atomic radiation.
Autherities were unable to offer an explanatlon, but the article cenjectutfed again
about the strange story of thé accident.

X If Fred Regan's story is indeed true, then he must have suffered much
more exposure to radiatien frem the underside of the Saucer while its pewer was on
in flight, than the occupants of the Saucer realised. Regan said that he had tried
to duck his little alrplene under the disk to aveid it, but it struck the top .ef his
fuselage and knceked him out ef his airplane. Thus h1s head must have been the
closest part:-ef his body te any possible radiation frem the craft's power exits.

I% seems very likely then, that a dangerous radiation exists immediately
beneath the Saucers when their pcwer is in operation, and that it would be damaging
to any living tissue expesed to it. The eccupants evidently are shiclded from this
radiatien and are not exposed te it any more than a jet pilot iscexpesed to the fiery
blast that spurts frem the rear ~f his engines. Just .imagine, hewever, what would
happen to a man standing in the exhaust ef a jet enginei It would not take much ef
an exposure te kill a man, but if his exposure was brief er when full pewer was not
belng used, we might be dle to cure him by treating his burns. The same may be true
vf the Saucer people. It is logival that if they have worked around radioactivity
very long they have devebped a cure for a short exposure tc it, but as in Regan's
case, prhaps they can not as yet cure the damage done by an INTENSE exposure.
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Now whether one chooses to believe or not to believe Fred Regan's story),
it still supplies the link to connect- the foliowing clues that might make you feel
the same as I, that the Saucers are friendly and mean us no harm.

Last year, after nevspaper headlines annocunced that U.S. jet fighters’
had been ordered to "hunt®down" the Flying Saucers, I read a very intelligent letter
addressed te the President of the United States, our Defense Department and the Jaint
Chiefs of Staff. This letter was written by Mr. Meade Dayne of the Berderland
SciencesjResearch Associatinn,e¢of San Diego, California, and constituted a plea to
the leaders of our country not togattack or attempt to attack the Flying Saucers. ¢

In the course of the letter, Mr. Layne says; *
[ ]
"They come in friendship, with a science over-matching ours by a

thousand years. They are engaged in sciewtific studies of geophysical changes and
of our social and political condipions. Their present incursion (one of $many in the
course of histery) was occasioned by the release of atomic energies, which disturbed
and alarmed the worlds of their habitation. This threat has now been d®ontained by -
them, so that their chief concern is with certain startling changes eccurring deep
within our globe. But they impose no law upon us (though they cquld enslave us if
they so desired), and they exact no tribute and move harmlessly through our skies."

In further revelation of his studies of the Saucers Mr® Layndé says,
"The so called fire-balls in some instances are "wipers'" designed to cffset the
Wil il : ..
radiations and fission product§ of atemic explosiwns.”

Almost everyone is familiar with -the many reports of fireballs having
been seen ever the United States, especially in our Western States where ®dur atumic
explosions have been taking place. For instahce, on the night of November 2nd,

1951, as many. as 165 penple saw a bmight green ¥all of fire, which appeared larger #
and considerably brighter than a full Mrom, streak acrcss the sky of Arizona to the
BEast. .Its course was parallel tn the greund showing no kind of a trajectory or
downward motion. Suddenly and without a sound, it exploded in a tremendous flash of
light and disappeared. .

‘s These fireballs have been observed by ®r. Lincoln La Paz, astronomer and
Director of the Institute of Meteorites at the University of New Mexico, atemi®
scientists, ‘and hundreds of weather observers and pilots. Dr. La Paz is convinced
that the fireballs-gre not meteors. He®ays that metenrs are not normally green,®
that Shey fall in a trajectory, and that close.to the gr2und they are extremely noisy
-and leave fragments. No fragments have ever been found where the fireballs expleded.

"Project Twinkle! was formed by the Air Foree to®investigate the phenem-
ena, but found it difficult to ferm any conclusions because of the great speed of the
thingseée In the light of all this, Mre Layne's claim that the Fireballs are "wipérs"
seems to be a logical explanation. At the moment we can®determine no other purpose
even after months of scientificeebservation. These Firebal®s appeared i our skies
seon after the Saucers, so it seems very likely that there is an asseciation, and
that the green sky display has a more serious purpose than just being the Saucers'

form of firewerks.® ¥ B -

- Now to return to the case of the Scoutmas®er, Mr. Desvergers, whidh
incident the Air Ferce has thoroughly investigated but admits it :®ann~t "explain'.
On tike night of August 19th, 1952, the Scoutmaster and three scouts with him all
witnessed lighps in a woodedearea west of West Palm Beach. After directfhg the scouts
to get help if he hadn't returned within ten minutes, Desvergers took two flashlights
and a machete from the car and entered the weods. He precgressed 200 yards, then w®
entered a clearing. Keeping his eyes on the ground part of the time to avoid stepping
into swampy .areas, he suddenly felt a "hot" and what he described as a "weak depressed"
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feeling. He looked up and the stars were gene. He flashed the light upward and

was startled to see that his light revealed a seamless metallic gray surface only g
four feet abéve him. His first thought was to get from beneath whatever it was, and
he backed up quickly, thinking that he must have walked right under it.

The Saucer seemed to be backing away from him too, as though-just as
surprised at the intrusion, and just as fearful, the Scoutmaster thought. Then it
tilted up and a hatch in the dome flew open. He will not say much about the figure
he saw in the hatch,-éxcept.to say that there definitely was one, and that the facer .
expressed what he interpreted to be fear.

From the same dome a ball of misty fire that gave off sparks floated
directly at his head. It was accempanied by a nauseating stench, and he fell uncon-
scious to the graund. Watching from the highway, Bob Ruffing, one of the Scouts, says,
"T could see about the top half ef his body. Then the beam of his flashlight pointed
up and reflected back,on him like it had shined on a mirrer. Then a reddish white ball
of fire like a Reman Candle came dewn toward him frem the sky. Then he fell down and
disappeared."

Could it not be that the purpose of this ball #f fire directed at the
Scoutmaster's head was to act as a "wiper" to NEUTRALIZE THE EFFECTS OF POSSIBLE
EXPOSURE TO RADIATION due to his inadvertant proximity to the underside of the craft?
The power must have been operating, because the Saucer was suspended off the ground.

Could it not be that the expression en the figure's features which the
Scoutmaster 1nterpfeted to be fear was not an expression of FEAR FOR THEMSELVES, BUT
FEAR THAT THEY MIGHT HAVE INJURED ONE OF US?

A race %f people as far advanced scientifically as the Saucer performance
indicates, must also be very much farther advanced socially than we are. Perhaps
they have long since found it unnecessary to kill each wether or anyone else. In fact,
killing might be a revolting thing to them, and they might feel the same revulsion
abeut accidentally killing or injuting a man that we would feel about stepping upon
and killing a puppy or kitten.

Another strange report of a "flare" fireball frem a Flying Saucer was
described by a scientist, Dr. Craig Hunter, a technical director for a Washlngton
medical irgrument supply firm. On March tth, 1951, en route 153 between Penfield and
Clearfield, Pa., Dr. Hunter had stopped his car and gotten out of it to look at his
automobile engine, since it had been giving him some difficulty. While he was standing
at the roadside he was amazed to see. a large disc about one hundred feet in diameter
fly over the highway from the east. It was he estimated, only about 250 ft. high. It
was about 25 to 30 feet thick in the centre, and about 10 ft. thick at the edge, and one
third of the edge visible to him was covered with slits. The Saucer seemed to consist
‘ef three concentric circular sections, the innermest being the largest. The middle
section appeared to be rotating with a great hissing whistle.

The“ebject hovered at its low altitude over the rocad as though cobserving
Dr. Hunter and his automobile, and Dr. Hunter thought that he detected some movement
inside what looked like ports+er windews of a sort. Suddenly a reddish fireball shot
frem the Saucer te the highway clese to Dr. Hunter, and burned for about thirty seeends
as the big disc moved away to the West. Dr. Hunter estimated that he had watched the
*ebject for about 2z minutes.

Could this fireball have been drepped to eliminate any harmful effects that
might have been created by the cileseness of the craft to the man while it was using
its pewer? The reports:ef both Dr. Hunter and Mr. Desvergers were not taken lightly
by the Air Force investigators. Dr. Hunter is a man of science who does some private
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flying himself, and Mr. Desvergers majored in forestry and chemistry at the
University of Florida and served in the United States Marine Cecrps from 1941 to
1944 in the infantry and later attached to Yaval Intelllgence.

It does not seem logical that these fireballs could be, "flargs' to

enable space-visitors to see better.  Ewven though searchlights have not been reported
flashing from the Saucers in any of the recent reports (starting with 1947), it would
seem that nothing so primitive as a flare would be employed by such adganced civil-
ization. Neither does it seem sensible to assume that the intent of the fireballs was
to harm either of these men. If these strangers wanted to destrey any of us, I am
certain that it would be by a swift and sure method. Even though the fireball struck
Mr. Desvergers he was practically unharmed. '

- Compared to full flight, the Saucers must employ cons1derably less atomic
power to hever. Therefore, the Scoutmaster was probably exposed to only 8 m1n1mUm of
radiation, and might not have been harmed even w1thout the "wiper". The Saucer people.
did not gamble on that, but %ent the fireball toward hlm anywaye. '

I think that by theseeactions the Saucdrs have indeed deﬂonstrated that
they mean us no harm, they are our friends.

One resident eof Little Hollywood reported a strange unpleasant ndour in
the neighbourhood just before her house became discoloured. Another resident said he
was certain the odour did not ccme from the 01ty dump half a mile away. He described
the odour as "distinctive". ¢ ey

The localAwéather bureau wasvunable to offef ah explanation, It did
ncte, however, that the wind had been blowing drom the South and sguteast.for some
days, which it considered wnusual in summer in Northern California.

There were numerous cases of people claiming to have come face to face
with strange machines on the ground, and their equally colourful occupants. The occup-
ants were as varied as the machines, but all were of a basic human form. Certainly
there were cases of hoax as with all other ferms of evidence, but I say in all sincerity
that these were in the minority. Many other landings were reported from Italy, Portugal,
Iran, Norway, Germany, India, Venezuela, the U.S.A. and Canada, and other places; there
were, o0f cqurse, numerous day and night sightings of airborne objects along with the
claims of landings. It is indeed very remarkable that all these things have happened
without forcing some high level explanation, apparently authority chose to avoid at all
costs becoming involved, and remained conspicuously silent throughout this extraordinary
periode. England, too, experienced many reports, and the Air Ministry admitted that a
series of Radar sightings had them completely baffled. ‘

COMING BACK TO NEW ZEALAND.

To date no stories of litte men and landed Saucers, but here are a few of
the more outstanding incidents from scme 300 odd reports on record.

In 1909 cigar and boat-shaped objects were reported flying at high and low
levels during day and night, throughout New Zealand. No sooner had the reports ceased
in N.Z., then similar observations were made in Australia. Our research revealed to us
that similar reports were made all over England, Europe, and elsewhere in that year.

December 6th, 1952, represented the peak activity in New Zealand's first
major flurry in mcdern times. It followed a major flurry in Australim, which was
preceded again by the extraordinary June/July happenings in America+ New Zealand's
major flurry bridged three months, commencing Octeber, 1952, through to January, 1953.
On the night of December 6th similar observations were made from Auckland to the Bluff
of the fast flying discs heading south making a just audible hissing sound. Two objects
flying one just above the other (Blue & Green) were reported from Auckland, Palmerston
North and Masterton in the North Island. A singular blue disc was reported from seven
points in the South Island sortie. " Thert wére many other reports that same night from
other N.Z. centres, some 22 all told.

I am told that the staff of the Carter Qbservatory, after being momentarlly
stunned by the South Island ingident, finally (not Press reported) wrote the matter off
as a University stunt. I am certain that it was not that, and apparently the Observ-
atory staff were not aware if the North Island incidents, ot taking into consideration
the many other reports that nighf, or the then current New Zealand activity. Some
leading astronomers have acted like real ostriches - they have buried their heads in
the sands and - refuse to even consider the vast and most impressivetamount of excellent
evidence that has, and ccntlnues to, accumulate. ’

On the 24th May last year, at 7 a.m. in dayllght three N 4. topdressing
pilots flying out to start work, saw first three then approxjimately 12 more glowing
red-orange discs apparently hovering 7,000 ft. above them. As the startled pilots
watched, the whele flight of objects in line formation sudderily accelerated and
climbed rapidly out of sight. Closely following thls incident, Dunedin skies were
plagued for four nights with many like observatioris. Then similar reports came in from
Hamilton, Huntly and Auckland areas. I had accurately forecast this new activity in an
earlier Press statement, ¢

On June 27th, two Auckland student scientists, one with a Master's degree,
were partaking of some astronomical study of Jupitor from the roof of the Auckland
Hostel, O'Rorke Hall in Symonds Street. Suddenly, as one of them was repositioning
the telescope on another Heavenly body, he spotted and immediately drew the attention
of the other to an wunusual sight. From a position 50 degrees above the eastern
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horizon, flying in a rough "V" formation, were three bright red oval patches of light.
The students watched these unknowns pass over the Zenith, and finally disappear after
eight seconds, into the mist of the western hprizon. Although undoubtedly quite
astonished, the students applied scientific logic and atalysis to try and find a
natural explanation; however, they could not, and there the matter remains. They
kindly submitted a full report to C.S.I. on request, which was duly published in full
in a subsequent issue of the quarterly magazine.

\V/PROMINENT ASTRONOMERS WHO HAVE SEEN
"UNIDENTIFIED FLYING OBJECTS."

If you read the incre¢asing number of good books on the subject, you will
note many early astronomical observations of strange bodies in space. May I at this
point recommend that you read the four excellent articles in the London "Illustrated",
~commencing on the 29th January this year. The articles are based on Wgveney Girvan's
recently published book "Flying Saucers & Common Sense',

In 1949 Clyde Tombough, famous astronomer of the Flagstaff Observatory,

UeS.A., the man who discovered the Planet Pluto in 1930, reported seeing a cigar-shaped
Unidentified Flying Object.. He was standing outside his home talking to members of his
family just at dusk, when the glowing cigar-shaped object passed overhead afy no great
altitude, flying a fast but steady horizontal course. Tombough described the object as
definitely appearing solid, and appearing to have a row of portholes along the side
facing their party, and was trailing blue-orange flames. The account of astronomer
Tombough's experiénce was published in American "Life" magazine (Home edition), and on
our files we have a personal letter written to one of our representatives in the United
States by Tombough, confirming his observation.

In this letter the Flagstaff astronomer also states "There are many of these

strange objects flying around the sky, we do not know what they are." Clyde Tombough

has for the last couple of years been in charge of a special project at White Sands,

New Mexico. He is conducting, on behalf of the American Government, a mnst therough
search of space between the Earth amd the Moon,with Schmidt telescecpes, for other small
satellites of the Earth not visible to the naked eye. You have heard cf course of the
two small satellites that have been discovered at 400 and 600 miles out fespectively.
Officially, we are ascred that these newly disctvered bodies in space are only
captured meteors, yet does nnt the distance of 400 and 600 miles out strike you as
peculiar for happenings of nature. These are distances that our space pioneers have
computed as likely positiens for man's early attempts in launching an orbiting spave
pBform. The distance of 400 miles is also considered by our science as being just
beyond the furthermost fringes of ocur Earth's atmosphere. This is the nearest position
in space that fyou can establish a permanent épace station, where its static orbiting
speed will suffer no drag whatsoever from atmospheric friction. It has yet to be proved,
of course, that the Earth's. atmosphere does become remote at 400 miles out. The greatest
height to which man has shot a rocket with a telemetering instrument to take samples c¢f
the upper atmosphere is 240 miles oant. This was achieved in the U.S.A. a few years

- back, with a “.. rocket, a Vee II, with a WAAC Corporal as the secondary. There
have been, in all probability, better efforts made since, but these achievements, if
made, have not yet been de-classified from the restricted Military achives.

Recently, from South Africa, Mr. Duncan Fletcher, Vice-President of the
Kenya Astronomical 8ociety, stated in a Press account that he and four of his associates
had sighted and closely observed one of the numerous "Unidentified Flying Objects"
reported over East Africa during October, 1954. Fletcher said they witnessed an object
that bore no resembknce to anything astronomical, meteorological, or any other natural
phenomena .

He states that he is now convinced that the Earth is under systematic

surveillance by intelligent beings from outer space. They were carefully mdpping -every
part of our Earth, he said. Frem Yugoslavia-last October 7th, stange flying objects
were sighted by Mr. Peter Djorkovic, Assistant Director cf the Belgrade Astronomical
Observatory. This astronomer was convinced that the seven flying objects seen from the
Observatory were some technical contrivance and not parts of a metcor, He said four of
the objects were watched by the Observatory to fly a flat trajectory in a South East
direction towards Bulgaria; half an hour later they returned from that direction flying
the reverse course. They left trails like a rocket exhaust and must be new secret
weapons of the Americans or Russians, he said. They were described as circular and
cigar shaped, and gave off Blue-Green, Orange and White colour changes.

And again we read a very interesting paragraph from Cedric Allingham's
new book "Flying Saucers From Mars". This author claims tq have spoken to a Martian
who stepped forth after landing his machine close to Allingham. This is reported to
have taken place at Lossiemouth, Moray, Scotland, on the 18th February, 1954, three days
after the now famous Coniston photographs. (Photographs and evidence which Her Majesty's
husband, the Duke nf Edinburgh, had sent out te Australia for his study.) This occurred
during the Royal Tour. But getting back tn the bnok, Allingham claims that while he and aj
eminent English astronomer whom he states holds a chair in an English University, were
comparing each other's photographs of "Saucers'", the astronomer said, "It is a pity we
cannnt see the files 5f the Royal Air Force and Mt. Palomar Observatory. They have some
most amazing photographs on file,"

A list of sightings by prominent astronomers would not be complete without
mentiongng this outstanding evidence recently made public by Dr. H.P. Wilkins Ph.D.,
F.R.A.S., Directnr of the Lunar Section of the Royal Astronomical Society, Great Britian.
The dekils, as given below, can be checked in the doctor's new book, "Mysteries of Time
and Space," (Frederick Muller) and Waveney Girvan's new book "Flying Saucers & Ccmmon
Sense'", also published by Muller.

HERE ARE THE DETAILS IN DR. H.P. WILKINS' WORDS:

"I must confess that I was not merely a sceptic but a firm unbeliever of any
such ebjects until I had the pleasure of undertaking a lecture tour of the United States.
On the morning of the 11th June, 1954, I boarded an aircraft at Charleston, West Virginia,
fcr Atlanta, Georgia. The 'plane took off from Chardsten at 9,45 a.m. and arriveq at
11.46. There was a considerable amour.t of cloud along the route, chiefly of the cumulus
variety, extending upwards t» 8,000 ft. at which altitude flight of our aircraft was
maintained ...... This splendid display of clouds with occasional glimpses of the ground,
continued until 10.45, when my attention was caught by two oval sharp edged objects
apparently suspended, hovering just above the tops cf two particularly lofty cumulus
masses of cloud, the sides of which were shadowed and at an estimated distance of 2 miles.

These wo objects were of yellow colour like polished brass or gold, and
apart frem their colour they were very much brighter than the sunlit clouds nn the other
side of the aircraft. They looked exactly like polished metal plates reflecting the sun-
light, and were in slow motion northwards in centrast to the clouds which were drifting
southwards. Suddenly a third and precisely similar oval object was seen against the
shadowed side of the cloud, but this object was dull and greyish, presumably because
it was not in the sunshine,

While the two brilliant objects continued their slow motion, the third ecne
began to move with an accelerated velocity, described a curve and vanished behind another
and nearer cloud mass. The whole display was visible for nearly two minutes, but the
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grey object completed its rapid motion in less than five seconds after it began to move.
I was so surprised that by the time I had recovered the aircraft had travelled far ahead.
These things were approximately 15 minutes ~f an arc in length, that is nne half the
diameter of the sun or monn, and the distance between the objects was five degrees.

eeseses Dr Wilkins' closing remarks were, "What. could these-objects have been,
certainly they could not be caused by any optical or meteecrolegical peculiarities. Never-
theless,-they must haveé had a terrestrial origin." _ 2

Regardless ~f information like this from quallfled observers, people like
Sir Harold Spencer Jones, the Astronomer Royal, still refuse to recognise or be impressed.
His latest remarks, like many most caustic in the past, were recently mentioned in some
N.Z. papers. On April 10th he made a statement to repcrters as he bcarded the Brittanic
to visit Washington and Ottawa Observatcries to arrange research during the International
Geophysical Year, from 1957 to 1958. "We will not be discussing Flying SauCers eee...
because I do not believe in them," he told reporters.. It is quite evident that many other
notables like Dr. Wilkins will cnly believe when they see them for themselves. The average
man in the street, net very knowledgable in the subject, cannot be blamed for taking this
attitude, especially after the most debunking, ridiculous and cynical statements that have
been issued from official sources during the past seven years. Some of the .official state-
ments have proved most ccntradictory, deceptive and confusing, even to the most learned
minds. Let us hope that cemmon sense rears a welcome head in the future in top level o
communiques, and the pecples of the world are sanely bfiefed as to the truth as to what
is happening in our midst, and how we should prepare ourselves for eipected future events in
this amazing drama. '

WHAT PHOTOGRAPHIC EVIDENCE HAVE WE IN N.Z.

On -the night of September 6th, 1554, in Nelson, four independent witnesses
saw similar strange sights in the sky. ZEach was unaware of the other's observation at the
time. One man, Mr. K.M. Gibbons, had a good camera availeble, as he stood outside somewhat
astonished, he frantically fitted a telephoto lens and managed four separate shots of the
hovering abjects before they departed.

First the outside pair began to wobble, tilted on their edges and streaked
skyward, shortly followed by the remaining centre objzct. Therouga examination nf Gidbons'
photns by a most qualified Nelson photographer in the pers>n of Mr. Ellis Dudgeon revealed
no suggestion of hoax. Gibbons' photos bear remarkable resemblance to d¢dhers taken in
Norway, Sweden, Scotland, and elsewhere since 1947.

WORK OF C.S.I. AND OTHER KINDRED GROUPS:

Puring the last seven years we have gathered together a remarkable amount of
evidence. For the first 18 months following inauguration, C.S.I. remained small, just a
committee of elght,met on an average of omce a fortnight, and evaluated the then most
recent evidence received. During this time we had linked up or establighed contact with
some 16 other like organisations. A rapid exchange of data followed, which gave all
cancerned a greater appreciation of the strange significance amd scepe of the subject and
provided valuable substantiabion of many important factors, missing links, etc.

Having reached definite conclusions in early May, 1954, we thereby decided in
Committee to invite public memtership and resolved to pass on our extraordinary findings to
all interested parties by all means at our disposal. Currently, we are 170 strong, gaining
rn an average of 6 new members weekly, and have properly constituted rules, objects and
aims, etc. Members ‘are issued with an attractive certificate and receive c~pies of News
Sheetsy; and a quarterly duplicated magazine. Even an official badge is.available.

Ma jer Donald E. Keyhee, author of 'Flying Saucers are Reald, 1950, and his
more recent revealing work 'Flying Saucers From Ouyter Spaced, has another book ccmigg
shortly. PuRlishing date is given for the Amegican press as August this year. Title,
'The Flying Saucer Conspiracy'. At about the same time another pook is expected to flow
from the publishers. The author, Capt. Ruppelt, U.S.A.F., the Officer in Charge of the
Air Force Wright Patterson Field project "Bluebook™, 1951 to 1953, (Progect Bluebnok is
the Air Ferce cede name for Fheir Saucer Investigating Agency.) In a recent letter in
reply te Mr. Len Styingfield, Americag.publisher of a prcminent menthly Newslgtter on -
Flying Saucers, Ruppelt made the fellowing answer tc questiwns £rom Stringfield.- "I am
afraid I can enly endorse the stmtement I madeain my "TRUE", article (American magazine)
in December, 1953, in the meantime. That is, -that if the Baucers exist at all, they are
interplanetary. As for them being secrect developments ef Earth powers, I can categor--
ically deny this, they are not made on Earth." This 'not made cn Earth' statement also
was qualified By anether U.S. Dept.-of Defense spokesman receftly t~ Stringfield. Caf.
Ruppelt is awaltlng officfal Air Ferce appreval to have his b3ok published.

Late last year a scientist mest prominent.in advanced rocket and guided
missile develevment, and internationglly recmgnised as a feremost authority on this and
current space travel research, stated in 2 mest detailed article, his convictions about
the Flying Saucers. This man is none other than Prefessor Herman Oberth, who helped
develop the V.2. in his -hemeland durimg the War. In a recent statement he anneunced his
firm convictions that the Flying Saucers are real and are coming from eutside the Solar
System.

all in detail. All have caused efficial concern and serious investigatirn everseas. The
fellowing is a®brief resumé®of 2ome of the ether strnnge“happenings known or strengly
suspected to be asseciated with the presence of strange objects if the sky.

The Green Fireball Mystery, their colour, behavieur, and seemingly purpose-
ful and intellignetly guided flight r#ttern at all times have perplexed meteoric experts,
particularly in the United States where they first appeared in great numbers. Dr. Lincoln
La Paz, University ef New Mexice Meteorics expert, who is recognised as a leading
authcrity on meteers in the United States, says:- '"They, the Green Fireballs, are soeme-
thing I have never heard ef before." He states tfis after the numéreu$ nightly arrivals
over certdin parts-ef the-United States in 1948. He has repeated this since, and enlarg@d
on his early statements.

The nbjects ceme in with a flat trajectery, brilliantly illuminated the
ground for miles areund like a gigantic flare, then tRey-seemingly burst with a terrific
flash o»f light and extinguish. Negsound at all is heard at any skage of their flight,
not even when they appear te explede at. the terminationgef their flight. a
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. Expert teams whe have pinpointed the terminals ef these Green Fireballs,
have feund no meteor particles whatsoever. -Thesonly evidence of-theirrpreseace is the
extra high cepper traces fpuhd in samples of the air taken from the areas and analysed.
Brllllant Kelly Grgen is, of course, the crlour ef burning copper, amd no c»oppergis
Tound in meteers. The Green. fireballs, since their first arrival in the U.&.A. in 1948,
have beeg reported frem all parts of the World.

THREADS FROM THE SKY:

Numercus cases the world over have been reperted of the presence in the sky \/ §
and on the ground ef strange candy-floss-like substante® It has been witnessed by thous-
ands te be jettiscned frem the:ebjects knewn as Flying Saucers. 15,000 specttors at a
Football Mateh in Florence, Italy, last Octeber saw this happen. The game stepped for
thirty minutes while abselute attention was rivetted on the sky gectre. It is reported .
that a knowledgeable Prnfessar managed to ccllect a sample. His analysis was that the
matter consisted ef predeminent quantltles ‘of Brron, Stlicon, Calcium and Magne51um.

Other sources of information repnrted that the constituents bere resemblante t» %hose

faund in a ferm of glasst About this time, Clare Boeth Luce, U.S. envey in Italy, was
repevted te have seen the ebjeet that arrived in the Itflian skies with a thunderous
explosion. Thousands watched the obJect step in mid-air, hang suspended for*a few

minutes and then move wff. Air Ferce radar in the Roman area registered’ the object for 39 y
minutes as it moved eff rapidly do®n the coast of Italy.

' Getting back “te the threads from the sky, the delicate white er grey »
substance sometimes written eff as gossamer, hgs a pecudiarity net asseciated with spider-
web. It immediately disintegrates on being touched by the human hand. Te sglvage, one
must pick it up with an inanimate ebject. In afy case it completely dlsappears in 24
hours if left in the epen. Thef®e have been a'number of falls of this substanoe, both
in New Zealand and elsewhere.

Many ef iyeu w1ll find it mest dlfflcult to, accept what I have told you,
you will consider that I am expecting too much of your credulity. Wells I can henestly
say that what I have told you I believe to be true, and if anything, a gress under-
statement.

I repeat again, that: a1%hough an - acute awarenes$’ of these strange happen-.
ings may be a frightening thing t» seme, rest assured that the evidencé®accunulated to
date dees not peint*to hestile intent. Nor should any ont of you show aggresivness if
you should at any time ceme face t® face with a strange visitant.
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It may be-that little or no suggestien of possible hestile intent en belalf
nf our alien visiters:iis the reason why the World authorities have not brought tgis
electric situation to your netice before this, on an official basis. I feel our
authorities are biding their time whilst efforts are being made to find out as much as
possible as te what to expect when these strange happenings reach a climax.

I feel, too, that the impact of these happen{ngs must soon manifest them-
selves on werld governments and bring abeut agreat sobering movement. And perhaps, we
sincerely hope, a cemplete riddance of international tensions. In the meantime we are
watching allfﬁevelppments very closely, and should the need arise, we will bring them to
your notice at a later date.

C.S.I. and has already forwarded much interesting correspondence and press clippings.of
UFO sightings and evidence in the Far East Theatre.

EECENT REPORTS FROM MR. CROCKETT.

Approx. 25 to 3 years ago, at 2.30 in the afternoon, a loud whine like a
diving. jet plane was heard, and upsn leoking up in the direction ef the sound,-a leng trail
of white smoke was seen forming a shallow dive towards the West. No object was seen, due,
it is conjectured, to the great speed. As the trail extended low and behind smme trees on
the horizon, three leud explosions were heard.(Refer I9th March 1954, Nelson incident - for
similarity) Some three days later it was reported that an object had crashed to earth some
eighty to a hundred miles away and that some metalic substance was found at the site. It
was also reported that a European investigated the matter, but no conflrmatlnn of this er
other details have come to light t~ date.

During April(approx), 1955, the Chief of Police in a northern district of
Korat, reported finding, in an otherwise virgin jungle, a strangely contaminated area. In
this area of manv acres, the trees had lost all their leaves and everything including the
grass was covered by a peculiar yellow dust. UFOs had been reported in this area, and it
is felt that a "landing"may have been effecteq in the area of the strangely contaminated
jungle spaces. ( Attention Christchurch nembers, dees this report in any way resemble the
peculiar "bush clearlng " incident you reported to headquarters)

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FAST MOVING ROUND WHITE OBJECT: U

llght 1nten31ty. The object was flying a flat trajectcry in a semi- 01rcular course An
a west to south south westerly direction, and disappeared behlnd a dark clo'd.

I watched for scme time but it did not appear again. I estimated that the
object was not very distant from me, and was in sight for six seconds, it c~mpleted
45 degrees of an arc whilst under observaticn. It appeared to be about the size of a
tennis ball at arms length, was clear and distinctly defined against a clear daylight
backgrrund sky. No sound was heard. I have seen many shooting stars (meteors) but
never anything like this, the observation left me somewhat astonished.

Sunday, June 19th, 1955. Mr. R.E. Ferguson, 4 Hamilton Recad, Herne Bay,
reported to Mechanics Bay Meteorological Office and C.S. I. on inquiries being made,

the fellowing observation. On Sunday the 12th and again 1n the 19th June, Mr. Ferguson
spotted an irregular formation of black objects flying in and sut of the base of a
drifting cloud mass. The Met. Office established the cloud base ‘as being at 3,000 ft.

The objects looked triangular or wedge shaped, when viewed through a pair of
binnculars, said Mr. Fergusnn,.and appeared to be flying.at a high rate of speed. They
appeared to be quite distant frem the viewer and in the western sky. He had spotted the
objects at approximately the same time, a little after 2 p.m. He and his wife had
watched them for some time. On the first occasion Mr. Ferguson had proceeded from his

- home to the golf links near Western Springs during the observatlon, where he could still

see the objects for the links. He is sure the objects which circled and manoeuvred
"like a ballet in the sky", were not birds. Mr. Ferguson, an ex U.S. Naval serviceman
of eight year® experience, terminating at the close of Woerld War II, is keeping a keen
wateh frr possible repeated appearances, but to date has not repotrted further.

STRANGE HOVERING LIGHT: _ .
last evening (Wed. 13th July, 1955 ) my wife'and I witnessed a strange light

“in-the sky. I had just stepped out of doors when my attention was drawn te an unusual

fluctuating light that appeared to be hoverlng, but rising and falling in a vertical
plane. ,
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From my home in Kauri Road the light was South South West: of mypvieg po%nt;
and. approximately 30 degrees abeve the horizon. It was brighier and larger than a
star, and appeared to be tinged with greenish orange colours, After: observing it for
eight minutes (? 48 - T.56-p. m.) I went indeors due to the coldness of the evening.
On checking a few minutes later the "light" had cempletely disappeared. The rise and
fall motion was clearly distinguishable against nearby stars and no clouds were in the
vicinity. My wife and I have not previously seen anything like this phenomenen.

FLYING "RING" UFO: : . \/

A4th July, 1955. Mr. N.€. Stephens ef>70 Centennial Avenue, Ricg¢arton,
Christchurch, reports the fnllowing to C.S.I.:- Tcday, my 16-year-eld son sbserved
an unusual ebject in the sky.

LBndon, Jﬁly 5th, 1955, Twe loud explosiens woke thodsands of people in
South London early tcday. Police, Air Ministry, ana all other city authsrities falled
to find the cause of them. The explosiens rocked buildings over an area of 50 squ
miles, and some observers reported a red glow in the sky at the time. A Scotland ard
official said; "We seem te be faced with a preblem we cannot solve." The explosions, 9%
double-bangs, were reported to have - rattled windows and doors, setting off burglar
alarms and generally raising havoc w1th the police and fire departments.

London, 8th July, 1955. The Air Ministry "finds" the explanatlon of' the
mystery explesions. Theeblame was laid on Group Capt. R.F. Martin, whe, While flying a
Gloster Javelin, accidentally slipped through the sound barrier. The Gloster: Company had
reported the mishap to the Air Ministry immediately via normal procedure.

Readers of this jeurnal will remember the many other similar loud mystery
explosiens in the sky of the last few years, reported to have 'rocked buildings and
startled the populace over an area of 50 square miles.' These explosions are usually
accompanled by a vivid white "flash in daylight, or if during the hours of darkness, vivid
blue or erange glows.

rely on "meteoric" or other explanations tc allay public misgivings. >

A point of real interest is the fact that only "meteers" matching our modern
era make their glowing debut into Earth's atmespheric envirens today . Nindful of our.
air traffic, these seemingly gducated. cigar-shaped'meteors now come fitted with bllnklng
navigation lights, brilliat headl;ghts, and standard red r ar-llghts._ Scme,  presumably
hellowed out by space-grubbs (to account for gortholes) choose not to end their cosmlc
wanderings on Earth, and so arg seen to accelerate up and away to the blue beyond.

‘Y But it appears*that the English public, after dutifully swallowing numerous
suspect efficial explanatiens, are at last beginning to smell a rat. eEspecially after:-
they were told that the glowing red dbject that zig-zagged the length of England on o+
March 24th this year was just ancther~"meteor!". Maybe Greup Capt. Martin was te blame
for the July 5th explogions that recked. London, But I for ene do not accept this
possibly "hurr iedly conoked up" and mere "acceptable" to the public, explanation. One
ef these days these same authsrities are going te be hard pushed explalnlng away thelr
explaining away - if you see what I mean! )
