ing the organisation to the public at large wishing to join.

This would permit the promulgation or

broadcast of information en a far wider scale.

C.S.il:;é“-:'%ims__& Objects when established on the 12th October, 1952, were:

(1) To file all reports of “Unidentified Flying
Objects”, these reports would recelve sincere and
unbiased investigation and would be kept confi-
dential if requested by informant.

(2) To-correspond and affiliate with kindred
bodies ab¥oad so that information could be ex-
changed:and greater knowledge obtained.

(8) To try and establish the true nature of the
mystery objects, their purpose and eomposition. If
the objects were found to be intelligently guided
and/or piloted craft, efforts would be made to
effect contact.

With effect 6th May, 1954, Our Aims & Objects
were 80 broadened to include:

(4) To pass on via lectures, published papers,
magazines and all means at our disposal, informa-
tion recorded about these mysterious objects fre-
quenting earth skies.

(5) Information would be authenticated as far
as possible and eclassified as to reliability. Every
cffort would be made to present the subjcct on a
sengible level so as not to promote fesir, alarm or
revulgion.

(8) To keep ourselves well informed of the
development of all modern aids to visual material
detection and improved technigues in rocket flight,
preparations for interplanetary exploration and
astronomical data complimentary to the above.

COLOURFUL "FLYING LIGHT CAUSES ?

Towards the end of September, and increasingly with the progress of
October, we noted from press cubtings and correspondence that "Unidentified Flying
®bjects" were once again showing promise of giving more thdn average attention to
Australasian Territories. This followed the greatér activity being experienced in
Great Britain and +the U.85.A. The'N.%. reports were only mentloned by the. press local
te the eveni, so the public were completely unaware of this new appearance.

. On the 20th October, however, Flying Saucers hit.the headlines throughout -
the world's press. Donald E. Quarles, Secretary of Air, U.S. Airforce, made a:
~dramatic announcement. "There.are no Flying Saucers.. The Airforce is winding up its
8-year 1nvest1gat10n - BUT shortly you'll start geeing real Flying Sauoers, we are
making them," stated Mr. Quarles. ) . . .

Never in the history of our subject have I read such a disgustingly °
deoeptlve official statement. DPress Association wires were good -enough to carry a
mild version of my reactlons. I pointed out that this was the thirdstime since 1947
that the U.5. Airforce had officially wound -up its Saucer probing. They had in this
" time changed th@ code name for Saucer Investigating. teams flve times. (Project
Saucer, Twinkle, Sign, Grudge, and. lastly, Bluebook. }

Civilian investigators.willqwholeheartedly agree with Mr. Quarles'
assertion that shortly "revolutionary Saucerlike American aircraft will sake the sky
and give the illusion of Saucers". BUL, Mr. Quarles, we predicted three years ago
that fufure 'explain away experts' would pounce on thisvery tangible explanation of
UF0’ sightings as soon as such terrestrial unorthodox -aircraft showed promise of taking
the ai¥.

Now let Capt. W.T. Rainbow, pilot of the aircraft, tell you of his, his
crew‘s, and his passenger's experience. -This is a copy of Capt. Rainbow's official
report to the Director of Air Intelligence, Wellingtoni-

"On the night of the 31st-October, . 1955, I was Captain of Flight 108
proceeding from Wellington to Auckland. We departed from Paraparaumu in excellent
weather, and conditions remained so until we ran into a warm front which was lying
across our track at Raglan Reporting Pomnt and extenied out to the west where 1t lay in
a NuE. - 8.W. direction.

At sunset visibility was excellent, due to a fulltmoon and little clond
over the air route. At 2006 hrs. as I was looking towards the southwest direction, a
very brilliant light caught the corner of my eye. This light was positioned above
8/8ths cloud, the tops of which appeared to be about 6000 £t. and also below

scattered mlddle cloud., . _ . .

My first impression was that it was a meteor, or a planet settlng in the
Southern declination, but after closer investigation I could see that it was moving " -
by about 2000 ft. above the cloud tops, and it was changing its light 1nten51ty from
a bright hard light to a brilliant light in a cycle of approximately 3 seconds and
changing colour from white-yellow-oranseto red. ;

It appeared to be tc the west of Waitara and at the same altltude a8 US.
I then asked the co-pilot, E/O S. Trounce, to have a look towards our tail and to tell
me what he theught the light could be. At first his impressions were the same as
mine, but he could not understand the change of brilliance in the light, its colour,
or the fact that it was overtaking us at the same altitude. He alse suggested that
T open the window to eliminate any refraction error, but it made no difference to the
object. . _
I then asked him to go to the cabin and ask a Mr. Tuckett who is a
Civilian Aviation Officer and an experienced pilot, to watch the light and to ask if
he thought it was & planet. During the co-pilot's absence I called'Welllngton Control
and asked if there were any known aircraft to the west of New Plymouth, and their
answer, was negative. I next called them and told them there was a bright light to
the west. of New Plymouth and to ask Flight 135 if he could see it: the last part of
my message was jammed by Wellington Control who were at that time doing just that.
I next called up and seid that this bright 1light was changing colour, and passing ¥
to the West of us at a distance of, if I remember rightly, 10-15 miles, and at the
same time giving them incorrect call sign Flight 135.

4 F/O Trounce then returned to the cockpit, wherr at this time the object
was just west of our wingtip and still at the same altitude as ourselves. Qur Auto-
pilot was engaged on the same course of 330 degrees compass as it had been for the
last 10 minutes since Ohura check point, and this I checked to ensure that I was not
turning tewards the west ang so explain the object's changed position in relatian +o
our course. I could also.see the object flying in and out of a few tops 0Of the cloud
which was now bu11d1ng up as we apprecached the front.

. After a further close look and dlscu551on with the co-pilot, I then told
him to go back G50 the cabin and waken Air Commodore Gohen and to get him ¥o have a
1look at this object and so canfirm what we were seeing. As the co-pilpt was in the
cabin, we entered the front, and knowing that there was no aircraft on the air route,
I climbed up to 9000 ft., whereupon the object was easily picked up below us and
shead. After seversl more minutes observation, I obtained our clearance %o come down

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o 4000 £+ in preparation for landing at Auckland, and so lost contact upon
entering cloud again. . _

ii‘y During the descent the co-pilot returned to the cockpit and informed me
that the Air Commodore stated that it was a planet and took no further interest and
went back to sleep. Then I went back to the cabin and spoke to Mr. Tuckett and

"It travelled from weét of Waitard to a position approx. west of Walkato
river mouth during the =ame time as . we travelled from approx. 3 miles south of . -.
Albatross Point %o just north of Raglan reporting point.

It mezintained a steady altitude and overtaking speed.

The light appeared o be revqlving such as a beacon on the tOp of
Whenuapai Control Tower; at a distance of 10 miles.

If it was there during the previsus 30— 5 minutes we would have seen it
ahead of-us approaching Ohura due to excellent visibility in that area, 1n other words,
it just appedred in out view from the south. ’

At 2006 hrs. we called Welllngton conwerning this llghi, and the planet
Venus was below the horizon at 2010 brs.; therefore, for the previous ‘héur and its
15 degree travel the planet was below and behind the Cold Front lying out te the Mest,
and it would account for us not seeing the planet during the night. This would also

apply 1o Flight 135, southbound. We still had this object in sight affer the time that

the planet Venus was below the horlzon. A similar cobject was seen in the area 2 hrs.
later by two men.

This object was in view for approximately 5-10 mlnutes, and was seen-
clearly by 3 pllots ‘and one civilian, and then seen briefly by Air Commodare Cohen.

A planet's light could clmge its intensity due to the prox1m1ty of
cleud, but this obgect was well clear of any cloud. at first and still it dld not

Strange craft,
clearly outlined ageinst the blue sky, have paced or raced past our aircreft at
exteemely close proximity. Even in daylight the eerie radiance or surrounding glow
has been visible to the observers. Many have reported the changing colour patiern

'~ and regular pulsation of light intensity which sccompanies these objects in flight.

We have not room in this issue to list the many other ground observations

‘recelved from N.Z. press and private sources since the beginning of October, but we

must mention that at least six other sightings, some witnessed the same evening as the
N.A.C. report, and others a little later, beaI'remarkable resemblances to Capt.
Rainbew's observation. '

We: are extremely grateful to Capit. Raihbow and the other officer's co-
operation and assistance given us in our study of their 31st ©ctober,1955, experience.
We share their disgust at the official whitewashing. of the incident and hope they
will pass on to us the details of any other observations which they may have in the
future. At least one of these.officers has avowed to us that he will not be reporting
any fubure occurence which may befall him,to Government sources.

When highly skilled and-experienced observers are forced to adopt this
attitude to profect themselves agalhst belittlement and ridicule (has elso many
equals) the unpleasant smell of an unequalled high level co1sp1racy radlates freely in
all directioris; even a dodo ‘could detect ite.

To the local astronomer antagonist of much debunking fame , we offer our
gympsethy. On Tuedday November 8th, he :distinguished himself by ably demonstrating in
his weekly press column how little he knows of our subject, and how befuddled can
become the unreasconably sceptical mind. There ars two extremes in gUl1libilaty, this
gentleman gppears to have swallowed the official wviewpsint in toto. :

During the next few days I. 1nterv1ewed over flfty other witnesses. Most all:

the newspapeyrs. Some described the object as Yoone~shaped", like a '"pear" or, as my
daughter told me, "a light bulb with a little blue tail". Reports poured in from
every section of the city, mostly in the eastern half or from high ground in the West.
One report from Cold Springs, Kentucky, clalmed that the ohject was exceedlngly 1ow
and appeared te have "windows".

While a1l three Cincinnati papers lengthily reported the 1n01dent under
bamer headlines - blaming it on the heat or hallucination -(2) - ether accounts of the
object's flight begen filtering in from remote areas in central and northweastern Ohlo.

From Columbus came reports that residents there also saw & ball of‘flre ‘streak-
ing over the city. It was described as a bright yellow coloured light with a red and green
fringe er halatien. Ths object s;lently disappeared in a cloud bank aboub 5 000 £t. up.
Over Lancester, about thirty miles southeast of Columbus, a 81m11ar object was reported
by many residents. OC.M. Smith of that gity writes "... My family and I were sitting out
on our terrace when we saw a giant fireball trevelling very rapldly from. south to north.

It appeared &s a pear-shaped object glowing white with a red and orange fiery tail."

Ed: Several reports from pnorthwestern Cln01nnat1 described the object as suddenly
‘ and silently exploding just north:of that city. One witness sald he thought
he saw it hit the esarth and burst inte verticlé streamers like a bomb. Curiously, the
“object was not seen in adjacent areas northeast of the city, which gives rise %o the
theory that two ebjects were seen over Clnmlnnatl almost at the same time. '

Lending weightto this theory is the fact that the majority of: witnesses
represented twe. extreme ends of the city, and from two extreme wends -of-Kentucky from
which the ebjects were sesn to originate. By this deductien, we can, tHerefore,
acceunt for. the ONE OBJECT exploding in northwestern Cincinnati and the other, perhaps’,
changing course and flying ENE toward Lancaster, where the descrlptlon of the object
tallies with the object witnessed by myself.

If the later .case weré not true, as we have earller suggested, on the assumpt-
ien that no one reperted a UFO in the outlylng greas of nor#heastern Cinecinnatiy then
we may believe that THREE and POSSIBLY FOUR SEPARATE objects traversed the skies over
Oh:l'o ‘ ' L3 L] .

J.N. Crockett, of Kormt, ‘Thailand, sends us this excellent report, written by Capt.
Uthai Tunayatjata. -

"In May, 1954, I was an instructor in the Royal Thai Air Force in
Korat, That month the advanced training course was instruction in night flying., The
T6's went up with students one night, the night was clear with no moon or clouds.

The Caracas, Veaezuela, Daily Newspaper "El Universal", carried an almost’
weird sequel to the events of lagt fall when on May 7, 1955, the story of an engineer's
encounter with a Saucer and it's deZunct occupants in 1950, was gired for the first
time within,(it's pages. Our Caracas informat, Horacio Gonzales, forwarded to APRO .-
along with dne picture taken on the spoty the following atory:-

: "Doctor B. was driving along the highway about 75 miles from his hotel
in an isolated region called Bahia Blanca, in Argentina, when hé saw the metallic -
discoide object resting on the ground to his left off the highway. He stopped thi

car to investigate and immedistely decided it must be one of the much-discussed
"Flying Saucers®. o : ' " : .

He watched it for a few moments to see what it would do, but asg nothing
took place, he approached it.and saw an opening or door in its side. ﬂe'léoked inside
and it appeared to be empty. ~There.was a red light pulsating in the dome ‘et intervals of
one second. Curious, he-went inside and was surprised to see a sort of curved divan in
three seats, .two of which were occupied by small beings coverad from head %o foot
(except-£6T an opening for the face)in a kind of tight-fitting overall of a brown coldur.
He estimated the height of the beings to be about four fqgt; Pheir faces seemed charred
or burnt, with holes where the eyes should have been. Anether of the liftle creatures
was sprawled in a seat situated in approximately the centre of the enclosure. )

Tn front of them was a screen with rays pleying on it, and on top of the
screen was a glope of glass or other transparent material which was rotating. An
ungevernsble impulse urged Dr. B. to touch one of the creatures, and it felt stiff and
rigid. It was then, he said, that some -inner voice told him to get out as goon as
possible as he was in the presence of "strenge 1ife" and he rushed to his car end sped
off at high speed, non-stopping . until he reached hié}ho@él; He related his story to
a few intimate friends and srmed with a camera, they decided to return. But as night
had already fallen, and due to the isolation of the region, .they refrained from going
that very night but returned to the place the next day. On reacliing the.spot, all
thet was found where the disc rested was & heap of ashes. :

Dr. Be tqok twe pictures of'the asgh heép and each of the three men of the
group actually felt it with his hands which turned e purplish colour. —
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DPr. B. and his friends were wandering around the site looking for
additional clues, when upon looking upwards, they. saw three gbjects. One of oo
the objects was cigar-shaped and situated at.a very high altitude, and ¥ 0 other ?,%-
bjects were discoid. and emaller. One of the discs was hoverlng ‘above them af an -
sstimated height of» sbout 600 meters, and Dr. B. estimated 1t's diameter to be
bout 10 meters. He began to take pictures hurriedly. In all he _snapped 5 or 6
sictures, only two of which show the objects with any degree of clarlty.

The group felt that they wers obgarved during their search and picture
baking for the two discs shot up, MERGED with the cigar-shaped object which, after
travelling horizontally for a short distgnce, turned blood red, made a- 90 .degres
turn and disappeared into space a few seconds later, ascendlng vertically. The Dr.
estimated.the speed to be about 12,000 kilometers per hour.

Dr. B. told Mr. Gonzales during a personal interview, that although
se object which he had entered had a metallic appearance, it felt sort of resilient
like rubber, and that there were some holes or vents in the floor. For weeks aftervard
ne said, he suffered from &a. Tever or high blood temperature and hls skin- was covered
Jith blisters.

Although he consulted several doctors, none were able-to diagnase his
I1lness nor relisve m and it went away after a tlme._ Dr,:B. had heen wearlng
green~tinted sunglasses when he entered the disc, and the outline of the glassee was
irpinged in red around bowh eyes. Ore doctor tested him with a geiger counter buf
sould find no trace of radioactivity. However, greenish spots. were visible on. his
skin, whlch dlsappeared with the application of Listerine. :

Mr. Gonzales, when he forwarded. one negatlve and two prints of ene of
thé exposures made, also made a few comments ahout the social ‘standing and character
of Dr. B.. Incigentally, Dr. B. ig an aeronautical engineer with =a. doctor's degree.
He is about 40 years of age, Italian natlonallty, and spesks -Sparish and English.
He is an ex-war pilot. The whole incident took pla: tn 1950 in Argentina. In
1953 Dr.. B. moved to Venezuela and did not even contemplate telling of his experience
until after events in ‘and around Caracas in the fall: of 1954. : -

IDr. B. contacted a reporter with the El Universal and told hlS story,
stlpulating that hig name be kept clear of the whole thing.: This-has been done
and is the reason +hat he had been referred to as-Dr. Bs in.this paper. We have
carefully examlned the negative and prints furnished to.us by Mr. Gonzales, and.
have_ decided that if ANY pictures pnrported to be of a UFO are genuane,,theae L
certalnly are! We are awaiting further detailed information regarding the 1n§er10r
of the disc, which will be publlshed in the next issue of the Bulletin. . T

end the whole affair; "Due to ﬁhe character of the man, hls seriousness and
professional and socipl standing, it is difficult to imagine trickery or a Hoax.

I told him I thought the Saucer, as it looked in the photograph, resembled:Adamski's
purported photogrephs of the discs. Dr. B. stated that he does not believe’ -
Adamski's story and that the beings he saw were far from being tall, “handsome blonds.
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He is convinced of the extra-terrestrial nature of the UFOs and is now concerned
about the intentions of the wcéupants.” :

the scahby detalls furnlshed so far, -including the photograph, we can find nd hasis

for disbelief ~ the man has apparently had a remarkable experience to say the least.

We feel that further details will %end to strengthen the whole story and may prove

to some extent that Mr. Frank Scully is not the complete scoundrel that certain
gontingents ‘would have us believe.

Comparison of these details with the Swadish UFOg shows excellent agreement,
for points 1-7. The remainder cannot be cross-checked, but they do not weaken the |
agreement, which is much closer then with eny guided missile. . !

CONCLUSION: Ali the available evidence indicates that the Swedish
UF0s were not guided missiles, Russian or otherwise. If they had appeared
in 1947 er later they would undoubtedly have been put in the "Saucer”

category, and that is where they must go new. They add several hundreds sightings to

the Great Saucer Mystery, they put back the start of large-scale sightings by a year,
and they offer valuable ¢enfirmation of an infrequently seen type of UFQ.

As for the readers of "REVUE", the Capt. reported the following:-

" "Sailing from the S.5. "Great Bear" from Halifax to New York, on Wednesday the 28th
July, 1954, 20.10 hours, when it was still daylight, the third mate reported in my
cabin to report the sighting of a stramge abject in the sky.

The ebject was %0 be compared to a Ffull moon, but measuring only half
the diameter of that celestial body. It showed, just like the moon, bright and dark
spots. After approxlmately 10 minutes, the object disappeared behind a rising
bank of low-hanging clouds and wasn't seen after. All the time the obaect could
@asily be watched with the naked, eye and naturally w1th our binoculars.

I have seen photes of so-called flying saucers and do admit the resenmblancs.
On the ba51s of the cloudiness the distance was estlmated at 4,000 meters (4,400 yds.)"

His comment was that from the reactions in America, he was convinced
that at least 807 of the ‘Ameérican population do believe in the existence of Flying
Saucers.
