GEORGE ADAMSKI� LONE FIGHTER FOR TRUTH�· VINDICATED 

'lfHE PHOTOSTAT COPY .'of .. ,-what>may 
prove to be a decisive document 
on imminent developments on this 
planet is lying next to my type­
writer. It is a communication 
written on the letterhead of the 
State Department, Washington DC, 
with the embossed stamp of the 
US eagle and the writer's sig­
nature clearly visible. 

But, let me tell you the story 
from its beginning, and indeed, 
it began very long agoo 

Since time immemorial reports 
were handed down of cosmic men 
landing in Transhimalayan re­
treats. Tibetan holy scriptures 
tell of the "chariots of the 
Gods" flying through skies and 
space, and so does the 4000 years 
o 1 d Chinese Shu-king c ollec­
tion. As in Atlantean legends, 
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so in old Indian records the 
building and flying of space 
craft is commonplace. An Egyp­
tian king's, Tuthmosis III, en­
camped army was watched by fly­
ing discs, around 1500 BoC. The 
old American Popul Vuh tells of 
flights around earth! The anci­
ent Greeks knew of god-like men 
that walked our earth, and knew 
that people were living on the 
moon. 

Mose was away "in the cloud" 
(of a Lord ) for various periods. 
Enoch described his trips above 
earth and through space. Eliah 
was taken away in a "fiery cha­
riot" that came whirling through 
the air. Many a prophet met an­
gels with "the face of a man", 
and Ezekiel had his first con­
tact near the river Chebar. The 

Romans, for want of better ap 
lations spoke of flying "shield" 
and. "sword". In France, under 
the reign of Charlemagne, space 
people attempted landings on a 
disturbing scale. hroughout the 
Middle Ages unfamiliar objects 
'IM3re seen and described by simple 

folk and astronomers alike. In . 
October 1914 in our province of 
Natal, a man watched two human 
figures near an illuminated craft 
in a spot where no aeroplane 
could have landed. On June 24, 
1947 businessman Kenneth Arnold 
observed 9 shining discs racing 
along at 1, 000 mph through the 
valleys of Mount Rainier.

. .{"�) F THE GREAT privilege and pleasure he·: exp�� 
'--- rienced when spending two ·entire nights in 
conference with space visitors, GA tells us in 
his latest circular letter to coworkers. 

Six planets were the homes of those present, 
namely Venus, Mars, Saturn, Jupiter, Neptune and 
Uranus. The majority of the visitors had been 
living in the U S  for quite some time.

No man can give another man life, but we can 
all work together to save that man's life, as 
well as our own. And according to the interpla­
netary visitors, it is at this point where the 
peoples of our world are now standing." 

Our efforts spaceward are excellent, the letter 
reads, so long as they remain scientific and 
peaceful. "The system lies open around us, beck­
oning us to visit and become acquainted. The 
peoples of other worlds are waiting to welcome 
us in peace and friendship. If we can grow as one 
world family, settling our differences and lear­
ning to work together in harmony, we will be sur­
prised at the joys and opportunities awaiting us. 
But this can only come about through cooperation 
and not through divisions."
