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l THE GOOD SENSE OF SUBMISSION 1

TTHERE MAY be ears for which the word has a despicable ring.
It sounds like surrender, dishonourable weakness or even cow-
ardice. But there is much more to it than this, and the law
behind it. It is a strange law, this law of giving way. And it
works all around us, all the time. Properly viewed, it has
nothing to do with dishonour, cowardice or lack of courage,
characteristics which are in a different plane altogether. On
the contrary, in fulfilling this law much courage is required
of us, much patience and much effort.

We have considered inner detachment and weighed the neces-
sity of meeting life's challenges. What is the position when
we are right under fate's heavy hand, apparently neither able
to detach ourselves nor to view it as a challenge? -~ Where
one thing is, another cannot bes one has to give way. Where
force meets force one will have to give way sooner or later -
unless the mere resistance on the same level 1is replaced by
a higher class of energy which assimilates the first. Thus if
personal circumstances and burdens seem overwhelming thereis
as little sense in putting up a fight of resistance as there
is in dejected surrender. The good sense of submission, in-
stead, is first +to accept the lot fallen unto oneself and
then, not to give IN but to give WAY; to remove oneself by
rising to the higher, detached viewpoint, to set a task unto
oneself by understanding the challenge involved. Detaching
oneself is, in this instance, removing oneself a5 th: targct
of fate's attack - which we ourselves have brought upon us at
one stage or other, be it in this or a former lifespan. Thus
it being OUR INITIAL responsibility WE MUST accept it now as
our present package in all its effects. But in acknowledging
it as what it is we have made the decisive step. For a while
that fate will still have a hold on us. If we adjust and ac-
commodate ourselves, fulfilling our daily duty, we gradually
will tap off fate's reckless punch and dissipate its forces,
Jjust as the snow glides off froma branch having overdone its
burdening. Fulfilling the challenge to its letter first, we
then shall grow to master it.

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Visit to Venus: REVIEWING Dr.

RAMPA's ACCOUNT

HN OUR concluding comments on Dr. Lobsang Rampa's report of his
first visit to the humanity of planet Venus (APPROACH Nos. 4, 5)
we hinted at the faint feeling of familiarity with the more out-

ward circumstances

as described
within us of the true position.
their significance for our inner growth

- echos of a deeper knowledge
Important as they are, however,
is smaller., The real

benefit lies less in external facts but more in implications.

We have been familiar also,
mainly through GA's writings,
with the meaning of the 'cosmic
language of thought'. The rdle
this medium of exchange plays on
higher worlds has been clearly
brought out in +the author's
account. This language is depen-
dent on a wakeful, alert mind,
on an organ over which absolute
and permanent mastership has
been established. It works only
with the controlled participat-
ion of the individual concerned
- just as is the case with our
languages when we speak them.
For uncontrolled talking - be it
in sleep, or in trance - is, if
not plainly unintelligible, cer-
tainly meaningless. If the mind
tires or is turned toward other
things, telepathic calls may not
come through - even amongst Ma-

stersy; the Broad One remarked
upon the long time he had been
trying to contact the 5 lamas

when the party was preparing an
evening meal. How difficult must
it be for ordinary mortals to
master +this communicative in-
strument who generally are far
from having alert AND purified
brains and minds. Once however,
that higher 1level of develop-

ment is reached, telepathic com-
munication becomes a common two-
way link between intelligent be-
ings.

Before¢ discussing 3 or 4 spec-
ial poinwvws let us repeat shortly
why we accept Dr. Rampa's books
and articles while at the end we
shall consider the type of claims
we rejectt We have satisfied our-
selves by analysis of his writ-
ings and exchange of correspond-
ence with himself that here does
speak an authority!
