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TELEPATHY, MYSTICISIM AND THE UFO's

{ JNE MIGHT rightly ask and in fact this quest-
ion is constantly being put by those UFO-logers,
who are only for the 'factual' angle of it alls
"What has telepathy to do with Flying Saucers or
space ships at that?" The answer to this poser
provides the solution to the so-callad UFO my-
stery and the riddle of the Flying Saucers. The
answer is that as earthman is not alone in space
he will encounter in those Brothers of his from
advanced levels of development, living specimens
of - himself at an advanced stage! The immediate
implication is two-fold:-

1. An inquiry into the motives of such encoun-
ter enables us to recognize in its very methods -
e.g.; that contact dces not take place by way of
mass landings at this stage - the direction of a
wiser judgment and counsel than would usually be
common with earthman. Mass landings at the pre-
sent point of his mental unfoldment would only
confuse him. He would as soon as possible try to
condemn such an event down the exit of all the
other daily scoops & sensations: into oblivion!
The reason being that he is not in the position
to bear prolonged contact with a civilization
further advanced than his! He would either tend
to fight - as many a colonial people did in re-
action to the White Man's <civilizationy or he
would lapse into indifference and degeneration,
as the pace (of a now demanded development under
such advanced surroundings) would by nature of
this situation be too quick. This brings us toz-

2. Viz., in contrast to such lapse, the mirror-
like encounter with "himself at an advanced
stage" would carry an inherent appeal to set out
on an actual path toward the higher stage! Sett-
ing out on such a path, however, would mean for
earthman to work upon himselfs as history proves
there is nothing that this planet's human loathes
more than this. Moreoven as outward civilization
- technical, political, etc., progress — must be
preceded by and is surely consequent of the ap-
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propriate inner development, there would be
no point in bringing him solely, or in the first
instance the Technical Achievements of the space
people! So that again we are turned back toward
ourselves, left with the alternative to start im-
proving ourselves or else maybe to die! This is
the very situation mankind has reached after 11
years of consciously observing Flying Saucers.

Now, the one understands this situation - & by
hock or crook attempts to reach out for such
self-improvement unless he be invisibly but ne-
vertheless noticeably caught up in a more gener-
al trend of sesarching and groping. This is dis-
tinctly reflected in the spiritual upsurge going
through churches, movements and sects.

Saucer addicts toward ways
and movements of self-improvem i, he may ory
out: "What folly! Keep mysticism out of the UFO
question!™ We admit that such outcry is natur-
al, although it ignores man's genuine effort to-
ward self-improvement and sees only the errors &
the confusion amongst those who by the factua=-1
lists are called the "lunatic fringe™.

Nevertheless, this outcry contains quite an
amount of illogic tooy, namely: By reason of man's
reluctance to develop himself wisely, the space
people desist from forcing their 'civilization'
on us in one big swoop. They consequently do not
offer us the opportunity to find out more about
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the technical side of the sau-
cer problem - forces, propuls-—
ion, materials -~ a line of con-
duct which is demonstrated by
their not landing in masses or
in front of scientific congres-

ses. So then there would be
little sense 1in concentrating
exclusively on the 'factual'

side of the UFC problem without
even looking left or right! Tt
is improbable that very much
more can be learned in this way
than we did zlready by tabulat-
ing sightings, breaking down
statistics, etc. The more sens-
ible thing to do would be to
tone down on the 'factual angle
and to inquire ever more into
the imp'ications of wise self-
improvement. As a matter of
facty, in our opinion this is the
very thing "done" to us by cos-
mical cyclic law and even right
up t9 the point of our either
winning through or perishing!
