SUFFERING A STATE OF UNBALANCE

IT MAY sound a little bit colloquial - but to him who is on
the point of awakening to the fact that life is an "up-and-
down" affair for a very good reason only, to him any one of
the 'downs' may become a valuable 'eye-opener'.

the idea of "punishment" wunder all circumstances? Is 1love
absolutely unthinkable without 'rod' and 'punishment'? De-
finitely not, we should say. So this approach then is wrong
altogether. God did not create in abstract ideas. He did
not even construct in concrete works - with so many 'good
deeds' here and so many 'evil possibilities' there. Yes, it
is not even wrong to say he never created at all. As he just
IS, he is the ALL - how can he be separate in any way?

God is the one big 1law and the one great Jjustice.
here on there 1is room left for any subordinate law to come
into play, and for any detail in the proper balancing of
them - which process is 'Jjustice'. The words play and pro-
cess Jjust now hint at the one thing God actually did. They
are dynamic words, embodying the idea of movement. That is
what God did - he gave movement to what he held in his mind.

Genesis clad this thought into the picture of his "spirit"
moving "upon the face of the waters" (waters being the ess-
ence of his mind). Can you see the wind's ripples on the
mirror-like sheet of water? Once this movement takes place,
its immediate consequence 1is a problem of balance, a bal-
ance which, once disturbed, seeks to re-establish itself,
precisely as justice does too.

Thus, anything running counter to the original state of
Love and Justice is unbalance, or, at Man's end, suffering.
The moment Man sees this, suffering will turn to go.

It was in the middle of dark winter

on the northern half of this
that this turning

point of the sun in its course through the heavens drew special

attention.

From now on the immense globe
of fire and light would return,
bringing its glory and warmth
back to man in due course. The
cosmic pendulum took a further
swing, the stars in their etern-
al dance had reached another
marked bar. The movements all,
coordinated in a vast range of
rhythm, included the multitudi-
nous expressions and forms, non-
living, and alive, all around
man, as well as himself - man,
the observer and watcher with a
consciousness.

By teaching and by experience
he knew of +the interplay of
movements and forces, right out

of the spheres of visibility
and tangibility into subtler
realms, closer +to the causes,

and not so obvious and conspic-
uous in effects.

And
even man, caught up in the stir-
ring of forces in nature around,
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would have to turn from his
darker side, facing the victory
of spring in his own soul.

It is a wondrous drama this,
taking place every year! An am-
azing period of cyclic regener-

ation and elevation! A sacred
period and a holy season! The
sun rising higher and higher

over the northern horizon, just
as if born a-new. Man, in his
rising degrees of unfoldment,
born into knowledge and led
from revelation to revelation.

Is +there a more auspicious
time for him to see the birth
of another spiritual light, de-
stined to guide him on through
life? Can there be a more ap-
propriate season than this in
which to kindle the torches of
love, harmony, peace, good will
on all levels in nature? At what
cyclic point then, otherwise,
should understanding, insight,
realization, knowledge, wisdom
be born —and teachers of these,
guides of men, souls directing
man on the way? Can we imagine
that a helper of those walking
through darkness, should make
his appearance at any other
time than in this sacred sea-
son? Hardly so.

No wonder then that the true
Sons of Man, namely the servant-
helpers of the cosmic genus Man
(which genus, like aged Parents,
is more than a Son, the single
member and representative who
sprang from them), that these
servant-helpers should have been
born in the days after the win-
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ter solstice. And born here ra-
ther means 'born spiritually’,
into the 'servant-ship', and

not necessarily. a birth in phy-
sic. And thus it has ever been,
throughout all of man's cosmic
history - as well as throughout
the history on this his present
planet. Thus it has been even
to this day, although the world
at large may know nothing of it
any longer.

Thus it has been, too, long
before +the able writer Luke
composed his account of that

The saintly writer, whatever
the sources of his material
might have been, was an informed
man who had thoroughly gone in-
to "all things from above" (and
rather not 'from the very first'
as rendered in chapter I, v. 3).

True enough, into the heaven-
ly messenger's mouth (II, 11)
he had put the momentous word
That "unto you is born a Sav-
iour, which is (a) Christ, (and
a) Lord", and mark well that
this "great joy... shall be to
ALL PEOPLE" (v. 10) - which
means nothing less than ALL MEN
ON THIS PLANET.

That this was the idea of the
writer, and indeed the concept
of this whole school of thought,
becomes clear already in verses
77 and 79 of chapter one. In a
translation from the original

Aramaic manuscripts, records in
the same dialect which the Ma-
ster had been using, it is said
of the young boy's calling that
it was "to give knowledge of
life to his (i.e. the Highest
One's) people by the forgiveness
of their sins".

The Highest One is the Father
of theAll, and his people are
- as far as earth is concerned -
necessarily ALL MEN on this
planet. So this Master then was
one more Teacher of Life, one
more Interpreter +to this pla-
net's mankind of what Life real-
ly is and means. He would teach
them by a "forgiveness" of their
"sins" - which more precisely
would be the revealing to them
of their mistakes and errors in
living, in harmonious 1living,
the right kind of living, a liv-
ing which is in accord not in
discord with the universal bal-
ance.

And, 1likewise (v. 79), this
saviour's calling was "to give
light to those who sit in dark-
ness and in the shadows of
death...." - that is, to bring
them the light of knowledge and
understanding, knowledge also
of the true rdle of death, so
that people need no longer sit
in death's shadwo, which is: be
afraid of dying.

Then at last: "..to guide our
feet into the way of peace...."
— which means, the being in
peace with the universe around
us, the being in harmony with
its laws. A way of living which
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is in unison with the rhythmic,
the cyclic movements and forces
of our planet and the system
around us.

So in this world-age too, man
1lifts up his eyes and hope to a
saviour and teacher whofe advent
is placed, as was done so often
before, in this mysteriously re-
generative period after winter
solstice. In the physical realm
of nature, as well as in the
spiritual ones of mind, causes
and elevation, powerful forces,
sun-like, are ever at work to
our benefit.

Major Donald E. Keyhoe, director of the Natio-
nal Investigation Committee on Aerial Phenomena,
(NICAP) in Washington, writes in NICAP's Special
Bulletin of November +that it is assumed that,
the so-called "Straith" letter, written on State
Department letterhead to George Adamski a year
ago, is a hoax. "NICAP believes it knows the id-
entity of the hoaxer and has given the State De-
partment another 1letter apparently written on
the same typewriter and maliciously aimed at an
officer of Civilian Saucer Intelligence (CSI),
New York."

Itis further stated that according to an offi-
cial copy of a State Department letter sent to
George Adamski and - in the possession of NICAP,
the Acting Deputy Assistent Secretary, Jameson
Parker, flatly denies Adamski's claims about the
hoax document.

"As you have been told orally, this is a spur-
ious letter", Mr. Parker is quoted as writing to
Adamski. Neither is there a Straith connected
with the Department, nor has there ever been a
"Cultural Exchange Committee". The State Deptm.
letter to G.A. goes on to say: '"This stationery
has the seal impressed at the time of manufac-
ture, not at the time of mailing."

This argument has been put forward before but
it doesn't make more sense coming from Secretary
Parker, we should say. For read on, as quoted in
NICAP's Bulletin: "That is, the seal is placed
on blank paper, and any person who had access to
supplies of this paper would Be in a position to
misappropriate it and to write an unauthorized
letter such as the one in your possession."

Questionable practices in state administration
indeed we feel moved to say! It is surmised that
the hoaxer was a well-known UFO investigator,
saucer magazine editor and author of a book on
the UFO subject. Funnily enough, this man once
wrote extensively on the "mysterious men in dark
suits", purportedly to have made so much trouble
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in UFO investigation! Should fate really have
taken a queer hand in the lot and work of his,
having turned him into a "dark-suited gentleman"
himself? Or, conversely, has a curious streak in
the author, now alleged to be a hoaxer, enticed
him to conjure up anot completely justified pic-
ture of dark-suited gentlemen fighting a battle
against UFO researchers? - As far as we are con-
cerned, let us have patience a little bit longer
and time will reveal the true position to all.

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Book Review
A HUNDRED PRACTICAL ANSWERS TO UFO-QUESTIONS

GEORGE ADAMSKI: “Questions and Answers, Parts I
to V.- Cosmic Science, Palomar Terraces, 1958. -
(35/-, APPROACH's Book Order Service.)

GA's answers to the 100 questions, received -
over the years- from his correspondents, includ-
ing some of recent actuality, cover a wide field
indeed. Accommodated in five handy pocket book-
lets, the order is not systematic but jumps from
point to problem, from information to discussion
in a lively manner. Thus, interest is sustained
right to the end. It is almost 1like question-
time at the end of a lecture. The answers are to
the point, precise, direct. Although quite detai-
led in many instances, they are incomplete in
others - necessarily so on account of the vast-
ness of the subjects touched upon.

The questions answered range from the commonly
"first" and fundamental ones -~ 'Why don't they
land en masse?', 'Are they like us?' - to "ad-
vanced" posers, as for instance No. 60: 'Are the
Masters you mention in "Inside the Space Ships",
connected in any way with the oncs certain teach-
ings tell us have control over the destinies of
Earth?' Well, the answer here has its accent on
"teachings". There are many wrong ones and a few
very enlightened ones, exhaustive is none. Apart
from this wise men are advanced souls; they know
of each other wherever they may be.

Thus, next to religion, spiritual and cosmical
science questions of technical progress are con-
sidered, the social, communal life of the space
people, their activities, their conduct, their
attitude toward ourselves, our institutions, our
groups and governments, science in general and
recent space efoorts in particular. A very im-
portant, though not the widest sector, is occu
pied by questions and answers concerning psychic

occurrences, the "messages", whether "Etherians"
or not, whether the space people "materialize &
dematerialize" or not, about non-existent "Ash-
tar", "Deros - Teros", etc.

It is in the very nature of the method that the
most interesting questions and answers for ever
remain those of personal concern. Under No. 69:
'"How can I recognize a space person if I should
meet one?”' GA writes: '"..Because all my life I
have endeavoured to understand myself fromauni-
versal sense I do keep my mind open a far grea-
ter percentage of time than most people. For in-
stance, while in New York...years ago...l became
aware of a young man and woman who passed slowly
and smiled at me (coming down 5th Ave). My first
thought was that they probably had seen me on TV
or had heard me lecture somewhere. But this was
followed by the impression that +they could be
space people. My next thought was that if they
were, they would return and identify themselves.
This, they did. As they reached my side, the man
saids 'Your thoughts are correct.!' They then in-
vited me to their apartment, where we spent se-
veral hours together in pleasant conversation.

Howevery, even their response "to my thought
would not have been sufficient identification,
for any good mentalist could have picked up my
thoughts and acted similarly. But it was my inner
feeling that assured me these were space people,
and later they presented unquestionable proof.
At the seme time, I strongly advise others to be
on guard against impostors, for they are on the
increase today. Unless a person has an under-
standing of himself and is alert to his impres-
sions — this does not mean personal desires - I
would never advise him to accept an invitation
from a stranger to go anywhere. - Again, we must
know ourselves before we can recognize our bro-
thers from other worlds. For they differ from us
only in understanding." - These Dbooklets are
certainly a 'must' for all who strive ahead!
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
