SOCIAL STRUCTURE: Scientists
and philosophers respected by
the people rule entire planects.
As they are idealists having
nothing but the Common Good in
mind, they do not misuse the
power placed in them. There are
no national states mm our sister
plancts. They must have passed
through the painful stage of
strife we are in, many agces ago.

ECCNCMY: A planet is regarded
as ahome and all its wealth be-
longs to the people inhabiting
it. Private ownership of natur-
al resources is non-existent.
Lverything is owned by the Pla-
netary Government, in fact by
the Solar Federation because
our sister planets are united
in a sort of a federation. We
seem to be the only ones out of
it. There is no such thing as
money on other planets. Like in
the army you get your clothes
when old ones are worn. You are
fed when you are hungry. But in
this Utopian system noone takes
advantage of anyone else. Moral
discipline is inborn and all
want to help each other -~ this
is how they had achieved the
Brotherhood of Man. But do not
think for one moment that the

individual is regimented and is
a slave to the State. On the
contrary, people on other plan-
ets have more freedom than we.

IDEOLOGY: It takes a Philoso-
phy of Humanism to make people
on other planets brothers. You
may call them ideal Christians
or ideal Buddhists - it does not
matter which because we on this
planet, only talk about our re-
ligions but do not live them.

Our Space Brothers do not wor-
ship anything. They have some-
thing greater - Understanding.
They feel themsclves particles
of the grecat Cosmic Whole which
has no insidc, no outside, no
above, no below. When a being
realises that it is a part of
the Universe it will not hurt
any other part of it.

Churches, temples are unknown
on the solar systems other pla-
nets. But magnificent academies,
forums, universities & schools
are there for the upliftment of
man & the expansion of horizons.
Study begins with childhood and
ends with old age,

FOODs People on other planets

are largely vegetarian. But on
certain planets animal food is
used in cases of emergency.
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Fruits, vegetables and cereals
are the main items in their
diet. Because of the natural way
of life, sickness is unknown.

ACIAL CHARACTERISTICS: Our
Space Brothers are not all alike.
Some are dark, others are fair.
Some are tall, others are short.
Environment has something to do
with the appearance as much as
on this planect.

The beauty and intelligence
of the Space People I have met,
is the result of millions of
years of evolution. Also it is
the result of scientific expe-
rimentation in race breeding -
which has produced a superman.
The populations of planets are
maintained at a certain level
so that there would be enough
food for all.

People on other planets mature
quickly and 1live hundreds of
years preserving their youth.

LANGUAGE2 The inhabitants of
other planets convéerse mainly
be means of thought transference
which is to them as natural as
a walkie-talkie to us. However,
I have heard space people speak.
The language is slightly remin-
iscent of Chinese- this impres-
sion I get from having heard
Chinese people talk.

(This seems to pertain fore-
most, or exclusively to the Ve-
nusian people.

Hieroglyphics are used in wri-
ting but not extensively. As
visatones can record any vibra-
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tion and reproduce it, there is
not much need of writing.
SCIENCE: The approach to sci-
ence is somewhat different from
ours. Our approach is generally
ncgative. To us a thing does
not exist unless there is proof
to the contrary. To them every-
thing is possible with time and
the right conditions. No wonder
they have progressed so far.
The key to the civilization
on other planets 1lies in the
understanding of that basic en-
ergy of the universe which they
have mastered. I have seen it

work in propelling space ships.

HISTORY: In my discussions
with the Spacce Brothers I have
found confirmations of the anc-
ient myths of Atlantis, the
Great Flood, and a mighty cata-
clysm destroying a highly ad-
vanced civilization of a by-
gone age.

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Night Session Dialogue:
THE PROBLEM OF COMMUNICATION

LAST TIME we closed when finding that terms
such as 'spiritual communication' (quite apart
from the similar one 'spirit communication'),
are open to misunderstanding.

IN GA's case his space friends had made certain
that his brain had grown, his mind developed to
a point which met certain requirements before he
was accepted as their "telepathic equal", so to
speak. Further, onec may "feel" the presence of
a person yet may not know what is going on in the
other one's mindy so this can hardly be classed
as spiritual communication. Neither can be any
sensitivity toward energy fields, such as from
the space ships, the weather, etc. The claim,
however, that spacec people establish spiritual
contacts with us to give "instructions & teach-
ings" rather borders on 'spirit communication' &
therefore raises justified doubts.

(1) Communication between minds, generally: It
presupposes quiteafew points of equality or si-
milarity in order to be successful & unmisinter-
pretable. Views, outlook, learning differj one
mind works fast, the other is slow in grasping -
all this and many another difference in quality
& contents of minds can give rise to misunder-
standing, unpleasantness, & even enmity. Thus, a
successful communication between any minds dep-
ends on their belonging to the same class of de-
velopment. There would be no point in a Master's
trying to establish telepathic contact with a
man possessing an undeveloped mind - as little as
there would be in the attempt to explain the ra-
dio to somebody who has never heard of our phy-
sics of electricity —while Masters amongst them-
selves would use telepathy as their natural mode
of communication. Likewise, why should advanced
space travellers secek to establish telepathic or
'spiritual' or psychic contact with earthmen who
in comparison with them possess only backward &
undeveloped minds? What would they have to tell
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these earthmen by such communicational wmethods
that they could not tell them better, clearer,
plainer, less misinterpretable in so many spoken
words? What measure of concordance so as to jus-
tify "telepathic contact" would there be between
some "space commander with 500000 saucers behind
him" (if such a one really existed!) & the mind
of some ordinary gentleman between Sao Paulo and
Chicago, never heard of before? None! Thus the
basic test for all investigation into psychicism
holds good also in UFOlogy: study the class of
mind of the 'recipient'. Invariably such recip-
ient will show little proof of having a truly de-
v:loped mind. Instead his or her "messages" will
abound in extraordinary 'facts', 'claims', 'pro-
rhecies!, 'revelations', 'promises', 'inventions'
¢r 'discoveries'- all unproven & unsubstantiated.
Yes, they may SOUND extraordinary but that is
all there is to it & little have they to do with
extraordinariness of the mind!

(2) "Instructions": Well, one takes instruct-
iors only from somebody one knows, isn't it? Yet
psychicism in UFClogy collects bagfuls of in-
structions from alleged '"space people" of whom
they have never heard more than fa voice' or had
a 'vision'. They never question the authcrity of
these "people" under whose influence they nilly-
willy placc themselves! They have no way how to
identify these participients at the other end of
the line - which mostly is only a circuit even in
their own heads. Yet again & again these psychi-
cists succeed in impressing countless other and
innocent pcople with such "instructions". There
is consequently a vast amount of disappointment
when these claims, assertions, instructions and
promises come to nothing. But this fact is con-
veniently passed over. One seldom hears of these
their disappointments in individuals' lives.

(3) Similarly with "teachings": For ever & ever
the method of teaching amongst men has been by
unmistakable communication between people well
identifiable to each other. Man is taught by ex-
ample; and learning is by copying, repeating the
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example! This is the trusted method between cat
& kitten, father & son, granny & child, teacher
& scholar, scientist & student, master & appren-
tice, adept & chela, Jesus &his disciples, Budd-
ha & his followers. The only ones on carth who
have ne use for this method are the visionaries,
sensitives, mediums, sitters or other occultists
who let themselves be used as loudspeakers of a
further or 3rd agency whose true identity nobody
can correctly establish! Are we in UFOlogy sup-
posed to accept such unidentifiablec agencies as
unquestioningly as these psuchicists do their
so—-called "contacts"? No! Let us prefer to stick
to the proven & universal method and abide the
time when our friends from space will come in
person to speak to us by word of mouth!

"I agree. Yet if you permit me to deviate from
the UFOlogical aspect — arent there spirit guides
& guardian angels? Must there not somewherc be
baby Dbeginnings, as perhaps with the messages
from our deceased ones, so that we can develop &
later be introduced to our guardian angel?"

Again, all dcpends on what one understands by
your expressions used. But according to ancient
wisdom & taken at their face value - the answer
to both questions is No! There are spiritual lea-
ders - as teachers, Gurus for the individual, as
Arahats &Bodhisattvas for whole races & all man-
kind. They lead & show the way but, & here is a
difference, they do not guide. Because each soul
must find as well as go its own way! In the Bib-
lical centuries, beings from advanced humanities
on other planets were called gods & angels, and
those who kept our fate under observation, the
guardians. There is no guardian angel for the in-
dividual except his own inner man. According to
the same teaching there are no spirits that can
give other guidance than at the most rather det-
rimental one, since "spirits" fall into the two
classes of, objectively, illusionary and, sub-
jectively, self-delusory, psychological pheno-
mena & thus do not contain higher mind in their
own right. For this same reason deceased persons
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cannot give messages since the PLRSON with its
higher principles has gone into the resting stage
while what remains of the PERSONALITY may, apart
from the dacaying corpse, be a vast array of res-
idual energectic principles, ranging frcm memory
impressions of the deceased one in our mind, to
external shell-like fields & ccnstituents of pa-
rapsychological order which are also subjcct tc
decomposition. Deceased is deceased, whether a
material corpse or the usually invisible psycho-
logical & other materials! There is no need there-
fore, to fiddle around with them for 'baby beg-
innings'. We don't dig up dead rats in order to
later learn all about the comradeship a dog can
give, ngzither would guardian angels (if there
were) teach us suchlike approaches.

Our inner man, i.e. the higher, the already
'knowing' principles within, is our guardian and
angel, to every one his very own, self-created
through an immcnse course of time, forever reli-
able - if we have learned hcw to understand him!
These, your inner higher principles have no need
to seek contact with your Outer Self by way of
messages, guides or materialisations! ON THE
CONTRARY, the Wise Teachers have always asked us
to acquire the stillness within AND TO KEEP
ALL THOSE PHENOMENAL DISTRACTIONS OUT !

Before we close to-day:s In a letter a friend
tells us that (last time) "you have made an un-
warranted attack on mediumship, and I feel dis-
tressed at the thought of your next issue's tir-
ade. I feel that mediumship is a sacred trust.
If some fail, surely that is no argument against
the use of the power of the Spirit. I hope jyou
will see the light and not mislead others".

Dear Friends 1. APPROACH's stand is, squarely,
on ancient doctrine's & cosmic teaching's ground.

2. We therefore feel differently about medium-
ship & its claims on the 'power of the Spirit'.

3. We attack nobody but disapprove of all mis-
leading done by mediumism, especially in UFOlogy.

SUBTLETIES AND ALL THAT

DAN). HOWARD: The Strange Case
of Lobsang Rampa. Llewellyn Pub-
lications, Ltd., Los Angeles,
1958. (13/-, APPROACH's Book
Order Service.)

We have met Miss Howard in
these pages before (I, No. 10).
As we are very much interested
in Dr. Rampa, we looked forward
to reading this small, attract-
ively designed & printed volume
with some eagerness. Well, welll
It is certainly a great pity
that such a talented and by no
means unfascinating writer as
Miss Howard should again have
rushed into print with sweeping
statements and hardly quite ad-
equate information or rather
knowledge., If she left the oc-
cult alone & changed to travel,
fiction, historical novel writ-
ing she would make her mark and
a pretty good one too. As it is
we have to wade through many an
unoriginal view, irrelevant quo-
tations from 'Over the Tres-
hold', meaningless, oft-repeat-
ed platitudes, few facts & many
speculations, wrong or distort-
ed concepts & notions about the
human aura & the third eye, and
at last some disconnected notes
about Dr. Rampa. To our mind,
this will just not do. If it be
necessary at all to try & write

extensively about the author of
'The Third Eye' at this stage,
then the logical point to start
from were an appraisal of the
tradition from which his writ-
ing stems - Mahayana or rather
esoteric Buddhism. Even from a
point of view of participation
in the controversy about the so-
called Rampa 'case', the con-
tribution here is necessarily
limited. We feel we have been
able to say substantially more
(see Vol. I, No. 2 to 5). Maybe
we expected too much and the
writer only wanted to drive home
the point that - to simplify -
people should keep an open mind
when coming across men 1like T.
Lobsang Rampa.

Finally, we fail to see why
the Little Death initiation de-
scribed in 'Third Eye' should be
"morbid", nor why the coming of
space craft must mean the begin-
ning of a "better world". Better
MEN must come first, with or
without space craft. She also
talks of "those of us who have
delved deeply into the subtle
sciences'", a joke that must even
make the Masters chuckle with
delight.
