that this pen picture of a movie picture will

prove of interest to our readers.

The first half of the film,
writes Lou, might be classified
as a collection of documents
which could be shown with grca-
ter profit in the form of diapo-
sitives. The second halfy, in
colour, consists of a series of
movie shots of UFO's taken by
GA at home in California on va-
rious occasions, and one on his
trip to Mexico.

Despite the interest that can
be expected, the film actually
ought not to be shown without
being properly introduced and a
commentary given because other-
wise it could easily turn out
to be disappointing to one who
has no knowledge of its origin
and aim. One must have read G''s

books, and should be versed in
what is going on in the TUFC
field generally before being

able to fully appreciate its
documentary presentation.

The film starts off trying to
answer that which has constantly
been asked by thousands of Gi's
correspondentss what then 1is
the meaning of the symbols on
the photo plate and the foot-
prints, as mentioned and repro-
duced in "Flying Saucers Have
Landed'! Hundreds of people have
tried +to translate these enig-
matic messages; it scoms only 2

hav: succceded. It would appear
thatthc signs are not represent-
ing so much a literary script
but rather a code system of
technical nature. They give no
more nor less than the secret
of the space ships' propulsion,
says Lou Zinsstag.

iLfter 6 ycars of labour a Ger-
man scientist in our country on
the one and a Polish scientist
on the other hand, succeeded in
deciphering the code system.
The investigator here has built
a model, said to be functioning
and to be demonstrated in Cali-
fornia still this ycar The pic-
turcs in the film show some of
the relevant drawings and some
phases 6f the fabrication. The
infecrmation given is, of course,
not complete & Gi's main object
with these pictures is Jjust to
show that all the other inter-
pretations arc wrong; hc had
been inundated with 'solutions'
foremost from spiritistic & oc-
cultist quarters.

There is a photograph taken
of an o0il painting of Orthon
which was done with his consent.
People tend to ask: why only a
painting & not an actual photo?
The answer is provided by the
counter—-question: suppose you
were compelled to visit, quite
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illegally and from time to time
in a foreign conutry - would
you then 1like to be photogra-
phed?

Now follows a series of news-
paper cuttings, presenting first
the Mexican contact claimant
Villanueva and a drawing of one
of the men he met, which has a
likeness to Orthon. Then, how-
ever, comes the main feature of
this part of the film which
brings, in cuttings, the story
of an unnamed Mexican. We here
have not heard of this story
before neither does it seem to
have been published in UFO pub-
lications, Lipart from its impor-
tance as such, this story has
been investigated by the Mexi-
can Government for 3 years, and
finally been declared authentic.
It runs like this, more or less
in G4's own words:

The centre figure is a Mexic-
an farmer, broad-shouldered, 6
foot 6 tall. He had been prof-
essor at Mexico University be-
fore he took over, after the
death of his father, the manage-
ment of the farm, 60 miles from
Guadalhar. Over 200 people are
employed there. One day a space
ship landed not far from him, 2
men got out and approached. The
Mexican had to suppress an im-
pulse to draw his revolvers, no
doubt it having sprung from ha-
bit when confronted by extraor-
dinary circumstances. Thay met
& the farmer +took the visitors
along to meet his mother. They
were invited to stay, and stayed
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for four days. Then they asked
their host to accompany them to
stay a while with them on Ve-
nus. At first he declined be-
cause he did not want to leave
his mother alone with the task
of managing the farm during
his indefinite absence. They
reassured him, however, that it
would take no longer thana trip
per boat to the USA. So he went

along. There is a picture of
earth, receding. He stayed on
Venus for four days, 1living

there like one of them, at last
leaving, only reluctantly... He
gave an outline of what he had
seen, sketched houses, build-
ings. There is a picture, too,
of Venus people next to him and
they were as much smaller as
any average earthling would be
next to a 6% footer.

Now, if you have been kind to
a Mexican he will do everything
in his power to return that
kindness. So before the space
ship left again, it was loaded
upon orders from the farmer
with flowers, plants, fowl, and
farm produce, as much as could
quickly be brought together by
workers., Not that all this does
not exist on Venus, but that
was his gesture of gratitude.
The activity while the ship was
loaded has also been captured
in a picture which is shown in
the film.

After conclusion of the offi-
cial investigation, with 200
people having been interrogated,
the story was published in5 in-

stalments in some of the lead-
ing Mexican newspapers. The name
of the farmer was withheld. He

did not seek publicity, he did
not want money either, having
enough of it already, and he

did not like the thought of see-
ing the public and all kind of
unwanted people swarming all
over his place.

"This man," Gi continues, "has
asked me, however, to come and
see him... He will tell me his
story personally. Then I shall
know more than I can tell now."
He also says: "We have a way to
find out the truth in cases
like thesetif you held the same
key that I have then You would
know whether I speak the truth.
But for this very reason we can-
not make the key publics every-
body then would use it."

The following series sonsists
of cuttings concerning the Trin-
dade sighting. A4 UFO flew over
this small island off the Bra-
zilian coast in 1957, was sigh-
ted & photographed from aboard
the naval vessel Almirante Sal-
danha & the report & photograph
authenticated by the Naval De-
partment - by the way the first
photograph of a round scout-
like space craft to be thus au-
thenticated by any Ministry on
this planet.

These shots conclude the first
part of the film, in black and
white. The second half is cut
from GA's colour movies of UFOs
made during the last few years.
The objects were taken at adis-
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tance of from 8 to 13 miles. The first impres-
sion is of watching butterflies or falling lea-
ves. It is very difficult to follow their incal-
culable movements. These are quite different from
the movements of our planes, as the ships are
'weightless'. "To get shots of moving UFQ's,"
says GA, "is about the most difficult thing for
a photographer to be faced with. The ships move
like 1lightning and you try your best to keep
them within your vicw=findcr but tho result is
poor enough. I am by no means delighted with my
shots but they are the first of their kind tobe
shown in public."

Most interesting amongst them are those of jet
bombers trying to pursue UFO's. In one instance
2 space shipsy, covered by a thin layer of clouds
are approached by the aircraft. The width of the
vapour trail left by the tiny aeroplane affords
some measure of comparison with the sizec of the
space ships. Therc is also the first "formation
photo" made by an amateur. Three ships are joined
by a fourth. There is a plane in the picture, a
B-52. "The .Lir Force saw the shots", relates G.i,
"and declared them to be thc best photographs in
the hands of a civilian. Well, that means they
have still better ones. I took them with the
plane at a distance of at least 35,000 ft. & the
ships were at least another 35,000 ft. above the
B-52..« So the crew must have taken better ones;,
having been 35,000 ft. nearcer the ships than I
had been."

Mere chance 1led to the taking of another in-
teresting series. It was in Mexico while cross-—
ing a banana plantation by car. GLi had been tak-
ing shots when suddenly a small scanning disc
appeared which was controlled by a scout, still
within +the picture but which GA had not been
able to notice through thc view—finder Dbecause
of its blueish, atmospheric colour. The contours
however, are quite discernible & so are those of
part of a mother ship higher up which, with all

eyes fixod on the scanner, hal also not been no-

ticed before development of the film.
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Space Ship Field Newss
SOUTHERN LAFRICAL OFTEN VISITZD

WE carried no news of sightings in two of our
recent issues, simply lacking the space. Wec
are making up now with this lengthy summary.

There is little doubt that Southern ..frica had
a very good share in round-the-world visitations
this year. While a great number of minor sight-
ing reports mainly talk of blue fireballs swish-
ing pasty, so often leaving undecided the true
nature of the 'balls', it was conspicuous though
that all these reports came from arcas in the
eastern half of the Union. Roughly, a bcundary
line touching Durban, East London & Bloemfontein
would demarcate thc general field with the Natal
Province appearing to be a preferent target. The
fact that this class of sighting over Natal kept
being madc for months now with long intervals in
between almost completely precludes the possibi-
lity that we have to do with meteorites. Secon-
dary features rather suggest a relationship to
the 'green fireballs' over southern states in
the US4 in the early fifties and, at rarcer occa-
sions, elsewhere around our globe: they hurtle
along as brightly flaming balls, seem to explode
and seem to fall to the ground. In two instances
objects were seen to "break into pieces" & "dis-
appear’" while more reports along the line of tra-
vel kept coming in. L Donnybrook, Natal, witness
said, while it passed overhead '"pieces" Dbroke
away, then "the object lost its brilliance" and
vanished, but further reports were received from

at least four places. In the second case, a far-
mer near Reitz, Orange Free State, said it "ex-
ploded into 3 parts before disappearing" while

reports indicating the same object kept coming
in along the line Reitz, via Petrus Steyn, to
Wesselsbron where it "disappeared when about 8
fcet from the ground". All these sightings were
made on the night of the 29th July.

Many of the objects stuck to a straight, more
or less north-south course, as did a tennis ball
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sized one over Kast London on the 17th August,
high up, very fast, coming up from the horizon &
"beautiful to watch'". The most outstanding report
of an object in this class, however, came from a
hotel manager at Umkomaas, Durban coast, morning
August 4th. He said the object, at least of the
size of a motor-cycle tyre, was yellowish green
in colour with a brownish base. He estimated it
"crashed into the water about six miles from the
shore, 1looked like a giant petrol lamp, and 1lit
up the whole area near where it plunged into the
sea.e.." Again, later this month, over Pretoria
& nearby, bright flaming objects were seen, 1 of
the witnesses is amember of the Listronomical So-
ciety. In both cases the possibility of meteor-
ites were excluded by the observers, in one case
the object travelling too slow, in the other ta-
king about 4 scecconds from horizon to horizon. In
this latter instance it was '"flame-coloured on
the one, blue-green on its other side".

Concluding with this class of hurtling, flam-
ing objects we may recall the early assumption
in connection with green & suchlike "fireballs":
that they might be irradiating devices released
by thc space people with the object of 'cleans-
ing the atmosphere'. This has later been confir-
med by them to GA. That we did not register any
increases in fall-out radioactivity over South
Lifrica this year does surely not say that there
might not have danger existed in layers higher up
Be it as it may, it's no use conjecturing. What-
ever has been going on, we may rest assured that
our friends from other worlds are watchful and
no doubt very much guarding us from our own fol-
lies. Whether we shall be able one day to return
with like friendship whatever they have done for
us, is a question grecat uncertainty.

We come to a second class of sighting reports,
involving almost unmistakeably scout crafté& like
space ships. On the night of the 21st June, a
"large obJject" 1looking "like a flying saucer"
which came "to a pointed shape on the upper sur-
face" hung stationary about 15ft from the ground

nearby a lonely dwelling in The Willows, east of
Pretoria. It was itself "large as a house™ & only
a 100 yards away from the woman who noticed it.
She didn't have time to call her family out as
after a few seconds it slid off at great speed,
on & away over a hill "still always keeping 15ft
above the ground! The whole object was bathed
in an orangec glow which appeared to come from
the inside... 1like the glow of a dying fire."
There was also coming a green light from one of
its sides.

XL short but remarkable report came from Steyns-—
burg, OFS, on the 22nd June. An object described
"as shining silver in colour and top-shaped was
seen by 20 people'., It hovered "clearly visible
for two hours and disappcared in a northerly di-
rection"!

Another quite unique report we had from Bloem-
fontein where an ex-fighter pilot together with
his father-in-law obscrved a shining object in
the afternoon of the 30th July "hurtling through
the sky... flying at between 20,000 & 30,000 ft.
and at a speed of about 5,000 miles per hour."
The men were exercising their racing pigeons
when this happened. The "saucer" stopped and the
pigeons "sensed it. They flew up to about 1,000
feet which is very high for pigeons. 4ind the
bush pigeons =~ therc are quite a few of them
around here - were unsettled too".

LAlready on May 26, a Salisbury, Southern Rho-
desia, estate agent with his wife and his mother
watched what he believed were 5 Flying Saucers.
They appeared in two groups between 8 & 9.15 at
night north-west of his home in Highlands sub-
urb. The first group was composed of one large
moving light and two smaller lights; the second
group was made up of one large light & one smal-
ler 1light. The first group also hovered for a
while.

If features in this class of reports (which
are quite incomplete in number) remind of all
those usually connected with scout craft then we
still have a series of sightings.-which, with al-
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most no doubt, pertain to mother ships. On 20th
July, early in the day, a "long white object and
definitely not an aircraft" moved slowly high
over Sterkstroom from north to south. Witncsses
said it was visible for a considerable time to
the naked eyec.

Even more interesting, however, were reports
arriving from Nyasaland earlier in July.

The police at Kota Kota, on the western shore
of Lake Nyasa said in an account that a "wing-
less object, rocket—shaped, silver in colour was
estimated to be flying at a height of three
miles" over a remote part of the country. It was
visible for about 5 min., travelling slowly. 4
similar object had been secn not far away about
a month earlier. The Pretoria evening paper's
headline over this report was: '"Space Craft Over
Lake Nyasa Now?" which together with the soberly
worded police release made quite some different
reading from the kind of rcporting only a few
years ago. - The strange "rocket-like object"
was again seen a little later over Limbe & near
Blantyre by a Blantyre resident & independently
by a group of Asiatic schoolchildren. The cigar-
shaped object in the sky over the Central Prov-
ince had in all been reported from 5 different
towns. 411 the descriptions tallied - a long,
silvery object without wings.

For good measure we should like to repeat for
all those who might have missed the original Sa-
pa-Reuter report, a story which constitutes a
most significant fourth class of events and, al-
though it does not come from Africa, is the na-
tural climax in this summary. Released in Bris-
bane it is the report by an Anglican priest, Fa-
ther W. B. Gill, of Boianai Anglican Mission,
Papuay, New Guinea. Another Anglican priest had
relayed the account - eight closely-typed pages
of foolscap - to fAustralia and we do hope, touch
wood, our JAustralian liaison friends & the UFOIC
group down under will succeed in getting hold of

a copy of these eight pages. The report 1listed
incidents involving unidentified flying objects
over mountain areas inland from Port Morcsby.
They included alleged sightings of up to eight
flying objects, including a mother ship, an ex-
change of signals from the mother ship with 12
people at the mission and simultaneous sightings
by a group of 38 people. Mr. Gill said he and a
group of 12 people saw a large flying object and
2 smaller ones. They were '"bathed in a shaft of
bluc light" and carried "illuminated men" (which
quite cbviously would mean men visible inside
the illuminated craft). The university-trained
priest said: '"The men waved & exchanged signals

with the group... There is no doubt that the
flying objects were handled by beings of some
kind".

In the abscencc of more precise news from Bris-
banc we do not like to speculatc about these ev-
ents. Moreover, the short quotation is quite im-
portant and comprehensive enough to stand on its
own. /4 new point emerges here in bare fact, a
point which, quite frankly and modestly said,
your editor had hopefully stressed in his own
book three years ago: we should boldly try and
shed all fear wherever we happen to come into
visual contact with space ship occupants, we
should show our friendliness, confidence, open-
mindedness and (planetary) neighbourly kindness
by RALISING OUR HANDS TO WAVE L GREETING toward
the visitors from space - and herc now the Papua
pecople scem TO HAVE DONE IT!! A general idea is
that the inhabitants of New Guinea still secm to
belong to the "wild" label class of humans. But
may their habits, customs & traditions appeal to
Western tastes or not, one thing is clear: those
who live closer to nature than the so-called ci-
vilized peoples do are less inhibited and less
clogged up in quite a few respects. It will
prove them in good stead because THEY ARE NEARER
TC OVER-ALL CONT.ACTS WITH VISITORS than we are!l
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
