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c NOT ONLY BY FAITH ALONE - BY CONSCIOUS EFFORT TOO! � 
\� HAVE no quarrel with any creed or religious denomination 
as they exist today. Whatever their name & form, once they 
all have sprung from the one cosmic wisdom-religion which 
has again & again been brought and proclaimed to man in his 
successive civilizations. And he who feels happy within the 
Precincts of his Creed should stay there, fulfilling his Sa­
viours expectations until his personal karma leads him along 
toward further experience. Yet it is good to muse sometimes 
on how one or the other teaching looks when hold afresh 
against the background of its cosmic origin.

At Luther's time however, this teach­
ing had been corrupted to a degree where there was little 
knowledge loft of what kind of treasure the good deed. would 
conta� to a degree where you could buy in hard coin the re­
mission of your sins, i.e. your bad deeds. In such spiritual 
surroundings a directly opposite teaching would have an in­
erodible effect. Luther found his light in St Paul & in Rom­
ans the strength of his conviction9 tho effect was that mil­
lions to this day find their strength on the same ground. 

Times have changed and permit a detached consideration of 
the above context. Then one finds that in the whole New Tes­
tament there are more injunctions & demands, by implication, 
to work yourself, to do yourself something for your-soul's 
progress than acquiescences to hand over its salvation to 
mere faith. The deeds we do every day, whether good or bad, 
form our charactero On laying down our outer garments at tho 
hour of death we can take nothing else along than the traits 
of char act or our inner man has boon forming in tho past life. 
If these traits are good ones ( = A TRE.i\.SURE in Heaven ) we' 11 
have all the benefit� & a true progress toward ultimate sal­
vation� in the next span's classo Thus7 doing does it, �oo.
