ALL HEAVENLY BODIES CARRY VAST ELECTRO-STATIC CHARGES

This is, in a nut-shell, the
conclusion of UFOloger & thin-
ker Ray Holden of Auckland, New
Zealand, ex-R.N. officer & con-
tributor to the "Flying Saucer
Review", C.S.I.magazine & other
papers. Although he is not the
only one to hold this view, nor
the first to have expressed 1it,
he certainly has attained to an
outstanding position in this
field by presenting it in the
most comprehensive & consequen-
tial manner. The prospect open-
ed up by his thinking is that
intensive research in this dir-
ection & away from electro-mag-
netims would, no doubt, yield
amazing results. As yet, how-
ever, it seems that still very
little basic research into el-
ectrostatic energy is done and
thus one of the doors 1leading
to a better understanding of
gravity, and the cosmic forces,
has hardly heen opened. It would
lead us, too, 1if not to a sol-
ution to the question of Flying
Saucer propulsion, at least ve-
ry close to it. Let's hear what
Ray Holden has to say about it:
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"If +the theory can be accep-
ted," he states in one of his
articles, "that gravity is an
electrostatic force, then it is
possible to conceive that, to
bring about free flight in space
it will be necessary to create
an antigravitational force of
an electrostatic nature. The
space craft would need to be a
highly charged electrostatic ma-
chine which would be repelled
by +the earth's electrostatic
charge, vertically away from the
earth's surface. Directional con-
trol could be brought about by
using selective electromagnetic
coils set in the space craft at
various angles & cut into oper-
ation by pressing the requisite
switches.

From the observed phenomena &
the observations of various wri-
ters, together with photographs
of UFO there would appear to be
ample evidence that this is the
method by which these objects
are obtaining their fantastic
flight performances. For, once
a flying object has overcome the
force of gravity by virtue of

its high electrostatic potent-
ial, then the effects of "G" on
its crew would be nullified and
the heating effects of friction
on its surface would be elimin-
ated as there would be a zone
of charged electrical particles
cushioning it from the surroun-
ding atmosphere. If we can be-
lieve GA's photographs - and I
believe we can -~ then we can
accept that static—electricity
is their main means of overcom-
ing gravity, since we have been
told in his Dbook that large
spherical condensers are util-
ised in their mechanism.

It is my contention that, in
addition to electrostatic power
these flying objects utilise
electromagnzstic power for dir-
ectional control & stability, &
ionic power (streams of charged
particles) for directional mot-
ion of mother-ships in outer
space along the gravity-neutral
paths between the planets & the
solar universes.

Thus my idea of a flying sau-
cer or scout ship is that it is
a highly-charged electrostatic
machine of hemispherical or sau-
cer shape. As GA told us, these
scout ships are not capable of
travelling inter-planetary dis-
tances, as they cannot maintain
a high enough rate of charging,
and are used for relative short
trips between planets & mother-
shipsSeeo"

Commenting on the above para-
graph we are in the position to
add that apparently the space

of which Holden speaks,

people have succeeded
come just that handicap
to provide the scout ships with a high enough
rate of charging. G& reported that he was taken
along on a 2 hours' flight over the USA, Canada
& Mexico in an "interplanetary scout" on May 30,
1957. This particular ship was on its maiden
flight and carried a range of new instruments
which were shown to GA.

"Some writers & scientists have inferred," Ray
goes on to say, "that gravity may be electromag-
netic in nature, but I maintain that it is elec-
trostatic... I would theorise that electrostatic
electrons are of a higher energy state than el-
ectromagnetic electrons & that this is the basic
principle wunderlying the vast repuslive force
which maintains the heavenly bodies in balanced
equilibrium in free space. When mankind has mas-
tered space flight —and it will not be done with
rockets = I am convinced that the corona or el-
ectrostatic shield of highly charged particles
surrounding man's spaceship will be the means of
safeguarding his body from the destructive ef-
fects of cosmic rays in outer space. It will be
like the old theory of fighting fire with fires
& remember also, that there will be no radiation
effect on his body from the space-craft's own
electrical charge, as he is safely enclosed in a
sphericaly, hemispherical or cylindrical cabin
wherein no charge can re-act." Nontechnical rea-
ders must understand here that static charges pe-
culiarly cling to outer surfaces, say of a ball,
and that inside the ball there would be no elec
trical potential.

Now let us follow Ray's fundamental concepts:-
"As all heavenly bodies are electrostatically &
all similarly charged they are in an equilibrium
state in their respective orbits & galaxies. As
they move through space they acquire their elec-
trostatic charge of high potential. Being all
similarly charged, they repel one another. This
force of repulsion acts 3-dimensionally & univer-—
sally throughout creation, holding solar universes
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in balance. This vast force creates an electronic
pressure which in turn gives rise to the rotat-
ion of the heavenly bodies on their axes and the
elliptical motion in their separate and discreet
orbits. It is also the reason that heavenly
bodies do not collide with each other."

In one of his letters he also says: '"When I
state that ALL heavenly bodies are electrostati-
cally charged, I am trying to convey that- (these
charges) are AGGRTZG.LTIONS of energy of vast and
almost incomprehensible 'potential'. As such,
each heavenly body is thus radiating energy of
various & many frequencies of vibration of which
the force we call gravity is only a minute por-
tion. It is possible that gravity is made up of
many differing frequencies, and that is why man-
kind so far has not managed to create an anti-
gravity force or frequency."

In viewing his static charges- (a) as being of
a higher order than mere electromagnetic 'ener-
gy's and (b) as being "aggregations of energy",
Ray has indeed come very close to Ancient Occult
Science and its statements about the Cosmic For-
cess We must not forget that on our plane of ex-
istence all phenomena of 'energies' as perceived
by our senses are Effects. We always deal only
with these effects, we manipulate them, turn one
over into the other, and so forth. This precise-
ly isy, too, the reason why we cannot "explain"
these phenomena - as little as you would be able
to explain the cinematographic process by con-
centrating on the play of lights and shadows on
the screen. They are incapable of telling you
how actually they came about - the same as "el-
ectricity" just cannot divulge any information
as to its proper cause. Thus, the causes to the
multiple phenomenon "energy" necessarily trans-
cend our (effect) world of perception; we can
approach them in our understanding only when we
climb away from Perceptive Man (who as such could
almost be likened to a roboter full of instrum-
ents) & turn to the higher, the Living and Life-
Endowed Man. We would then find that, what we

call Forces are just Movements by the One Life.
To be more precise: movements, indeed, of ever
higher order which act on other movements of
ever lower order. Or: of the higher movements,
ever a little 1less fast, impinging themselves
upon or mixing themselves into the ever slower
movements, ever down, down, down the scale. All
of them still the same one thing: the Divine
Cosmic Life. 'Forever' going on like that - till
the end of the Great-Great-Cycle. A Breath ex-—
haled! A mustical sound, humming on & on! A vast
incomprehensible concert of frequencies, inter-
fering, overtaking, adjusting themselves. Chords!
Harmonies! - Now imagine yourself cutting in at
any given point: What would happen or what would
you see?

L4 phenomenon, mean-
ingless, 1isolated, bereft of its inner motive,
its sense, intention.

particular aggregate of lower frequencies appea-
ring as its body, becomes "lifeless" & gradually
disintegrates into lower, isolated, movements.
