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LET YOUR LAMPS SHINE

Recently, an acquaintance of mine remarked : How are 
your flying saucers getting on ? Nothing seems to happen 
these days. We don' t hear much about them in the papers". 

I replied that they were not � flying saucers, but 
that I shared an interest in them with millions of other 
people all over the world who had seen them over the last 
two decades. It was true that there was apparently a lull 
as regards sightings being reported in the national press, 
but nevertheless, local sightings and foreign ones were 
coming to the attention of Flying Saucer Review all the 
time, as well as to both the two big UFO organisations here, 
the British UFO Research Organisation (BUFORA) and Contact 
(U.K.) 

Another point that I explained to my acquaintance was 
that flying saucer activity appeared to concentrate in 
certain parts of the world at a particular time and then 
the emphasis would shift somewhere else. 

It was remarkable that some of the biggest and most 
important sightings abroad, notably the Trinidad Island 
case in 1958, were hardly mentioned at all in the British 
National Press. This is no refiection on our press� It is 
often a question of timing. If, for example, a general 
election was in progress, a story sueh'as the Great Train 
Robbery or the Christine K�eler affair, then the odds were 
that there would be hardly any space left for wh�t to UFO 
enthusiasts is a big event. 

We must remember that though celestial space craft 
have been recorded all through the ages and in modern times 
millions of words have been printed about flying saucers 
during the last 23 years, they are no longer news to the 
average editor unless some r·eally world-shaking event was to 
occur such as· a mass landin& or-alteTnatively, that he was 
short of news, as happens sometimes in what is known as the 
"silly" season around August. This is what I have been told 
by many journalists, many of whom are interested in the 
subject but have to get their stories pa�their editors. 
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Th�·nearly all realise the eyentual potentiality of the sub­
ject, and that one day it may finally break. 

However, if a local sighting occurs near or at say, 
Bournemouth,Polk�tone 1 Colchester, Chester or any other town 
in the British Isles, it is more often than not repnrted in 
the local papers because it is local news concerning their 
residents and environment, but those reports very seldom make 
the ttna ti onal s". 

These remarks are, of course, generalisations.. Every so 
often, a story about the UFOs does get into the national press. 
However, what I have outlined is their general attitude� 

I do assure you that UFO activity is going on all the time 
somewhere on this planet. For example,in·my capacity as Inter­
national Chairman of Contact, I recently received from Contact 
( Norway ) information of a saucer "flap" which has recently taken 
place there. These sightings, including at least one landing, 
were reported in that country's national papers but were not 
covered in our own. 

' Actually, the amount of UFO sightings going on around the 
world is greater than ever be£ore� There is evidence, too, of 
much activity going on at ground level. The number of people 
contacted now is phenomenal. In addition to face to face con­
tacts, many are being done in several ways of an ESP nature 
and your readers are well aware of various means by which this 
can be achieved outside the normal physical one. 

However, there is one method which is becoming very fre­
quent. This is not a new one, but because of the increasing 
number of people writing to me from·various parts of the world 
about this, I would like to bring it to your attention. I am 

referring to the controversial idea of contacting people in 
their dreams. 

When I was ve� young - a mere child - I used to dream of 
living in great Sky Ships. It all seemed very familiar and 
friendly. Now, I only do .so very occasionally, and it is all 
a little hazy. Probably due to the conditioning we all receive 
on this planet.

I know a French �plomat.who is married to a charm­
ing South African 1�. He has a son by a former marri­
age who used to dream regularly of "houses in the sky". 
I don't know if he still does. I am not giving their 
names as dreams are very pers�nal matters. I could give 
you other instances but as you see, this is not a new 
concept. 

However, in recent months I have received_a large 
number of letters from correspondents all over the world 
telling me in every instance of similar dreams. They 
have all followed the same pattern!. These people in 
their dreams have seen great Light Ships sometimes 
several miles or more in length, and they have been 
taken up into these craft by smaller ships ( flying 
saucers ) . They have all staUdthat a blue light glowed 
inside the mother ship. These dreams keep repeating. 
In them they have met the occupants of the Ships who 
were friendly and showed them round. 

I have recently written an article entirely on this 
new phase of intensified contact for "Orbit", a magazine 
with which I understand that some of your readers are 
familiar. All these dreams that an increasing number 
of good folk around the planet are having right now 
give us much food for thought. If it was just one or 
two, well, we would probably think it interesting and 
let it go at that. 

Now, in my recently published new book "Operation 
Earth", I have discussed the Edgar Ca�e predictions 
about the cle�sing of this planet of ours which is due 
to occur between 1958 - 1999 and have also referred to 
Nostradamus' famous quatrain regarding 1999. Apart 
from Jesus Himself, I would think that Nostradamus and 
Cayce are the two greatest Seers we have had in the 
world since the sinking of Atl�ntis. Their combined 
record of "Bulls-eyes" is almost incredible. 
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Now, Cayce, as most of you know, could in his trance 
sleep see what was wrong with people's disabilities and 
give the correct diagnosis and cure. This he did with 
thousands of authenticated cases.

As our beloved W. Tudor 
Pole would have· said: "Let us be lighthouses" and may the 
light that shines from our lamps reach out in to the 
darkness. 
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TELEPATHIC WORK. 

Taken from "Telepathy & The Etheric Vehicle" 
by Alice A. Bailey 

Chapter XI, p. 75. 

Certain Warnings People today frequently evidence a 
telepathic tendency or capacity. They tune in • • • • •  

with something or someone, though they know not what it 
is. Everything that they purport to register is regarded 
by them as of major importance: it is usually self-related 
and not due to their high point of spiritual unfoldment 
which warrants their being the custodians of mysterious 
spiritual messag.es - usually of a most unimportant and 
platitudinous natqre. There are many sour�es of these 
messages and it migpt be more useful if I here mention 
some of them : what I have to say may prove to be of 
value to the general occult public. 

Four Categories of Communications. 

1. Messages emanating from the relatively nice,well-
trained subconscious nature of the recipient. These 
well up from the subconscious but are regarded by the 
recipient as coming from an outside source. Introspective 
people frequently penetrate into the layer of the subcon­
scious recollection and are quite unaware of so doing. 
Their interest i� themseives is so intense. Not knowing 
that they have done this, they regard what they find as 
un�sual, beautiful and important, and then proceed to 
formulate it into messages which they expect their 
friends and the general public to regard as spiritually 
based. These messages are normally innocuous,sometimes 
beautiful, because they are a mixture of what the recipi­
ents have read and gathered from mystical writings • • •  it 
is really the content of their right thinking along spirit;.. 
ual lines and can do no one any harm but is of no true 
importance whatsoever. It accounts, however, for 85% 
(eighty-five percent ) of .the so-called inspired writings 
so prevalent at this time• 

2. Impressions from the souli, which are translated into con­
cepts and written down by the personality; th,e r�cipient 
is deeply impressed by the relatively high vibration which 
accompanies them, forgetting that the vibration of the 
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soul is that of a Master, for the soul is a Master on 
its own plane. These are true soul impressions, but 
usually have in them nothing new of major importance • • •  

they are therefore that which the awakening personality 
has contributed to the soul of the good, the true and the 
beautiful, plus that which has entered into the person­
ality consciousness as a result of soul contact. This 
accounts for B% ( eight per cent) of the writings and com­
munications put before the general public by aspirants 
today. 

3.  TeachipSs given by a senior or more advanced disciple 
on the 1nner planes to a d1sc1ple under tra1n 1ng or who 
has just been admitted to an Ashram. These teachings 
bear the impress and conclusions of the senior discip�e 
and are frequently of value; they may - and often do -
contain information of which the recipient is totally 
unaware. The criterion here is that.nothing ( literally 
nothing ) will concern the recipient, either spiritually 
or mentally or in any other way connect c1 with his per­
sonality, nor will they contain the platitudes of the 
religious background of the recipient. They . will account 
for 5% (five per cent ) of the teaching given, but this is 
in relation to the entire world and the percentage does 
not refer to some one occult group, one religious faith 
or one nation. The recognition of this is of vital 
importance. 

4. Communications from a Master to His disciple. This ac­
counts for 2% (two per cent ) of the entire telepathic 
receptivity demonstrated by humanity as a whole through­
out the entire world. Western students would here do 
well to remember that the subjective Eastern student is 
far more prone to telepathic receptivity than is his 
Western brother; this has a definite bearing on all the 
above classifications, which is somewhat humiliating 
for the Western mystic or occult student.

Five Roodepoort people last night reported sighting a 
copper-co�oured unidentified flying object travelling from 
north to south at "tremendous speed", 

Mr. I. Langenstrase, of Discovery, Roodepoort , a busi­
nessman, said he, his brother Jac�, his nephew Earl (14) 
and his daughter Jennifer ( 13) and Mr. Andrian Ferry were 
in the garden of his home stargazing through a 3 inch tele­
scope. They had just finished looking at the moon and were 
about to set their sights on Saturn, when Mr. Langenstrase 
observed the UFO. He asked Mr. Ferry to get a'pair of 
bino.culars, but before the latter had returned, the object 
had disappeared. 

"The obj.ect was copper-coloured and travelling at a 
tremendous speed, from north to south. I have never 
believed in.flying saucers, but I am beginning to think 
again", said Mr. Langenstrase. 

·No reply could be obtained from the Republic Observa­
tory, or from the Olifantshoek tracking station.

When you lie flat on your back and gaze up into the 
black night sky, thousands of little lights blink back at 
you, J"hey seem to be crowded toge·ther, almost on top of each 
other. However, in reality they are thousands of miles apart 
and it would take hundreds of years in one of our space ships 
to travel from one star to another. 

A STAR OR SUN. 

This is a gaseous burning body which sends out tremen­
dous rays of energy which we see as light and feel as heat. 
The closer one gets to a sun the hotter it becomes. 

A PLANET. 

A planet is' a mass of burning gas which has cooled down 
and become solid, thus it has no light of its own but reflects 
it instead - our earth is such a planet. 

A SOLAR SYSTEM. 

This consists of a central sun with planets which 
revolve in fixed orbits around it. Each planet lies at a 
different distance from the sun. Our earth takes 365! days 
to make a complete c ircle around the sun.

"THE COMING OF THE GUARDIANS"

This commUnication is from Lao-Tse. 
LAO-TSE or LAO-TZU: c. 604 B. C. (encyco) but "lived between 
550-600 B. C. in a town called K' uhsien. He belo·nged to a 

wealt�y and educated family, and had no need to 'work for the 
Imperial Library, yet spent much time there poring over the 
books. He iater became a roaming sage. Actually did no ,,rrit­
ing at all, but his sayings were compiled by his discipl�s. 
Had a wife and seven children ��d according to custom several 
concubines. At about fifty years of age he abandoned his 
family and followers and was taken into the mystical school 
of the White Brotherhood. He died smiling happily at the age 
of eighty-two". (An extraordinary intellect and a truly great 
philosopher;- a central figure in Taoism. ML). 

This is what he said or conveyed in 1948 about the 
visitors from space: 

"They have often come simply in quest of knowledge, just 
ss you make expeditions to far-off places, to Polar regions 
or central Asia. 

"They are not here with intent to interfere in your affairs 
- nevertheless - if there is another world war, employing .nu­
clear energies, they may be forced to intervene� The ��e _ _ .. 

of atomic forces has disturbed their sphere of exf&ten� l&the' 
seriously. 

"Let it be understood that if ever such intervention be­
comes necessary, it will be wholly impersonal. There will be no 
taking of sides. It is contrary to Law, that any one plane 
should interfere with the processes by which another works out 
its destiny. 

"They are vastly your superiors in scie1:ce - though every 
plane has its special forms of development and progress, so 
that we speak of differences, but not ofte:O of·· superiority· 
or inferiority. 

"The Etherians are large people, up to fift�en feet in ' 
height. I would say that they belong to the humari order of evo­
lution - that is, you would not call them Devas or nature Spirits 
Yet the great forms you have seen and photog,raphed.i.n the skies 
and on the Sirface of the earth also, sonewha:L resemble them. 
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"You ask why they are now suddenly present in large 
numbers. I shall tell you. Always, when a civilization, a 
culture has reached its height and is destined to collapse, 
the Etherians have appeared in numbers. They come to make an 
examination and final record, _for their own knowledge, of the 
status of that civilization - somewhat as you mig�t do with 
disappearing tribes and races. And it is true al&o t!lat they 
have been alerted and disturbed by your release of atomic 
energies. But all past civilizations and races have had their 
day, and failed in some way,and passed out of earth. existence. 
So with your c ivilization. The Etherean people came, and ob­
served, and made their historical records. So they come now." 

"And another communication from Arakashi. Very little seems 
to be known about this personality. All that the Inner Circle 
can and will s�, is that he was a Guru (holy man), �ho lived 
and died in the Punjab District of India c.l320-98 A.D. -
teachings were Buddhistic." 
He communicated the following in 1950; 

"Your conventional physics have led men to believe that 
three dimensional form is real and substantial. But your more 
learned physicist will tell you that a physical-chemical object 
is rarefied to the point of being ninety per cent space, or 
what is known as nothingness, and that that which is called 
space or the ether is extremely more dense than any known sub­
stance. The reason for this seems to lie in the fact that no 
two atoms of which form is made, touch one another and that, 
relatively speaking, their distances from one another can be 
compared with those separating your heavenly bodies. And 
that which holds them together or drives them farther apart 
is called the field of attraction and repulsion, or positive 
and negative poles. Now, you can take a bar of iron which 
may seem real and ve� solid to your eyes and sense of touch, 
but which is as porous as a piece of sponge, and if you heat 
this bar, you will find it will first start to bend and then 
to run like water. Why? Simply because heat steps up the vi­
bratory rate of its m·lecules, thus creating a greater negative 
field than existed in it while cold. This drives the molecules 
further apart. Now, while you have changed the form of a "bar" 
of iron, you have not in any way changed the substance called 
iron because it has become liquid. You may change it all into 
vapour but it will still remain "iron" vapour. 
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"Now all this latter is well-known even by the soboolboy; I 
wish only to make clear that a human body contains all the 
known elements; and the mind in d�ep meditation knows how, 
with the aid of breath and the kundalini forces, to segregate 
the necessa� chemicals from the body and project them into the 
thought-form mold, thereby-creating a three-dimensional object. 

"If your men of science hope to understand more clearly the 
phenomena of life, they will have to come sooner or later to 
the realisation that this thing which we call 'space-time' is 
subjective personified activity that is projected from the self 
in compact, extremely minute impulses. On the gross earth plane 
these impulses are what you call chemical particles - called 
this simply because the nuclear structure of these im:rulses can 
be so arranged as to form what you think of as matter - however, 
only the kind that is suited for your three-dimensional way of 
thinking. But deep within the gross matter field there lies a 
more subtle field known as the Etheric plane. It is from this 
next higher vibratory rate that solidified matter draws its 
energy that keeps it functioning in the physical world. When 
a physical body of any kind starts to deteriorate and go through 
the state you call "death", it is because the channels through 
which it absorbs this etheric energy have failed, for one cause 
or another. The energy-matter that went to make up that particu­
lar body will go �hrough many forms before it again flows back 
into its original state of formless matter. 

"All that man sees is matter in motion, and then almost

"When seemingly strange phenomena, such as odd-looking air-
craft and countless other things come to your notice, you can 
be assured that it is one form of matter merging with another 
that has an affinity or strong pull of attraction for it. Some­
times the force of attraction is so great that the speed at which 
they meet causes them to do what you call explode. An explosion 
is but one of the many ways that one dimension has of merging 
with another by sudden and violent breakdown, or deterioration, 
and almost instant regrouping to form new substance. "
