The past three months have witnessed a steady growth, 
but also some changes; one becomes ever aware of the 
necessity for flexibility. Dan and Eve, after being part 
of our community for eight months, apparently felt the urge 
for change and have moved on to other pastures.

A 
further 250 Pecan Nut trees have been transplanted from the 
nursery, and the mammoth task of pruning the fruit trees 
has been completed. Our apiary activities have been 
stepped up to 19 hives and it is envisaged that our little 
friends, the bees will, in the future, help to support us. 

A Sunday Stall of vegetables, honey, handcrafts and 
dried flower arrangements has been started. 

Mid June saw two of our members off to the U. K. on a 
'learning tour'. Firstly, in London they attended the 
Arcane School Conference and much appreciated the wisdom of 
the erudite Speakers. In Tunbridge Wells, over an English 
tea they met workers connected with the Sundial Publications 
with whom we had long been in correspondence. Our next 
visit was to the White Eagle Lodge and it was a real pleasure 
attending a healing session in their very beautiful White 
Temple. Also visited were the Wrekin Trust, Stonehenge, 
Glastonbury and various other places of historical beauty. 
After having been in touch with Findhorn since 1969, a 
two-week visit was the realisation of a dream. This place 
of beautiful people and human, yet god-like, activities 
lived up to and even exceeded all expectations. It was 
quite evident to our members that Findhorn had a quality 
difficult to define, but perhaps Paul Hawken•s_word ' Magic' 
describes it better than any. Paul Hawken wrote the book

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FROM THE AGE OF LEO TO THE AGE OF AQUARIUS (Contd) 

Approximately 10, 000 B. C. to 2, 000 A. D. 

When the Sun moved into the Sign Pisces (approx 1 A. D. ) 
a significant change came over the world. The creative 
activity and impetus to new ideas which characterised the 
opening of the Great New Year, disappeared, and the world 
entered that period called the Dark Ages � a period that is 
unequalled in history for misery, ignorance and super­
stition. 

The spiritual evolution of the race in Pisces may be 
compared to that •dark night' of the individual soul when 
a moment of vision is followed by a period of confusion in 
which all sense of direction is lost, and the truth itself 
rejected and denied - •the seed must first be hidden in the 
ground before it can put forth its shoots'. 

The suffering of Jesus, the 'man of sorrows', has been 
symbolic of the suffering of mankind in the Age of Pisces; 
the drama of His birth, life, death and resurrection is the 
drama of cleansing, renunciation and expiation, which heralds 
a fresh cycle of awareness. 

Pisces is a Water Sign and covers every reflection of 
feeling, sensation and emotion, whose expansion causes 
pleasure, joy, happiness, and whose contraction results in 
sorrow, grief and pain. In the Age of Pisces the emotional 
nature was therefore highly sensitised, and responded readily 
to external stimulus. This stage in race evolution corres­
ponds to that of adolescence in the individual life, with 
its imbalance and emotionalism. It is also the Age of 
personality unfoldment, with the emphasis on personality 
focus, personality consciousness, selfishness and self­
centredness, and the sense of individuality and separateness 
which had its beginnings in Aries, reached its highest 
expression in Pisces. 

The positive qualities of Pisces are embodied in the 
teachings of Jesus - love, compassion, sympathy, the desire 
to alleviate suffering, affliction and distress. It is 
furthermore the Sign of the mystic and has qualities that 
can carry the soul to the most sublime height of mystical 
experience. The mystical love of seclusion of this Sign 
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brought forth the monastic orders, and large numbers of 
people retreated from the world. 

The Sixth Ray of Devotion was in manifestation during 
the Age of Pisces � the way of spiritual attainment under 
its influence is the ' Way of Devotion Through Feeling'. It 
is furthermore specifically the religious way, and the 
influence of this Devotional Ray combined with the quality 
of devotion of Pisces, produced the great religions of 
devotion; these influences and energies also resulted in 
devotional attachment to a spiritual teacher or divine 
saviour, and a blind faith � the keyword of Pisces being 
'I Believe'. This spirit of devotion also inspired the 
magnificent and beautiful cathedrals, as well as the 
Moh �medan Mosques and Buddhist Temples. This Sixth Ray of 
Devotion is now rapidly passing out of manifestation. 

Martyrdom, another characteristic of Pisces, found 
expression in the many who met their deaths in the arena 
in Rome, The glorification of martyrdom was not confined to 
the Christians only, but was a so prevalent among the 
Mohammedans who believed that to die fighting for the·Holy 
Faith assured the joys of Paradise. 

Jupiter, the traditional ruler of Pisces, gave the 
Church and priesthood great power. Venus reaches its highest 
expression in Pisces, but unfortunately the negative quali­
ties found greater outlet during the last two thousand years 
than did the positive, resulting in sentimentality, 
sensuality and dissoluteness. Virgo, the opposite Sign of 
Pisces, is outstanding for imparting knowledge and the 
desire to serve. These qualities were expressed in the zeal 
of Christian, Buddhist and Mohammedan missionaries who went 
forth to convert the heathen. 

The influence of this Water Sign replaced the burnt 
offerings of the Age of Aries with mystical rites connected 
with water, symbolising purification as a preliminary to 
the awakening of the regenerated man. Baptism has been 
practised by both Christians and Moslems. The 'Ram' of 
Aries was replaced by the 'Fish' of Pisces � Jesus was 
called 'The Fish'. Early Christians traced a fish in the 
dust as a sign of recognition and inscribed it in their 
tombstones in the catacombs. Many of Jesus' miracles are 
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connected with fish and watero He also chose his disciples 
from local fishermen, 

The period, rightly called the Dark Ages, lasted almost 
a thousand years; this was the period in history when the 
Church ruled supreme and ex-communicated and persecuted any 
who refused to conform to her pronouncements. One by one 
the ancient universities and places of learning were closed, 
their students disbanded and exiled; learning was confined 
to the Church and became the privilege of the favoured fewo 
The Church, with her pomp, ceremony, desire for wealth and 
power distorted the simple, inspired teaching of Jesus, 
Who said, 11Veri ly I say unto you that a ri eh man sha 11 
hardly enter into the kingdom of heaven. It is easier for 
a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich 
man to enter the kingdom of God11 0 

In ·the 15th century the introduction of printing l ed 
to the revival of ancient learning and a diffusion of know­
ledgeo Also a renaissance of thought and art stimulated 
the world out of the apathy into which it had fallen. This 
was closely followed by the Reformation, which brought an 
end to the long reign of the Popes. Commerce and industry 
arose, and scientific thought was revived by Copernicus and 
Ga ileo. With the development of scientific thought, the 
world had once more entered another transitional period and 
the energies of Pisces were being slowly superseded by 
those of Aquarius, the Age of Science. An event which 
further heralded the advent of the Age of Aquarius was the 
discovery of the planet Uranus, termed 11 The Awakener of 
Slumbering Souls .. , by Herschel in 1781 o 

Since the discovery of Uranus,the planet ruling 
Aquarius,there have been remarkable changes - mechanical 
inventions have revolutionised the way of life and Darwin's 
theory of evolution has extended the history of the human 
race far beyond the few years assigned to it by the 
Christian doctrineo Astronomy has revealed the wonders of 
the stellar universe, and physics the wonderful world of 
the atom. In every direction illusions have been dispelled 
and misconceptions corrected. Man began to realise that 
the revelation of truth is relative to the degree of human 
consciousness. 

The mechanical and inventive genius of Uranus was first 
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applied to the element of Pisces, i. e. water. The power 
of water, as revealed in sea power and sea exploration, 
became the transitional power of steam and revolutionised 
industry and transport. Later, with the increasing 
influence of Aquarius, electricity was discovered, and with 
it the first revelation of the secret of the universe. 

The action of Uranus is sudden, unexpected, explosive 
and revolutionary; it can and does affect lightning trans­
formations in both individual and national life. The French 
and Russian Revolutions provide examples of the liberating 
action of this planet.

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THE CHALLENGE 

I challenge the thinkers of the world to drop their

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EDITORIAL 

We are pleased . .)to announce that the Durban Contact 
group has been appointed as the U. F. O. investigation 
section of the Society for Psychical Research 
which holds its meetings at Natal University. 

The group is now investigating the Confederation 
Tapes story. We are publishing the procedure of 
investigation; in Skywatch No. 31 December •74 -
May • 75 the story of the contact with 11George11 , 
one of the group from other worlds was told. 
This was the account of Edwin•s meeting with George 
and the subsequent departure of George for his 
home in another world. The account ended with 
the request that George would like to communicate 
with the group called 1 1Contact 11 and that in the 
future we would have further communications from 
him and possibly from other space-craft commanders. 
These were to be recorded on tape and edited by 
Carl van Vlierden and handed to the Chairman of 
Contact so that members of all Contact groups 
through-out the world would have the opportunity 
of hearing them. 

This has been going on now since 1975 and Carl 
wishes to make it known that all those interested 
may write in, sending a clean 60 minute Sony tape 
and they will receive one of the taped talks. 
This may be done direct to him or through the 
Durban Contact Group at the address at the end 
of Skywatch. The tapes are known as the .. Tapes of 
the Confederation of 12 Planets1 1• 
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THE CONFEDERATION TAPES = THE FIRST REPORT BY 
CONTACT SOUTH AFRICA = DURBAN BRANCH. 

INTRODUCTION. 

1. Mr Carl van Vlierden kindly consented to 
this interview which was held on Sunday, 
11th April 1976. He is fully aware of the 
fact that the public distribution of these 
tape recordings will invoke derision and 
criticism which he is prepared to accept. 
At his request his first name is used in 
this report. 

2. In accordance with the AIMS AND OBJECTS of 
CONTACT SOUTH AFRICA we have tried to adopt 
an unbiased approach. We feel that this 
is the only way if we are to maintain 
credibility in the eyes of the public and 
attract thinking people to our organisation. 

3. While no solid evidence was presented proving 
the authenticity of the tapes or the existence 
of the space beings, no final conclusions 
were reached and we hope that Carl and the 
others involved will allow further and more 
detailed investigations by us in the future. 

THE PEOPLE INVOLVED. 

At Carl •s request pseudonyms have been used. 

EDWIN. Born in 1942, a Durbanite all his life. 
His father appears to have been connected 
with the Confederation and it is possible 
that he told Edwin about UFOs and influenced 
him in this direction. He died when Edwin was 
in his teens. Edwin was married to Elizabeth 
in 1968 and they have two small children. 
Her family are more or less ignorant about 
the situation, while his family are 'in the 
know•. He was a Christian Scientist and is 



an electrical technician. 

CARL. He qualified in Germany as a mechanical 
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engineer and most of his working life was spent 
in the design and installation of refrigeration 
equipment. Ten years ago he started practising 
as a Homoeopathic Doctor. He has for a long 
time been keenly interested in the UFO phenomena 
and is a member of MUFON (Mutual UFO Network 
of Ameri ea). Carl is a 1 so a member of the 
S. A. Society for Psychical Research and is a 
radio ham. As he can find no possible explana­
tion for the phenomena and trusts Edwin, he more 
or less accepts the existence of the space 
beings and the validity of the tapes. He hopes 
to find out more about these beings and space­
time/dimension travel. His main concern is in 
the spreading of their message and he regards 
himself as their •spokesman •. 

SPACE BEINGS. They come from the Confederation 
of Twelve Planets and quite a few have been 
involved, but only the most important will be 
mentioned below. It is not clear whether they 
are from another galaxy, universe or dimension. 
Carl feels that they are from another dimension 
of opposite •polarity • to ours - a sort of 
duplicate of our world; an 11anti-matter universe ... 

WYORA. The Commander of the 1960 mission to 
Earth. For a time (during the 195o •s) he lived 
as a human being along the North Coast of 
Durban. He died in 1974. 

VALDAR. Second-in-Command to Wyora. As a human 
being he was known as George and stayed in a 
Durban Hotel. He is qualified in electronics 
and seems to have had a human brother who was 
an entertainer and who died in an accident. 
earl has a photograph of Valder. After Wyora•s 
death Valdar took over as Commander. 
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TAYLANDZ. Second-in-Command to Valdar. 

ATRA. Another Commander. 

VAX NOAH. One of the rulers of the Confederation. 

HISTORY IN BRIEF 

Carl said that the purpose of their visits 
and communications was to help mankind in its 
evolution. Governments have been approached and 
senior government officials around the world have 
been taken on galactic tours but their offers of 
assistance have been rejected. As direct inter­
vention is not advisable their aim now is to work 
through individuals and small groups, such as 
Q-bases. 

First Mission, In 1960 Valdar, known as George, 
joined the electronics firm where Edwin (then 18 
years old) was working as a foreman. They became 
close friends, travelling, fishing and going to 
different churches togethero In that year Va dar 
disclosed who he really was, showing Edwin how he 
communicated with his space craft via a radio 
instrument. During Easter in 1962 a space craft 
picked up Valdar from a beach at Richards Bay. 
His radio equipment went with himo 

The first Q-base was formed in that year 
consisting of a handful of UFO enthusiasts including 
Edwin and his wifeo They met irregularly on 
Sunday mornings and received many messages via a 
radio receiver (Carl produced a photo which showed 
what looked like a very ordinary radio tuner)o 
The first Q-base was dissolved by the space beings 
in 1974, the year of Wyora's deatho Carl had up 
till then not been permitted to join them" He was 
keenly disappointed when he heard the tape record­
ing dissolving the group. 

Second Mission. (otherwise known as the New Experimen ) , 
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On the 16th October 1974 Carl and Edwin were together 
at the latter's home expecting a communication when Valdar 
came through on the radio tuner. We heard this tape 
recording. A new method of communication was to be used. 
By means of "secret sounds" {which sounded like a voice 
recording being played back at a much slower speed) Edwin 
would be "hypnotised". In this state he would become the 
eyes and mouth of Valdar and the radio could then be 
dispensed with. Radio messages would still be taped at 
irregular intervals (atmospherics etc. included) as people 
would be more likely to "believe" in these. 

On this occasion Edwin went into a trance and was 
instructed not to remember anything. The new form of 
communication was tested and found to be satisfactory. 
Carl was told to lead the new Q-base, to tape messages 
and to pass tape recordings on to the Chairman of 
Contact S. A. (Durban Branch). Early in 1975 there 
was some misunderstanding at a meeting between Carl and 
the Chairman of Contact regarding the origin of the 
tapes and the latter dissociated himself from them. 

After the election of a new Contact Committee 
further tape recordings have been played at Durban 
Contact meetings including one by Taylandz. 

THE TAPE RECORDINGS. 

During these communications the space craft is 
supposed to hover directly above Edwi n' s home and ·the 
radio transmissions tend to come through suddenly, 
without warning. Tape recordings are made directly 
from the tuner. In all that has been recorded Carl 
admits we have learnt very little and no new moral 
code has been announced. Brotherly love is 
encouraged in very simplistic terms. We know very 
little about the space beings except that in their 
home environment they look very much like us, but 
are more advanced technologically and morally with 
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an economic system not based on money. 

THE POSTAL DELIVERIES. 

It was also alleged that for some time the space 
beings had a base not very far from Durban and used 
to communicate with Edwin and Carl by talking and 
delivering post to Edwin's post box at night. One 
such letter which Carl produced, was sealed and 
supposedly contained evidence of their existence. 
The seal was crude consisting of a blob of·green 
sealing wax pressed down with the thumb or finger 
with the letter "K" scratched out on it. It was 
written in a amateurish sort of hieroglyphics with 
an English "translation" which made little sense 
and the chemical information it contained seemed 
incorrect. 

CONCLUSIONS. 

1. The enigma of the tapes has a parallel in 
the seemingly erratic and unpredictable 
behavior of UFOs around the world. As 
creatures with supposedly superior intelligence 
who have 'studied' us (and lived among us ) 
for centuries, they still appear to be dismally 
ignorant about man and his customs and 
seemingly naive in their approach. 

2. In all that has been said on the tapes there 
has been no advancement on our knowledge of 
science or ethics. 

3. The space beings want us to believe in their 
existence and the authenticity of the tapes 
on the flimsiest of evidence. They must be 
aware of the thousands of people around the 
world willing to befriend them and it is 
surprising that they do not use a bolder 
approach. 
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4. It is to Carl 's credit that he showed us the 
letter as he was quite obviously disappointed 
by its format and contents. 

5. Although not mentioned in the text of the 
report, a Medical Hypnotist hypnotised Edwin, 
and Carl claims that Valdar came through on 
that occasion. The doctor preferred a 

psychological explanation. 

6. No evidence was presented that could not be 
faked in some way or another by someone with 
a knowledge of electronics. 

7. For security reasons most governments tend 
to suppress information regarding UFOs but it 
is extremely unlikely that they reached an 
agreement among themselves to withhold 
info mation rega ding the galactic tours by 
top government officials. 

8. A factor that might be of some concern to 
Governments ( and perhaps to the space beings 
as well) is the so-called appearance and 
disappearance of these beings as humans. 
Certain identity documents etc. would be 
involved which would have to be obtained from 
somewhere. 

9. The question, however, remains as to why some-
one would wish to keep up a hoax for so long 
a period as 14 years - for no apparent financial 
gain or publicity. 
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At the request of the Durban Contact Branch, Frank 
van Vloten was asked to give a report on the 
circumstances under which the Confederation Tapes 
were received and madeo By training, Frank is an 
electronics engineer and since the tapes were 
supposedly to have been received by radio, he was 
considered to be a very suitable person for this 
purpose. 

REPORT ON A VISIT TO EDWIN ON 21-7-76. 
By Frank van V1oten. 

Five of us were present at 8 p. m. on the Wednesday 
evening: Edwin and his wife, Carl van Vlierden and 
his wife, and myself. We sat together in Edwin's lounge 
during the entire 2� hour discussion, I being the 
l istener for practically the whole time, while he 
rel ated the story of his contact with Val dar 
(George), which is the same as we know it and which 
has been published in a recent issue of Skywatch 
and also in No. 3. issue. 

Edwin was a very likeable young man, and went 
to great pains to explain all details of his contact 
with those of the Confederation, viz Valdar, 
Wyora and Taylandzo Tapes of these have been 
played at recent meetings of Contact, Durban�and 
there is nothing further of any consequence to add 
to them. His contact with these beings dates back 
over a period of 14 years and at no time was there 
ever a suggestion of subterfuge or deception, 
either on his part or on theirs. The message which 
the beings of the Confederation had to give may 
not have been new, but it was a question more of 
what had been done with, and about, this message. 
In the original days, Philip Human had been invol­
ved and it was the express desire that the messages 
should be disseminated amongst those interested 
and willing to listen. This had, unfortunately, 



not come to pass for reasons best known to 
Philip Human (now deceased). 

9. 

Edwin insisted that I look inside the tuner, 
which was the original one, made by Galla under 
the brand name of Eagle. There was nothing 
exceptional to be seen, the innards were quite 
standard and the only thing which Edwin had added, 
was a switch, so that the radio section could be 
cut out when a message from the Confederation was 
being received. I was under the original impres­
sion that Edwin had done some modification work 
to this particular tuner, under the guidance of 
those of the Confederation, but this was quite 
erroneous. The set-up as it existed at the present 
time, was that the output from the tuner, which 
could receive either FM, medium wave or short 
wave, was fed into a separate amplifier with two 
·speakers in the living room. A telescopic aerial 
such as that used on portable radios, fed the 
signals into the tuner, and Edwin •s switch could 
be used, either to listen to radio programmes or 
else to cut these out and use the amplifier and 
speakers alone, such as when playing records. 

The original contact by radio had occurred 
about a year after Valdar had left Edwin, in his 
flying saucer. transmissions had come through as 
Edwin was listening to the radio, and at first 
the radio programmes had been superimposed on the 
transmissions which made them less intelligible. 
This was the reason why Edwin had installed the 
switch in the tuner, so that the radio could be 
cut out. There were four peculiar characteristics 
of these transmissions, viz: 

1. The ship sending them had to be a particular 
distance away from earth, about 360 miles, 
directly overhead. 
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2. The loudness of the message in the speakers 
could not at any time be controlled with the 
knobs on either the tuner of the amplifier, 
in other words, only those transmitting the 
message had control of the volume. 

3. The transmissions could be received only 
within a very small radius of the living 
room, and certainly not by the house next door. 
This was actually demonstrated on two occasions 
by Edwin himself, who took a portable radio 
out into the garden, whereupon transmissions 
rapidly faded in intesity. The same effect 
had taken place at Philip Human's flat in 
Amanzimtoti, when the portable radio was taken 
out of the lounge, and down the passage to­
wards the lifte 

4.  It was not necessary that the tuner, or ampli� 
fier, be switched on for the transmissions to 
be received. It had occurred on several 
occasions that transmissions had come through 
when all was quiet in the house. 

In terms of orthodox science and knowledge, I 
cannot explain the mechanism of how these trans­
missions take place. It would seem that sometimes 
the radio is not even necessary for their reception, 
although it does appear to have helped on other 
occasions, to have had it switched on. Those 
people who formed part of the original Q-base were 
usually warned when transmissions would be sent 
and they scheduled their activities accordingly. 
There were, it seems, hundreds of such Q-bases on 
Earth and those of the Confederation had quite a 
busy time in fitting them all into their trans­
missions programme. I was told that I was unlucky 



as the transmission scheduled for the evening could not 
come through due to a last minute hitch. 

11 . 

In recent times the modus operandi of receiving trans­
missions had changed and Edwin himself now acted in place 
of the radio receiver, after having had certain sounds 
played to him just before transmissions were due so that he 
would lapse into a suitable receptive state. This was all 
related on one of the recent tapes made by Carl van Vlierden. 

In conclusion I would like to make the following 
comments:-

1. At no time did I receive any impression, or see 
evidence of deception. 

2.  One of the members of the original Q-base had alerted 
the Post Office to the effect that Edwin had an illegal 
transmitter, whereupon a Post Office official arrived 
without warning and on searching his house found 
nothing incriminating. It would be interesting to 
know what led this member to believe that Edwin had a 
transmitter. 

3.  It was unfortunate that the transmission scheduled 
for the evening could not come through. 

4. It has come to my attention that the person in charge 
of Philip Human's tapes has some misgivings on their 
authenticity. This will also be investigated. 

While this report contributes little to our under-
standing of the phenomenon it is encouraging that those 
involved are prepared to co-operate in this investigation.
