In.thelr Issue nr 10/1972, UFOAIKA repor-

ted that up to Aug. 15, 1972, Helnonen

had had no less than 23 UFO sightlngs. He
had also become a "contactee". In a let-
ter to Jorma, dated Nov. 8, 1972, Helno-
nen claimed having seen some 30 |Ilght phe-
nomena (at four times belng dlsc-shaped),
and he had seen humanoids on five separa-"
te occaslons, Including the 1970 incident.
At three times he had (then) met a "huma-

noid woman" with whom he had conversatlons

- In Finnlsh!"

This Is what Helnonen told UFOAIKA:

On May 5, 1972, | heard three "sound
signals" and then an unknown woman's
voice, asking me to come to a meeting at

a place behind a red barn near the cross-
" roads to Jaala and Volkoskl. | was to co-
me on my own and was not allowed to bring
my camera or my tape recorder. The woman's
voice sounded high-pltched in nature and
"stralned". ' '

| went to this place on my motor-scooter.
It was 2215 In the evening. As | arrived
behlnd the barn | saw a woman, clad in

a bright-yellow trouser-dress and wearling
long halr down to her.shoulders. Her halr

was yellow and the halr-tops bent upwards.

Her dress was close-fitting and gl lttered
when she moved. On her feet she wore sil-
very shoes with red rosettes.

© | asked the womah how far she had come
from. (I called her "Miss" since | couldn
't see a ring on her ‘hand). She responded:

"We come from the other slde of the ga-
laxy, from a nlce, green land". Then she
told me that three different kinds of hu-
manoids had vislited Imjarvi. Flrst small
humanolds, then people |ike her (about
[40 cm tall) and also a greater race,
almost 2 meters in length. She told me
that the small humanold's visit at ‘Im-
Jjarvl in 1970 had lasted for three mlnu-
tes, whlle we had thought it was only a
few seconds. The woman also sald that
she was 180 years old, although she had
the looks of a 20 year old girl.

(Here ends Aarnos‘sfory of his flrst
meeting with the woman. Many details
recur from simllar cases. The sound

ry falr-sklnned, extremely beautiful
she was.

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'She was some 140 cm tall and wore a two-

part dress with a high collar |ike a polo.

Her shoes were not connected to her trou-
sers. She had large, perfectly blue eyes.

On both occasions she held the same ob-
ject in her hand. There was no sound co-
ming from 1t. Her withdrawal was very
odd. She seemed to "float" away and dis-
appeared. Her galt was stiff, her knees
did not bend.
