THE CONTINUED STORY
OF THE “ITMUKRVT -

This is the second and concluding part
of our re-telling of the story of Fin-
nish contacteg syndrome victim Aarno
Heinonen.

_Heinonen wrote to “my frlend Jorma on

Nov. 8, 1972:

The ‘humanoids are.-highly educated and
their devetopment is 5-7.000 years a-
head of ours. Culture on this earth was

at a peak before the Ice age, but the

humans went the wrong way, started to
destroy their environment with all kinds

of pollutions. Then the humanoids guided



the sunbeams In another direction and ~
so created both darkness and cold on
earth. The result was an Ice age. Huma-
nolds were also responsible for redi-
recting the sun beams back and melting
the Ice: They brought people from other
planets here and thus they are our "an-
cestors".

We are now facing the same problems, Aar-
no wrote further, but this time there

will be no ice age. The humanoids have

constructed a new device with which they

try to cleanse our atmosphere. Taklng
Imjdrvi as a starting polint they are
bullding a triangle within which they
clean away all "surplus materia". On
March'3, 1972, a flsh-shaped object was
seen from several places In mid-Finland.
Aarno saw It from his own yard. Asking
the humanolid woman about the purpose of
this particular object she responded
that this was the very type of object
used for "cleaning up".

Are Aarno and Esko_"controlled!?

~ Concerning the well-known incident of
Jan. 1970, Aarno has now been told'that
the humanolds, on this occasion, had
"lnoculated" - by way of radiation
beams - an allen device Into his back.
This devlce has now become a part of
‘his body and "medical sclience on earth
wouldn't understand the purpose of It",
It Is a kind of transmitter-receiver
which works accordlng to +the orders of
the humanoids. In thls way they have
knowledge about all’ of his thoughts.
Also Esko had a simllar device Implan-
ted into his forehead, but - according-
to Aarno - Esko has beeﬁ "set aside"-
by the aliens, due to his dishonest ac-
‘tlons towards other people.-

Aarno further wrote that he has been
glven extra-sensory powers by hls huma-
noid friends. Once he received. knowled-
ge about a burglary and he senced who -
was the qullty one. He told. the pol.ice,
who caught the thief., This Is an example
of -pre-cognlition, Aarno wrote, a.glft .
from.thealien humanolds. Aarno was .by
now (Nov.' 1972) awalting further con-
tacts and Intended to ask his allen
frierds to be t&ken for a voyage In
thelir vehicle...

(The story goes on and wlidens .in tracks
quite typical of UFO lore. Aarnos nega-
tive words of EskO may reflect the anti-
pathy he had had’for hls fellow since. .

Woman floats_down from_hovering cloud
On Sept. 4, 1972, at I845»hours, Aarno
was out for a tour on his motor-scooter
when he noticed he was fol lowed by a
The "cloud" passed him
at an altitude of 20 meters. Aarno
stopped his scooter.

- He saw two feet coming out of the bot-

tom of "the cloud" and subsequently the
allen woman, from his earller-contacts,
floated down towards him. She |anded

on earth, resting on her side, sayling:
"Don't be afrald. | am your frtend from
another planet. We have met before'.
This time ‘'she wore brown shoes and a
brown .dress. Before returning she gave
Aarno her hand. When he took It he noti-
ced that she wore a thin glove. She

drew out the middle one of the three
antennas on her ball, which she had in
her hand, and then glided upwards in the
same manner as she had come down. At
this time Aarno noticed a weak 'whirl|-
wind. The woman entered the ball-1ike
cloud, which took off stralght up Tnto
the heaven at great speed.

(This Is Aarnos fourth encounter.with -
the woman which allegedly occured about
one month after Jorma received his first
letter from Aarno. Detalls are from UFO-
AIKA nr 2/1973 and from another letter
to Jorma:) :

On Dec 10 Aarno was .on his way, through
the woods, to visit a.nelghbour (Mr.
Vasnidnen) a walk of about | /2 kllome-
ters. It was 1730 hours as he spotted an
object with a vividly. red cupola on Its
bottom. The machine was 5.to 7 meters

in diameter. In fact, the sightlng occur-
ed at the same spot as the Jan. 1970 en-
counter. - -

Aarno became frightened and ran the re-
malning part of the distance to his neigh-
bour. Arriving, he told him that he had
seen the UFO land In the woods amongst

|-2 meters tall young birch-trees. His
neighbour did not belleve him, however,
and' Aarno made no further attempts to
convince him. ' "

(Aarno Is always alone, it seems, when
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thése startling things allegedly happen
to him. A pattern we have seen from ma-
ny other cases, for Instance the Danish
case of the fake UFO photographer and

alleged contactee Jorma VIita (6).) ~ -

Two, hours later, Helnonen starts for
home on the same path as before. Arri-
ving at the spot where he last saw the
UFO he notices a heavy wind towards him,
which Increases to the force of a gale.
Aarno couldn't move and when he stopped
.he spotted the humanoid woman coming -
from behind some pines, asking: "My
friend, why :did you run-away? | wanted
you no harm and you haven't done me any
harm elther".

It was so dark Aarno couldn't see the
_.glrl's face but her clothing shone In

a Yel low, phosphorus tone. Her yel low
shoes wére conntected to the rest of
her dress. From the bottom of the shoes
came a '"beam" in. such a way that the
foot never touched the ground. As she
I1fted her foot this "beam" became
thicker. Aarno asked why she had this
"transparent thing" under her feet. She
answered that she could walk on the
snow without leaving traces. The nature
of the beam was unknown to Heinonen as

well as to all other earthmen, she stated. -

Aarno logses_his_camera

Aarno had brought his camera on this
occasion, but the girl fook it, asking
if he had taken plctures. Aarno answe-
red that he had. Then the girl dropped
something from her hand -and when Aarno
bent down to pick It up, the qirl and

- the camera just disappeared into thin
air. This Is the last time Aarno had
seen the girl and hls camera, as far as
we know. He now thinks he has done some-
thing’wrong, when-he trieq to photograph
the girl.

The stone

Theiob ject he: picked:up was an egg-sha-
ped stone, ‘white on the ends-and.deeply
engtraved with a "T"-like symbol. Aarno
got. the feeling that. this stone had-a
“strange. power and he-became -incapable
of working and got:pains in his joints.
(According to a Finnish ufologist the
stone became. hot In such a way that It
couldn't be kept Indoors). L

One night, as Aarno awoke; he took the
stone in his hand and wished for the hu-
manoids to come’to him. Immediately a
ITght, as large as a man's fist, came .

floating throught the room, but_ then .::
disappeared up the chimney. Aarno- wrote

that he thought he could contact:the.
humanoids at will in this way.

On New Year's Eve (1972) Aarno was "or-
dered" to throw the stone Into the =
nearby lake. On the same evenlng he
went to Esko telling him he had to .
throw it .away. He did not do this,
however, and on the .next evening (New
Year's Day 1973) he went to Esko again

" now telling him he.Intended to hide

the stone beneath a barn. Returmi.ng
home, a big axe, the sixe of half-a-
meter and without a handle, suddenly
appeared on the path in front of him.

When Kuningas
arrived at Esko VI1jo's place (the place
where they were to meet) Aarno wasn't
there and so they went to the Heinonen:
place of Ilvlng But Helnonen, In +urn,
had spotted thelr car and gone to Vil jo,
by another path- way. He also brought:

his diary along with Im.

Kuningas and VIl jo stayed In Helnonen's
home walting for him to come. Viljo went
out several times to search for Aarno
but - did not succeed In finding him. Only
three hours later did Aarno turn up. He
couldnlt explain where he had been. In-
stead he took out his dlary, which he
had kept in hls jacket, and started-to
study it.

I+ was only later, In a'letter from Aar-
no, that Kuningas got an explanation -
for Helnonens strange behaviour.

This theory or myth, vith-minor varla-
tions, has been a constant feature In

- occult and mysflcal | Itterature through-
hout the ages. |t resembles, and has

much of the archetypal qualitles of the
master concept In modern theosophy or the
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mystical romanticism of Shangri-La in
James Hiltons“novel Lost Horizon. In this
article | wish“to present some |iterary
sources anent this theory.

Actually | got the original Inspiration
for this study from John Keel. In his
magazine Anomaly (2) he mentioned & book
called The Ultimate Frontier by Eklal

Kueshana (pseudonym for Richard Kieninger).

This autobiography by Mr Kieninger des-
cribes how early in |ife he was contacted
by a secret brotherhood and given the
mission of starting a community, based on
the "lemurlan philoscphy". This comm-nity,
called Stelle, Is now flourishing In
Illinois.

According to this source there are seven
"Lesser Brotherhoods" in the.world all
working together (3): "The Brotherhoods.
... each maintains a physical headquar-
ters hidden within a mountaln retreat.
They remaln far removed from the inter-
ference of men and the machinations of
civilization. In short, there Is no way
to identify them or to find them".

The flying saucers used by these anclient
brotherhodds is described thus (4):

"The ones which are from this planet are
saucer-shaped: of generally trapezoidal
cross-section wlth three hemispherical
engine pods on the underside. They were
first developed by man on this planet
about 20.000 years ago and have been used
by members of the Lesser Brotherhoods
continously since that time".

This information somewhat startled me as

here was a clear description of the clas- _

sic Adamski-type saucer. Through personal
correspondence | learned that Mr Kieninger
(5) "has heard of Adamski... (but) Is.not
at all familiar with his experiences".
Regarding the brotherhoods”retreats the -
impl ications . are that.because of their
combined.use of highly developed tech-
nology and psychic powers they can keep-
thelr retreats, secret from unwelcome
intruders. "...there are Isolated places:
In the world. which are safe from detec-
tion, and +he Brofhers know where those
places. are" :

Several ufologlists maintain that part of”
the_phenomenon could be staged by a group
with the aim to change our concepts of ..
real ity and. thereby our consciousness.
Vallee advances the theory of a control
system, a way-to condition our social be-
havior. |t is Interesting to note that

the same was said regarding the spiri--
tisti¢ phenomena a cenfury ago.

The theosophist Charles Leadbeafer cfaims
In his book "The Astral Plane" to. have
met such a group..They have their. ‘head-
quafers on the American con+lnent_anq 25
have existed since Atlantean times, ac-
cording to Leadbeater (6): "The Chiefs .
of the Lodge, thouigh they have always
kept themselves and their society In: fhe
background, have nevertheless done what
they could from time to time’'to assist .
the progress of truth In the world. Near-
ly a century ago, in despair at the ram-
pant materialism which seemed to be 'stif-
ling all spirituality In Europe amd Ame-
rica, they determined to make an attempt
to combat 1+ by somewhat novel methods =
in point of fact to offer opportunities
by which any reasonable man could ac-"
quire absolute proof of that Iife apart
from the physical body which 1t was the
tendency of science to deny. The phenome-
na exhibited were not In themselves new...
but their definite organization - their
production as 1t were to order - these
were features distinctly new to the modern
world. The movement which they thus set
on foot gradually grew into the vast fab-
ric of modern-spiritualism...".

A Similar view is held by the theosophi-
cal writer Dane Rudhyar, who In "Occult
Preparations for a New Age" compares
spiritualism and ufology (7):

"Both movements represent an attempt at
expandinq consciousness and human con-

“tacts, and it will be Interesting to see

whether, after. 1975, the occult 'messen-
ger' announced by H.P.B (Blawatsky) will
use the UFO concept to galn public notice,
and soon after also show that the usual
interpretation given to flying saucers

and space-people. is not the correct one".

As Vallee ringly points out in "The Edge
of Reality" (8): "therel s-no occult
school that has a tradition of 'UFOs".
Many of them speaks-of alrvehicl€s used
by earlier civilizationsbut nothing Is
mentioned of a high technology ‘in sécret
groups living in our time. As far as |
am aware-the only exception Is the teach-
ing of Stelle but thelr material. was: ‘not
publ ished: unTII after the beginning ‘of
the UFO era.

In-the November, T9471Issue of Fanfasfic
Stories an ‘article - "Son’of the Sun" -
appeared (9) which is related to the above
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problem. Although it was publ ished before
the contectee era It contains mych that
was later told by Adamskl, Menger, Fry
and others. The article begins: "We are
already here, among you. Some of us have
always been here, with you, yet apart
fromyou, watching, and occasionally
guided you whenever the opportunity
arose. Now, however, our numbers have
been increased In preparation for a
further step In the devebpment of your
planet... Some of you have seen our
'advanced guard' already..You-have met
us often In the streets of your citlies,
and you have not notliced us. But when .’
we flash through your skies In the

The lack of an occult tradition of UFOs
could. possibly b2 answered by another
quotation (10): "If we chose to remain
invisible, we could do so, easlily, and,

in fact, we have done so almost wl+h0u+
exception for hundreds of years. But .
you must' become accustomed to our shapes
in your skles, for one day they will be
familiar, friendly and reassurlng sights.

As noted before the descrlpflon of the
saucers used by the lesser brotherhoods
‘according to Rlchard Klenlnger were

- exact replicas of the Adamskl saucer.
-Could the Adamskl, Menger and other
contacts have been psychological tests
from the brotherhoods? May the Venus
origin have been glven as a front to
cover thelr real hiding place?

There are Indications polnting In this
direction In "From Outer Space" by
Howard Menger (11): "Let us assume that
there Is on this planet a group of
scnenllflcally minded and spiritually
dedicated men and women ‘who are working
to accomplish this great task (a cultural
renalssance-HB),... To continue thel.r
wark and remaln effective, they must of
necessity remaln behind the scenes.
However, they can,'ln the interest of
humanity 1n general, send out hints as
to what Wil take place In the near
future. Perhaps. They send out scouts to
make personal contacts for the specific
reason-of determining the reactions of
everyday people. Perhaps It Is done as
a 'smoke-screen' to temporarily. keep
secret the real work... There are per-
haps, mahy bases of operafnon already
established on, under and above this
earth ‘which prepare to meet this. coming
challenge..."

"

Although Menger clatms that Venus, ‘Mars
and :Saturn .aré the source from which sau-
cers come he also has somethlng to say
anent esoteric brotherhoods -(12): "There
are also space craft, though of inferior

" design,which are -bullt by people of this
‘planet. These people are in communication

with ‘people from other planets. They
are people who possess a ‘high spiritual

understanding and have reached an aware-

ness of natural- law;- therefore they have
been entrusted with Information enabling
them to construct such:craft."

. From the above- few quotations we can

clearly see that the esoteric Inter-
vention theory is not new but simply a
varlation of an age old bellef. Durlng
this study | have uncovered many other
sources with a possible relevance to this
theory, but many of these sources are

"so closely interwoven with the inner

earth theory that | have refralhed from
presenting them here.

‘What is the value of thls type of sfudy?

It is of course very easy to crl+IC|ze
comparlsons like this. By mixing ufo-
logical and occult sources you can. find
support for just any ‘wild Idea. Trying
to explaln one unknown with another un-
known must be considered the ultimate of
speculation. But the complexity of the
UFO enigma forces us to try every

avenue of -approach. We should leave no
stone unturned.

The latest Issue of the Swedish UFO maga-
zine UFO-Information (1) features a story
about Lilli-Ann Karlsson, a young girl
from Vastervik (2) who on the night bet-
ween Dec 3 and 4, 1979 experienced some-
thing out of the ordinary on the Brevik
hills, a recreation area of the town.
What she saw paralyzed and shocked her.

Lill¥=Ann (whose surname today is Thors-
son and she lives In Linkdping) tells how
she - at one o'clock in the night - felt
the urge for a walk before going to sleep.
Being a moonl It night she Intended to
walk around the Brevik hills, directly
behind her place of |iving at Langrevs-
gatan 43. % o o

She was walking with her hands in the
Jjacket pockets and looking into the
ground. As Lil|1-Ann suddénly raised her
eyes she stopped, paralyzed. Ahead she
spotted a luminous objéct hovering about
one meter above the ground. She felt her-
self observed and soon two creatures ca-
me around from behind the object. They

. were tall |ike human beings, about 180
cms, but much thinner.

- | ‘couldn't hear it, but.in a strange
way | sensed that they were discusslng
my person. | felt redicllous in their
presence but suddenly | heard-a voice’

beside me saying | shouldn't be afraid.

The aliens went up to her aggwone of them
gave Lilli=Ann_it$ hand. Shé something in
the'hand, |ike a bar of ‘chocolate. She
didn't move from her spot, however, and
.dld not raise her arms either.

The creatures continued to talk among
themselves and after.a whlle they retur-
ned to thelr vehlcle. They disappeared
behind 1t just as they had appeared. Lil-
| i-Ann notliced a weak.cloud of smoke co-
ming from the bottom of the object. Then,
all of a sudden, the object was gone.

She cannot describe how this occurred.

At the same moment the paralyzation. dis-
continued and she could move freely. . .7
Crying she ran to her apartment. She was
