EN VARDEFULL OCH INTRESSANT UPPSATS

Bertil A.G.Schalén, kdnd som 'BAGS', har som examens-
arbete vid psykologilinjen i Lund skrivit uppsatsen
"Tefatsfolket - UFO som kultféremdl'. Schalén odlar
sedan tidiga tondr ett brinnande intresse fér UFO, SF
och ockultism vilket manifesterat sig i ett antal fan-
zine-liknande halv-allvarliga skrifter, varav '"Astrum
Argentinum Galactica' 3r den som ndrmast berdr UFO-om-
rddet. Schalén opererar som en ''wallraffare', infiltre-
rar rorelser han vill studera, lever med i dem, och
skriver sedan ner sina ''avsl&janden'', nu senast om ny-
nazismen i Sverige.

Frdn att tidigare ha varit intresserad av UFO-fenomenen
som sddana har Schlén alltmer svingt till att bli in-

trakt dir ''sekten’ fdtts och hér hemma har en rik tra-
dition pd omrddet; folk som rért sig i 'utkanten av
verkligheten' har l3dnge funnits dar.

Genom s.k. total observation (aktivt deltagande - Scha-
1én har bl.a. bott hos gruppen under tolv dagar och
haft korrespondens med dess medlemmar) har fdrfattaren
kunnat studera de psyko-sociala mekanismerna inom den
lilla ''sekten''. Slutsatserna har sedan jamf&rts med
liknande studier i utlandet, t.ex. Festingers bok ''When
prophecy fails''.

Vad som sdgs av dem ifrdga-
sdtts sdllan. Gruppen har svdrt att i l3ngden uppritt-
hd11a samarbete med andra liknande rérelser pd verklig-
hetens kant. Ddremot &r den interna sammanh3llningen
stark - rérelsen fungerar som ett gruppterapeutiskt
forum f6r medlemmarna ndr de far problem bl.a. i for-
sbken att f8ra ut sin IFO/fredsfilosofi till en oftast
ofdrstdende omvirld.

Schalén har 3ven intervjuat tretton i Skdne verksamma
psykologer/blivande psykologer om deras syn pd UFO-fe-
nomenen. Dessa var p3fallande ointresserade och hade
aldrig st8tt pd problemet i den kliniska, dagliga prak-
tiken. UFO-rapportdrer skulle dock mycket val kunna

bli klassade som psykiskt sjuka, ansdg man, framf&r-
allt om de samtidigt uppvisade andra psykotiska drag...

A recent study of 602 Swedlsh UF0O reports (our SweCat
cataloque) has shown that about 25 % of reported obser-
vatlons came from wltnesses travelllnqa in some kind of

a vehlcle (usually a car). Out of these (S| reports only
17 exhlblted effects of any kind on car body, enqlina,
headllahts, stearlng or car radlo. Only elght of them
were dlrect engine troubles assoclated with a UFQ slqht-
Ing. The problem of EM Interference (or whatever It is..)
Is thus a minor but still very sliqgnlflcant one in the
overall puzzle. It has attracted qulte a iot of srecula-
tlon through the years. Few, however, have pondered
deeply over the questlon: Why engline Interferences In
Just 5 % of vehlcle reports??

BUFORA, the Britlsh UFO Pesearch Assoclatlon, has made
a worthwhile study, tltled Vehlcle Interferecnce Project.
Presented are 420 short case summarles from The Inferna-
tlonal |lterature. The BUFORA team has recoanlzed the
problem of relating Interference cases to non-interfe-
rence reports, but does not manaqe to draw any Impllica-
tlons from It. BUFORA devlsed a classlflcatlon scheme
where the presented case cataloque only comprises types
3 and 4 (cases of physlolonical/physical effects, and

EM effects), whlle cases with no secondary effects are
overlooked in view of thelr multltude.

The report concludes with short comments by project team
members and there is also a checkllst/questlonnalre
devised to help enllclt critical information in this
type of cases. This checkllist Is, | belleve, the most
valuable part of this study and should be consldered

by any UFO Investigator/research group clalming to be
serlous,

Now and then leaks from behlnd the Iron barrler have In-
dicated that Sovlet, and Its allles, have thelr fair
share of "UFO hysterla". It comes as much of a surprise,
however, to be able to read a new booklet from Center
for UFO Studles where three Russlian science workers apn-
ly thelr statistical talents to Observations of anoma-
lous atmospherlc phenomena In the T.5.5.R.. Tn this book
Fhere Ts absolutely no talk about Tflylnq saucers” - In
fact about 1/4 of Sovlet observations concern crescent-
shaped objects - crescents are twice as many as the
dlscold shapes In Sovlet. (No doubt Junq, Crlnspoon and
others in the psycho/soclologlcal field would make qood
comments on that...).

| am impressed with this study of 256 written reports
which have all orlglnated via Sovlet sclentlfic Institu-
tions. The more-than-50-percent share of hlghly quall-
fled eye wltnesses (sclentlsts, pilots, enqlneers) and
the fact that 2/3 of the reports had more than one wit-
ness makes this a good sample as compared to some Ves-
tern studies. Now, statistics Is not a popular thing,

at least not In Sweden, where people are tlred of poli-
tical gallups and negative flqures of balance of commer-
ce. We tend to jump onto the eaocentric merry-qo-round
where there Is 90 % joy and 10  hard labour. Maklnq
statistics Is In the reverse: 90 % labour and 10 % joy.
Reading statlistics can be even more tedlous, but sta-
tistics Is one of the very few ways In which UFOs could
be sclentifically studled. Few sensational thlnqs become
evident, however.

Sovlet data conflrms the Vallée tImes-of-the-day law but
also makes a point of comparling hour-by-hour actlvity

to season. "The avallable data show a seasorfal relatlon-
ship In the observed distribution", they conclude (page
4n), This Is exactly what | found as | compared data from
the north of Sweden to reports from the southern part as
seasons chanqe (AFU Newsletter 16, p. 20). In my article
then | called for a study of data from the Arctic reqlons.
By way of a concerted effort between Scandlnavlan, Rus-
sian and Canadlan researchers maybe we could have It...?

Sovlet data has a distinct peak In 1967, when Sweden al-
sa experlienced Its most actlve UFO-report year ever sin-
ce 1946. In Sweden peaks wera In March/April and October
while Sovlet had Its four months between July and Octo-
ber. Britlsh rasearchers, of course, remember thelr own
Octoher flap. Now the Sovlet scientists found, by study-
Ing 194 cases from this year (they make up 76 % of the
total Russlan sample!) that a qreat majority of the ob-
Jects flew In an easterly dlrectlon as they were obser-
ved by Russian wltnesses. | am not a great bellever In
studylng directlons of UFO fllghts but It would be Inte-
resting to analyze our own (Swedish) -67 reports... Un-
fortunately, Swedish data from 1967 Is very poor. There
were no actlve report-collecting UFO groups at that time
so Info would have to be taken from the press and from
the archivas of the Research Institute of National De-
fence (FOA).

There Is much more to be culled from this thorough pub-
Ilcation, whizh | recommed for serlous readlng.

The followlng Incldent took place southeast of Stockholm
In the early 70s. One of the wltnesses, who Is now on
police duty at another location In south Sweden, says:

- At the time | was with the pallce force of Handen,
south of Stockholm. Late one evenina, In the fall, | re-
celved a call from pollice headquarters requestinng me to
take part In a search for an old man who had disappeared.
| jolned In and after a brleflna with the search command
we left for the terraln near Tunnelsta, 20 km east of
Sédertil je. Thls area has a narrow net of small roads.
With a colleaque | drove slowly through the district.
After a whlle we rendezvoused with another pollce car at
a crossroads and all four of us qot out of the vehlcles
to stretch our legs for a whlle.

- Standing there we suddenly see a powerful |lqght-source
between the tree-trunks. A stronqly brilliant object co-
mes gliding at a low level, finally to stop at a dlstance.
The object - whilch was dlscold - radlated an enormously
strong white light which Iit up all of our surroundings.

| could almost see every needle on the trees although It
was a dark October night! The alr around the lumlnous
dlsc trembled and steamed as if the object was heated.

For how long we stood there, completely paralyzed, |
don't know. Suddenly, however, one of my comrades reqaln-
ed his sel f-command, stretched his hand throuqh the side-
window and put on the roof search-light. At the very same
moment the object started to move. Slowly It tllted on
Its edge and now we could clearly see the metalllc struc-
ture of 1t's surface. The dlsc was about 20 meters In
diameter., Then It slowly qllded over a nearby fleld.

- Another of my col leaques broke out of his paralysis,
threw himself Into the car and took out the camera which
Is a standard equlpment In all our cars. He ran after
the object a whlle and then took several plctures In
close sequence. A whlle later the object dlsappeared out
of view. The October darkness was once more with us.

- Exclted we contacted - on our communicatlon radio -
the Handen headquarters and Informed them about our slg-
htlng. Pollice 1HQ, In turn, contacted the mllitary since
the area Is crammed with defence Installations |lke the
Navy base on the Musk&d Island. We were ordered back to
the statlon to report on what had happened.

So far the words of our anonymous wltness. But the fol-
lowing facts remaln to be told:

The fllIm was developed but according to the pollceman it
was totally destroyd. This, of course, would be quite
natural since the object was so brilllant. But the fact
that none of the four men were allowed to view the deve-
loped film make room for other theorles. According to
pol Ice management the UFO had not been reqistered on
milltary radar scopes.

We are left with cold facts: Four pollcemen watch an un-
Identlfied object at wvery close quarters. For qulte a
conslderable time they are permitted to examine the phe-
nomenon, but can't explalin what they cze. And, finally,
thelr superiors ask them to keep sllent, an order none
of the pol lcemen dare break even today. Althounh there

SWEDISH LAKE MONSTERS, NEW REPORTS

Every summer a lake monster |s reportedly observed at
the lake StorsJdn In north Sweden. This Is the first
1981 feport, from Dagens Nyheter, July 26:

- On June I, | was flshing from the shore In the compa-
ny of my son, says Sven Engstrdm. Some 300 metres In
front of us there suddenly came three biack objJects rol-
ling In a Ilne, In the water. They were roundish at the
top and there was almost one meter between each of them.
There was a backwash behind them. A couple of minutes
later they dlsappeared Into the water. The phenomenon
was also observed by my son.

Another monster was reportedly observed on two days In
succession on the |ake Torne tr¥sk In the extreme north
of Lapland. Anton Stdckel, 64 years old, sald to Expres-
sen (June 25, 1981):

- We were In a boat on the Lattlla bay. My grandson was
with me. Suddenly he called out: Grandfather, what's
that? | spotted ripples on the surface, then somethling
black rose out of the water. |t was the Torne tr¥sk mons-
ter! | hadn't the tIime to reach for my riffle, but If |
had had | would have gliven It a try, But tlffle shots
probably don't blte on that one... My father saw the
monster 60 years ago, | remember him telling me. The
description Is exactly the same. | was a sceptic before,
but now all doubts are gone.

The Torne tr&sk monstar Is a kind animal, which does not
turn boats upslide-down or attack people. There has been
talk for a very long time about thls mnnster. The people
living at Lattila now keep a constant watch, equlpped
with cameras. All those who belleve the traditlon Is Just
nonsense wll| get thelr lesson...
