of unlque thlnq'S. Contrlhutll'g edltor H�kl'ln Blc!t!')VIst· 
wl Il brlng you a number of lnter�lews 11nd wlll also cun­
tlnue to glve you lnslghts lnto Swedish conf11cfee for-e. 
Håkan sp<Jclallzes, as you wll l have noted, In the more 
eluslve parts of ufology: the o=cult, rellqlous and 
folklore connectlons, contactee & MIB lore, etc. 
Sweden has, since the e11�y 1930's, been plagued by mys­
terlous airplanes of unldentlfled orig! n - we c11l l them 
"spökflygare" - "!lhost filer�". Journalist/researrher 
Jan Ove �undberg has permltted us to translate, for a 
future l ssue, h l s mC�terl a l on the "modern" qhos l f liP r s 
of the Jn70's and this w! l l be !'Up[>lemented by our own, 
unpubl lshed, data. The 1910's w11ve was, wo bel leve, the 
flrst well-lnvestlgated UFO wave In history. At l�a3t­
one thousand pages of field invesll<)aflons ""d ;Jnalysno: 
haoo; heen loceted In Sweden, and Ar!J has hopes of findinq 
mo re. 

My own main project, at present, Is 11 documentary artfela 
on a 1974 Swedish abductlon that occurred In the mldst of 
an lntense liFO wave, only 30 kllomoter!l from Sweden's ca­
pita!. The abductlon resulted In some naver-befora heard 
of effects on the wltness. Saven years havo lapsed with­
out a proper documentatlon so we thlnk the time has come 
and we w! l l prepara the artlcle In English. 
In future lssues you wlll also read the original story 
of a rather "nasty" attempt, by an unscrupulous wrlter·, 
to spread a plausible, but falsa, artfela on Swedish uro 
research and reports through a wellknQWn American publl­
catlon. My advlce to you Is: keep In touch!

T liE l NNER EIIRTH THEO RV 
- A SOU RCE STUDY 

Håk a n  B l o m q v i s t  

W e  d o  e not alonr, i s  a favou o i t e  expresslon o l  ufologists, 
implying th;'lt othco pl.1ncts in the universe are inhabited. 
With the irfeoloqical trend• in today' s UFO-research in 
mind '"e should pco hilp� '"Y: we are not alone - on earth. 
Grave doubts concerning the ETI hypothe�is have led several 
leadinq ufnloqiqs to speculate on a ooore earth-based ori­
qin fo1 our l""luc.ive s.1ucers. 

This is prohnhly one nf the reasons for the resurgence of 
inteoest in the inner enrth theory. No less than thre� new 
UFO-m11gazines are devoted to the study of inner earth, Sha­
ver nnd related subjects. With this article l wish to pre­
sent a few snurces of inner earth lore some of �1hich, to 
the best of my knowledqe, have never been referred to be­
fore in UFO literature: 

l refrain from using the term hollow earth, which is such 
iln obvious physical impossibil ity. The thought of caves 
and tunnels in the earth though is a bit more intriquing, 
he:-e iln open mind is as usual the best attitude. 

TIIE OCCULT TRADITION 

Vcoy 1 i t tie is sa id about the inner eao th in tradition�! 
occult litPrature, illthough there are hints here and there. 
The reason for this scarcity of information is usually 
nscrihed to the extreme secrecy of the subject. lt is re­
gaoderf ils the "Secret of the Ages", which is also the ilpt 
title of a book by the British ufologist Brinsley le Poer 
Trench (1). 
A few short notes are to be found in theosophical works of 
Charles Leadbeater and Alice Bailey. These books, of cour­
s�. were �1ritten Iong before the UFO era. In "The Inner 
Life" by Leadbeilter is stated: "The conelitians of the in­
terior of our earth are not easy to describe. Vast cavi­
ties exist in it, and there are races inhabiting these ca­
vities, but they are not of the same evolution as Olorsel­
ves. One of these evolutions ... is nt the level distinctly 
lower than any race now existing upon the surface of the 
earth ... the othpr is more nearly at our leve l, yet utter ly 
different from ilnything that we know". (2) 
That '"" share our planet with other unkno�m races is hinted 
at in Leadbeater's "The Astral Plane": " ... there are t1"0 
other greilt evolutions which at present share the use of 
this planet with human i ty; bu t ilbo"t them i t is forbidden 
to give any particulars at this stage of the proeecdings 
(1895- IIB) ilS it is apparEntly not intended under ordina­
ry ciocumstances eithcr that they should be conscio11s of 
man1s cxistence Ot man cf their's. If we do come into con­
tact with them it will most prohably be on the purely phy­
sical plane • . .  " (3) 

A reference to the same (?) entities is given in "A Trea­
tise on Cosonic Fire" by Alice Bai ley: "Atnong the manipula­
tinq devas of the lowest level of the dense physical plane 
are to be found certaln subterrancan forms of existence, 
of which hints are to be found in the ancient and occul t 
books. There is to be round in the very bowels of the 
enrth, an evolution of a peculiar nature, with a closc re­
semblance to the human. They have bodies of a pecul i ar ly 
gross kind, which might be reg�rded as distinctly physic�l 
ils '"e understand the term. lhey d•"ell in settlements or 
groups, u'ldrr ,, fnrm of government suitetl to their needs, 
in the centr�l cnves several miles below the crust of the 
earth ... " (lt) 

Very few theosophica 1 1�r i ters of the present generat i on 
have had anything new to SilY on this subject. One excep­
tion is Dr. Douglas Baker, exponent of the Bdiley-tradi­
tion of theosophy. In "Practical Techniques of Astral Pro­
jection" he describes an out-of-the-body visit to the in­
ner earth: 

"l wils aware that we were in a vast underground hall that 
grew in size. l could see that a whole civilisation, un-
1 ike anything l had ever witnessed, was down there. The 
people were fair skinned but their hair was dark ... l hild 
visited 'the place where evils dwcll', symbolized by a 
race of Atlantcan degenerates whose practice of evil arts, 
or· what we now call blark magir, had helped bring about 
the destruction of Atlantis. This race still exists, sea­
led in the bowels of the earth. They �re but a remn�nt now 
Iong forgotten hut who st i 11 1 ivP by the i r ocrul t ar t s, 
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SCE:-IE IX THE I�NER WORLD.

leaving their underground retreat only in astral form to 
prey upon humanity through astral vampyrism and possession". 
(5) 
This is obviously a different group than referred to by 
Leadbeater and Bailey. But Dr. Baker does not enlarge upon 
thP subject in his book and has nothing to say anent un­
known evolutions sharinq this earth with humanity. 

The Richard Shaver material should perhaps also be regarded 
as part of the occult tradition but as his writings are so 
gener·ally wellknown amonq ufolog ist� l 1 imit the Shnver 
lore to a few comments from the Borderland Science� Resc<�r­
ch Faundatian (RSRF). 

In 1945 Meade Layne, founder of BSRF was given this infor­
mation through a medium: "Hr. Shaver's story of his perso­
nal experiences, though fantastic, is substilntially true ... 
Yes, the Oeros exist. Yes, they have physical bodies much 
1 ike your own. Yes, they inhabit underground regions. Yes, 
the machines exist. The Deros are degenerate descendants of 
Atlanteans ... The situation is this. The Deras are nearly 
mindless, degenerate; hence they are easy prey to the ast­
ral entilies". (6) 

The Shaver controversy could fill a library but among the 
bel ievers a l arge part of the debate has centred on the 
issue whether the Deros are physical or astral. According 
to the quotations cited they are physicill but controlied 
by cvil entities from the lower astral plane. 

INFORMA TION FROM UFO CONlACTEES 

Scveral of the •�llknown contactees from the fiftees and 
sixties mention, if only in a brief note, the existence 
of entities from the inner earth. �iii and Evelyn Miller 
receivetl this messnge in il group seance on June 9. 1958: 



"Hany pl;mets have intelligent Iife within them. Yours has 
� people, if you wish to call them that, who do not live 
on thP �urface . .. Hany of those who live there are of thP 

o fallPn ilnqel 0 cl.1ss. Thf'y nperate in bl indness of the i r 
t rue c:ond i t i on i n mos t ca ses and i n i gnorance of the i r 
fnrmf'r state. lhey are not 0devils0 by design. They do 
'thil t t hPy do bf'cau�e i t seems to t hem the norrna l t h i ng to 
<ll). ln you, their0s is a nightmare world. Their pleasures 
�·c qrotesque �nd horrid. Their 'prankishness' results in 
1 u i n .1nd de a t h for t ho se on the sur face whom the y can u se, 
hut thry do what they do in ignorance. Only a few of their 
leaders have any c:onception of who they are. These wou!d 
nl)t divulqc the �ecret for it is their source of power". 
(7) 
Perhaps this rcfrrence would equal the semi-inte l l i gent 
"manipul�ting devas" of Bailey. The apparent stupidity of 
same UFO-Pntities, especially HIB-types, was first noted 
by Keel who describes sad case� where contactees have been 
led down the road to ruin by the "prankishness" of the 
entities. 

The American contactee Eugen Drake claims there are three 
types of inner earth races: the rainbow people, some de­
yener�le races and an old civilisation below Mexico. Un­
fortunately l have only the German edition of his book 
"Visiters from Space": "Es gibt bel euch eine weitere alte 
Zivllisatlon, die unter der Erde lebt und deren Eingänge 
sich in Mexico, garnicht weil von Mexico-City, befinden. 
Diese Rasse konwnt oft zur Oberfläche und mischt sich unter 
das Volk. Aber, a•Jsser einigen Mystikern weiss das Valk von 
Hexlco davon nichts". (8) l quote this parilgraph speci fl­
ca! ly because l have stumbled on this Mexico-connection as 
a UFO-base several times. The Swedish HIB-contactee "Helge" 
claimed his entities had their base just outside Mexico 
C i ty (9). Al so George 1\daonski visited Mexico no" and then 
and tald of a UFO base not far from San Josc Perua, north­
·�st of Mexico City (10). 

In contactee literature a frequent theme is the inner-earth 
rnafia r.onnection. We find this thPory in the Shaver materi­
al anrl also in the 1\shtar conwnunicatlons from Trevor James 
Constable: "Ashtar: 1\t the care of your planet, there dwell� 
a greatly degenerated race, an astral race, which is dege­
nerate not so onuch in science, but in every moral respect 
as you know and understand it . . .  On your �urface they have 
<Jilies who are without morals and without mercy". (Il) 

Il sequel to this theory i� thilt inne � earth people are in 
i!lliance with, or manipulated by, negative interplanetary 
vi�itors. The Mitchell sisters write in "We Het the Space 
People": "There are those inte l l i gene les of superler po•rers 
>�horn we should call f;d len angels l i ving in earth, but i t 
is not wholly fromthem that the evil or bad flying saucers 
cornes". There are others coming from "farther space sy�tems 
.. . they are in alllanc:e >�ith those belogs living in earth, 
who themselves will be forced to leave Earth when peace and 
brotherhood is completed. The gains that these negative pco-

ple obtain from their alliance with those other negatives 
in earth is not known by us, but it must be quite profi­
table". (12) 

As same of the inner earth races belong to a different 
11ooindless" e•tolution they can easily be manipulated by 
lower astral entities or anyone who knows the trick. This 
is oftPn mentioned by Riley Crabb of the Borderland Scien­
ces Research Foundation. His name for the manipulators is 
the "Lun.�r mafia" - ev i 1 elementals. The American contactee 
Howard Henger wes told of a similar conspiracy where a 
secret group on earth manipulaled ·�ther people of your 
planet - people you don' t know about. People who 1 ive un­
observed and undiscovererl as yet. lt is a kind of under­
ground in you•· popular terminology''. (13) 

Final ly, l would like to mentlon a fa3cinating story told 
by two coal-miners, David Fel l in, and Henry Throne, •1ho were 
trapped in a mine in Sheppton, Pennsylvania in August 1963. 
Because of an accident they were burled 390 feet deep in 
the earth. l t took several days to get them rescued. When 
back on the surface again they tald how, while down in the 
mine, suddenly out of nowhere three men had appeared glving 
them a syrnbclic message on an orange coloured plaque. 

The miners described the unknown men as ruggedly handsome, 
about six feet three inches tall. With bronze-coloured 
skins and slightly pointed ears. 1\lso high cheek banes and 
thin lips. This description we have heard many times before, 
but in a slightly different context. Co-incidencc, perhaps, 
but HIB-types have an uncanny ability to appear and disap­
pear with total <.lisregard for our physical laws. (1 4 )  

3 
MORE THI\N A SCIENTIFIC PROBLEM 

What are we to think of these fantastic claims and experien­
ces? Seen from a psychological/sociological perspective ge­
neral acceptance of the inner earth theory could generate 
acute paranoia and cultural upheaval. If there are allens 
among us the only way to deal with theproblem is through 
ca-operation of knowledgable and well-trained investigators. 
Perhaps same of the more sophisticated inte l l igence organi­
zations of the world have stumbled on this enigma and in 
their own way try to sort out the signal from the noise. 

Whatever the truth of the inner �arth theory the UFO pheno­
menon is ample evidence that we do have inte l l i gent ;,,,.�-­
ference in our society on a global scale. lt is very e�sen­
tial to grasp that this makes UFOs more than just a scien­
tific: problem. lt is also an intelligence problem as the 
al iens obviously wi�h the i r operations to remaln unknown. 
T h i s i s the bas ic message of JacC)ues Va 11 ee ' s  "Me��engers 
of deception". We will never solve the UFO enigma 1f ""' 
limit ourselves to strictly scientific procedure•. Every 
ufologist should at least be aware of the basic� of lntel­
ligence work and the use of ESP to acquire information. 

Probing inta these areas can of course be samewhat complica­
ted. Suppose you �� find out that there is a srcret war 
going on on this planet, a power-struggle between esoteric 
group s of var i ou s mot i ves cooperat i ng w i t h, or man i pula t i ng, 
hitherto unknown inte Il igences and that the UFO phenomenon 
is only the tip of the lee-berg of this cosmic Watergate. 
1\ phenomenon clevrrly used by both the alpha and omega 
groups. Few ufologists, not to mentlon the pub l le:, could 
take such a revelation without developing at least a mild 
form of paranoia. How about stamp-collecting?

Almost slmulti'!n<:!ously Krlo;tina i'lnd Nina 
both r:llsr:overerl somethlnq stranqe movlnq around In a 
great clrcle In the sky; the clrcle was antl-clockwlo;e 
and diameter of the clrcle estlmated to he aht. 5 kms. 

Sudr:lenly the object stops, descends and starts to hovar. 
The wltnesses are now able to see that lt Is sllghtly 
vlbratlng. A whlle later lt starts off a�aln, returnlog 
to the same clrcular path as descrlbed before, Then, once 
mora, l t return o; to h over. The �omen stop the l r ear and 
ask themselves: "What are we seelng?", This time the ob­
ject comes much closer and the sister are able to watch 
the phenomenon as lt hovers below the tree-tops only so­
me 10-1� metras from them!

lt Is rlark anrl dlfflcult to dlscern the object's shape, 
but <;f l l l they see a w ide "wlndow" on whi'!t they bel leve 
Is ona of lt's flanks. This wlndow was curved In such a 
way that the ohject behlnd must have been oval, Further, 
the olrls say: "Inside we could see two qrey-black eraa­
tures movlng about, as If they were walldog to and fro". 
On the front of the stranqe ohject two whlte tights 
shone "like eyes". Al l of a sudden these two brl l llant 
l l qhts qo out, "as f f some t h l no h ad b l ocked t hem", and 
the ohject returned to lt's clrculatlon path hloh In the 
sky.

Befor·e Kristina and Nina contlnue they decide to chanqe 
seats to let Nina have a chAnce at r:lrlvlng. They have 
only <]nne a few metreo;, however, when suddenly the ear 
stops and the tights go out. 

VIRRATIONS 

At the same moment the ear startad to -;hake and vlbrate. 
"lt wao; like when you meat a large truck and the r:ar 
gets a blow by the wind". They both fett lockad up and 
Kristina had an oppresslve feellnq on her head. 

- We satthere looklnq for the curlous object, but there 
was nothlnq to be seen, nefther on the sides, nor In the 
front or back of the ear. Mi'lyhe, we thou<Jht, lt Is lmme­
dlately ahove our car7 As the vibrations stopperl we re­
dlscovered the ohject throuqh the front-screen and now 
we were ahle to start and drive off, We saw the object 
no bark to lts clrcular path and return towards the Klls­
b�>ro<Jn mounb;lns. f.t the hack of l t were red anrl posslbly 
yellow ll']hts, 
- lt was str3noe and we were terrlbly frlqhtened, says 
Kristina. l was shocked and had an uneasy feeling. When 
l got home l had many thoughts ahout the Incident, 1 
called the Täby alrport, but they had closed for the day. 

OSS�RVATIONAL DATA 

The o�servers thought the object was about halt the slze 
of the Good Year "Europa" bllmp, whlch Is seen qulte re­
gularly In Sweden. The dlstance to the object, when the 
t wo cr·eatures we re sel'!n was some lO or l 5 me tres and a 1-
tltude was below tree-top levet. The object hoverad In 
that position for about half-a-mlnute. No sound was 
heard and no allen smells fett, There were no elvlilan 
planes In the area and, besldes, Kristina would be the 
perf<Jct wltness to recognlze a plane If she saw one ­
she own1s a pi Iot cortlflcate! 

Kl:lthle Wodell from Örebro, and her hushand, .both spottad 
a stronq yellow-red llqht from thelr summer cottage at 
Rlnkaby, at about 1730 hous the same day CNov.

Gunnar 
Pettersson was watchlnq TV In his homE' In the Örebro 
suburh V/:lsthaqa, At 22.00 hours he obsarved a stronq 
llqht throuqh his wlndow,
