This issue has two main articles which - we disco-
vered this when ''‘putting the pieces together' -
reflect the problems of two different kind of soci-
eties: What level of freedom should be given to
people who want to publish results of UFO research?

Should we follow the American 'capitalist' model,
and allow anything even if it was false data under
the label of true, documented research?..

..or should we praise the Soviet 'commnunist' way

of suppressing all amateur interest in, and publis-
hing of, UFO data?

To me that choise is simple. In the Soviet Union |
would have no chance to publish this newsletter,
nor to privately collect much of the data that

goes into it. In the American society, on the other
hand, 1 would have the chance to publish even cri-
tical denials of other's ''data''. Maybe that denial
would not reach the readership of the primary
source (as may be the case of the false UFO Report
article presented in this issue), but no doubt a
handful of responsible publishers/researchers

would listen, and send the message on. !n the Sovi-
et Union you would have very few chances of even
raising you voice, and if you were persistent
enough you would (like Juri Lina, interviewed in
this issue) be threatened by a long-term visit to

a Siberian labour-camp.

From that it seems a minor problem that there are
researchers, here in Sweden, who think there is
information on UFO phenomena that should not be
published because the data does not agree with
their opinion of UFOs as friendly '"messengers of

the Gods'". It is unfortunate that moralists might
well be the future controllers of computerized data
banks, and decide on what cases should be '‘admitted"
for study, or not!

How much can we rely on what Is written in those
Jjournals, newsletters and books that constltute
"international UFO llterature'..? During the 1970s

| have become Increasingly critical of all sources,
especially those where one could suspect that the
author - or publlisher - has made a conslderable fI-
nancial gain from what he puts out. Hoaxes or false
storles could crop up In any source but most likely
in commercially produced magazlnes, or media publls-
hed by people whose wlll-to-belleve is far greater
than their will-to-Investigate. Rellablllty also
decreases with dlstance and lack of confirmation
from independent sources. In American magazines,

in particular, where the drive to earn money is

far greater than in other parts of the world, you
could easlly find dozens of suspiclous ''storles' -
reports that have gone unconfirmed by other more
reliable sources such as the major Investigation
networks APRO, MUFON or CUFOS. Those suspect storles
are most often signed by authors unknown to investl-
gatlve circles of ufology, pen-names or ''ufologlsts'
whose reputation for honest and truthful reporting
could be better. It is obviously very easy to fool
magazlne editors...or even to fool yourself...

Would non-Swedes put credence in a sensatlonalized,
but clever, mixture of about half-a-dozen fantastic
Swedish '""first-hand cases' reputedly "investlgated"
and ''documented' by Swedlsh experts? Some would,
but a small wise and knowledgable fraction - who
had seen no Swedish confirmation whatsoever - would
be sceptical.

If you bought the October 1980 lssue of the American
newsstand magazine UFO Report (1) you were teased,
on the colourful front-page, to read about ''UFOs
over Sweden - documented report of Air Force jets'
supersonic saucer chase''. You would then read the
story inside and be treated with a series of hlghly
plausible incidents. There are documented reports
of Swedish jet pilots seelng UFOs (2), there are
Swedish pol Icemen who have had slghtings (3), and
there was indeed (so we belleve) a rather nasty ab-
ductlo;_;ttempt at Domsten, Sweden In December 1958
(4), as is claimed in the article, but still almost
every line of the UFO Report report is fabrlcated
data!!l

You don't have to spend a week investlgating ''the
sources''. Any knowledgable Swedish ufologist would
immediately recognize the story for what It's worth.
But you others...those of you who do not know about
Swedish ufologlsts and UFO report history, those of
you who are not familiar with Swedish geography or
Swedish newspapers - would you suspect a hoax when
you read about ''incidents' at locations you had
heard about and easily flnd on the map, "incidents'
"reported' by ''people' whose names you recognize as
sounding Swedish...?7? Would you suspect that an un-
scrupulous writer would put never-sald statements
in the mouth of one of Scandinavia's most respected
UFO experts...

NO NEED FOR LAUGHS...

""The Scandinavian Saucer Scare'' as Y.S.Jonsson's
article is titled, is nothlng but an elaborate hoax

on ufology. 1 will show this without doing much in-
vestigation. |f | investlgated further with some of
the reported sources - such as some Swedish defence
authorlities - 1 would probably get one or two good
laughs. People outside of ufology would have another
millstone to put on our already weak necks...

Reports of Swedish jet fighters chaslng UFOs have
been persistent, both from ground witnesses and
from a few puzzled pilots who dared to come of the
secrecy. The UFO Report story clalms, however, that
on Dec 11, 1978 two Draken fighters from the F-16
wing of the Swedish Air Force, at Uppsala, chased

a torpedo-shaped UFO over the Baltic, an object
which was also detected and followed by ground ra-
dar. The chase resulted, so It is clalmed, in a
near-collislon and a rather panlcky conversation

on the radio. The pilots, unllke most down-to-earth
Swedish defence pilots, were certaln they had encoun-
tered a "'space ship'...

THE STOCKHOLM INTERVIEW THAT NEVER TOOK PLACE...

Author '"Y.S.Jonsson', whoever that is, says It took
him "'27 phone calls, two beers and a long-overdue
favor' before he could meat one of the pilots at a
Stockholm restaurant (...non-existent in the tele-
phone dlrectory..), where he got his "exclusive'
story, promising not to reveal the true ldentity of
one of the wltnesses-pilots. A ''watered-down'' ver-
sion of the incident was reportedly published in
"Aftondagbladet' (...strangely there is, and has
never been, as Swedish newspaper by that name...)
on Dec. 13, 1978. 1 checked the extensive files of
Archlves for UFO research (AFU), which contalns
some 15.000 Swedish UFO press-cllppings arranged
chronologlcally. There was not one single |ine
about any UFO-ecnounter in any Swedish paper that
day. Tg%nce 1970 a commercial Stockholm bureau
cuts everything about UFOs from the Swedish press
and they very seldom miss out a chance to earn mo-
ney...)

The pilots, upon landing, were -~ says ''Y.S.Jonsson'
- gre@ted by a staff officer from '"FSrsvarets Expe-
ditions" (a redlculous name which does not mean
"Supreme Command'' as claimed...) and hushed-up after
a "hS-mlnute highly technlcal briefing''. NICAP's
"Jim Sulllvan' (..ever heard of him?..) trled to
Investlgate the case via the '"'then prime minister
Olaf Palme" (...Palme had lost the Swedish 1976
election and was not prime minister In 1978-79...)
but falled to recelve a reply (which is no surprlise
even if the '"Sulllvan' letter ever existed..).

agreed to an interview on the condition
that certain details of his identity, and
that of his fellow Draken pilot, be
disguised slightly. They have been. The
incident has been confirmed through
other Swedish military personnel at
Uppsala, but the preceding account
would not have been possible without
Larsson'’s help.

0f course, there could have been a pilot/UF0 encoun-
ter over the Baltic on Dec. 11, 1978. Making Inqui-
rles with defence authorlties would, naturally,

lead to denlals even if there was one small ounce of
truth to this highly sensatlonallzed report, which

The '"Jonsson'' story contlnous by reporting about
other '"thoroughly documented evldence that hostlle(!)
intruders have been paylng ‘special attentlon to Swe-
dish skies'"!! For instance, on March 3, 1976, ar-
tillery officers '"reported seven dlsc-shaped objects
...durlng a field exercise at Luled'. The Incident
was ''widely reported in the press, not merely in
Sweden but by United Press International'... (Not

so, there is not one llne of print about the "inci-
dent" in the Swedish press archlves of AFU, and |
congratulate any International researcher who's
able to flnd anything from UPI in his local news-
papers...) Slimllarly 1t is claimed that on Sept. 1
1977 a Linjeflyg Fokker F-28 jetliner was ''buzzed
by a lone UF0'" and had a near mld-air colllsion.
(0f course, no press reports, no rumours In ufolo-
gist clrcles, nothing to support the clalm...)



enlisted men who gazed at the
sheer-white, cavorting discs for an
extended time complained of “bizarre™..

THE DOMSTEN MISREPRESENTATION

'"Jonsson'' breaks his rediculous repltion of non-
events with somethlng that really happened - but
not as '"Jonsson' says! While wiltness's names and
place-of-occurence - as well as the date - are
correct for the 1958 Domsten abductlon attempt,
not much else is true. For Instance the allen
creatures were not ''throwlng goo' at Stig Rydberg
and Hans Gustavsson, the witnesses.

road his UFO encounter occurred ''only a few kilo-
meters from Visterds, site of Sweden's most impor-
tant jet fighter base''. | advice the reader to fetch
a detailed map of Sweden. You will then discover that
while driving from Stockholm to Norrt3lje you could
not possibly come near to Vdsterds. You will never be
less than about 80 kilometres, as the crow flles,
from Visterds! ''Jonsson'' further maintalns that
""Hellberg'' was intervliewed by Svenska Dagbladet on
Jan. 7, 1980. Maybe so, but the Intervlew was never
pubilshed and the matter has never been raised in any
Swedish newspaper. There are no Swedish sources at
all for this 'report'' and we at AFU are deflnitely in
a position-to-know!

UFOLOGISTS THAT NEVER EXISTED...

Mingled into '""Jonsson's' article are names and facts
about Swedish ufology that match reality, but also
quite impossible claims. On several points ''Jonsson'
refers to K.GSsta Rehn, APRO representative for Swe-
den. Rehn was not an active UFO investigator in 1978.
Several months before the claimed Draken/UFO encoun-
ter Rehn, more or less, gave up ufology while turning
over most of his collection and data to the AFU archi-
ves. Today Rehn is 90 years of age and almost blind.
He is.definitely not a '"saucer-watcher' as claimed,
but a serious ex-investigator who would be very much
offended by ''Jonsson's'' attempts to put words Into
his mouth. Rehn published two Swedish books In 1966
and 1969 - true - but had not his ''third due to print
in 1981'" as "Jonsson'' claims. Rehn's third book was
released in 1972 and his fourth, and final one, in
1976. The -72 book is avallable in a slightly re-edi-
ted English version (5). Rehn is the only Scandina-
vian researcher featured in Ronald D.Story's Encyclo-
pedia of UFOs (page 300).

3,000 persons from all walks of life
belong to the private research group
called UFO Sverige (UFO Sweden), the
local counterpart of APRO, NICAP, and
MUFON. One of them, college
professor Lars Sundlin, fias assembled
affidavits from witnesses in more than
100 sightings. “I've never glimpsed a
saucer myself,” Sundlin acknowledges.

Other Swedish ''researchers'' are clted: '"College pro-
fessor Lars Sundlin has assembled affidavits from
witnesses in more than 100 sightings''... We are quite
impressed to learn that we have such a ''star'' among
Swedish ufologist - unkoowingly! It is claimed that
Sundlin (or Sundin) is a member of the UFO-Sweden or-
ganization. | checked with their membership registry,
but Sundlin/Sundin is not to be found in the card
index of about 9.000 Swedes who, at one time or anot-
her, showed an interest in ufology. No report has
ever been published by that '"man'' in Swedish lltera-
ture.

Another non-existent person is ''G8ran Lindqvist',
ufologist and author of a book, according to ''Jons-
son''. A few years ago AFU published a 144-page bib-
liography of Swedish UFO literature where G&ran
Lindgqvist is strangely absent... The author also
mentlon BSrje Nilsson as being the editor of a
"highly animated monthly magazlne''. Yes, there was
one BGrje Nilsson who was responsible for two or
three issues of ''Flygande tefat'', a colourful comic-
book representation of the American type, bought

from '"Westtern Publlshing Co. Inc, Raclne, Wiscon-
sin, USA", translated and released by the non-serlous
publishing house Semic Press. Translating these comic
strip representations of well-known foreign cases

hardly quallfy B&drje Nilsson as a ''researcher'..!
Need | say that neither ""G&ran Lindqvist' nor
B&rje Nilsson are found in the UFO-Sweden registry
of ufologlsts..?

And so It is... There was no serious UFO wave in
Sweden during the 1976-80 period (..''almost every-
body In Sweden, especially In military circles,
knows about the UFO wave''...), there was no ''sca-
re'', no general fear about UFOs during those years.
Not more than durlng the preceeding years. There
were genuin cases that puzzled authorities, but
those cases were never reported by UFO Report, or
by ""Jonssson''.

Who is '"Y.S.Jonsson''? | don't know. | doubt that

he will ever step forward, but | will send this
article to him via Stephen Ciacciarelly - associa-
te editor of UFO Report - who has promised to for-
ward my opinion. | also hope that UFO Report,

whlch has earned a fairly good reputation, will not
accept further "data'' from this source or any other
source who comes up with strangely unconfirmed
foreign data.

'"Jonsson'' might be an American who studled the 11-
terature and made up plausible clalms by mixing
names and places he found in artlcles on Swedish
UFOs & ufology for instance by John A.Keel. He

could even be a money-thlrsty Sweden who didn't ma-
nage to tell his story so weil. If he is a Swede

the artlcle is very '"'weak', unless it was ''designed"
and "planted' as a test of the seemlngly non-exis-
tent reality tests some publlcations and ufologists
employ when they choose their data. In any case it
is another serious warning agalnst acceptling unverl-
fied cases from far-off places, anywhere in the
world.
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Interview

JURI LINA -
UFOLOGIST - DISSIDENT

H3kan Blomqvist

Freedom of speech and opinion is something most

of us In Scandinavia have become accustomed to.
But what we take for granted are for others a
dream only. This Interview with JUri Lina, age 32,
Esthonian journalist and ufologist was made In
December 1981. It gives a frightful plcture of

the way nonconformists are treated in totalitarl-
an states. Mr. Lina Is a brave man and we wlsh
him all the best here In Sweden.

Juri
Lina

Flrst a classic question. What started your active
interest in UFOs?

It began in 1969-70. On Nov 2, 1969 | observed a
cigar-shaped object from which emerged three or four
shinlng spheres. We were three witnesses to this in-
cident.

Did you know anything about UFOs before this obser-
vation?

Yes, | was very intrigued by the mystery. In 1967-68
Sovlet authoritles published several articles on UFOs
and some were translated in Esthonian newspapers. In
1970 1 began my first field Investigations. Other
young people came to me and talked about UFOs and
asked for books. At the time | only had two under-
ground books in Esthonian. One of them was 'De fly-
gande tefaten'' by K.GSsta Rehn, translated from
Finnish to Esthonian and Samisdat-printed. | also
contacted Tunne Kelam who wrote articles on UfOs in
local newspapers. He told me there was something |lke
one hundred Esthonian cases and from hlm | borrowed
books and other material. | was deeply fasclnated

by all this and started a small underground publlish-
ing house to print Samisdat literature on UFOs, in
secrecy.

Didn't you fear your actlvities would be dlscovered?

Yes, we were very afraid of the authorities and 1
used the pseudonym Tuulo Ellis in print. We received
very few books from abroad but lots of magazines
which were easler to smuggle by mail. Books didn't
always reach us. Most of the material we recelved
from Finland. OQur informatlon-net Increased, we had
contacts with people from Moscow, Ukraine, Leningrad,

Lettland, Lithuania, Finland and Sweden. Material
posted in Sweden never reached us. It had to be ship-
ped via Finland. Our publlshing grew, we printed
books on parapsychology and philosophy.

How fong could you keep up this activity without in-
terference from the KGB?

About two or three years. Several people in our
group were Interested In philosophy and some had
become vegetarians, and teetotalers.

How d1d the KGB find you?

Somehow they found out there were some young people
gathering who dldn't drink and who had peculiar
phllosophical ldeas. They started questloning my
frlends about what | was up to as | was the leader
of the group. My frlends warned me and mentioned
the KGB visits. | now had to be very careful. Very
little material was kept In my apartment. |f some-
one wlshed to borrow a book | told him: be at my
place at this date and hour precisly and the book
will be there.

But on April 2, 1975, | woke up and noticed some
men who trled to enter the front door of my house.
| Immediately realised It was the KGB and hurrledly
burned dangerous letters and documents. They came
to search my apartment and started enqulring about
my UFO Interest. UFOs exlst only in the West, not
here, they sald. You are not to tell anyone about
UFOs. If you persist we will make It Impossible for
you to live here in Esthonla. Also you don't drink,
this is not-good. You must have religlous reasons.

They were afraid of your phllosophy?

Yes, they thought of me as rellgious. After this
visit | couldn't get anythling published in Estho-
nla. All edltors refused my articles. That was the
end of my journalist career. Instead | took a part
time job transporting cattle to Central Asia. When
I came back from this job | was called to the po-
lice. They asked about my income as | didn't wrlte
anything. | told them | was blackllsted by the KGB.
You must have a mental problem to believe in such
things, we wlll put you in a mental hospital, they
said. Then | started quoting Marx and Lenin and
they were confused of my knowledge. To put an end
to my strange ldeas hard work was the best they
thought. | started working as a nlghtwatch.

But you didn't stop wrlting?

No, | smuggled artlicles to Flnland and also pub-
lished some in Esthonla, using my frlends names.
They got the money and gave them to me. But this
was no solution to my problems. Sooner or later |
would be discovered and imprlsoned, perhaps in a
mental institutlon. In the USSR they can send you
to prlson [f you haven't been worklng for two
months. The second time this happens you are sent
to Siberla.

Do you know if any Russlan UFO-researchers have
been imprisoned?

Yes, there was a man in Mlnsk, Veacheslav Zaitsev
(1). We had much contact in 1976-77. in 1978 he
stopped wrliting and | heard from Moscow he had
been sent to Slberla for five years. Religious
propaganda they called It. He had been quoting
the Bible in his UFO research!

How dId you escape from Esthonia?

Well, | realised my situation was getting more

and more dangerous. In 1978 my friends from Fin-
land helped me. They sent a Finnish girl to me

and we were married. The marriage was only a front
of course. | didn't know if this would succeed but
possibly the authorlties were tired of my actlvl-
ties. With me gone they could easily disrupt the
group. | did receive permission to leave my count-
ry and arrived in Helslnkl April 2, 1979. There |
started writing about human rights in the East.

My frlends in Finland warned me of these actlvl-
tles and in July 1979 | moved to Sweden.

Are you publ ishing articles In Sweden now?
Very few. Most of my material goes to the USA. (2)
Have you been contacted by the KGB in Sweden?

| was Invited to USA, Canada and West Germany to
relate my experiences and talk about human rlghts



in the East. One evening after listening to a
speech by a Russian dissident in Stockholm, a KGB
man came up to me and sald if you don't stop your
activitles you wlll be killed, and he hit me. |
also noticed another man but they couldn't do any-
thing as several witnesses arrlved. That was in
February 1981.

How does it feel coming to Sweden from Esthonla?

It's like another planet. You don't realise how
happy you are here in Sweden. A big surprise for
me was all the books avallable, no books are for-
bldden.

In splte of all your hardshlps you mentioned some-
thing about feeling protected...?

Yes, it It related to a UFO experience | had on
Nov 24, 1974, This was a Sunday evening and 1 felt
very restless. A strong urge to visit a secluded
place in the woods made me call two friends and we
drove off to our old observation post. When we ar-
rlved there was a strange red light above the
trees. Not a clear light but a dlffused glow. We
went to our familiar spot and Immedlately felt
like being watched. After a short while the sur-
roundings were 1lluminated in an unknown way and
out bodles felt taller or bigger.

This happened in the night?

It was dark but around us everything became brigh-
ter and brighter and there was a definite Increase
in temperature. About half an hour past midnight

we heard a nolse like when you strike a match,
but much stronger. From the east came a green
ball of light passing about two meters above our
heads.

How blg was it?

From a half to one meter in diameter. We all shou-
ted UFO, UFO. 1t passed us and dlsappeared into
nowhere after about 100 meters.

Was the light in the woods still there?

No, it disappeared some ten mlnutes before the ball
of light passed.

You were not afrald?

No, we felt very happy, it was a positive experl-
ence. After this all three of us have had an inner
feellng of belng protected, like nothing evll can
reach us. :

What do you thlnk 1t was you saw?

Perhaps some apparatus from a UFO. They wanted us
to have proof we were noticed. After this experi-
ence | had no real deep fear of the authorltles.
An inner volce told me to be calm. When the time
is right 1 wlll escape from the USSR, 1 thought.

What about close encounters in Esthonla and the
USSR?

| have published two cases in FSR. From Nikita
Schnee | heard of a close encounter Involving a
Russlan officer. This happened outside Moscow in
June 1978. The humanoids this man met told him:
We know a fot about you. If you start a war that
becomes dangerous to the planet we will Interfere
and stop you. They also mentioned catastrophes in
the near future. (3)

What is the present UFO situation in the USSR?

There has been a general increase in reports and
the authoritles are worried of the consequences.
They want them to go away. In Moscow there is a
man, an academlc who works as chief censor. His
name is Mligulin. He reads all artlcles on UFOs be-
fore they are publlshed. But more and more artlc-
les have flltered through lately. (4)

How many cases have you Investigated personal ly?

About thirty. There is something 1ike 200 documen-
ted cases from Esthonla.

What do you belleve about UFOs?

Personally 1 think they are interplanetary, but
posslbly also Inter-dimenslonal. 1 don't belleve
they originate on this planet.

How many books have you wrltten?

Twenty-three, but only one has been published, in
Finland. 1t is about UFO research in the USSR. 1
have also wrltten about parapsychology and mys-

terles generally.

Will you continue your UFO research here in Sweden?
Yes, but so far | have only held a few speeches. |
still don't know many Swedish ufologists.

FARMER "SUNBURNED' BY MYSTERIOUS
DAZZLING LIGHT, IN 1948

Farmer Gunnar Andersson from Ervalla,

near UYrebro, tells how he on November 10, at 2225
hours, was on his way home from a commlttee meet-
ing In the local church school when he was the re-
cipient of a very strange incident.

Some 200 metres from home he suddenly found him-
self in an ocean of dazzling, white light. It was
a light-cone som 40 metres broad with sharply de-
finted outer edges, which surrounded him for a
while. His hat seemed to raise from his head and
likewise felt his halr. It was like a hot summer-
wind passing by.

After the phenomenon had dlsappeared he went home.
In the morning noone believed his story although
he showed them the ''sun tan'' he had developed du-
ring the night.

The report must be taken with a certaln amount of
sceptlcism, says science. Professor Lindblad of




the Stockholm observatory thinks that a matter-of-
fact opinion on the phenomenon is hardly possible.
It is probably the flrst time in history that such
an effect has been caused by a meteor. It seems
Ilkely that the 1ight should have been some kind
of searchllight, but this doesn't explaln the ap-
pearance of the ''sun tan''.
